# sSame Old Seheme.

The chair was again taken by A. H.
Rundpe, and these geutlemen figured on
the plutiorm: E. A. Macdonald, J. A.
Livingston, F. J. Sabine, John Dunlop,
William Amey and Dr. McCully.

The canu] promoter was the first to

oall for the attendion of the audience.
He had this resolution to move:

That whereas the completion of the pro-
posed power aqueduct from Lake Simcoe
to Toronto would affect an enormous re-
duction in the price of light, ~ heat and
power, would break down existing mono<
polies that are pressing heavily upon the
citizens, and would provide facilities for
making Toronto one of the greatest manu-
facturing cemtres in America ;

-And whereas the early construction of
that great- work would afford employment
to large numbers of our industrious citi-
zens, and would also stimulate the general
Pprosperity of the city ;

And whereas. the aqueduct company has
applied to the City Council for the right
to supply the citizens with electric energy
at prices infinitely less than what is being
charg®d by the companies who now enjoy
that privilege, and have also offered to
expend a million of dollars in work of
construction before exercising any rights
in the city ;

And whoreas the proposals of the com-
pany have been received with the stron
approval of the peopls at the many. public
meetings at which they have besn dls-
cussed ;

And shereas the fair proposals of the
company to the City Council hava been re-
fused by the majority of the present Coun-
¢il under the hollow pretence of inserting
clauses for the protection of the city

hich were not inserted in the contracts

th any other company, and were know-
ingly proposed in order to kill the nque-
duct project, and remder it so onerouns as
to drive away capital from the enterprise;

Therefore, ba it resolved that this meot-
ing censures the unfair and unbusinessi{ke
attempts that have been made by the
Mayor and certain aldermen to strangle
the aqueduct scheme, and calls upon the
electors of Toronto to elect no man to the
Council who will not pledge himself ‘to
give to the aqueduct company equal rights
and privileges with those heretofore grant-
ed to riv:'g companies, on condition that
the electric energy shall be furnished at
not more than one cent per horse Dower
-and that the rights shall not be exercised
until the compsany thave expended one mil-
Hon of dollars in works of construction.

Stock Argumenis Repented.

He then proceeded to roll ‘out the
stock arguments in favor of the scheme.
He likened the electors to Cacsar, an
said they intended to “ appeal untb
Ceasar” to right the great wrong that
had been done tp the citizens of Torontb.

The remmjmder of his remarks were de®

woted to “ roasting” the aldermen who
have opposed the company. Ald. Shaw
he left alone, because he had been given
to understapd that the representative
for Ward 8 bad decided not to run for
nmext year’s council through illness.

Mayor Kennedy was his first subject
for criticism. The Mayor, he said, had,
previous to his electiow, spoken in favor
of the agueducters and promised to sup-
port them in the council, but when he
wais returned he was simply a piece of

wtty in the hands of men who had back-

ne. The Mayor had yielded to these
men amd came back to the electors with
broken promises. (Applause.)

Ald. Lamb, he - -~ued, should not as
a stockholder in t. gas company be
allowed to git at ‘the head of the Board
of Works.

Paid His Respeets to Ald. Hallam.

“ There is amother patriotic gentleman
of the name of Hallam,” went on the
Baron.

Mc. Macdonald: I don’t know whether
the company would put a clatse in the
agreement {restricting the labor to any
nfunicfpality; I suppose they-would do
what is best for their own interests. I
don't think they: would object to the
city of Toronto putfing in a clause
fixing a minimum rate of wages.

Not Amiable Towards Amey

More confusion arose “when ,Williamy
Amey got up to speak. He objected to
the giving away of a monopoly, and
introduced pome very socialistic theories
into " his remarks. The audience ‘grew
wild with excitement, and had ncit the
speaqu brought his speech to am early
close it looked as though he would have
been foreibly ejected by those present.

The uproar was renewed by the re-
marks of the next speaker, J. N. Dun-
lop. He argued that as-soon as. ‘the
aquedugters had been given the franchise
they: womld #ell thair stocks and bonds
and th2 ecitizens womld-give .

At the end of the five-minute ilimit
the speaker was requested to stop ‘oy
the chair, and he sat down, his speech
baving btren jeered and applauded loud-
In throughout.

I. H. Milfs also opposed the resolution
on the ground that he did not believe
in granting monopolies. Iigve ‘wanted
water from Lake SimCoe let the
municipality do it and not another
monopoly.

