To have a just claim on this fund it 
must be shown that at the time of report­
ing for duty the soldier was a resident 
of Canada, and was supporting the wife, 
family or relative who now applies for 
aid.

Aid can be granted only while the 
soldier is on active service.

The local relief committee will investi­
gate all claims for aid, determine the 
amount of assistance which in each case 
may reasonably be given, and exercise 
a close oversight over all monies paid 
out.

Funds, locally raised, may be trans­
mitted to the Minister of Finance, 
Ottawa, or placed to the credit of the 
Canadian Patriotic Fund in a local bank.

All monies raised here will be deposited 
in a local bank, and will be used for the 
purpose intended only, as there are no 
officers receiving salaries.

Soon our own Ontario 
troops will be fighting in the trenches, 
then the awful tragedy of war may strike 
ruthlessly our own fireside, or our neigh­
bors’, day after day. It is just for this 
reason that all patriotic citizens resent 
unfavorable references to the Canadian 
Patriotic Fund.

The object of the organization of a 
local branch of the Fund is well known 
to the reading people of the district, but 
for the benefit ot a few, evidently yet in 
the dark, we will again repeat :

The funds collected locally are to 
provide assistance for the wives and other 
dependents of soldiers of the Watford 
district who answer the Empire’s call 
and either go to the front or to the winter 
recruiting camp to be trained for active 
service to fill the ranks as necessity re­
quires. Out ot the monies collected here, 
regular monthly allowances will be paid 
to these dependents. If sufficient for 
these needs is not forthcoming locally 
it will be supplied from outside branches, 
but notwithstanding the narrow views 
expressed by some few we believe that 
the patriotic people of Watford will 
provide sufficient to look after the de­
pendents of our local volunteers and 
arise to the occasion of assisting other 
less fortunate districts if the call for help 
is sounded, even though “this is not a 
rich community.”

|OIThe British army, when the 
million now authorized is added to 
it, will consist of at least 2,900,000 
men. Not quite contemptible even 
in the Kaiser’s eyes.

It will take a long time for “Made 
in Germany’’ to win back its popular 
favor but it should be an opportune 
time for “Made in Canada’’ to come 
to the front.

The decision of the Government to 
maintain 50,000 men under arms in 
Canada will be received with satis­
faction by the people. From this 
force always under training ample 
reinforcements can be sent to the 
front from time to time.—Globe.

But a few buckets would be re­
quired to hold the tears that would 
follow the death of Kaiser Wilhelm. 
Assassination by one of his own 
down-trodden soldiers is most likely 
to remove the emperor from this vale 
of tears,“multilated children and 
ravished women.

The recruiting campaign to assist 
in raising 200,000 Canadian soldiers, 
should meet with an instant response. 
Canada showed her feelings when 
the call came for the first contingent 
and she will do her share until every 
foe of the Empire has been vanquish­
ed.

With more than 1,200 tons, or 10,- 
000,000 Christmas gifts, fiom the 
people of America, a Santa Clans 
ship, the naval collier Jason, sailed 
from New York on Saturday for 
Europe. Gifts that the ship carried 
were gathered from every state of the 
union. They included almost every­
thing from toys and dolls to clothing

and food. So heavy was the rain of 
Christmas presents for the children 
of Europe that a force of 90 soldiers 
and 60 sailors were required to 
classify the gifts as they arrived, and 
repack them so that an equal dis­
tribution might be made in the sev­
eral countries for which they were 
intended.

Port Bo wan News :—All the men 
of Canada canot go to the front. The 
farms must be manned, for the 
soldiers must be fed. Business must 
be kept going, else the “sinews of 
war’’ would soon dry up. To some 
men who are physically fit, the loss 
caused by long absence would mean 
business ruin. At the present time 
these men can serve their country 
best by staying at home. But all 
must learn the meaning of the word 
sacrifice.

One branch of the Provincial re­
venue which shows a large increase 
is that of the succession duties. 
This year succession duties to­
taled $1,287,633 or a gain of over 
$141,000 over the high record of last 
year. The gain is attributed to the 
growing wealth of the Province. The 
increased duties have not been fully 
operative as yet, but the benefit from 
them will be felt nest year.

