Deacon Hammond'’s Growing Stone.

CARRIED IN HIS POCKET WHEN A BOY AND
IT NOW WEIGHS SIXTY FIVE POUNDS.

The most interesting thing I saw down in
Maine was a growing stone that belongs to
H. H. Hammond, of Smith’s Cove, near
Winter Harbor, and lies upon a granite post
beside the steps that lead to his front door.
It is egg shaped and of perfect symmetry,
with the exception that it is somewhat flat-
tened upon the side which rested upon the
ground.

Thirty years or more William Hammond,
a brother of H. H., who now lives in San
Francisco, picked up this remarkable stone
upon the edge of the cove. He was then a
boy ten years old, and was attracted by its
regular shape and smooth surface, which
contains a good deal of mica schist and
sparkles in the sun asif it had been sprinkled
with diamond dust. The boy took the stone
home in his pocket, for it was very emall in
comparison with its present jzs, and could
have been easily slipped in a quart cup. He
played with it in the yard for several years,
and it lay upon the mantlepiece in the house
during the winter months, but as he grew
older he lost interest in the plaything and it
rolled under a lilac bush beside the front
door. There it remained for fifteen yearsor
s0. When young Hammond returned from
San Francisco he recognized it, but was as-
tonished to find that it had increased in size
and weight to a most remarkable degree.
When he was a child, as I said, he carried
the stone in his pocket. When he recovered
it, as a man, it was larger than the crown of
a stovepipe hat and weighed at least ten or
fifteen pounds more than when he saw it
last. H. H. Hammond became so interested
in the phenomenon that he removed it from
the ground beneath the lilac bush and placed
it upon the granite steps at the right of his
front door, where the sun rests upon it the
greater part of the day.

Shortly after it was placed there, about
six years ago, Mr. Hammond got the meat
peddler to put it on his scales, and its weight
was forty-one pounds, which was marked
with a pencil upon the stone itself with the
date. Three years later it had grown to
fifty pounds. On 13th day of May last the
stone was weighed again by the same scales
and tipped the beam at sixty-five pounds.
Mr. Hammond then made a series of meas-
urements and will preserve them for future
comparison.. The circumference of the stone
by tape measure, the longest way, is 3 feet
2} inches, while at the widest part the nar-
row way it is 2 feet 4} inches.

Mr. Hammond is a respectable farmer, is
a deacon of the Baptist church, and was
born in the house where he lives. Even if he
did not have so high a reputation for trath
and veracity, the facts about the growing
stone have been known to everybody in the
neighborhood ever since young Hammond
came back from California and found it
under the lilac bush. Mr.  Hammond has
been offered large sums of money for the
curiosity, but will not part with it for any
price.

This bowlder
is half a mile long and must bave been car-
ried coastward a distance of 25 miles by sore
great iceberg. It was dropped to the bottom
of the glacial sea, where it became paruly
covered and surrounded by blue gray bowlder
clay.

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Children’s Brain Cells.

How much happier the lives of the thous-
ands of children entering school this month
would be if only women—motbers and teach-
ers—better understood the nature and lim-
itation of their brain cells. Such knowledge
is to be had, as very important experiments
and deductions have recently been made by
scientific investigators; but it always takes
an unreasonsble length of time for such
knowledge to become general.

After 25,000 tests by the best educators of
America, it has been absolutely demonstrat-
el, for instance, that the length of time that
a child six years of age can concentrate its
mind does not exceed seven minutes, and
that all efforts to confine its attention upon
one subject beyond this limit are worse tnan
useless. This power of concentration in-
creases slowly; at the age of eight a child’s
attention may be easily held ten minutes.
At the age of twelve his mind should not be
riveted upon one subject longer than seven-
teen minutes, It is, therefore, a great mis-
take Lo keep a a child of this sge—say al
the piano, more than fifteen minuves; after
a change of occupation, another quarter of
an hour's practice will be of incalculably more
benefit than the attempt to continue work
after brain and nerves have become fatigued.

