ing storekeepers and others who make
a living by serving the people in var-
jous ways. Now, most of these farm-
ers are-fruit growers with small held
ings. They have no more land tha:)
they hope to develop themselves. So
perhaps with few exceptions there is
no chance to find enough accommoda-
tion for another family by seplitting
the farm up. The only thing one of
these men could do would be to tell
out his farm if the new man came in,
and go elsewhere. This, of course, is
not what we want to do. The policy
of the country should be to hcld the
people we have rather than send
them away.

Another difficulty in the way of in-
teresting a community in work of
thies kind would be that the Province
of Nova Scotia has redfhed a point
wheré our export of apples is  very
large. There is
feeling on the part of the individual

producer to say that the greater the |

supply the smaller the price and ev-
ery man coming in is geing to endan- |
ger the chance of a good price for |
what he produces. We can see, there-
fore, that except in the case of a
farmer who had land to sell, we could
not expect to arouse much interest in |
immigration among
farmers. In each community therefors
the task seems natiirally to
upon the shoulders of a very few peou-
ple.

There ig no doubt about the bhenefit
of new people to the storekeeper, be-
cause people are his daily bread; he
is like the giant in ‘“‘Jack and the|
