THE STAVE TRADE.

Extent.—5y fitst propositicn is, that uvpwards of
150.000 human beings are annually conveyed from
Africa, across the Atlantic, and sold as slaves j—and
for the Mahomedan market 50,000; mokinga total of
200,000.

Mode of obtaining Slaves,~—Tho whole, or the great-
er part of that immense comtinentis a field of warfare
and desolation ; awilderness in which the inhabitnats are
wolveg 10 cach other.  Mr. Wilberlorco, in his letier 10
his constituents in 1807, has described the mode in which
slaves ate usually obtained in Africn, and hequotes se,

rated by the natives on each other, and on a larger or
smaller scale, according 10 the power and number of

llhb assailants, and the resort of the ships to the coast;
it prevails so generally as ihroughout the whole extent

of Africa to render person and property utterly inse~
cure.  And inanother place, ¢ Every mon who has
acquired sns considerable property, or who has a large
family, the sale of which will produce a considerable,
profit, excites inthe chicftain ncar whom he resides, the

‘same longings which are called forth by the wild beast,

by the exhibition of his proper prey; and he himself
lives in a continual state of terror and suspicion.”

A considerable period of time has indecd elapsed since
these statements were made : but it clearly appears,
that the svstem has obtained throughout the interior of
Afvica down to the present time,

Denham relates the terms of an alliance Letween tho
Sheik of Uornouand the Sultan of DMandarco. This
treaty of ajliance was confirmed by the Sheik receiving
‘n marriage the daughter of the Sultaw, and the mar-
riage portion was to be the produce of an immediate
expedition into the Kerdy country, by the united forces
of thesc athes. The results. were as favorable as the
most savage confederacy could have anticipated.  Threo
thousand unfurtunate wretches were dragged from  their
paiive wilds, and sold to perpetual slavery, while pro-
bably double that number were sacrificed to obtain
them.

(Exwract of n letter from Rosseshire,
23rd February, 1348)—I1 wish 1 could
give yon even a funt outline of the horrors
of a combined “'Reviyal”—which has just
taken place in the bitherto quiet parish of
Lochalsh (Ross-shire.) They congrogat-
ed in fear and trembling under the ins
fluence of two licensed Aillside preachers,
snid to be Macrea and Macdonald, who
lave been scouring tho country fike
“roaring lions,” going their rounds har-
ranguing the poor ignorant peoplo with
might and main, against thu ** Modoratcs,"”
telling them that they arc the Devil’s
Childsen, that they are worso than the
Papists. They ask]their poor deluded
hearers if they are on tho side of the Sa-
viour or on the Davil’s side : if they ore
'on the side of the Saviour, to come for-
ward: and sign ** this paper” (against the
“ Moderates”). The whole country is
carried along with them, and poor Mrs.
—, among the rest, Lias given her signa-
tture.  You cannot imagine the excites
ment that exists ; the people are actually
out of their sonsvs, somo thinking the end
of time to bo at hand. The churches,
nor yetthe graveyards, are sufficient to
accomodate atenth of the mass who fol-
low the preachers, consequently they have
to take the open field, and were yesterday
at Buimacharra. You cannot imagine
anythibg like tho crowd that pass along
the road, coming from the most remoto
corners of thedistrict.  Is wos a rara sight
to see such a congregation of confusionisis,,
the old, tho young,ihe blind, the Jame, tho
infirm, the deformed and the re-formed;
we could compare it to rothing but what
we could fancy of the general gathering
at the last judgment, all pushing forward,

Those
whose office it is{te carry her through
tho impending transition must prepare
themselves for their task by considering
in the very first place whatare her con-
stitutional rights viewed simply as one of
these bodies, having'a legal existence, and
a title to ordinary legal protectio , and
no more. ‘These rights must in ke main
form the bosis of her future position, -and
only upon these'must be engrafted such
qualifications or extensions of her powers
as her relations with the State shall render
oxpedient.  ‘T'o suppress these claims, at
once warranted by the actual state of
