Cold and Silver Coins Current Be-
fore the Christian Era.

INTRODUCTORY.

Inthe King’s Library of the British Museum are two
cases containing clectrotypes of the finest and most
interesting ancient Greek coins in the Nationa? Collec-
tion. The coins are arranged iin & munner as to af-
ford at once a synoptical view, historicaland geograph-
ical, of the coinage of thc.\,n'ncienz world, from the in-
vention of the art of coining, about 8.c. 700, down to
the Christian Era.

The chief vatue of the Greek coins is in their being,
not copies, but original works of art, and in their re-
cording the successive phases of Greek art, in which
respect no other class of sculptures, geins, monuments,
fctile vases, terra-cottas, or bronzes can compete with
them.

The gold and silver coins, from the seventh century
downwards, and from the farthest cast to the extreme
west, are still extant, and in a large number of casey
asuninjured as when they left the dies. The style of
the sculpture, and even of the painting, of the period
towhich they belong are certainly faithfully represent-
edin the devices which they bear. Thercfore the
student can readily and thoroughly trace the growth,
the maturity, and decay of the piastic art.

For tho study of mythology they present the local
conceptions of the ods and heroes worshipped in the
Greek world, with their symbols and attributes.

The historian will find a gallery of portraits of sove-
reigns, alinost , from Al der to Augustus,
as well as the history and political revolutions of nu-
merous independent states and citles, in these all but
imperishable records.

The student of prleography will find on these coins
examples of various ancient alphabets, such as Lyclan

and Cyrian, Iberian, Greck, Phonician and Latir,, ete.,
in numerous stages of developement.

The metrologist, by comparing weights of the coins
of the different localities and periods, may gain anin.
sight into the numerous systems of ancient metrology
in its various standards, and get an exact view of the
relative values of the precious wetals, and of the great
lines of trade in the Greek and Roman world.

The medallist and art workman will ind this series
the mout reliable, as well as the most profitable guide

The artist will not fail to perceive the suggestive
value of the designs, which, on however small a gcale,
are essentially large in treatment.

These compartments contain the principal
coins current duriny the peviod :

1. Circa, B.C. 700-480, is the Period of the Archaic
Art, ending with the Persian Wars.

1. Cirea, B.C. 450-400, is the Period of Traneitional
and Early Fine Art, to the end of the Athenian supre-
macy. .

111, Cirea, B.C. 400-8386, is the Period of Finest Art.
Time of the Spartan and Thoban supremacy.

4V. Clrca, B.c, 386-280, is the Period of Later Fine
Art. Time of Alexander and the Diadochi.

V. Cirea, B.c. 280-190, is the Period of the Decline
of Art. Time of Epigoni, etc.

V1. Circa, B.C., 180-100, is the Period of the Con-
tinued Decline of Art. Time of tho Attalido.

VII. Cirea, B.c. 109}, is the Period of Late Decline
of Art. Time of Mithridates the Great and the Roman
dominion.

The givis!ons, it will be scen, do not exactly corres-
pond with those of the history of Art, but are rather
those of the political history of the times.

ern shores of the Mediterranecan, and Western Europe.

I have selected a few of the 788 coins which are ex-
hibited, so as to illustrate the remarks on the different
periods. I have also endeavored to keep in view tne
histeric, the artistic, and strictly numismatic intercst
of the coins selected.
