the year endicg with zoth April. The Rev. R H,
Warden states that the receipts of the yesr are suffi.
clent to reachthe end sought by the Generat Ascembly,
vz, to glve every minister an lacome of $750 per
annom and a manse, A coasiderable sum, over and
above the $60,000 asked for Home mission work
has actually been received, and there are still sub.
scriptions due. From the Montreal Presbytery
there has been nearly $18,000 recelved, including
$10,000 from the late Mr. Mackay, of that city. In
addition to the amount for Home mission and Aug-
mentailon purposes, nearly $150,000 have been raised
by the Presbyterian Church of Canada for Foreign
and French missions and for collegiate education.

HAMBURG lotteries have existed for many years,
They carry on a great bu.iness still,  Parties inter-
ested in them are quite cosmopolitan. They do ot
confine their efforts to find dupes in the Vaterland,
Circulars are sent broadcast over the world. The
Canadian papers have referred to the reception of
these circulars all over Capada. Mr. Munderlod,
German Consul, at Montreal, states that he was con-
tinually being applied to by parties in that city to
know if the venture be genuine or no. He believed
it to be geauine, but as the prospectuses sent were
gg 24 by an ageat and not by tho company, that
cgent might bz a fraud. Mg, Munderloh advised all
who received such circulars to destroy them, for, sald
ke, even providing the lottery were geauine, the
chapces wern so {earfully against one winning and
tho excitement attendant upon such veatures so da-
moralizing, that it was folly to bave anything to do
with them.

HITHERTO we have been familiar with dynamite
scares at a distance, The Atlantic has been between
usand them. Now we have had a narrow escape
from 2 terrific explosion in the orderly and pgace-
loving city* of Torento. Thres large dynamite cart-
ridges were found concealed in the cellars of the Par-
Hament buildings. The loss of the venerabls but
unornamental structurs In which the Oantasio legisla.
tors air their wisdom and cloquence would ot have
been irreparable, but its contents would. Still more
terrible would have bzen the resuits had these de-
structive agents cxploded.

ant triumph to the wretched dynamiters who trade
on thelr own inhumaoity apg the credulity of the vic-
tms who pour their hard-cimed money into the

skirmishing and other funds by which the dynamits
dastards manage to live,

THE committes appoioted at the anti Music Con
ventlop of the 1% aited Presbyterian ministers, held in
Pittsburg, Pa., last summer, to take actlon to secure
the repeal of the rule permitting theuse of instrumen.
tal music in their churches, met again recently.
It wag decided to memorialize the General Assembly
to declare the use of lnstrumental music inthechurch
to be unlawful, until the question shall have been de-
cided by the Church, after the manner Iaid down by
the constitution, to bs lawful. The constitution pro-
vides that the questlon of the repeal of any of the
rules of the Church shall be referrcd to tha different
Presbyteries to vote upon individually. This course
of action, the gentlemen who compose the committee
claim, has not been taken, Gen. James A. Ekin is
chalrman of the committee, He will present the me.
morial at the meeting of the General Assembly at
St. Louls this month, and he predicts that the con.
test will be close and exciting.

A LATE number of the ZLondon Tablet, a leading
organ of the Romish Church, in speaking of the aid
given to Forelgn missions, deplores the evil against
which their missions have to contend, the scarcity of
funds, and the ever-present Protestant missions, whoss
activity Is everywhere felt. It then compares the sums
given in Great Britain and Ireland by the Catholic
Societles for the evangelizatiop of Pagan and Moham-
medan lands and the contributions raised for the
same purpose by the Protestant societles, and the
following are its statistics - — Cathollc societies, two
only, £6,772; Protestant societies, seventy-thres,
1,102 178 If we takeinto theaccount what the mis-
slonary organizations of the Roman Catholic Church
raised in Christendom through the famous ¢ Propa-
ganda at Lyons,” the ¢ Leopold Propaganda,” and the
“ Soclety of the Holy Childhood,” we have a total of
about $1,500.000 Theamount contributed In the past
year in Great Britain and the United States alone for
this cause was nearly $8,000,000.

IT is unfortunate that temparance legislation has
been made a political foothall by the Dominion and
Ontario Legislatures, The passing of rival and con-
flicting Acts does not kelp the cause of temperance.
As the Provinces possess the power to regulate the
traffic, a Dominion Act was, in the circumstances,
quite superfinous, but political exigency has much to
answer for. Some foolish remarks in a stump speech
had to be “ justified.” This led to the passing of the
McCarthy Act. Then came the opportunity of the
Ontario Legislatare, fortified by the Privy Council's
dacision in the Queen 7. Hodge appeal. Amend.
ments were made in the Crook's Act, and an injudi-
clous discrimination in the matter of fees against those
who sought licenses from the commissioners under
the Dominfon Act. The next move in the game has
been the disallewance of the Act passed last session
by the Oatario Legislature. These retaliatory
measuares are, in the interests of temperance, to be
deplored. Vhile it bas been agreed on both sides that
2 test case is to be submitted to the courts, it is need.
less to complicate matters still further by partisan
intexference.

