Quite a controversy arose in England a short time ago over a picture,
peinted by Mr. Caldezon, which represented St. Elizabeth of Hungary
kneeling before the altsr without any wisible clothing on,  The picture was
exhibited in the Royal Academy and attracted no end of attention. An
outcry was made against the nudity, a Rev. R. F. Clarke, 8. J., writing to
the Zimes that Mr. Calderon had painted a picture grossly inmalting 1o a
Queen and a Saint, representing her as guilty of an act of indecency from
which any woman of ordinary modesty would shrink in disgust. The con-
troversy tutned on the reading of some medieval Latin, which tke
painter took literally, and sltogether the picture has been made =a great
success from a sensational point of view. The St. James Gazelfse had
rather a good thing about it. After congratulating Mr. Calderon on his
choice of a subject “ The Great Renunciation of St. Elizabeth of Hungary,”
it continaes as follows: ** To begin with, & picture with plenty of nudity
in it is certain to be talked abont ; and when by your reading of the legend

you can raise a bitter dispute between historiaus and grammarians, between
Jesuits and Protestants, you are ¢ in for a good thing' The controversy
upon Mr. Calderon’s picture is beautiful and edifying. When St. Elizabeth
renouuced the pomps and vanities of this wicked world, did she actuaily
strip herself paked in front of the altar? Professor Huxley poiuts out, for
what it may be worth, that on a previous orczsion the piousConrad had com-
pelled the Queen-8aint and her maidens to strip ¢ usque ad camisism’ and
to be well whipped for some fault. And if the one thing, why not the
other? From Camisiam to no Camisium is not far. However thedispute
may be settled, the essential object is secured ; aud Mr. Calderon’s picture
has been bought from the Chantrey Fund, Vive la reclame /”

The Church Hospital is one of our valued instituticns. It was opened
on Queen Street in August, 1890, to meet the needs of many persons coming
to the city for medical advice and treatment, and to avail themselves of the
skill of the physicians of Halifax, or where those from the city who needed
rest and treatment outside their homes could go. The Queen Street
premises being found too smsll, and not well suited to the work, the
hoepital wasre'noved to St. Margaret’s Hall, College Street, which accupies,
away from the noise of the city, a beautifal, open, sunny situation, fronting
on Dalhousie College grounds, and has besides an open view of the sea.
The advantages offered are that the house is mede as homelike as possible,
and any one may be as private as in their own house, and yet have all the
advantages of a hospital. There are eight rooms for the reception of
patients, all of which are large and airy, having open fire places and sunny
windows. The patient in all cases selects his or her own medical attendant,
and any physician may send patients to the hospital. Friends of patients
may visit them at apy time after 10 a. m,, subject, of course, to the doctor’s
approval. The terms are moderate, patients being received from $5.00 a
week upwards, accordiug to accommodation afforded. Everything except
medical attendance, drugs, stimulants and personal laundry is included in
this price. For cases requiring all night nursing special arrangements must
be made. Although the hospital is under church management, and provided
primarily for its members, no distinction of creed is made~all are received
alike—and patients have free choice when neediog religious ministrations,
The hospital is under the charge of the Bisters of St. Margaret, of Boston,
Mass, who are well known for their nuraing. Infectious cases are not
admitted. The success of the treatment of patieats admitted tc the hespital
thus far has been gratifying. Information may be obtsined by personal
application or by letter to the sister in charge.

The natal day of Halifax, which was celebrated as a public holiday on
Mondsy, remindedBus agaio that ourcity is growingold. It is not a
nrodigy for its age, but we hold that beneath all the apparent ¢ slowness
urd “ sleepiness” that people are so ready to credit us with,there isbusiness,
eaterprise and activity always working, and which has achieved a good lesl
in the last few years. As evidence of this we have only to glance back ovur
a comparatively short period to a time when we had no street cars, no tele-
phones, no electric lights, no steamer Halifax, and many other things which
we could scarcely get along without now,and which are chiefly the result of the
enterprise of some of our own people. Thereis plenty of room for improve-
ment still in many particulars, and lots of chances for the right mea to make
money and gsin credit for timely action. Our satreets are the subject of
constant unfavorable commeat and abuse, and in many cases they well
descrve it ; worn out pavements, all hills and hollows, in rainy weather
containing numerous puddles to wet the feet of the unwary pedestrian, are
simpiy nothing but a disgrace, It is uaeless 10 give a list of the places that
ure fairly shouting at the aldermen to come and attend to them—ceveryone
knows them by bitter experience, but nothing, or very little, is done to
remedy the state of affairs. Looking impartially at Halifax it appears that
it is only private citiz:ns or business mea who show a reasonable amouat of
enterprise and wide awakeness, and the city business is done in 2 very half.
hearted sort of way. Now what is needed to make Halifax a tidy town, is
for the enterprise that 1s at present scaitered to be united, and for all to pull
together for the common good. A great deal of fun is poked at us by
strangers visiting the city. One recently said, Halifax was the only city he
ever saw that was finished ; there was positively nothing more to be dons
to it. This is bard, and not fair, for as we stated above, there are resalts in
plenty to show that some forward movement has been making during the
last few years. Nevertheless it would be well for all who take an interest
in the welfare of our city to be ever on the alert to push onward any
scheme of improvement, and 80, in time, the reproach of « sleepiness #’ will
be removed. ’

Manpy a jokeis cracked at the expense of the “scissors editor,” but the
dignity of his office is recognized by the New York Journalist which says:
* After all, the true test of a newspaper’s real value is not the amount of
original matter it containg, but tho average quality of all the matter appear-
ing in-its columns, whether original or selected.” We agree with this,
It is quite as much the province of a newspaper to cull good things for its
readers, and collect and condense matters of wide ariginal iuterest, as to
supply nothing but original matter. The quality of this work is the test of
worth. The paper that takes care to exclude, even from its jokes, anything
low or underbred, will be the paper that will gain the approbation of thosz
whose opinion is worlh having.

The Royal Agricultural Saciety of Great Dritain intends to make experi-
ments in testing the efficacy of a mixture of sulphate of copper and lime in
checking the potato disease. The mixture has been used by thsa Yrench
under the name of Bouillie Bourdelaise, and hss been found efficacious in
checking the ravages of mildew on many plants, and there is evidence as
well to show that it checks the potato disease and the peronospors which
attacks the tomato. The solution of copper is mixed with a little line—
practically limewater—and is sprayed over the plants and under the leaves
when they are wet with dew in the morning. \When we think of the dire
consequence of o failure in the potato crep, especially in Ireland, we
ardently wish that some cure for it would speedily be found.

It is often said that electric light is injurious 10 the eyesight of persons
working or reading by it, and the incandescent light has had mapy libellous
remarks made about it on this account. The trath of the mstter is, that
very little common sense is exercised, and people who ought to know bstter
use the light much too close to them—thinking probably, if they think at
all, that because the lights give out scarcely any heat there isno danger in
having them on a level with their cyes, or only about a foot from them. It
is in this way that thoughtless persouns injure their eyes, and cast discredit
on one of the greatest improvements of the sge, Electric lights, properly
placed and shaded, could not be in any way injurious—in faci we are sure
that they must be Detter in every way than gas or ol lamps, for they do
not bura the air or give out any smoke or odor, and are always clean.

