152. The public school course of study may be considered under its sub-divisiol 5 O
the common and high school courses. They furnish a basis for the classification of puPil'
by the teachers and for the examination of schools by the inspectors, while they also secîlee
a definite co-ordination of ail the work attempted in the public schools of ail grades, thoe
fostering the harmonious interaction of ail the educational forces of t.he province.

These courses are to be followed in ail schools, particularly wi th reference to (1) t00
order of succession of the subjects. and (2) the sim-ultaniety of their study. l'le fulniess Of

detail with which the'y can be carried out in each school must depend upon local conditions,
sncb as the size of the school, the nuniber of grades assigned to the teacher, etc. Ai
suggestive to teachers with littie experience, contracted forms of the detailed common scllcOî
course for miscellaneous and partially graded scbools are appended.

The public school course of study 18 the result of the observation and experience of rOP'
resentative leading teachers of the province,unider the suggestion of the experiments of otiier
countries and the criticism of our teachers in provincial' conventions assembled for MI'y

oare in succession. A system developed in sncb a manner must necessarily in some poiIto
elcompromise, and presumably therefore at least a little behind what we migbt e-xPeci

from the few most advanced teachers. But it is aiso ver>y llkely to be a better guide tb0"
the practice of a majority, without any mutual consulitation for improvemen t. 'he succes
sive progression of studies is intended to be adapted to the order of development Of the
powers of the child's mind, while their simultaneous progression is designed to prevel
monotony and one-aidedness, and to produce a harmonlous and healthy development of. the'
physical, mental and moral puwers of the pupil. The apparent multiplicity of the subjecntS
ls due to their sub-division for the purpose of emphazing leading featureis of the main 'b
jects which raight otherwise be overlooked by inexperienced teachers. The courses h"
been demonstrated to be adapted to the average pupil under a teacher of average skill. "
teacher is, however, cautioned to take special care that pupils (more especially any pre1,11~

turely promoted or in feeble health) should flot run any risk of " over-pressure' 
0

attempting to follow the average class.work.
Changes in these courses of study must always be expectee froin year to, year, bI"eO00

a very small extent it is hoped, except in the prescription of certain texts in the bigh scllthe
course.

DuPiis ini the same class-the one Who mlay have a special ahiiity and iiking for the subjeet,4 *eIl as the one who has nu ability of taste for it-to do the saine ainount of work ; and'48 i is generaily desirable that a text shouid contain more exercises and matter for students.

Womay have the power and the wish to do more than the average, the text booksreeorinnended are selected withi the view of containing more rather than iess of what, wouldsuit the average student.
The excess of the text recommended is therefore equalized by the dev'ice of optiolaqtetOaat examination. Examination questions are distributed as regulariy as possible

over the field prescribed. When uniy five questions are required for a foul paper, six
28ilsare equivaient to the reduction of the text by one-sixth, seven questions by two.
eitr,(nearly one-third), and su forth. Ilistory and Geography in IX and X wiii havetnquestions equaily distributed, of which lIîe willi make a fuit paper, two ofth 'eh fl3ust be on one subject sud three on the other. This is virtualiy casier than halvingthe~oepecitofrte hs usin a esic rr h aoiesbet

Again, a candidate may fail to take a"ýpass " High School Certificate through a iow mark in a subject flot required for matriwO'
lation, yet make sufficiently high marks, as shown by bis Ilexamination record , n h
subjeets required to admit him to the university. This constitutes a practical affiliatiqO
of the Public High Schools with the Universities, which wilI save division of energY il)
mauy high schools. while it will place each of the Universities in the saine relation tO tue9
,public schools.

In performing the duty of seiecting and prescribing text books for the Public ScI1oOî'f

the Counicil of Public Instruction has availed itself as fuliy as possible of the knoWledge
and experience of those who are engaged in the practical work of education. Th'le sol 'l11
of recent modifications lias been Vo secure at a reasonabie cost, a series of texts adapteafOr
use in schoo/s. Change in authorized books is in, it8elf a very undesirahie thing.

