Dr. Sultvan wished 0 removo any doubl respecting the
words “ Acaidental Vacunatn wath Grease,” in the last publish
od report of tho minutes uf this Suciely. Ho did nut cunxider that
any wentity oststed botweea the two furms of virus. Dr. Sulli-
van reported a caso of hystorical reication of urine after parta-
rition, 1n which ho drow off from tho bladder at one time, nearly
three quarts of unine.

Adhoswns aud alterations
of tissues with ncoplasms, resalting fium peritonitis ur pori-met-
ritis of Virchow, aro attonded with a far more profouad altor-
ation of gonoral hoalth and greater Jesion of nutrition than the
thickoning and swelling to bo dotected after pelvic cellulitis. An
exploring trocar can Lo passed into the hard swelling in this
sattor diseaso, whilo 1n pelvic oxostosis, it is extromely difficult,
and sometimos impussiblo to penotrate with such au wstrumont.
As to treatment, Dr. Mack belioved constitutional remedies
alone to be rchiable, tho various ointmeots omployed to promoto
absorption, are worsoe than usoless; so with Vlistors; the only
local romedies deserving tho name, are hip-baths, wet compressos
and poulticing. « Chrono-thermalism,” as it has been termod,
offers more resources than any othor system of medication.

Constitutional remedics, . steadily persovered in, gonerally
succoed io tho course of time, in bringing about absorption, such
23 chaogo of air and scene, tonics, remedying tho local diathesis
by quinine, sulpho-carbolates, &e.

The pains which aro most distressing, especially when the
discaso iy complicated by any pori-metritis or inflammation of
peritoneal tissuo and sts , must bo promptly rolieved by
tho bromides, chloral, or hypedermic injectisns of morphine, or
atropino. It is vory nccessary to keep tho rectum well omp-
tied. Dr. Mack had found 2 to o of « grain of atropino very
useful in allaying pain, znd rclieving coustipation.

Dr. Goodmon roported a case of rheumatic iritis, whero
flnid oxt. of belladouna had been effectual in mamtaining dilata:
tion of the pupils, and proventing adhesions,

Dr. Mack r ke, that oxt. bellad was moro roliable for
the purpose than soluiion of atropine, which bad been long pre-
pared. A caso bad occurred to hun whero the solution fatled to
dilato, and 2 slight adhesion had rosulted, in the short space of
one night, softoned oxtract of bolladonna rubbed 1a circum orbit-
ally, acted satisfactorily upon ' this caso afterwards.

Dr. Groto roported a case of sovoro cerobral symptome, ovi-
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deatlytho reslt of concussion, which manifested themselvos
two or threo days after tio accident vecucred, withoutany symp:
toms of injury to the brain, immediately aftor the injury was ro-
coived. The mnflammatory symptoms yieldel finally to troat-
ment.

GLATCOMA.

Caso L—3rs. B—, of C——, a facmer's wifo, aged 56,
was scnt'to me, Juno 17, with the fullowing history *  Sho had
beon in good health and accustomed to hard work until a Fear
ago (July, "71), when sho began to suffer from what sho tormed
dyspepsra, with pausea, ting, &c., ied by headach
pain ia tho-oyes, oyebrows, temples, and down the sides of tho
Bose. Prior to that date sho had bad no paia in ber oyes but
the sight of her Joft oye had beon failing for six months, and was
then quite dim.  Tho puin io and around the eyes would refarn
frequently, and last for a fow hours. At snch times tho sight
bscame worso, but would clear up a little as the pain sabsided.
Tho last of theso attacks occurred about two months ago, but
shé had suffered moro or loss sinco ihon from frontal hoadache.
After the right oye becamo affocted, sho ofton noticed rings of
various colors around tho flamo of the famp. In Nov., '71, tho
loft oy bocame totally blind. In Jan, '72, the pationt coald
merely distinguish day from night with the right oye, and in
March tho sight beeame altogothor oxtinet. She had been an
invalid from July until throo months ago. Tho disease of tho
oyes seomed to her duo'to tho nouralgia in her head; sho had
given tho so-called patent cyocups a faithful triat in Feb aud
March but with no apparont benofit! Spectacles had boon re-
quired for tiwenty years for sowing, reading &e.

pupil dilatod, circular, and fixed, and occupied by a maturo, hard -

cataract, which with tho narrow cdging of atropbiced ivis, lies o
almost in contact with the cornea. -

Diagnosis. — Acute inflammatory glaucoma, ending in
the * glaacoma absvlutom™ of Von Grafe. The calaract must
havo been sccondary, or very possibly it was partially developed
in July, when tho glaucoma supersened.

Proaxusis.—Thoro is not the faintest hope of restoriog even
aslight degreoof sight.  Treatment can now Lo wcrely pallia-
tivo. 1t would bo very difficult to say what will bo the ultimate
rosult. Tie oyes may remaia cumparatively quivscent, or inflam-
matory attacks may recur, ending finally in completo dogencra-
tion of tho oyoballs. An indectomy was suggested as the only
menns of securing permancat immunity from the attacks of pain,
ciliary neursigin, &e. Tho pationt demarred t, tho operation,
and returoed homo, proforring to try morphine, leeches, &c., which
she was advised to use during any exacerbations that might -
onsuo.

Caso II.—Soptomber Sth.—Mrs. II , ®t. 56, gives the I
following history. Sho 1s naturally healthy, and of active :
habits and norvous temperament, but has beon ailing the last
fow months.

March lst.—Sho was soized with scute pain in and around
tho right oye, that remaincd for soveral days, and'then passed
off, loaving tho sight dim. The paticnt consulted a surgeon,
who diagnosed cataract.

On tho 1st of Juno, a sccond sovere attack occurred, and
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tho sight was so impaired that sho could not count fingers. The
oy continued soro for some time. Tho patient was advised by
bor physician to travel, in tho hope that as her health was re-
gained, tho oyo would improve.

Soptembor 4th.—She walked a long distanco to market, and
afterwards read for soveral hours. At 6 p.m., the loft eyo, which
had bithorto been unaffected, was attacked with intonso pain, and
beeamo blind ; and the pain did not abate, and no rest was ob-
tained, until the morning of the 6th.

Exavinarion.—The right oye has been lost by acuto glau-
coma, which has just made an onsot on tho left. Right oye—
vmon leduccd to mere perception of light ; globo hnrd, + T2

junctival vessels turg t; cornea i itivo to the
touch, and its posterior surfaco mottled; anterior chambor very
shallow ; iris discolored ; papil Inrgoe, oval and fixed; and lens
cataractous.

Left oyo.—External congestion, and serous ¢h is ; pati-
ont can count fingers ; tension increased ; coraea mottled and 1n-
sensitive , iris dall; papil dilated ; humors turbid.

September Tth, 10 a.m.—Tho paticat rested last night, She
has only slight paio in the oyo; vision i : teomon stilt high.
Paracentesis coroex was done, tho aqueous humor boiog allowed
to drain away slowly. Tho eye was covored, aad the pationt cn-
joined to keep quict.

Septomber Bth.—The cye hus improved. Theoro is less in-
Jjection aod chemosis; the tension is dimiunishing, and® tho sight
improviog ; visioa y5. Tho tappiog of the antorior chambor was
repoated.

Septembor 9th.—Tho iy mont i

Septombor 11th.—Tho oyo is frco from pain; thoero is only
trifling exteraal hyperemia; the toosion is normai, T o.; vision
1; the.aqueous humor is elear; the iris.bas regaised its bright
lustro, tho.pupil is smallor and moderatoly active. Tho patient
can read small print.

Septeraber 14th.—The pupil is of about the normal size, and
snd rosponds readily to light. The visits wore discontioucd.
The nature of hor affection was fully oxplained to tho paticnt,
and sho wasg told that although the oye bad not been materially in-
jured by the first attack, it would ultimatoly shavo the fato of
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its fellow unless tho discase was arrested by timely oporative
tr id y. This ble advico was not acted
upon, unfortanately for tho pationt, and when last scon sho was
i practically blind.
Caso IIL—CiRoNIo INFLAMMATORY GratcoMa oF Rianr et
. ExE AND PREMONITORY StagE (?) oF LEFT.—Mrs. C—,\ wot. 72,
bad to nurso an invalid for a considerable timo about two years
ago, and was horself in poor health afterwards, Sho bas been S
polled to wear sp les for forty years, and romembors
llmt about a year ago sho had to increase tho stronyth of hor
reading glasses, using a weaker pair in walking, &e. Tho sight [
of the righc eyo bcgan to fail noticeably nino months ago, and Y
it has beon blind for o month. The eye was frequently quite o
painful for a short time, but tho ball nover looked inflamed. ;
Celored rings 'woro occasionally noticed round the flamo Jf the :
lamp.

Tho left oye is weak and watery, thero has been no pain in U
it, but tho mght has failed somewhat, can read only fora littlo ¢
while now ; a fow months ago could read half the day. Tho
right oyo 15 almost blind, has mero porecption of light; the ball
is rathorsuflused , subconjunctival vessols swollon and tortuous;
tension very high, + T 3, antorior chamber shallow , iris par-
tially atrophied; pupil large, immoveable and yiolding dull
greenish-yellow reflex; optic norve deeply cupped.

