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HE productiveness of human industry has
been greatly increased by the division of
labor. The division of trade har benefited
commerce equally, and is moreover a
necessary adjustment of tiade to the
specialism that obtains in all sorts of pro-
duction. It is a reactionary movenent to
.make trade conglomerate, and one that
can be successfully resisted by the efforts
of special trades to make their stocks at-
tract, by the reputation, condition and ap-
pearance of them.

*
* %

In 1890, booksellers, stationers, fancy
goods and notiondealers were undoubtedly
more hardly beset by competition outsideof
their own trades than they ever were before. Their haliday trade, par.
ticularly, was but a remnant of what it should bave been. The univer-
sal stores made worse havoc than ever in that season’s trade in books,
fancy goods and notions.  {t1s true that no line of such goods, par-
ticularly of books, is long in the hands of the big general stores before
1t becomes rubbish. An edition of it boak soon loses caste after it gets
1nto those slaughter-houses of prices This ought to open theeyes of
publishers. Everybody knows too, that these stores lack a prestige
that is useful to the goods sold in them as a circulator of advertising,
Who ever owns up to it that any article of his or Hers of pretentions
to elegance was bought in one of these stores? What gift maker
ever tells the recipient of his present—books, stationery, etc.—that
the present was bought in one of these stores? And the recipient,

,if he suspects such a store to be the source of his present, usually is

mean enough to look the gift-horse in the mouth.
s

The retail trader 1n books, stationery, etc., must make a liberal
profit. It does not suffice that he get as much only as the grocer.
The grocer’s goods are turned over in a very short time, as they are
necessaries, and every person is by nature a consumer ; while in the
case of books and allied stock, consumers are made mostly by
education. Illiterate people and people devoid of taste are endowed
with an appetite, but not equipped with the digestive apparatus fo,

which literature and art are suitable aliment.  When we add to the
number who are unfitted to appreciate books, etc., those who have
not the meuns or the time, we have subtracted a big volume from
the consumers who maintain the grocery trade.  The bookseller has
to carry his stock often a long time, heturns it very slowly, and must
be tenacious of his profit. This profit he should not be tempted to
sacrifice to the exigencies of the competition he is waging with
either the local insider or the outsider. Let him make the most of
his shop-keeping and his energy, before he begins to pare away his
profits.
.’0

The competition of traders who carry baoks, stationery and
fancy goods as mere subsidiary lines would no doubt be greatly
diminished, and perhaps extinguished, if jobbers in these wares took
a warmer interest in the men who ought to be their preferred cus-
tomers. That interest practically shown would nourish a much
sounder retail trade, and in that there is a better basis for the job-
bers’ own prosperity than in the affiliation of the book and con-
nected trades with big dry.goods establishments and tea store:.
By this alliance prices are forced down, and the solvency of the
proper book and stationery trade as a whole 1s very much impaired.
Hence the jobbers suffer loss tha. is the indirect effect of their
countenancing the absorption of the distinct book and stationery
trade, by concerns which keep such stock only to attract custom.

”{

If more fraternal feeling existed between the wholesale and
retail branches of the trade, a considerable volume of business
would be done through the former, which is now done by retailers
through direct importation.  This we adverted to in a former num-
ber. Nothing could indicate the want of sympathetic cohesion be-
tween the two parts of the trade more clearly than these two facts :
that the jobbers in many instances look to trades other than therr
own to take off a large part of their stock; and that ithe retailers,
also 1 _many instances, look to sources of supply other than their
own wholesalers. There is an over-distant attitude on the part of
the wholesalers, a lack of interest in the welfare of their correlative
retailers, that affords a strong prop to both these anomalous facts.

A combined wholesale trade is generally thought to be odious to
the carresponding retail trade, but a disumted wholesale trade is
not apt 1o be much more popular with its customers it it shows itself
nditferent to their interests, and studies to cultivate a substitute for
their trade. One combining principle there ought to be, and that is
the determination to protect legitimate customers. If the retail
book trade in cities is drawn into the maelstrom of the bazaar,
department or universal stores, as they are variously named, the
jobbing book trade will be in danger of becoming a branch of the
wholesale dry goods trade. This would make alien competition for
the wholesale book men, an evil from which their customers are
now suffering.

