TRIBUNALS OF COMMERCE.

A morning contemporary some days ago took up the
quesfion of legal deluys in the Province of Quoebec.
The question has not been tuken up aday too soon, and
the sooner and the more persisbently the press and the
commercinl community generally, follow up the subject,
the better it will be all round.

The law's delays are proverbinl. They are unob the
growbh of yesterday, and notwithstanding numeroas
amendments in proéedure are still vexatious und, whab
ig of the next importance to [litigants, extremely ex-
pensive. In this article we o not purpose to examine
into the question of the cause of these delays, nor to
suggesh a remedy inside the law courts. We merely
enuneiabe the broad principle, which cannob be denied,
that the law’s delays are vexabious and expensive, as
husiness men well know.

‘Bo fur as the expense is concerned,—it frequently
happens that after a law-suit has begun, it drags on for
many months—sometimes years—and tedious matters of
detnil, or procedurens it is called, are arranged, disputed,
and deeided upon by Jawyers on both sides,—every meet-
ing, every letber, every word spoken almost, is charged
for, and b the end of ib, just as the case is ready for
brinl—or somebimes after it really comes into court and
is hofore bhe judge—a compromise is suggested and
carvied oub. A compromise of this nature is, no doubt,
of advantage to the libigants, bub the question is, wounid
nob a compromise have heen equally as satistactory had
it been arvanged before legal proccedings had been in-
stibuted and a large amount of legal expenses incurred?
And another question may bhe asked, Why was this not
suggested by the legal gentlemen engaged after a care-
ful examination of their elients’ enses, as no doubt hoth
of thent made before they advised a law-suit on the one
hand and a sbrenuous delenee on bhe other 7 As we do
not wish to lacerale the feelings of a very honorable pro-
fession, we leave them to answer this question themslvss.

" This all leads ap to the eaplion of this article, namely,
Tribunals of Commerce. Many people do mnot know
what they are, but generally, business men do. The
use of the Tribunal of Commerce has not come iuto ef-
féet in this counfbry yet, and the henelits resulting from
them are nob so well known in the Provinee of Quebee
as thiey are in Ontavio.  There are, we believe no T'ri-
bunals of Commeree in this country, and wlen we speak
of their henelits not being-as well known in Quebee as
in Ontario, we have reference to the wlmost analogous
Pribuinal whiclt is frequently used in Ontario in the set-
flement of legnl disputes—that is arbitration.

“A visib was made to Moubreal a few days ago by u
geuploman conneeted with the Tribunal of Commeree
i Tiondon, Kngland,  'We need hardly say we heartily
Goneuivinn the proposal that the mportant steps -taken
by the Council of flie Board of 'Trade should be followed

up, and the committee appointed by them notonly malke
diligent but prompf enquiry into the working of it in
London. ‘We feel convineed that their recommendations
cannob hub be favorable fo 0 similar establishment in
this city. As an illustration of the benefit of this in-
stitution in London, Bngland, we may mention that for
many years a Court of Summary Procedure and with
wide jurisdietion, was estublished at the Mansion House
in whab might be called the very centre of commeree of
the world.  After the building of the new law-courts
in London and the econcentration within its limits of all
the legal business in that city, this Court was removed
among others to the new building, Tt was found a
serious inconvenicenee to the husiness community of the
city of London to have to go from the Mansion House
to the Law Courts for the expeditious and satisfactory
adjudication of commercial disputes. The various com-
merecial bodies laid their representations before the pro-
peraunthorities and asked fo have the Court re-established,
bub for various reasons, and possibly other interests,
their prayer was not granted. The result was the es-
tablishment of a 'Fribunal of Commerce in the city of
Loudon and in the location of fheir old court. We
cannob say whether this tribunal required legislative
authority for its inaugurabion, bub onr impression is
thab it did not, it being established in a purely volun-
tarily manner by the commerecial hodies, and litigants
voluntarily resorted to it for the purpose of having their
disputes sebtled or adjudicated upon.

