—Tisie deck lond line law on vessels sailing from Northern

——Tui Amoerican Malt Co., which will control the output of
twenty of the largest concerns in the United States has been or-
ganized with a capital of $15,000,000.

—ANoTHER large shipment of bicycles was made from Tor-

—Tmk Ottawa market is glutted with grapes, over 7,000 bas-
kets arriving on Saturday last, They brought as low as 12 cents
per basket.

—IPrreigN tons of British Columbia salted fish, an industry
started this summer by a colony of Japanese on the Fraser river,
weoro shipped from Vancouver to Japan last week. An experi-
montal shipment of horses was also made.

—0wina to the facilities for exchanging Canadian currency
at par having been cut off by the Canadian banks, Malone, N.Y .,
bankers intimate that one per cent discount will be made on all
Canadian bills doposited,

—Norrnwesr ranchmen have contracted for over a thousand
cars for the shipment of cattle via Montreal beforo the close of
navigation, Tho shipments of cattio this season from Manitoba
and the Territories will he the heaviest in the history of the
Northwest,.

—Arenication will be made at the next session of Parliament
for an act to authorize the division of the existing capital stock
of the Union Bank of Canada into 15,000 shares of $100 each, to
provide for the disposal of fractional shares, and for other pur-
posos.

—Arrnis shipped to Great Britain a few weeks ago in cold
storage brought 18s per barrel, whilst a consignment of identi-
cally the same fruit shipped in the old way brought only 83 ow-
ing to depreciution.

~Ir is reported a window glass monopoly is pending in the
United States. An association is now being formed that accord-
ing to authority will affect 90 per cent of the total product.
There is invested in the industry some %$20,000,000 and the
annual production is valued at about $10,000,000.

—W. R. Brocek & Co, of Toronto, are applying for incorpora-
tion for the purpose of taking over the general dry good busi-
ness at present carried on by them. The propoesed amount of
aapital stock of the company is $1,000,000, divided into 10,000
shares of $100 each.

—PEANUTS grown in the open at Beaurepaire near Montreal,
were exhibited in the city this week. The grower gives it as his
opinion that this valuable ground nut could easily be cultivated
in sufficient quantity on the lsland of Montreal, and the money
sent abroad for the present supply retained at home,

—Tuk Proviucial General Trusts Company, a recently formed
organization with headquarters in Toronto is applying to the
Ontario Legislature for the necessary authority to do business in
accordance with the terms of the amendment to the Act passed -
at the last session. .

—A 1ARGE quantity of fish is belng shipped from Lake Win-
nipegosis, & Manitoba lake 50 miles west of Lake Winnipeg,
having au area of 1936 square miles.

The tobacco is l'amons,_und
the exports are about 120,000 tons, besides 140,000,600 cigars
Abacn, or Manila hemp, is largely and profitably produced; %he
indigo is famous for its superivr qualities; the coffee has a fine
aroma, though not equal to Mocha; the cocon tree fiourishes
everywhers, tho oil being used for lighting houses au.d streetls
and the land is wonderfully productive, but the inhabitants are
jenorant and indolent. Cotton spinning and bamboo\work are
anmonglhc leading industries, aud the long, ﬂexiblt?, sensitive
tingers ol the women are admirably adapted to delicate work
and the hats and cigarette cases and the embroidery work done
by them are models of delieacy.

We must bear in
mind what a serious, far reaching displacement of busi-
ness is going on. In this city the retail trade is deve-
loping along St. Catherine Street West—say frow
Morgan’s to Hamilton's and Ogilvy's—so extensively
as to make * down-town" storekeepers and property-
owners here and there on St. James and Notre Dame a
Jittle anxious. While the St. Lawrence Hall retains
its present popularity it will he a prime factor in keep-
ing a certain amount of husiness for St. James Street
stores, but if that hostelry were to lose its prestige—
whiclt it is hoped it never will—the outlcok for the
trade of the locality would he unpromising. The
Carsley store is also helpful in this respect, as it not
ouly holds its own but is breaking out further into St.
James Street, where it is converting some old bank
premises into a section of its extensive departmental
establishment., We trust the improvements in progress
will be carried higher than the store level, as the upper
storeys of: the old hank premises are an eyesore to the
streeb. The four great stores, Carsley's, Morgan's,
Hawilton’s and Murphy’s all report a growing busi-
ness this season, which probably is to some extent not
wholly owing to revived trade hut to the movement in
progress for concentrating retail trade in these vast
ewmporiums.

centres into such easy reach from all parts of the city
and suburbs.

stores: Probably however the effect is not to diminish
the gross amount expended in the city, but mainly to
change the personnel of the spenders as the money paid
to these clectric railways goes to pay the drivers, con-
ductors, clerks and mechanies in their employ, and to
be distributed as dividends. The habit of so wany
thousands of our people seeking fresh air by suburban
trips is a feature of the day which will have a whole-
some effect on the city’s health, and will tend to create
a desire for more healthful dwellings.

