-TirE-tea-chest -trade ouglit to be looked into by the inanu-
facturers of Pacifie coast spruce, says an American contempo-
rary. Millions of boxes are used annually in China and Japan
and the lumbermen of the Pacific northwest ouglt to supply
them. The most serions handicap l that of the low wages ob-
taining in the Orient, but machinery for making shooks super-
sedes so many laborers that the opportunities are about equal.
It ls worth investigating.

-T1iE Standard Oil Co , so it is alleged, ls endeavoring to
fasten its monopoly on the Essex County gas fields with the ob-
ject of tapping thé- flow to supply Toledo and Detroit. The
Government has been asked to prohibit-exportation, under the
plea that the concern will quickly exhaust the yiold as in the
case of Ohio several years ago, and so rob the corporations of
Leamington and King5ville of a wonderfuliy cheap fuel, which
it is lighly desirable for the good of the region should be con-
served.

-SEvERAL commercial travellers were iined at Gladstone,
Manu., last week for selling without a license. Complaint is
further mnade that an oastern firm is .misrepresenting a line of
steel ranges it is pushing in that section.

-PEtsoNAirY assessments in Toronto show a decrease for1896
of $426,380 comnpared to 1897, and this marked docline when
business is uinquestionably very iiueli better is inducing con-
siderable comment in civie circles. A radical change is being
discussed which would adopt as a basis of taxation a business
tax on the turnover. Such a plan, it ls held, would ultimately
work well, the present system talces an unfair advantage of the
small business man who is willling and does pay full taxes, and
on the other hand favors his large competitor who evades then.

-KiNosToN will be placed on a 34e basis instead of a 38e
basis as formerly when the winter rates of freifhlt come minto
force on November 15th next. This will make the dftli-class
rate between Kingston and Montreal seventeencents this winter,
is against nineteen cents last winter. In the sanie way-the rate
on sugar ls reduced froi fourteen to thirteen cents, and on iroi
to fifteen, seventeen and twenty cents, as against sixteen, nine-
teen and twenty-one cents last year.

The very large suims spent by our citizens in street car
rides, not along city routes only but for trips to subur-
ban places, such as Lachine, the 3ack River and Bout
de l'Isle, to which and other points the electric cars
have carried crowds daily all through thesummer, can-
not but have a considerable effect on the spendings in
stores. Probably however the effect is not to diminish
the gross amount expended in the city, but mainly to
change the personnel of the spenders as the money paid
to these electric railways goes to pay the drivers, con-
ductors, clerks and uechanics in their employ, and to
be distributed as dividends. The habit of so mîany
thousands of our people seeking fresh air by suburban
trips is a feature of the day which will have a whole-
some e1fect on the city's health, and will tend to create
a desire for more healthful dwellings.

Loolcing further afield we are greatly pleased to hear
of Toronto throving off the incubus imposed by the
real estate boom. Property is being hbought more
freely than for years, and a feeling is arising that iow
is a gond time to acquire real estate in Toronto as it is
promising to advance in value. Add to this that one
of our banks bas reacled the limit of its circulatioi
issues the present week. Altogether the signs of the
tines are encouraging, and known facts justify a
buoyant feeling.

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THE iCONOMY O ATHLETICS.

•"The discussions on this Subject wlich we have taken
for our text, althougli primarily intended for Eng'ish
readers, are little less applicable to the condition of
things prevailiig in Canada. English sports and
pastimes are b ,ecomingmore and more popular in tiis
conuntry, and even in the United States. Indeed, tHe
rivalry aioig the youtlis attending our colleges bas
beconie less marked in the class-rooin tlian in the field.
As the writer to wlion we are beliolden largely here also
says, it is not the piurpose to depreciate outdoor sports
or any otier forim of amusement. It is well for every-
body to take as imuch enîjoymîeit as lie cau afford to
pay for-i time or imioney; but the taste for athletics
is iiatural amonîg our young imeni and does not require
artificial cultivation or encourageient. The cou-

