The Bishop of Liondon has appointed Thura-
day and Friday, March 7th and 8th, for this
year’s Session of his Diocesan Conferonce.

The Ministering Children’s League now num-
bars 23,000, In the British Isles are 140
branches, and about 500 elsewhere.

Bismor Whitaker, of Pensylvania, started
upon his visitation to Cuba on Monday Jan. 28.
e will be absont most of the month of Feb-

rusry.

Among the signatures to Archdeacon Den-
nison’s protest against the prosecution of Bish-
op King is the Rev. A. Stewart, Rector of
Liverpool, and Chaplain to Bishop Ryle.

TaE new surpliced choir at St. James’ church,
Detroit, Rev, S, W. Frisbie, Roector, was intro-
duoced in the chancel on Sanday last, singing et
both services. The vestments have all been
made by the ladies of the cengregation, There
are forty voices in the choir.

The Ven. Archdeacon Philpot has reached
his ninety-eighth birthday. He was born in
1792. A year or two ago, when he was preach-
ing in a Saffolk chvreh, he began his sermon
by say‘n - “hat “the last time he was in the
game ,wipit Was in the year the battle of
Waterloo was fought.

Tage Rector of Christ Church, Hyde Park,
the Rev. Henry 1I.. C. Braddon, has recently
added a boy choir to his service, whose singing
is pronounced to be of a very high order. The
increasing frequency of surpliced choirs in this
diocese is worthy of remark. They are found
almost everywhere and are regarded with

favor.

81 AxN's Church, New York, the Rev, Dr.
Gallaudet, rector, has received from a person,
who desires not to be known, $11,000, and the
barden of debt, so long resting upon it, is
entirely removed. The condition of the gift is
that St. Ann’s should be a tres church, with a
pernament mission to deaf mutes.

The Daily Prayer Union in connection with
the Wurcester Tract Society, under the presi
dency of Bishop Perry, now numbers 72,900
members, inclading 650 clergy and 17,250 in
the United States. Its objects are to promote
prayer for the Holy Spirit throughout the
world, and to make Him better koown, loved,
honoured, and worshipped.

It has been determined by the Church Club,
to give & course of lectures in Zion Charch,
New York, daring the coming spring, on the
subjscts of the Church n the British lsles. The
first of these lectures will be entitled, * The

Celtic Chureh ;" the second,” The Anglo-Saxon
Church ; " the third, *“ The Norman Period;"”
the fourth, * Wickliffe and the Reformation
Period;” the fifth and last, *The Puritan
Reaction.”

The church will be con-
nected by & cloister to Trinity house, which
was built mostly by the giftse of the Messrs.
Flower,

A Rainway o JERUSALEM.~—According to

a letter received from Jerusalem, & firman has
been granted to Mr. Joseph Navon for the
construction of a railway between Jaffa and
Jerusalem. A company has alrewdy been
formed, and it is expected that operations will
be commenced in the coming month of Mah.
The route adopted is believed to be that by
Wady Surar, in which case the line will pass
near the Artaf colony of the Jewish Refugees,
Aid Society, and the Jerusalem station be
southwest of the oity, in the neighborhood of the
German s.itlement.

Lay Hzrp 18 LoNpoN.—The London Diocese

Book gives the name, address, and churh-work
of 6,742 male unpaid workers who are members
of the Association of Lay Helpers for the
Diocese of London, arranged ir parishes, rural
deaneries, and sarchdeaconries. This i8 an
increase of 224 volunteer 1ay helpers over the
previous year, and includes 220 commisioned
readers, who are also volunteers. There were
only nine commissions given last year as
against 44 admissions o readerships in the
previous year, which were somewhat wholesale,
as many as half a dozen readers being com-
missioned in one batch for one parish. The
complaints ariging from this lowering of the
office led to the sppointment of o committee,
presided over by the Bishop of Marborough,
who have reported in favour of a Diocesan
Reader Board to oversee all matters connected
with the commissioning and licensing of
volunteer reader, as well as the institution of
two orders of readers—one parochial and the
other diocesan—the latter receiving & general
permanent commission, s vailabde in any diocese
on the license of its Bishop, withuot having to
repeat the service of admission.

‘Tar ORDINATIONS OF 1888,—According to
the Rev. H. T. Armfield’'s statistics just pub-
lished there were 592 caudidates (306 deacons,

and 286 priests) at the Advent ordinations. Of
this number it appears that 353, or upwards of
59 per cent.,, were graduates of Oxford and
Cambridge, This percentage shows no tenden-
oy to decline. From a summary of the ordina-
tions of1883, the following faots are disclosed: -
1. The proportion of Oxford and Cambridge
gradyates ordained during the entire year 1888
is upwards of 59 per cent. of the whole, the
corresponding rate for the years 1881-3 having
been 57, b5, 56, 57, 59, 57, 60, and now 059
respocttively. If we add the few men who
roceed to their degrees after ordination, it
would make the uumber of Oxford or Cambridge
graduates now entering Holy Orders well over
60 per cent. of the whale, 2. The number of
literates ordained in 1888 amounts to 35, the
numbers baving been 74, 59, 48, 46, 55, 38, 45,
snd now 36 in the years 18%18 respectively.
The encouraging feature in the prosent state-
ment is the upward tendency in the number of
Dencons. We must not generalise hastly from
the results of a single year, but one cannot be
blind to the faot that the total for 1887 fell
more than 100 below that for 1886, while the
present year falls semewhat lower still, and is,
in fact, lower than any totsl since 1882, The
causes of theso flactusrions are too ocoult t6 be
tabualated ; but there are some adverse influences
which are known to be at work; and if they
should continue it is quite certain that the
authorities and frionds of the Church will have
to do more than ever has been done for keep-
ing her ministry adequately supplied.

bat Luther and his followera in other parts
of Europe approved of is considered ‘soul-
deatroying’ by his admirers in England, It is
diffioult to comprehend the standpoint of these
gentlomen. There seem to be two logical posi-
tions—strict rubrical conformity (apparently,
though not really, demanded by the Bishop's
progecutors), and the ples that omission is not
prohibition—in other words, that the compil-
ors of the rubric left the traditional ritual
where it was, except where they purposely
sltered it. The first position is an impossible
one; the second is that by which, more or less,
the clergy have practically been governed, It
covers the use of the pulpit, organ, and various
other ornaments and utensils; it regulates
much of our movements. Ritualists (so-called)
contend that it covers also the questicns in dis-
pute. It certainly squares with the contention
that the Church of England is the great historic
Charch of this country, and not the creation of
Henry or Blizabeth, or any person or part of
the period of the Reformation, and it as cer-
tainly squares with the laws and statutes of the
realm, a8 well as affords the only meaning of
the word ¢ reformation.! It provides the only

ssible moius vivendi at the presesnt time, I
believe that if fairly and honestly recognized it
will be found to covor such a diversity of ritual
88 will snit all parties in the Church. The
great majority of Churchmen are tolerably
contented with matters as they now stand;
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they assuredly will not be contented if they are
“brought to such an issue us tho Bishop's proseca-
tors desire, An Established Church in_ which
" guoh men a8 Pusey and Xeble and Drs. Liddon
and Church and Bishop King could find no
place would mot hold together a twelvemonth,
and I may venture to suy would not be worth

preserving.”

EPISCOPAL ORDINATION.

Tue STaToTE OF 1571 AND AcrioN TaxkN
Unper It

(From the Church Eclectic).

——

In the course of the late discussion concern-
ing the admission of Orders other than those
ministored by Bishops, a great deal has been
said abont a Statuto passed by Parliament in
1671, ontitled *“ An Act for the Ministers of
the Church to be of sound religion.” This
Statute contained the following passago :

Every person, under the degrco of a Bishop,

which doth or shall pretend to be a Iriest or
minister of God's Holy Word and Sacraments
by reason of any other form of institution, con
socralion or ordering, thun the form ret fortb by
Parlinment in thetime of the late King Edward
VI. or now ured, #hall, in the presence of the
Bishop or Guardian of the Spiritualities of
some ono diocere whero he hath or shall have
ecclesinstical living, declure his assont and
snbsorihe to all the Articles of religion which
only concern the confession of the true Chris-
tinn Faith, and the doctrine of the Sacraments.

Qo the one hand it is ussumed and then as-
perted, that this Statute was pasred to enuble
those who had been ordained on the Continent
of Europe or in Scotlund to bo admitted to
gervice in the Church of lpgland without or-
dination by a Birhop. It ixnot clasimed s0 by
sny Bishop in Eogland  Icdeed, asno such or-
dinations had, probably, occared at the time
when tho Statuto was enacted, it is difficult to
soe how such a cluim could be advanced,

On the other band, it is held that the Act
was intended 1o apply to those of the clergy
who bad been ordained by the Roman Ponti-
fieal in the reign of Mary, and that no reference
was intended to the perrons above meationed.
What aro the grounds for this interpretation of
the Statute ?

