An American Jady who recently heard
LiszT play, says :— It was a drem.ni'x,1 melan-
choly strain, with a rapid, running bass,
very sweet, and played cxcessively pianis-
simo—the wonderful tone he was so cele-
brated for. Except for this there was noth-
ing very extraordinary in his playing.

The death is announced from Paris of
ALEXAVDRE JEAN BaprisTE Hressg, the
celebrated historical and portrait painter
at the afe of 78 years, He was born in
Paris in 1806 and was a pupil of Baron Gros,
He succeeded DELACROIX 1 the Academy of
Fine Arts in 1863. His two works, "’Fhe
Funeral of Titian” and ‘*The Triumph of
Pisini,” have always been considered master-
pieces. The latter is in the Luxembourg
collection,

A group in colors by CARMONTELLE has
been published, representing MozZART when
about seven years of age, seated at a harpsi-
chord, his father standing bebind him with
a violin, bis sister on the further side of the
instrument with a music sheet in her bands.
The original drawing was made about 1763,
and is an excellent example of CARMON-
TELLE'S manner of drawing, invariably in
profile, with much taste and spirit and abun-
dance of character.

The late CniaRLES LANDSEER gained his
clection as academician with a picturc called
‘“ The Eve of the Battle of Edge ill.” A
curious story attaches to this picture.
Wihen it was nearly finished EpwiN Laxp-
SEER was asked by CHAKLES to come and
look at it, and remarked that it was. a very
good picture, but “ how nice a spaniel would
ook in that corner.” CHARLES said, ¢ Wil
youput it in, then ?” at which the master
took up the brush and at once painted in a
fine old English spanicl with some leather
despateh bags Iying on the ground by him.
The picture was duly exhibited and admired,
the spaniel especially ; but the dealer who
bought it bethought him that Sir Epwix’s
dog would be worth more than the whole
picture. So he coolly cut it out and sold it,
fitting the place by a common dog copied
from it. Several years afterward the cwner
of the picture showed Sir EbwiN, with some
pride, the picture in which lLe had painted
the dog: but the great master ‘¢ declared
he’d be hanged if he ever did that dog.”
The picture was examined more closely, and
then the trick was found out. The identical
picture, as cut out and put on another can-
vas, was recently sold for $215.