Several others wished to speak, and
there was more hooting when they en-
deavored to resist the ptitting of the
resolution to the meeting by the chair-
man. Mr. Rundle carried the day, how-
ever, and on a show of hands;the mo-
pop was adopted on a very narrow ma-
jority.

C. Guroisky then got up to speak in
favor of the candidature of certain al-
dermet, but the audience had had enough,
and rose and left the building.

HENDERSHOTT'S ‘600D THING

SIGNIFICANT REMARK BY ONE OF
TH & MIDDLEMARCH PRISONERS.

Continuation of the Inquest in the Murder
Case—Charles Welter, a Suspect, Who
Engaged Counsel the Day After the
Murder, Gives Evidence—Hendershott’s
Evidence Contradicted on Many Points.

8t. Thomas, Ont., Dec. 27.—~Publik in-
terest in #he Middlemarch murder is
daily increaping, as evidenced by the
crowd which overflowed the Grange Hall
at Middlpmarch to-day when the in-
quest was resumdd. Many stood during
the entire proceedings, and some could
not even gain admittance. The evidence
taken to-day was not important, no
facts being adduced which have not al-
ready been told in this paper. - The
crown’s case was nSt strengthened by
to-day’s evidence, though it was in no
way weakened, Indeed, as regards pri-
goner W. D, Welter, a stronger case
could bardly be made out than has al-
ready been worked up against him.

This morning Charles E. Welter, Far-
mer Middleinarch, brother-in-law of the
prisoner John Hendershott, cousin of
prizoner W. [D. Welter, and himself a
guspect, was on the stand from 10 a.m.
tiil adjonrnment for dinner at 1.85 p.m.
He gave his evidence in a hesitating and
most unsatisfactory way. He was con-
tinvally averring his ability to clear his
character and his desire to do so, as
well as to tell the ‘tuwath, but
asked ' questions did not tell
anything popitively. It was “He
thought,” or *‘ He cquld not remember,”
and the witness must hawe leit the im-
pression on those who heard his evi-

jdence thivt he either did not want to

tell tov much or else that nature had
endo'wed him with a very poor memory
amtl very little gray matiter.

Charles Welter's Story.

Welter, in his evidence, said he had
employed counsel on Saturday, the day
alter the killing, bacause he had been
suspected. He was entirely innocent, and
wanted the lawyar to assist him in clear-
ing the matter up. Mr. McDonald, his
solicitor, and Prisoner Welter were at
his house in consultation with him that
day. They palled in with Hired &an
Crajg, and Craig told the lawyer what

he knew, but of whait was said at this |

conference witness could not give
any clear ideén. His memory failed him,
and he forgot entirely what ‘the prisoner
Welter said on thit oeccasion.

Asked by Mr. Donohue, * Wers
not startled by the intormation [you
brought that you were suspected ?”

“What would 1 be startled about. An
innocent man has nothinz to fear.”

He never asked his cousin anything
about the killinz, and could give no ex-
planation why he did not, other than
“I did not think I was required to ask.”’
He went to St. Thomas on the Friday
of the murder at noon and was as the
court house when the information was
brought to him of the alleged accident,
and he telegraphed to John Hendershott
at Eden, “William Hendershott is dead.
come quickly.” He also notified the
coroner. Witness told of hjs ipovements
after receivinz the information, no im-
portant fact being elicited. He admit-
ted that he had consulted his solicitor
over half a dozen times since the mur-
der, seeinz him ome day twice. The last
time he saw the deceased alive was the
Tuesday before the killing. He was at
John Hendershott’s with Georze Craig
on Friday morning, but could not re-
member seeinz the deceased; still he
mizht have been there.

Contradicted Other Witnesses.

He denied having any.private conver-
sation with the prisoners, either on Tues-
day or on Friday. Miss M. L, Hender-
shott swore to a lie if she stated, : as
she did, that they had a private con-
versation together, He had _intended
going to Eden with John Hendershott,
but could not because of visitors coming
at his house. The coroner ordered the
body to be taken to witness’ house, but
owing to witness’ mother being ill he
bad it taken to John Hendershotts. He
could not remember clearly what day he
visited the woods, But thinks it was
Sunday morning. He saw blood marks)
but they did not excite his suspicions,
nor did he belicve deceased was mur-
dered. He came to the conclusion on
Monday last that the people were ex-
cited because a murder had been com-
mitted, but he did not say anythiag to
Ilendershott or Welter about it. He
did not hear of the insurance, he said,
before the Saturday after the murder,
but he aiterwards admitted that a couple
of months ago the deceased called upon
him. said he was going to get insured
and that the company wanted a coupla
of references. He permitted deceased to
use his name and afterwards filled out
a paper, but what the name of the In-
surance Company was, who was the
agent or what the amount of the insur-
ance he could not remember. ‘I'he pro-
perty of John Heudershott in Aylmer,
be said, wag formerly in his wife’s name.