Because the tug of war continues 
it does not follow, however, that the 
prestige of neither side is affected by 
its continuance. So far as a balance 
can be struck it is against the Ger­
mans, for with them failure to go for­
ward is equivalent to going backward. 
The German military machine is so 
stupendous, has focussed the atten­
tion of the world to such an extent 
that nothing short of clear, emphatic 
success will make good its claim to 
supremacy. A drawn battle is to the 
Germans the same thing, in moral 
effect, as a defeat.—Boston Tran­
script.

It must appear very strange to the 
German people to see the British 
press criticise the First Lord of the 
Admiralty in connection with some 
acts of his department. Such a thing 
could never be tolerated for a 
moment in Germany, where the 
Kaiser is lord of all. British people, 
however, are very jealous of the 
liberties of the press and have learned 
through experience to lean consider 
ably on the opinion of their leading 
journals. It is hardly thinkable 
however, that there is any political 
feeling in the matter. During war 
there is no party politics.

The office soldiers of Canada will 
hereafter work with their fighting 
clothes on. For many years the 
only uniforms worn in the Canadian 
war office have been on the messen­
gers * and orderlies. However, the 
British war office requires all its 
military officials to bo booted, spurred 
and ready for instant action. Can­
ada has fallen into line. An order 
has gone forth requiring every officer

This news will sadden the hearts 
of loved ones at home, but they 
have the satisfaction of knowing 
that their boys are fighting for a 
righteous cause, for God and their 
country. The prayers of all will 
follow the sons of Lambton, 
that all may be spared to return. 
No braver or finer lot of men, the 
pride of our manhood, has left Can­
ada than the contingent from the 
27th, and all have confidence that 
they will acquit themselves with 
glory and honor.

Those at home can do much to 
help even though they are far from 
the scene of action, the ladies in 
particular, who are knitting and 
sewing. Who can say but what the 
wristlets, socks or bands you make 
will be worn bv your own boy. Let 
all do his or her part.

Montreal, Nov. 23.—Eugene Geannine, 

a Belgian reservist, has arrived back 
here, having been injured in action in 
Flanders. He fought at Antwerp and in 
several other engagements. He was 
lucked in the chest by a German charger 
on the Ripell River.

Geannine possesses as souvenirs of his 
fight a dum dum bullet, which, he says, 
was fired by the enemy, and a German 
belt with the legend of “God mit us” on 
it. From Antwerp, Geannine says, he 
was sent to Lierre, ^ and the most of his 
fighting he saw in the series of battles 
about the Roupelle and Nether rivers. 
At Wayer, St. Catherine, on the Roupelle 
Fiver, 20,000 Belgians, supported by a 
British naval brigade, held off 85,000 
^Germans for days.
' The Germans, says Geannine, were en­
deavoring to cross the river by a pontoon 
bridge. When the bridge was crowded 
with Germans an English officer whistled. 
That was the signal. Then the artillery 
opened fire, and in a few seconds the 
bridge and the men on it were swept

Three times the Germans rebuilt the 
bridge and repeated the same tactics. 
Three times the allies wiped out the ad- 
-'vaucing hordes. After the third attempt 
the little river was so choked with dead 
men and debris that «the German troops 
were actually able to march across on 
tbe top of the corpses. In the struggle 
that followed and after he had killed two 
^Germans, Geannine received his wound.

Children Cry

After Forty Years Imprisonment In 
the Castle of Furstenrled, King 
Otto Is Now Sixty-Five Years 
Old, But Doctors Say He Will 
Live Several Years Yet—Cousin 
Is Regent.

When will he die? When will the 
country which in half a century has 
been afflicted with three mad mon- 
archs be released from the burden of 
a king who knows not one of his sub­
jects; who has not written a word 
nor read a book for years; who sel­
dom speaks a few intelligible, con­
nected words, who knows nothing of 
the time or seasons, who spends al­
most every hour of the day in a pad­
ded room, and has had to be guarded 
from self-destruction for nearly thirty 
years? When will this hopelessly in­
sane king die?