Indeed, most of the inattention and rest-
lessness of children may be explained upon
the physical basis. A boy’s brain, for exam-
ple, undergoes a certain shrinkage at the age
of fourteen and fifteen. It actually weighs
less than at the age of twelve and thirteen.
This fact explains the carelessness, laziness
and general unreasonableness of boys of this
age. Statistics show that a large proportion
of boys leave school at about this time. It
is altogether probable that if parents and
teachers realized that the proverbial lawless-
of boys of fourteen merely evidenced a tem-
porary condition of brain cells, more of them
would be patiently guided through the per-
i>d, to take up their studies a year or two
liter with renewed interest.

The same tests have conclusively proved
that the brain of a child is always most
active between 8.30 and 11.30 in the morn-
ing. AIll lessons, therefore, requiring the
exercise of their reasoning power—such as
arithmetic and grammar—should be at this
hour. It has been further deducted that the
average child, unhampered by grades and
systems, may have easily mastered his arith-
meatic by the time he is twelve yesrs old.

Scientists have also discovered that if the
brain centres governing the motor nerves re-
main undeveloped until the age of sixteen,
there is no chance whatever of any later de-
velopment; which fact is a powerful argu
ment in favor of manual trainiog in the pub-
lic echools. The majority of children are so
active that they develop their own brains
and nerves to a certain extent along these
lines. Where they fail to do so, we get the
tramp and the sloven. It is & physical im-
possibility to acquire ekill and dexterity in
any art unless the foundation has been laid
in the formation of brain cells and the train-
ing of the motor nerves befoge the age of
sixteen. 3

Mother of Ships.

THE ARK WAS THE FIRST VESSEL WITHIN
HUMAN SYMPATHY,

The ark is the first ship, then, to appeal
to human sympathy. Let her be called the
mother of ships. Though we need not too
cariously consider her, it is a strange fact
pevertheless that the dimensions of this
ship, taking the cubit about 18 inches,
correspond very nearly with the proportions
of a sailing ship of to-day. Her burden was
15,000 tons. The Grest Eastern was 7,000
tons larger than the ark. Noah, when he
laid his keel, designed with strict reference
to the animals and to the living sheets of
water that were to descend from the heavens.
He would have need to build with great cau-
tion nevertheless, for unless apimals were
stalled a sudden panic among them would
oceasion a dangerous ** list.” Noah seems to
have provided against this by building hie
extraordinary stables upon a gigantic spoon
shaped hull. He required neither sails nor
helm. When the ark was once awash, she
lifted easily to the tremendous weight of
rain and floated off into the gray vapors of
steam, which rose hissing midway to heaven
from the fierce stroke of God’s pitiless storm.

Sir Thomas Browne, a genius of gloriously
quaint imaginations, who saw things, as
Coleridge puts it, by the the light of the halo
of genius that shone about his head, wonders
whether Noah might not have been the first
man that compassed the globe. ‘‘Since,”
says he, ‘“if the flood covered the whole
earth and no lands appeared to hinder the
current, Noah must be carried with the
wind and current according to the sun, and
so in the space of the deluge might even
make the tour of the globe. And since, if
there were no continent of America, and all

that tract sea, a ship setting out from Africa ’

without help would at last fall upon some
part of India or China.”

Spain’s Gigantic Edifice.

Spain possesses one of the largest build-
ings in the world. It is at once a palace, a
museum, a library, a picture gallery, a mon-
astery, a church and a burial place. This
wonderful edifice is called the Kscorial,
although the name is very generally cor-
rupted both in England and America into
¢ Escurial.”

The Escorial was_commenced in 1563 by
order of Philip 1L of Spain, and was intend-
ed partly as a royal burying place for the
Kings of Spain and partly asacommemorat-
jon of Philip’s victory over the French at
St. Quentine in 1557, It is built entirely of
granite, and measures 744 feet in length by
580 feet in breadth. At each corner is a
tower 200 feet in height. - The building is
supposed (o represent anenormous gridiron
lying upside down, and this shape is believed
to have reference to St. Lawrence, who was
martyred on a gridiron.

Twenty-one years were spent in building
it and it cost $12,000,000. Ithasbeen twice
partly destroyed by lightning and waa
sacked by the French soldiers in 1808.
There are 14,000 doors and 11,000 windows.

Fortunes From Bananas.