The furnishing of suitable rooms for reading,
debating and social purposes; the formation of a
libzrary of Temperance Works ; Public Lectures and
discussions ; distribution of Temperance Literature,
stc, The membership to consist of life and ordinary:
members, who mast b total abstaisers. Life mem-.
bers to pay the sum of not less than $25, which shall
eatitle them to all privileges for life.  Ordinary mem.

Anncal subscription payable half-ycarly—Gentlemen,

$250; ladies, $1.50. In the formation of this Club
it is not proposed to compete with existing temper.

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TEACHING OF THE TWELVE APOSTLES.
BY WAl MORTIMER CLARK.

Ia tho Siromata ot * Fawchwork® of Clement of
Alexandria— that * heterogeneous m.xture” as Schafl
terms {t,of * cartonues of tusiory, beauttes of goetry,
reveries of philosophy, Chusuan truths and heretical
errors,” and which was compiled before the year A.p,
a20, selerence is made to a treause then gencrally
kaown as the " Teachung of the Twelve Apostles.”
Eusehius, of C.rsares, 1n his Lcclestastical History,
which 13 also full of extracts from ancient authoritics,
quotes from this work as being weil known in his day,
and citauons are made frum 1t by Athanasius n one
of his Festal Epistles, Boyond this 1ncidental ally-
sions to thua book, nothing was koown of 1t by the
Church as 1t was supposed to have been irretricvably

lost, along with the vast mass of Lhnstian snterature |

which duisappeared duripg the barbanan and Turkish
invasions of the decliving empire.  This venerable
document baa however secently been recovered and
13 now placed mithin the easy reach ot every one en-

gag=d 10 the study o Christian aouquities, lta perusal |

cannot fail to awaken much interest, oot only in the
stadent, but in all who look with attention to the
teachings and practices of cur f{ellow-Christtans who
lived and wroie so ncar the apostolic age.

The manuscript of this archaic treatise was dis-
covered in 1874 by Philctheos Bryeanios, then metro-
politan of Serrac, in Macedonia, in the hibmary of the
Most Holy Sepulchre in Farrar of Constanunople. It
13 contained 1n a cursive M.S. volume, which dates
from the year A D. 1056. It includes several other

treatises, among which are the Epistle of Bamabas, )

the two Epistles of Clement, and some twelve Episiles
of Ignatius. Thelittle treattse known as the * Teach.
ing of the Twelve,” dates uoquestionably as fas back,
in the opinion of tke highest autkoritics, as the middlc
of tho second century. It has been republished by
Bryennios, at Constanunople, 1n 1883, and has now
peen presented to our English-spealung pablic by
Professors Hitchcock and Brown of Ugion College,
N.Y,, In an exceedingly well printed Greek and Eng-
lish volume Issued by Scribner & Sons,

The& work is divided 1nto sixteen short chapters. 1t
deals largely ln admonitions as to the coaduct and
conversation becoming a Christlan life, and from as
injanctions we can see what dutles were then chiefly
{aforced, and what irregularitles were (o be speciatly
guarded against.

The opening chapter treats chiefly of the duty of a
Christian towards his enemies and the paor, and while
alms giving is Insisted on, it concludes by this singular
but expressive injunction as to prudence in hberaluy,
> Let thine alms sweat in thy hands anul thon knowest
to whom thou shonldest give.” In chapter III. occurs
the further monition regarding giving . ** Become not
one, who for taking swretches out hands, pat for giv-
Inz draws them in. Thou shalt not hesnate to give,
aor whea giviog shalt thou murmur, for thoun shalt
know who is the good dispenser of the recompense,
‘Thon shalt not turn away the aneedy, but shall share
all things with thy brother, and shalt not say they are
thine own ; for if ye are partners in that which is
imperishable how much more in the perishable
things.”

The duty of humility is thus incuicated . * Be meek
since the meek shail inherit the canth, Become,iong-
suflening, aod pinful, and guueless, and good, and
humble contnually, ¢. the words which thou hast
peard. Thou shali not exalt thyself nor permit over-
holdoess to thy soul. Thou shalt aot cieave to the
aigh but with the rightcous and lowiy, thou shat
dwell,” The slave was ot forgotien, and while stavery
i3 not denounced and 13 as in Paui’s sriting modified
by Chrisuan love. “ Thou shalt not lay commands in
thy bitterness upon thy slave, or hasdmaid who hope
in the same God, lest they perchance shali not fear the
God who is over beth, for He cometh not tocall ac.
cording to the appearance, but to those whom the
Spirit bath made ready.  Aad ye, slaves, shall be sub-
ject to youe lords as to God's lmage in modesty and

Church which seems now In sincerity, eogaged In the
“ unmunling of the ox,” the {ollowing chapter may be

“ Chap, XIII. Every true prophet who will settle
among you, is worthy of his support, Likewisea true
teacher, ho also Is worthy, like tho workman of his
support. Every first-frult, then, of the products of
wine-presy and threshing floos, of oxen and of sheep,
thou shalt take and give to the prophet , for they are
your high priests.