The Chilian war is attracting the world-wide attention of paval men.
The interest centres upon the practical working of torpedo attacks, and
the best way to manage them or to repel them. The Broad Arrow says a
torpedo sttack is fatal if properly conducted and improperly met, but that
after the experience in Chili, torpedo attacks must apparently henceforth
allow a larger discount for miss-fires than has hitherto been given. The
deadly character of a true shot has none the less heco demonstrated. A
plan for improving the general training of blue-jickets in torpedo practice,
recently arranged 1n England, has now been supplemented with the stete-
ment that evolutions for the torpedo flotilla at home and abroad are
to be held annually. As torpedo warfare is only in its infancy, and it is
oply by expenience that the best manner of using both boats and missiles can
be discovered, 1t is to be hoped that the increase and improvement in the
training will bring forth good rosults. War is costly, in every sense of the
word, and torpedo warfere is particularly so, buy it 35 probable that with
the knowledge of the {rightful effects of this engine of destruction nations
will be careful how they awaken the dogs of war.

The popularization of the army is one of the great desiderata of the
day in Eogland. Scniiment has a groat deal to do with making 2 regiment
popular, aod the authoritics arc beginning to find it out. A few years ago
tho Highland boonet was actually donc away with, bscauss it was con-

sidered, and really is, ridiculous, unconmifortable, expensive and unsuitable
for scrvice. A popular outcry, supparted by the very highest authority in
the kingdom, wes at once made over its abolition, so that the Minister of
War reversed his decision, and the Highland bonnet was restored to its
honored potition which may now be considered uniszailable, A propoasition
his now bzeen made to abolish the beirskins of the Guards, the authoritics
arguing that as they cost £5 a piece they ought to be done away with, The
War Office gave way so far as to tolerate sentiment in the case of the bon.
nets, and it might'find t»:t in the case of the bearskins the same course
would be advisable, The bonnets mean recruits and so do the bearskine,
A cultivation of sentiment would sppear to be the wissst course for the
authorities to pursue, for sontiment has a good dzal to do with the ad:minis
tration of the army. Very few men aro free from a certain pride and
satisfaction in the trappings of oflize, and while aay pacticulae part of
niilitary equipment holds a place in the affzctions of the people it would
be short-sighted policy to abalish it..

The depatture of Lieutenant Peary, of the U. S, Navy, in command of
an expedition to North Greenland, has an additional interest fzom the fact
that Mrs. Peary accompanies her husband. The party left New York three
weeks ago in the Kife and proceeded to North Sydney, where a sufficient
supply of coal was taken on board. The Aife left North Sydney for Green.
land on Saturday week last, with all on board well. The party is composed
of a number of scientific men, who on reaching Whale Souad will split into
two parties, Peary's people going iato winter quarters at that place, and the
others, represepting the Academy of Natural Sciences, wiil proceed to
explore the Greenland coast between Disco and 97 degrees porth latitude.
Peary’s party will proceed north in the spring in search of the northern
boundaries of Greenland. Lieut. Peary helieves that the ice cap, with
which Greenland is covered, and which is at least a mile thick in some
places, will probably be smooth on the surface, especially in the interior of
the country. 1le will travel on sledges, and thinks that twelve or twenty
miles can be made in a day, Mrs. Peary will remaiu at the winter quarters
with a servant while her husband goes north. It is to be hoped t.at this
expedition will not end in disaster, and that the wished-for geographical
koowledge may be safely gained. Lieut Peary makes the trip on his own
account, sad carries with him photograpbic apparatus, which will doubtiess
be a great aid in recording his discoveries and observations, The New
York World said of the expedition that it had set out for the arctic regions
much more simply equipped as to material things than any of the more pre-
tentious expeditions of the past have heen, but much better equipped
with the ‘wisdom of experience, Mr. Peary proposes to take his tim: aad
follow a route known to exist, and his plans are made with special refer-
ence {o the getting back.

The New York £ miner a shorttihe ago made ap attack on the veracity
of several oft-quoteé proverbs. It took as an initiative the couplet which
we all are so familiar with:

and then proceeded to thrash the poor little distich for being a flagran

instance of proverbial unwisdom and humbug. The adage, it said, is ouly

a terse and witty generalization «f the experience of a pastoral commuaity,

where to succeed it was necessary to work from sun-up to sun down, and

that it has no applicition whatever to town-life. The criticiso is'a hum-

bug, not the proverb. Man's natural time for sleep is during darkness, and

the use of attificial light has been all that has rendered possible a chaoge in

our sleeping hours. It is ridiculous to say that man, at least a3 regards his

health, would not be as well cff as otherwias if hv should adhere to natural
rules in these matters. This can be easily szen by analogy. We should
like to know who would say that ths human race is more healthy than the
brutes! Our average health is far worse than theirs; all owing to our
unnatural and very artificisl wodes of living.

Gaimany leads the list with 5,500 ; then
comes France with 4,100, Britaiu »ith 4,000, Austria-Hungsry with 3,500,
Italy witk 1,400, Spsin with 850, Russia with 800, Switzarland with 450,
Belgium and Holland with 300 esch and the remainder in the smaller coun-
trics. The United Statos bave 12,500 newspapors. Canada bas 700 and
Australia has also 700. Out of the 300 journals published in Asia, Japan
alono has 200. If this is any moisure of progress, tho latter country has
progressed immensely, for 20 yoars ago it had no newspapers.

PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW.

DonintoN.—Both branches of Parliament have now settled down to
wotk and some important measures have been introduced by the Goavern-
ment, but atill u large portion of the time last week was taken up with the
discussion of purely political matters. Mr, Tupper introduced a bill for
the protection uf vessels, and Bowell a bill to consolidate the management
of the I. C. I, a most necessary measure. The McGreevy scandsl was
the subject of debate, some of the members complsinipg that papers called
for had not been prcduced and that the investigation was hampered thereby.

Wooda (Brockville) introduced hia bill to disfranchise persons who have
become Uanited States citizens, and Charlton withdrew his bill to amend the
franchise act.

A bill that was well reeeived by both parties was Burdett’s act to pre-
vent the seed, grain, and other petty swindles on farmers.

On Thursdsy, the Amott bill for compulsory voting was discussed and
the debate adjourned.

On the same day Sir Hector Langevia stated that the Goverament pro -
posed to carry out the policy which had hitherto guided the Conservative
party. The outline of measures to come before Parliament are indicated
in the speech from the throne and the Government's financial policy would
be explained in the budget speech,

After Sir Hector Langevin had sxplained the policy of the Government
Mr. Laurier rose to give notice that he intended to call the attention of the
house and country to Ministesisl shortcomings in an informal way, but was
cslled to order by the Speaker.

In answer to Mr. Fraser's question, Sir Hector Langevin said the
Government did not intend spending any money this year in deepening
East River, Pictou county, or in building breakwatzrs at Port Hilford and
New Harbor, or in geological maps of Guysbo:o, Antigonish and Halifax
counties. The latter information will be regre.ted by the mining men of
the province.

On Monday, on the order of the day being called, Mr. Laurier moved
an adjournment of the house for the purpose of calling attention to the
policy and composition of the present Government, He attacked Mr.
Abbott on the ground that his promotion gave an undue influence to the
Canada Pacific, and in bis usual able way arraigued the general policy of
the Government.

Sir John Thompson replied in & most effective manner, and the debats
becarae general.

On division, the motion was defeated by 103 to &3.

The additional reciprocity cotreepondence war brought down but was
unimportant.

On Tueeday Mr. Foster made the Budget speech and expounded the
financial and commercial policy of the Government, making a very fine
showing. ‘The most important change was the placiog of raw eugar on the
free lists, entailing a loss of revenue of $3,500,000. To meet this the tax
on coffee and tea weuld not be reimposed but he proposed 10 increase the
duty on malt from 1 to 2 cents per pound. That would increase the cost
of each gallon of beer by 3 cents and yield 500,000 a year. He also pro-
posed to ask the distillers to consent to an increase of 20 cents per gallon
aod yield @6c0,000. He alio proposed to place 5 cents per pound
edditional duty on home made and imported tobacco. This would yield
£400,000, or altogether &1,500,000.