The presoribing of îIew books is one of sncb importance Vo the country that the ns
extraordinary care bas Vo he taken Vo make sure that the ultimate advantage of aChn'
wilI more than conipensate the people for the temporary loss or annoyance always lved
in making a change. But change there niust be. It i8 the essentiai condlition of ail groWtli
and vre ought uinder sncb circumrstances to be aiways prepared for it.

Instructors and teachers are reminded :

( 1) That the course of study for common schools encourages au economicai xenilfor the text books by prOviding a system of oral instruction for junior classes, TJOO4 n&iyoteachers try Vo satisfY tbemseives in respect to their mnoçe youthful puipils by plac'. 0 Jetheir hands texi books not needeil in any case, and worse than useless when unacconPalli joby proper oral exposition. A text book should not be required for a child unfl hleprepared Vo use it intelligently. .rod"ic(2) That the regulation which makes it illegal antI improper fnr a teacher to 10r be
unauthorized, texts, by no means hinders hiru from giving bis pupils the henefit of r"l
treatises Vo whose explanations hie may attach importance. The progressive teacbeer~

year to year> the following Regulations which stili continue to remfainl
in force:

1T2. In the Revised Statutes of 1900, Chapter 62, Section 77 (e), anthority is gle
for the raising of fonds for books for the school library by assessment. Until the CoOfluchas'prepared and publislied a list of books for su<ch libraries, trustees purchasing snch. bockowith school funds should first send a list of proposed bocks, their ,publishers, sizes 0vprices if possible, to tie Secretary of the Council for its approval. b173. In some schools amooig those fully graded, the prescribed Readers maYthoroughly mastered before the other portions of the course ; se that additional readie1ý,may prolitably be undertaken by the pupils. Sucli readings are known as "supplenientary,
and uîay be anthorized by the Council fer any section making application ; bnt onlyOn theconditions: (a) that the prescribed Readers have first been thoroughly mnastered ad(ythat the " supplementary " Rea<lers authorized be the property of the school sectioni, 9O

t no parent or pupil shall be required to purchase any suecb Reader.

Regulations 51, .52, .53, 69 and 70, referring to the equipment OfiSuperior " Schools, High Sehools and County Academies, make the'
school library an essential part of the legal equiprnent of public schOOl9
which Inspectors can have enforced hy the withhulding of. publie fu Ildd
under the conditions specified.

Chapter 24 Of the Statutes of I 90:i is as follows

REGULATIONS FOR RURAL SCIIOO0L LIBRA&RIES.

The Rural Scheol Lihrary grants, authorized by statute (quoted above) are intendC4 t
stimulate tise formation and use cf libraries in scheol sections other than those i0 W dilrClass "'A," Agricultural or Manual Training grants are drawn-which grants are aIre
conditioned te soine extent by the existence cf appropriate libraries.
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For the live dollar grant the books belonging to the library in the year 1904 muet beWorth at least tîcenly dollars, and at least 150 issues of books milst have been miade duriugthe year to readers.
For the tee dollar grant the books belonging to the library in 1904 muet be worth litleatt fifty dollars, anîl at least 300 issues must bave been macle to readers during the year.
Each year subsequent to 1904 the minimusm value of the smaller library mîuet be jivedollars greater than on the previous year until it becomesjsy'ty dollars, wben the minimum

ehahl remain constant.
In like menner, each year subsequent to 1904 the mnininmum value of the larger libraryMîuet be ten dollars greater than on the previons year until it becomes ow., hiwdred dollars,'lbIen the minimum shail reinain constant.

(2) TuîE BOOKSc.