Luft oye, hypermetropic and presbyopic, vision fefs; with + N
15 lens, far vision {4, with + 8, reads brillinnt type at eight '
inches, iriy healthy , pupil small and active, field of vision largo
and good; moderato photophobia; lens hazy (scnile opacity);
h_ypcrmmia of the optic disc, apparently abnormal, but no por-
<optible cupping.

Tho paticnt was enjoined to spare tho oyo as much as
possible, to woar constantly + 15 glasses, bluo tinted, and +
8 for reading, but to read very littlo, and only large, clear typo,
and not by artificial light. She was warned of tho likelibood of
tho Ioft oyo becoming affected, and was advised to apply without
delay if an attack scomed imponding.

Cego. IV.—J———P. ., @t. 40, a large, muscular man,
A0 upholstorer, has bocn fond of his cups for years, and often on
tho sproe, but was nover sick a day of his life. Tho sight of the
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1oft oyo began to fail four yoars ngo, aad that of tho right, six
months afterwards, Thoro was occasonally o sonsativn of heat
in tho oyes, but they novor seomod inflamed, nor Lias there evor
boon any pain i thom. Tho sight of tho lofk oyo was lust two
yoars ago, aud, until about nine months sine, the patient cuuld
r2ad a nowapaper and thread a noedle, with the right ono.

Tho left oyo 13 1 an advanced stago of simplo glaucoma.
The ball is vory hard, + T 3, and there 13 only quantitative per-
coption of hight. Tho right oge 13 the seat of prugressive sim-
plo glaucoms ; the vision 18 only g, tho teowwn is mwuch in
creased, + T 2, thero is sumo suffusion of tho oye¢, and the veins
over tho rect: are swollon . the anterior chamber is rather shal-
low, and the pupil elighily dilated aou sluggish. Thoe upper
balf ot the field of.sision,and the uppor two-thirds of the inir half
aro a comploto blank. Tho ophthulmoscope shuws cupping of
tho optic nerve,  Tho patunt was advised W Lave an iridectomy
doncon the mght oyo at vnce, as the unly meaas of arresting
tho progress of the glaucuma, and raving his present vision e
has not yet, howover, presonted himself fur the operation.

THE WARM BATH IN UREMIC ECLAMPSIA

Ono ovening, a short time ago, I was sout for in groat bhaste
10 806 0 pationt about twelve milos from my offico, who was said
to have convulsions. I immediately oboyed tho summons, and,
on.my way to the patient’s residonco, I ascertained somothiog of
his history, from the messonger. The pationt was a stout, hoalthy
Iad, about I8 yoars of ago. Ho had been attacked with & mild
form of scarlot fever about three weoks proviously, from which
ho had apparently made o rapid recovery, and soemed to be
doing vory well, until about tho 21st or 22nd day, whon some
punflioss of tho face, and ospocially of the eyelids bocame appar-
ont, and ho complained of head-ache, and pussed very littlo urioe
—and that of & thick turbid appearance. On tho moraingof the
25th day from tho attack of scarlet fovor, ho was soized with opi-

loptio convalsious. A medical man in tho immedliate iiciaity
way called in. o administered Wlvcoform, applicd mastard to
tho spino, draughts to the feot, &c. Yo romained with tho
Ppationt most of tho day, and loft in tho cvoning, saying, that he
would not Iivo thruagh the night.  This alarmed the friends,
and thoy had therofure sent for furthor medical counsel. I ar
nived about twelvo u'clock at night, vn entering tho room, I
found the paticnt in & cumatosu stato, with a recwirence of the
convuisions every tou or fifteen minutos—having incroased very
mach in foreo and frequency daring tho past twelves hours. Tho
pulse way about 130 por minute, inspiratiuns abuut 30, pupils
dilated , siun harsh and dry.  Ho ha passed very littlo urine
during the last 24 hours, and it was Ligh colored and lvaded with
albumen. 1 diagnosed tho ¢sss as vue of urmmic intuxication,
ansng frum desquamatise noplirits, and troated accordingly I
ordored & warm-bath, alarge wash-tub Leing extemporized for
that purpose. I had bim-seated in the tub, and wrapped lot
biankets arvund his legs and shoulders.  He was hept in this po
son for ton or Hfteen mtoutes, 2od then puy to Led, and frie-
tion applicd to the surfaco of the body.  Ice was applied to the
head ; and as doglutition was impracticable, I ordored threo
drops of croton oil to be placed on tho tongue. This preduced a
freo ovacuation of tho bowels in a short timo; tho skin becamo
moist, the convulsions gradually diminished, and veascd entirely
in about threo hours. I romained with tho pationt until five
oclock in the morniog. Ho had no roturn of the cousulsions
during this time, but he was still uocunscious. I could bold out
20 hopos to the friends of bis ultimate recuvory, although I had
baon able, by meacs of tho bath, to break up the convulsions in the
meaa time. I now loft the paticot, but foaring & roturn of the
convulsions, I directed the ropotition of the bath, about 6 o’clack
in tho morning. This was dono, and about throo or four hours
afterwards consciousnoss roturned . and, upon my socond visit,
Ifound him 1n a much bettor condition, with a fair prospeet of
teenvery, Tho pationt continaed to improte undor ordinary
trontment, and 1o a short timo was ablo to-attend to his usual
daties.

Since then I havo adopted this plan of treatmout in
sevoral istances, and it has invariably been attonded with
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wnrked suceess. Tho safoty of tho paticat in all such cases de.
ponds upon a froo action of tho iotogumont, without whioh
no other treatmont is of any avail. Frorichs-strongly recom-
monds bonzoic acid.in such cases; but I cannot say that I have
evor seen any bonefit from its use.  Chloroform is highly spoken
of in the treatmont of this affcction. ‘“here is no doubt that in
some forms of opilepsy—such as thoso ansmg from somo form of
eccontrio irritati hloroform is dingly sorviceablo ; and
has proved 60 in oy hands oo more than ono oceasion; yot, I
cannot help thinking, that in cases in which tho opilopsy is duo
to a blood poison, it ia worse than uscless—-nay, positively
injuriouns.

ON DEATH FROM CELOROFORM ITS PREVENTION
BY GALVANISM.

Doath from chl is now an unhappily
apposring so often in tho medical journals, that it bocomes tho
duty of those who have seon much of il8 uss, to lay the resuits of
their cxpori boforo the profession; the moro so, if thoy
keow, or think thoy know, one remedy more than another likoly
to arrost the mortality from that drug.

Ether, chloroform, and othor anwsthotics, have beon in con-
stant use at the Bristol Royal Infrmery sinco thoir first intro-
duction into notico, Threo deaths from their uso havo occurred
at that institution during this period.

Case 1.—The firet occurred in the practice of my colleaguo
Afr. Harrison, then senior surgeon to the Infirmrry.  Chloroform
wag administered to an clderly woman in the wurd, before bring:
ing her into thu theatro for operation. A socond drachm of
chloroform was being inhaled, whon, after a fow stertorous res-
pirations, the pulso. and broulhmg suddenly coased.  Mr. Hore,
the h ly omployed tho usual means.
Tho surgeons were sént for; and, whon thoy saw tho pationt, sho
appeared doad. QGalvanism was thon tried, it “produced some
convulsivo offorts of the rospiratory muscles,” but animation was
not restored.  (Association Medical Journal, 1851, p. 109.)
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Case 11.—The second ease occurred in tho praotice of my
colleaguo Mr. Prichard. Chloroform was given to an oldorly
mno-on tho tablo in tho thoatro. After » short inhalation from
the first drachm, a fow convulmvo respirations wero followed by
tho sudden stoppage of' the hoart's action and of breathing. Wo
wero ail in tho room at tho time. Galvanism, artificial respir-
ation, &e., wero at onco tricd, tho first causod strong contrac-
tions of the face and trank, bat bad not the slightest effect on
the heart, the latter was kopt up for nearly half-an-hour through
an opening in tho truohes, but without any effost on tho heart.

In this case, paralysis of-that organ was so completo, that atl
moans failed to excite its contractions, and death was tho result.
Those who havo not scon & speetaclo of this kind ean hardly rea-
liso what a painful and distressing thing itis to look upon. On
cxamination aftor death, the ** external surfaco of tho hoart waus
found covured with fat; " and “ the muscular structure generally
was palo, and contained much fai, Jop l 1n ruws among the
fibeillee.*  (British Medical Journal, 1858, p. 207.)

The third casc occurred in tho out-patient room of the Ia-
firmary, and is reported by Dr. Ludlow, the house-surgeon. The
fiest two cases I witnessed, but I saw nothing of the last. Since
tho second ¢ase, po death his happened in the operativn-roon.
Ibave now ‘o mention some casos Whore recovery took place,
under circumstances quito as bad as those be.oro related.