To whatever extent the encroachment of other trades is blam-
able for the fact, it 1s a fact at all events, that the stress of the con-
ditions of last year’s book, stationery and fancy goods trade was
very severely felt by many who were engaged in it,and a large
number of withdrawals are being reported, many of them owing to
failure, others owing to voluntary retirement.  This, although indi-
cative of an unsatisfactory state of things, has its cheering side, as
it shows that a thinming out process 1s at work, which may give a
better chance to those who are left. '

Manufacturers of nearly all other lines except those kept by
booksellers, stationers and small and fancy goods dealers, protect
the trade that engayes in the sale of their and similar wares. Many
of them have local resident agents at every large distributing cen-
tre, part of whose business it is to see that the regulations govern.
ing trade in their goods are strictly observed. The value of such a
jealous maintenance of the rights of the manufarturer redounds to
the advantage of the retailer, and at the same time upholds the
reputation of the goods.
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THE RETVAILERS' GRIEVANCE.

The retal booksellers and stationers of
the aty have a grievance which ought to be
remedied. Their complamt is that large
houses, not bookselling firms, but houses like
T. Eaton & Co, are undermining thetr trade
in school books, novels, and such small
articles as scribbling books, ink and penails.
These large firms, it is said buy the above

commoditics 10 extremely large quantities,
and consequently for cash get them at a re-
markably low figure. Now these firms are
able by so doing to underscll the retailers in
these branches, and put those articles on the
market at cost price. The aforesaid firms do
ot handle thesearticles forthe profit theremn,
but use them snaply as a leader for some of
their own pasticular stock--of course greatly
to the detriment of the retail trade.  For, as
a rule 1t 1s the poorer and middle clasces
who deal so extensively in these articles, and
naturally cnough they go to the cheapest,
not the nearest place. Two methods have
Leen suggested for th: correction of thisevil
One 1s that all wholssale men throughout
the aty and prounce, but more particularly
in the city should combine or come to a mu-
wal understanding that tu~y would not sell
these articles of the book trade to one who
is openly known to be in the dry goods
trade. The same phase of this difficulty re-
cently cropped up in New York, and this
plan being adopted worked to perfection,

The second plan whick has been proposed
by many of the retulers, cenainly secins
more feasible, but we fear it will be far less
eflective. Thisone is, let a number of the
retailers club together and j ur<ue the same
tactics as these lange firms  This no doubt
could casily be done, but still for the retailers
this plan would resultin their covering them-
selves with glory, but at the same time there
is no moncy in it; for it 1s absurd to suppose
a vretaler <an handle these goods at cos
price.  There isa remedy, but thns remedy
should come from the jobbers

MR. EDWARD HICKSON.

A very worthy aitizen and most capable
bustness man was Mr. Edward Hickson, the
news of whose unexpected death in the carly
part of Jast momh was received with un
feygned and widespread sorrow.  Mr. Hick-
son was the semor partner i the finm of
ilickson, Dunvan & Co., Toronto, unporters
of and wholesale dealers it funcy goods, no
tnons, ctc.  He had left this cuy with his
fanuly to winter 1 Nosth Caroling and to
escape the cold part of the year here, which
on arcount of chromic bronchitis had become
very tiywing 10 his  constitution during the
last three or fouryears.  On his way south
he had stopped at Lynchburg, va, where
two of his brothers reside  He went on
from thete to sclect a haine, and on thattnip

he ook cold, and returned to Lynchberg
very sick.  He got better, but again tovk
cold while looking after some business in
Lynchbury. This prostrated him, developed
into pneumonia on the nght lung, and after
four or tive duys’illness caused his deatin.