As we understand, the members of the/Tribunal there
are business men, and litigants approach them directly
without aiy of the formalities of legal procedure. We
cannot imagine any person denying the statement that

experienced husiness nien are quite as competent to de-

cide npon the merits of a business dispube, when both
sides lay their statements fairly and plainly hefore them
and when the testimony of witnesses is obtained with-
out the aid of the law, as any ovdinary Judge, who
somebimes knows little about commercial matters and
whose intelligence must sometimes get befogged by
the arguments of the lawyers and the cross statements
of the witnesses. The experience of hoth business men
and lawyers, however, goes to establish this fact.

It was found that the Tribunal of Commerce gave so
much satisfaction to lifigants, not only by the rapidity
of its decisions but by the saving of expenses, that a
large portion of the commercial business of the great
centre of London was referred to it,—and mark the re-
sult. The legal profession found their husiness so much
diminished by the intervention of the Tribunal of Com-
meree that they actually offered to. have the Court
whielh was withdrawn from the Mansion House, re-
established in it if the commercial bodies would
nequiesee,~-bub they had found themselves able to dis-
pense with the legal court, and the Tribunal is working
at the present day and doing good work.

This is an object lesson which our commercial bodies
of Montreal can well contemplate and doubtless-emu-
late. We are not of those, however, whose experience
in the law would lead us to denounce the worthy wearers
of the gown.  ‘We have known them oftentimes advisc
an amieable adjustment of disputes between peoplewell
able to pay, rather-than encourage a recourse to. legal -
action by which they could not fail to largely benefit.
Indeed those who behave othérwise are the exceptions
to the rnle. But even with o Tribunal such as we re-
commend there would, we opine, still be ample employ-
ment for all who deserve, '

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THE REVISED PROVINCIAL LICENCE LAWS.

We hive’ just received a copy of a work recently
issued by the Treasury Department at Quebec contain-
ing the License Law of this Provinee revised and con-
solidated "to date: The License Law of Quebec is hased
apon the Revised Statutes with the amendments thereto
passed during the last six sessions of the Provineial
legislature. This legislation has been revised and con-
solidated, and the changes in the original law, made by
the amending aets have been inserted in their proper
places ; thus the pamphlet contains only the parts of
such legislation as are actually in foree ab the date.
An examinabion of this litfle work shows that this re-
vision has been very carefully done; and its correctness
can he implicitly relied on. In addition to the revision
of the law itself, the pamphlet contains a most com-
plete and comprehensive index, the index being the best
ever published with the License Law of Quebec. 'L'he
punphlet is clearly and neatly printed, and is a
credit to the department.

This work must prove of Glc'ﬂ: advantage not only
to the legal profession hut to 1l those Who are inter-
ested in matters connected with the License Law, show-
ing as it does, at a glance, the whole law on any point
without its being necessary to wade through 6 or 8 dif-

ferent hooks, and we must compliment the late Provin-.

cial Preasurer, the Hon. J. 8. Hall, on the issue of
such a perfect edition. We helieve this pamphlet
is one of the most complete works ever issued by any
of the departments of the Provineial Government.
We must also compliment Mr. Lebourveau for the care
with which the revision was made and particularly for
the complete index propared by him.

in looking over the work our abtention was dra wn
to » few points which, we think, merit consideration.
With reference to bhe issue of licenses the year runs
from May to May, all licenses expiring on the 1st May.
Weunderstand thab these for the ensuing year are not
igsned prior to that date, and this practice is sup-
ported by the law. In the district of Montreal from
1,200 to 1,500 licenses are issued yearly, and ib is physi-
eally impossible to issne all of them in one day; in fact
it takes several weeks, and as a necessary consequence
the greater number of those engaged in the business
are obliged either to cease selling liquors, or to sell
without a license, and ron the risk of a prosecution
therefor. Tt appears to us that some change should be

wade in this vespeet, so that licenses mnight he taken out .

in April to have effect from the first of May. If sucha
clinge were made and enforced, no one entitled thereto
tiged be a day without his license. As soon as the old
license expired it would be replaced by the new.

All applications for licenses in this city must he
fyled on or before the 20th January in each year, We
understand that the renson of this provision is thaf ap-
plicants may know at an early date whether they
geb their licenses or not, so as to male suitable arrange-
ents respecting the leases of their premises. I1f that
is the reason, it appears to us that the date (20th Jan.)
is not early enough. The applications should all. be
fyled on the 31st December at the latest, as otherwise,
atter making due allowance for the delays. required by
law betore the applieations can be taken into considera-
bion;.it would heimpossible to dispose of:-all hefore the
middle of Jebruary, whereas fhe. question of the leuses
hould be sebbled in J anuary,

“and the public.