Looking further afield we are greatly pleased to hear
of l'oronto throwing off the incubus imposed by the
real estate boom. Property is heing bought more
freely than for years, and a feeling is arising that now
is a good time to acquire real estate in Toronto as it is
promising to advance in value. Add to this that one
of our banks has reached the limit of its circulation
issues the present week. Altogether the signs of the
times are encouraging, and known facts justify a.
buoyant feeling. .

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THE  ECONOMY -:0F ATHLETICS.

- The. discussions on this-subject which we have taken

{for our text, although primarily intended for Eng'ish
readers, are little less applicable to - the condition of

things prevailing in Canada. Baglish sports and
- pastimes are hecoming more and more popular in this

country, and even in the United States. Indeed, the
rivalry among the youths attending our colleges has
hecome less marked in the class-room than in the field.
As the writer to whom we are beholden largely here also
siys, it is not the parpose to depreciate outdoor sports
or any other form of amusement. Tt is well for every-
hody to take as much enjoyment as he can afford to
pay for—in time or money; hut the taste for athletics
is natural among our young men and does not require
artificial cultivation or encouragement. The econ-
dition. of things as regards trade and commerce in
Canadalies also in somewhat similar lines with respect
to our-neighbours across the border as does that of our
transatlantic cousins with their German or other con-
tinental rivals. “There is a striving on both sides of
the water to sceure or retain the neutral markets of
the world, and although there is no truer saying than
that “ All work and no play makes Jack a dull boy,”
its opposite has equal force ; and unless we have more
regard for this side of the truism, we shall find our-
selves gradually being supplanted by more enterprising
and self-adapting rivals.  The need all over the coun-
bry is getiing to be for longer hours and closer appli-
cation, while.the popular ery is for short hours, more
holidays, and recreation in plenty. The week is
being gradually encroached upon, and the artisan is by
degrees pusu.ldmg himself to look upon the porblon
of it hehween Friday night and ‘Tuesday morning as
justly devoted to recreation. This solid slice off the
week is as yeb claimed only by the worker, by those
among them who keep so-called “labor-days”. 'Those
whom we also.may call the middle classes are progress-
ing in that direction—*“on their bicycles.”

The tendeney on the part of our public men, those
who are secking for office, for glory, to say something
pleasant  to those who have votes, or whose
friends have them, is fostering this modern craze
for reereation.. The man who drinks too much
wine or. spirits, who consorts with what the es-
sayisb in the Fortnightly Review terms * fascinating
frailties™, who backs Thorses or plays cards for stakes
l»uyoud his means, is well aware all the time that he
is making a fool of hiwmself, but is quite resolved “to
pull up before he goes too fur.™ Generally he is in time.
e usually gets o shavp warning before long. [If he
does nob tale it, so mueh the worse for him 3 but it is
no matter, sinee in that case he belongs to the limited
class who areas it iscalled * predestined for the crows.”
Very different is the case of the athletic trifler. He
believes all the time that he is doing the best thing by
himself. .- His appetite, his ruddy complexion and his
cheery. spirits “ make him a pleasant companion for
himself as well as for his friends.”. * What a shame it
is !, Llu,y say, “ leb such a buwht pleasant fellow
_should not get ,.1.bgttq,clm_uce”; and they are indig-

quote from Mr. S. H. Jeyes in the LFortnightly: M,
Jones no doubt was a *sap’ at school and a ‘smug’at
college, hut now he is “ giving the go-by to the young
fellows who thought they did him an honour’ if they
tossed him a careless nod when they passed him in the
Quad :and 30 years hence it will perhaps be this Mr.
Jones, when they have departed this life, who will
lead the subscription to save their widows from desti-
tution, for he still keeps a tender place in his heart for
the bright, popular lads who treated him «lmost as an
equal in the old days, when he crept about the corri-
flors half ashamed of his own existence, and, in a defer-
ential sort of way, carried off all the prizes asif they
were matters of no consequence.”