transatlantic cousins witlh their Gerian or other con-
tiiental rivals. Tiere is a striving on both sides of
the water to secure or retain the nîeutral markets of
the world, and althougl there is no truer saying than
that " All work and no play nakes Jack a dull boy,"
its opposite has equal force ; and unless we have more
regard for this side of the truisim, ve shall find Our-
sclves gradually being supplauted by more enterprising
and self-adapting rivals. 'Tlie need all over the coun-
try.is gettini g to b for longer heurs and closer appli-
cation, while. tle popular cry is for short hours, mnore
lolidays, and recreation in plenty. The week is
being gradually encroaclied upon, and the artisan is by
degrees persuading hiimself to look upon the portion
of it bmeweerî lriday night and Tuesday iiorning as

justly devoted to recreation. Thîis solid slice off, the
week is as yet claiied only by the worker, by those
aiong thleim wlvho keep so-called "labior-days". Thiose
whioi we also.maiy call the middle classes are progress-
ing in that (irectiioi-' on thicir bicycles."

uer, or a ball, lias becn pronioted over his hiead. We

quote from Mr. S. Il. Jeyes in the Fortniîhtg: Mr.
Jones no doubt was a 'sap' at school and a 'smug' at
collpe, but now lie is " giving the go-by to the Young
fellows who thouglt they did himî an honour if they
tossed him a careless nod when they passed him in the
Quad : and 30 years lience it will perhaps be this Mr.
Jones, wh1en thecy have departed this life, who w'ill
head the subscription to save their widows froi desti-
tultioni, for he still keeps a tender place in his heart for
the bright, popular lads who treated hii almost as an
equal in the old days, when lie crept about the corri-
dors half ashamîed of his own existence, and, in a defer-
ential sort of way, carried off all the prizes as if they
were inatters of no consequence."

The writer of this jeremiad (as lie calls it) on athle-
tics, apologizes in some measure for the warning which
lie lias sounuded, for, as he admits, cricket, football, rmn-
-ning,'rowiiig, &c., are distractions whiclh iiinost cases
work their own cure. Wlhen we hear a young tman
boast of his laving cycled 3,000 miles between his work
hours during the summer season in and around Mont-
treal, we are ourselves disposed to wonder wlether the
cyelist ever thinks while on his rounds that there is no
other object to be gained in life beyond whirling along
through it at a speed of 12 or 20 miles an hour. A ad
then football, the einder-pati and the lake or river,
except in a desultory way, involve an amount of train-
ing and self-deinial that are not invariably compatible
with the ordinary duties and amusements of city life.
Few me carry then on after their 25tli year except,
perhaps, the cycling recreation, to which people of all
ages froin 7 to 70 appear to be devotees; and if tlhev
have not given too inuch of their previous career to
such the harn is not irreparable. They give thei-
selves a bad start il life, but if they have the true
athletic iiettle in theim, they nay be able, unless as
soietiimîes happens, tlheir general energy hias been iim -
paired by preniature strain rather than developed by
normal exercises-to recover the lost groundi. To ex-
cel in such sports is not given to many, and there is no
temptation, once the stimulus of school or college life
is escaped, to go on with the pastimes in whicl oue
ents but an indifferent or sometimes sorry figure. It is
the introduction of easier pastimes thau cricket or row-
ing which is perhaps wastiug so much tlat ouglit
to be spent, if nîot at the desk, at least in taking stock
Of oneself, il associating with otier iinds and brinlg-
ing out one's latent powers. Lawn-tennis, golf-onle
of the iiost coiiiienîdable of ail out-door pastimes-for
people of middle age--cycliig-these are amusements
which anybody can learn with very little trouble and
soon coues to enjoy, to look for as a daily need. It is
truc that real excellence in. these pursuits nay be as
liard to attaiiii as in any of the old-established sports,
but one muay become a passable performer, just as one
iay learn to sit a " reasonable horse" or to brinîg
down " a fairly confiding partridge without any great
call on the virtues of patience, sobriety, courage," etc.

People have been blaned for becoming the slaves of
habit, and yet it goes without saying that the employer
or lis clerk ivho has acquired the craving for a spin on
bis bicycle every afternoon at 5 o'clock is just as mleh
a slave of habit as the self-indulgent colleague whoi
he despises for not being able to get on without a
Scotcl-and-soda or a glass of beer at il oe'clock. ."The
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one man is playing havoe with bis stomach, the other
vith bis future." e niay nianage to finish up bis

day's tasks befo-e he starts for his outing, but the
value of work done under such pressure is not very
great. It may pass muster, but it does not gain credit.
It is just the stuif turned out by what is doscribed as
"a pot-boiling, iread-winni ng, scampin g nechanic."
It lacks the ideas and intelligence of an effective
ambition.