1. Archdeacon Huardwick shows that sub-
scription to tho Articles of Religion wus ** aban-
doned for & poriod of eighleen yeurs; " 4, e
from 1553, the your of Mury's accession, till
1671, tho date ot the Stutnte in gquestion.
Before the lust named date, ‘‘1he clorgy on
ontering their benofives very generally aceepted
a tost of doctrine embodied in tho ** Eleven
Aaticles,” set forth by the Bishop in 15659. Bat
this appears to have boen ull ‘*‘that was re.
quired.”

2. But was there uny reason for requiring
subsoription in 15671 from persovs ordaived in
Mary's reign, which does not apply before that
date ? In April, 1670 Pius V. bad issued his
bull ¢ Regnum in Excelsis,” by which Kiizabeth
was excommunicated, and her subjects absolved
from their alliegianco and forbidden ‘1o obey
her, or her mouitions, mandates and laws,”
This bull was formally published in England in
1571 ; and from this duate thero were “daily
successions from the Church st tho beok of the
Roman Pontift.”” Naturally then, at such a
time attention would be directed to deacons
and priests ordained in Mary's reign, and it
would be an cqually natural proceeding 1o sub-
jeot them to spmething more stringent than
what bad hitherto been imposed.

8. The Puritan party locked with no favour
on this Statute, as \hey surely would havedone
had it been regurded as opening & door for
bringing into Englund persons ordained
abroad ; and thus increase their own numbers
and inflaence. In their first ‘‘ Admonition to

Parlisment,”in 157 2, they make greatcomplaint
of the Act of 1571, and beg thatsomething may
be done for those who are unwilling to sub-
scribe. If the action invoked by them may
seem strange in view of the fact that it would
favor the Marian clergy, to whom they were
specially antsgonistic, it may be well to re-
member, thut if this was the firat it certainly
had not been the Jast time that Puritanism has
been ready to favor Popary 8o long as the
Charch of England was harmed.

4. A document, writter by one Percival
Wyburn, describing the ¢ State of the Church
of Bogland,” is extant and may properly be
referred to here. This person had been an
exile in Mary's time, had returned to England
und been ordained by Bishop Grindal in 1559,
und was deprived for non-conformity in 1664.
Daring the summer 1566 he was on the Contin-
ent of Burope, and placed, as he himsolf states,
in the haods of Bullinger * two schedules.” In
one of these he says, *The Hnglish clergy con-
sists, partly of the popish priests, who still
retain their former office, and partly of ministers
lutely ordained by some Bishop there, at his
pleasure.”

Hud there beer, at this time, persons of
foreign ordination holding cures in England, is
it likely that a persor of Wyburn's symputhies
would have failed to note it ?

5. But, it muy be said, this Statute of 1571
wan intended to change the condition of things,
48 Wyburn describes it, in 1566, and to" admit
to service those who were previously excluded.
This theory is ingenious, no doubt, but it will
not bear exaumination,

In the first place, if such were the intention
of the Statute it went directly in the teeth of
not only the law of the Church bat the law of
the Reslm; and that withont any intimation of
4 parpose to repeal either.

The law of the Church, as contained in tho
prefuce to the Ordical was, that “ no man (oot
being atthis present Bishop, Priest or Deacon)
shull execute any ot [the functions of these
Orderr] except he be called, tried, examined,
and asdmitted, aceording to the form hereafier
following ;" and that form required ordination
by a Bishop.

What was thus the lsw of the Church was,
ulso, the lnw of the Realm. For the Prayor
Book of 1559, had, by the Aet of Uniformity
of that year, beocme part of such law. And
when tho unreal objection was raised that the
Ordinal was not spucifically mentioned in that
Act, another Act was pussed in 15666, by which
the O:dipal, specificully mentioned, was
dectured to be a part of the law of the Realm.
Is it at ull likely that the Act of .57l counld
bave been intended to contradict and annul
the virtual enactment of 1559, and the specific
one of 1566 ?

But, secondly, we are not left to conjecture
ov balancing of probabilities In this muatter.
Thero are adjudicated oases which interpret the
Stutute in gquestion; sod that not in the way
now so contidently claimed.

1. The cuse ot William Whittingham, Dean
of Durham, who had been gudained sabroad.
A commission was appointed in 15783— a pro-
vioas one having affected nothing—to consider
his case ; and smong other things charged was
‘ that he was neither deacon or minister, but
a mere layman—mere lagcus.”

The Statute of 1571 was not pleaded as cover-
ing his cuse. He died, howover, while the
process was pending.

2. In 1581, Rubeit Wright, a domestic chap-
lain to Liord Rich, who had been ordained by
the Antworp Presbytery, was cited before Ayl-
mer, Bishop of London, who *‘ refused 1o allow
his Orders, and pronounced him a lsymen, and
incapable of holding auy living in the Chureh.”
Aguin there was no appeal to the Statutes of
1671.

3. The case of Walter Travers was mention
ed in the lust number of the Helectic. Arch-
bishop Whitguft refused his consent to making
him Master of the Temple, on tho ground of

the insufficiency of his ordination by the Pres-
bytery of Antwerp. Later on he was breught
before the High Commissioner which inhibited
him from preaching; and the first reason given
for the inhibition was, * that he was no lawful
orduined minister according to the Charch of
Esgland.”

Travers appealed to the Privy Council, and
pleaded the Statute of 1571, as covering his
case. His appeal was not sustained ; Ais inter-
pretation of the Statute not accepted ; and the
decision of the High Commission was not re-
verged.

If all this does not show that the Statute of
1571 cannot be fairly interpreted as the attempt
is now made to interpret it, it is difficult to
zeo what proof could do it.

No doubt the law was sometimes violated or
sometimes evaded, by persons who, for politi-
cel purposes, or opposition to the Churah,
would have been glad to have biotted it out.
Bat to roasou from violations or evasions of a
law to its non-existence is, to say the least, a
curious sort of logio.

CANNON MEYRICK ON THE
EUCHARIST.

Canon Meyrick's treatise on the Holy Com-
munion is introduced to the reader by Bishop
Harold Browne in a highly laudatory preface
and is in the Theological Honour course in T.
C. D.: (Trinity College Dublin). He sums up
the mystery of the Eucharist in its several as
pects a3 follows,

“The Holy Communion is & Remembrance,
a Sacrifice, & means of Feeding, a means of In-
corporation, a Pledge.

“It is s Remembrance in so far as its objeot
is to recall to the minds of Christians the love
of Christ as exhibited in the saorifice of His

deatb, in 80 far a8 it commemorates by an oat-
ward aot that divine sacrifice, and in so far as
it is a memorial of Christ and His death before
man and before God.

Tt is o Sacrifice, inasmuch as it is an offer-
inz made to God as an sot of religions worship
—sp.ritual sucrifice, as being a sacrifice of
prayer and praise to God for the benefits receiv-
ed by the sacrifice of the death of Christ; &
material sacrifice, in 80 far as the bread and
wine are regarded as %ifts of homage to God in
acknowledgement ¢f His creative and sustain-
ing power ; a commemorative sacrifice, inasmuch
as it commemorstes the great Sacrifice of the
Cross; the words commemorative sacrifice
meaning, in this acceptation & Jommemoration
of the sacrifice. But it is not a sacrifice of
Christ to His Father, whereby God is propiti-
ated and man’s sins expiated.

“Itis & means ot Feeding upon Christ; bat
this feeding is not affected by the elements to
be osten being changed into Christ—an hypoth-
osis which gre.v up in the ninth centary among
a rude and uninstrocted populace, forced its
way into the theology of the Western Church
in tho eloventh century althongh opposed to
the tradition of the Church, the true interpre-
tation of Seripture, and the tenets of philosophy
—un hypothesis which has led to the practises
ot Rescrvation, Procession of the Sucrament,
Elevation, Adoration, Communion ip oOne
kind, Fasting Reception (when imposed as of
necessity), svd the behalf that Christ’s Body is
eaten by the wicked.

“ Nor is our Feeding on Christ effected by
our ecating His material Body, together with
tho bread and wine, which is the theory of Con-
substantiation. ’

‘But it is effected by the spiritual Presence
of Christ, and the benefits of His bloodshedding
on the Cross being conveyed to the soul of the
humblie recipient qualified by faith and love to-
wards God and maun.

“It i 2 means of Incorporation, inasmuch
a8 by it we are more and more made part of the
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mystical Body of Christ, and united with its
other members.