Pefranded Other Insurance Companies.

Questioned regarding prisoner Hen-
dershot® being expelled from the Ancient
Order oi Foresters* because of fraudu-
lently obtaining sick benefits, he re-
luctantly admitted the facts. Witngss
couid uot identify any of the three ax
exhibits held by the crown. He posi-
tively stated that he knew nothing about
the murder.

At the aiternoon session Mary L. Hen-
dershott was recalled. She said that
W. D. Welter did describe the accident
to her on the Sagurday in Penwarden
Hotel in St. Thomas, though Mrs. Ban:
eroft, wife of the proprietor, who was
in the room, says he did not. Charles
(. Welter did have a private conversa:
tiou with the prisoners. The deceased
was there that Friday morning when C.
G. Welter was, and he could have seen
the deceappd.

Charles Welter's Evidence Contradicted.

Rosie, the 12-yeay-old daughter of the
elder prisoner, gave the most straight-
forward evidence of any witness so far
examined. &he went to bed the night
before the murder first and got up last
that Friday morning. Her father, de-
ceased and prisouer Welter were inthe
house when she went to bed, and also
when she got up. Her uncle, Charley
Welter, she thought, must have seen
the deccaped at her father's'that Friday
morniug, as both were there at the same
time. She counld not identily any of the
axes., She ct¥raborated the evidence of
W. D. Welter and her sister, as to her
tather producing the policies, taking one
from his potket and the other from the
bureau drawer, on the Sunday morning
after ¢b» murder. Prisoner Hendershott,
it will be remembered, swore exactly
opposite, saying he never showed them
the policjes at any time nor aver car-
ricd one in his pocket. Her other evi-
dence was not materiad.

Decensed’s Father Festifies.

David Hendershott of Walsingham Cen-
tre, father of deceased, identified the
nx as oue he found in the woods and
which wns formerly the property of his
son. John Hendershott told him e
bought the ax from witness’ son, and
asked him to bring it to him., The se-
cond ax he identified as one he had seen
in John Hendershott’s shed. When he
saw it it was rustier than at the pre-
sent time. Some of tha rmst had been
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wiped off, ahd the ax looked as if it had
since been used to <chop wood. The
third and blopd-stained ax, found 'hid
under a log in the woods on Sunda
last, be could not identify. ’
An Uninquisttive ilired Man.

George Craig, Charles Welter's hired
man, was the last and a most stupid
witness. He acted and zave his evidence
in a maanner which led the county at-
torney to ask him if he had been driunk-
inz. His evidence was very uunsatisfac-
tory, more the result of stupidity than
Zuilt, He was twice at John Hender-
shott’s that Friday morning and saw the
deceased on both occasions. About 38
o’clock he was upstairs at Charles Wel-
ter's, when Mrs., Welter called to him
that Will Hendershott had been killed.
He came down and found prisoner Wel-
ter in the room cryingz and looking sad,
and though witness remained in the
room five minutes he mever asked Wel-
ter how the killing occurred.

“Wasn't I Pulling On My Boots?"”

He was pressed by the county attore
ney to give the reason why he did not
speak to Welter at all or ask about the
accident. Although threatened with be«
ing committed, that it might be the Jast
opportunity he would have of answering,
that he must have a guilty knowledge,
and being asked to make a clean breast
of the whole matter, witness’
answers were;  “I don’t know.”
“Wasn’t 1 pulling on my boots?”
#What the devil can I tell you?” and
that he did“not know he had to speak
to Welter. The impression produced by
the vigorous® cross-examination to which
he was subjected was that the maiu was
more stupid than guilty. He finally de-
nied all guilty knowledge of the matter.
He told of taking the body from the
woods, described its position, etc. He
identified a pair -of pants produced as
those worn by deceased, but could not
identify the axes.

A Good Thing if Everything Goes Right.

He &poke to prisoner °Hendershott
about the insurance, saying he had struck
a pretty good thing, and Hendemshott
replied [‘Yes, if everything goes all
right.” He contradicted his employer
by stating that it was on Thursday last,
and not on the Saturday previous, that
Mr. Macdonald called at C. G. Welten's.
When he went to the woods to bring
back the body he saw blood marks 20 or
30 feet from where the body laid, but
said nothing about it. He did not seem
to think the circumstance suspicious.