Fate seems determined that the 
people of Bavaria shall continue to 
ask this question for years to come. 
They can scarcely hope for a merciful 
release. In view of the recent report 
■of the doctors who visited the de­
mented King Otto, who has been in­
carcerated in the castle of Fursten- 
ried, near Munich, for close upon for­
ty years. For although the King, who 
is king in name only, and- who is now 
sixty-five years of age, has lived this 
terribly pathetic life since early man­
hood, his physical condition is such 
that the doctors give room for belief 
that the King will live quite a num­
ber of years. And thus the pitiful 
tragedy drags on.

Even though Prince Ludwig, who 
Succeeded his father. Prince Luitpold, 
as Regent of Bavaria a short time 
ago, issued a proclamation in Novem­
ber last to the effect that the Re­
gency was ended and the throne va­
cant, and that he had taken up the 
reins of government as king, he can 
never be a real king while his cousin, 
who Is monarch by Divine right, 
lives. The tragedy really began near­
ly seventy years ago, when Louis I., 
King Otto’s grandfather, a well- 
meaning and liberal monarch, wast­
ed the wealth of the kingdom on ex­
travagant works of art, and became 
so infatuated with that notorious ad­
venturess, Lola Montez, that he cre­
ated her Countess Lansfeldt, with a 
pension of 20,000 florins. This in­
furiated the Bavarians to such an ex­
tent that they forced him to abdicate 
and placed his son Maximilian II. 
on the throne.

But already Maximilian had ex­
hibited traits which betrayed the 
hereditary taint of madness, and his 
wild excesses ultimately led to his 
early death in 1864, when he was 
succeeded by his son, Louis II., bro­
ther to King Otto. Louis, too, car­
ried his grandfather’s love of art and 
music to excess, and the only achieve­
ment of his reign was his patronage 
of Richard Wagner, who owed every­
thing to “Louis the Beautiful,” for 
he had beauty like a girl’s with pale 
cheeks, long silky hair, and large, 
lustrous eyes. Women idolized him; 
men pitied him, and were ever ready 
to make excuses for his madness.

For a time it took a harmless form. 
He built fairy castles in the moun­
tains, entertained ghostly guests, and 
fancied he was dining with Hamlet 
and Julius Caesar; drove about at 
midnight qround bis roads in a sleigh 
formed like a golden swan, engaged 
theatrical companies to play an opera 
or play to himself alone, bestowed ti­
tles on his barber and tailor, or wan­
dered about the woods playing “Tris­
tan” in apricot-colored tights.

One of his most astonishing acts, 
however, occurred in October, 1867, 
when his marriage was arranged with 
his cousin Sophie, who afterwards be­
came Duchess d’Alencon, and perish­
ed in the Paris bazaar fire. Every­
thing was ready for the ceremony, 
and then the King announced that 
he would not marry. He destroyed 
every portrait of her he possessed, 
and opening a window threw a mar­
ble bust of his beloved princess into 
the courtyard below. It was a happy 
escape for the princess, but one can 
imagine her chagrin when she return­
ed home husbandless after the vast 

. preparations which had been made 
for her wedding.

In spite of this, however, Louis re­
tained the affections of the Bavarians 
to such an extent that when he be­
came hopelessly mad, and was placed 
under restraint in the castle of Burg 
in 1886, the peasants attempted to 
rescue him. They were unsuccessful, 
and three days later the bodies of the 
King and his medical attendant were 
found in-the lake. There was evi­
dence of a great struggle, but whe­
ther the King had murdered his phy­
sician in order to escape, or whether 
the physician had perished in an ef­
fort to frustrate the King’s attempt! 
at suicide, remains a mystery to this 

! day. ■
For some time prior to Louis 

1 death the late Prince Luitpold acted 
I as Regent, and he continued to rule 
I the affairs of Bavaria when Otto. 

Louis’ brother, succeeded, for it was 
decided that, although Otto had been 
for ten years in an asylum, he should 
be declared King. There was, how­
ever, no coronation.