Immense fortunes have been made out of
the banana business. Revenues donotacciue
alone from the sale of the fruit, for the leaves
are used for packing ; the juice, being strong
in tannin, makes an indelible ink and shoe
blacking ; the wax found on the underside of
the leaves is a valuable article of commerce;
manilla hemp is made from the stems, and
of this hemp are made mats, plaited work
and lace handkerchiefs of the finest texture.
Moreover, the banana is ground into banana
flour. The fruit to be sold for dessert is
ripened by the dry warmth of flaring gas
jets in the storage places in which it is kept,
and immense care has to be taken to prevent
softening or overripening. The island of
Jamaica yields great’ crops of this useful
and money making fruit.

In bedroom
slippers and loose gown, with no bands to
bind, no collar to rub, a girl is ready for the
exercise that will make her rest as tranquil
and sweet as a baby’s. Every muscle of the
body is free to stretch, to stiffen with
effort or to rest in complete relaxation.

** Clube, dumbbells and other gymnastic
paraphernalia are unnecessary and really
are more harmful than beneficial. Grasping
the bells enlirges the knuckles, the friction
of the clubs hardens the hande, and as it is
quite as easy to do without them they are
better unused. After all preparations for
bed are made, even to arranging the rather
flat and somewhat hard pillow, stand before
your glass and begin your exercise. Ther @
is & real delight in watching the strong,
easy movements of a healthy woman. And
this ease and strength are within the reach
of nearly all women. The flat chests,
shapeless waists and badly formed hips may
be at least partially remedied, and it requires
only a little effort and persistence to' accom-
plish it. Too many women lack persistence.

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The plebiscite on the prohibition ques-
tion_has been taken and the vote hasshown
that the majority of the people who voted
are in favor of a prohibitory law. This is
the simple statement, shown to be correct
by the baliots deposited ; but when we add
that this majority indicates that the ma-
jority of the whole voting population of the
Do minion is also in favor of a prohibitory law,
the friends of the liquor tiatfic will probably
join issue at once and question our right to
such a sweeping assumption. We believe
that more prohibitionists than anti's stayed
away from the polls ; their faith ia the gov
ernment was too small, and the impression
prevailed, very geuerally, that the result of
the vote would be dealt with much the
same as were the expensive findings of the
royal commission appointed some years ago
to inquire into the workings of the traffic.
In the lower and western provinces voting
was meagre. Ontario and Quebec was the
battle ground, and the fight there was evi
dently nearly as sharp as would be occa-
sioned by a parliamentary election. Quebec
registered a strong majority of anti prohibi-
tionists, . while Ontario polled a victory for
the cause of temperance. It was in these
two provinces that work in the liquor inter-
ests was concentrated, and the result of the
poil ehows how cffective that work was.
The ‘ ragged remnants by the sea” juast
saved the day for the temperance cause—lor
the vote in the maritime provinces, though
small, was aimost solid ia favor of a prohibi
tory law, and when added to the smali
majorities of Oatario and the western prov-
jaces was sufficient to wipe cut the anti-
prohibitionist majority of Quebee and place
a sarplus of nearly 30,000 votes to the credit
of prohibition. This majority is a small one,
but it counts and may caunse lots of trouble
in parliament. If the government of the
day refuse to recognize such a fecble ex-
pression of sentiment, then they will sur-
render valuable ammunition to the opposi-
tion and the great question of the country
will don a political garb, and when next it
is placed before the electorate it will be
vested with a proper voting attraction. The
victory was for prohibition, all right; and
had the vote been taken in connection with
s parliamentary election the majority would
surely have been trebled. Goverument in
Canada is by majority, and very important
legislation has been enacted when the rulicg
government had less of a majority than the
temperance people rolled up last Thursday.
Ia the whole Dominion, Quebec was the only
provioce that showed an adyerse majority,
and Quebec has mo right to rule the other
provinces. The apathy of the voters
throughout the conniry is to be deplored;
but those who did not vote should be marked
as disinterested rather than either for or

— A correspondent in the Halifax Herald
says : —Oae of the largest barns in Annapolis
county is being erected by Robie Morton, at
Middleton. It is 100 feet long, 45 feet wide
with 16 foot post and eight feet of brick wall.
The cellar extends under the entire building
and is divided lengthwise into three parts.
A manare pit with cement floor extends the
whole length of the east side under the
stable. In the middle, under the barn floor
is a store room for vegetables, fruits, etec.
On the west side three large bays extend to
the ground. Oan this same side on the first
floor are a granary 19 feet by 16 feet, and a
horse stable of the same size.