Y Every apostls who comeih to
you let him be received as the Lord, But he shall
aot remain moze than one day ; i however there be
nead then the next day , but if he remain three days be
s afaise prophet, But when the apostlo depanteth let
him take nothing except bread enough till he lodge
sgain ; but il he ask money he isa false prophet, And
every prophet who speaketh in the spirit yo shall not
try or judge ; for every sin shall be iorgiven, but this
sin shall not bs forgiven, But not every one that
speaketh 1n the spint Is a prophet, but only if he have
the ways of the Lord, Sofrom their ways shall the
falss prophet and the prophet be known, And no
prophet who orders a meal, in the spint, eateth of i,
unless indeed be is & falsc prophet; and every
prophet who teacheth the truth, if he s aotthat which
he teacheth, 1s a false prophet, , . . Whoever, in the
spirit says give me monzy oz something else, y2 shall
not hear him, but if for others in need, ha bids yoa
give, let no man jadge him, Bat let @very one that
cemeth tn the Lord's name be received, but after-
wards ye shall test and know him ; for ye shall have
andarstandiog right and left. If he who comes is a
traveller help him as much as ye can; but he shail
not remain with you, unless fos two or three days, if

| there be necessity. Bat if he will take up his abode

with you being an antisan, let him work and so sat;
but tf he have no trade provide according to your
understandtng that no idler live with yon as 2 Chns-
tiap. But if he will not act according to this he is
oae who makes gain out of Chnist , beware of such.

The following intimation regarding baptism will be
read with oterest,  * Baptize into the aame of the
Father and of the Son and ot the Holy Spirit 1n
running water, and if thou hast ot runntog water
bapuze 1n other water , and if chou canst not 10 cold
then tn warm. But if thou hast neither pour water
upon the head thrice into the name of the Father and
son and Holy Spirit.” This s now the Syrian mode of
bazptism, and has always beenso. The method pre-
scnibed 1s 1n accordance with the ceremony depicted
in the Callixtian catacomb at Kome, where a young
man 1s represented standing ankle deep in water
and receiving baptism by having water poured on his
head.

That the first day of the week was the usual day
for public worship is ewident from the following:
« But on the Lord’s Fiay do ye assemble and break
bread and give thaoks after confessing your trans.
gressions.” No one aniess baptzed sas admitted to
partake of the cucharist aad the reconciliauon of
friends tn controversy 18 wnsisted on prior to this
ordinance beiog received. A short hiturgical form of
prayer to be used atter the cuchastst 1s given 1n chap,
X The folowing are a few seatences, * We thank
Thee, Holy Father, tor Thy holy name which Thou
hast caused to dwell in our hearnts and for the know-
ledge and faith and immortality which Thou hast made
known to us through Jesus Thy servant; to Thee be
the glory for ever. Thou, Atmighty Master didst
malke all things for Thy name’s sake ; both food and
drink, and didst give to men for enjoyment in order
that they might give thanksto thes ; but to us Thou
hast gractously given spintoal food and drink and
eternal hife through Thy servant, Before all things
we thank Thec that Thou arxt powerful ; to Thee be
thegiory, Rcmember, Lozd, Thy Church, to deliver
it from every evi, and to make 1t perfect 1n Thy tove,
and gather 13, ths sancufied, from the four winds tnto
Thy kingaom waich Thou hast prepared for it.

Tha goverament of the Church is not forgotten, for
tho teaching Is. * appolat for yourselves, bishops,
overseers, and deacons really of the Lord, men meek
and not avariclous, and apright and proved,” Tho
appolntment procecds from the church itself and the
Word used conveys the ldea of election by show of
hands. Out prelatic frlends will search in valn for
any trace of tho threo orders.

That the “blessed hope ” had a great place In the
theology of thess eirly disciples Is evident for the
closing chapter begias . “ Watch for your life's sako,
let your lamps not go out, and your loins not be re.
laxed, but be ready for ye kaow not the hour in which
out Lord cometh, but ye shall come together often
and seek the things which befit your souls,”

The false teaching, hate, and lawlessness of the Iast
days, and the comlog of the * world decelver” aro
spoken of and we are told that “all created men shall
«omao into the fice of trial, and many shall be mads to
stumble and perish.,” The closing sentence speaks
of " the resutrection of the dead, yet nat of all, but &s
iv hath beea said the Lord oili como aad all thesaints
with Him."

But enough has been said to call the attention of
out readers to this litile book which afier its sileaco of
long past centurles again amakes to speak ln gaalm
aud simple laoguagoe to the hoasehold of faith 1n the
new world.

TRE SOVEREIGNTY OF GOD IN RELA.
TION TC REVIVALS.

BY REV. TAMES LITTLE, M.A, BOWMANVILLE.