The rate of interest upon the public debt was only six cents more per
head of the population than in 1878. Coming to the cutrent year 18go he
estimated that the tolal revenue would be §38,350,000, compared with an
estimate of §39.200,000. Of this revenue he expected to receive $23 400,
ooo from customs, £6,800,000 from excises, and $8,150,000 frota other
sources. The ordinary expenditure he estimated at £36,213.737, leaving a
surplus of 82,136,243 to meet a capital expenditure of 42005 for next
year. He estimated the revenue at $37,500,000 if the house agreed to the
proposed tariff changes,

. A summary of the tariff changes appearsin tbe commercisl columns of
this paper.

Tbg Houee then went into committee and passed the tariff resolutions
ro forma, to allow the changes to go into effect.

Jacobs secretary and treasurer. Public subseriptions will be asked.

An unfortunate sccident occurred while the State of Indiana was being
docked on Monday, by which a secaman named Edward LeBlanc, of West
Arichat, C. B., was killed. An iron shorer to whicha wire hawser was
attached broke and the wire struck the onfortunate man with great force,
causing his death shortly afterwards.

It is rumored in political circles that Lady Macdonald is to be made s
peeress by the Quecen in recognition of Sic John Macdonald's eminent
services to the Empire, The same suthority states that after the session
Hugh John Macdonald, son of the late Premier, will go to Eogland to lay
personally before Her Majesty Sir John Macdonald’s order and decorations,
which have to be returned to the Sovereign, and that there isa lkelibood
of Hugh John Macdonald himself being kaighted by the Queen,

The New steamer Stats of Indiana, of the Boston, Halifax and P. E.
Island live arrived in port at 2 o'clock on Monday afternvon after having
encountered thick weather during the entire trip from Boston. The fog
outside the harbor delayed her from 3 o'clock in the morning until the
time she arrived. The Stafe of Indiana is 1,612 tons net, and is three
masted schooner rigged. Two hundred passengers, 6o for here and 140 for
the eastward, came in her, and s number of Boston press men were on
board. The steamer is most comfortable in every respect, and is hand-
slgtncly fitted throughout. She is under the command of Captain A. M.

Every person in the Maritime Provinces has heard of the late Premier
of Canada, Sir John Macdonald, but ot one in ten has seen the great
leader. Progress of St. John, N. B, the splendid sixteen page paper that
has won deserved popularity so quickly, has no politics, but, for balf a
dollar in stamps, it offers a2 handsome cabinet photograph of Sir Joha and a
three months’ subscription to Progress. It will not bs surprising if thou-
sands of persons—on both sides of politics—take advantage of this offer,
and thus secuce a good picture of the man who hss governed Canada so
long. The portrait is a perfect copy of one now in possession of Sir
Leonard Tilley, governor of New Brunswick, who received it a few days
before Sir John Macdonald's death.

A neat little booklet juet received sets forth the aims of the Student's
League of thie Owens Art Institution of St. John. The idea is to procure
from the students of the Owens Art School—at home and abroad—materials
for an art sale and a general exhibition of students’ work, both to be held
together in the Owens Art Institution from September 23td aatil October 31d
next. The net proceeds of each piece sold are to be divided equally
between the Artist and the Trustees, the latter portion to be applied towards
the liquidation of existing liabilities that have beeo necessarily incurred.
Lady Tilley is president of the league and we notice on the executive the
names of other well known ladies. The object of inciting a greater interest
in art culture is a worthy one, and no doubt all the students will respond
handsomely, Mrs. Julia Reed is Secretary of the League.

The department of state at Washington has been notified that the
British Government has appointed Sir George Baden Powell and W. Daw-
son agents for that Government to visit Alaska and collect information
respecting the seal fisheries, The statement coming from London that
these men have been appeinted arbitrators is erroncous. Negotiations
looking to the arbitration of claims made by the United States to jurisdic-
tion over the Bering Sea have not yct progressed to a point that would
Permit of the appointment of arbiters, in fact the arbitration itself has not
yet been agreed upon.

A despatch from Chicago says that G. Naterman, of the firm of Groass
& Co., of Tokio and London, is at present in Chicago. He was a
Ppassenger on the seme vessel that brought the royal messenger having im-
portant despatches sent by the Czarewitch to the Czar.  This messenger, he
says, has wmysteriously disappeared, and his theoty is the Japanese authori-
ties bad him put out of the way in order to suppress the real facts in the
recent attempted assassination of the Czarewitch. Mr. Naterman says the
attack on the Czirewitch was instigated by a great noble of Tokio through

Tevenge, and the story that it waa the work of a religious fanatic is a pure
fabrication.

The official mail from Chili to Washington brings exciting news. The
House of Deputies has passed a bill authorizing the President to levy a
forced loan of $20,000,000 to catry on the war. The measure bas not yet
passed the Senate,  Under an order from the Executive, carriages are not
permitted to drive on the streets of Saniiago after midnight under a penalty
of §50 for the first offence and $300 for the second. A decree has also
been issued probibiting groups of more than three persons standing together

in the streets, equares or public places of Santiago, Persona guilty of iun-
fringing this decree will be liable to a fine of $20 to $100. By another
decree all the theatres of Santiago are closed until further notice, Under

HOW GRANT WON THE VICTORIA CROSS.

Lieut-General Douglas Grant hss favored tho Times with a long letter
from Major Grant, V. C,, to his mother, datcd from Cump Pslol, Manipur,
April 16, 1891.

“ By this time it grew dark, sud when wo could no longer see the encmy
wo concentirated in tho fort, as the encmy had been seen working round to
our left. I seot tho men back one by one along the hedges, telling each
ran when and whero 10 go; none of thom doubled.

All night tha enemy kept up a long-range fire without result, which was
not replied to. I iied white flags yound our foresights for night firing, I
slept for about two hours in my east corner, and at 3 a.m. turned out to
strengthen the walls in four places agaicst shell firo, made a covered way to
tho water, and dug places for cover for followers. Luckily much of the
compound was fresh plonghed, 8o we only had to fill the huge rico baskets
with the clods, and tho ration sacks, pails, my pillow case, and a post-big ™
had recovered, overytbing with carth, and soon I had five parapets in front
and flanks, cach giving covor for eight or ten men. The enemy had retired
bebind the hill.

At 3 p.m. a patrol reported & man flag-sigoslling. I went out with
wbite flag snd met a Goorkha of 44th, a prisoner in Manipuris’ hands, who
brought a lotter signed by six or cight Babu prieoners, clerks, writers, post
snd telegraph men, seying thero wero fifty Georkha prisoners and fifty-eight
civil prisoners, and imploring mo to retire.

If I advanced thoy would kill the prisoners; if 1 retired the Dunbar
would releaso them and send them fo Cachar. I said those prisoners who
wished could go to Cachar, and I would 1ctite to Tammu with those who
wished to como with me. I alzo wrote 1o the Maharajsb, and also on 2nd,
3:1d, 4th and 5th messages passed from me to Mabarajah and his two
brothiers, Jubraj and Senapali, tbo heir and the commander-in-chiof,
Maharsjah wrote saying he was not responeible for the outbresk, and
Scnapati told the meesengers Lo had 30,000 men in front of me and would
cut us all up. I wroto refusing to movo without tho Goorkha prisoners at
loast, and said, ‘I didn't 2are for 5,000 Manipuri Babus.'