The books reckoned as library hooks qualifyiug for the grant shail be as far as possibleafted ta the wants (1) of the pîîpils, and (2) ufthei resiîlents of the selsool section, and4hahl be selected froin a catalogue recoînmended by the Counicil cf Public Instruîctioni.
Mite books" reports, and anly documents published by the Dominion, Provinîcial or{lSflic1pal goveruments for the information of the public should also fiud a place iii ther; but their valiue shaîl be reekoned et the pnie paid fur themn, and tbey should bulibered as the otîter volumes or phamphlets.
b50Te books shahl be tlte property uf thie school sectiou, noa matter whether the fonds haver'l aisud(b sectional assessinent, by school entertainments, subscription or donationall ll therefore bu primarily in charge of the sebool huard and their secretary as auO~t f hbieh they shaîl preseut the inventory at each annual meeting ; and for the loss or

Mouth-braathing in children, and soinatimes in adoits, is often causad by certal
growths in the throat (adenoid vegatatin), by anlarged tonsils, or by growth in the Pose
(polypi, etc.) Tha remnoval of these obstruction hy surgica] aid is par haps the onlly ratiotia'
mathod to assure natural breathing. Incidentally, we niay ha parmitte(l to say that thes5

operations are flot at ail dangarous ;but by tha presence of these vegatations in tha thirOL'e
(retropharynx) the haaring and the inteilcctual and bodily development of the child Play
bacoma seriously impaired. The early removal of such growths should ha aaruaestly recoin,
rnended. If yon observe ainong your pupils a chronie mnou th-hroather call tha attention O
the school physician or the parents tu the childIs condition, and explain to the parents the,
danger of nagleet in this matter. l'ha respiratory exorcises just dascrihad ara particularlY
useful for such eildran after operation, otharwise they oftan retain the habit of iroperfeet
hreathing which thay had acquired.

COMMERCIAL COURSE.

A commercial grotil
of subjects is now being formeul whieh will include more advanced bo,ýký
keéping, the outlines of commercial law, economics, civics, sttnog(raIPhY
,(the Sir Isaac Pitnaan System), and typewriting. It is about titue that thle
metropolis took a step in this direction, wben wc consider its large statl' of
teachers and the large local denntand for sncb a course of instruction.

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The Superintendent of Education was authorized to intiniate that the follow-
ing scheme was beirig considered. Subjcct to.certain minor conditions, $200 or
$250 might bc granted to aid in building the consolidated sehool building, for
each normal-sized rural section brought into the central one-the total in no case to
exceed $1,000. That ineans that a consolidation of two sections should receive $200;
of three, $400 ; of four, $600,; of five, $800 ; or of six, $1000 ;-sbould the

smaller 8um of $200 be taken as the unit. Such a plan rnmight stimulate several
larger or smialler groups in each county. It is generally maintained that a larger
suni would be rnerely a hig plum for some community, while it might depreesB
rather than encourage general consolidation without any aid.

Groups irst specifying an agreement to consolidate will bie the first to lie

considered, as a matter of course.

CONOLDATONWITROIJT CONVYMLNCE.

Since the last school year both Inspectors and School Commissioners have'
already made a good commencement in several parts of the province in consolidat
ing small sections so as to hring them up Vo the normal size in which conveyalIe
is unnecessary-four miles in diameter. This year it is hoped the good rnove

ment may be still further accelerated in every quarter of the province.

The examination is mainly a Classicai one, designed forthe Young boys coming up froin the English sebools in the olden turne. The otherconditions o f the scholarships for this Province will ensure on the part of Ourcandidates, however, a maturity in years, physical developinent, and probabiy11180 incidentaliy in Mfathematics and some other subjects, equal to that of theOxford graduate; for it may he assumned that the candidates selected will havegorle through our high schiool and university course as a rule. Indeed, the con-ditions irnposed ty Rhodes with regard to the character of the schoiars, and theIilethod by which the candidates capable of passing the Oxford Responsions aretbe seiccted will give the clever college graduate the best chances.The experiment is likely to be more than a fair one for the estimation'of thev'l'le of the Oxford cui; for it will as a rule select the best mnen who 'shouldtheroe wiîît wihruet xodstamp. Bydrafting thèse men ayhowever,bhe ll certainly b etrchances of success for the next best men who willletat home.