Cast: nr—The following case oceurred at tho Infirmary. I
had operated on & boy for ptono, under chloroform.  The oper-
ation was over, the boy was untied, aod about to be taken to his
ward ; all present had left the room. excopt Mr. Wobster, (then
a pupil), myzelf, and the purses. Sceing overything safo and
well, I loft the table, and was going into the consultation-room,
when My, Webster called afier me to say that the.pulse had stop-
ped.  On turning round, I f.und the boy deadly pale aod pulse-
less, and his breathing stopped.  The galvanic battery was in the
theatro ready for use, and 1t was instantly applied.  After n fow
soconds, both pulse and breathing returned, and tho pationt on-
tiroly rccovered. It 1o impossible to imagine anything more de-
¢ided than tbe effcct of galvanism inthis case, and it is the moro
romarkablo, as the pulse ceased to Liat sowme time after chloro-
form hed boon dircontinued,
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Cast 1v.—An olderly man was brought into tho theatro for
operation by Mr. Prichan] A smnl) quantity oniy of chloroform
had been given, whon the pulso suddenly stopped. and the man
appoared dead. The galvanic apparatus was noar, and was in.
stantiy usod. A deop aud wapid inspiration, succeedod by o strong
noisy oxpiration, like a loud groan, was the immodiato reault; and
at the samo timo he started up into th witting posture. The
circulation was at onco restored, and ho ontirely recoverod.  All
theso things ocenrred in little moro timo than it takes to dosoribo
thom. ono thing followed anothor so rapudly

Cast v.—Tho noxt case occurred in tho practico of my
mauch regrottod colleaguo, tho late Mr Raiph Bernard. An older.
Iy woman was placed on the table to have the trachea oponed for
discaso of tho larynx. Tho veins of the neck wore large and
pumerous, and a good deal of blood escaped ; heneo Mr Bernard
was obliged to proceed slowly in exposing tho traches. DPerhaps
half an hour waa occupied in thiv way ; wheo tho pulso suddenly
stopped, and to all arousd sho appeared doad.  Galvanivm was
instantly applied, with the same result asin tho last caso. Cir-
cnlation and respiration wero instantly restored. The trachea
was then oponed in tho usual way

Case v.—Tho noxt caso occurred to myself A boy wason
tho tablo for operation A small quantity of chloroform was
given, swhon suddenly the pulse beeamo hardly porcoptible, but
did not stop entirely. Galvanism was at onco used by Mr. Criep,
of Swallonficld, then house-svrgeon; and in an invtant rocovery
was tho result.

Cask vi— Tho noxt casd was that of a girl placed on the
tablo for amputation of the leg by My Bornard. Chioroform
was beiog given, when suddonly tho pulee stopped.  Galvanism
was at once used, and instant restoration xas the rosult. Sho was
taken back to tho ward  Tho next day, haif a tumbler of brandy
was given bor.  She was broaght into the theatre, tho tourniguot
slightly scrowed, and the log was takon off by Mr. Bernard'
‘Whicn again in hor ward, she did not Jknow that her feg had been
romoved.

Tho Jast doath from chloroform occurred in 1858, Sioco
that time, po fatal case has happened fo the operating theatre.
“Cho third death took placo in tho out-patient room,
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From so many fatal and nearly fatal cases Lappening in ono
msuluuon, At may bo thought that the agont was not properly
haps not suffi iy diluted. Chloroform -has
been genorally g.von by the house-surgonn ; & drachm } ced on
2 8pongo hold over tho month and nexc, and taken off fro. timo
to timo to allow frexh aw to enter, tho fingor being kopt con-
stanily on tho pulso. No accident has now happened for somo
years, 8o that it way be inferzed that this mothod of administra.
tion is safe. | Tho last fivo cases hero relatod ean leave no doubt
a3 to the fuct that gatvaniym saved lifo io each of them , that the
puisations of tho heart stopped in an iostant, and were as in-
stantly restored by thisagont. In all tho recerded cases which
I havo met with, thero aro not 10 bo found five successivo easos
similar to thoso montioned—=that 13, where restoration was in-
t Cases aro ded whe.o tho pulse and breathing
suddenly stopped, and wero restored by artucial respiration,
The most recont is rolated by wmy friend Mr. Clover; and, from
his oxporionco in tho admimistration of anastsetic, thore cannot
be found a moro securato authority than he is.  Mr. Clover ro-
lates a easo whero, after chloroform had beon used, the pu)so and
breathing suddenly stopped, and swero restored by carrying on
artifictal respiration for aboat s minute. (British Aledical Jour-
nal, 1871, vol. ii, p. 33.) 1 would, howover, suggost to Mr.
Clovor that the minuto thus spent might mako the difference be-
tween lifo and death,  Ono of the best cases I know, where arti-
fieial respiration succeeded in wstantly restoring th action of tho
heart after 1t had suddonly ceased, occuried in the practico vt Sir
Witliam Forguson. Dr,Soow was admivistering chloroform .. a
“tall thun cldorly lady, with a smail and feoblo pulso,” (a bad
subject for chloroform, vvidently having a very weak heart);
suddonly tho breathing coased, and tho pulso could not bo folt,
Sir Witham, with tho promptness and readinoss for overy omor-
goney which belongs to that accomplisned surgeon, at onco ap-
plied his mouth to that of the patient, and made a stvong oxpir.
ation, which expanded ker ehest fully, and immediatoly tho heart
began to beat,  Snow on Chloroform, p. 2€0.) * * X
Llectricity is tho most powerful agent with which wo are
quainted for lar mytion even after death. Dr,
Uro's exporimont isswell known, when by electrcity ho brought
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on stroog muscalar contractions in 2 man who died by hianging an
bour boforo the oxporimont. Death from chloroform is eaused by
tho cessntion of mussular action, by paralysis of the hoart; if
electricity bo the most potont agont known to oxwito musculsr
motion, it follows not alone as a physiological fact, Imt a logical
truth, that olectricity in xomo form or othor must be tho most
poworfit] agent known 10 restoro animation when suspended by
chloroforma.  Galvanism has often beon usod after those acei-
dents, avd is 8aid 10 have fai ed.  Soven cases io which it proved
unsuceessful aro roported jo Dr. Snow's Jast edition of his work.
Tho samo story is to bo found in nll of thom * othor means were
used, the apparatus was seat for, adjusted, and tricd ; of course
it failed, it eamo loo lato, to bo successful it must bo ready for
iostant use—on that depeads its succoss. Seconds or minvtes
mako tho differcaco botweon lifo and death. Tho truth of this is
50 strongly impressed on my own mind, that I bave not for many
years vontared to oporato under chloroform, cither at the Intirm-
ary or in privato, without having tho galvaaic apparatus ready
for instant use, and X must express the opinion that chloroform
should never bo adminietered without the same procautions boing
taken, Deaths from chloroform aro now so frequent (it has been
8aid ono in a weeck), and we aro told that many deaths from
this ¢ause aro novor reported at all, that the timo is not far dis
tant, when the public safoty will demand somo inquiry into tho
use of this deadly agent, moro comprehonsive than anything
hitherto done in that way ‘This inquiry may be made by any
tribunal--«ay, & joint committrs of tho Colieges of Physicians
and Surgeons, and it could not bo in better hands, assisted, if
thoy wish it, by men who have givon special atteation to this
subject—such as Mr. Clover, Pr. Richardson, &e,

Tho inquiry should embiaco soveral matters; first, whethor
any and what precautions should be taken bofore the uso of'
chioroform or any othier anwesthetic© next, to ascertain tho best
and safest of them, and the best and safest racans sn which they
can bo administered ; and, lastly, tho best and surest means to
provent fatal accidents from their pxe, * .

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IMPROVED STOMACH-PUMP.

Tho stomach pump is such an important instrument that

no practitioner of medicine should bo without ono. By it an
pr- oporation ¢an be  performed

which ¢an bo dono by no other
contrivanco——an  operation
which, in tho Jargo najority of
cases, is tho dircot moans of
saving lifo. The circumstances
demanding its uso aro such as
to admit of no delay—no op-
4 ity, porhaps, of ding
to an instramont-makor or bor-
rowing of a noighbor-physician,
Especially is this the easc in
country practice, and it would
not bo saying too much that
many & cago of poisoming is al
lowed to dio which the posses-
sion of this instrnment and
its prompt uso might savo.
Thoe various stomach-pumps
heretofors in uso have been

7 niora or less complicated, apt
to got vut of un’lor, and moro ur less neficient.  Wo present an
impruved instrument of this sort to our readers, which was
devised by Messes. Stoblmann & Pfarro, of tho firm of Geo.
Tiomann & Co., of Now York, and is ropresented in tho accom-
panving cut.

T syringo is constracted of hard rubber, is of the capacity
of half a pint, and 13 provided with the vidinary stomach-catho-
ter, which 13 attached o its nvzzlo by a bayonot-eatch. Tho
nozzle is soparatad from tho chamber by means of a jorsorated
dnyhngm, agam:l shich rests the baso of a conucal plug salve.
Tho piston-red is perforated to communicate with a nozzle at
nght ~ngles with it, and just below the bandle.  This shouldor
is le)phul also with a conical plug-saive, the apex of wbxch is
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directed towards tho piston. To this ccond shoulder or nozzlo
is & tached, by the bayonet-catch, an india-rubber tube, the
distal cxtromity of which is provided with a fonestrated cup-
shaped woight.