Mr. Hickson was a Canadian, and was 32
years old at the tine of lus death.  For two
years he was a wmember of the house of
Hickson, Duncan & Co,,and fur some years
previous to the establishment of that firm he
was in the firm of their predecessors, W. H.
Bleasdell & Co. His connection with both
firms 1s the bond of continuance between the
two, and ygives the business an unbroken life
of twelve years. He was the founder of the
business and was senior partner in both the
firms under which it was carried on. He
was & man without ostentation, content to
remain in the background, and often pre-
ferring to do so.  This is illustrated n the
suppression of his name n a firm of which
he was the principal, and of whose business
he was the founder. In the last firm of
which he was a member he would have kept
humself equally unknown, but that his part-
ner, Mr. Duncan, was a man of asnuch
modesty as himself. Mr. Hickson came
from Seaforth twelve years ago, where he
had been i the drug trade. Heleaves a
wifeand seven children 1n good circum-
stances.

GONE TO HIS LONG REST.

The Toronto press, and journalism gene-
rally, has lost one of its most able members
in the person of Mr. James H. Maclean,
who died on Jan. 27th.  His dcath was as
sudden as it was unexpected. For only three
days had he been confined to his house, and
no serious consequences werse expected. On
Tuesday morning, he was found dead in bed
byhismother,avictim of that fell eneny, heart
disease.  The deceased was in the prime of
life, being only 34 years of age at the time of
his death, but 20 years of his hfe had heen
spent in journalism.  Always a pushing, en-
terprising and genial wian, he had few ¢quals
as a news-gatherer, while as a parhamenta-
1y reporter, he was one of the few who en-
1oyed the respect of both parties, and had ad-
vantage of a personal acquaintance with all
the preat men on both sides of the house.
Many were his successes, and all of then
were honestly camed.  Perhaps the latest,
and one of the greatest, was his preat fore-
sight m the Benwell murder, the able arti-
cles on which appeared in The World, and
whit b did a great deal towards the solu-
tion of the tragedy being from his pen.
Amony his fiends, many were the expres-
sions of heartfelt regret and sorrow heard,
and of sympathy for his wife, to whomn
te had been.married but two years. The
deceased was a brother of Mr. W. F.
Maclean, proprietdr of The World, ot which
the late James H. had been city editor for
the past ten years.

THE FRUITS OF LOCAL
AGITATION.

The letter of Mr. A. Robinson, Belleville,
which we republish from the daily Ontario
of that city, was crowded out of our last
issue. Since the time of its receipt by us the
reform has been wrought for which the letter
was written : a by-law has been passed by
the Belleville city council prescribing license
regeulations and fees for transient and itiner-
ant traders. If Mr. Robinson’s procedute
were more generally followed, the example

of the DBelleville council would be moare
widely imiitated. The sense of injustice is
not sufficiently brought home to the minds
of mumcipal councils. To bring it suffici-
ently home those who feel the injustice
should make a careful brief of their case,
publish it in the local paper, and make a
public question of the matter.

This is
atne of the mmost entertaining of novels. The
daring anagination of the author takes hum
beyond the confines of human experience,
into a mystic existence that serves as a me-
dium to weld together several successive
series of an earthly hfe that is supposed to
have been lived by one spirit  He appro-
priates the Buddhist idea of transmngration,
only he adds to it the idea of perpetual con.
sciousness on the part of the many-times
transmigrated hero, who lives his successive
lives mn different lands, social conditions,
cawvilizations and periods, from the days when
Phaenicians were the great sea-going people
to the days of Elizabeth.  Sir Edwin Arnold,
the author's father, writes an introduction,

This
volume affords a fresh and highly interesting
account of the present state of speculation on
a highly interesting subject. The publishers
are to be congratulated on the new cover,
which is truly artistic and durable.

Those who have
followed Darwin, Wallace, Huxley, and
Hacckel in their various publications, and
have heard of the later arguments against
heredity brought forward by Prof Weiss-
mann, will not be Jikely to put it down un-
read. The authors have some extremely
interesting ideas to state, particularly with
regard to the great questions of sex and en-
vironment in their relation to the growth of
life on carth.