One feature of the License Law sbriles us as strange.:
Any person in any other line of business than the sale
of intoxicating liquors, can freely dispose of his busi-
Tess wheuevm lie sees fit so to do. Why should not
the holder of a license have the sume privilege ? In the

first place he ean only transfer his license with the
" special permission of the Proviueial Treasurer; then’

this transfer cannot tale place until three months after
the issue of the license, and in any. event the transfer
can only be.made in exceptional cases. We fail to see
any reason for all of these restrictions. 1t may be
neceesary to restrict the indiscriminate braffic in licenses,
but we believe no special restrictions should be placed
on the right of transfer. What difference does it make
whether A. or B. has the license, provided ghe is:
equally qualified to hold the same. If A. sells his
license to B. the number of liceuses has not increased.
Tt seems to us that the supervising power of the License
Commissioners in the exercise of their diseretion as fo
whether they will confirm the certificate, followed by
the final decision of the Provinecinl Treasurer as to
whether the transfer shonld be allowed, should be sufti-
cient to prevent the abuse of this privilege of transfer,
and if it be uecessary thab any time should pass before a
license can be fransferred, one month should be sufii-
cient.

We notice that a reduction in the number of licenses
is imperative this year from 440 hotel and restaurant
licenses to 400. 'Without discussing the wisdom of this
reduction, it seems to us that if the requirements of the
law as to the qualificatians necessary to warrant the
granting of licenses were rigidly enforced, the number
would be very materially reduced and, best of all, by a
class. of places which.could morally he spared.

RAILROAD EMPLOYES RIGHTS.

The Brotherhood of Liocomotive Engineers has ob-
tained a notable victory over the Northern Pacifie Rail-
road in the dismissal of the injunction granted by Mr.
Justice Jenkins enjoining the engineers from quitting
the service of the road in such a manner as to eripple
the road or hinder its operations. It was felt ab the
time it was issned that the injunection was hoth- too
vague and too sweeping in its character ; since the
command of the court that the men should remain in
the active employment of the receivers of the road and
perform their duties as engineers until they could with-

- draw without injuring tht. road, was manifestly not

warranted by law. 'The right of the workman to quit
the service of his employer at will is as indefeasable as
the latter’s right to discharge him should his -services
be unaceephable. o argue otherwise would be to
place the free workman in the position of the serf.

Tt is, however, one thing for individual workimen to
leave work on their own responsibilty, aud another for.
a number of workmen to combine for the purpose of.
employing their united efforts to injure their em ployels
Any combination having for its. nb-
ject the erippling of a railroad in the ]mnds of receivers.
whether by the disibling of its rolling stock, the, ob-.
struction of the m.nnfrement of the road, or the mtmu-
dation of the faithf ul cmployes in otder to fonce them
to quit the service, are manifestly illegal, smc.e such

prachices end.mfrer the liberty and ‘;ecmlty of men, who
in the eXercise of the inalienable right of choosing the
terms upon which they shnll labor, may take the pl.tces
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of the strikers. So far then the injunction is sustained .

~ But that portion of it enjoining them from leaving the

service of the receivers is struck out; the courtholding
that: where railway employes are dissatisfied with their
wages they are at liberby to leave the road at any time,
provided that they do so peaceably and in good faith,
and do nob interfere with rights of others. Tn that case
they cannot he held vespousible for loss resulting from
their refusal o remain in the service at the scale of
wiges tendered to them by the receivers. Nor can the
Intterhe blamed For logses arising from the dissatisfaction
engendered by the deelaration of areduction of wages in
the interests of the road.  The loss in such cases is in-
cidental to the situakion.

This is the latest and most authoritative statement
of the United States Supreme Court on the subject of
the legal position of railroad employes, and although it
is not binding in this country, it is laid down on the
principles of British jurisprudence. The efforts of the
receivers Lo place the Toss caused by the refusal of the
men to work at the reduction offered to them on the
shoulders of the Brotherhood, failed ; but the strong
ground faken by the conrt on the illegality of coercive
mensures, or inferference upon the part of the men, will
be welcomed as o sign that the line of demarcation be-
tween liberty and license will heneeforth be more
rigidly drawn by the gourts, and that any repetition of
the seenes at Chicago will be promptly and sternly
punished.