The writer of this jeremiad (as he calls it) on athle-
ties, apologizes in some measure for the warning which
he has souuded, for, as he admits, cricket, foothall, run-

‘ning, rowing, &c., are distractions which in most cases

work their own cure.- When we hear a young man
boast of his having eyeled 8,000 miles between his work
hours during the summer season in and around Mont-
treal, we are ourselves disposed to wonder whether the
cyelist ever thinks while on his rounds that there is no
other object to be gained in life beyond whirling along
through it at a speed of 12 or %0 miles an hour. And
then football, the cinder-path and the lake or river,
except in a desultory way, involve an amonnt of train-
ing and self-denial that arc not invariably compatible
with the ordinary duties and amusements of city life.
Few men carry them on after their 25th year except,
perhaps, the eycling recreation, to which people of all

- ages from 7 to 70 appear to be devotees; and it they

have not given too much of their previous career to
such the harm is not irrepurable. They give them-
selves u bad start in life, but if they have the true
athletic mettle in them, they may he able, unless as
sometimes happens, their general energy has been im-
paired by premature strain rather than developed by
normal exercises—to recover the lost ground. To ex-
cel in such sports is not given to many, and there is no
temptation, once the stimulus of school or college life
is eseaped, to go on with the pastimes in which one
cuts but an indifferent or sometimes sorry figure. 1t is
the introdnction of easier pastimes thau cricket or row-
ing which is perhaps wasting so wuch that ought
to be spent, if not at the desk, at least in taking stock
of oneself, in associating with other minds and bring-
ing out one’s latent powers. Lawn-tennis, golf—one
of the most commendable of all out-door pastimes-for
people of middle age—cycling—these are amusements
which anybody can learn with very little trouble and
soon comes to enjoy, to look fur as a daily need. It is
true that real excellence in these pucsuits may be as
hard to atain as in any of the old-established. sports,
hut one may become & passable performer, ]'ilst as one
may learn to sit a * reasonable horse” or to bring
down *a fairly confiding partridge without any great
call on the virtues of patience, sobriety, courage,” ete.
People huve been blamed for becoming the slaves of
habit, and yet it goes without saying that the employer
or his elerk who has acquired the eraving for a spin on
his bicycle every afternoon at 5 o’clock is just as mich

a slave of habit as the self-indulgent collenu-ue whom
he despises- for not heing able to get on without a
Scoteh-and-soda or a glass of beer at 11 o'clock..

with bis futare.” He may manage to finish up his
day’s tasks before he starts for hls outmg, but the
-value of work done under such pressure is not very
gre'ﬂ'. Tt may pass muster, but it does not gain credit.
' It is just the stuff turned out by what is described as

“a pot-boiling, bread-winning, scamping mechanic.”
It lacks the ideas and intelligence of an effective
" ambition.

There is but one kind of assets with whieh all men
are equally endowed,—everyone has 24 hours in his
day—and if he allots two, three or four to his racket,
his clubs or his wheel, he is deliberately choosing to
ran with the weights against him, and must not
complain when he is beaten by rank outsiders. Nor is
the case much improved if he confines his pleasure to

. his week’s ends ; it is just the leisure time hetween

..Saturday afternoon and Monday morning which sheald
- inspire the ideas that may raise him above the common
ruck. We need not again impress upon our readers
that this is not meant, either in England, or in Canada,
or the United States as a protest against holiday-
making, whether athletic or socially, but only against
the regular habit of tearing about between work and
play and filling up every hour of the 24 with self-
imposed engagements.
who can cast our eyes hacx a quarter of a century and
recall the young athletes in those times—when’the
sports and pastimes of English university men were
known but to a limited extent in Canada—and look to-
day at these men in middle-nge—former winners of
razes and other severe contests or games—may form
some_idea of what probably awaits those who similarly
distance their competitors in the severe athletics of
the present day. As our essayist remarks, “some of
the more fortunate athletes, who have contrived to do
just enough reading, and are blessed with just sufficient
brains to win colourable honors at school or college,
have no doubt a career marked out for them; and he
winds up with the aspiration and trust that “the manly
type of young men, sound in wind and limb and clean
in heart, will never disappear from among us, al-
though it existed long before the present mania "for
athleties had set in, and will not, it is hoped, continue
long after that eraze bas passedaway.”

THE HARBOUR- PLANS.