There is but one kind of ass'ets with wbich ail men
are equally endowed,-everyone has 24 hours in his
day-and if lie allots two, tbree or four to his racket,
bis clubs or bis wheel, lie is deliberately choosing to
run with the weights against him, and must not
complain wh'ben lie is beaten by rank outsiders.. Nor is
the case much improved if lie confines his pleasure to
his week's ends.; it is just the leisure time between
Saturday affternoon and 'onday muorning which should
inspire the ideas that muay raise hii above the conion
ruck. We need not again impress upon our readers
that this is not meant, either ini England, or in Canada,
or the United States as a protest against holiday-
making, whetber athletic or socially, but only against
the regular habit of tearing about between work and
play and filing up every hour of the 24 with self-
imposed engagements. Those among us in Montreal
who can cast our eyes back a quarter of a century and
recall the young atlhletes in those timues-ivleu'the
sports and pastines of Englislh university men iwere
known but to a limited extent in Canada-and look to-
day at these mon in iniddle-age-forner winners of
races and otier severe contests or games-may fori
seine-idea of what probably awaits those who simnilarly
distance their competitors in the severe athleties of
the present day. As our essayist remarks, "sone of
the more fortunate atlletes, who have contrived to do
just enougli reading, and are blessed with just sufficient
brains to vin colourable honors at school or college,
have no doubt a career marked out for them"; and he
winds up with the aspiration and trust tliat "the manly
type of young imen, souid in %vind and liib and clean
in heart, will never disappear fromn among us, a]-
tlough it existed long before the present mania 'for
athleties had set in, and will not, it is hoped, continue
long after that craze has passed away." Competition in
ail lines, in professions as vell as in trade and coin-
merce, bas beconie so keen nowadays that one nust
not neglect any opportunity of acquiring knowledge
that nay promote velfare in riper years. It is very
well to speak of the ancient Greeks and their habits.
"Their fascinating ideal did very well aiong a people
whose wants were simple, and vho bad no rivals to
undersell them in their own inarkets." The young
man who gives up bis best years or bis best thouglts
to atheletics is dressing the balance against nimjself,
with the result tiat le is supplanted by sone very in-
ferior person for wiomî le feels a hearty ,md perhaps
excusable contempt. He may be soothed and consoled
for a tinie by the smilesand admiration of ail the pretty
girls vhoin he knows, but when it cones to serious
love-miaking lie discovers that those engaging innocents
do not, as a rule, choose their husbands fromn aniong
the ranks of thos wlio have nothing else beyond their'
-athletic records to recommend them.

THE 'IIRRBOUR. PLANS.

The importance of the subject of the enlargement of
harbour accommodation warrants further considera-
tion. As far as the harbour is concerned it is a inatter
that the whole country is interested in, and shoild pro-
perly be looked upon from a broad, Dominion stand-
point. Unfortunately it lias become mixed un with
sucb local questions as the videning*of Conimmissioners
street and flood protection, with which the transporta-
tion interests of the Doninion have no relation. The
difficulties surrounding the question have been increased
of late by the introduction of peronailities, until- the
tangle has becone so perplexing that it is difficult to
get hold of the riglht end of the thread with whicl to
unravel it and reach the true solution as to what is the
best to be donc.

There is a great divergence of opinion among the
most thoughtful inen who bave studied out the matter
in detail. We find' some îwith very large interests in
the port who deprecate rushing into a large expendi-
ture for providing accommodation nich in advance of
the requirenents for years to come. Other equally
solid men say tlat with proper allotments of space the
trade, for years to coie, can bc well provided for, and
tbey look with disfavour upon the commencement of
works that will inevitably resuit in the increase of the
wharfage dues to what they were previous to 1896.

We cannot altogether agree witlh the latter view.
The presemit harbour charges niust not be increased-
they should in the interest of the cou ntry be reduced,
-at the saie time it rmust be admitted that as trade is
now carried on, certain branches of it require more
room in the central part of the harbour thian can now
bo provided without displacing old lines to miake wy
for iew. It lias been pointed out to us lately thmat luit
three ocean vessels were occupying the space between
the entrance to the Lachine Canal and Jacques Cartier
square. That nay be so at any period of the year for
a short tine, owing to circumstances not controllable,
and especially now froin the fact tlat nany vessels
have now left and will retuîrn later for their last trip
for the season. The old establisied linos naturally
say they require ail the space they have lad for years,
and more accommodation for the new lines nmust he
provided elsewhere; anid that'raises the great difficulty.