It is a Pledge, inasmuch as it serves to the
humble Christian as & symbolical assurance of
God’s past forgiveness, and of his present favour
towards him, and of s futare inheritance gra-
ociously reserved for him,

“Remembrance, Sacrifice, Feeding, Incorpor-
ation, Pledge. Regard uny one of these ideas
as an adequate expression of thedootsine of the
Holy Communion, and we shall bhave only a
partial coneception of it. Combine them, and
attain as nearly to a complets notion and ap-
prebension of it as the nature of a mystery will
admit.”

IN MEMORIAM CATHERINE LANDER.

On the 18th October last, there entered into
rest at Port Daniel on the Bay Chaleurs P.Q,
one, who, & having been through a long life &
true mother in Israel to the Church in that
Distriot, ought not to be allowed o pass away
without & few words of loving and gratefal
commemoration of her beautiful life, and of the
good works and alms deeds which she did. The
writers apology for the tardiness of this memo-

rial must be that the tidings of his revered
friend's decesse only reached him quite lately.

Catherine Mackenzie was born in Sterling, in
Scotland, on the 11th of November 1800. Af-
ter a bright religious childhood and youth dar-

ing which she became in due course a full
member of the Prerbyteriun Church of Scot-
land, she was married at the age of nineteen
to William Murray Lacder, a union which
turned out a very happy ome. The young
couple at once emigrated to America and set-
tled for a fow years at Miramichi, but finally re-
moved sixty three years ago to Port Daniel.

There being then no other Protestant minie-
trations except thoso of the Charch of England
within reach, the Lander’s gladly availed them-
telves of these, and soon became stesdfast
members of the Church, Their fidelity in time
underwent a trial.

A large proportion of the English speaking
settlers in the Bay bad been Presbytorians, and
and bad like the Landers availed themselves of
the gratuitous services of the English Church.
Many years Jater on ,owing to some offence
taken sgainst tho clergymen, & considerable
number of the-e were persuaded to soparate
themerelves and call a Prerbytorian minister,
The Landers howover, withstood all solicita-
tious 10 join them. The Church of England,
Mr. Lander said, cared for our souls when our
own Church never looked after us. and wo are
not going to forsuke her now. Their Church
{rincip]es were doubtless muck strangthened

y tbe sppointment o the Bay Chalcur Mis-
sion, in 1841, of the Ruv, Genrge Milne, who
had becn educated tor the Presbyterian Minis.
try, but beccming convinced of the exclusive
validity of Epircopal o:rders sought them at
the bands of Bithop Mountain. A warm friend-
ship soon eprang vp bhetween there two equally
estimable families tho Milnes ard the Landers,
which was the source of much happiness and
benefit to both.

The only clergyman in the District in the
earliest of there duyr was tho Missionary at
Gaspe, who had to sfford such pastoral care as
he could to the settler<scattered over a hundred
miles of coart, Lator on a Missionary was
stationed at New Ca:lisle. - The Landers hounse
was from ti-e firet the horpitsble and genial
bome of the Bizhops und Clergy of the Church
a8 they pussed up and down the coast, and the
visita epsecially of ibe Church's chief pastore
were to them cterished memories. It was
while staying in Mrs. Lundes’s house that the
sad tidirgs of his second son’s death reached
Bishop Mountain, the story of which is patheti-
cally told in the Bishop's memoir.

To the Landers were born one son, who died

while a child, and seven danghters, Two of
the latter with many grandochiidren, are still
living in Port Daniel. At the time of her
decease Mre. Liander had been & widow for
thirty-three years.

Mra. Lander's life was beauntiful in its sim-
plicity and integrity and in its high honour-
able character, There was a certain guick
stateliness about the venerable lady which was
very becoming. Her religion was unosten-
tations bat solidly real, of that calm sober
quality of which Keble speaks in the Preface
to the Christian year a3 the characteristic of
trune Church of England piety. It is not too
much to say that the Church of England, not
in Port Danie! only but in the entire Gaspe
District, owes much to the sterling qualities of
the religion of the Lander family, and espeocial-
ly of her wh> was for 80 many years its hon-
ourable head. Her end was peace.

 The souls of the righteous are in the hands
of God : for God proved them and found them
worthy for himself.”

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.

QuEBEC.—A meeting was held on the 1Zth,
'eb. at the Cathedral Reotory, in connection
with the proposed memorial for the late Dr.

Lobley. Present: the Dean of Quebec, the
Venerable Archdeacon Roe, Rev. Canon
Richardson, Rev. Lennox Williams, Rev. Alfred
Bareham, Rev. Elson I. Rexford and Mr. J.
Hamilton. Mr. Rexford was requested to act
as secretary. Letters were read trom England
giving an account of the sudden death of the
Rev. Dr, Lobley. Letters were also read from
several clergnmen in the Diocese of Montreal
and Quebeo, former students of the late Dr.
Lobley, and others, all expressing & strong
desire that some fitting memorial of the late
Dr. Lobley's work in the Diogese of Quabec and
Montrea! should be provided. It seems to bo
the general opinion gathered from the letters
received, and from those present, that the
memorial should be of a dual character to com-
memorate his work in the two Dicceses of
Quaebec and Montreal. The Archdeacon report-
ed that & committee had been formed at Len-
noxville, and in Montreal, for the same pur
ose,

The Dean of Quebec, the Rev. Messrs. Wil-
liams, Barcham and Rexford, and Measrs. Geo,
White, Charles Smith and Wm. Petry were ap-
pointed committee with power to add io their
number for the purpose of co operating with
similar committees appointed for the purpose
above named.

It was also suggested that an effort bs made
to raire fifteen hundred dollars for the pur-
pose of providing (1) a portrait of the late Dr,
Lobley and (2) a scholarship to be known as
the Lobley Scholarship to perpetnate the
memory of Dr. Lobley's oconnection with
Bishop's College School ; this ssholarship to
be tenable for three years, aud to be awarded
in accordance with conditions prescribed by
the governing body of the Sohool.

DIOCESE OF ONTARIO.

Pazsoorr.—The annual Missionary meeting
was held here on Sunday, Feb. 10th, and a large
number were present to listen to addresses from
Reov. Messrs. Garratt, of Rochesterville, Ottaws,
and A. Elliott, of Camden East, who formed the
deputation; both gentlemen with earnest prac-
tical eloquence sought to place before their
hearers a word picture of the Diocese as it i,
and ss it was; the needs of Missionaries, and
the sum required to meet imperative demands
if the work is 10 progress in anything like the
ratio in which it has done; in pleading the
canse of their brethren stationed in remote and
aparsely settled dietricts, enduring hardness in
all ways, with very small salaries it was stated
from figures, which cannot deceive, that of all
contribntors to Missions, missionaries are rela-
tively the moet liberal. What an answer to
those who carp st every appesl made.

Rev. Mr. Lewin, rector, who precided at the
mecting gave a very satisfactory financial state-
ment, and was ‘supported by the Rev Mr.
Woodcock, curate, in a few brief searching re-
marks, urged the congregation not to relux
their efforie but to encoursge und cultivate &
spirit of just single minded liberality. A branch
of the Children's Church Missionary Guild was
orgunized here abont three months ago, and is
making good progress ; they work in coonmnec-
tion with the Womens' Auxiliary, of which
their Superintendent, Miss Kirhy, is a member.
Although so lately formed this Society has
alrendy raised about $76 for missicnary pur—
poses. At Christmas they took part in a sale
of work, and have now produced the delight-
ful Cantata “Birth ot Christ” in a manner
which refiects the utmost eredit upon the Guild
and their able head, as was fully testified by the
large and attentive andience which enjoyed the
solos, choruses, tableaux, and other atiractive
geatures of the entertainment. Tho children
seem to thoroughly understand the aims of
their organization and are likely to prove very
important allies.

GaNaNcQUE.—A meeting was held in Christ
Church, lately, to consider the advisibility of

erecting & parish room for Sunday School and
other purposes in connection with the Church.
The Rector Rev. H. Aunston, occupied the chair.
After disoussing the matter, it was decided to
to go on with the building, and as 4 commence-
ment & financial committee was appointed,
composed of a large number of the ladies of the
Chureh, who will undertake to canvass for sub-
seriptions and raise money in varioms ways.
A building committee was also appointed,
composed of the Rector, churchwardens and a
number of the male members of the congrega-
tion, whose daty it will be to ascertain cost of
building, style and situation for the same, &o.
Two propositions are under consideration, one
to buiid & separate bnilding on one side of the
church; the other to add to the length of the
Chburch in the front, the new partto beused as
& parish room, or thrown into the church pro-
per by meanr ofa system of folding doors when
ooccasion requires extra seating accommodation
in the main building. The latter schemeseems
to meet with very general approval, as there
are times when the church is overcrow ed.