Inquest adjourned at 6.80 ‘p.m. ‘till 10

A Warrant Out For a Sixth, But He fis
Missing — The Charges Are of Ren-
dering False Statements to the Share-
holders—The Manager Deep in theg
Mire—English Opinjon.

Halifax, N.8.,, Dec. 27.—A despatch
from St. Johm's, Nfld., says Messrs. Cook,
manager ; ex-Premier Goodridge, Good-
fellow, Hutchinson and Dubier, direc-
tors of the Commercial Baank, lately sus-
pended, were arrested to-day on infor-
mation laid by Hon. George -Skeltou, a
shareholder, They are charged with
making a falee written statement and
rendering false accounts to the share-
holders, Cook will be arrested on
another charge, such as embezziement
and fraudulently taking the funds of the
bank. The disclosures against Cook
are very damaging, and considerable ex-
citément was caused by the arrests.
Pitts, the director who is included in
the, warrant of arrest, is absent from St.
John's, but will be arrested immediately
on his return, and if he does not return
he will be arrested in Canada. Bail
will be accepted for ‘the prisoners at
$20,000 each. :

Bail for the accused directors was in-
creased to $36,000 each, after consulta-
$tion with the erown. More warrauts
for the officials were issued to-niZht.

The different members of the Empire will
be equally supreme in local and certain
other specified matters, while matters of
Imperial coneern will be regulated by an
Tmperial Parliament, in which the dif-
ferent members will be represented. As
the, various parts of the Empire are vir-
tually committed to the great federa-
tion project every question that comes
forward ought to be decided with due
regard to its_effect upom this project.
1f federation implies equality and in-
volves mutual obligations, between the
various parts of the Empire, pro rata to
their population, then it follows that
each part must have the same authority
in regard to any one matter that the
other parts, have. ' II England pos-
sesses the right of regulating her own
tariff Canada must possess the sauie
right. Ii England has authority to
compel the slaughter of our cattle upon
their arrival in that country Canada
must possess similar powers in regard to
cattle coming to this country. In the
same way Canada must have co-extensive
powers with England in the regulation
of copyright. The “Colonial " idea, as
we read the times, has already passed
away, or at least is passing away asdg
rapidly as circumstances will admit.
In its place is being ushered the grander
and more pennobling idea of Imperial
Federation. = Under the latter Canada
receives, if she does not already possess
it, the right to arrange her own copy-
right laws.

PROTECTION IS NECESSARY.

A writer in The London (Economist
points out ihat Canada, being rich in
iron and pickel, is in a position to con-
trol the shipbmlding of the future. But
it will be necespary for the protection-
ists to get out of the way. Nature’s
most vajuable gifts miay be locked up
by restrictive laws.—Yesterday’s Globe.

That is just where The Globe makes
a mistake. If Canada is ever to become
a great shipbuilding nation of the future.
it will be for these reasons : Lu the first
place, the cobmbination of nickel and
iron must huve superior merits for con-
structing ships; secondly, Canada must
have a monopoly in the production of
pickel ; and, finally, she must have &
government that will know how to pro-
#it from these two advantages. If a free
trade government were in power it would
be ©of ny avail to this country that she
possessed a momapoly of any product.
The dpetrine of the free trader isto erect
ho bagripr thit will interfere with what
they cajl the nntural laws of trade. One
of these naturnl laws woauld permig for-
eizners to come to this country and take
from ift whatever might be of value for
prosecuting industries in other countries.
The free trader i bound by his princi-
ples tol allow the shipbuildeps on the
Clyde to .take from Canada the nickel
that The Economist suggests will ere
long be necessary in the construction of
ocean vessels, The doctrine oi the pro-
tectiomist, on the cther hand, is, that
no advantage that we can control to
our own benefit ghould be allowed to
pags to the hands of foreigners. The
thorough protectionist will no more
allow an article to be exported, if that
article wiyl be the means of developing
an _industry fa this country, than .he
wijl allow articles of foreign production
to be imperted to the destruction of in-
dustrips in this country, The one thing
that will kill the forecast of The Lom-
don Economipt is the investing of the
Liberal party with the reins of gov-
ernment.

THE STORM AND THE TROLLEY.