King Otto’s affliction became ap­
parent at the time of the Franco- 
Prussian War, when he ordered a 
squad of cavalry to charge a stone 
Fill which Jie insisted was a body Of

aranfiy. Then Wi-eneWfrofferte* 
P^£8A° “• enemJ were discovered, 
Til t e I?8”11 that he was placed 
finder medical care, and from that 
time has been kept under constant 
surveillance.

Such is his pathetic state of mind 
that, like Nebuchadnezzar, he was of­
ten found eating grass, and an at­
tendant had to restrain his appetite 
In that direction. He refused his 
food, imagining it to be poisoned, de­
veloped a horror of washing, and on 
several occasions nearly murdered 
his attendants.

Remarkable Artificial Culture of the 
Popular Bivalve.

Like others of our natural re­
sources the extensive natural Ameri­
can oyster beds have been considered 
as practically inexhaustible, capable 
of producing oysters abundantly for 
all purposes. But the oyster Is such 
a universal favorite that with im­
proved shipping facilities and wider 
distribution the demand is already 
greater than the supply, so that 
while the beds are in the aggregate 
enormous, it Is predicted that in 
time they will be doubled in area 
and oysters actually farmed as close­
ly and intensively as in market- 
garden crops.

Real oyster farms are no mere 
theory. Growing oysters artificially 
is an extremely ancient art, and in 
France, Holland and Japan there 
are regular oyster parks where oyster 
culture is carried on to a degree of 
refinement and under Government 
regulations and restrictions which 
would make the Canadian oyster 
man who rakes at will In the open 
range, shiver with apprehension. 
Nevertheless the oyster output from 
these intensively cultivated oyster 
farms is probably from four to five 
times whqt it is from the most pro­
ductive natural beds.

Oyster growing for market in Ja­
pan is a matter of two and one-half 
to three years, but when a farm is 
well established the yield of mature 
oysters is heavy, continuous and re­
gular. In starting a farm, branch­
ing bamboo stakes are driven into 
the oyster grounds at low tide, and 
to these the baby oyster or “spate” 
attach themselves in great numbers. 
These stakes are arranged in close 
rows with garden-like precision and 
in such a manner that the tides and 
currents can freely sweep the eddy 
between them continually refreshing 
and feeding the oysters with the tiny 
ocean life upon which they thrive. 
Growing to a considerable size upon 
these stakes the oyster parks soon 
assume the-appearance of a bristling 
phalanx of shell-covered spikes set at 
every conceivable angle.

In some parts of the inland sea of 
Japan where the farms are thickest, 
the tide falls as much as 10 or 12 
feet, leaving great acreages exposed 
of rows and parkings of certainly 
the most fantastic appearing “vege­
tation” imaginable. Every limb and 
twig of the bamboo “shibi” is popu­
lated with oysters, and with other 
oysters growing on oysters, large and 
small, millions and billions of them 
to every acre, while in the immediate 
background rises the rugged moun­
tainous relief of Japan truly a 
strange and picturesque scene. The 
young oyster will attach itself to its 
bamboo host only in comparatively 
shallow water and to grow to a mar­
ketable size it must be transplanted; 
so that in about 18 months the 
oysters are knocked off the shibi with 
knives in great numbers and trans­
ported to the "living grounds,” in 
deeper water.

The final stage of cultivation to se­
cure “selects” is to transfer the oy­
sters to the “maturing grounds” 
where the water ranges from a few 
feet at low tide to 18 to 24 feet at 
high tide, although oysters are suc­
cessfully cultivated in water as deep 
as 50 feet. Many of the oyster farms 
form a succession of beds from the 
shore to a long distance out from 
the land, all densely populated with 
oysters ranging from the “spat” to 
the large, mature oyster ready for1 
market.

The Japanese oyster grounds are 
all the property of the state and are 
leased or rented to the highest bid­
der, the tenants having the privilege 
of renewing the lease indefinitely at 
the original rental, a privilege, how-i 
eyer, which is not transferable and 
cannot be used speculatively.

No Fresh Air For Him.
No doctor would ever have made! 