A terrific storm swept over Japan on Sept.

Gorrespendence,

We do nnt hold ourselves responsible for the
opinions of correspondents.

Myr. Editor:—

For the second time within the short cor-

orate existence of this town, the Mayor has
Eeen obliged to resort to the press to explain
his position in his conflict with our statutes.
In February last a resolution was passed by
the Town Council to the effect, **That owing
to certain irregularities in the Towns’ Incor-
poration Act, there woald be no election fer
Mayor or Councillers in February in this
town, and consequently they would hold of-
fice for one year longer.” This question be-
ing taken before our Provincial Legislature
and ventilated, it was decided that our ia-
terpreters of the law were in error, but being
novices in the business, instead of passing
too severe a sentence upon them, the legisla-
ture passed an act authorizing the Town of
Bridgetown to hold an election, the time
having passed under which an election could
be held under the Towns’ Incorporation Act.

This time the difficulty appears to be of a
more serious nature, for by ignorance of the
law they have disfranchised the electors of
this town for all purposes until April 10th,
1899,

Now let us look into this production signed
by Mayor Ruggles, that appeared in your
issue of Sept, 28th,

I propose to start out by agreeing in every
particular with clause No. 1, and informing
the correspondent to a St. John paper that
he was in error when he stated, ‘‘that the
Mayor had informed the Council there was
no necesrity of a revision in March last,” for
I know that neither the Mayor nor Council,
at that time, was aware that the law required
a revision by the revisors of incorporated
towns in March, and did not know it until
their attention was called to it, some time in
the following month, after the revisors of
every incorporated town in the Province of
Nova Scotis, including the town of Liver-
pool, (which was. incorporated some three
months after Bridgetown) had completed
their lists, and I dety the Mayor to produce
from the minutes of the Clerk a single record
showing where this question had ever come
up for their consideration, or that they had
any previous knowledge that this revision
was required until their attention was called
to it about the time previously referred to.

The Mayor further says that under the
existing state of law no revision couvld take
place in March last, and to justify him in
this statement, quotes Section 1, Acts 1889,
an act entitled, ** The Local Franchise Act,”
which is the only act under which revisors
to revise a list for election of members of the
House of Assembly are appointed, and which
reads as follows: ** Incorporated towns shall
appoint revisors to revise the list of electors
for election of members of the House of
Assembly at their first meeting heli after
the first day of May, and the revisors so ap
pointed shall be the revisors for the following
year.” The first meeting of this town under
its corporate existence was held in Scptem-
ber, 1897, and at that meeting three revisors
were appointed. Was not this meeting in
September the first meeticg held after the
first day of May? And who, except those
who have placed us in this unfortunate posi
tion, will contend the 3
pointed at that mee'ing were not |
pointed, and if they had been instructed
by the Mayor Counci!, as they should
have been, to r. vise 1he t in March last,
who would dare to uestion the legality of
that list, and if we had that list to-day, we
would be on the same footing as every town
in the province, and not be a target for
ridicule as we at present are. Now what
does the law say in regard to the appointing
and duties of revisors to revise a list, within
the town, of persons qualified to vote for
election of Mayor and Courcillors? Scction
9 of Acts of 1898 says (I am quoting from the
Mayor's letter as I have nou the act before
me) ‘‘ that the revisors chall be appointed by
the Town Council at its first meeting in the
mouth-of May in each year.” Note the dif-
ference: ‘‘Revisors under the Provincial
Fraochise Act to be appointed at the
meeting held aftéer the first day of May.’
‘* Revisors to revise the town list to be ap
pointed at the first meeting in the month of
May.” And yet the Mayor and recorder,
one and the same individual, informs us these
sections areé®identically the same, and that
they could not appoint revisors under the
Provincial Franchise Act before the month
of May. Is there any elector in this town
prepared to swallow thic? For instance
a town becomes incorporated in the month
of June, 1898 ; according to the interpreta-
tion of the law by Mayor Ruggles, every
elector of said town becomes disfranchised
until April 10th, 1900.