Sovereignty ts & prerogative and not an attributs of
wod. It proceeds from the perfection of His nature
and attributes and the independenceof Hig betng, In
the exercise of this prerogative, which is absolate and
universal, God does whatsoever pleases Hira, So the
prophet Dantel, (xiv. 35) declares. « He doeth accord.
tog 1o His mll in the army of heaven and among the
inbabitants of the earth ; and none can stay His band
or say unto Him, \What doest Thou? ” The Apostle
Paut also athems ; “ He maketh all things after the
counsel of His own will.” (bkph. t. 11.)

Now let us observe that the sphere in which He
exercises this prerogative may be viewed in three re-
spects.  Furst, that in which he has effected the es-
tablishment of the laws of the physical and moral
worlds, under whtch His creatures live. Second, that
He ever exarcises this prerogative in alloting to us and
to the patlons of the earth our respective places and
spheres in this world—ihe length of our days, the
bounds of our habijtations, and fixes the time when
we shall pass away. And thirdly in bestowing His
gis as he pleases—giving riches, honour and wisdom
to some and not to cthers—sending Hie Gospelandits
blessings to some persons and peoples and not to
others—-briaging some to fanh and the experience
ot salvation and allowing others to remain in sin and

ignorance, .
These views are sustained by obvious facts lying

before us 1n the realms of observauon, and of history,
as well as in the teachings of the Scriptures,  Itts not
our duty at present to defend, bat simply to fairly
state them, To any objector it may be suffictent to
reply in the words of sacred writ : ¥ He giveth not
account of any of His matters " ; “ None can stay
His hand, or say uato Him, What doest Thou?”

in speaking ot God's sovereignty 1 relation co re-
vivals on this occasion it will parhaps be bes: to view
it tirst in relation to the whole plan of redemption and
work of salvatton, For a gewival 1s the same free
gift of Lods grace given {n largo measure and to
many which he gives to quicken or rencw any single
soul. it wo therefore understand how frea grace
saves and restores individuat souls we will not find 1t
vesy diticult to enderstand how the infimte love and
grace of (;od may quicken and save many. Itis evi.
dent that in torming Hts plan of salvation, God
was moved by no necessity, force or influence,
external to Him ; but solely by His own sovereign
grace and love. Also when He accepted as our
surity and sabstitute His Son Chnist Jesus there wasno
constratnt or necessity laid on Him from withouz, but
He dtd 1t of His own free grace.  Agatn, ta bestowing
saving grace on individual men, He is not moved
thereto by their merits, their faith or worthiness, For
it He s, then satvation 13 auvt of grace ; but of debt.
1a truth, we find 1t bestowed just as {2 was previded,
that 1s, ta the exercise of {ree and soveresgn grace.
1n proot of this .he Apostle Paul quotes (Rom. 1x. 15.)
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ob whon T will hovoe mercy, and I will have compas-
slon on whom 1 will hava compassion *, then he draws
this eatisfying inference - “ So then It is not of him
that willeth, nor of bim that runneth ; but of God that
showeth mercy™ Also His cholco o Jacob, the
younger of Vsaac’s sons, over Tsiau, the clder, i3 as.
cribed to God's exercise of this prerogative. For It
was made before either ono was born, or had dono
any good or evil ; and was thersforo irrespective of
merit, previous character or worthiness. {Rom. ix. 13)

In the further unfolding of our subject, we shall
adduce and ask vou to consider facts spread before us
in the Word of Cod and in the history of genuine re-
vivals of religion, whether their record Is contained
in sicred or ecclesiastical history. Observe the cass
of the thief on the cross.  Whenr this hitherto wickad
and now justly condemned criminal prayed, * Lord
remember me when thou comest into tby kingdom,”
was not the answer given by the Lord, “ To day shalt
thou be with me in paradise.” that of the bestower of
freo and unmerited grace > Was {t oot bestowed as
by a soverelgn® When, agaio, our Lord found such
lost sheep as Zacheus at Jericho, the woman of Sa
maria at Jacob’s well, or Levi, the publican, at Ca
pernanm, and bestowed unsought salvation on them,
30 that they received faith, the experience of grace,
and newness of life, did He not bastow these gifts with
sovereign freeness upon the most urndeserving, the
very chicf of sinpers> And we may ask, did He io so
enriching them, do injustice, or show lack of compas.
slon to the many like them whom ke passed by
Surely it was nct by their worth, or for their well
doing, their faith or peniten-e, they were commended
1o the favour of the Lord, for they had no such plea.
Bat it was truly of His own compassion and grace He
saved them.

n the conversion of the Apostle Pau) wo have an
imperial llustration of the sovereignty of divine
grace. He was on the way to Damascus-- was prose-
cuting a mission of hostility to Christ. and of perse.
cutlon to His disciples ; be desired nothing less than
to be 2 disciple of Jesus Christ; yet this Lord ar
rested him, overcame the exmity of his will, trans
formed him into a disciple, breathed the spirit of
brotherly love into him, so that he at once yields him
self to Chrlst, saying * “ Lord what wilt thou have me
todo? ' Tt was sovereign grace which sought, found
In saving him did the Lord wrong

mercy on whom He would bavemercy? Itis clear
that the new life of Paul was not the outcome of his
high culture, cr of his strict morality, nor of his past
religiousness of life.