At last Jubraj said the prisonors had been sent away to Asssm, and sont
mo 500 1bs. ata acd 50 1bs. cach-dhal ond gheo to rotire with. I sent back
the rations and refused to movo without a membor of the Dunbar as a
hostagoe 10 remsin at Tammu till prisoncrs errived ot Cacbar snd Kohims.
They offered me a subadar. I said ho was no ouve. I had signed all my
lotters as Col. A. Howlett, Com. 2nd B. Regt., to impress them with my
strength snd importance, and put on the subadar’s badges of rauk in
addition to my own.

The next morning (6th) they altacked again at dawn, and as I had ounly

0 seventy rounds per man for sniders and thirty for Martinis, I cloted into

tbe fort.
At fitst, after forly minute: sbelling, they mado determined cfforts to

cross tho walls, 100 to 200 yards in front of my front and loft ; but nearly
overy man was hit a8 he mounted tho wall, and then thoy romained firing
from bohind tho walls. At 8 3. m. a good lot had collected bohind tho wall
200 yards from my left. Icropt out with ton or twolve Goorkhas, who held
my rear and right under the hedge, and drove them with loss by an attack
on their right flank, and wo bolted back to fort without lozs. Then at 11
o mw. thero was firing from bobind tho hedges to our front with a weapon
that rang out louder than their rifles. I cropt out with a havildar snd six
Goorkhas close in tho ditch under tho hodge, to our frout from our right,
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up to within ten yards of the noarcst of them. They oponed a wild fire snd
bolted as wo attacked thoir left flank, but then we found ourselves in a bit
of a hole, for thirty or forty were in a corner behind a well, six feet high,
ovor which thoy wero firing at ue. I had my D. B. 16-bore shotgun and six
buckshot and six ball cartridges, and as they showed their beads over the
wall they got buckshot in their faces at 20 yards. When my twelvo rounds
were fired and the Goorkhas slso doing considerable damago, wo rushed tho
wall and I droppod one through the head with my rovolver and hit some
more 8s they bolted,

\When wo clearcd thom out wo returned to the fort along the dilch, hav-
ing had the hottest thres minutes on record, and only got the Goorkha
havildar shot through tho hand and some of our clothos shot through; wo
bad killed at leaet ten, Next day I visiled the corner and found blood,
thirty Snider and fifteen Martini cartridgos, and one 4-inch long Express
cartridgo, 6500, which accounted for th.. unsccountable sounds I had heard.

Next day I heard I bad killed the ¢ Bhudda’(old) Senaputty, or the
Commander-in-Chief of the old Maharsj, father of tho present lot of scoun-
drolg, and also two gonerals, but that is not yet confirmed.

Woll, as I said, wo bolted back into the fort, and I had thirty minutes’
leisuro to go all round my fost, and found I had only fifty rounds por man
—onough for ono hour's hard fighting, and only twonty-five for Dlartinis ; so
I ordered all the men to lic down bobind tho walls, and ono man in six kept
balf an hour's watch on their movemente. The mon had orders not to fire
ashottill the onemy wero balf way ocross tho open adjoining compounds,
but the enemy doclined to cross the open, and the men did not fire a shot
all day, I picked off a fow who showed their heads from the east corner,
where I spent the rest of tho day, the men smoking aud chatting, und at last
;]ook no notico of thu bullets cutting tho trcos a foot or six inches ovor thoir

eads,

Thus the day passed, tho onemy retiring at dark, and wo counted our loss
—two men and one follower wounded, one by shell, one pony killed, two
wounded, two olephsnts wounded, one sovorely, and my broakfast spoilt Ly
2 shell, which did not frighten my boy, who brought me the head of the
shrapnel which did the mischief—I will send it home to be mado into an
inkpot with inscription—and half my houso knocked down.”

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

Qur readors will romember that ths Oxford Furnilure Company was
burnt out a year ago last November, losing over $45,000. Thoy commenced
business with 85,500, doing furniture business chicfly. The present Com.
piny commenced rebuilding in January, 1890, and bogan operations last
June with a capital of $25,000, intending to increase it to 845,000 as
soon ss tho necessary legielation can bo sccomplished. For the first six
months they employed 55 hands, with an output of about $30,000. Their
factory is 60 feot wide by 120 feot long, four stories high, boiler and ongine
house of irom, 40 x 30. Thoy have a dry house or lumber kiin, 24 x 60,
heated by stoam, the hot air being driven through the lumber by means of an
engino aud fau, so as to croate a circulation of heated air through the lum-
ber. It is the latest and bost appliance in tho market, and was purchased
frea B. F. Sturtevant, of Boston. The dryer cost about £3,000, The
factory is ono of the best equippod i the Maritime Provinces for furniture
and general work. They mako chamber suites, as woll as patlor and dining
room suites, and do school, office and church furnishing ; also contract and
build houses, but thoy make shop work a specialty. Thoy are prapared to
supply tho best of kiln dried ash, birch, maplo and beech flooring, wainscot-
ting, sheathing, etc , having machinery to mould aud smooth it all ready for
setting up, thus dispensing with hand-planing. - The wareroom and office
cover 160 x 40, three stories, bosides a largo lumbor bouse. 'They carry
400,000 to 600,000 feet of lumber, chiefly native woods, but import walnut,
oak, mahogany, cherry, ote. They aro able and wish to do a large amount
amount ot business. Tho presont capitsl is nearly all held in Oxford, but
when they increaso others will have a chance to getin. .

The Lloyd Mauufacturing Co'y. is now runring in full force, aud every
effort is being wade to supply the desand. Last week they sold a rotacy to
J. B. Blair of Hampton, N. B, shipped cight Lare's Patent Dogs to St.
John, N. B,, a rotary mill to I. A, Clsrkoe & Sons of Berwick, to bo used in
their now mill near Harborville. Today they will forward by train a
boad board machine for S. . Benjawiu for his mill at White Rack, and
aro now employed repairing a Job engino for Mossts. Rafuss Bros. of Now
Germany. Thoy make a specialty of shinglo machines, Rotaries and Surface
Planes.— Western Chronicle. .

On tho Gth July next, at 1 p w., there will be lauuchod from the ship-
yard of Mr. C. R. Burgess, at Kiugsport, the ship Canady, one of the largest
and finest sailing ships in the Dominion. She has a keel leagth of 240 feet,
a deck length of 275 feet, 8 boam broadth of 45 feet, and u rogistered ton-
nage of 2,400 tons. Tho ship is a credit to all concernod—an honor to the
town in which she is built, and the Provincoe from which sho hails, Mr. C.
R. Burgess, the owner, and W. E. Cox, tho msstor builder, may well be
proud of the handsowo ship, which will soon be cowpleted. Tho ladies
of the Congregational church are making proparations to accomodate the
public with 2 good dinnoer on ths occasion of the launchivg. The Canade
will bo commanded by Captain Muaro, of Ilarhorville.

OvstEr BEDS.—The oyster beds planted a couple of years ago by Mr.,
R. Hunt in that part of the harbor nearly south of his residence are proving
a grand success. On Monday last Mr. Iunt testod tho beds and found
them all doing woll. Tho oysters on them aro of good size and of oxcollent
flavor, and give promise of becuming very ploatifu. in a short time. T.iese
beds will prove a valuable pro,ury, and tav sucewss of this oxperiment

should load others to mako similur plantations.—Summerside Journal.
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COMMERCIAL,

Business during the past week has moved along the same as st our last
report, and hasshown no particular change. The copious rains of the early
part of the ourrent week have very greatly improved the prospects for the
growing crops of hay, fruits and vegstables, and it now seems that a fair
average yield may reasorably be effected.