Tho arrangement and construction of the pump is such that
by a working of tho piston the fluid is made to pass through the
stomach- cathetor, thenco thiough the tubular picton, and finally
through tho rubber tubo into tho bowl. The current can be
mado to pass only in ono dizcction, and this is, aftor all, sufficient,
and can bo employed to pump fluid into the stomach as well as
ont ofit. The former operation is done by merecly shifting the
relative posit:ons of the stomach-cathetor and rubber tube. The
former is attached to the piston-nozzle and tho latter to the
pozzle proper. A bowl, with the injection, receives tho cup-
shaped extremity of the rabber tobe, and the current through
tho instrument, although always the same is thus practically
reversed, .

The instrument is exceedingly simplo, not liablo to get out
of order, and can be used at a moment’s notice with as much-caso
and officioncy a8 any ordinary hard-rubber syringe.

To ompty tho stomach uso the instrument as represented
i tho cut.

Ta pump fluids info the stomack attach tho Cathoter to tho
piston nozzle (&) and the soft tube to (3),—Aedical Record.

VACCINATION DURING PREGNANCY.

The fact that some physicians eutertain the opinion that it is
improper 1o vaccinate pregnant woment on account of inducing
abortivn or fiscarriagc, leads me to give the result of that opera-
tion as practised in the-obstetrical wards of the Philadelpbia
Hospital.

Trofessor Charles D. Meigs, in his work, “ Woman: her
Disoases and Remedies,” Philadelphia, 1839, p. 597, says, “ Preg-
nant womaen vught never to be vaccivated. This is a rulo. T adrise
you-not to dopart from oven on the most urgent occusion. If &
woman have been vbee saccinated, and appeal'to you to vevacei-
nato ber because there is a present variolous epidemic, I hope you
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will rofuse to accedo to her request. . . . . . . . I have
beon the witness of droadful distress from the operation. Eschew
it, I entreat you.”

Lhis laoguage, strong and confidont as it is, has not yestrained
tho resident physicians of tho Philadotphia Hospital from vacei-
nating pregnant womon darieg the past six months.

On tho rapid increase of smallpox in this city last fall, alt
pationts eatering tho hospital were vaccinated, aud sinco tho fisst
of last October moro than one bundred pregnant womon have been
revaceinated.  Tho oporation was dono in tho rocoiviog-ward with
tho best virus that could bo obtained, selected by Mr. Beudor.
apotheeary to the hospital.

Al the crusts looked typical, and woro of first-class quality.
Cross-barnng was the favonto method of vaccinnting-with most of
tho physicians.

All the pregnant women 1 the hospitat October 1, 1871,
were alo rovaccinated.

1 am unablo at this date to grve oxactly the whole number
of-cases. their dition at timo of vacei , ote,, but can
speak with positivoness from January 1st of this year. At that
timo I went on duty as residont accoucheur, and, with the assis
tance of my colleaguo Dr. Harrig, 1 wus able to collect notes of
Jorty-cight cases,—all cases of revaceination ; and 1n some of theso
the oporation had already beea performed twico. All tho women
were in apparent good health, varging in age from 17 to 30
years.  I'mado two insertions in cach case, oa the same arm,
bolow the deltuid muselo. Most of tho pationts shuwed fair
Cicatrices of previous vaccination in infancy. Moro than half tho
forty-cight cases were advanced beyond tivo months in pregrancy.

The vperation proved successtul 1n ail but thirteon cases, and
ia no casy were any unusuni symptoms mawmfested.

Some of the wumen suffercd considerably with thew arms,
particularly one German swoman, advanced in pregnancy ovor
seven monthy, whom I resaccinated with cowpox.  ler arm was
swollen from the shuulder to the wrist, and 1ts surtaco covered
with a diffused erysipelatons inflamaation.  Sho was dohvered at
full terin of 2 fivo boy.  Her labir was natural m every respect.
Sinco Janaury Ist thero havo been somo mis-carragos, but they
oceurred in thyso in whom tho vace proved tul,
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Theso results may dispol the fears and anxiotics of some prac-
titioners, and provont them from withholding from this class the
only reluablo proventive of small-pux. Our own experience con
firms that of other obsorveas.

Tanner, * Signs aud Diseasos of Pregnancy,” sanctions the
operation. Other pronunent authors whom I have consulted—
some oight or ton in number—say tothiog about the subject.

Dy, Barnes, the British Med. Journal, March 4, 1871, urges
tho importance of vaccioating pregnant womeon if they are at all
oxposed to tho opidomio influcnce of smailpus, for theso reasons.

1. Pregnant women, liviog uader epidemie or zymotic infla-
©oncs, are moro prono to tako the provalent morbid poison than
others.

2. Having takon 2 morbid poison, they are Juss liable to
throw 1t off.  Thow excretury vrgans, vharged with the double
duty of punifying two organisme, aio lalle to break duwa uader
tho burdon.

3. The poison thon pursues its course into a system which
18-less ablo to resist is injurivus action. Abortion and a most
dangerous form of puerperal fover are vory likoly w0 followe—
Against this thero is corwainly « danger of producing abortion
by saccinaung a pregnant womau, bat this, Dr. Barnes thioks
occurs only 1o womon in whom a miscarriage is-imminent.

In the Luudva Zancet, February 3, 1872, George Yarrow, a
public vacunator, speaks of Luving potes of twenty enses of
pregoant women which Le has rosaccinated, and remaiks that’
ho must have vaciaaled many more, aed never hesitates to
perform the operation.  Ilo refused W vaccinate ju Lut une case,
and she habially aborted. —Dr Jumeeson w Mel. Times.

CauTERIZING VENEREAL Sores.—Dr. J. D Rogers, of this
city, belioves the following to bo a decided improvement on the
present method of cauterizing venereal sores, as it canses httle ot
10 Pain, and scems to give quuo as favorablo resulte.  First, sat
urato the sor¢ Sith a solution of carbolic aud {gr aa. way 3§
using o brash, or atuwizer, the latter being preferable, then
touch the part with pure carbolic acid, followed by puro nitric
acid. The abovoe has given hin entire satisfaction for nine or-toa
months past, and, be doubts not wiil bo valued by -thoso who
chooso to try it—Xcd Reeord.
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OPIUM-POISONING,
TREATEL BY ARTIFIGIAL RESPIRATIUN AND ELECTRICITY,

C W, ot 24, having bewn in troulle and drinking freely
for scveral days, on the fth of April, 1872, draok more freoly
than hofore At 7 p. m. he Wt tu Lis roum, whero his brother
found him at 720 =lecping svundly. Becuming alarmed at 8.30
by the heavy Lreathing, his brothor attempted to wake lum, but
failed, anl in bis attempts discuvered a two-vunee vial contain-
ing half an ouzcoe of Iaudanum.

Dr. D. W. Haud, Di. C. II. Boardman, and oumsvlses woro
summoned, and arrived at-about 9. At this time shakiog, slap-
ping, pricking, ote., wots in uu way heeded.  Ihs mascies woro
porfectly rolaxed, Lis face livad, puptls woutracied, oxtremeues
blue aud.cuul, ruspiration slow aid wuisy, pulse full and slow.

Tho st h-pump was i diatoly used and tho stomach
thorouglhly washed-ont. Iu was ovidont, from tho character of
tho cuntunts vblaiued, that viost of o inudanuoy had boon ab-
sorbed.

One-furty-oighth of 8 gran of atropine was admimstored
bypulermically at 9.45, and ono-twoniy-nfth of o gram at 10:15.
By this lime the respitations had become vory intrequent (four
to 4 minuty,) irregulat, and shallow. Tho potes ot a magnoto-
clectriy battery wore applied wver t o phrenic nerve i tho neck
and around the Lase of the vhest.  The respirnuons wore quick.
esed and improved fus five o ten nunutes, and thon rolapsed
into thei furmor stalo. A nutceable puint was-that, whon tho
face became livid and tho lips very blue, une deop 1nspiration,
followed by threo or four progressively more shatlow ones, would
oceur, brighteniog tho color, after which alrost a minuto would
clapse with no attempt at respiration.  Dunng this timo the faco
again becamo livid, and then tho samo process would be repeat-
ed. About 10 20 all attempts at walural respirabon—which up
to this time had been numntained by the sumulus of the bavery
—almost entiroly ceased, and tho pulso failed 1n strength,  Aru-
ficial respiration was resorted to, and under its influcnce tho
color of the surface and the character of the pulse soon 1mprov-
ed. At 2 a Hall's battory was tricd, which cnused respiration
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unsided by actificial mothods for five minutes, at tho ond of
which time it farled entirely, and artificial respirntion was
resumed and steadily continucd until 1.30 a. m.  Tho
pulso remained from 9 o'clock to 11 o'clock quito full and
strong co0 long ns.tho rospiration was officiontly cuntinued, but
becamo irregular, weak, and flutieriog a3 soon asil was remitted
oven for a minute.  About 1:30, howevoer, the artificial respirs-
tion proved less oficctive, and a much greater effurt was required
to forco tho air from the lungs, and a greater longth of time for
them to fill. 'The pulse rao up to 120, becamo intormittent, and
then almost imporeeptible. A brisk current from tho magneto-
oloctric battery was reapphed, with tho offect of at first making
artificial respiration moro casy, and then cstablishing nataral
respiration, which at two o'clock continued unaided by the bat-
tory, at ton to twolve respirations per minate.  Flagellations wero
kept up constantly until 4 o'clock when the pationt could bo
mado to walk a step or two, but would immeuiatoly aftorwards
drop down fast asleap. At 6 o'clock ho was delirious, but
could-bo roused to answer questions.