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EXTERMINATE THE FAKIRS.

t’ro the Editor of BOOKS ANI» NOTIONS.

Sia,~—Herewith 1 send you a letter which
appeared in both our local daily papers, and

which bore fruit, resulting in one ot our most
mtluential city aldermen introducing a by-
law in our municipal council, worded n
accordance with the sentiments expressed
in the letter ; and 1 have strong hopes of the
by-law being adopted by the council and
becoming law within a very short time.

By inserting this, and the letter referred
to, in BOOKS AND NOTIONS, individuals in
our trade in other places may be prampted
to inove in a similar way to their advantage.

EDITOR ONTAR10,~1 would like to en-
quire, through the medium of vour valyable
journal, if there is a city by-law, or any other
law 1n force in this city, for the protection of
our merchants and citizens generally against
hawkers and fakirs, who travel from place to
place and make a prey of the people at large
by selling goods of various kinds at prices
much bevond their value, and thereby take
away a considerable amount of trade belong-
ing legitimately to the rent-paying and tax-
paying merchants. If at present we have no
law existing with sufficient scope to meet the
requirements in such cases, why not have a
by law introduced at once such as is neces-
sary to guard the interests of consumers as
well as merchants within our corporation ?
If we have already a law for such a purpose,
why 15 it not enforced? Let those in au-
thority enlighten us on this subject.

But some one may remark that such a
law if enforced would work disadvantape-
ously to consumers although advantageously
to merchants, Well, let us look into this
briefly : It is a well-known fact that a great
many of those who buy articles from peddlers
and fakirs, afterwards become very much
dissatisfied with their deal, for the sea-
son that they find out that they have been
duped and swindled 1n many cases, as the
purchaser discovers later on that the article
although apparently cheap at the time of

&mchnse is not worth nearly what was paid

rit. This is found out by the test of wear
or comparison with goods of 2 similarnature
bought from the local merchant, who can
reneraily be held responsible for his dealings
by his customers. And the merchant well
knows that in order to do a successful busi-
ness for a considerable length of time in one
place, he must deal honestly with his patrons;
but if it should happen that he does not deal
honestly with customers they know where to
find him, but not so the retail travelling
ageat, peddler, or fakir. These gentlemen

are here to-day and you know not where to-
morrow, But some will say, * people buy
from these individuals with their eyes open,
and therefore nou one is 1o blame “ut the
purchaser if too much is paid for an article.”
Not so, for in nine cases out of ten the eyes
of buyers are not open to the quality of the
goods offered for sale, they (the buyers) not
being qualified to judge as to quality in a
great many cases.

Now, it is an indisputable fact that a great
many lines of merchandise of an inferior

quality are made to imitate first class goods -

in the same lines. Take, for example, the

covers and bindings of books. It is well
known by bookbinders and booksellers that
the most inferior leather is made to imuate
the best morocco and Russia leathers, and
cloth, and paper as well, are made intogood
imitations of the cheaper kinds of leather for
the covers of many books, including bibles
and albums. In such cases it 1s only those
who are experienced who distinguish the
imitation from the genuine. But any one
can discover a great difference after using
the various kinds of binding for a length of
time. The proof of the pudding is in the
eating of it in suck cases. But by the tume
test of wear is made, the honey-tongued
canvasser, or peddler of inferior bound
books, or albums as the case may be, who
has sold you one or more of these articles is
n pastures new in other climes. Takeas
another exanple the hawking about of spec-
tacles for sale, by one of these polished, wide-
awake peddlers, whom you have never seen
before and never will again, unless by acci-
dent. Now, I venture to say as regards
spectacles that not more than one out of
every hundred of those who require spec-
tacles can discover the difference between a
pair worth 50 cents and another worth $2.50.
The differerice may be seen in a year or two
if the wearer is in posscssion of a pair of
each quality. Such being the case, how
easy is it for a hawker of spectacles to get
$2.50for a pair worth only 30 centsas far as
the appearance of thearticles goes ; and this
illustration applics to many hnes of goods
handled by hawkers and ‘“*cheap john”
men ; most of the goods they handle beiny
made of an inferior quality especially for
their trade.  To show how some of our good
people are swindled by hawkers of merchan-
dise I will mention an isstance to the point.
Not many years ago a person came to this
city and sold a bottle of ink to each of sev-
eral of our citizens, and as an inducement to
buy the ink he gave a good sized very com-
mon inkstand gratis with the iak, the price
of the ink beiny, if I remember nghily, onc
dollar per bottle.  Well, the ink did not im-
prove with age, like new cheese, but became
worthless after standing awhile, so several of
the purchasers informed me. Notwithstand-
ing the fact that many have been swindled
from one to a dozen times by hawkers of
various kinds of goods, 1 number of the same
individuals and others are not proof against
these travelling pentlemen, as the dose can
be repeated in other forms several times in
many cases. And as hardly any branch of
mercantile business is exempt from the par-
asine cffects of peddlers, canvassers and
Cheap Johns ; and as the general public re-
ceive no actual beachit frum dealing with
them, why should our merchants who benefit
our city by employing in the agyregate a
large number of hands and contnbute so
lanzely to the funds of the treasury depart-
ment of our city, not be protected by our re-
presentatives, the city council? Other cities