The manifesto just issued by agitator Debs is quite
submissive in tone. 1t no longer hreathes the spivitof
the dictator. Fven if the loss he caused was great, the
lesson may not have been hought too dear.

THE OUTLOOK FOR  PlG
An evidence of expansion in trade is
in the United States and England, in the output of
pig ivon.  In Bngland the latest reburns show that the
quantiby of pig made during the half year ended on the
306l June last was 3,608,270 tons, which is a substan-
tinl increase on the output for the corresponding half of
1898. [n the Unibed States the increased production is
equally sbriking. In June, owing to the great coal
strike, the production had fallen £062,517 tons per weel.
[n August the weekly oubput had risen to 113,356 tons,
and this monfh it has reached 159,729 tons. This
meins increased traflic fo the railroads, more employ-
menf bo the artisan, and growth in the consumption of
coul and ore, and the fact that it occurs simultancously
with a decline in the aggregate of stocks, sold and un-
sold, is additionally enconraging. 1t shows that the
oubput is being taken into consumption, and that the
demand is fully equal to the absorption of even the
ineréased oub-turn,
Tn Canada the improvement in the pig iron trade is
almost impereeptible, and is more marked in the redue-
tion of the cost of the metal as it comes from the moulds

and Dalmellington. Still its use is increasing, and al-

" though most founders continue to purchase a certain

quantity of Summerlee, the fact that Ferrona No. 1 can
be bought tor $17.25 to $17.50 per ton, and Siemens for
$17.00 to $17.25, while Summerlee costs $21 to $21.50
and Carnbroe $18.50 to $19 per ton, is hound to turn
the seale more and more in favor of Canadian iron,
Last year the government paid $93,806 in bounties to
the Canadian blast furnaces, which argues an output of
46,948 tons, and this figure is likely to he exceeded this
year.

Whether the manufacture of iron in Canada is des-
tined to be profitable in the future, it is difficult to say.
At present the margin of profit is undoubtedly small,
and without the hounty it would show a loss. The cost
at the furnace mouth may fairly be placed at $12 per
ton as a minimum. To this must he added $3.50 per
ton for rail freight, $1 per ton for agents commission,
and B0c for cartage and miscellaneous expenses. This
would make the cost laid down here $17 per ton, while
the selling price is $17 to $17.50. Now and then,
of course, the .companies can get low freights hy
water which show a larger margin of profit. But
the average cost laid down here is equal to
the present selling price, and were it not for
government assistance the manufacture of Canadian
pig iron conld not be earried on in competition with the
cheap pig of the United States and Scotland.

One remarkable feature of the pig iron industry of
Great Britain is her dependence upon foreign countries
for her ore. The output of home-mined ores has fallen
from 18 to a little more than 11 mwillion tons, and for
hematite ores England seems o look principally to
Spain. Bven there the sources of supply are being de-
pleted, and it looks as if ina few years Hinglish hematite
pig makers wonld have to look to Swedish Lapland for
their ores.  The make of hasic iron seems to be ata
standstill, and only half the existing furnaces arein
blast. * In fact it is evident that the capacity of pro-
duction is more than sufficient to overtake any demand
that is likely to arise under improved conditions of
trade. 13ut stocks are not increasing. At the end of
the first half of 1894 they were estimated at only 783,402
tons as compared with 868,730 at the corresponding
period of - 1893. T'his menns that they amounted fo
very little more than six week’s normal consumption
and, hence, that they are not large enough to form any
bar to an advance in prices and cerfainly do nob war-
rant any deeline.

DRUG ADULTERATION.