The importance of the subject .of the enlargement of
harbour “accommodation warrants further’ considera-
tion. As far as the harhour is concerned it is a matler
that the whole country is interested in, and should pio-
perly be looked upon from a broad, Dominion stand-
point. Unfortunately it has become mixed up with
such local questions as the widening’of Commissioners
street and flood protection, with which the transporta-
tion interests of the Dominion have no relation. The
difficulties surrounding the question have been inereased
of late by the introduction of personalities, until the
tangle has become so perplexing that it is difficult to
geb hold of the right end of the thread with which to
unravel it and reach the true solution as to what is the
best to be done. -

There is a great divergence of opinion among the
most thoughtful men who have studied out the matier
in detail. We find' some ‘with very large interests in
the port who deprecate rushing into a large expendi-
ture for providing accommodation much in advance of
the requirements for years to come. Other equally
solid men say that with proper allotments of space -the
trade, for vears to come, can be well provided for, and
they look with disfavour upon the commencement of
works that will inevitably result in the increase of the
wharfage dues to what they were previous to 1896

We cannot altogether agree with the Jatter view.
The present harbour charges must not be inereased—
they should in the interest of the conntry be reduced,
—at the same time it must be admitted that as trade is
now carried on, certain branches of it require more
room in the central part of the harbour than ean now
be provided without displacing old lines to make way
for new. It has been pointed out to us lately that but
three ocean vessels were occupying the space between
the entrance fo the Lachine Canal and Jacques Cnrtier
square. That may he so at any period of the year for
a short time, owing to circumstances not controliable,
and especially now from the fact that many vessels
have now left and will return later for their last trip
for the season. The old established lines naturally
say they require all the space they have had for yeurs,
and more accommodation for the new lines must-he
provided elsewhere; and that'raises the great difficulty.

None of the lines at present in possession would like
to be displaced for the four or five years that would be
required before either plan No. 6 or its later substitute
No. 19, could relieve them; and neither of those plans
could afford them an equal wharf space to worl\ ou
that they now enjoy.

Some surprise has been expressed at the facility with

which plan No. 6 has been dropped and replaced Dy.

plan No. 19, which retains all the costly and most of
the objectionable features of No. 6; in addition it
may be remarked, as we have hefore done, the proposed
upper pier whilst destroying fully ‘one half of its in-
erease of berths for s]nps that now exist, with more
wharf space to work on, is not likely ever to be -dp-
proved by the Deparbment of Canals. [t will readily
be admitted that a pier so placed would hamper the
traffic in the canals, and after all the money that Las
been and-is to fhe, spent upon them th.zt conld not

It must be borne in mind that the government plan
wis sibmitted informally to the trade organisations
and approved—as the daily papers reported—with the
com]mon ‘that the three piers should be made 1,000 feet
long instead of 800 feet, which ' which ias agreed fo-—
amd 1t was then supposed to be a settled matier.

" But so soon as the plan was sent down officially, a
dend seb wis made to upseb it and various intermediate
plans were proposed, until at last the respeetable No.
19 was propounded, and by energetic pushing was made
to-appear as if it had a general support, and so the un-
fortunate plan No. 6 was finally discarded by hoth
friend and foe.

To help the new movement along, personal abuse
was hedped upon the Minister of Public Works and
the government engineers, who were charged with
ignorance as to the requirements, and incapacity to
give any opinion on such asubject. The matter was
disposed of very summarily without any very earnest
desive, apparently, to weigh the merits of plau No. 19
as comparéd with that of the government engineers.
"T'he ddvocatés of the new plan undoubtedly turned a
sharp eorier when thev abandoned No. 6 to shout for
No. 19.°

We find some people who are again insisting that
Commissioners street should be widened by taking
down all the buildings from the Place Royal to Jacques
Cartier square. It is maintained that this would cost
no wmotre in the end than would all the expensive works -
that would be required to widen it in the direction of
the river. That widening and the flood protection
could then be accomplished by the cify at onee and the
harbour anthorities conld construct the new piers on
the low level as it was at first intended and now con-
templated by the government’s plan.

In considering the plans for the future, some radical
change or new departure. in. the. present .system of
handling goods in transit on to and from the: wharves
should be devised. The.cost of‘niov_ing freight from
cars or warehouses to.ships is unnecessarily’ great and
the method is antiquated and entirely out of date.
Surely in these progressive days by a re-urrangement
of the rails and by means of more switches, the cars
can be brought alongside of the ship and moved at all
hours of the day and night. In some way or other, the
time will surely soon come when some system will be
introduced by which electric cars will convey merchan-
dise to and from the warehouses in all parts of the
city to any part of the wharves more cheaply than is
now done. I is evident that improved facilities in
these respects are required and will eventually come
about. 'The sooner they are devised the hetter it will
be for the trade.