None of the lines at preseit in possession would like
to be displaced for the four or five years that would be
required before eithier plan No. 6 or its later substitute
No. 19, could relieve thein; and neither of those plans
could afford then an equal wharf space to work on
that they now enjoy.

Some surprise lias been expressed at the facility with
wbich plan No. 6 lias been dropped and replaced· by.
plan No. 19, which retains ail the costly and inost of
the objectionable features of No. 6; in addition' it
muay be renarked, as ve have before done, the propos«ed
upper pier whilst destroying fully one half of its in-
crease of berths for ships thmat now exist, with miore
wharf space to work on, is not likely ever toe cp-
proved by the Departmnent of Canais. It will readily
be admitted that a pier so placed would hanper the
traffic in the canais, and ifter ail the ioney that lias
been and is to !be, spent ution thei that could not
be tolerated.
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Coniparing plan No. 19, as it shows, with that of the
ChiIefengincer ôf the Public Works:Departmnent sent
tfrtli'e HjaHjotr Côîinissioners with-the éndorseient
of hë Minister àf Public Worlcs ou the 18th of Augûst
luå"tshàforuier provides for 18 large vessels, whilst the,

tte'r li'vidée.for 17; but Ieaving out the upper im;
jmusible pier on Nô. 191 the plan of the Departmeni ôf
ltblic Works actuilly provides for more vessels than
does No. 19, and besides that it cani be carried out for
farloss noney and will in manîy respects afford botter
accoimoiidation for- trade thian will plan No. 19, and,
flirthèr, have the inestimable advantage that it can be
cdirríod out p r ively as required without any serious
interruption of the railway traflic on the wharves.
It i ust beborne in miind that the goverinent plian
wâs stibmnitted i ifornially to the trade organisations
and aIproved-as the daily papers reported-witli the
e ucoiditioi that the th ree piers should b made 1,000 feet
lon instead of 800 feet,'whiloli which ivas' agrecd' to-
and it was Hien supposed to beoa settled natter.

But so oon as the plan was sent lown otlicially, a
dead set was made to upset it and varions interinediate
plans wee proposed, niiitfil at last flic respectable No.
I· - as propoiiuded, anid by ciiergetic puîshing was inade
ta appear as if it lad a general sup)port, and so the tii-
fortiuate plan No. 6 was finally discarded hy both
friend and foc.

To help lmi ne w imoveiient alog, persoial abuse
was heIapiled upon the Minister of Public Workis and
he governient engineers, who were charged witl

ignarance as to the requirenients, and iicapacity to
give any opinion on sutchi a subject. The iiatter was
disposed of very soinun ar ily withouto any very earnest
de'sire, apparently, ta weigl the nerits of plaii No. 19
as coinparéd with that of the governiment engineers.
The ad vocates of the iew plan undoubtedly turncd a
shiirp Corner wlhci they abàndioned No. 6 to shout for
No. 19.

We ave rasol to kiow that mlianiy of those most
deepfly iinterested in the harbour disapprove of the
îmeans tlat have beeii used to raise a prejndice against
the plani of the D e)partment of Phiblic Works. The
personality of the Hon. Mr. Tarte las notihing whatever
to do with if; and yet fle harbour question is used as a
target in tfe City HaIl and elsewrliee to injure iiimii

politically. Mr. Tarte in hlis position could not pos-
sibly ignore the professioial opinions of the goverli-
ieiunt engineCrs, wlien it caile to bea q uestion of spend-
ngpui money. aiid welic lie aissuied office le foun id

thafp thîî'e enginlîeerms, whîo had been specially ap
poited fa the pu rlpose, reported in favour of soue
radical changes in plai No. with fli the view of limprov-
iinghei' neom odation and ieduicing tiChe cost. WIat
Colif' l'lî fr1 iniister, or what could tle Gvernment do
inflin ciust: nes but abide by the advice of their

We find some people who are again insisting that
Commissioners street should be widened by taking
down all the buildings from the Place Royal to Jacques
Cartier square. It is naintained that this would cost
no more in the end than would all the expensive works
that would be required to widen it in the direction of
the river. That widening and the flood protection
could thon be accomiplished by the city at once and the
harbour autiorities could construct the new piers on
the low level as it was al; first intended and now con-
tenplated by the governient's plan.