DIOCESE OF HURON.

MononyrowN AND CaRaDOC REEsEavE.—

The three eongregations of Zion Church
Oneida; Bt. Panl's, Lower Muncey, and St.
John’s, Upper Muncey, held a grand union
missionary meeting in the new Council House
on the occasion of a visit from the Right Rev
the Bishop of Huron. The Rev. A. Grasetl
Smith, missionary in ocharge, conduoted the
opening exeroises, and gave out & weil-known
missionary hymn, in which all could join;
the (ueidas, Munceys and Ojibways all joining
their voices with the white men in singing the
praises of the one common Father, and each
one singing in his owan tonguo in which be was
born. After the opening prayers the choir of
Zion Church sang the Te Deum in Oneids, and
then, after a short addressby Resv. Canon
Smith, the choir of St. Paul’s sang an anthem
in the Muncey tongue, some of the Indian wo-
men haviag voices remarkable for great power
and sweotness. The Bishop then gave an ad-
mirable address on the subject of the mission-
ary work of the Church in various parts of the
world. Tho Bishops address was followed by
another anthem in English by one of the
Indian choirs. A liberal collection was then
made, after which the address was intepreted
to each tribe by their respective intoerpretors;
James Wolfe, for the Muunceys, Chief
Johu French for the Ojibways and Chiof
Washington Doxtater for the Oneidas. Another
bymn was sung by the united choirs, and this
wes followed by & genersl hand-shaking, the
whole congregution passiog up to the front and
shaking bands in turn with the Bishop and
clergy present. The following address way
then read to the Bishop by Chief Washington
Doxtater in behalf of the other representatives
of congregations presont:—

To the Right Reverend Bishop of Huron.

My Lorp,—We are three different bands of
Indians, glad to meoet yon on our resesve to-day
to visit us. We do not sce the Great Black
Coat very often. By the holp ot God you have
done great good to us by sending your ministers
to preach 1o us the gospol, and also youm help
us from Church society to psy teachersi‘to
edacate our children, to bring them into more
light ; and therefore we are very thankful to
your Lordship that we begin to 8ee the bonefit
for us, because education has been given to us
by yoar ministers, who teach us how we may
prepare for the better world. We wish that
you may live long to continue this good work,
and we will do all we can to help. We shake
hands with yon from our hearts,

Signed by three intrepreters on behalf of the
congregations : :

Chief John French; James Wolfe; Chief
Washington Doxtator.

The Bishop was much touched by tho address
and replied in feeling terms, promising to visit
them as often as circumstances would permit,

At the close of the meeting the Bishop and
clergy, including the Rev. 8. R. Asbury, of
Delewars, returned to the parsonage, which has
been recently erected throngh the exertions of
the missionary, Rev. A, G. Smith, who collect-
ed money in England and the United States,
a8 Well as in Canada. The bailding is a model
structure, and reflects the highest oredit upon
those who had the matter in hand. The Bish-
op expressed himself a8 much pleased with the
house and with his visit generally.

The Bishop of Huron has appointed Rev.

A large con
gregation had assembled in the Church, and
punctually at 10 o’clock the vestry door opencd
and the procession entered the Church in the
following order:

ings Mattins had been said at an earlier boar,
and the service began, after the singing of a
hymn, with the rermon, which was preached
by the Archdescon of Vancouver. At the
close of the hymn, following the sermon, came
the presentation of the candidates; then the
Litany with the special suffrage for those to be
ordained, ard the Communion Office to the end
of the Epistle, the Biskop being celebrant. Be-
fore the Gospel the Bishop sitting in his chair
in front of the altar and wearing his mitre, ex-

amined and ordained the two candidates for
Deacon’s Orders, separately, laying his bands
upon the head of each and giving them the

ew Testament. The Gospel was then read by
the Rev. F. L. Stephensot, one of the newly-
ordained Deacons, after which came the ad-
dress ot the Bishop to the candidate for Priest's
Orders, the examination, the space for silent
prayer, the * Veni Creator,” the Bishop's
prayer, and the Imposition of Hands, in which
all the Priests present joined. The Bible hav-
ing been delivered into the hands of the newly-
ordained Priest the Communion Service was
then procceded with, the Nicone Creed, the
“ Sanotus,” and *‘Gloria in excelsis” beng
beaautifally sung by the Choir.

We were glad to see that nearly the whole
congregation remained to the end of the ser-
vice, and between 30 and 40 communicuted.
After the benediction and ablations the proces-
gion returned to the vestry in reversed order,

The Service throughout was very impressive
and was conduocted with the reverence and dig-
nity becoming so solemn a function. Too
handsume cope in which the Bishop was vested,
the mitre and pastoral staff, and the richiy em-
broidered white stoles worn by the olergy, all
added to the beauty and stateliness of the cere-
mony, And those who were witnessing un
i Ordination for the first time cannot have failed
'to be impressed with the solemnity of the ser-
“vice with which oar Church admits candidates
to her saored ministry.—Churchman’s Gazette.

% Of the total number of Church Membors re-
turned, 3885, no less than 1054 are Communi-
cants, or more than 36 per cent; and the whole
‘enm of the contribntione within the Diocese
amounied to $9504 97, which gives an average
!contribution of $245 for every man, woman
|s.nd child, white people and Indians together.
Deducting the number of Indians, and their
| contributions, the average contribution of white
pao;()ile was $3.48 for each man, woman and
child.

It is imnpossible to bo dissatisied with these
figures especially the raiio of Commaunicants.
Nevertheless there is o much more to do, so
many places where there are no services, 8o
many where the services are insuffi;ient, tosay
nothing of Churchos aud Parsonsge Houses
that need to be built, that one cannot help wish:
ing there were more means wherewith to doit™”

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Irish Ecclesiastical Gazelte says:—

If we are to believe a paragraph in the Rock,
which has gained general circulation, at the

eleventh hour some qualms of conscience have
seiged those who are pursaing the English Bish-
ops in the law courts. Somo *‘ well known
evangelical leaders” have entered into com-
munication with “men of foromost standing
amongst advanced Churchmen,” to see what
can be dome. Our impression is that they
bave taken the step too late for their own
character and for the peace of the Church.
There is one English Bishop who, if he had
spoken the word, might have stayed these pro-
secutions, but he was silent, There 18 nothing
for it now but that the moderate men oo the
ovangelioal side shall issue a manifesto, declar-
ing that they cannot sympathisc with those
who are bringing the Bishops and clergy of the
Church of England into the law courts fora
ritual that they have grounds for declaring is
admissible. Sooner or later, for betler or worse,
the position of those who are called ° Ritual
ists” in the Church of England mnust be recog-
nized ; and ifthere is evil, we must oniy patient-
ly bear it, and pray and bhope that tho evil will
right iteelf. The alterpative is, to drive thom
out, or, if they should prove strong enough, to
drive their opponenta out, This the Ritvalists

have never showa a desire to do; and, on the
other hand, the evangelical party are implored
by their leader, Bishop Ryle, above all things
pot to secede. It is not likely the secular conrts
wiil ever legislate in & direction to make the
Chirch too narrow for men like Bishop King.
Dean Church, or Canon Liddon.

The same paper £ays:—

The Bishop of Peterborough, in speaking the
other duy on the spiritual necessities of the
largely increasing population of his diocese,
said that the laity had rightly set the standard
of a clergyman very high. They required him
to be at once » preacher, a priest, and a pastor.
In the Chureh of Rome the fanctions of the
clergy were, more exclusively, those of the
priest, and the fanctions of Noncorformist min-
isters were more particulurly those of the
preacher than of the pastor. The words of the
Bishop may well bo repcated, and we think it
will, a3 4 rule, be found that where tho viear of
a parish has failed in his work, it has been
owing th his having forgotten one of what the
Bishops culls the three ideals of clerical life.
How many ren aro there who, intent on the
priestly offive, disparage preaching, and, onthe
other hand, how many who with a gift for
preachiog almost forget that they are priests!
May we pot go further and say that there are
both priests and preachers who put aside all
pastoral work, and yet without it, they must
not expect to do any good that will be perman-
ent.