Yesterday was the first real winter's
day of the beason. The weather was
sharp, #4nd in the early hours
of the morning a flurry of snow
made its appearance, The fall,
however, was nothing to speak of, and
the people were surprised to find that
the street car system was more or less
demoralized when they went to use the
trolley to get to their work or place of
business. The storm of yesterday was a
comparatively mild one, and the Street
Railway Company should have been able
to meet it. The Railway Company have
had a couple of years' experiencg with
the Toronto ¢vinter, and by this time
they should have mastered its eccentri-
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iled themselves of whatever
devices are uecessary for keeping the
tracks open. It looks as if' they were
trugting too much to luck! There is
no dolibt that ghe organization of &
system for meeting emergencies of this
kind, the expenditure of a little money
and the upe of a little common sense
is all that is required to keep our elec-
tric service in funning order, no matter
what the weather may be. We think the
City Engineer is justified in inves-
tigating the cause of the demoraliza'tion
of the service yesterday. The outlook
for the plectric  service during
the present winter is mot very encour-
aging it yesterday is to be .a sample
of what is coming. The little flurry that
cansed so mueh inconvenience is alto-
gether too emall a disturbance to upset
the street car arrangements of a city
like Toronto. As far as we can see there
is: no excuse for it, and in order to avoid
a repetition of it, as we said above, we
think ‘the Engineer should look into the
matter ‘and see if the Railway Company
really has any excuse to offer.

COMPULSORY EDUCATION.

Ou the first of January next a mnew
compulsory education law will go into
effect in the State of New York. The
act provided that: t

All children between 8 and 16 years
of age in proper physical and mental
condition are required to attend instruc-
tion, a8 in said law specifically stated,
namely:

1. AH children between 8 and 12 years
of age must attend during the entire
period public schools are in session be-
tween the first of October and the firat
of June following.

2. All children between 12 and 14
years of age must attend at least eighty
consecutive days during the same period,
and the whole period, unless lawfully em-

ployed. i

8. All children between 14 and 16

ears of age must attend when not law-
ully employed.

.Violations of the law by parents or
zuardians of children are to be treated
a8 misdemeanors, punishable by fine or
imprisénment, or both, and any person,
firm or corporation employing children
contrary to the provisions of the law
is' liable to similar penalties, ‘Atten-
dance officers’ are to be appointed to
sec that the law is properly enforced and
‘truant schools’ are to be established for
dealing with the more iucorrigible child-
ren. 4 1

Arthur Wants a Chartered Bank.
From The Arthur Enterprise.

Why it ie that there has not been a
chartered bank founded here long agos
is a metter that has long perplaxed the
public mind in Arthur @nd* vicinity.
To ourselves who have vieited many
towns and villages in Ontario, and no-
ticed one or more branches of such banks
in places that could not even hope to
compete with Arthur in the ‘number and
enterprise of its business establishments,
nor in the excellence, capabilities and
productiveness of the magnilicent farm-
ing and dairying district surrounding it,
the matter is, we confess, wholly inex-
plicable. We do not know to what, if
beyond a curious freak of
chance, the long-borne want and jncou-
venience may be fairly attributed. We
would advise our citizens to wake up
at onee to the necessity of keeping pace
with the progress which has been going
‘on in -all other parts of the province,
and by a fafr, a manly and united repre-+
sentation of thé situation to oune or more
of the banking institutions of the coun-
try, and of the mutual benefits avail-
able thereby, so pave the way [or the
early and permanent establishment of at
least one of those monetary institu-
tions in our- midst.

A Coensumption Hospital.

Editor World: An editorial in yester-
day’s World dealt with an important
guestion, and one which receives en-
tirely too little attention from the public
and our legislators. It was the question
of the establishment of consumptive hos-
pitals for the isolation and cure of pul-
monary tuberculosis.

There i now no doubt of the conta-
gious nature of this disease or of the
manner in which contagion takes place,
and yet we have not to go fartherithan
Hamilton to find consumptives in the
same wards of the hospital as typhoid;
poelimonia and surgical cases, and we
do mnot even have to leave Toragnto to
find consumptives in almost every ward
except the surgical ward of our General
Hokpital. Why need we wonder, then, 2*
the large number of surgical cases whicu
evenihially turn out to be tubercular,
and that so many persons find out that
they mever seemed to quite recover after
that attack of typhoid, pneumonia or la
grippe; and who eventually develop
tubertulosis of the lungs?

Let me repeat a question which -was
made by me in all seriousness in a paper
read before the Ontario Medical Asso-
ciation last year:

“Is there in Ontario to-day omne hos-
pital or other inmstitution where victims
of pulmonary ‘tuberculosis have every
paaonable modern chance for the cure

patients are properly protected from
danger of contagion from the tubgrcle
bacillug?”