Lord Brampton—best remembered as 
Sir Henry Hawkins—subscribe to 
the new theory that it is beneficial 
to sit in a draft. “Few people had 
a greater objection to fresh air than 
Hawkins,” writes J. A. Foote, K.C. 
“At one time he had a sort of mov­
able sentry box constructed for his 
use in court in order to prevent any 
possibility of a draft. Ho once ex­
pressed his preference for suffocation 
rather than chill on the ground that 
it was a slower death.—London 
Standard.

Kitcnener on the War
London, Nov. 26.—“The Russians have 

defeated the Germans with the heaviest 
losses yet suffered” : the Germans have 
made no advance since I last addressed 
this House,” and the British are in touch 
with Turkish forces 30 miles east of the 
Suez Capal,” were the salient features of 
a speech made by Field Marshal Earl 
Kitchener in the House of Lords this 
afternoon, when the British Minister of 
War summarized the military operations.

Lord Kitchener paid a tribute to the 
gallantry of the Belgian army and to the 
King of the Belgians, who, he declared, 
had no intention of quitting Belgian ter­
ritory.

He said the losses of the allies were 
great, but at the same time were slight 
compared to those of the enemy, and that 
the allied troops were in excellent spirits 
and confident of success.

Referring to the latest phase in the 
conflict raging in Russian Poland, Lord 
Kitchener said :—

“After a hotly contested battle the re­
inforced Russian troops in-this neighbor­
hood have been able to check and to 
defeat the Germans with, I believe, 
heavier losses than they ever sustained 
before.”

Referring to the German advance on 
Dunkirk and Calais after the capture of 
Antwerp, Lord Kitchener mentioned that 
in spite of the overwhelming number of 
the German forces the British troops vig­
orously attacked, and a British cayalry 
division extending over seven miles of 
trenches threw back the fiercé attacks of 
a whole German army corps for more 
than two days. The arrival of the Indians 
on the scene, he said, proved to be a 
great advantage, and when the fresh re­
inforcements pushed forward the Ger­
man march on Calais was stopped.

Lord Kitchener spoke of the splendid 
fighting qualities of the French troops 
and of the “pluck of the gallant Belgian 
army, whose fine resistance had been 
strengthened and encouraged by the co­
operation of the British fleet, which had 
effectively shelled the German artillery 
positions.

From London to Hopetown, clear 
across the continent of Australia, runs a 
fence of woven wire 1200 miles long, and 
the single, purpose of its construction is 
to guard the fertile farm lands from the 
havoc-making rabbit. pest. The entire 
eastern part of the continent is overrun, 
with rabbits, hut the western state, the 
“Golden State,” as it is proudly called, 
is practically free from them, thanks to 
the seventh wonder of a fence. I'pon 
this intactness of the barrier depends the 
prosperity of every farmer in Western 
Australia, and it is guarded with the 
eagerness and care that a beleaguered 
strate takes to prevent a devasting army 
frôm passing its boundary.

Imported into the country by some im­
migrant, who doubtless hoped that they 
would live and thrive, the original pair— 
for rabbits are not unlive to Australia — 
have multiplied into a countlese horde, 
hardy, omnivorous and bold. In vast 
armies they scout along the fence, seek­
ing for an entrance hole, and often travel 
hundreds of miles to one ocean cndoi the 
fence trying to find a passage through 
from the inhospitable regions to the ier- 
tile lands. ,

Open to the Young Men of Lambton 

County Under 25 Years of Age

Entries close January 1, 1915.

3. Calves must be fed and cared for 
by contestant and an acciirate account 
kept of the kind and amount of feed con­
sumed.

4. Each contestant has the privilege 
of selecting one or more calves at the 
time of entering the cohipetion and dis­
carding the less promising ones as they 
develop,

5. At the time of entry the represent­
ative will inspect the calves and make a 
note of markings of same.

6. Calves used for this competition 
must be born on or before Sept. 1, 1914. 
Heifers will not be eligible.

7. Each animal entered in the com­
petition will be carefully judged, and the 
young man producing the best steer in 
each county will be sent to Guelph to 
take the course in Live Stock and Seed 
Judging 1916, all travelling and living 
expenses to be paid by the Department of 
Agriculture.