I .cannot bring myself to believe the
Mayor is in earnest when he quotes such
nonscnse, but is trying to make the electors
of this town believe that he wasaware of the
existing state of uffairs in- March last.. 1
would like to see these sections submitted
to the pupils in,one of the junior depart-
ments cf our school, for their interpretation,
but would he very sorry to bave the Mayor
there to hear their decision, for if they were
informed of hiastand, J am afraid the respect
that they at present entertain for his decis
ion in matters relating to the school affairs
of thia town, he being, as I believe, one of
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‘the School Board, would greatly diminish.

The further statement in this apistle where
he claims they have now the only l¢gal list that
could be pr, ed, is most ludicrous.

In the il part of his letter he rays:
*“That had it nothave been that threesections
of the Towns Incorporation Act were re
pealed last winter, their revisors would have
prepared a list between 1st and 18th of
August, of persons qualified to vote in the
town, but as the Act now says the list must
be prepared in March, they were not in a
position to prepare us a legal list,” but
towards the latter part of the letter he hobs
up, after all with what he says is a legal
list.

As I stated in your columns last wrek,
Chap. 52, Act 1898, Sec. 27 says: *‘ That
in preparing a list for Incorporated Towns
for the year 1898, revisors for the town must
take and adopt the list of electors of mem-
bers to serve in the House of Assembly, now
under revision, and they must add thereto
the names of women qualified to vote.” How
have our Mayor ang Couneil instructed our
revisors to prepare this legal list? Did they
tell them to follow the law? No. Asfaras
I can understand their mode of procedure
was somethiog like this: About 4 weeksago
they met in a certain back cffice in this town
without any notification to the ratepayers of
this town that a list was going to be pre
pared, and not having a single section of law
to back up their procedare, they then and
there prepared a list, which was signed by
the Mayor and handed to the clerk cn the
9.h of Scpt., and this is the list termed by
the Mayor of Bridgetown as the only legal
list; and to make it worse it is the list,
as I have been informed by one of the
Councillors, upon which the Mayor says the
election will be run next February, which
threat, if carried out, will invite litigation
for every act done by the Mayor and Coun
cil elected under this list.

I certainly think the Council made a wise
move in giviog an opportunity to those they
had defranchised to express their opinion on
the plebiscite on Thursday last, for although
the vote taken in this town will have no cffi
cial significance,- it is a ccrtain amount of
satisfaction to the temperance people of the
town, to know the feeling in respect to the
passing of a Prchibitory Act is as strong as
was shown on the 2y:h ins’,

O~xe Wno Has BEEN DISFRANCHISED,

To the Editor of the Monitor :

From the “ Home of the brave and the
land of the free” I am called upon to show
up, by a letter in your issue of Sept: 28th,
from the pen of the anti prohibitionist, W.
J. H. Balcom. He would have yourreaders
believe that for fear of him I had imposed
upon myself an exile, and would not even
dare let my hiding place be known. Head-
mires my. discretion in running away from
nim! Verily! friend Balcom, where do you
bury your dea¢? Why has not some world-
famed poet arisen to put into immortal song
your deeds of valour, and sing your deathless
fame? I am beginning to admire mys-1f as a
martyr, 7Tosirike a blow for the cause of
temperance, which I knew meant exile, and
yet in the face of that appalling disaster to
dare to do it. But, as I am now so far away
from this modern Goliath, it may be safe
for me to venture a reply.

He seems to complain at the beginning of
his article, that I have spoken of him as an
anti-prohibitionist, and at the close he im
plores every lover of his country to send a
prayer to kind Heaven to avert such a dire
calamity (as prohibition), his fear being that
the law may come before there is public sen-
timent to systain it. v

Now it is very evident to every candid
reader of igs articles on this eubject, that hs
has been doing his best, by hunting for data
suitable for the purpose, and skilfully man-
ipulating figures to put probibition in as bad
a light as possible, and thus discoursge the
growth of just such a temperance sentiment
a8 he says is necessary in order to make pro
hibition safe legislation. When, I ask, will
we have a proper temperance sentiment by
pursuing such a course as that? Why not
point out the right kind of prohibition, if

the thing is at all desirable? And why not

u.ite with temperance workers to bring the
rentiment to the right condition? The gov.
erpment has simply been asking & question
of the voters concerning this very temper-
ance sentiment. What is there so very ser-
ious involved in huving this question square.
ly answered? Surely the government has
wisdom enough to know what to do in the
matter after they have received the answer
from the people. And if they have not, the
matter can easily be remedied by sending
Mr. Balcom to give them proper direction.
I am sure he would be willing to sacrifice
himself sufficiently to do that for the Do-
minion,