Miss
Sempl: has - Sne volce, she and our daughier sing I
well togetter , three ladies and a gentleman of be i
aeghbouihoud kind'y assisted them. I officiated at
the plano, and t+o of tho juvenils missionaries {eight
and ten years oy age), played a duet. Rev, Mr.
Falconer, of Port of ~ _in, kindly gave us an enter-
talning and inste. 7o address, and there were two
readings. We mada $27.48. Nearly all the white
people of tha district were present, some coming as
{ar as five miles, and a number of the darker shades,
All said they spent a very pleasant evening and some I
hoped weo would repeat what had proved a very sac
cessfal entertainment. This we hope soon to do ia
aid of the school house now bullding at Aroncs. I
suppose wmast people could build a schoo! house if they
bad tbe money Tt is a little harder to doit when you
have no money, ard to undertake it when you are
already heavily burdened with debt is more formidable
stil, and that is just what we are doing. Perhaps
some will say - “ Whycould you not wait another year2”
The best answer to this would be to allow the unlacky
enquirer the privilege of sitting in the preseat school.
room during a wet season.  After fi'tting from bench
to bench ia the vain endeavour to keep dry, and taking
observations of the weather through the holes in the
roof, e would be decidedly of the opinioa that we
bad better bu’ld at once, and doubtless he would put
his hand in his pocket too.

Since writing you last we have received notice of a
donation of $30 from the Woman’s Foreign Mission
Society of Kingston, Oat. What would we do with
out the women? Let no one for a moment supposs
that there is any tmplied reflection here. Gentlerien
do sometimes surprise us in the same way. Only last
week a young gentleman of West River, N S, sent us
$5 to buy * tools ™ with.

Oane of our young men, John Allahdua, with his wife
and two little ones, bas gone to live at the island of 3t,
Licia as Hindustani Interpreter. We were sorry (o
part with them, but hope they will be made aseful
there ; there is abundant opportuaity. There are
about 1,350 Coolies on the Island, but none of them
understand English, nor conld any one speak to them
in Hindustanl, Alahdu= is very steady and well
behaved, but he never developed any capacity for
school work, He was a pupll in our first missicn
school.

My work among the women is goieg on as osval.
It is a work from which much visible fruit may not be
expected and especially in a new field such as this,
The-s are so many different places to be visited that
we cannot see the same peoplevery often. At O.ange
Crove Estate, which has had fostnightly servicesfoz a
long time, we were not satisfied with the attendance.
A good many children came, and those of the sick
who were able to walk from ths Estate Hospital,
about 100 yards off, but very few cams out from the
barracks ; we therefore changed our plan, and instead
of calling them out wd go to thelr bomes, whils om
daogkier, assisted by Geoflrey Subaran and others,
teaches the chiidren every Sabbath in the school.

apparant frutt, told me that her present busband was
aot her married one, 1 asked where was her married
bhusband. She aoswered that he was living on the
samg estate, but had become blind, so she had left
him. [ told her it was wrong ; she knew that quite
well, but what could sho do, there was no one to give
her oven a drink of water, This 15 tho way they look
atit. She was a young, strong woman, but women
are 10 demand, and 100 often those who can bribo the
bighest carry them ofl.  Un the other hand, the hus-
tand 1s frequently the offender, as in another case
where quite a young woman bad taken her third.
Snhe was mamed 1n childhood, and when the time
came for her to go to her husband’s home, his affec-
tions being otherwise engaped, he would not have her.
She was “ hike crazy,” she said, tor sgvea months and
then consoled herself with another, but hs drank apd
ill reated her, and so she took a third. This kind of
sotl 1s a hard one for the seed of the pure Gospel.

Thess prizes
rasge from $2;7 to $2ro. They arz very adroitly
arranged into rewarls, middle rewards, and coasola-
tlon réwards. 1n al’ there are forty two sets of prizes,
viz., for the first eig! teen correct answers:, for the last
eleven, and for th. middle thirteen. The individual
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prizes of greatest value are §$550, $250, $110, $100, and
those of least valuo are handkerchiefs worth $5. Over
six hundred prizcs, worth $7,500, ara to be distributed
among those who choose to send one dollar, so thatif
the articles and the paper are really of the value sup-
posed the publisher counts on not fewer than nipe
thousand persons trying their luck, and were there, he
will scarcely save himselt,

The same paper has three quarters of 8 column
filled with a second advertisement by the proprietors
ot the Ladres' Fournal, offaring $6 000 In a similar
way. The indtvidual pnizes range from $3c0 down to
$3350. It 1s thus evident that tho game Is a paving
one for the parties offerlng tho prizes or they would
not repeat it, in the first case ten times and iu the
second six times. Now is this anything short of
gambling ¢ Look at it carefuily.