Though we do not anticipato that Parliament will at its present session
find time to deal with the m.attor of the reformatiou of the insolvency laws,
we beliove that the subject is sufficiently important to demand as prompt
attention ag is poesible. This country is at present without a bankruptey
law. The result is that, in too many instances, creditors ara defrauded of
their respective interests in business estates. Sometimes parties assign to
others who have no interest in their ostate, and are thus ensbled to stave off
their oreditors for years. Agsio, others make preferentisl sssignments in

“favor of one or mota of their creditors, and by the law's devious ways prac-

tically swindle often those who among those who have trusted them are the
most deserving. Frequently the banks, in order to savo themselves, have
come to the *‘ assistance” of realiy bankrupt concerns, and have helped them
to tide over present difficulties till the banks could * unload.” The result
has been, that if these concerns could have been forced into insolvency a
respeciable dividend might have been obtiined by tho creditors, but after
the ¢ assisting’ bank got clear, the amount left to be divided among regular
credilors has been merely nominal, This subject will bear consideration,
scrutiny and action in Canads, If a bankrapt court similar to that now in
existonce in England were established in Cabada we should probably see
but few more such failures as have disgraced the pages of the business
of the country in late years.

Money is comparatively in satisfactory rupply, and thers is nol soy
difficulty in negotisting mercantile loans at 6 per cent if the dual signatures
are satisfactory. Rates of diecount range from 5 to 7 per cent. Payments
are fair on the whole, recent statements issued by leading banks reporting a
very satisfactory condition of affzirs in this respeot.

The Government bruught down its budget on Tuesday evening, but it is
too soon to discuss its probable effects on trade. The prominent changesin
the tariff are as follows :—** Raw sugarand molasaes shall be free ; molassas,
melado, etc., when not imported direct from the country of production, shsll
be lisble to a duty of five cents per gallon, except in case of Esst India
sugar imported via and transhipped at Hong Kong. Glucose, grape sugar and
corn syrup will still be dutisble at 1} cents per pound ; cut tobacco 35 cents
per pound and 122 per cent advalorem. Msnufactured tobacco and snuff 35
cents per pound and 123 per cent advalorem; all beer and porter in casks
15 cents per gallon; in bottles 21 cents per gallon ; spirituous liguors,
alcobol, gin, spirits of wine, whiskey, rum, palm brandy, wood napths, cor-
disls, bitters, etc., $2 per gsllon and 124 per cent ; alcobolic parfumes, aro-

‘matic spirits, vermuth, ginger wine, etc., containing 40 per cent of proof

spirits, 75 cents per gallon ; all above 40 per cent $2, snd 123 per cent per
gallon ; champagne and other sparkling wines in quart bottles, $3.30 per
dozen bottles ; in pint bottles, $1.62 perdozen; bottlescontaining more than
a quart to pay at the rate of $1.65 per gallon on the quantity in excess ‘of
a quart, besides the $3.30 per dozen. In addition to the before mentjoned
specific duties champagne must pay 30 per cent advalorem. Coarse salt
when not imported from Great Britain or for use in the fisheries to pay 65
cents per 100 pounds ; fine salt 5 centa per 100 pounds, and in barrels 73
cents per 100.” .

Werzry Finvanciar Review o Henay Crews & Co.—New Yonx,
June 20, 1891, * The most significant event of the weok was the reduction
of the Bank of England rate of discount from 4 to 3 per cent, For months
past London bas been the objective point of interest, the storm centre, 20 to
spesk, of the financial world ; and the clouds of distrust which had gathered
in from all paris of the world threatenod to burst with remewed futy over
those intrepid racers of the sea of finance who had been carrying an over-
press of .ail in South American waters. The danger sigoal, however, has
been lowered ; the outlook is brighter, and now that suspense is relieved,
improvement should naturally follow, Euaterprise of all kinds hss been
held in check for some time past by fears of tight money. Conservatism
appeared imperative in manufacturing as well as commercial and financial
circlea ; and no wise manager cared to incur obligations extending into the
fall months, which a tight money market might interfere with. The result
has b2en a wholesome restraint in all directions; which, though pinchiag
severely in some quarters, has loft general trads in a soundercondition than
before 1n apite of the common com;:/aints of dullness. The reduction of
the Bank of England rate means that the tension in Europe isabating; that
London is prepared for all Russian demands for gold, and has no immediate
spprehension about sending gold back to the United States during the fall
months in return for such grain and other produce as Europe will be obliged
to buy,

Coincident with the removal of fears about the foreign monetary situs-
tion, the home outlook has also cleared and proves more assuring. The
Treasury is expected to meet all obligations this fall ; s0 that uneasiness on
that score is set at rest, The Western Bank reserves are larger than usual,
and each year the west grows more independent of eastern aid. Then, too,
the money now in circulation in the United States stands at about 1,504
millions, a Jarger sum than ever before at this season, and larger also than at
the times of heaviest crop demands. In 1888, the year of big crops, the
total circulation was 1,371 millions, a showing of 133 millions in favor of
this year. Further evidence of ccnfidence in the future of money is shown
by freer offerings in time money, extending from 60 daysto eight months.
Merchandise imports, though smaller than a year ago, ars still running in
excess of exports, creating an adverse balance ; but the probability is that
this will be settled later on in other waysthan by gold shipments ; though,

should further smounts leave, 00 concern nead be felt uniess they reach
much larger figures than now seem possible, In the event of additional
shipments of the precious metal, it wili be due to the fact that we have, as
usual, but little elae to send forward st this season of the year, It is the
poriod between hay and grass, as it were, in our orops,

The wheat aud corn crops are far the most important of any single
influence affectiug the future of stooks, Indications suggest the pomibility
of the largest wheat crop on record, estimates varying from 500 to 550 million
bushels. Those figures should lesve a surplus of about 180 to 200 million
bushels for export. If prices only afford a reasonsble profit to growers, and
the shortage in Europe renders it likely that they will, it is easy to eeo the
effect of such a harvest, not only upon the interior, but upon the trade,
railroad snd fioancial interests of the whole country. Earops will have to
take our wheat and pay us in gold. Our securities will become intrinsically
better in the opinion of both home and foreign holders. In short, should
the present hopes concerning the harvest be realized, it would imparta
degree of prosperity such as has not boen seen for several years past. How-.
aver, it will not do to discount such hopes too rapidly. The crops aro no$
yet beyond danger. Prudent men will therefore keep close watch on crop
news for the next fow weeks and act accordingly. There will be nothiog
to fearin the foreign situation for some months to come. July disbursements
are close at hand, and an investment demand of some importance is usually
experienced for stocks during that month. Our opinion regarding the
immediate fulure is hopeful, and favorable to a moderate improvewent in
the business conditions, Comfortable money, moderate prices for stocks
and good orops are sufficient to counterbalance all the wesk points discover-
able at this time,"”

DRy Goops.—Unusual quietness has characterized wholesale dry goods
circles during the week under consideration, and a large proportion of the
* clerks” have availed themselves of this fact by taking their vacation. A few
sortiog orders have been received, butthe volume of business has been small.
The amount of orders taken eo far for fall goods is said to be below the ave-
rage of former years. Remittances in this line ars reported to be fsir.