For tho two succeeding days ho had very considerablo con-
gestion-of the lower lobes of both lungs, and later a severo bron-
chitis with'a pleenssy of tho right sido.

Tho potats of interest in this caso are—1. That one and a8
haif flmid ounces of lnudanuim-were takon, the must of which was
absorbed. 2, The hypodermic injection of onosixteenth of &
grain of atropine dilated tho pupils widoly but had no effestwhatever
on tho palso, respiration, or color of the skin. 3. Tho magueto-
olectric and faradaic curronts wore cach fonnd moro useful for
being intermitted and alternated.  Benofit was also noted from
occasionally shifting one pole from over the position-of tho phro-
sic nervo to tho spinal column. 4. By far tho most important
remedial measurc used was Artificial Respiration  During threo
hours it was continuously persovored in, with the constant bopo
that naturat respiation would comoe to our relief  Twice in this
time an attempt at such rospiratton beeamo apparent. This,
favored by the uso of the batterics, continued each time about
five minutes, when it coased, and the pulse beeamo small and
fluttering.  For theso threo hours of vital importance, death
was kept from assuming his domnion only by rhythmical breath-
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ing porformed mecbanically for tho pationt, not by him. Ac
the close of the third hour, the vital furces—the hearts action
especially—wero failing, in spito of the artificial respiration, and
it scomed almost certain that this means could preservo lifo but
little longer. Magoeto-eloctrivity, with ancxpected officacy, now
furnished the stimulus needed L streugihen the heart and ol
thoso first ovidences of roturn tv lifo sv grateful w s almost
lopeless attondants.  Tho method of respiration used was Sylves-
ter's with an ocensivnal chaoge to that recommended by Dr.
Benjamin Howard. Both metheds seore officient, the change
from ono to the other was benoficial, because in this way the
operator obtainod a little rest, and bucauso deopor respirations
could be forced vu mallog the change aftor tho chest had become
accustomed to one method,

In conclusion, wo might mentiun another caso of oplam-nar-
cotism in & young woman which was acarly as profound 2s this
and in which wo had tho satisfaction of sesing siges of lite re-
turn after o steady perseverance in artiicial respiration for an
hour and a half. Five grains of morphin had been taken and
retained-three hours before sho was scen.  bhen we first saw her,
there was only an uvceasivnal respiration, which soun entirely
ceased  Tho stomach-pump could not be used, for we did not
daro to iatormit the artificial respirativa lvog envugh tur it. No
atropine aud 0u clectricity wero used.~Dr. Smith i Medical Tumes.

NEw Metnop op sakixo Brer-rea—By Dr. H. €. Wood.—
In order to meot tho daily felt want of concontrated flud meat
food, a want not supplied by beef essenco as ordinarily made, I
havo invented tho following process, and found in practico that
it works well. Take o thin rump-steak of beef, lay it upon &
board, and with 8 case-knifo scrape it. In this way a red pulp
will be vbtained, which cuntains protty much overything in tho
steak, except the fibrous tissuo,

Mix this red pulp thorvaghly with threo imes its bulk of culd
water, stiering vatil the pulp is compiotely diffased. Put the
whole upon a moderate fire, and allow 1t to come slowly to a boil,
stirring all the time to provent the “caking” of tho pulp. In
H§iog this do nut allow tho paticot to strain it, but st the sot-
tlings thoroughly iotu the furd.  Oue to dirve flund ouues of
this mny bo given at a time.—New Remedics.

DISLOCATION UF HUMERUS INTO AXILLA.

Dr. E. P. BesseTT, of Danburry, Coon,, (Med. Record,) ve-
commends the following plan, and claims it as original with him.
olf: «I-place tho paticat upon a comwon chair, I pass around
the body, below tho arms, & broad strong towel, the cads of which
I givo to a stout assistant. The nest step, and tho most impor-
tant of all, is to firmly fix tho scapula. Without this precaution
you will bo protty suro, to fuil, pull as hard and as long as you
pleaso. To fix tho scapula I direct one intolhigent assistant to
piaco tho ball of the hand firmly agaiost the acromion process.—
then tio a haadkerchief arvund the arne directly above the con-
dyles, aid mako it into & lovp for my nght haod, then, with the
arm hauging dowk dusely to the Lody, T pull gently and steadi-
15 direetly duanwanls, and, with my left hand on tho axilla, tho
vene slips easily and quickly intv place.  Nuw in this dislocation
the hoad of the bone lics under and in contact with the neck of
the scapula, ana 1+ by any means you can depress the head of the
bune to tho extont of .,nc.c,';htb of ao juch, or cven less, thore is
rathiog to provent your ghding wio bone easily into place, and
that, too, without injuring any of tho joiat structures.”

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TREPHINING IN EpILEPSY.—Dr. JamesT. Boutelle, of Boston
(Boston Med. and Surg. Journal, Fobruary 22) rocords twelve
cases of {%is operation made at the Massachusetts General Hos-
pital since its foundation, in cases of epilepsy following depress-
ed fractures of the skull. TFrom this table we find that seven
cases proved fatal; in four the epliepsy was cured, and one case
was relieved, giving 2 mortality of 53.33 per cont. In most of
thesc cases death took place shortly after the operation, from
acute meningeal and cerebral inflammation, accompanied by
abscess of the brain or sloughing of the membranes. In four
cases the operation was fullowed in a short time—one hour to
two days—by a rapid succession of convulsions, followed by
hemiplegia and coma. He thinks the subjoined conclusions
may be drawn :—1st. The operation promises a fair chance of
success, and unless contraindicated by an excessively feeble state
of the paticnt, ough? to be performed. 2nd. It requires dextori-
ty and the greatest caution on the part of tho operator, owing
to the fact that the membranes are frequently closely adherent
to the depressed bone, and the slightest laceration of them great-
ly increases the chances of death. There is also much uncertainty
before making the incision, as to the extent of depression and
the condition of the parts. 3rd. The depressions must be entire-
ly removed, as any projectivn remaining behind would nullify
any benefit expected from the operation. ‘4th. The wound £honld
not.-be closed, but kept open to allow the freest possilie discharge
of pus. 5th. The knowledge of the possible occurrence of epilepsy
in after-life, in consequence of injury to the cranium, should, in
cases of recent fracture of the skull, malke the surgeon especially
careful to elevate overy existing depression and remove all frag-
ments and gpieula.—(Med. Record.)

Tae MEepiéAL EpvoaTioN oF WoumeEN.—Miss Jex-Blake de-

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Tae Bavarian Mernop oF UsiNg PLASTER-OF-PARIS IN THE
DressiNg oF FRAOTURES is described in the Medical Times and
Gazette of Feb, 14th; a yard of the cheapest flannel, a pound or
thereaboute of plaster-of-Paris, a fow large pins with their heads
bent at right angles to the shaft, and a picce of valico or common
roller, being all the apparatus required in the case of a fractured
leg, for example. Tho flannel is cut into two rectangular pieces,
the length of the fractured bune, and broad enough to emvircle
the limb and leave an overlapping margin, one piece being a
little wider than the other. Placing the narrow one evenly over
the other, they are to be sewn together by longtitudinal stitching
down the mesial line, and now resemble too sheets of note-paper
stitched together at the fold, the outer one being a little larger
than the inner. Raising carvefully the limb to be dressed, the
flannel is to be spread smoothly under it, taking carc that the
line of sewing correspends to the posterior mesial line of the
limb. The two edges of the inner piece are now brought evenly
over the limb and fastened together by means of the bent pins,
leaving the outer sheet spread on the surface of the bed or table.
Exact coaptation of the fragments having been secured, the
plaster, baving been mixed to a proper consistence with water, is
partly smoared and partly poured on. The two outer sheots of
flannel are rapidly brought over the surface of the plaster (which
is now caught on both sides between the inner and outer layers),
and are held together at their margins tili the plaster sets, taking
care that the extension and counter-extension of the limb are
kept up steadily during that period. The pins must now be taken
out (it being for this purpose that their heads were bent), the
edges trimmed, a few turns of the roller applied, and the
operation, which need not occupy more than ten minutes is
finished.