and towns in Oatario have not ouly adopted,
but are enforcing measures to protect the
people from Leing unmercitully beaten out
of their just privileges and rights by foreign-
ers who make a business of unloading the
remains of bankrupt stocks and other rubbish
in their midst by peddling and otherwise.
‘These people do the citv no good in any
way. ‘They pay no taxes, and many of them
no rent; and sell us goods in most cases
that we are beuter without. Besides this
canvassers and peddlers have become so
numerous that the nuisance has assumed a
serious aspect with house-keepers who are
pestered beyond endurance with them.  So,
gentlemen of the council, let us have fair
play in this mafter if there is any way of pro-
viding it. A. ROBINSON.

THE NEWS AND PERIODICAL
TRADE.

EDITOR OF BOOKS AND NOTIONS.

Sir,—1 wish to remark that “A Trmder,”
in a letter in BOOKS AND NOTIONS for
November, voices my sentiments as regards
the news and periodical business. But 1
would like to mention another drawback 1o
handling periodicals, viz, the fact that al.
though we have scarcely any profit on perio-
dicals, they injure the sale of paper covered
novels and other books on which there is a
very large marpin of profit.  As a class, we
retail booksellers and stationers have toa
very large extent become mere tools in the
hands of publishers of papers and wagazines.
But for myself 1 will say that if the publish-
ers of certain magazines imagine that 1 am
going to push the sale of their publications
at about one eghth the percent. profit I can
make on novels and other publications,
which transient and other customers will fre-
quently buynstead o! these perinlicals, :when
the last mentioned are not to be had, they
are very much mistaken. The factis, 1 am
not built that way; and this accounts for my
not being a success in the news and periodi-
cal branch of our trade, but at the samzs time
it must be conceded that 1 have succeeded
fairly well in the other departments.  No, 1
do not handle many periodicals, and this ac-
~ounts for my disinterestedness in the tnatter
of postal rates on that class of merchandise.
1 have found that sometimes a customer will
even gothe lengthof buying a235 or 33¢ novel
instead of a 3¢ newspaper, if thelatter 15 not
to behad. And why should we be exceed-
ingly anxious to push the sale of newspapers,
seeing that the publishers of many of them
are working directly agunst our interests in
more ways than one? The impertinence of
some of them is simply astounding  Judging
from some of their communications and cir-
culats, one would think that news dealers
were created to be their slwves.  Aad some
of thair travelling agents Lave the imperti-
nence to ask dealers to give them alistof all
our subscnibers, not only for the paper they
tepresent, but also the names of subscribers
for other papers that wchandle, as well, that
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they may make use of them in their canvass.
And after getting a list of our subscribers,
they induce some to take their paper direct
from the office of publication instead of from
the news dealer.  Only as long ago as last
week, a traveller t1om one of the newspaper
offices tricd 10 get my list of subscribers,
but it did not work. Morcover, 1 caunot say
that | ever received any benefit from news-
paper travelling agents. And | must say
that if the publishers of newspapers knew
what is best for them they would try to keep
on the nght side of the news dealers ; for of
all people the news-dealers are able to do
the publishers mast good, and all they ask
for their favor is just fair play. If you
don't feed a horse grain, he has no spirit
to work for vou, and likewise, if pub-
lishers do not treat the newsdealers fairly,
they have no heast 1o say a word in favor of
thewr papers. 1 have been in the business
long enough to find out that some, at least,
of the newspaper publishers, as well as pub-
lishers of magazines, are simply trying to
mop the floor with newsdealers, figuratively
speaking.