The downward trend of prices has produced oue
marked and Deneficial .result in the wholesale drag
trade. It has rendered sophistication unprofitable in
many lines where it formerly “prevailed to an extent
that was harmfual to the public health. The steady de-
erease in values has brought the genuine -article down
fo a level where it no longer pays to adulterate-it, and
thus the public are now getting a better medecine ab a
lower cost than for years past. It is true that channels
in which the manufacturer of casy conscience can exer-
cise his ingenniby in defrauding his. customers still
exist, and probably new ones ure being discovered 3 hut
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it is sabisfactory to note that the report of the com-

mittee on adulteration 10'1(1 befom the conventlon of "
the National Wholesale Dlumrlsts Assocmtlon shows o~

marked inerease in purity in hnes which were formerly
sophisticated to an extent ple]u(hcml to the public

health, and utterly bewildering to the physicians who

preseribed them. _

Many instances of this can be gited, In the case of
cubebs adulteration hns practically disappeared ; be-
eanse it no longer pays to handle the frandulent ber-
ries.  When prices ruled high, the berries of plants of
the sante family as the true cubeb, but deficient in the
pil and resin which give it its medieinal worth, were col-
lected and mixed with genuine berries. Now this is no
longer done, and it is the same with arnica. A year or
fwo ago it was not unecommon to find consignments of
arnica [lowers mixed with fifty per cent. of the flowers
of a species of elecampane. This lasbed while fhe mix-
ture would bring 18 to 20 cents per pound. Now that
genuine arniea flowers have fallen to less than half that
price the adulteration has ceased, and the customer oets
pure goods for his money.

Ipecacuanha root is another useful drug that is purer
to-day than it was when prices were high. It isno
longer mixed with “ Carthagena” ipecae, or with tops
and stems; and assafatida gum is wot full of “Lon-
don” assafeetida as it was a year ago. Unforbunately
it evidently still pays to adulterate copaiba balsam, for
only a short time ago a firm of importers called atten-
tion lo the extent to which certain pavcels were mixed
with gurjum halsam. And the sale of Curacao aloes,
and of aloes from which all the aloin has been ex-
bracted, as gennine Barbados, is as prevalent as ever.

“Ingect powder is still adulterated with the stems of
the plant and the flower of the common daisy—neither
of which have any insecticide power—but not to the
same extent as formerly,  Russian ecantharides, when
powdered, can be mixed with the Chinese variety which
s much weaker in vesicant power, and IFrench and
Turkish cuttle fish bone masquerade as true Trieste,
just as Moroeco orris root sells for gennine Florentine.
But forbunately the adulberation of crude drugs in the
whole state is becoming more and more difficult now
that huyers ave seratinizing their parcels more skill--
fully and thoroughly, and manipulators are consequent-
ly turning their attention to the powdered form where
detection is Jess easy. The essentials oils have alwa ays
heen ut their mercy, and the use of aleohol and bur pen-
fine Lo - lengthen” the oils of lemon, bergamot, orange,
lavender, thyme, rosemary, ete., is as old as the trade
itself. ()ne of the most mischievous of tiese deceplions
is the udulteration of the useful oil of sandalwood with
U'IL oil of cedar, whose medicinal qualities ave widely-
different, There are others but' little less reprehen-
sible, ’

Still the testimory of the committee of practlcql
(ruggists was to the effect that manipulation, in crude
dlu‘" ab all events, is on the decrease. Few lines still
commind sufficiently high puces to render their sophis-

biention ns profitable as it was in years pash, Thus the--

nominal rate. 'The registeved sales during the month at
Maissoneuve, Cote Visitation, Mile End, Montreal Auney, St.
Henry, Ste Cunegonde, Village Tuveot, and Verdun amount
to about $71,000, of which about one-half was contributed by
St. Henry.

trath is that they eannot afford to do with-
out one.- If & man is content to follow in
oue beaten patli all his life; il ho is 50 wise
In his own coneeit that he thinks he knows
it all, and thatinobody can teach him auy-
thing ; if he is content to remain in igno-
rance : because he cannot see that the
knowledge.offered him is going to bring
him an immediare return in cash—then,
and in all such cases, 2 man cannot afford
to pay for a trade journal. But if he would

A fresh new stoek is al-
ways an ablraction, and the public will interest themselves in
viewing a new line of fancy crockery, chinaware, efc, as
they would tho spring ov £all openings at the millinery shops.
‘ho dealor who cannot sacrifice his stock without losing
thereby, and consequently can buy only to sort up, is placed
ab a disadvantage to say the least. The stylos change in
some lines of glasswaro and china every season. What
chance then, has a solvent dealor who earries a selected
ling of tho above in connection with his grocory stock, against
the man who, through a compromiso settlement, can sell at a
profit for less than his neighboring dealer bought?