A PLAN T0 LESSEN DISHONLST KAILURLS.

An association has been organized in the States for
the purpose of putting some check upon dishonest
failures. The evils of injudicious credits must have
reached & climax when it is found necessary to orga-
nizea movement to lessen the frequeney of fraudulent
assignments which are a natural consequence of credits
being too freely granted. The association proposes to
prosecute those who have made a fraudulent assign-
ment. In order to secure materials for ‘such prosecu-
tion the association will make an investigalion into’
any suspected case on the application of five members,
The enquiry will be conduected by some well known
detective agency and, upon the evidence collected, if
deemed suflicient, a prosecution will bhe conmenced by
the association.

Against any well dc,vxsed scheme to cheek dishonest-
failures we would not offer a word of objection. But
we doubb whether the plan of.the National Association
of Credit Men, as above outlined is well devised for its
purpose, In the first place, the number of applieanis ..
for an investigation is too large. Before an investign--
tion will be ordered it mmt be asked. for by five mem- .

“Good credit-having been 'so’ estab~
lished, they are ready for a grand coup, which they pro-
ceed to carry out by obtaining goods from one or more
wholesalers whom they deliberately victimize by as-
signing his goods to some confederate to pay or secure
a fictitious claim, or to cover a genuine one which they
are meebing to avert insolvency, or, with the intention
to extend their fraudulent operations by a seeming
anxiety to be honest. In known cases goods so secured
have been used for a huge “sacrifice sale,” the sacri-
fieial vietims. being.the-one-or-more wholesalers -they

have deluded, the bargain” hunters Lieing used to assist

in.the* perpetration of ‘a erime.” Following “out : the
sctheme-of fraud, insolvency is'gone into after a con-
siderable sum of money has been secured by selling un-
paid for goods, and then the wholesalers discover that
their customer was deeply in debt to some friend when
he was representing himself as worthy of credit.

The President of the Association for dealing with
dishonest traders mentions the case of a storekeeper
who had heen conducting business for 12 or 14 years
in the same town, in his wife's name. He liad made a
statement to R. . Dun & Co., in which he made no
mention of his indebtedness to a bank. After he had
received goods based on that report he gave u mortgage
to a local bank for $10,000, which he claims was to
cover a debt overdue for some years. In plain words
he-obtained goods on credit from a wholesale firm in
order to pay a debt due to his banker. Such a trans-
action is manifestly as truly a ecrime as burglary, or
highway robbery. But it might be impossible to get
five persons to join in a demand for an investigation of
such cases as the above, for as a rule we believe frauds
of the worst kind are committed against only one or
two selected victims. The rule then that five must
join in an application seems to: us caleulated to defeat
the object in view. One trader’s statement that he
has strong evidence of a fruud having heen committed
ought to be sufficient ground for an investigation
being opened by the Association of Credit Men. Such
an enquiry and prosecution involves too great an ex-
pense to he undertaken by one firm, it is therefore
highly desirable forall who desire to put a check upon
dishonest failures to combine in order to defray the ex-
penses out of & common fund.

The very existence of this organization, if it is wisely
aid energétically managed, will have a wholesome effect
in the line of its object. Traders who may be con-
cocting some dishonest scheme would take warning if
they lnew that a powerful association with large funds
stood ready to investigate their affairs, and prosecute
them in case of fraud being' discovered. “The difficul-
ties of business éven when honourably 'tnd skilfully
conduncted give quite enough care aiid worty*bo traders;"

$275,040 for the year. St. Catharines is in the midst of
what has long been entitled the * (tarden of Canada,” the
Niagara peninsula, where the extremes of heat and cold are
tempered by the watersof the two great neighboring lakes---
the land which grows the best peaches in the -world, dnd
grapes that yield to none. The limitless water-power from
the falls of twenty-five locks along the Welland Canal, from
the level above Niagara Fallsto Lake Ontario, affords the citi-
-u» waeyual privileges for lighting, and manuafacturing and
for the trumways that connect it with the villages of Merrit-
ton and Thorold., Vicissitudes oceur everywhere; the fow in
St. Catharines have their causes in years long past, causes
happily passing away under the influence of the new era
which has dawned upon the city.

NEWFOUNDLAND'S RAILWAY.

The oldest British colony on this side the Atlantic has now
its line of railway running across the island from &St.