In coisidering the plans for tie future, sonie radical
change or new departure, ,i...the.,present .system of
landling goods in transit on to and fromn hie wharves
should be devised. The cost of moving freiglit from
cars or warehouses to.ships is unnecessarily great and
the method is antiquated and entirely out . of date.
Surely in these progressive days by a re-arrangement
of the rails and by means of more switches, the cars
eau be brought alongside of the shlip and moved at all
hours of the day and nîight. In some way or other, the
tine will surely soon come when soine system will be
introduced by which electric cars will convey ierchan-
dise to and fron the wareliouses in all parts of the
city to any part of the wharves more cheaply than is
now doue. It is evident that improved facilities in
thiese respects are required and will eveitually cone
about. The sooner they are devised the better it will
be for the trade.

A PLAN TO LESSEN DISHONEST FAILURES.

An association has been organized in the States for
the purpose of putting some check upon dishonest
failures. The evils of injudicious credits mnust have
reached a climax wlhen it is found necessary to orga-
nize a novenient to lessen the frequency of fraudulent
assignmuents wlich i are a natural couscj uence of credits
being too freely granted. The association proposes to

prosecute 'those who have made a fraudulent assign-
ment. In order to secure imaterials for such prosecu-
tion the association will inake an investigation into
aiy suspected case on the application of five mienibers.
The enquiry will be conducted by somne Well known
detective agency and, upon the evidence collected, if
deemîed suflicient, a prosecution will be conuinienced by
the association.

Against aiiy.well devised scemlene to check dislonest
failures we would iot offer a word of objection. But
we doubt whbether the plan of the National Association
of Credit Men, as above outlined is well devised for its
purpose. li the first place, the nuniber of applicaiis
for an investigation is too large. ßefore an investiga-
tion vill be ordered it nust be asked for by five ,memî-
bers.of the association. Now i' is a very commnuon exý
perience for a d isliost trader ta have.victiniized only
one or tw'o ierchants. C.unning men often acquire.a
fair reputation by dealing.with a.iiniber cf erchauts.
ini a strietly honorable inanner, soietinies ostenîtatiaus-
ly so wienî their dishonest schemiie is ripening. They
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hm4n-ëkh ïöWn oföriönifanoney=.to.: g a' vbnle-
saler's claim long b6efore it was'due iiiorder -to reabe
an. impression of their-beingwell supplied a'ith capi-
tal.. Having -worked several imerchliants in thii .way1
they have secured quite a -reputation for square deal-
ing and prompt. paynens. On this reputatian they
base:their scheme of fraud, of which their very '" hon-
esty' was a part. Good credit iaving been ýso estab-
lished, they are ready for a grand coup, whicl they pro-
ceed te carry ont by obtaining goods froin one or more
wholesalers whom they deliberately victimize by as-
signing his goods to some confederate ta pay or secure
a fictitieus claini, or ta cover a genuine one whicli they
are meeting to avert insolvency, or, with the intention
to extend their fraudulent operations by a seeming
anxiety to be honest. In known cases goods se secured
have been used for a huge "sacrifice sale," the sacri-
ficial victims being,the one-or more wholesalers Aliey
have deluded, the bargain' hunters being used to assist:
in the jierpetration of .a crime.'- Following 'outn: the
scheneof fraud, insolvency is one nto after a con-
siderable sun of money bas been secured by selling un-
paid for goods, and thien the wholesalers discover that
their customer was deeply in debt to seme friend when
le was representing himself as worthy of credit.