The North East, of Portland, Maine says:—

Charch poople sometimes seem to forzet that
tho assertion of distinct Church principles is the
surest means of extending the influence and power
of the Church. No oue shoald oo content ull he
is doing his utmost to strengthen and assist
the spiritual grow:h of the parish t0 which he
belovgs.  As his own soul is noarished, so must
it be with others; that nonrishment i3 minis-
iered 10 him sacramentally, snd mastbe given to
others in tho same maunner. For a ¢ommuai-
cant toslight the Holy Communion, even if
otherwise careful of taitiliing religious obliga-
tions, injures not only his ownspiritual progress,
but lowers the Huly Sacrament in the eyes of
others. It the Cnurch has any higher place of
Christizn daty than others, it is becuuse she
culls men to receive from her Liord through her
the means by which they can surely attain to a
higher spirivausl lifs. Churchmen shoald con-
stuntly sod Joyalily show their colors, and not
haul them dowa s0 frequently as they do out of
u false sense o complinent Lo other Christians
who may approach them, Tae Cnurck wounld
have her chiidren gentle sad coarteous, but she
expects thum alwuys to bo true and loyal and
brave aud firm in the muaintenance of her prin
ciples.

OUR INDIAN HOMES.

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :

Sie,—I am glad to be ablo to report that
under God's blessing, our work among the In-
dian ch.ldren is making good progress. Oar
Homes are getling now to be welt known and
to be more widely supported; the Government
also is desling iiberaily with us; and I have
good hopes nw that sone of my dreams of the
past will suon seo their {ulfiiment.

At Elkhorn, Manitoba, we are establishing
two houses, the ' Washakada,' for forty girls,
and the ' Kasois,' for forty buys. [ have jast
sent up iny foreman from here, M~ C. D. Mao-
kepz'e, to neb us Saperintendeat temporarily,
overlook the erectioa of baildings and go round
to collect pupils. There will be four buildings
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- in all; the Girls’ Home, the Boys' Home, and
the central building for school and meals. We
expeoct also to have a farm and farm buildings
a little distance off. When all is complated,
and the pupils gathered in, I shall hope to fiad
a clergymsan and wife to take charge, and I am
already in communication with certsin parties
to that end. The Bishop of Rapert’s Land has
kindly coneented to be * Visitor ' and adviser.

Our work here at the Shingwauk is also, un-
der God's blessing, progressing. 1 have good
hope of receiving a liberal Government grant
this summer towards enlarging and extending
our bnildings; we hope to add to our land, in-
orease the number of our pnpils, and teach ad-
ditionsl trades. By avd by I hope to have be-
tween 200 sud 300 pupile at the Shingwauk.
Having other Homes oonnected with uns in
Manitobs and the Northwest is an infinite ad-
vantage. We are now weaving cloth, tailoring
anJd making boots and shoes; & large propor-
tion of onr products being despatched to the
Elkhorn school. The pupils at all our schools
are to wear one genersl uniform,and all will
be conducted on one general plan I have just
engaged a Superintondent to assist me in my
work here, Mr. Thomsas Dowler, late teacher
and Sunday-school superintendent at Brace-
bridge. The increased work obliges me to be
so much away that it has become absolately
necessary for me to employ a local Superintend-
ent. I have nothing ut present to meot his
salary, but we live in hopes of an increased
Government grant and & widor suppori by the
Sunday-schools and the Womens’ Anxiliary. It
is & oznse for much thankfalness and encour-
sgement that our pupil, David Osughee, passed
so well the Civil Service examipalion, sud he
has now gone to Ottawa to work in the Indian
Departmont.

Wae hope also, if God will, to make a start
with our Western Homes this summer. They
will probably be located at Medicino Hat, just
on the border between Assiniboia and Alberta;
Government approves the location and intimates
that help may be expected, and we have abouy
£820 so far in hand towards building. The In-
stitution will be in Bishop Anson’s diocess, and
we hope to gather into it, Blackfect, Blood,
Sarcee, Cree and Sioux Indian children. Bishop
Auvson has consented to be President of these
Western Homes, even as the Bishop of Algoma
is President of the Algoma Homes.

Church’s orthodox teaching to be disinrbed by
a religious sensational novel. This is troly an
age frnitful in usefal Church literature, and
yes how deplorably ignorant we fiod many
amongst our people upon Church History, or
even the current evenis which make her on-
ward progress, and yet they forego the reading
of books calculated to enlighten, instruct and
comfort them, to revel in works of fiction as

literary treats, which give. nothing to repay
them, nothing to encourage the aspirations of
love aud trust, nothisg to strengthen the coa-
ooption of a Heavenly Father's care, or the
hope of a Heavenly home.

I know several ladies who have read Robert
BElsmere with extreme pleasure, who huve af-
terwurds expressed much regret for having done
so. I came across the same work at a hotel in
the hands of a traveller, who was glutting over
its pages with a countenance beaming with
dolight, not in a mere litorary treat, but, in its
disturbing clements of the Faith once delivored
to the Saints; he was a disciple of Iugorsoll,
feediog on the fanciful inventions of its writer,
aud worshipping the advocate of no religious
social ties, no God, no Heaven, no visiou of
eternity, no Rock of Ages, no sare and certain
hope of & resurrection to eternal life. I putthe
question to him “with this snnihilation of ull
that rociety holds dear what have you to gain
in exchange.”

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THE INSTRUCTION AND CONFIRMA.
TION OF CHILDREN.

——

By T8£ Rev.J. N. RipLEY.

The importance of this subjeci cannot baover-
eatimated. It meets the Pastor st every turn.
How shall they be instrncted, and when shall
they be confirmed ? As the time comes for the
formation of classes for confirmation it is op-
portune to bring this mattor clearly before the
minds of Pastors and people.

The Church's instructions with reference to
the confirmation of children are clear and ex-
plicit. Neither parents, sponsors, nor pastors
oan mistake that last exhortation in the bap-
tismal office : ¢ Ye are to take care (mark the

words ‘ take oare ') that this child be brought
to the Bishop to be confirmed by him, s0 soon
as he oan say the Creed, the Lord's Prayer, and
the Ten Commandments, and js sufficiently in-
struoted in 1he othr perts of the Church Cate-
chism set forth for that purpose.”

Ten per cent., at least of all the Sanday-
sohool scholars should be included in the oon-
flxmation claeses every yoar. Will not parents
and sponsors remember their solemn respomnsi-
bilities and obligations, and bring or send their
children when they are of sufficient age, say 12
years, that they may be instructed by their

sstors for oconfirmation and Holy Commun-
jon? If Sunday-school teachers would remem-
Ler that all Sunday-school instruotion was of
little practical account that did not fit the hearts
and minds of the pupils for those higher means
of e which are the privilege ot every ohild
of 5?:, it wounld no doubt be productive of great
results, and carry out in some messure the
Churoh's intention with reference to the train-
ing of children.

No doubt, all childreu cannot have the same
spiritual discernment. They need and ought
not to be required to have it, for we do not find

it 8o in adults ; but being children of God by
baptismsl regenerstion, they are entitled and
privileged to receive all the spiritual blessings
God has vonchsafed in His Holy Church, Shail
perents, aud teachers, and pastors even, obstruct
the highway of Christian life by placing there
requirements which the Church in no past age
has placed before any of her children? Oaght
we not rather to endeavor to make that high.
way the delight of every ohild of God, no mat-
ter how young ? Children are to be trained in
the divine life. Parents and sponsors are the
guides in that life, a8 well a8 the ordained min-
istry. They are not to be left to choose their
life, but to be brought up in the love and fear of
God. The Church is sacramental in its charac-
ter, and every baptized person, young or old,
has failed to complete his obligations to the
Church of God who is not in full communion,
It is the privilege of every child to come to
confirmation and communion, and that is a de-
fective aystem and work which does not secure
to the Church’s fold all the children who have
been under her constant training for at least
fiva years. Why not? For what does the
Sundry-school exist oxcept to teach children
what they ought to know and believe for their
soul's health ? Are the sacraments to be dis-
carded? Ie the sacramental life a thing of lesa
importance than a sortof superficial knowledge
of the Bible? No teaching of children is com-
plete whioh does not besr them forward con-
stantly towards that moral and spiritnal pre-
paration which fits them for a worthy partici-
pation in the higher sacramental mysteries,

Every child who has arrived at the age of 12
shounld be nnder specinl pastoral instruction un-
til the time of his confirmation, How small a
percentage would be lost by such a system? Is
it not the method which the Church herself in-
ouicates ? The Sunday-school doesnot take the
place of this personal instruction by the pastor
himself, neither can the ministry delegate this
work to the Sanday school teacher. If this
oluss instroction were more insisted upon, and
parents frequently exhorted to comply with the
Church’s demands, thers would be untold re-
sults.

Every Christian man baptized into the mysti-
oal Body, fed by the Sacramental Body, be-
comes & representative Christ, His members
are the members of Christ, and he himselt be-
comes & temple of the Holy Ghost, consecrated
to the obedient, reasonable bodily sorvice of the
living God. .