1f any of your readers know of such a
place they will oblige by communicating
with me. ;

Another important guestion to con-
sider I8 why such a large percentage of
conspmptive cases occur in pupils short-
ly after leaving our public schools and
collegiate institutes.

Such questions as this are of as much
importance for distussion in our school
boards as whether married women shall
teach or whether some particular teach-
er or earetaker shall receive a vacant
berth ! ‘

The members of the Prisoners’ Aid
Association are wurging the general
adoption of the system of caring for the
destitute poor of the country by means
of houses of refuge or poor-houses. Up
to the present time only 10 out of a total
of 85 counties in Ontario have as yet
adopted the system . ey claims that
it is not only the most humane, but that
in the end it is by far the most economi-
cal method, and moreover, that in coun-
ties where there is a well managed
house of refuge there is far less begging
—in fact no excuse for it—far less
pauperism and far less crime. :

Other advanta resulting from the
establishment of a poor house in the
county, which is referred to by the As-
sociation, is the fact that the removal of
the tramps and the simply destitute poor
from the county jail prevents over-
crowding of the latter and makes it
gossible to effect a better classification

f the remaining prisoners. This they
claim is a matter of much greater im-
rtance than is generally supposed, as
it is found that both vice and crime is
propogated by a lack of proper clagsifi-
cation of the inmates of county jails.

! be taken in selecting the farm, selecting

the site and in deciding upon the char-
: acter of the buildings.

The farm should be good land, not
less than 100 acres, easy to till and con-
venient to a railway station or boat land-
ing. The buildings should be erécted on
high ground where they can be easily
drained, and where there will be an
abundant supply of water both winter
and summer. In making plans for the
buildings the aims should be economy,
convenienc¢e, orderly administration, a
complete separation of the sexes and a
' right classification of the inmates. The
heating, ventilation and drainage is of
great importance, and this should not be
entrusted to any except good reliable
parties or well-known firms.

Ontario is the one recently built in the
County of Oxford, near the town of
Woodstock. The total o¢ost to the
county, complete, was $30,868, less the
Government grant of $4,000.

In the United States nearly every
county has a county poor house. In the
| State of Ohio, for instance, there is a

rhouse in each one of its 88 counties.

n the State of New York, with only
four exceptions,every county has a poor-
house. In this State the poorhouses are
under the supervision ' of a State Board,

and this board now favors the adoption |

| of the cottage system in the construc-
| tion of county poor-houses, The cottage
| system is more expensive than the con-
gregate system, but it is claimed that
it is much safer in case of fire, it pre-
vents the sﬁread of contagious diseases,
it is more home like, and it is the only
system that provides for the absolute
separation of the sexes.

A well' managed county poor house is

a regular hive of industry, and every |

inmate not too ill or too feeble is ex-
pected todoa fair day’s work, and in
this way contribute to their maiten-
ance. As might be expected such a
poor-house is not popular with the lazy,
good for nothing tramp, and it is
found that he gives a wide berth to the
county where 1t is located.

HOUSES OF REFUGE ON THE COTTAGE
PLAN.

=

In the neighboring State of New York
the county poor-houses are under the
supervision of a general board, called
the State Board of Charities and Correc-
tion. Although the functionsof this
Board is to a large extent wholly advi-
sory, it has nevertheless succeeded dur-
{ing the last 10 or 15 years in bringin
| bout very great improvements both in
{ the construction and in the manage-

ment of these as well as of other county
institutions. This Board had a
large model of a county poor-
{house on exhibition at the World’s
|Fair at Chicago last year, and
| this model is now at the State Capital at
{ Albany. This model is constructed on
what is known as the “Cottage System,”
. that is, instead of one main building for
{the accommodation of all the inmates
{there are a number of detached cot-
tages. This is the svstem now recom-
mended by the State Board, and already
{ one of the counties has adopted it after
trying the old system for many years.

| In view of the fact that more than
{one of the counties in Ontario is now
moving in the matter of providing a
county house of refuge or poor-house, a
short description of the cottage system
will be timely.

In the cottage system there isa cen-
[ tral building for the keeper’s residence
and administration offices. In some
| case the farm house purchased with the
| farm can be utilized for this purpose if

it is ina good location. To make the
matter simple we will suppose that the
keeper’s residence faces the south, and
also that there is a good barn to the
northwest of the same. In this case the
‘cottage for the men would be located to
{the west of the central cottage so as to
be on the same side as that of the barn

and for reasons that will be referred to |
presently. To the east of the keeper's |

cottage is the cottage for the women.
| These buildings are 20 or 30 feet apart
and they are connected by means of a
|covered passage. To the north of the
| keeper’s residence, but connected there-
| with by a covered passage, is the gen-
eral kitchen and two dining-rooms, one
for men and one for women. The cot-
tages are two stories only. Over the
dining-rooms is the chapel and over the
kitchen are bedrooms for attendants.
For the accommodation of sick inmates
it is recommended to have two one-story
cottages, one to the west of the men’'s
cottage for the men, and one to the east
of the women’s cottage for the women.