8. After the winners in each county 
have been selected, the first prize steer in 
each county, and the second prize if 
thought advisable, will be sent to the 
Ontario Provincial Winter Fair, at 
Guelph, in December, 1915, and shown 
against similar winners.in other counties.

I 
was away from home a great deal, and 
I heard of her being away, too, though 
where she bad gone I did not learn.

Red Blood and Blue

England Expects

When Milton found himself cut 
off from taking as active a part as he 
desired in the affairs of England, 
during one of the greatest national 
crises through which the nation has 
passed, because of his blindness, he 
sang, ‘ They also serve who only 
stand and wait.’’ The line has in it 
an appeal and a solace for many of 
us to-day. The world is now passing 
through one of the greatest crises in 
its whole history, and one that is 
going to have, not a temporary, but 
a lasting, effect on the whole future 
of the political, moral arid spiritual 
outlook of mankind. It is a terrible 
tragedy, a terrible struggle, in which 
hundreds of thousands are giving 
their lives, in which millions are suf­
fering physical pain, and many 
millions more passing through the 
greater vicarious agony of waiting for 
news of loved ones, perhaps sons, 
husbands or lovers, who have gone to 
the front. Many of us, however, have 
no sacrifice to make. We are un­
able, for one positive reason or an­
other, to go ourselves, and have made 
no sacrifice by having to give per­
mission to some one else to go. Yet 
we need not be downcast ; we are 
also a part of the great army fighting 
against a Teuton overlordship of the 
world, with its doctrine of force as 
the court of final appeal, and sub­
mission to autocratic centralized 
government as the best form of re­
lationship of man to man. Without 
the men at home who mine the coal, 
the men who make gasoline, the men 
of the machine shops who make the 
motors, the men who maintain and 
run the railways, and the rest of us 
who are engaged in one way or an­
other in keeping the affairs of the 
nation going, the men at the front 
would be starved and frozen in a very 
short time.

Losses in the British ranks have 
been placed at 57,000 by Premier 
Asquith, reply to a question in the 
House of Commons. This is one- 
third of the original contingent, and 
indicates a heavy demand upon the 
courage and endurance of the troops. 
It explains also why the British con­
tingent has not been largely increas­
ed above the original number sent to 
the continent. All the reinforce­
ments were needed to replace the 
losses. Many men have been return­
ed also to England, not wounded, 
but utterly broken under the terrible 
strain of the trench-work, facing 
death constantly and continually 
liable for immediate calls for hand- 
to-hand work. In all this the officers 
have taken their full share and more, 
and the aristocracy have risen to the 
highest glory of their old family 
traditions. It cannot be denied that 
blood tells.

Never have higher national aspir­
ations been authoritatively put forth 
than we find in the published words 
of the Premier of Japan, where the 
magazine, rather than the banquet, 
is the means of announcing minis­
terial policy.

It is to be in line 
1 with the foremost nations that she 
is fighting against what she believes 
to be opposed to these principles, 
She is allied with Britain to stand 
or die for what Anglo-Saxons are 
everywhere ready to defend, even to

“Japan’s aim and ambition,’’ the 
Premier says, “are to participate in 
all world-movements toward noble 
diplomacy, international relations 
and the principle of equal opportun 
ily and peace, and to prevent by all 
proper means the outbreak or con­
tinuance of bloodshed between 
nations.
present conflict is as a defender of 
things that make for higher civiliza- 

j tien and a more permanent peace.”

To Save the Union

Canada, it is now announced, is to 
make a contribution of 150,000 men 
to the fighting forces in Belgium and 
France, and Germany. The next 
contingent of 21,000 men are to sail 
in January, and thereafter as fre­
quently as they can be supplied. Of 
this January force 15,000 are men o 
the second contingent proper, and 
the rest reinforcements for the first 
contingent, which by that time will 
have been in action.

The call for two millions of men in 
Britain shows that the authorities 
have no idea of an early or easy close 
to the war. It is not too much to 
ask Canada, which has derived so 
much from the British army and 
navy at no cost but that of more or 
less cheerful gratitude, to contribute 
as many volunteers as may be will­
ing to help to save the union of free 
peoples, known to the rest of the 
world as the British Empire.