I am glad he thinks himself in such good
company on this question, but if we are to
credit the public statements of Hon. W. E.
Gladstone and Evangelist Moody, I am afraid
that he would not get such friendly recogni-
tion from them as he imagines. Concerning
his reference to Maine, I may say that I do
not know the men he mentions, but in my
quotations I have not depended on stray
utterances picked up at random, as he seems
to have done, but have depended on the re-
port of the royal commission. I have sup-
posed that to be as reliable as such random
utterances.

Now concerning his charge that I have
handed him over to the tender mercies of
the devil; I reply that I did no such thing.
I pictured the two sides—and he cannot suc-
cessfully contradict that my representation
was a-true one—took my stand on what I
conceived to be the right side, and invited
Mr. Balcom to come with me. I cannot
help it if he does not choose to come.

In his letter Mr. Balcom has given us
another one of his **ipse dixite.” He says
the liquor men were not active generally.
He gives no further proof than his statement.
Well, that is a short cut. How does he
know? He objects when I assume that he
must have been in correspondence with them.
But that seems to be the conclusion to which
he drives us, for I am just critical enough to
question a statement that does not bear on
its face the appearance of truth even when
spoken by Mr. Balcom. Concerning the loss
caused to the revenue by the preferential
tariff, he has given us a strong pointer. He
says that the loss was made up by the im.
petus given to trade. Exactly! And would
not the abolition of the liquor traffic cause
an impetus to trade, so that there would be
no loss to be made up?

We might just here quote the public ut-
terance of his friend, the Hon. W, E. Glad-
stone, of illustrious memory. He says:
““Give me a sober people and I will know
where to get a revenue,”

Now concerning that $40,000,000, Mr.
Balcom thinks he has me in a hole, sure!
Not too fast! I expressed no opinion con-
ceraing the exactness of that statement any
more than this: that I had always supposed
it was given by caodid statisticans. What
I objected to was Mr. Balcom’s unscientific
way of disposing of thestatement. He gave
no proof that it was not so, but simply said
it was not so. That was not proof. That
is what forced me to the conclueion that Mr.
Balcom must have been in communication
with every liquor seller in the land, thathe
might know just what they had received for
their saler. It can be easily shown that
very much more than that amount is demand-
ed by the traffic, directly and -indirectly.
Mr Balcom knows the figures as well as I
In my exile, I cannot make any remark on
the'Tesuit of the election, for I have not in
this far place reccived the details of the
contest. DPerhaps Mr. Balcom will tell me
in his next letter.