REVERRING . our remactks on the rew Cread of
the American Congregationalists, our neighbour Z4e
Indepsnderse 18 ploased to say that the Westminster
Confession is not the living utterance of the Presby-
terian ministers of the present time. That is 2 rather
common remask in certain quarters, but it contains a

grave reflection on the Presbyterian clergy. They
stgned thot venerable symbol and said they accepted
it as contcining the system of doctrine which they be-
licve. Why should T4e Inndependent Insinuate they
were not honest in so deiog? It proves nothing to
say that & few minisiers may wish to have the form
of the symbol changed—the instrument is centusies
old . the ncw Congregational Creed is about a moath
old. The number of Congregationalists in the States
who would change the new Creed is larger at the end
of a month than the number of Presbyterians in the
sam@ country who woald change the Westminster
symbol at the end of threo centuries. Ona fifth of the
men who framed the new instrument seem to be balf
ashamed of thelr own wortk, Joscph Cook says itis
¢ a tissuo of latitudinarian lcopholes,® The Indepens-
dent qustes a paragraph from the Westminster Con-
fession, and says he does not meet with any such
strong food In modern sermons, That is becausa our
good neighbour does not worship in the right Jhurch
or read the proper kind of sermons,

DR. MARK HOPKINS, one of the most eminentand
cautious theological teachers on the nther side of the
lines, is reported to have said *' that moe* voung min.
isters do more harm than good the year sfter leaving
the seminary.” Exactly the reverse is true in Canada
at least so far as the Presbyterian “burch is concerned
Many of our ministers do their very best work daring
the first years of their ministry. Notonly so, many of
them do excellent work before they leave the senua-
ary. If all the congregations in Western Ontatlo
taat were formed and to a certain paint bullt up by
Knox College students were blotted out of existence
there would not be many left in some districts we
could easily name. No small proportion of the best
congregations in the Church had their foundations
laid by students. If our Awmerican frieads do not
know how to train young men so that they can do
good work the first year why not send them over here
for training. We assure Dr. Hopkins that young
men are so trzined in this country that they do good
work even before they leave the seminary. By all
means send the young men over and send along with
them a few hundred thousand dollars of the milliens
that are going to waste at Princetos, Unlon and other
seminaries that cannot drill 2 young man to do good
work in his first year,

THE INDORE MISSION.

ATE advices indicate that 1e¢ircumstances of our
missionaries at Indore nave not improved. If
possible they are worse than they were sorae months
ago. Mr. Builder has engaged actively in the work
as be and his brethren have bad oppertanity. The
hostility of Maharajah Holkar seems more determined
than ever, and the subordinate officials have been
more persistent and harassing in their annoyances
thar “ormerly Last November a colporteur was
stopped In his work in a large village and the people
threatened wita punishment if they bought from
him.

In December, the missinnary at Indore bad secured
a house faring a large open square where the p2ople
could assemble without interfering with th2 ordinary
street eraffic.  This, it was thought, could afford no
pretext for police intervention, Again they were dis-
appointed. Large numbers assembled to hear the
Gospel, but the police came and drove them away.
This continued day afier day, the policemen becom-
ing more insolent and aggressive all the time. They
were in the hakit of jostling and striking the heare.s,
knecking off their turbans, and offering them all
manner of indignities, At length they ventured to
ahuse the missionary, both with toague and fist. The
authorities were informed of these fact and an inter-
view was requested that, if possible, an understanding
might be reached. To this request no reply what-
ever had been reccived when the missionaries last
wrote.

It might be thought that in his own house the mis-
sionay would be pe'mitted to impast Christian in-
structives < ali who choose to go there, Evea this
right was denied. ‘Here, again, the police interfered.
They catered the Bouse, struck the people with thele
gticks, and drove them ocut. The misslonnries write
that '

Every subsequent effert made by the missionaries
has beea obstructed by the authorities. They bave
manfully held their ground and persevered in spite ot
every obstacle. They very justly complain that all
other kinds of gatherings ave frealy permitted. Brah.
mins, whose preachlng mainly eonsists of abuse of the
missionaries, are al'owed * avidress audlences wher-
ever they choose. Show. of every decription are
freely permitted ; tha preacaing of the Gospel only is
prohibited. The misslonaries, in a forbearing tone
staat does them cred's, unitedly plead for freedom to
preach and teach, Some have timidly counselled
them to abandon thelr post asd betake themselves
wher. liberty of utterance Is enjoyed. Very properly
thay do not propose to follow this advice until every
»ffort is made to obtaln the toleration extended to all
others, and only denied to them. It is not thelr own
battle only chey are fighting. They are contending
for the cause of Christian missions. The people are
anxicus to have the Gospel preached to them. They
feel their responsibllity in this master. Should Maha-
rajah Holkar succeed in driving all missionaries out
of his territories, the rulers of other native states would
be emboldened to act in a simitar maaner. Libesty
of prophesying and liberty of conscience would ba ex-
tinguished.