IroN, HARDWARE AND i42rars. Thete has beon nothing important to
note in gig iron during the week and we have heard of but little business.
To fact the stock here is very low although enquiries are reported to be fre-
quent, Briefly the position is unchanged, there being only a barely fair en.
quiry to note. Tin and terne platas remain @1 statu quo with the market almoat
bare of stock, end, consequently, business is limited, Values remain firm
and we have no changes to note. Canada plates remsin on the same basis as
formerly. Thers is no abatement to the firmness noted in copper a week
sgo. Lead continues stiff on the other side, but there is no change locally,
and business is rather quiet.

Breapsturrs.—There is no change in the local flour market and, until
buyers wake up s little, none is possible. At present they are indifferent
and the inducement of lower prices does not appear to have bad any effect.
In England the grain markets are inactive and in French country wmarkets
wheat is easier. The Chicago wheat market has been active but very weak,
snd declined 1§c. to 2c. ; corn wasalso weak and fell back lic. to 1lie.
Oats followed the leading cereals in weakness. Tho orop summaries in the
American newspapers aro all favorable, harvesting being pretty well advan-
ced in Tennesseo, Toxas, Southern and Middie Kansas, Southern Illinois,
and Southern Missouri, and is now generally all over Kansas and Micsouri.
A Chicsgo authority places the present winter and spring wheat crops of
America at nearer 600,000,000 than §00,000,000 bushels, which means good
times for the farmers. So bright in fact is the outlook that merchants in
many of the interior towns of the Western and Northwestern atates are
extending credit to the farmers on the strength of the wheat crop. In
Canada, however, wheat has suffered considerably for want of rain, although
the moisture of the psst week has done an immonse amount of good in »
number of districts, but more rain is nesded to insure & good crop. In Water-
loo county, Ontario, the drougat has been 8o severe that farmers have bsen
compelled to purchase hsy in this market, o circumstance that has not been
known for many yesrs. It is to be hoped that the rains of the past week
have been more general than reported. Manitoba and the Northwestern
States hava been favored with areac of heavy rain of late, but they seem to
havo been exhausted before reaching Ontario. The most aanguine support-
ors of tho theory that the supply of wheat was not safficient to satisfy the
world’s consumptive rsquiremants up till the fiest of next month, the com-
mencement of the cereal yesr, must have met wita sore dissppointment
before this, as it is now quite apparent that the supply in sight in the United
States and Canads, east of the Rocky Mountains, and on passsge to the
United Kingdom, will be in the vicinity or 60,000,000 bushels, with a
goodly supply to draw from in the shape of farmers' reserves, Ample stocks
in sight therefore at the beginning of harvest, and the prospects of s big
wheat crop in the United States, estimated at 500,000,000 bushels and ng-
wards, are sufficient to outweigh all considerations of shortages on the
continent of Europe for the present and consequently prices have sustained
a further depreciation, No. 2 spring io Chicsgo having declined to 93ic,
July, at time of writing, shows a shrinkage of 16e. to 17c. per bushel
from top prices Iast apring. Of course prices from this out until the crops
are harvested, will be subjected to fluctuations cinsed by adveras or favor-
sble westher.

consumptive breadstuff supplics,
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Provisions.—A better locsl demand for provisions is reported but the
tone of the martket is decidedly essy sud prices would, no doubt be cat con-
aidern!)ly to induce trade, There hog beenmo change in this line at Liverpool.
In Chicsgo the provision market wss duil snd weak. The hog market
tl:ox; has beon strong. That for cattle wss lower, wkile for sheep it was
steady.

BurTen.—There has beon but littls change to note in the local bulter
matket and tho only businoes trsnsacted has been s quiet jobbing one.
Natunally, with large supplies to seloot from, buyers sre particular about
quality snd prico, and they have rather the advantage now.

CueesE —Tho locsl cheere market bas ruled very quiot, even to dull-
netr. Tho supply is moro than sufficient to meet the demand, and prices
are weak,

Eaos.—The demand for egge is fair, but receipts continue to bo large, so
‘thas prices are rather weak, ard for large lots, even of the freshest, shadings
«are readily made from quotations to induce trade, A London roport ssys:
—** Eggs have arrived in less quantity, snd prices have experienced a rice
of from 3d. to 6d. per long hundred, quotations ranging from 4s. 9d. (for
Russiane) up to 8e. 6d. (for extra French). 1In Liverpool imports have been
small, the arrivals boing chiefly from the Greon Isle, and prices have
advanced, Canadisns fecling the benefit of the upwardation, thozo on offer
being readily disposed of at 7s, per 120, the top price of the market.”

Fruir.—The dried fruit matket hss been extremely quiet, owing to the
samo old cause—uncortainty regarding the tariff—which is the disturbing
faotor with trade generally. A slight decline in raisins has induced some
business in a ama)l way from fitst hands, and currsuts ato also essier. In
green fruit the warmer weather has boen a booming factor as regards oranges,
lemons, bananas, and other juicy fruits, and a brisk jobbing movement in
thom has developed during the weck, Imported strawberries do not reach
this market in a sufficiently fresh atato to meet the approvsl of our people,
and thoy ars, therofore, rather slow of sale, but the natives will be along
very soon, and if prices are popularized larger quantities than ever will be
required this soason,

Txa anp Corree.—There is no change to note in this market as regards
theso articles.

Sucar.—As far as sctual transactions go the position of the sugar
market is unchanged. There has been a fair demend during the week but
it has been only to supply pressing comsumptive wants, and grocers sra
only buying in amall quantities, for reasons that are now well understood.
As the tarifl question is now set at rest, refinors expect a rush of orders as the
country is bare of atock and the preserving soason is near at hand. Little
change in prizes is noticeable, but they sre, if anything, a shade easier than
they were last week.

Morasses.—The molasses markst is very strong at the moment, The
crop of Barbados molasses, it is expected, will not exceed if it resches
27,000 puncheons, ss compared with 50,000 last year, and there is practically
no old stock on hand in Canads now, s, that the prospects favor higher
prices, figurea being now nearly 10c. higher than they were last yc r at this
timo. It is true that soma olsim, on the other hand, thst the country is in
s poor condition to receive supplies, and that deslers, instead of distributing
the stock, will have to hold it until it is known more definitely how the crops
turn out. If good a large trade will doubtless be done.

Fisu Ons.—Montreal, June 24,—* The roarket for fish oils is very
quieb, and ws quots Newfoundland cod oil 36c. to 3740, steam refined seal
44c. to 45¢c. Cod liver oil is quoted at 65c. to 70c. for Newfoundland.”
Gloucester, Mass., June 2+.—* Cod oil 30c. per gallon; medicine oil 60c.;
blackfish oil 80c.; menhadden oil 25¢ ; livers 25c. per bucket.”