A most important advantage connected with this dressing is
the facility with which it can be removed. When the bandage
is taken off, the two opposite sides of the splint can be separateds
like the bent covers of a book, the line of stitching, which

. prevents the running together of the plaster, acting like a hinge.

in-aiccturaon tho above-named subject, dliverod at St
Barthoiomow s Hoxptal, and publisbed in the British Mo¥eal
eurnot, dir James Pager romarked thae in Lospital aud private
pracuee together ho bad oporated-an husdred times for strangu
lated horma, but that o vbusie concdusons of real value it would
need a tabuintion of at least a thousand cases.

Gonerally speaking, in a caso of hernia with signs of stran-
guiation presont, and reductivn by urdinary nicans.caunot be ac
cgmpiiehed, an vporauun should at onco be perfurmed, in somo
cases, althoughtho hernia s irreducible, the sy mptums of strangu
Jation are shght, obscure, or sncumplete,  Itis an casy rule for
ali theso cases that you shouid operato when strangulation is
sugpected , thas ruio you must avuid, and learn the Latd unc to
diserimunate tho cases that-require oporativn.

Tho irreducibitity of thu hernia is a fallacious sign of
stranguiauon. and-tho presonco of the uther luval signs oven in a
marked degreo, 15 hot deersivo of sirangulation, and s not sufii
clent 0 provo tho nced of operating when the romotor signs aro
not presont.  Thw local charncters usually present in a strangu-
lated tornm, and sometimes the romotor signs, may be imitated
1 an nflamed hornia, which 18 not straogulatud.  Gonerally,
1 the inflamed hernia, without strangulation, the lucal signs
precedo gnd: greatly predominato.ovor the remoter and genoral
sgns; whie, 1n 8 herma wihich 1y inflamed aftor Lecoming
stranguiated, the remotor and generai sigos will still prodom’nate
over the local, and the lstory will wit that they preceded. If
theso menns of ciscrimsnation fail, you must operato if you
cannot easily reduco the hernia, the nisk of uporatuy is small in
comparison with that of waiting, for an inflamed and irreduciblo
hernia may at any time bocomo strangulated.

A horma that has como down quickly and the moro it
excceds 1ts usnat 1120, the luss 13 the probabality of iis betwyg re-
duced without operauon. Aguin the harder, more tonsy, aud
painful a hornia is, the jcss tho chanco of reduction without an
oporation.

formed at tho seat of swelling. If a pationt have two hernin
that are irreducible and signs of stranguiation, and you cannot
tell which is steangulated, yuu mast vporato on both. Uno or
more actions of tho buwels aftor aymptoms uf stranguiatton have
set in, are of po -woight againse tho prejtivty of operatng:
even frvyueotand regular action s nut an absowate probibition,
as straogulation may involvo unly omentum ur only part of tho
circumforenco of a portion of the intestine,  As a rulo, winle the
bowels act you shuuld uot upuraie unless ail the other signs of
strangulation aro woll marked.  The sign wo shoutd most toiy on
as commanding Lhe operativn is vomiting.  The ruio 18 safo thay
reeent irreducibility and vomiting aro onongh w jusufy the oper-
ation, vven though thoro bo uo other migns of strangulation
prosent. While ther ars oulallo -kinds of vomiting charagtor-
istic of strangulated heraia, we shou!d not bo nusguided by
waiting for any particalar kind. Aoy hiod of vomiting, 1f 1t bo
repeated, is onough tu justify vperativn in & horma recontly
irreduciblo.  Cessation of vomiling in the oxtremo condits of
strangulated hernia is & token ofovil rather thao ot guoed. if gua-
eral improvoment du out visedy with st. Tho pulso 1s 80 or
90 in & mnjority f uidinary cuses in the early stages and becomes
more rapid s the symptums of strnogulatwa become moro
marked, the respiralivus usually aie in duo propuruvn to the
pulso,

For the reduction of straogulated hernia withvui oporatign,
Sir Jumes Pagot laid down the fullvwing gonveal rules .—In cases,
for instasee, whea the paticnt vwmits ficeal mauet aod Las pere
tonitis, ur is {o collapse, with a small rapid pulse, hiccough, or
other such csiremo sighs, there shvuld bu a0 avempt ai reducuvn
without oporation.

Whea the covorings of tha hernia are «o inflamed as to make
it proballe that sloughing or sappurativn has tehen placo be-
neath them,-reductiva should swt b attompted #uthvatopueration,
and even whon less inflamcd, nuno but slight and bricf efforts at
reduction should be made.

The iouger tho signs of straogulation haso oxisted tho
shortor should bo the offorts at redaciion but the inteasity of
Pain in reecnt or acute hernia should not doier one from making
the attempt.

After tho warm bath and rest hase Leen tried, you may give
chloroform or sonw vther anaxthotic. In making the attempt
at reduction you must bo gentloand selfirestraining, mindful of
the delicacy of some of the structures you aro handling, and that
you may do them much more harm than would como of the oper-
ation which you are trying to arrest.  Theso cautions aro the
moro necessary because when the patient is under Chloroform,
you have nothing but your own sonse and senses to tolt you how
far you may go without doing harm. Chivroform is most useful
mn the herno of which the difficalty of reduction is chiofly duo
to muscular resistance, in the recent, or in the recently much
onlarged, n tho inguinal mure than in the femoral , and in theso
moro than sn tho umbilical, in the painful more than in the
pandess,  In hermie thut bave only recently como down, and
are inteasely painful, it is right to uso ohloroform or ether
without wating Jor the influencs of the warm bath, but more
commoply, it thero bo danger in waiting three or four hours, it

ought to te dune without any provivus attempts at reduciion

Alter the warm bath, rest, and Jloroforin have been tried,
and tho 1eductivn 1y pot avcotplished and straogulation exists,
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you should operato whilo tho paticot is sull uuder the influcnce
of chlorotorm , hut if st \ 18 oL present you may wait,
but must watch impatiently, for the kerma i hkely soon to be-
como strapgulated.  Whilo waiting, ico or warm dressings,
‘enemata, aperients or opiates may bo used. Tobacco aod curious
postures, and shaking the Jegs up and down, and tho cuppinyg
&'asses aro moro dangereus than the vpuration winch thoy are
intended to avert.  For duubtful or paruai reduction tnero 18 ono
practical rule—operate if the sy niptoms vt strangulation aro not
rolioved. Ip cases in which reducuon scems complote but tho
symptoms of strungulativn are stul prosent, operate, it you can
feel & lurap at or near the hermal nng. Old ago and diseaso
may add to the rixk of an uporation for strangulated herma, but
thoy must bo accepted. A pationt must not be aliowed to dic
with a strangulated herni, if by any means whatevor the stran-
gulation can bo reliveed, and yuu must not bo averted from the
operation by the sunibur of deaths that foliow 1t. Tho denths
aftor tho operation mny bo 50 per cent., but the deaths duo to
the operation are not mory than 2 or 3 per cont.

Th4 romaining lecturos on this subjcet by Sir James Paget
aro devoted to a deseription of his several operations for the
roliof of strangulated hernia, which our spaco saitl not pormit us
to give to our readers.—The Doctor.

Ho was aftorwards brought up
at the Woolwich polico-court, and committed to Nowgate for trisl on
a charge of manslaughter.~J4id.
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Tae WorToLEssNESS oF BEEF-TEA.~Tho exporimoents of
Gustav Bungoe led him to conclude that tho common opinion that
beof'toa and extract of mont are as valuablo articles of diot ag
tea, coffoe, or alcohol, is unfounded; that the refresh thoy
give is only duc to their warmth and ploasaat taste, and that
their chicf valuo is that thoy enablo a person to tako with appo-
tito a larger amountof dry and tastoless food than he could
otherwiso do. Tho statement of Liobig, that tho add:tion of some
meat-oxtract to vegetablo food increases its nutritive value, and
that tho extractivo matters of meat, and ospeoially creatine and
crogtinine,.aro tho materials for muscular work, have been dis-
proved by Voit and Mosssnor; aud the iden that beef-tea and
moat-oxtracts wero bonofigial-on account of the salts they con-
tain is an unlikely ono, a2 these salts avo already prosent in ox-
coss.in ordinary food. It has beon ssid, howover, that thoy do
good by acting as stumulants, liko coffeo, tea, and aleohol; and
this seomed to bo confirmea by the esperiments of Kemmerich,
who found that small doses of meat-oxtract quickoned tho pulse,
but large ones produced paralgsis of the hoart and-death, Kom-
merich attributes this action on the circulation to the potash
salts contained in the oxtract, as the ash alone produced thosamo
effects-as tho quantity of extract from-which it had beea got.

As Trnubo, Gultman, and Podkopacn found that potash
salts slackened tho pulso, but never quickened'it; and as Kom-
morich’s oxperimonts on man gave an indofivite result, and the
only animals he used wero rabbits, Bunge invostigated anow, in
Professor Schmiedoberg’s laboratory, tho actions of meat-extract
and of potash salts on man, dogs, cats, and rabbits, aud dotor-
mined that tho quickouing of tho pulse Jeponds not upoa the
action of tho potash salts but upon the distention of tho stomach,
this result being preseat when simplo water was used, and was
more persistent when a solution of salt ¢~ sugar were substituted
for simple water. o also found that theso salts was quito in-
sufficient to produce poisonous symptoms in the human snbject.