\What we ought to do s to ogauize a purely
retail bookscllers’ and stationers’ association,
excluding all publishers and all wholesalers,
and then the retail trade n our line could
combine and act in an effective manner,
when necessary, against not only publishers
ot ali kinds, but against wholesale booksellers
and stationers as well ; and unul this is done
we will not amount to much s a class, for
our trade is becoming very much demoral-
1zed through bad treatment from different
sources.

1 would suggest that the annual meeting
of the association be held some day during
the uine the Industnal Exlubition 13 i pro-
Rress, inorder to take advanage of the cheap
excursion farcs to Toronto, which are always
1n order some time dunng the holding of the
calubition. This would make the expenses
much highter for those who would wish ta

attend the annual ecting of the Retail
Iooksellers” and Stationers’ Association, and
there are very few retailers :n our line who
can afford 10 incur the eaxpense necessary to
£o to Taronto, even if the distance should
be not more than fifty miles, for no other
purposc than 1o attend the meeuny of the
association.  But many dealers, no doubt, go
to Toronto every year at the ume the exhi-
ition 1 held, on account of the Juw excus
sion rates on the milways, who would not
otherwise o ; and these could easily make
it convenient to attend the mceting of the
association if it should be convened at that
tume.

There i wually ore or two eaxcunsions
dunag the time of the fair for which the
tickets are httle more than onc-third the
usual rate. And thess excursions are usunlly
advertised two or three wecks ahead, which
would give ample ume for noufication of
dealers of the day on which the association

IMRROVEMENT IN THE TASTE
FOR GOOD BOOKS.

One of the encouraging signs of the tmes
is the growing taste among the book-buyinyg
public for better-made books. and, above all,
for better books. This public seems to have
Lroken away from old traditions, or at least
traditions of ten years’ standing, and 15 «all.
ing, not for what has been lauded in thread
bare phrase as *the books no self-respecuny
person can very well be without,” but for the
best 1n literature, and that in the best shape
obtainable. The day of *cheap and nasty™
books has passed, aud now the day of the
poor grade of books, even in substantial
form, seems to be waning. The sale of
standard books—of works in the departiments
of philosophy, poetry and good literature
generally—during the past three months at
least, has been encouragingly yood, and
promises to continue.

The publishers who have been in touch
with the public seemn to have taken their cue
and are making every cflfort to supply this
demand for beuter books. The season just
drawing to aclose has brought out beuer
books in more appropriate forms than ever
before. There have been fewer books of
clephantine or microscopic form, and the
edition de luxe seems mare and more to be-
come a realization of the true meaning of the
term. [t was once thought that an unwielly
book with a profusion ot ill-adjusted margn,

a smattering of blurred daubs designated as
ctchings, a hideous binding, and a limned
number of copies, thade up an edition de
luxe. The public for awhile accepted this
form because it was the “fad.” But thatlas
passed away, and what is now called for are
books, printed in legible type on paper of
the best quality and put up in exquisite and
appropriate shape, regardless of the number
printed. For this class of books enough buy-
ers can be found willing to pay any price
within reasonable bounds; and on this line
the publisher can and will make moncy. It
has taken the trade vears tolearnthis lesson.
We trust its expenence will be used to last-
ing profit.—The Publishers’ Weekly.