The President of the Association for dealing with
dishonest traders mentions the case of a storekeeper
who had been conducting business for .12 or 14 years
in the sane town, in his wife's name. He lad made a
statemient ta R. G. Dun & Co., in which he made no
mention of his indebtedness to a bank. After he hîad
received goods based on that report he gave a maortgage
te a local bank for $10,000, whicl lie claims was te
cover a debt overdue for some years. In plain words
he-obtained goods on credit from a wholesale firni in
order ta pay a debt due to his banker. Sucli a trans-
actionis manifestly as truly a crime as burglary, or
highway robbery. But it might be impossible ta get
five persons ta join in a demand for an investigation of
such cases as the above, for as a rule we believe frauds
of the worst kind are committed against only one or
two selected victims. The rule then tlat five must
join in an application seems to: us calculated to defeat
the object in view. One trader's statement that he
bas strong evidence of a fraud having been comnitted
ought to be sufficient ground for an investigation
being opened by the Association of Credit Men. Snch
an enquiry and prosecution involves too great an ex-
pense ta be undertaken by one firn, it is therefore
highly desirable for all who desire te put a check upon
dishonest failures to combine in order ta defray the ex-
penses out of a common fund.

The very existence of this organization, if iL is wisely
anîd energetically managed, will have a wholesone effect
in, the line of its object. Traders who nay be con-
cocting some dishonest scheme would take wariiing if
they knew that a powerful association with large f unds
stood ready te investigate their affairs, and prosecute
them inl case of fraud being discovered. The difficul-
ies of business éven when hionourably tnd skilfully

conldueted give quiteenougli care and ivoirf to traders,
without their being punished by fraudulentf customers
whose operation niiglit he checked materially by such
an organization as wo-have describede

Since then there has been a continuous developient ,n
the size of ocean steamers by such gradual advances as
to create no new conditions, but onily variations in
those with which the captains, mates, engineers and.
sailors of nuierous vessels were faniîliar. If a skilful
driver of one horse undertakes to drive six -in hand he
is sure to get the team tangled, putif._e practices vitl
a.pair,.then with four, he,,will probably be:successful
with six. So with ocean liners, the captains and officers
have been trained in. the handling of .vessels of a
gradually increasing size, so that the leviathans, now,,
afloat are navigated with remarkable iiimuiity.from
accidents. One of these recently built is 461 feet long,
has a tonnage of 5,431 tons, and a displaceient of 12,-
600 tons. Her engines have 3,500 horse-power, which
will ensure a speed of 12 knots. This slip has
space on the upper deck for .1,000 head of. cattle, also
cold storage for dairy produce and fruit of the most
approved style, whichl will make her favored for ship-
ments of farm products. The Germanls have recently
launched the "Wilhelm der Grosse", which claims tb be
now the largest steamer afloat, but lier supremacy ii
this respect will be short-lived, as the " Oceanie" now
on the stocks for the White Star line is 55 feet longer
than the great German. Much significance attaches
ta the "Montrose" as sie is specially built for freight
to and from Canada. The owners would not have put,,
such a splendid new steamer on tho route had. they not
had great faiti in the expansion of Canadian trade
with Great Britain.

A lA ILJWAY DIVDEND MATTER.

As prosperity ruturns and rail way earnings becone larger,
:.amarks the R(ilr'Uom( Gazelle muany railiroads are exposed to

a danger which the operating ollicors often feel acutely.
This is the pressure for the resumption of or an increase in
dividonds, when there is a crying nod for larger expenditure
on (he road and its rolling stock. During tlie past tour lean
years nost roads have practicod the severest econony, and a
vasi u înoi,ît of w'ork ihat needed to he done has beau post-
polnod, from an absoluto lack of ieans to pay.for it. Now
the requisitions will bogin to pour in, and ià is of the .first
inportancethat they should be filled. Somle of thei must

bu, or the increase in trahlie cannot be handled. The cars
out of repair that have been standing on side tracks bacause
not needed muist be made fit for service, and the locomotive
stock made eflicient, for the trahie will go to the road that
can carry it, ; but there are nany other expenditures that
may possibly be still further postponed, and the grand army
of speculators, who are hoping tô muake 20 or 30 or 40 par
cent on chares by the advance in price caused by better pros-
pects confirmed by larger dividends, exercise ali the influence
they eau to obtain an early increase in dividends, with no re-
gard to tIe permanent interests of the road. Directors of
railroad companies have no duty whatever to assist specula-
tors ta make money in this way. They should regard the
interests of the sharaeolders as if they were permanent
holders, and as much interested in the prosperity of the
property in 1900 as in the last quarter of 1897. The very
bst sign for most railroad companies in these days will be a
lai-go increase in expenses.

These
deposits should be renioved and destroyed by every one who
would save his fruit, shruibs and trees froni injury or die-
struction.