It follows that man has no separate indepen-
dent life in himself. He canpot choose with
safety to go without the food of the Church, un-
less he would endanger the salvation ofhis own
body. The Divine plan meets many enemies :
there are enemies Within ourselves. Rapested
sacramental acts are neceasary in view ot daily
needs, frequent triale aod temptations. “ He
that eateth Me,” saith the Saviour, “even he

shall live by Me, ¢ The Bread which 1 give

is My Flesh, which I will give for the life of
of the world.”

It follows farther that there can be no true
Christianity without service, where the body,
thomgh not, perhaps, crucified with nails,
other than the words of the wise, may be tied
with cords to the rules of Christ and the Mys-
tiosl Body, until the old nature is dead, and the
new man is victorions,

And again, the Incarnation makes fleshly sin
inconceivable to a Christian man, who would
prefer to enter in to life maimed than to choose
kell for his whole gelf. ‘“Shall I take the
members of Christ and join them to & harlot?’
God forbid. Christian men, ye are bought with
the price of Christ's Body, ye are offered the
strength of His Body, ye have the fellowship
of His Body, therefore glorify God with your
bodies, which are God’s.—The Michigan Church-
man.

SYSTEMATIC GIVING.

The obligation to give God one-tenth of one's
income does not exist under the Christian dis-
ponsation, It was a featare of a religious sys-
tem which wasexcellent—the very best, indeed
—for itg age, but which presed away when
Christ came, and has been succeeded by & bet-
ter one—better, among other reasons, because
it is a system of principles rather than of de-
tails, becanso it allows freedom of juigment in-
stead of presoribing mere mechunical obedience.
Under this beiter Chiintian system the believer
is bound to give generonsly to God, but not to
give any precise amount which is the same pro-
portionately as that given by his neighbors and
friends. He is bidden tu give regularly ‘“‘on
the first dey of the wook,” evidently as an ele-
ment of his worship, and to give according to
his means, * as he may prosper.” He also is
tavght to give willingly,  not grudgingly or of
pecessity ; tor God loveth a cheerful giver.”
But he nowhere is told to give a tenth or any
other definite proportion of his income. The
amount, absolute and relative alike, i3 left to
his own sense of duty in view of existing needs
in the community and the worxld, and of his
knowledge of his porsonal financial condition.
In a vast number of cases a tonth would be too
litle, Itis m fundamental principle of Chris-
tianity that all which the believer has belongs
to God. But each is left to determine his pro-
portion for himself, and answe» for it. Weare
the more clear in this conviction of the Ilib-
erty of private judgraent on tho subject because
it is 80 evident that one-lonth is far from mean-
ing the same thing to ali men. One-tenth of an
annual income of $50,000—end there are many
sach—is §6,000 and one-tenth of an income of
$2,000 is only $200. But is there any question
that it is a geverer strain npon the man to give
away 8200 and have only $1,800 remuining,
than to give away §5,000 and bhave §4b.000 re-
moining ? In other words, there are some peo-
ple, and many, whose consciences never ougbt
to be eatisfed unless they give to the Lord overy
year much more than a tenth of their income.
There are many others alio, we have no dounbs,
who cannot reasonebly be expected to give
away s0 much a8 one-tenth, In short, the
Christian hns been put upon his honor deliber-
ately by the Almighty God to study his duty
in this matter faithfully, and to do it loyally,
but not necessarily to give any settled propor-
tion of his income. This seems to be the sum
of the whole matter.— The Congregational:st.

METROPOLITAN OF CANADA.

Tae MxrroroLiTaN of Canada, in point of

" age, i8, we believe, the oldest Bishop in the
Anglican Commurion. The Bishop of Guiana
in his semior by Consecration, although three
or four years younger. John Medley, was born
in London, England, on the 19th of December,
1804, After several years of insiruction at a
private boarding school, he matriculated at
‘Wadham College, Oxford, from whence he gra-
duated with Houours in the year 1526, and be-
came a Master of Arts of the University four
years later. In 1826 he married Christiana
Bacon, & daughter of John Bacon, jr., a scalp-
tor of Loudon, by whom he had eight children

—five sons and three daugh-
ters. He was ordained Dea-
con in 1828, and took his first
charge at a small country
village in Devonshire oailed
Southleigh. Here he remain-
ed three years, when he be-
came Vicar of St. John's,
Truro, in Cornwall. At Traro
he stayod until 1838, when he
accepted the Vicarage of St.
Thomas', Exeter. Seven yecars
of hard and trying work were
spent in this parish, durieg
which the Bishop became one
of the Translators of the
Early Fathers and took up
study of Church Music as well
as Church architecture. These
wore yours of sorrow 1o him
likewiso, since three of his
children died, and shoruly af-
ter thia loss his grief was in-
creased by the death of his
wife and his agoed mother.

In 1844, Rev. John Medley
was appointed Prebendary of
Exzeter Cathedral, and in 1846
was consecrated at Lumbeth
Palace, First Bishop of the
newly oreated Sce of Freder-
icton., On St. Barnabas' Day,
June 1ith, 1445, the First
Bishop of Fredericton was
duly "installed in  Christ
Church, the old Parish Church
of Fredericton, Rov. George
Coster being Ractor of the
Parish, and Archdeacon of the
Diocese.

When the Bishop arrived in
Frederioton he found the poor
almost entirely excluded from
the privilege of Christian worship in the Church.
His first work, after organizirg his Diocese, was
to build a smell stone Chapel which sheuld be
free to the poor. This Chapel was completed
and duly consecrated in 1846, and proved of

reat use and value to the poor of Christ's flock.

t was the first example of Gothic architecture
in New Brauswick, and a8 & consequence was
the chject of severe criticism by those whe went
to see it during its comstruction. While this
Chapel was being built the Bishop nndertook &
far heavier work in the erection of a Cathedral.
Many were the difflculties which met him on
all sides at the outset of this undertaking, bat
by steadfast perseverance and indomitable cour-
age the difficulties were overcome, the Cathe-
dral was finished, the old Church pulled down,
the St. Anne's Chapel made the Parish Church,
and the beautiful Cathedral Church, 8 cut of
whioh is herewith given to our readers, was
consecrated on Wednesday, Angust 31st, 1853,
in the presence of an immense crowd of wor-
shippers, many of whom were representative

Bishops, Clergy and Laymen from the Upper
Provinces of Canada and from the United
States.

A short description of the Cathedral may not
be out of place. It is situated at the Eastern
end of the City of Fredericlon, within & short
distance of the bank of the noble river St. John,
and is the first objeot that strikes the eye as an
spproach is made to the city by water. Amore
desirable and besutiful site cannot be conceived.
The style of the architecture is that called se-
cond pointed, or decorated. The ground plan
is eruoiform with central tower and spire, The
nave, including the north and south aisles, is ¥4
by 62 feet, and is divided in five bays, the porch
bsing projected from the second bay on the
south side from the west end. Thore is & west-
ern porch or rather triple arcade, flanked by
butitresses. The Font of Caen stone iz a strik.
ing feature of the interior. The area of the

tower 26 feet 6 inches square forms the chojr,

which is backed by north and south transepts,

'Fi i . /‘ = .
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which contain the organs; onone side the great
and swell and organs, and on tho other the
ohoir organ. Beyond the choir is the Sanctu-
ary, 49 feet 6 inches by 26 feet 6 inches. This
is approsched from the choir by four steps, and
three more intervene before the altaris reached,
The windows are all of stained glass of English
manufacture The bailding is entirely of stone,
excepting the spire. There is an admirable
pesl of eight bells in the tower ; the tenor bell
weighing 2,000 lbs. These were cast by Measra.
‘Warner, of London, and each bears & Latin in-
scription, The cost of the Cathedral was §61,-
600; the greater part of which large sum was
personally collected by the Bishop himself.
Ever since the consecration Day the voice of
prayer and praise has daily soanded within the
walls of this Cathedral, and the Fostivals and
Fasts of the Church have all these "years been
observed, and it is the Bishop's greatest delight
in life to worship in its_holy courts and lead

others also thither. Whenever in residence
the Bishop always preaches at least once every

Sundey, oftener twice, unless hindered by siok- -
ness, )

At the meeting of the Provincial Synod at
Montreal, in September, 1879, the Bishops of
the Church in Canada elected The Bishop of
Frederioton as their Metropolitan, his olaim be-
ing that of seniority, and sinoe that date he has
presided at their Councils with marked ability
and unflinching energy. In May 1881 Bishop
Kingdon was appointed Coadjutor to the Bishop
of Fredericton, bat though now 84 years \f age
the latter still takes fally half the work of hie
Diocese, 8s well as the many duties whioh sur-
round the high office of Metropolitan, In 1858
The Bishop crossed the Atlantio in response to
the summons of The Avrchbishop of Casterbury
1o attend at the Lambeth Conferonce, and there
took his fair share of work in the deliberations
of that august Assembly, besides visiting his
many friends and acquaintances in the Mother
Country, a8 well as tho old haunts of the yeara
of his youth, Whilst in the Mother Country

he was the worthy recipient
of many attentions, being in-
vited to preach in many of
the Cathedrals and prominent
Ohurches: and as well be-
cause of his high office as of
his marked abilities and pro-
found learning reccived the
degree of Dootor of Divinity
from the Universities of Cam-
bridge and Durham.