The barn and cottage for the men
lare located on the same side of
the keeper's residence so as to keep
the men at all times as far as

dssible fiom the women’s department.

he morality of many of the inmates of
houses of refuge is very low indeed and
every precaution must be taken to keep
the two sexes absolutely separated. This
separation is much better effected by the
cottage system than by the ordinary
congregate system. The cottage sys-
tem, moreover, is much safer in case of
fire ; it is safer in case of an epidem-
ic ; it is more homelike and removes
the objection that many have to the
ordinary poor-house ; the cottages have
more sun light and are more easily ven-
tilated than the rooms of a large build-

 ing.

THE PRISON SYSTEM OF GREAT
BRITAIN.

The prison system of Great Britain is
very different from the prison system of
Canada. There are two classes of pris-
ons, namely, the local prisons and the
convict prisons. = In the local prisons
the prisoners may be confined for an
| period from two days to two years, while
|in the convict prisons the prisoners or
conviets may be confined for any period
from five years to twenty, or for life,
Each prisoner in a local prison spends
the entire time of his sentence, even if
for two years, in a separate room or cell,
whereas in the convict prisons only the
first nine months is spent in separate
confinement. During this nine months
the convicts both work and sleep in their
rooms. At the end of nine months they
work in association, but they are not
allowed to speak to each other.

In the local prisons the prisoners are
taken into the exercise yard for half an
hour each day where they are put
through a sort of military drill, but they
are not allowed to spegk. The indus-
tries in which they are occupied is boot-
making, weaving, mat-making and
| picking oakum, and in some of the
| prisons they still have the tread-mill
On the tread-mill the prisoners work for
20 minutes and then rest20 minutes,
and so on. This system is called the
separate system simply because the

risoners are kept separate. A prisoner

as no means of becoming acquainted
with other prisoners. As there is no
intercourse, there can be no contamina-
| tion and the prisoner leaves the jail at
least no worse than when he entered it.

It is a very great mistake some writers
make in confounding the English
“geparate system’’ with what is called
the ‘sgolitary system.” The English
separate system can in no way be
called the ~ ‘‘solitary system.” ~ The
separation is merely from bad com-
pany. The prisoner is yisited by his
| relatives, by -the school\ master, by
| the chaplain, by the magistrates, besides
the daily visits of the jailer or his as-
{ sigtants.” He has work, he has exercise

[ his teacher, he has books and he can
| earn various privileges by good conduct,
| It is found that this system facilitates
| reflection and religious counsel and it
| promotes reformation. The reformatory

| 1and are considered quite unnecessary.
Since the adoption of the separate sys-
tem in Great Britain in 1877, there has

| been,a large diminution in the volume

! of crime in the United Kingdom, and
{ much ot this eatifactory result is be-
i lieved to be due to this cause. At that
time there were about 20,000 prisoners
in the local prisons, whereas now there
are only about 14,000, although the
| population
that time. More than this the number
of convicts has decreased during the
same period from 10,000 to something
like 4,000. It shculd be added that this
system of separate confinement is by no
means confined to Great Britain. tis
in Belgium, however, that the system
has its best exemplification. To-sum
up, we may say that the separate.sys-
tem is both deterrent and reformatory,
and although the prison buildings are
more costly, the system in the end is by
far the most economical, as apart from

DISASTERS AT SEA4.

A Long List of Casualtiés Within the Past
Two Days.

London, Dee. 27.—The washing ashore
of a quantity of wreekage upon the
Scotch coast indicates the loss of the
steamer Oswald with her crew bound for
Cardiff. The wreckage was chiefly
washed ashore three miles north of Port
Logan, Wigtownshire.

CHINESE MAD* A BANNER DISPLAYX.

The More Flags the Greater Force Will the
Japs Think They Have.