The campaign for a more general 
use of thè wholesome and palatable 
apples is assuming continental pro 
portions. The movement inaugur­
ated by the department of trade and 
commerce has already stimulated a 
demand that is increasing as the 
days go by, and if the apple and its 
products of cider, vinegar and apple 
butter are not cheap for the Cana­
dian consumer this fall and winter 
there is something decidedly wrong 
about the working of the law of sup- 

i ply and demand. The crop through­
out the country is beyond all records 
and it threatens an embarrassment 
of riches, with the usual export trade 
so largely cut off. •

In addition to the two hundred 
odd ways of serving ( fruit contained 
■in the departmental bulletin the 
United States department of agricul­
ture has devised a table syrup made 
from apple juice. Seven gallons of 
ordinary cider will make one of the 
syrup. The department Will furnish 
the formula to any cider press owner 
who mav wish to manufacture and 
sell the syrup, which is said to be a 
cheap and valuable addition to the 
household stores. Let every day in 
season be apple day.—Vancouver 
Sun.

R. N. Fair, of Arkona, Writes Interesting 
Letter From Bastard Camp
Bustard Camp, Salisbury Plains, 

November 10th, 1914. 
The Watford Guide Advocate,

Dear Sir,—I have been asked to write 
a letter, telling of some of our exper­
iences, for publication in your paper.
I am very pleased to comply with such a 
request, as I know that everyone will be 
intererested in hearing about the boys.

We left Valcartier on the 25th of Sep­
tember and boarded the White Star Liner 
Laurentic at Quebec. We were on board 
ship for three weeks and I must say we 
enjoyed every minute of the trip. Very 
few were sea-sick and the weather was 
ideal, except for one day’s storm, which 
didn’t amount to much, although it gave 
most ot us a rather queer teeling to see 
the big waves dashing at us.

I needn’t say anything about the fleet, 
as everyone has read the account of our 
crossing. When our thirty great boats 
came steaming up the Channel they made 
a very imposing sight, which was height­
ened by the appearance on the scene of 
a fleet of .English torpedo boats and de­
stroyers. They gave us safe escort into 
Plymouth Harbor, where we were enthu­
siastically received. The boys on the 
naval training ships gave us many a long 
and hearty cheer as we steamed past. 
Our fellows lined the sides of our boats 
and gave'back cheer tfor cheer, and you 
may believe we didn’t forget to sing “The 
Maple Leaf Forever.”

We came here on the Sunday following 
our docking* and, although the weather 
has been very wet, we are in good condi­
tion and training hard so that we will 
soon be able to leave for the front. The 
slogan of our battalion is “Berlin or 
Bust.” x Inelegant, but itTits the case.

The people here certainly take great 
interest in we Canadians. They come to 
visit us by the hundreds, despite the fact 
that we are twelve miles from town. The 
King reviewed the troops last Wednesday 
and talked with some of our boys. They 
feel pretty proud ndw, let me assure you.

We are all under canvàs here now, but 
huts are being erected as fast as possible, 
so I expect it won’t be long till we will 
be under good cover. I can’t say how 
long we will be here, but we all hope to 
leave for the front in a few weeks. I ex­
pect we will go soon after the new year.

Well, I’ll close this letter. I have 
tried to give a few of our experiences, but 
omitted to say that most of we Cana­
dians have been in London and seen the 
famous sights. I could write a far longer 
letter, but, as “light* out” will blow in a ’

few minutes, I’ll say good-bye.

A Mother’s Thanks
Rev. T. M. Mead has received several 

letters from parents of the English boys 
who left here with the 27th. One of the 
last to arrive was from Mrs. Wakelin, of 
Blisworth, who says in part : “I got 
the group of Canadians. We are very 
grateful to you for taking the trouble to 
send it. My boys have had five days at 
home and I never savfr them looking 
better. They told me how kind all were, 
especially the ladies of Watford. We 
are all for Old England. While they 
were doing all they could for my boys 
and others, we here were making shirts 
and socks for the soldiers here. The 
people here made quite a fuss over my 
boys and the Wards. I am glad you 
talked of better things to my boys and I 
must thank you for all the kind things 
you said in your letter and also thank 
the ladies of Watford for their kindness 
to my boys.

millimeter pieces. His heavy artillery
has made itself felt very little. Under 
the conditions the artillery struggle has 
turned particularly to our advantage.