To the Editor of the Monitor
Dgar Sir,—In your issue of Sept. 28th, I
notice a series of resolutions passed by the
Town Council of Bridgetown, and published;
1 also eaw a copy of those resolutions posted
up in the post office at Bridgetown, reflect-
ing on my conduct and calculated to do me
injury. Those statements are inc<rrect and
misleading. When I received tle writ for
holding an election and my appoiutment as
returning officer, I also received instzu: ions
in the matter, which werg, to get * two cer-
tified copies of last revised provincial voters’
list, from the local official in possession of it.
The legal list will be the one in force on the
lst day of August, 1898 for a provinecial
election.” I applied to O. T. Daniels, Clerk
of the Mauricipality, and got those lists. I
fourd the incorporated town of Bridgetown
had no list. Mr. Miloer, the Town Clerk,
at the dictation of the Mayor, addressed a
communication to the Minister of Juatice at
Ottawa, in which he stated that I was not
using the proper list. He received an an-
swer confirming my opinion, that the only
legal list to be used would be the one in
force on the 1st day of August, 1898. I af
terwards wrote to the Clerk of the Crown in
Chancery on the matter, and have his reply.
In 1egard to Mr. Ruggles’ statement that I
had refused to accept any list for the town
of Bridgetown, thus depriving the electors
of the town of Bridgetown of the right to
vote at the plebiscite election, I may state
that I never had presented to me, nor have
never yet seen any lists for the town- of
Bridgetown. Mr. Milner wrote me, Sept.
the 10th that a list had been fyled by the
reviscrs of the town at his office, and that a
copy could be obtained from him. Now I
would ask any sensible person by whose law
I must be governed, Mr. Ruggles’ Jaw or the
instructions that I received frem the Clerk
of the Crown in Chancery. - As for depriv
icg the electors of the town of Bridgetown
of a vote, far from it. I know there were
mary worthy persons there, who wished to
record their votes on that question, and
what right had I, or how dare I, deprive
them of their privileges? It certainly was of
no interest to me, and if I counld legally have
given them o vote I assure you I would
gladly bave done so. If I have done wrong
in this matter, I am amenable to the laws of
the land., Let your Worthy Mayor bring
an action against me, and the whole matter
will be threshed out. * I may say again that
I bad no interest whatever in wishing to de
prive the electors of their rights and know
of none; only that in conversation wi'h
Mayor Ruggles cn the street on the 10:h day
of September, in reference to the lists, he
made these remarke, quoting his own lan-
guage, ‘‘that there was a little clique in
in this town that did not want them to vote
as they might put the government in a hole.”

To make his business profitable the dairy-
man must carry it on during the whole year,
says Prof. James W. Robertson, the Domin-
jon Commissioner of Agriculture. Milkand
its products have been as a rule dearer in
winter than in summer. A large amount
of capital is invested in cows, barns and
cheese factory and creamery buildings. It
is wasteful policy to permit so much capital
to be unproductive during five or six months
of the year. In the past it has been not only
unproductive but a source of expense.
Considerable labor on farms during the win-
ter is absorbed into the unremunerative
chores of the farm buildings, unless animals
are kept yielding a product, or increasing in
value. Cows must be fed during the winter.
If a direct revenue can be obtained, the
work can be done with more enjoyment,
more of it will be undeftaken, and more
profitable methods will be applied. Other
branches of farm management, such as the
raising of young stock, the fattening of
swine, and the keeping of laying hens, will
grow out of it. There are few more dis
couraging and joyless occupations than at-
tending on cows all winter, without any
revenue from the work.

There are hundreds of men who are em-

Help in Case of Accidents.

DROWNING,—1. Loosenclothing. 2. Empty
langs of water by laying body on its stomach,
and lifting it by the middle so that the head
hangs down. Jerk the body a few times.
3. Pull tongue forward, using hankerchief,
or pin with string, if necessary. 4. Imitate
motion of respiration by alternately com-
pressing and expanding the lower ribs, about
twenty times a minute. Alternately raising
and lowering the arms from the sides up
above the head will stimulate the action of
the lungs. Let it be done gently but per-
sistently. 5. Apply warmth and friction to
extremities. 6. By holding tongue forward,
closingthe nostrils, and pressing the ‘‘Adam’s
apple” back, (so as to close entrance to
stomach), direct inflation may be tried.
Take a deep breath and breathe it forcibly
into the mouth of the patient, compress the
chest to expel the air, and repeat the oper-
ation. 7. Don’t give up ! People have been
saved after hours of patient, vigorous effort.
8. When breathing begins, get patient into
a warm bed, give warm drinks, or spirits in
teaspoonfuls, fresh air, and quiet.

Bugxs AND ScaLps,—Cover with cooking
soda and lay wet cloths over it. Whites of
eggs and olive oil. Olive or linseed oil,
plain or mixed with chalk or whiting. .Sweet
oil and lime-water.

LigursiNG,—Dash cold water over a
person struck.

Map Do or SNAKE Bire.—Tie cord tight
above the wound. Suck the wound and
cauterize ‘with caustic or white-hot iron
at once, or cut out adjoining parts with a
sharp koife. Give stimulants.

Tests oF DEATH. — Hold a mirror tomouth.
If living, moisture will gather. Push pin
into flesh. 1f dead the hole will remain, if
alive, it will close up. Place fingers in
front of a strong light. If alive, they will
appear red ; if dead, black or dark.