They should have the fullest sympathy, co-operation,
and prazers of the Church in the trying circumstances
in which our Indian missionaries are at present
placed. It may be that ere long, by patient and pru.
dent waltling, the obstinacy of the Maharajah will
cease.

SABBATH BUATING.

HEN the ice disappears from Canadian lakes
and rivers the owners of pleasure crait of all
descriptions take advantage of the opportuities for
the pleasant recreation that aquat ¢ exercise aflords.
Generally speakiog it is a healthy and enjoyable past-
time. It has come to be regarded with great favour
by a large numbzr of cur Canadian youth. Within
proper limits it is not open to adverse criicism,
Maoly and healthful exercise is always in order. It
is preductive of enjoyment and is conduclve to physi.
cal well being. Tke question, however, Is pertinent is
this desire for mere exercise and enjoyment kept in its
own place? The claims on cur youth are too varied
to admit of undue devotion to any pastime, however
enjoyable and invigorating. When it encroaches an
other and higher druties, its influence is evil, not bene-
ficient.

It cannot be denied that thers is much foolhardiness
on the part of many who are not conscious that they
tisk their own and other people’s lives by reckless
daring. Many of the accidents that result from boat.
ing are primarily due to the utter ignorance and Jolly
of those who really know least about the management
of a bout. How often too have casualties occurred
from the fact that a boat’s crew bhas been elther pats
tially or wholly intoxicated? It i{s a fact patent to
every observer that when a holiday comes round
during the suramer season, parties are to be sesn on
our bays and “‘vers who could not navigate thelr
course on land for less acqeit themscives cred.ably
on the water. Self-preservation, not to mention hi ;her
considerations, ought to keep those who indulge in
intoxicants from posing as amateur sailors.

In connection with summer pleasure-sailing, there
is a deplorable evil whose magnitude increases with
every season. Wae refer to the greax extent to which
it is indalged in on the Sabbath day. From thetime
that navigation opens till late in the fall, Toronto bay;
in addition to (e ferrles that ply because legal tech
nicalities permit, mozning, noon and night betwesn the
clty and the island, ts dotted with every imaginable
kind of pleasnre-boat from the primitive mud scow up
to the patty steam launch and the eiegantly equipped
yacht. The men who occupy the first places in the
ranks of business and pablic lifs did not so spend the
Sabbath In their youth. They were to befound in the

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company of vorshippers and those who reverenced
the sacred day,

They may be - -consclous of it, but those who in.
dulge In open vi_ations of the Divine commasnd are
not only doing a foolish thing for themselves, wound.
ing the consciences of many in the community, dut
they are dolng « positive Injury to the young people
in our midst. The children of Christian parents who
sce the total disregatd of the Sabbath are aflected by
it. Itis an erroneous idea that evil is confined to
thoso who practice it Example {s too powerful a
factor {n mo-iding character to bo disregarded. The
contagion of evil example spreads fast and far. It is
sad to reflect that many a youth who, having a good
example set before him in his country home, and
whose own conduct has been exemplsry wn leaving
the parental abode quickly breaks its assoclations and
casts away its influenco oo coming to the city or pro-
vinclal town. Youth everywbere is assimilative.
New surroundings and new assoclates exert their
ascendancy. With many misgivings at Grst he throws
himself impetuously into tho stream and floats down
ward with the current. Intelligence and individuality
of character are not acquited without stroog sell-
restraint. The Sabbath was made for man, but its
desecration by making it a holiday is to spurn one of
God’s best gifts to his children,

‘The boating season has scarcely opened when «ad
and melancholy disasters are recorded. On Sabbath
week no fewer than four such, one endiny fatally, were
recorded. Young lives, some of them full of promise,
were prematurely ended by the capsizing of pleasure-
boats. Happy homes have been desolated by these
sad calamities. Aching hearts will have added re.
grets from tke recollections that their loved ones per-
Ished while the obligations of the sacred day were
disregarded. Eyewltnesses of one of these catastro-
phes report that even those who had but afaint regard
for religicn were heard to express their convictions
that it was wrong to goout pleasure-sailing on Sabbath,

It is common enough to reason in detence of the
profanation of the Lord's day that the toilers busily
employed all the week have no other tims for recrea-
tion and enjoyment. Tbis is more plausible than real,
The exactions of labour 1n many cases are no doubt
severe, but as a gencral thing the jong summer even.
ings and occasional lawful holidays aflford sufficient
timee for recrecation and amusement. In kesping the
Divine command there is a great reward. 1n its wil.
ful violation good cannot come. It is paltering with
conscience to imagine that Sabbath desecration is a
small matter. It is no excuse for transgression to
plerd the evil example of others, Let every one who
is tempted to indulge in this as well as every other
mode of Sabbath desecration reflect on the evil he 1s
doing to himse!f and others. It may appear easierto
go on ia the wrong way than to retrace ais steps.
The farther he advances on the downward road the
more perilous it becomes and the more difficult to
return. Some have succeeded in persuading them.
selves that they are doing no wrong in habitually in-
dulging in Sunday excursions by land and water, but
many have grave misgivings. Such would do well to
refiect on the inspired saying : * To him that knoweth
to good aad doeth it not, to him it is sie.”