Fisn.—The wholesale trade in fish continues to be very quiel. Recsipts
have been small, and consequantly, little business could be done. Bait con-
tinucs to bo scarce, and on this account deep sea fishing is confined to
unusually small proportions. It isreported that mackere] have  struck in”
sll along the western shore in grest numbers, and that many thousands of
barrels have been aecured. If this news proves true it will put very con-
siderablo sums of money into tho pockets of the along shore fishermen, snd
will give a great impetus to trade generally, as this money will be spent in
dry goods, groceries, vtc., and tuus aid the entire community. Oar outside
advices are as follows :—Montreal, June 24 —*¢ Business in smoked fish is
quiet and stesdy, and we quote :—Bonoless codfish. ic. to 6¢c., and boneless

fish 3%c. to 43c. Yarmouth blosters $1.25 por hundred, Finnan haddies| x

7c. per 1b. The market for cured fish is quiet, We quote salmon $1 35 to
$1.40 per doz  Lobhaters $7.50 to 88 per case, Mackerel $4.25 per case.
Fresh salmon is arriving freely, sales of Gaspe salmon in cases having been
made at 10c. to 12¢. per 1b. Huaddock has sold at 3c. to 33c. per 1b., and
fresh ackerel st 8c. to 10z, per 1b.”  Gloucester, Mass., June 24.—* New
Georges codfish at $6 a qtl, for large, and small at $5.25; Bank §5.75 for
large and &5 for small; Shore $5.75 and $5 for large and small. Dry Bink
£5.75, medium $5.26, Cured cusk at $4.12 per qtl; hake $2.12; had-
dock £3.50 ; heavy salted pollock $2.50, and Eoglish cured do. $3.12 per
qtl.; Labrador herring $6 bbl,; medium split 86 ; Newfoundland do. $5.50 ;
Nova Scotia Go. $5.50 ; Eastport $4 ; split Shore $4.25 ; round do, $4.50 ;
round Esstport &4 ; pickled codfish §7.25; hsddock &6 ; alewives $3.50 ;
trout $14 : California salmon $14 ; Halifax do. $23 ; Newfoundland do.

The Parker & Douglas Mine is showing up good gold this month.

The Malaga Mine, as usual, is taking out rich rock ovory day.

The Boston Mining Company are also having their usual good luck.

Wairesuny.—Manager Partington has roturned, and intends prosecu-
ting operatious vigorously: Wo learn that men are sgain to be putat work
on tho Dunbrack and probably some other Leads.

‘The Queens Co. Mino is still showing nico gold in the quartz. Work
on this property is carried on with the most approved machinory, and evory
cndeavor made to savo all thegold.—Gold Hunter.

A New Process vo GoLp ExTtracrtoN.—A new process for oxtracting
gold from pyrites has beon brought out in South Australia, and patented in
other partts of the world. 1t consists in calcining the crushed pyrites in a
furnace at a low degreo of heat, operalions being expedited by introducing
a jet of gas containing an excess of oxygon, inlo a hollow cylinder, in
which tho oro is being roasted. The cylinder is made to revolve in the
centro of the furnace, st a slight inclination from the horizontal, so that as
it turns slowly round, the pulverised ore finds its way gradually from tho
upper to the lower end. Within tho cylinder arc a number of small
flanges for the purposo of raising and carrying round the oro, which, by this
means, drops clear from the top to the bottom of the cylinder, and is thus
cxposed to the full force of the jet of gas before mentioned. The oroe is fed
into the cylinder through a hopper, and the lower end is left open. On
the crown of the furnace is an' iron rotort, which is charged with crude
nitrate of soda wetted with avid. Nitrato and hydrochloric acid are ob-
tained, and sulphuric acid from tho sulpbur contained in the pyrites.
These products are derived from the gases which aro stored in a chamber
constructed for the purpose. The retort has a curved pipo descending into
the opon end of tho cylinder, so that the jet of gas plays full into it. In
the working model made by Messrs. May Brothers, engineers, of Gawler,
the cylinder was 5 feot in length, and the timo occupiced by the oro in pass-
ing through it under 12 minutes; by which time the calcination was com-
plete, and the pyrites decomposed. The oro could then be at once amalga-
mated with mercury, but the present plan is to transfer it atonce ina bath
of ayua reyia composed of tho acids before mentioned. By allowing it to
remain in this bath for from 15 to 30 minutee, the gold is dissolved, and
the liquor i3 next filtored through charcoal which rotains the gold, and the
charcoal being placed in a furnace the metal is smelted and recovered.

It is claimed that tho process will save 95 per cont. of the gold contained
in tho pyrites, and that the cost of tho operation will not exceed 4s. por ton
of pulverised ore, which cost includes’intorest on the plant required. The
cost of a plant capable of treating 100 tons per week, is estimated roughly
at between £300 and £400. Hitherto, by most of the ordinary processes,
it has been difficult Lo aavo moro than 30 or 60 per cont. of tho zold in
Pyrites, o that if tho patent saves oven 90 per cent. it is a vast improvs-
ment vpon the methods commonly in use. Not only is its advantage scon
in saving 15 dwls. whero only 10 was got bufore, but in tho lower cost of
tho process, so that 1 dwt. of gold would about cover the cost of saving 135
dwls., whereas 2 would be required to recover tho 10 dwis. The inventor
claims, as part of his patent, the right to use any peroxide in treating ores,
and to apply tho process to other metals besides gold. 1le is about to
experiment on ko ziuc orcs, which abound in the silver mines at and
around Broken Hill, and is sanguine of being able to scparate the zinc,
which, though valuable, i3 mostly lost at present. He considers that the
same principle is applicable also fo the treatment of copper pyrites.

The workiug model abovo referted to is capable of trosting about 30
cwis. of ore per diem, and the experiments have been thoroughly success-
ful. Ip fact, the inventor and his frionds uatisfied themselves by repeated
oxperiments of the effective nature of the invention before thoy went to the
cxpense of patenting it in nearly all tho important zold producing couantries
of tho world. It isintended now to crect works in Adelsido on a Jargo
scale, 80 thal pyrites can bo bo treated in quantity. Awmongst other advan.
tages possessed by this process aro (a) tho saving in grinding tho slone, a3
screcns of 100 holes to tho square inch aro qaite fino enough, the desul-
phurisiog process effecting all that is required on that grade; () in treating
sulphide ores an cxcess of liquor is preduced, and is available for tho
treatinent of other slone containing vory fine or * flour” gold, which can
by this meabs bo readily saved ; (¢) the cntiro removal of the sulphur is
pot necessary 80 long as the pyrites is decomposed ; and (d) it is impossiblo
to slag tho oro asit most como out perfectly oxidised.

Tho Weekly Balletin, London, thus hopolessly discusses the mining
situation : ** Suspended animation ' ropresonts what is going on just now
on tho Stock Exchange in sccurities coming under this?mading. Nobody
is doing anything excopt in Otto’s Kopje, and if anyono wants to buy, ho
has to pay through tho noso ; whilst if ho wanta to soll a similar operation
has to bo undergone.

How could anybody expect it {o bo otherwize? Until the bigger things
liko Argentine, Uruguay, etc., are wiped off tho slalo, wo must on as
now. XNobody has a shilling to bless himself with, asoveryono holds on to
what ho has got with tho pertinacity of a bulldog. When the' words
¢ aUBrENDED FAYNENT "' aro stuck up at Buenos Ayres,and on the portala
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of a fow more London * eminent firns * wo shall all breatho again, and the
littlo fry will be as happy and as busy a8 griga.

It is astonishung when the large revonuo derived from mining is taken
into consideration, to noto how littly is done by the Governmont toaid and
cocourage the industry. The mining men licro have been extremely
moderato in their requests and have only asked that an officinl assay offico
be ostablished, and in connection therewith a small plant for actual working
tests of oree. ‘I'he Government have beon petitioned in this behalf, have
been waited upon by dolegations and have duly promised to consider the
satter, and yet session after sossion of Parlinment is held and nothing is
done. Thisis the shabbicst of treatment and proves how little the members
understand or appreciate the great valuo of the mining industry to the
country.