TREPUINING AVER Ao LATERAL Sixvs.—Professor Paul F.
Evo roports in the Rickmond and Lowsville Medical Journal of May,
the following caco of this nature. .\ stout and healtby mav, of
42 yczu;, was stritek two years and ton months ago with a blud-
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geon, and suttered a fracture of the skull which rondored him
inaensible forsixteen hours. Tho doprossion was at a point mid-
way botweon tho ocerpital protuberance and the right external
auditory meatus, and was about three-quarters of an inch in depth,
and of the circumference of a silver half dollar. No symptoms
of opitopsy followed, bat at the date of tho operation (October
28th wlumo) tho patient was habitually costive, walked with
difficulty, and only for short distancos, complained of constant
weight and oppression o-his head, and of a dull, annoying pain,
raditing au irreguiar intervals from the point of the injury ; had
lost s enorgy, was never cheorful, and was losing flesh and
strongth. Nothiog could provoke a emile. He was almost with-
out hopo, and saud that ho occasivually felt liko losing his senses.
At the dato above mentioned, a crucial incision being made over
tho dopressed portion of the skull, the inscrtion of the trapezins
and tho oceipital portion of the occipito-frontalis was raised—
thus gotng below the suporior curved Jino of the os occipitis;
a balfneh Gait's trephine was applicd aod a button of bono ro.
movad withour mjury to the dura mater. Three dises of bono
weore thus romoved from over tho right lateral sinug, which was
reahily recogmazed by the deop color of its venous blood ; the
avgles left by tho instrumont woro trimmed and tho flaps
raplacod, and sccured with silver wire. About five ounces of
blood wero' lost and enly one artory ligated. The patient ox-
pressed himself as feoling bettor as secon as he recovered from
thooffects-of the other. 3fost rigid after-treatmont was pursued.
A shght r2action on the following day was checked with sulph-
ato of magnesin, and he subsequoatly oxperienced not a serions
symptom. The wound was kept upen for a month by the daily
introduction of a blunt probe. Tho skull, in this case, was found
to be unusuolly thin.

Lacro-PuosetaTE of LiME IN FEvER~The Practitioner
for Fobruary contains an interesting paper by Dr. Blacke, of
Paris, on “ Tho Uso of Lacto-Phosphato of Limo in Adynamic
Fovers and in Convalesconce.” Bolioving that the Phospbato
played an essential part in tho nutrition, not oniy of the bony
structures but of the tissues gonoralfy, ko tried the experiment
of keoping a pigoon upon food almost wholly doprived of phos-
phates.  Tho pigeon lost its livoliness, its appotito failed, and
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its weight notably decroased . the muscular and fibrous tissues
scoming to suffor as waoll as tho boues.  On adding phosphato of
lime to the food, the bird rapdly rogained its normal condition.

Dr Blacke esplaing the waat of suceess that attonds tho use
of phosphato of lime, oven in cases in which it scoms mostdirect-
ly indicated, such as rachitis, osteomalacia, &e., by the fact that
it is waally givenin a pulverulont furm, in wiich form lactio
acid is tho natural solvent. Now tho gastric juico contains onty
g of lactie acid, a quantity too small to dissolve an apprecis
ablo amount of the phosplate. Tho romainder passes 1nto tho 10-
testines, undissolved, whero it croates irritation, and 18 thorefore
worse than useless. Mo claims that when given m combmnation
with lactic acid the results will correspond much moro closoly
with what we should expect theorotically.

Ho has found the lacto-phosphate of limo a very valuablo
analeptic in adynamia occurrisg in pucumonia and in low torms
of faver During the late siego of Pans he omployed 1t 1n a largo
number of cases of typhoid. He found that in from 36 to 48
hours the pulso became less frequent and the tomperature de-
creased, whilo the countenance lost the oxpression of stupor so
striking in adynamic forms of the diseaso, aud the patent enter-
od upon a rapid convaleseonce.

He states unresorvedly that oxcitomont of the appetito and
facility of digestion cunstantly and quickly results from tho in-
gestion of this drug.—Med.

Deatu-Rate 1x tAe Uxitep States asp Eonrorr.—It is
4 curious fact, and one well worth kavwing, that tho death-rate
in Europe is ucarly double what it iy in the Unitod States, aver
aging year'y ono out of overy forty-threo iohabitants, whito hore
it is only ono out of every cighty-one. Of the leading countries
of Europe, Franco leads in its mortality, the average being ono
doath to thirty-two people, and Eugland appears to be tho
healthicst, tho deaths bLeing one to overy forty-six. In tho
United States there is 3 wide range of differenco. In Arkansas,
for instance, tho aonual deaths avo ono to osery forty-aino in-
habitants, whilo in Oregou tho rate is only one to overy two hua-
dred and nine. It appears that the Northwestern States averago
the hoalthiest, and tho Gulf States tho sicklioat.

Test8 ror DETEoTING BrRYCHNIA.—Tho Popular Science
Review-states that Dr. Tithol, in a recont paper on this subject,
maintaing that strychnia should, in cases of poisoning, be obtain-
ed in tho solid state ; tho alkalinity of its solution should be as.
cortained as woll as its intensely bittor tasto; its bohaviour-with
chlorine, and its blue coloration under tho influonce of snipburic
acid and. oxidizing substances, should also e seen; while, lastly,
ag a vory dolicate reaction, Dr. Filhol obscrves that, with chlor-
ido of gold, stryohma (in solution) yields immediately a erystal-
line precipitate, which, although slowly, is distinetly formod in
solutions containing ono-tonth of a milligramme of aikaloid.
This precipitato, and that formed with chlorine, are at onco diss
solved by concentrated sulphurie acid, and chromic ncid being
added, tho well known bluo coloration tha'’ strychnin yields with
this last roagont is produced. The presenco of alcohol in liquids
to be tested for strychnia should be avoided.

CEREBRO-SPINAL MENINGITIS.

This disonso which occasiv ally assumes an opidemic form
has mado its appearanco in various parts of tho.country, and is
still spreading, though slowly.  Our Medical confréres on tho
other side of the linos have had constderablo oxporienco with it
during the past six monthy, and from the various Amoriean
Journals, wo gloan tho following facts which may be of sorvice,
and which we bog leavo to placo before onr readers. Wo feel
that this is tho more nccessary as it is a woll known fact that
opidemics differ in many of thoir most prominent featuros, at
different periods. The discaso s eaid to bo moro common in
wintor than in summer and spreads over a considerablo extont
of torritory. From 1861 to tho presont time it has nover ccasod
to oxist in some part of this continent, somotimes in a sporadic
form, at othor times as an extonstve cpidemic.  In 1867 1t provail
ed oxtonsivoly in Philadolphia. Thero woro no less thaa 120 cases
in tho Philadelphia. Hospital alono at one ume. It scems to at-
tack tho young aud vigorous moro froquently than tho aged and
infirm, and it provails in all situations, mast aod dry, hugh ansd
low. Tho diseaso s nutg ity dored gious although
in somo of its most malignant forms, circumstances.scom to tend
strongly toward its contagiousness. Its intial point of attack
scews to bo io the meninges at tho baso of tho brain, from whioh
it oxtonds to the brain and spinal cord. Tho post-mortem appoar-
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ancos aro thoso of Inflammation, viz: Seram, Lymph and Pua.
Thoso products aro found upon tho Meninges, at tho bnse of tho
brain, beneath tho arachnoid, and along tho spinal cord,  In mild
casos tho brain only is affected ; in more sovero, both the braio
and spinal cord are invelved. Tho substance of tho brain is
gonerally softenod and also the cord.  The blood itself is dark
and fluid and the blood corpuscles preseat o shrivelled appoar
anco.

Tho first symptom of tho disenso is gonerally sovore pain in
the head and along tho spino, preceded by chills and goneral
malaise, and neuralgic pains in distant parts, as tho thighs, logs
&e.  Vemiting is also very commonly presont and is somotimes
vory porsistent, increased by raising tho head, but thero 18 noth-
ing peculiar about tho matter ojectéd. Thore is great thirst, and
a sepso of sinking at tho cpigastrium, and prostration sots in
voryearly, Delirium is soldom absont; but is genorally intermit-
tont. Tho pupils aro generally dilated, sometimes contracted
and ocensionally fixed. Tho most characteristic symptom how-
evor is rigidity of .the muscles of the neck, amounting almost to
Opisthotonos, with goneral Hypermsthesia of the surfaco of tho
body and in o fow casos genoral convulsions. The temporaturo
is gonorally increased, especinlly in tho back of tho head; tho
pulso is frequont and firm and tho respirations aro increased in
frequency, somotimes panting as if from fatigue. The urino is
scanty and high colored, and tho bowols gonorally constipated.
About one-third of the cases present some red orythomatous
spots on tho ekin botween tho third and soventh days, which
vary in sizo, number and shado of color. Somotimes thoy are
few, small, bright and red, but in sovero casos thoy aro darker
in color, larger in sizo, and sometimes tumefied.