The love and esteem in
which His Lordship is held
in his own Diocese was evi-
denced by the warm hearted
address precented to him by
the Clorgy and Laity on his
return on Sept. 17th, 1885,
to carry on the work of his
Diocese; and in which we
hepe he may with God's
blessing labour on for some
yoars to come. As we write
this we hear, however, with
exireme regret and some
ooncern that His Lordshi
is suffering from the eg
foots of a severe fall on the
ice, which took place shortly
after last Christmas; but we
sincerely hope that the troun-
ble will only be tempora
and that we may see his wel-
come faco in Montreal at the
next Provineial Synod Meet-
mg in September, 1889,

We conclude thisimperfect
sketch of one, who has made
a lasting impression for godd
upon the Chureh in this land,
and who will be long remem-
bered with affection by
Churchmen io all parts of the
Ecclezinstical Province, with the following ex-
tract from another sketch of the Bishop's life:

“ What daring scribe will venture to dwell
with neodless emphasis on what all who read
this journal know as the living and acted sér-
mon of 4 life-time, that embodiment of Christian
and gentlemsn, blended so that each aspeot is
the necessary supploment of the other ? Who
will dare to repeat the genial stories which the
good Bishop (not seldom at his own expenié)
loves to relate, and relates so well, of amusing
experiences in his travels, and the records of
intercourse with many minds, of which none
left him unimproved, or uncheered by courtesy
or frierdly word? Who will ppeak of that
perfect cxample of simplicity snd domastie lite,
g0 needful above all in & lund where wealth con-
fers the chief distinotion, and whore ostentation
too often passes for the hall-mark of sovial pre-
eminence,”

And He came to Narareth where He had
been brought up, and as His onstom was, He
went into the synagogne on the Sabbath day
and stood up tor to read.

And then wus delivered unto Him the book
of the prophet Esaias.

And when He had opened the book He
found the place where it was written, the
apirit of the Liord is upon Me, because He hath
anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor.
He bath sent. Mo to heal the broken hearted, to
preach deliverance to the captives, and recov-
ering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty
them that are bruised, to preach the acceptable
year ot the Lord.

And He olosed the book, and He gave it
again to the minister and pat down. And the
oyes of all them that were in the synagogue
were fastened on Him.

And He began to say unto them: This day
is this scripture faifilled in your ears.

And all pore Him witness, and wondered at
the gracious words which proceeded out of His
mouth. And they said, 18 not thie Joseph's
son ?—St, Luke iv; 16—26.

We are to learn to-day about the second
.name which was given to the second person of
the ever blessed Trinity when He came into
the world—His name of Christ. He is called
Jesus Ohrist.

You muast carefally remember that these are
not names which He had when He was in
heaven with the Father and the Holy Ghost

~ betore He came into the world. He has not
" had them from all eternity. From all eternity
Ho was the Son, or the Word of God. Theere
names were given to Him when He
eame smong men, eighteen hundred and

. oighty-eight years ago. Ho has only had these

names eighteen hundred und eighty-eight years,
but will always have them in heaven now, sad
when we see Him we ahall know Him as Jesus
Christ.

These two names as you know, have maan
ings. They tell us way He came into the
world and of what He has doue for us,

The name of Jesus means God the Saviour,
and it was given Him by God through ao angel,
because He came to save us. That is, He came
to give us life, He is the Son of God, for none
bat God can give the life of God.

Now though He was always the Son of Gad
people did not always konow 1t.  Some of thewn
thonght Him only & man, as the people of Na-
zaroth thought Him Joseph's son. So it was
necessary that He shoald be declared, that it
sbould be made known who He really is.

Let us think when this was done. It was
when He was baptized, When Jesns was abont
thirty years of age He oamo to the river Jor-
dan and was baptized by John the Baptist. Do
you remember the wonderful thing that bkap
pened then?. The voice of God the Father was
was heard from heuven declaring thai Jesus
was His beloved Son., Aod more than that,
the Holy Ghost was seen descending from

‘| heaven and resting upon Him. By this voice

and the Holy Spirit He was made known to be
the Son of Gad.

This did not make Him the Son of God, it
only declured what He already was. We can
thiok of something like this. Tho Queon ot
England is called Victoria, and her sen iy Al-
bert Bdward, Prince of Wales. When the
Queen dies the Prince of Wales will be king.
No one car make him king, he is king by righs
as the eldest son of the Queen. Bat still though
he is king by right he ocannot sit upon the
throne and claim tbe obedience of the people of
Bogland and rule as king until he has been
crowned, When the Quecn d es there will be
a great servicein Westminster Abbey, and the
Archbishop of Canterbury will pour oil upon
the head of the Prince of Wales and then place
tho royal crowa upon his head and declare
him King, and theu all the people will bow be.
fore him sand obsey him. The pouring of oil
upon his head is called anointing, and when
this has been solemnly done in the name of God,
and the crown placed upon his head all will
know hois indeed the son of the Qaeen and
that he is the Kiug of England.

Now think of Jesus. He is the Son of God
begotten from all eternity by the Father.
When He was baptized He was anointed, pot
with oil, bat with that which is far greater, the
Holy Ghost, that all may know and honor Him.

And this is what His name Christ means, It
means anointed. It tells us as Jesus Himself
said, * The Spirit of the Lord is upon Me be-
cause He hath anointed Me,”

When we hoear His name then, let us remem-
ber what it means—Jesus Christ is God the Sa-
viour, and He has been anointed with tho Holy
Ghost that | may know that though He appear-
ed a8 man yot He is indeed the Son of God who
came into the world to give us life and save us
from our sins.

II.

Perhaps some of you may think, why did
God choose this way of making this known?
Is there any reason why it was best for Jesns
to be anointed with the Spirit? Would not
some other way have done as well ? I thiok we
oan find answers to these questions.

Jesus Christ came to save us, to give us life,
but there are s great many things that go to
make up His work of saving; 8 great many
things He must do before He can give us the
lite of God.

First—He had to teach us about God and the
will of God. He had to teach about sin and its
consequences, Then He had to teach about
the lite of God, which He came to bring and to
tell us how we can have it. If He bad not

taught all these things we could never have

known about the life of God and so shonld
never have wished to have it.

In ancient times those who spoke in God's
name and taught people the will of God were
called prophets. Youn willremember at once the
names of Klijuh and Elisha aod others. Now
do you remember how Hlisha was made a pro-
phet? God told Elijuh that before he left this
world he was to call Elisha to take his place,
So Elijab took Elisha and taught him the will
of God and then ancinted him with oil and he
becumo & prophet, and this was the way in
which prophets ware appointod; thoy weore
anointed with oil in the name of the Lord.

Josus was indeed & Prophet, a greater prophet
than any that ever lived before or since. It
was right then that He should be anoiated and
be culled Christ, 8 prophet anointed with the
spirit of Gad., '

Second —Jesus camo to give us life. But be"
fore He couid do that He mnst take away sin
by which death had ¢omainto the world.

There is ouly one way in which sin can be
taken away, and that is by sucrifice. There
must be asucrifice for kin, And Jesus came to
offer & sacrifice.  We shall learn more about
this by and by, but let us remember now that
He cume to offer Himself to ba the sacrifice for
the gins of the whole world.

You all know, I think, that those who offer
saorifice are cilled priests. Aaron was the first
whom God made a priest for His people when
He brought them out of Erypt. And Aaron
and all the priests after him were made priests
in the samo wuy by anointing them with oil in
the namo of the Lord.

Becuuse then Josas offsred a sacrifice for sin

He is a priest, apd since His sacrifice is so
great—for it is the offeriug of the Son of God—
He is greatest Prieat that ever lived.
* Here, then, is the second reason why He was
anointed and culled Christ, because He is our
great and High Priest who offered Himself &
sacrifice for the sins of the whole world.

Third—Oune thing more we may think of;
Jesus came to rale over His people. He came
to give life, it way a heavaenly spiriteal life, and
all those to whom He giver lifo He calls to obey
Him in His Heuvenly spiritual kingdom,

We have alreudy been thinking about the
anointing of a king. So we see the third reason
why Jesus was anoicted with the Holy Ghost;
it i8 becuuse He is our king in His speritaal
kingdom.

Jesus was anointed with the Holy Ghoat that
we might know that He cums {rom the Father
to give us lite, wnd that He is our Prophaet,
Priest and King.