London, Dee, 27.—A despatch to the
Central News says the Chinese army un-
der General Sung, having been defeated
at Kung-Wa-Sei, retraated to New-
Chwang. There thay were joined by the
troops under =Commander-General Wa,
and the -combined force retreated to
Tien-Chon-Ta, the town of New-Chwang
being completely evacuated. The Chi-
nese troops at Tas-Han-Lien are spread-
ing their front and increasing the num-
ber of their banners in order to make
the greatest possible display of strength.
Japanese  cavalry scouts report that
8000 Chinese from King-Chow have reach-
ed Tas-Han-Lien.

The native officials at Shanghai and
Ningpo are in a complete state of panic,
fearing a Japanese invasion.

Chang Chi Tung, the new Viceroy of
Nanking, is inspecting the forts on the
Yang Tse Kiang, and Commissioner
Moorehead js sending new -European
drill instructors to these forts under the
Viceroy’s directions.

RAN AMUCK WITH A GUN,
A Frenchman Commits Suicide After At«
tempting Triple Murder.

Newcastle, Pa., Dec. 27.—At Ellwood
last might August Permontir, aged 26,
a Frenchman, employed at the geerless‘
Lamp Chimney factory, and a boarder
at the residence of James Meister, at-
tempted a triple murder and then killed
himself. Permontir had for several days
acted queerly. At 10 o’clock last night he
went to the second floor of the board-
ing house, and, without warning, shot
twice at the youngest daughter of his
landlord, aged 16 years, but did not
hit her.

He then ran down the etairg and shot
at another of Meister’s daughters, 18
years old. The shot entered her left
breast, inflicting a dangerous wound.
Robert Charles, another boarder, tried to
overpower Permontir, and was also
dangerously shot, the bullet entering his
groin, - Permontir then went to the
front porch and fired a shot through
his head..

CONVENIENT FODDER TABLE.

A Device to facilitate the Werk f
Husking and Binding.

Many practical farmers find that the
quickest, easiest and most economical
method of handling shock corn is to
husk it in the field as’soon as ripe and
bind the fodder in bundles preparatory
to hauling to the barn. To facilitate
she work of husking and binding the
fodder, Emathan Heald, Vermont, uses
a table of his own construction, which is
well shown in accompanyingillustration.

It is made of two eight-inch boards 10
feet long nailed about 14 in. apart, thus
allowing room for a man to stand,
between them. The legs are about
two or two and ome-half feet long,
and well braced after the plan shown
in the cut. Across one.end and be-
neath the boards is placed the three-
inch roller E. “Near the middle of the
roller two small holes are bored one-half

inch apart. Short, strong pegs are
driven into these between Wi is

thick and 10 feet in lerigth. The other

D. A’ medium-sized shock is ecasily
tipped over upon the table putting it in
a convenientposition for husking. When
enough fodder isobtained for a bundle
the twine in the can a, is drawn throuzh
the groove in the strip ¢ and caught in
the notch at 1, 2 or 8 according to the
size of the bundle. The rope, which
hoangs across the roller when not in use,
is put over the bunch of fodder, then
back under the c¢ross-pieces d and b,
and the knot is caught between the
pegson the roller. Then by turning
the roller by means of the erank at one
end, the bunch is compressed and the
twine brought over the top and tied.
Loosen the rope and the bundle is ready
togo to the stack, mow or cutting box.

: ns of the barn in which they
had been stored not one stone was left
upon another. He reported the matter
to the city detectives, who found 18 of
the wagons in 's sion, and an
indictment was laid against him for steal-
ing them. Upon this indictment he was
tried in Magistrate Denison's court and
convicted. An application to Judge Mc-
Dougall yeskerday to have this convie-
tion guashed was succesgful.

While these eriminal proceedings were
being taken Hewitt proved his ownership,
of the vehicles and Lee gave him pos-
mession of the 18 wagons, and went to
conpiderable expense to recover the two
which he had given in exchange for the

horge.

At the Sessions yesterday before Judge
MeDougall Lee was charged with false
pretences in the negotiations inconnec-
gtion with the exchange of the two wa-
gons for Brooks’ horse. The plea of the
erown was that, when negotiating this
exthange, Lee represented to DBrooks
that he, Lee, was the undisputed owner
of the wagons, and that they were per-
fectly free from incumbrance, statemenks
which he knew to be false.

WHY THE COW WAS AHBEAD.

A Withess Who Was Posted on the Ques-
tion of Gravity.

Some amusement was ‘caused in the
eourt, when one of the witnesses in the
“effort to show that Goodhall was a
disinterested participant in ' the affair,
and that the cow’s relative position in
the procession was a perfectly natural
one, said that the hill was a steep one,
And’ “the cow beinz bigger, the attrac-
tion of gravity was greater in her case
and she kept ahead.”