Berlin, Nov. 29.—This afternoon there 
is nothing to report from the western 
army. Yesterday the attacks of the 
énemy in the region to the southwest of 
Ypres and to the west of Lens failed.

Petrograd, Nov. 30.—The following 
official communication was issued from 
general headquarters to-night: “Stub­
born engagements continue in the direc­
tion of», Lowieze. An attempt by the 
Germans to advance in the region of 
Rzezo.w has been repulsed with great 
losses to the Germans.” “On the rest 
of the front along the left bank of the 
Vistula, an artillery engagement took; 
place on Nov. 29. “The Russian troops, 
after a fight lasting ten^days, captured, 
on Nov. 28, the Austrian positions^ which 
protected the passes in the Carpathians,, 
extending 50 versts (about 33 miles) from 
Konecza

Dec. 2.—An official Berlin report states 
that the Germans have now resumed 
their plan to envelop the Russians, which” 
they were obliged to abandon by the 
arrival of Russian reinforcements. There 
appears to be little doubt that the 
Russians have accomplished something 
like decisive results in their engagements 
with the Austrians about Cracow and 
further south, capturing many of the 
Austrian positions. In the battle of 
Homonna, Hungary, the Austrians claim 
to have compelled the Russians to re­
treat, with a casuality list of 2,500. The 
Austrians report that in the fighting iir 
Poland they have taken 45,000 prisoners. 
From the Servian side, it is reported, 
however, that the Austrians in their 
attack along the Ljid Riyer were repulsed 
with heavy losses.

War Summary
Nov. 28.—Unofficial reports adhere to 

their previous claims of a great victory 
for the Russians. Petrograd has not yet 
officially stamped them true. Berlin, in 
its latest report, simply says the fighting 
in Poland has assumed the proportions 
of a continuous battle. It gives no 
geographical position of this fighting, 
and may refer to the operations west­
ward from Warsaw, or to those in the 
vicinity of Czenetochewa and still farther 
south along the Galician frontier.

Berlin’s latest official report announced 
victories in Western Galicia and progress 
in the Carpathians for the Tueton allies.

Heavy fighting is in progress in north­
western Servia, but snow is badly ham­
pering the operations. The Monteneg­
rins claim to have defeated the Austrians 
with great losses near Vishegrad on the 
Drina River.

The British admiralty announces that 
the collier Khartum has been blown up 
by a mine off Grimsby, England. Her 
crew was saved.

David Lloyd George, the British chan­
cellor of the exchequer, announced the 
war loan of $1,750,000,000 had been 
largely oversubscribed.

Quiet prevails along the whole front, 
except in the Argonne region, where the 
German attacks have not been more 
successful than proceeding attacks. The 
afternoon statement said : Yesterday 
the enemy’s cannonading was more 
active, but carried on chiefly with seven

Ottawa, Nov. 30.—Of the 38 “misfits,r 

who have been sent back to Canada from 
the Canadian division on Salisbury Plain 
not one is a Canadian citizen, born or 
naturalized, according to advices received 
by Major-Gen. Hughes.

They were enlisted largely in W estera 
Canada and many of them crossed over 
from the United States. By origin they 
are Germans and Austrians. This- 
accounts for them being sent back, as 
they might have been planning to act as 
spies or to reach the German army by 
way of the transport furnished by the 
Canadian division. The war office evid­
ently will take no chances.

Sultan Proclaims a Holy War
Constantinople, Nov. 27.—The procla­

mation of a holy war, announced for the 
first time some days ago, was published 
here to-day.

It is signed by the Sultan and 28 mos- 
lem priests, and calls upon the Moslem 
world to participate in a holy war against- 
Great Britain, Russia and France, the 
Entente powers.