Fire 1x ONg’s Croraine,—Don’t run—
especially down stairs or out of doors. Roll
on carpet, or wrap in woolen rug or blan-
ket. Keep head down, so as not to inhale
flame.

Fire iy A BuiLping.—Don’t get excited.
Crawl on floor. The clearest air is the low-
est in the room. Cover head with woollen
wrap, wet if possible. Cut holes for the
eyes.

Fire rrRoM KERroseNe.—Don’t use water,
it will spread the flames. "Dirt, sand or
flour is the best extinguisher, or smother
with woolen rug, table cloth, or carpet.

IxG (Gas.—Get into fresh air and lie down.
Keep warm. Take ammonia—twenty drops
to a tumbler of water, at frequent intervals;
also two to four drops tincture of nux vomica

Cramp in the Leg.

Many persons of both sex are greatly
troubled with cramp in one or both of their
legs. It comes on suddenly and is severe.
Moat people jump out of bed (it nearly al-
ways comes on either jyst after going to bed
or while undressing) and ask some one to rub
the leg.

There is nothing easier than to make the
spasm let go its hold, and it can be accom-
plished without sending for a doctor, who
may be in need of a good night'srest. When
I have a patient who is subj=ct to cramp I
always advise him to provide himself with a
good strong cord. A long garter will do if
nothing else is handy. When the cramp
comes on, take the cord, wind it around the
leg over the place that is cramped and take
an end in each hand and give it a sharp pull
—one that will hurt a little. Instantly the
cramp will depart, and the sufferer can goto
bed assured it will not come on again that
night. I have saved myself many a good
night's rest simply by posting my patients
subject to spasms of the legs how to use the
cord as above. I have pever known it to
fail, and I have tried it, after they had
worked half the night and the patient was
in the most intense agony.—New York
Ledger.

Conecerning Portieres.

Portieres, it should be remembered, are
supposed to have their origin in a need.
They are intended to do service to shut out
disagreeable drafts, sometimes sounds. Such
being their service, it is manifestly unsuitable
that they should be tightly shirred on the
pole in & way that takes several sharp and
reaching pulls to draw them. They should
be invariably on rings and move easily and
quickly over the pole, the arrangement of
the cords that draw them aside instantan-
eously being perferred. Their design should
be simple, solid colors, of a neutral tint be-
ing the most acceptable. It is rare that a
figured pattern is satisfactory.

They should not hang in a doorway where
the doors are open and set back. They
sometimes cover acceptably a door that must
be permanently closed, but otherwise they
replace a door that is removed for reasons.
Their texture, while thick, should be coft
and pliable, hanging in easy folds. Nothing
is more tasteless than a stiff, wiry fabric to
screen a doorway. The poles should be
within the door frame and set perhaps six
inches from the top, never over the mould-
ing and finish of the door.

—We used to be told that lying in bed
with hands folded and eyes shut was half
as good as sleep when sleep was impossible.
It is quite credible that flounzing and tossing
about largely increases the loss of strength
from sleeplessness; as we know that the
sleep which is accompanied with much toss-
iog and turning is not as refreshing as that
which is taken quietly. Just so, if a repose-
ful manner is acquired early in life, an enor-
mous expense of nervous movement is spared

and a corresponding amount of power may
be saved.

—The successful grower of ferns in the
house must be one who can manage other
plants well; otherwise it is not well to attempt
it. The soil best suited is an cqual mixture
of good fibrous loam, leaf mould and sand.
The pot should have good drainage. The
greatest growth will be made in spring and
summer, and in this condition the plant will
need a generous supply of water; at other
times a moderate amount will suffice. A
good light but not strong sunshine is desir-
able. The foliage must at all times be kept
clean, and scale insects never allowed to gain
a foothold. A light spraying occasionally
overhead with clean water is an advantage.

Frothed Eggs.

Separate as many eggs as are desired,
keeping the yolks perfectly whole and allow-
them to remain in half the shell while you
beat the whites to a stiff froth. Arrange
the whites in individual egg-cups, leaving a
little well in the centre like a nest. Into
this centre put the yolks of the eggs unbrok-
en, stand the cups in a pan of boiling water,
cover with another pan, cook about two
minutes, serve in the cups with a little salt,
pepper and butter.