Let Christian parents and friends use their influence
affeciionately and earnestly to restrain thogse dear to
them from participating in this growing eviL. Human
opinlons change, customs continue to vary, but the
divine ordinance is of perpetual obligation, Inscribed
on the tablet of immutable morality we find God’s
command : * Remember the Sabbath day to keep it
holy.” This is obeyed neither in letter nor spirit when
the day s devoted to pleasure excursions,

ACTIVE steps are being taken for the early sub-
mission of the Scott Act to the electoss in various
counties.

Tetzel and his indulgences was but a
teproduction of Demetiius ; and the tavern keepers who, a
hundred and fifty years agn, abused, il trea’ed and would
have murdered \Whitfield, Wesley and their fellow-labourers,
were worthy imitators, So to-day, when the Gospel touches

character  The crowd ia that Ephesian theatre, part crying
one thing and part another, the most of whom *‘knew nct
whetefote they were come together,” was a iypical crowd,
for to-day, as then, profound Igoorance of the truth charsc-
terises the bulk of thoze who are opposed to it, No one
can mix with unbelievers, and hear their reasons ~ - reject-
ing the Gospel, without being struck by this; they kaow
not its facts, its principles ot teachings.

PRIVATE LIFE OF EMPEROR WILIIAM.

‘The private life of the Emperor flows cloog very simply.
When in Berlin he occupies a comparatively small palace
on the corner of Unter den Linden and Opera Place, his
presence being made known to the Berliners by the red flag
with the Landwehr cross, which is then hoisted overthe
roof. The window of his study on the ground-floor lovks
out upon that poiat in Unter den Linden where Rauch’s
statue of Frederick the Great stands. Ordiunarily the Em-
peror rises between six and seven o’clock in the morning. e
dresses at once completely for the day ; the convenience of
dressipp-gown and shppers 1s unknown to him. The room
to whiich, after a slight breakfast, he poes for work is rather
plainly furrished. There is a mahcgany wnupg-table
covered with writing materials of every kind, packages of
letters, small presents from membaers of his family, and me-
wentos of battles in the form of paper-weights. Smoking
implements fail, for the Ewperor is no friend of tobacco.
On a long 2nd broad table near by lie books, maps, bundles
of documents, and papers of various kinds. The Ewmperor
sits at his work on an ordinary chaiv covered with leather,
and receives gersonnlly all communications, opens them
himself writes his decision on the morgin, and hands them
2o his secretary to be disposed of. One of his peculianues
1s lus economy tn the use of paper and envelopes. In Ver-
sailles one cvening he acnounced a new victory of the
Germans to the chancellor on a piece of paper which had
been torn from a letter.  In Berlin the envelopes which
reach hiro with reports from the Foreign Office addiessed,
s To his Majesty the Emperor,” go back with the ““to ™
erased and **from * subsutated, so that the envelope reads :
* From his Majesty the Emperor,” with * To the Chaancel-
lor ” written beneath. The Emperor’s extraordinary capa-
ci*y for work makes it possible for him to disposed, as a
rule, personally of the affairs connected with bis office, or
at least to direct their disposition in his own way.—Jr.

Resolved, That we have learned with deep regret that the
state of Mr. Jamieson's health makes it necessary for him
to resign the clérggc of this copgregation, Since, in the
Providence of » he has been deprived of the bodily
strength pecessary to the discharge of his duties, we have
0o alternativa but to consent to the acceptance by the Pres.
bytery of the resignation which he has tendered, and which
has, we feel, been dictated by the same spirit of anxiety for
the prosperity of the Lord’s woik in this place which has
actuated him since the day upon which he ministered to the
first Presbyterian congregation assembled on the mainland
of British Columbia. But we consent to Mr. Jaraleson's
resignation with sorrow and reluctance; nor can we allow
the tie which has so long bound him to this charch to be
severed, without giving expression to our respect and estesm
for him, pcrsonall{:,and gratefully acknowledging the long

cars of faithful labour which, under many discoursgements,

¢ has given to the Master's work among us,  And Wwewish
also to take the opiortunity of assuring Mrs. Jamieson and
her family that we bave been neither indiferent to, nor ca-
grateful for, their loog-continued and self-denying labours
in our behalf, oot oaly in the choir and the Sabbath school,
Lat in maay other ways which have matenaily costnbated
to our comfort and prosperity as & ation. We aze
glad to have the assurance that Mr, Jamieson, while ceasing
to be our tor, purposes still to live among us, and we

Resolutions were also passed to give Mr. Jamlesoa,
as retiring allowance, the use of the present manse
and the lot upon which it stands, and a grant of $350
per acnum for life : also to take the necessary steps
to obtain a minister for the church from Ontario, and
to make provision for his maintenance. After the
transaction of other congregational business, the
meeting, which had been characterized throughout
by a spirit of liberality and harmony, adjeurned.