Solf interest, if nothing clse, should teach them that tho royaltiea and
revenues from mining form the most important item, the most valuable
rsset of the Provincw, and that the groater the voluma of mining the greater
the iucreaso of rovenue. This beivg tho case, a point should be made to
advance the mining interests in overy possible way. So far from this
being tho case mining is handicapped iu various ways by unwiso legislition
and by perfect indifferenco te the wishes of those investing most largely in
the busincss,

An official assiy offico, properly conducted, would soon bo almost if not
quite self sustaining, and thero should Lo no delay in its cstab ishment.
We think amistako was mado by the miners in asking financi:! aid from
the Dominion Governmont, as the argument at once anises “ Why shonid we
be called upon to aid iu a puroly local matter from which the Proviuce
derives a large revenuo and which they should consequently foster by all
means in their power?” Tho sppeal 10 tho Dominion Government fur
nished an excuse to the Local authoritios to ssy that they would do nothivg
until the Dominion acted, and to thus shelvo a matter of vital importance
to the mining cause. )

In Iritish Columbia the authorities have voted largo sums to encoumge
mining and have advanced the money to coustruct smelting works, and
their wise and liberal policy 13 beariug good fruit and is in striking con-
trast to the apathy and indifference of our legislature,

An official assay offico is badly needed and we shall continue to agitate
the subject until this slight concession to the mining moen of the province
has been granted.

Mining mattors are progressing quietly aud steadily, but thero ia ittle
new to record, as operations aro confined to the old districts, the prospectors
not having yot got fairly to work. The gold excitement has extended to
Capo Breton and parties have boen formed at Sydney to explore promising
localities near Ingonish. In Mooselauds some new territory has Leen
covercd and the work of prospecting will soon be begun. Messra. Barton
& Murpby aro working at Tungier and as they understand tho district
thoroughly they will doubiless soon be heard from.

Killag is lookiag well and bids fair to become a large gold producer,
but wo hear that at its near neighbor, Beaver Dam, there has been a ¢ ssa-
tion of work, but no reason i3 assigned. Large rcturns are tho ordor of the
day at South Uniacke and 15 Milo Stream aud tho outlook at Coldstream
is most promising. The Touquoy Mino at Moose River and tho Dixon at
Caribou yield thoir monthly gold brick with uninterrupted regularity and
must boe paying their owners handsomely. Coantre Rawdon, Oldbam, and
Wavaoily are having a lull as producers, but this is only temporary—as new
and extensive plants aro going up, while at Montagus the Arnand con
tinues its largo yicld. The returns como into the Mines cifico very slowly,
but this is accounted for by the fact that extensive improvements are beiug
wade in nearly evory district.

ASBISIOS MINING IN QUEBEC,
By E. W, Elle,

Tha nshestes minos of tho Provinco of Quabec are, at the prosent doy,
of special intera-t ty tho mining and industrisl world, from the fict that in
to far as now known they practically ropre:on} the only doposits whero this
mineral, of a quality adapted for spinning, and for the ficer purposes of
monufacture, can bo profitably obtained,

‘I'ho rocks wizh which tho nsbestos veins are associated in Quobec con-
stitute a somewhat diatinet series, which h.ve, for the last thirty years, been
known under the name of the *“ Quebec” group. They compriso an
¢xteneive and important devélopment of both sedimentiry and eruptive
rocks, which extend throughout the oastern pirt of tho Province, from the
Vermont boundsry to ths extiemity of Gaspé peniusuls. They aro not
recognized in their entirety in any other part of Canads, though corlain
prrtions of tho group are found in thoir extension southward into the
United States, Crossicg the Gulf of St. Lawronce they, however, form a
very extensive belt in the island of Newfoundiand, where, moro particularly
st certain poin s on tho west cosst, tho same sories of slates, sandstones,
diorites and serpentincs occur, the whoio prese:ting features both from
geological and mineralogicsl standpoints, very similar to what are seen in
this portion of Cansda. Whilo theso rocks in Newfoundland havo, to a
certain extent, been traced out, no systemntic search for asbestos has as yot
been made, though that the mineral occurs thi ro at a number of poiuts, and
in a varicty of forma, is clearly indicated by tho specimens which have from
timo to titro been obtained in the coursa of tho genersl geological exploration
of tho Island. S me ef theso specimens belong to the group of actinolitic
mizerals liko the depoeits found ja Poiton and Boiton, but among others
observed from that country were samples of voin asbestos, cquilling in
quz;lity any obtained at Thotford, and havipg n fibre frowm two to three inchos
in length.

The mineral asbestos propor belongs to the hornblendo or pyroxene group
of minerals, whilo that of Quebec, commonly knowa by this name, i3 in
renlity o variety of serpentine, miverslvgiciliy known as chrysotile. It i3
found in the castern townships of Quober, in small veins occunivg in
masses of serpentine which form a series of disconuected mnasses, gonerally
of small extent, sunounded ty ignecus cck, principally diorilic, but
occasionally rising threugh great outcrops of slates or achist<, Somotimes,
howover, theso masses of sorpentine sssume such proportions as to rank
aiwost as wountaio 1idges.

Puior to 1880, the gio.ter part of the fino ssbestos fibre adapted for
spinuing cune from the mines of Ttaly and Corsica, and owing to the
difficulty with which i4 was obtsined, npd its exceptionslly fine quality,
comwauded a very high price in the mnarket, reaching 3 much ss $250 o
$300 per ton ; bt the discovery of tus chrysotilo deposits in tho Provinco
of Quelce of a quality equatly well adapted for spinning as that of [taly,
taken in coonection with the fact that thoss were situated diractly along a
lino of railway within short kauluge of a shipping po:t, alinos® revolutionizad
tho industiy, and has lately roarly closed tho Italiau miaec.

Much of tho so-called asbestos of these mines, howaver, is not adipted
for spinning, and is used for the manufaciuro of mill-board, cemznty, piints,
elc., ns ia also the output frem such mines in the Uaited States as have been
working more or less constantly for tho last twenty years. Tho output of
the Quebic mines hag even already hid such on cffect upon these that theic
present output is probably ecarcely one-tooth of what it roached ton
years ago.

1o Ontario a large quantity of tho mineral sclinolite, a mewbar of the
hornblende family, is miaed aud ground at Bridgewater, in 11:stinga County.
‘T'his is used for cement roufing, being wixed fur that purpise with tar, tho
filrous texturo of tho material beirg such o3 to allow of its feliing, but not
for :pinning.

Tho serpentino ¢f Quebec, which is really asbestos-berring to an extent
wlich can be preficably woirked, is confined 1o a comparativeiy liaited area,
ard nmoro paricularly te cerlain portioas of thoe townships of Ti.otlord,
Izcland, Colerzine urd Wolfestown, 1n which lucalities successful miving
vperations have Leen cairied on fur some yeats.  Bat «ven in theso di-tiicts
ti.cio arc «argo portives of the sorpentine belts which, in 30 far es yet pzovod,
have disclored no asbestos in quantity %o bo «conomically avaiiable.

1o veius ol asiesics aro gcon, without sny sprcial arrapgesont, intersccting
li.c m:ss of ko 10ck gencaally in every dizection, but fer the most pars at a
cursiderablo angle both to the perpendicaler awd horizontai.  Certsia
puculiar arrargemente of theso veits are, howover, noted in ceitain areas, a3
2t tho King Hree! mine in Ircland, where tho serpentine apprars to be
regalarly stratilied alwest in tho manner cf sandstone or quattzite in Jayers
¢1y pitg to the northwest, and tho veins of arberics apparently foliow what,
in sediventmy rocke, would bu regarded as ti.c bedding plance.  In several
utlier places tho veng, few in number, cut tho teek in an almost hotizontal
pesiiior, and when found in a kooll cav bo traced sersss from oxno sido of
the hill t3 tho other nearly on tho eamo plane, but 28 a tulo tho veins are
irsegularly placed.