Tho treatment resorted to tt the commoncement of tho out-
broak, was such a3 18 commonly adopted in Moningitis; leeching
the tomplos or cupping the napo of tho neck, application of cold
to the head, eathartics &e., with chloral Hydrate to procuro rest
at night. Tbhis-was found howover, vory unsatisfactory. It less-
oned tho fobrilo action, but tho headache and rigidity ipued
and a largo proportion of the cases thus treated woro lost. As
will bo observed tho symptorms of the diseaso aro very much
liko those prod: by p doses of bellad and strych-

-
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nino bined, and tho admini: ion of their counteractives
suggested themsolves. Accordingly Tr. Calabar bean wes tried,
and with very goed results.  Tho following combination has beon
found very useful; R. Tr. Calabar boan Zjss. FL, Ext. Ergot,
. 3ijs8. M, One teaspoonful in a littlo water evory two hours.
Sulpkite of soda and earbolic acid have also boon used with suc-
cess, especially whon alternated with the preceeding formula—
Tho pationt should bo kopt very quiot and woll supported iwith
most nutritious diot. Tho occasional use of stimulants will also
be found wnecessary. Tho application of extreme cold to the
head is not recommonded.  Cloths wot in cold water aro all that
is desirable.  Vielont purgiog isalso deprecated, but an occasion-
al brisk and mild eathartic, is beneficial.  Quinino and Morpbinoe
aro always followed by bad results especaally if givon daring tho
timo of corebral excitemont. At presont the Tr. Calabar bean
soems 10 bo in tho ascondoney in tho treatmenc of this discase.

Ixverston or THE UERGs.—Dr, White, of Buflalo, has
lately published tiwo cases ot Inversion of tho Utorus, troated by
him. (American Journal Meacal Saences.) Ono of these occared
near Ithica, N. V., and the oher in Port Dover, Ontario, a-roport
of which was published in @0 July 71 nurber of tho Lancet.
These two cases complete 8 ‘orios of nino cases of comploto In-
vorsion, varying in.duration Yom a fow minutes to Gfteen years,
which havo been reduced bynim. Tho first of tho series oceur-
red in 1856, and was of only dght days standing ;-tho others were
of various duration, up to fifton years. Oniy onodeath occurrod
in tho nine cases, this was 1 the ono of fifteen years standing.
Tho pationt died of Peritmitis on tho sixteonth day following
tho operation , but & carofuroview of all/the circumstances of tho
caso and the pust mertém e«amination, scomed to show that the
poritonitis was meoroly anunfortunato aceidont  Tho Dr. con-
siders tho most appropriae poriwod for the porformanco ot the
operation to be beforo the twenty-first day after the accident, o
afror the rrocess of involitiun 13 cumpleted, which takes placo
usually in from eight to wvolve weeks,  During tho period of
involution the tissno of thuuterus is too solt and friabio to with-
stand a groat an ount of orce, and, aithough he has reduced 1t
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on one or two oceasions during this poriod, he does not think it
unattended with donger.

With rogard to the madus ¢perandi of tho roplacement, ho
s6ys that tho vagmais first put upon the etrotch by prossure on
tho fundus uters.  Thia dilates tho os and thon tho cervix, and
finally, 1f’ persovered 1o, doubles the budy upun itself, and carries
tho fundus through the oy, cenix and body, 1o its normal position.
Dirapling or dopressing tho faudus uteri can ouly be done-in ro-
cont cases, and even if 1t coukd bo dono in chronic oversion, it
+would only complicate tho process by wncreasing tho rize of the
tumour to bo carrica through tho us aud corviz.  Wo give bolow
& cnt of an instrumont which he has constructed to aid him in the
operation, termed the Uterine Rsponsor,

¢ consists of & wooden or rubler stem, the utorine extromi-
ties of which is cnlarged and-tipped with an india-rubbor dixc, 13
in. in dinwoetor, the concavity at thead boing abont half an in. in
dopth. The outor ordistal extrenity of tho stem has attathod
o it n coil of no. 11 steol spring vire, capablo of sustaining o
pressuro of oight or ton pounds. The uterino extromity is hold
in contact with the tfundus of tho werus by the hand introduced
into tho vagina, while pressuro i madoe by the broast on the
spring, and may be increaced or dminished to suit tho oxigon-
cies of the case. This instrumer, gives tho oporator greater
command, a3 it loaves tho hands free,in a great measuro for tho
purposo of manipulation. Tho hawl within tho vagina is so
held, as partly to cmbraco the Repsitor, and also the fundus
uter:, which may be more or loss conpressed and diminished in
size, while with tho loft hand pressup-or manipulation may bo
mado over the hypogastrio rogion.

their school-boy days, and do not require any new ideas; othors
wwho look upos tho paltry amount of the subscription as more
than thoy caro to pay for anything of tho sort, who look upon
tho profession solely as a vaouns of making mouey, and consolo
themselves by raying, “ Wo bavo got along vory well bofove
journals wore publiched and we can do so still.”

REPORTED BZ S——-C.
AMPUTATION AT THE TPPER THIRD OF TIE THIGH.

This was 2 caso vory similar to that roported in Jast number
of tho Lanzct. Tho pationt was about 10 or 12 years of age.
Ho was admitted under the cars of Dr. Cassidy, and piaced un-
der treatment for whito swolling of the kneo. Tho case scomed
favorablo at first, and it was thought that ho would recover tho
uso of tho limb in an anchylosed condition; winch, by tho divis-
ion of the tendone, might bo straigthenod: but a sudden un-
favorable turn in tho courso of tho disenso took placo. Ab-
scosses formed alt round tho juim, and tho discharge vas so
profuso, that tho patient’s hfo swas in dangor. Amputation was
decided upon 63 the only alternative, and tho oporation was por-
formed by Dr .Cassidy, assisted by Drs. Aikins and Cannafl.  Tho
flab operation was the ono selected. The artery was controlied
by pressuro over tho 03 pubis. Tho patient is doing very well.
Notwithstaoding tho rarity of such oporations in thess days of
consernatio surgory, this is the sccund caso which has oceurred
withia tho past two months.

Upon examination, the joint was found vory mach ulcerated
and disorganized.

RexovAL oF TAE SCPERIOR MAXILLA.

This patient, aged about 70, was admitted uodor tho eare of
Dr. Aikios, for discaso of the aotrum. Tho tumor had made s
nppearanco on the face, but not involving tho integument ; and,
in consequonce of tho oyo not boing pressed upon, or the pas-
sago of tho noso intorfered with, it was thought a favorable ease
for operation  The only apparent-cuntra indicat.ons were tho
nge of the pationt, and tho fact that ho had extousive ossification
of the n-teries. 11 . was b not dored a sufli
reason fr rofusing the nperation  Tho pationt-way also excued-
ingly ansious to have something dono. The operation per
formed by Dr. Aiking, assi. 1 by Drs. Cannuff and:Gerkic, i1n the
presonco of a number of students, and soveral medical practition.
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ery of the city.  Tho oporation was commenced first by sawing
through the malar bono.  This was dono with a view to the per-
formanco of as much of tho operation as possible beforointerfering
with tho mouth,  An incision was then mado throngh the upper
lip, and carried up along the sido of the nose, and thonce trans-
versoly below the orbit in the usual way.

The whole of the superior maxilla was then removed. On
cxamination, tho tumor was found adhorent to the floor of tho
orbit, and alz0 10 the oth-moid bone: the greater part of tholaloral
mnss of which had to ko removed, in order to completo tho oper-
ation. Tho wholo of the dicensed mass Wwas carefully scooped
out, and the cavity filied with cotten, and sutures applied to tho
flap. On cxamination, the tumor presented many of the features
of incipient encophaloid disoase. The patient i3 now doing
woll.  [This was, on the whole, a very intoresting caso, and w0
hopo to bo able, at somo futuro time, to publish it in extenso, to-
gether with somo others of a similar nature.}

MEDICAL ELECTION IN SAUGEEN AND BROCK
DIVISION.,

To the Editor of tho Lazoet.

Dear Siv.—Thisis a vory large division comprising tho
Counties of Groy ,Bruce, Simcoo, Wellington and North Wator-
1oo, and containing over 130 votes.

It was goncerally anticipated that thero would be a very close
contest betweoen the two candidates, Dr. Clarko of Guolph sod Dr.
Yeomansof Mount Forest. Tho action of the Registrar Dr.
Strange, howover, brought about a very different resalt.

In tho uorthern and most rewote parts of the division, whero
mail communication is imperfect, tho voting papers wore ro-
caived by the electors on Nonday, and Tuesday, June 10th and
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11th, consequontly only,some of those who atterded to the
papors instantly, succeeded in baving their votes rocorded by the
roturning officer in Guolph, :

Dr. Martyn of Kii dine, who was a candidato on a formor
ocension, did not have his vote recorded although ho attended to
it immediately.

* Dr. Guno of Durham, who also takes a very active part in
these matters, lost his opportunity to vote.

The majority of the votes in the nortbern and Western
portions of the division wevo lost, while nearly every voto in tho
southern part was recorded.