I1I.

~ There is one thing aboat the anointing of
Jesus Christ that is very important for you to
remember,

You know that He is the second person of
the ever biessed Trinity, so He had the nature
of God, for Ho is God. When He came to be
the Saviour He took the nature of man. He
now hsas two nalares.

Which of these two natares was it that was
anointed with the Holy Ghost? He could not
be anointed as God, for the three persons of the
ever blessed Triniiy are as you know, one, and
therefore He was aiready one in His diviue na-
taro with the Holy Ghost. His divine nature
could not receive auything moro.

No, it was in His homan nature, the nature
which He took when He came into the world,
that Ho was anointed. Hs was made man that
He might be our Prophet, Priest and King, and
1t was upon the natore of man that the Holy
Ghost came down that His human nature might
be perfeotly fit for the work for which He took
it.

Do you forget this, He was already God and
so perfectly tull of the Holy Ghost. He took
the nature of man, and that nature was anoint-
ed with the Holy Ghost and with power to de
the work He came to do. : _
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And think for 8 moment about
yourselves. You have been bap-
tized with water in the name of the
Pather and of the Son and of the
Holy Ghost. Bat have you been
baptized with anything else? Yes,
for we have been baptized with the
Holy Ghost as well.

In baptism you were made mem-
bers of Christ you were joined to
that human nature of which we
have just been spesking. Now that
nature is filled with the Holy Ghost
too, the anointing of Jesus Christ
has been given to you.

To be & member of Christ is to
share in His nointing. And this
is why we are oalled Christians.
Never forget that; we are Chris-
tians because we have been made
members of Christ and have been
ancinted with the Holy Ghost.

Let us praise Jesus because He
took the name of Christ. Praise
Him that for our gakes He was
anointed with the Holy Spirit;
praise Him that the same ancinting
He has msde us members of
Christ, children ofGod, and in-
heritors of the Kingdom of Heaven.

Mr, Aspinwall isnow in England,
snd is making good use of his time
. in fartbering the oause of the So-
- oiety, by giving accounts of the
‘Mission in Tierra del Fuego. He
hopes, whilein England, to arrango
for a sort of cottage for Qoshoosia.

The Rev. Dr. G. A. Humble,
writes from Yiedma, Rio Negro:—
' #The proposal for conneocting Pa-
tagonese, Bahia Blanca, and Cor-
dova by & railway, bss passed Con-
gress, Tho same body has also
sanotioned a bridge over the River
Negro, connecting Viedma with
Patagones. A railway from Pata-
gones soross the Continent io tue
Andes will probably pass next year.
When these projeots are carried
out, doubtless we shall have an in-
creaso in the number of Protestants
in this place. When the bridge is
made, the Protestants living in
Patagones will be better able to
attend gur services here.”

Iu a letter dated Oot. 25th, Mr.
A, Henrickson says:—* Some of
the Indians who were staying with
us when I last wroto have now left
us, and we have now only those
belonging to the tribe living olose
to us. They have been working
with us the whole time, but the
work has becn munch interrnpted by
‘heavy showers and ‘sirong winds.
especially north'winds, which bring
us much depreesing heat, and make
hard manual labour specially tire.
some, We havo bad to stop work
after 9 a.m. on such days, none
being able to remain for longer
time out upder the rays of the sun.
‘We have also bad several oases of
sickness among the Indians; and I
have now a woman under treat-
.ment, who is suffering from a large
hojl on her left side, and seems
suffering & great deal. We are still
without our home goods. AsI have
had no news from the Government
with regard to my petition, dated
Jyly 31st, and now, asthe Congress
hae beon olosed for this session,
and there can be no more hope if
it has not been considered and

ranted, I have determined to go
owh again to Asuncion and have
the matter gettled. I have satill
hope'that I mey avoid paying the
duties; but in case there is no other
way, I feel that we must pay, or
take ont the gnodaunder guarantee
to pay the duties in oase that my
petition is refused during next ses-
sion of the Congress. We consider
onrselves already as established
here, and feel quite at home ; even
‘sowpetimes we oatch ourselves in
- having'lost right of the very sar-
- roundings, both field and people.”

SOCIETY FOR THE PROPAGA-
TION OF THE GOSPEL.

' In his quarterly report, the Rev.
:B. Markham, theSociety’s Mission-
‘ary st Polela, in the Diocese of
Maritzburg, mentions having re-
eontly baptized six Basutos at Stof-
elton, the Basuto settlement beyond

, the Umkomazans, and adds: “ I

- \

have also been in communication
with the Council of Education on
the subject of a grant for the school
at Stofelton, and for help to start
other schools., We are informed
that the Superintendent of Native
Sohools will sometimes pay us a
visit and make a report.”

In his letter the Bishop mentions
the death of an honoured’ clergy.
man in Antigua: ** A heavy blow
has fallen on my diocese in the
death of Mr. J. Drinkwater. His
bas been for sixtesn years cur mo-
del parish. He was our Registrar,
the Diocesan Treasarer of onr Ha’
dowment Fund, and the Chaplain
and trusted Counsellor of my coad-
jutor and myself. He kept acarate,
being the Government Inspeoctor of
the schools of the Leeward Islands,
and several of our best clorgy owe
their efficiency under God, to his
training. We ordained him in the
spring of 1864, and I question
whether St. Augustine’s during its
forty-six years, has ever sent torth
a more usefnl man.”

From Mandalay, the Rev. G. H,
Colbeck writes to say how rejoiced
he is to hear that & clergyman (the
Rev. G. Whitehead) is sent out to
strongthen that Mission, and that
he only wishes there had been two.
He says that he is seeking to ob-
tain at Amarapura, the old capital,
where it is imperative for the
Church to begin & Mission, and has
slready warned one of the Manda-
lay catechists (a former Boddhist
Guie Douk, or ** Archdeacon ") to
prepare himself for work there OFf
Madaya, a new station, he reports
that it is bearing fruit, for there
sre several adults ready tn mauke
their profesrion. He hopes soon to
be able to baptise many.

St. Philip's Mission, in the city
of Grabamstown, is uunder the
charge of the Rev. W. H. Turpin.
Besides his colonial congregation,
which he says hay been dimini~hed
by the rush to the Ximberloy Dia-
mond Fields, he has work among
the natives.

On behalf of the Synod of Trini-
dad, the five Bishops, to whom the
choice was delegated have chosen
for that Seathe Rov. James Thomas
Hayes, M.A., Trinity College, Cam-
bridge, who has accepted the Bish-
opric. Mr. Hayes was ordained in
1871, became Rector of Swynshed
in 1874, and Vicar of Holy Trinity,
Hinokley, in 1476,

The Bt. Lonia Republic reports
that ‘“one can travel clear across
the State of Missouri, from the
Jowa line to Arkansss, by rail, and
never be within ten miles of a
saloon.” In 65 out of 116 counties
there are now no saloons whatever,
In 48 of these the suloons have been
abolished by dircot popular vote;
and in 22, petitions for licenses
have been refused. Aside from these
9B counties, spwards of 20 have no
saloons outside of one or two of
their larger towos. The Missouri
law containing the excellent provis-
jon that upon the vote of & majority
of the oitizens of any country out-
gide of cities containing upwards of

2,500 poople, the raloons ontside of | O

these cities shall bo prohibited. In
this way loos! opinion is given to
sections which are prepared for it
long before it could be obtained if
the conntry werc always taken as
the voticg unit. In some of the
smaller cities where the license
system still prevails, the fee is fix-
ed as bigh as $3,000, and is praoti-
oally prohibitory.

Some ourious revelations on the
subject of tonice and bitters ere
made in & roport which has been

resented to the Board of Health of

assaochusotts. These liquids, like
many other things in the world, are
not what thoy seem. Professedly
not-intoxicating, they yet contain
& very large infusion of alcohol.
Of 47 different samples which were
examined, 46 were fouud to contain
aloohol in quantities varying from
6 to 475 per cent. The average
was 21 b per cent, which represents
a greater ‘alcoholiv strength than
that of sherry. A ‘coooa-beef
tonic” had 23 2 per cent. of rpirit,
while sherry has only 18 to 20 per
cent, “A purely vegetable ex-
tract,” which is muoh recommend-
ed a8 ‘“a'stimnlus to the body
without intoxicating qualities,” had
41.6 per. cent, of salcohol, while
whisky has only about 50 per cent.
This particalar decootion is espec-
ially pressed upon inebriates who
are struggling to reform. A bitter
said to be distilled from seaweed,
and to be quite harmless and free
from salcohol, has 195 per occnt.
Certain * sulphur bitters” are per-
fectly innoocent of sulphur, and
