M'DONNELL,

Cabir Roe O'Dougherty i was borne by bis
soldiers to the chureh, and in 2 corner of the
yard, near to the grave of the wounded soldicr,
was assigned a place of rest.

Of all nights in the year, this was a happy

length with ease; or Coovy Na Gall, whose massive
sword they could no more wield than achild, They
are now Scaticred, degencrated, and the family line

I have just found that the linesl descendant, and
only male helr to Coocy Na Gnll O'Cahan, now
holds an honorable military position in the British
army.

PASTORAL LETTER OF HI$ LORDSHIP THE
BISHOP OF LONDON, ON DEVOTION TO
THE SACRED HEART.

Joux—DBy THE Grace oF GoD, AND APPGINTMENT OF
tng HoLy Sk, Biszop OF LONDON.

To the Venerable Clergy, Religious Communities, and
Beloved Laity of our Diocese, Healtl and Benediction
in the Lerd.

Deanty Baiovep BrerireN, — The profound wis-
dom and untiring zeal with which our Holy Mother,
the Church, prosecutes her sublime mission of sav-
ing souls, and of extending tho reign of Christ on
earth, is a subject which challenges the admiration
and gratitude of maukind. Animated andillumived
by the Holy Ghost, who is her life, she puts forth
all her heaven-given resources to supply the spirit-
1al wants of man, and to save from eternal ruin, the
world redeemed in the precious blood of Christ.—
Like unto the good shepherd, she goes in search of
the lost sheep, tenderly binds up the wounds it re-
ceived in its wanderings, and with joy brings it home
to the shelter of the fold, Ske gives the food of re-
vealed truth to the hungry intellect, and un all-sa-
tisfying objectof love to the ycarning heart, She
has a balm fer cvery affliction, relief for every
misery,and consolation for the dark serrows that
affiict humanity, With the tender carc and sleep-
Tess vigilance of a fond mother, she watches over
our spiritual welfare, and labors te insure our eter-
nal happiness.

Asoach age has its own special wants, and its
own moral cpidemics, she draws forth from her in-

~ exhaustible treasute-house of grace, the helps that

are needed, and the remedics required, for the heal-
ing of the sick nations. Hence the various devotinns
that bave ever and anon sprung up in her
bosom with all the beauty and variety of summer
flowers, putting forth the blossoms and fruits of vir-
tue and sanctity, and filling the the air with a per-
fame of sweetest fragronce,  exhaling the good
odour of Christ unto salvation.” O, itis good for
us to be her children, it is good for us o be with
Christ and His apostles on this lholy Mount of
Thaber, on which we see the ontrancing vision of
revealed truth and holiness, and the luminous cloud
of Christian virtues that may not be scen amengst
the sect below in the mist-covered valley | What
childlike innocence ; what stainless punty of life,
bas she not fostered by devotions te Christ’s blessed
Mother; what countless virgins, pure as the icicle,
has ghe not induced to follow the heavenly bride-
groom, by holding up to their enraptured gaze, the
virgin without stain! How many hearts grown
hard in sin has she not melted into deep compunc-
tion ? what streams of penitential tears has she not
causcd to flow down the checks of sinners, by her
devotion of the way of the cross? And that the
charity of many kas grown cold, that faith has lost
its freshness and vigour, that a' dead sea of indiffer-
-antism has spread abroad over the earth, the holy
Church holds up before the eyes of all, the Sacred
Heart of Jesus, burning with love for us, calls on
the perishing world to return to its divine Saviour
and live; and behold, many peoples that were in-
different give ear, and the tepid aro aroused from
their lethargy, and faith revives, and charity is in-
flamed, and the “ ages of fith” are in many places
brought back agajan.

Let us for & moment dwell on the consideration of
the devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesys, which
the holy Church so urgently recommends to her
children at this particular time, and we shall find,
that the object and end of this devotion are such, a3
to appealiwith o ‘mighty power to the heart and
congoisnce of every Christish ; are such as to draw
ihe soul as with the cords of Adam and the bands
of love, to the foot of the cross, and to its merciful
and loving Saviour, who .on that bléssed reod pur-
chased it with & great price, and died a cruel death
that it might have everlasting life.

The Sacred Heart of Jesus wus an object always
of devotion and adoration in the Church, for it is
the Heart of the God-Man, and is deified by it by-
postatic union with the Divinity. This devotion is
the same in substance as that which is paid to the
adorable person of Jesus Christ whose Sacred Heart
was the seat and centrs of His ineffable love for us,
Christ was very God and very Man, His buman and
divine natures were perfactly distinct, and yet were
hypostatically united in the adorable person of our
blessed Redoemer, the second person of the most
blessed Trinity. The divinity and humanity do not
separately, but unitedly exist in the person of Ghrist,
and neither the one nor the other 'exclusively exists
in any part of His glorious person, the union of the
two natures being & rteal indissoluble and eternal
union. -This is the teaching of the Church on this
important subject, and it follows from it, that each
part of our Lord’s sacred body is equally werthy of
adoration, from its personal union with the Divinity,
but we are sometimes more powerfully moved by the
contemplation of one part than that of ancther. In
the language of mankind, the heart is said to be the
goat of the affections. The soul operates prinsipally
upon the heart, and hence we ascribe to the heart
the various affections and emotions of the soul.
Hence it is, that God accomodating Himself to our
human notions, commands us to love Him *with
our whole hearts” The Heart of Jesus contains
the fulness of the divine and human nature, in it
 dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead corporally ”
(Collos. IX. c. v. 9). Itloved us from the first mo-
ment of the Incamation, and will love 13 for ever-
more, Since the time it was pierced by the lance
of the Roman soldier, it was an object of the deep
vehement love of His children, and together with
the blood and water, there flowed from it the full
tide of God's graces and mercies on the world, St.
Augustine says, the side of Jesus was opened for
him by the lance, and that he entered in and abode
in the Sacred Heart as in a place of secure refuge.—
St. Bernard writes in sentiments of most tender de-
votion concerning the Heart of Jesus. 8f. Themas
of Aquin pictured that most loving heart as wounded
for our 5ins, and pouring out through the opening
its precious bloed, to show the excess of His love,
and to inflame with His love the tepid hearts of
His disciples, St. Bernardine of Sienna, speaks of
this divine Heart as “a furnace of the most ardent
love, capable of setting the whole world on fire.”
D love! cries out St. Francis of Sales, * 0, sovereign
love of the Heart of Jesus! What heart can praise
and bless Thee as Thou dost deserve! Let this
adorable heart live for cver in our hearts.".

In adoring the Sacred Heart, we adore Jesus Him-
gelf, the figurc of the Father's substancs, and the
splendour of His glory; we adore Him whom the
angels and saints adore in Heaven, of whom, when
coming into the world, it was said, “let sall the
angels of God adore Him ” (Heb. ch. 1 v, vi). We
adore and love our dearest Redeemer, our God and
our All, our first beginning and last end, Him, who
for us men and for our salvation, came down from
Heaven and became man, who stooped into the
abyss of our nothingness in assuming human nature,
4 empticd Himself,” says §¢. Panl, “taking the form
of n servant, being made in the likeness of men,
and in habit found as a man ; He humbled Himself,
becoming obedient, even unto the death of the
eros3? (Phil, ch. 2, vii. vili.). We adore that divine
and loving Heart, every throb and beat of which
were for our salvatien and happiness, the Heart of
Him who broke not the bruised reed, and the smok-
ing flax did not extinguish, who was the fricnd of
publicans and sinners. We adore that divine Heart,
which stil}, in the sacrament of the altar, abides with
us in this valley of tears te cheer our exile, to dry
up the tears of our sorrow, to hesl the wounded
heart, to dart into our bosoms the tlames of divine
charity that glow and burn in it and to cast on the
cold, bleak earth, the fire of love which Christ came
upon the earth to enkindle. Well may we cry out
with the Church, ¢ O Felix culpa, que: talem ac {antum,
mernil habere Redemptorem” OL, happy sin which
descrved to have such and so great a Redeemer,
whose Sacred Heart abides with us forever. 0,
mira cirea nos tuee pietatio dignatio. O, wopderful
and ineflable condescension of the Sacred Heart of
Jesus fer us! What heart so cold asnot to return it
love for love, what bosom so dead to gratitude and
to all the noble impulsces of our nature, 4s not to be
forever loyal and true to it! If I forgot thee, O
Sacred Heart, let my right hand be forgotten, let my
tongue cleave to my jaws, if I do not mako thee the
Leginning of my joys and the burthen of my praise.
tAg the hart panteth after the fountains of waters,
so panteth my sou! after Thee, O God; my soul
hath thirsted after the strong living God, I shall
go over into the place of the wonderful tabernacle,
even to the house of God” (Ps. 41), wherein the
Heart of Jesus abidbs in the sacrament of His love,
Such are the sentiments that must fill the soul, such
the ardent desires and the vehenient longings for
Heaven and for God, that must inflame all who
contemplate and adore the Sacred Heart of Jesus.

But we not only adore the Sacred Heart as being
a principal part of the adorable body of our Lord,
we also profoundly adore the infinite abysmal love
of God for us, of which the Bacred Heart is & living
symbol, The love the incarnate God boreus isan
unfathomable abyss, which the plummetline of
human intelligence cannever fathom. The prophet
said of the sorrow of our crucified Lord, that it was
as great as the sea,  We may also truly say, that Lis
love for us was as vast, as deep, as boundless, as the
ocean. St Paul is ravished with transports of joy
s he contemplates, with all the saints, ©the breath
and length, and height and depth of the charity of
Christ, whieh surpasseth all understanding® (Eph.
ch. III, v. xviii). The SacredHeart reminds us for-
cibly of the infinite, love, which brought the Son of
God down from Heaven to redecem us; which induc-
ed Him to become poor that He might make us rich
twith theriches of Hcaven; which caused Him to
spend thirty-three years here on earth, in poverty,
humiliations, and sufterings, for our sakes—of that
ineflable and tender love that nnimated the Good
Shepherd, that forgave the Magdalen, that burned
the bosom of the father of the prodigal—of that
compassionate love that moved Him to shed tears
at the grave of Lazarus, over the doomed city of
Jerusalem, and over thousands of unrepenting souls,
of which Jerusalem is the type——that dried the tears
of the widow of Naim, and restored the buried
Laznrus to the cmbrace of his sisters—of that
all-embracing love that excluded no child of
Adam from its circle, not cven the cruel enemies
that flogzed and crucified the Redeemer, and put
him to death: ¢ Father, forgive them, for they
know not what they do:"—of that love that would
gather His children around Him, even as the hen
gathereth her chickens under her wings—a persever-
ing love—He was made man through love for us,
and from the moment of His incarnation to His
death, He fever censed to love us, Fo died to
tench us His love, and sitting at the right of His
Father in the glory of Heaven He loves us still, al-
ways living to make intercossion for us, and on the
countless altars of Catholicity He loves us with un-
dying love in the most holy sacrament—a patient
love which waits for our conversion, pleads with
us to give Him our hearts, pursues usin our wander-
ings, and brings us back to the fold rejoicing—an
imperinl, omnipotent love, "that broke the sceptre
of death, that destroyed the empire of the grave,
that plucked from death its sting, and from hell its
bite and flung open for His children the gates of
Heaven, aud propared a place for us in the mady
mansions of His Father's house—in fine, the love of
the best of fathers, of the most affectionate of bro-
thers, of the most deveted of friends: I have
called you my friends ;? * Go tell my brothers that
Iwill meet them in Galilee” O, ineffable love,

{nflame our tepid hearts with the love of thee! O,

Sacred Heart of Jesus, we implore, that we may ever
love thee more and more. -

The end aimed at by the Church in establishing
the devotion to the Sacred Heartis, to promote God’s
glory, to destroy the reign of sin, and to inflame the
Learts of men with the fire of divine charity. This
devotion is also intended to make reparation fo our
Lord, for the cold neglect and ingratitude with
which He is treated in the blessed sacrament. But
its principal aim is, to cause His love to be loved.
Phe mission of Jesus Christ upon the earth, was to
enkindle thereon the fire of divine love. I have
come, said He, to cast firoon the earth and what
will T but that itbe kindled (5t Luke, ch, 12 v. xlix).

‘When our blessed Lord came in the incarnation,
He found the world steeped in corruption, and enve-
loped in the thick night of paganism; it was &
huge, lifelcss carcass, with the coldness aud palor
of spiritual death upon it. Everything therein wasg
worshipped save the true God, and He was an out-
law in His own creation. Our divine Redeemer
came, enkindled in far distant Galilee the fire of
divine love, and bebold, this fire Sames out and
spreads fromeast to west, until it embraced the
world in its divine flames ; until it purged and puri-
fied the earth, and made it a new creation ; in the
words of Holy Writ, “Renewed the face of the carth.”
When the Sacred Heart began to beat and paipitate
in the world, the idols fell shattered from their
pedestals, the oracles became dumb, for multifarious
errors of paganism disappeared like a wrack of
gtormy clouds before the rising sun, and regenerate
man rose from the grave of spiritual death, and his
heart wag changed and warmed into a mew life:
# was not our heart burning within us whilst He
spake in the way (Luke ch. 24 v. xxxii). The patri-
cian and plebeisn, the noble lady and lowly hand-
maid, the soldier and civilian, men aud women of
every state and social grade, lezve all for the love of
Christ, becauso Christ first loved them, and died for
their salvation. ©The charity of Christ constraius
us (says St, Paul), judging this, that if one_died for
all, then all were dead; and Christ died for all,
that they also who live may not live to themselves,
but unto Him who died for them and rose again (II
Cor. ch. &, v, xiv.xv).”

But alas! the fervor and the love of God that dis-
tinguiched the carly Christians, have disappeared;
the charity of some has grown celd; tepidity and
laxity flourish like rank noxious weeds, cven in tho
Lord’s vineyard; indifferentism has fallen like a
blight upon the medern world, and Sitocco-like,

has dried up the very springs of piety and virtue;
the sacred truths of religion are questioned and as-
sailed, Christisp traditions sre fast disappearing,
and doubt and infidelity, like & wasting plague, are
spreading their mvages far and near; the thirst for
gold, the idolatory of materialism, the vain effort to
make a heaven of earth, the ignoring of an eternal
world beyond the grave; thoso are the deplorable
characteristics of the days upon which we have fal-
len. Who shall heal this wicked and adultcrous
generation? ¥ Quis medebitur ¢jus ?

But this Is pot all; the Church, the bride of
Christ, is bitterly persecuted and assailed with a
Satanic rage and hatred, in several countries she is
robbed of her liberties and inalienable rights, her
bishops are punished for the performance of their
sacred duty, and in some cages are driven from their
sees; her religious orders are stripped of their pro-
perties, and are driven into exile ; the Holy Father,
the Vicar of Ghrist,is in chains, and the Papal
throne, that stood erect for a thousand years a cen-
tre of liberty and light to the nations, has been shat-
tered into fragments by the hands of impious men,
whilst the governments of Europe look on with ap-
proval at this monstrous crime. In the presence of
these appalling evils, the Church turng to the Sacred
Heart of Jesus, cven as the Apostles did when the
storm raged on the Sea of Galilee, and the angry
waves threatened to submerge the bark of Peter, and
she says to it, “ Lord, save us, we perish.” ¢ Sacred
Heart of Jesus, save society from the deluge of ovils
that threatens to destroy it, save s perishing world
from the rain towards which it is fast hastening,
enkindle the firc of Thy divine love in tha cold
breasts of men. Spare, O Lord, spare Thy people,
and be not angry with us for ever; let not my enc-
mies prevail against me, nor the son of ungodly
have power to hurt me, and let not the gates of hell
prevail against me!"

The Sacred Heart is a secure harber to the Church
from the angry storms of persecution that now so
fiercely assail her. It is true the Church ig inde-
structible, and can neither decay nor perish, for she
is indissolubly united with the Holy Ghost, who is
her life, and this union is eternal. I will send you,
said Our Lord, another paraclete, the spirit of truth,
to abide with you forever (St.John, ch. 14 v, xvi)
And agaio, He said to His Apostles, behold, I am
with yon all days, even to the consummation of the
world (8t. Matt. ch. 28 v, xx.) ‘*On this vock I will
build my church, and the gates of hell shall not
prevail against her” (St. Matt, ch. 16 v. 18).

The Church Catholic is that immortal kingdom
scen by Nebuchadnezzar in his vision of the night,
and of which Daniel prophesied; “but in the days
of those kingdoms the God of Heaven will set up
another kingdom that shall never be destreyed, and
His kingdom shall not ba delivered up to another
people, and it ghall break in pieces and shall con-
sume all these kingdoms, and, ¥"SELF SHALL STAND
For EVER (Dan. ch. 2 v. xliv).

Nations may disappear, dynasties may be over-
thrown, the proudest thrones may be shattered into
fragments, but the Church of the living God shall
live on forever, in all the freshness and vigour of
youth. Princes may conspire against her mission
and her very life, but their hopes shall be scattered
like the chafY of the threshing floor, and their wicked
machinations brought to naught; He that is in
Heaven said, Psalmist shall laugh at them, and the
Lord shall deride them (Rom.ch. 2 v.iv). “No
weapon, said the prophet, that is formed agaiust her
shall prosper, aud every tongue that resisted her, in
judgment she shall condemn (Isa.ch. 44 v. xvii).
This is our faith snd consolation in the midst of an
unbelieving and hostile world. But in the presence
of the wide-spread indifferentism and impiety that
now prevail ; in'the presence of the faint-hearted-
ness, tepidity and worldliness, that exist among the
children of the Church; in presence of the bitter
persecution that Row rages against the spouse of
Churist and His vicar; whatare wetodo? We must
turn to the Sacred Heart of Jesus, for it is the very
shrine of sanctification and healing. If a virtue
went forth from the hem of His garment which
cured a painful and chronic disease, if the handicer-
chiefs and aprons which had touched the body of
St. Paul, caused “ the discases” to depart from the
sick, as we read was the case in the Acts of the
Apostles, @ the shadow” of Peter pnssing by deli-
vered men from their “infirmities, surcly the virtue
and healing influences that flow from the Heart of
Jesus arc sufficient to oure this age, that is sick and
sare, and diseased fo the very heart. Our help and
our hope then'lie in that wounded heart, whence
salvation first streamed down with its own precious
blood on mankind. It is our sheet anchor “of hope
in these uohappy times. When St. Gertrude was
favored with a vision of St. John tho Evangelist,
and asked him why he had not revealed al? the beat-
ings of the heart of our Lord, since he had felt them
all himeelf when leaning on His bosom, he replied,
W that the full persuasive sweetness of the beatings of that
Hcart was reserved o be revealed at a later time, when the
world.should have grown old and sunk' in tepidity, that it
zigm be thus re-kindled and re-awakened to the love of

od/ . -

Oh, we must then turn to the Sacred Heart of
Jesus, and implore it to cast its divine fire of love
on the frozen éarth ence mere, so that the winter of
our desolation may pass away, and the spring time
of holy hope and fervour may come back again ; we

mnst implore It te breathe the breath of life into the

numberless gouls that, Lazarus-like, lieasleep {n the
grave of sin, that they may arise to a life of

and virtue ; wo must beseech It to banish from the
children of the Church, al! spiritual sloth and un-
concern in God’s holy service, and in the all-impor-
tant work of their salvation, to inflame their hearts
with divine love, to enliven their faith, to strengtben
their hope, and te enlarge their charity; and finally,
we must beseech the Sacred Heart to restore peace
and liberty to the persecuted Church and the Su-
preme Pontiff. When St. Peter was in prison, a
prayer was made without ceasing by the Church
unto God for him (Actsch, 12 v. v.), and an angel
of the Lord struck the chains from his hands, and
fect, flung open the prison gates, and set him free;
and so, if we pray ardently, confidently and perse-
veringly to the Sacred Heart for the Church and
Holy Father, their grievous trials in God’s own time
will ceage. A Christian philosopher has remarked,
that a nation that prays is always heard,and so when
the Church; the great nation of regenerated hu-
manity, implores God to hasten the triumpb of the
bride of Christ, and to scatter her enemies, we may
rest agsured that that prayer will mot remain un-
heard. For this two-fold end, viz, 1st :—Ofenkind-
ling in our hearts the fire of divine charity, so that
we may walk in justice and holiness before God all
the days of eur life and, 2nd:—Of beseeching God
to hasten the triumph of the Church over her ene-
mjes, we purpose solemnly consecrating this dioceso
to the Sacred Heart of Jesus, placing ourselves, the
venerable clergy, the religious communities, and
beloved laity, under the mgis of Ite blessed protec-
tion. This consecration shall take place at the time
and in the manner hereinatier mentioned. We shall
conclude this pastoral letter, by the fervid words
spoken by our Holy Father in a recent allocution.

“Let us hasten the wished for time of mercy ; let
us all, the world over, offer, as it were, a holy vio-
lence to God. Let the bishops of the world urge
their clergy,-and the clergy their flocks, to this. Let
all alike, with heads bowed down at the feot of the
altar, cry out: % Come, O Lord, come, do not delay;
spare Thy people, pardon their crimes; behold our
desolation ; not relying upen our own merits, de we
prostrate onrselves In prayer before Thee, but confid-
ing in the multitude of Thy tender mercies ; stir up
Thy power and come, show thy face and we shall be
saved !’

i Although we are conscious of our own unwerthi-
ness, we fear pot confidently to approach the throne
of grace. This (grace) we beg, through the inter-
cession of all the heavenly powers; through that of
each and every ene of the Holy Apostles, as also
through that of the mest chaste spouse of the Moth-
er of God ; but capecially through the intercession
of the Immaculate Virgin herself, whose prayers pos-
sess pomesvhat of the character of a command over
her Son. But firstand foremost, let us studiously
endeavour {o cleanse our own conscience from all
sin, for, ¢ the eyes of the Lord are upon the just, His
ears are attentive to their prayers! Wnerefore, that
this may be the more accurately and more fully ef-
fected, by virtus of our Apostolic authority, we grant
toall the faithful, who, having contritely confessed
and received Holy Communion, shall offer up their
prayers for the nccessities of the Church, a plenary
indulgence, applicable to the souls in purgatory, by
way of suffrage, which indulgence will be granted
on the day desiguated by the ordinary ef cach
diocese.

‘Therefore, venerable brethren, though innumer-
able and terrible storms of persecution and tribula-
tion rage aronnd us, we are not disheartened, for we
confide in Him who docs not suffer those placing
their trust in Him to be confonunded. The promise
of God, which can never fail, ig, sincehe hashoped
iz Me, I will deliver him.”

Wherefore, baving invoked the holy name of God,
we ordain as follows:

1et. The solemn counsecration of this diocess to
the Sacred Heart of Josus, shall take place in every
church within our jurisdietion, on the third Sunday
of December next.

2nd. A triduum of prayers and devetions shall

take place in every church, on the three days imme-
diately preceding that Sunday.
. 3rd. During this triduum, each pastor shall recite
in the Mass of the day tha prayer, * Contra persecu-
tores Ecclesiz)” Lo shall recite with his peeplo the
litany of the Saints, shall give the benediction of
the blessed Sacrament on each day of the triduum,
and ghall induce his people to approach the Sacra-
meat of Penance,

4th. We appoint the Suaday on which the con-
seerationis to take place, as the day on which the
faithful of this diocese may gain the plenray indul-
gence granted by the Holy Father. Thiz indul-
gence is to be gained on the usual conditions of re-
ceiving worthily the Sacraments of Penance and the
Blessed Eucharist, and of praying for the necessities
of the Church.

5th. On the day of consecration, immediately after
the parochial mass, each pastor shall read the litany
of the Saints, and the form of consecration to the
]S;}cred Heart, which will be herewith addreseed to

im.

‘We earnestly exhort the pastors and their flocks,
to prepare themselves for this conseccration by the
greatest fervour and devotion, to the end that we
may all obtain merey, and find grace in seasonablo
aid (Heb. c. 14 v. xvi). We also exhort the reverend
clergy, to establish in their respective missions, the
confraternity of the Sacred Heart and the Apostle-
ship of prayer; this most solemn devotion will
bring many blessings upon themselves and the faith-
ful confided to their pastoral care.

The Grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the
charity of God, and the communication of the Holy
Ghost, be with yeu all—(II. Cor. 13 ch. viii v.)

This pastoral shall be read in all the churches
and religious communities of the diccese, on the
first Sunday after its reception,

Given at St. Peter's Palace, London, on this the
21st day of November, the feast of the Purification
of the Blessed Virgin, A.D. 1873, under our hand
and seal, and the countor-signeturc of our secretary.

The history of other npations may be gathered

not able. Many of thc oljections urgm'l against

Home Rulo by these publications are mutually con- ,

tradictory and destructive. On a foew leading ideas
however, they agree pretty well, They never tire
of informing us that O'Connell failed to wrest this
measure from England, and that hie wasa giant in
political warfare while the agitators of the present
day are but pigmies, That remark they seem tothink
settles everything. To our mind it scttles nothing.
We can remember that O'Connell in kit time was
just as heartily abused and as vigerously scofted at
and derided as are the Home Rulers of the present
day. Atthat time he was not a giant at all, in the
estimation of the British press. It is only now,and
for the mere purpose of decrying the present poli-
tical movement, they are pleased to declare that bis
power was greal and his influence enormous. The
Irish people know what to think of that poor trick
of argument. In any case, the Irish mation is not
to be debarred from striving fer its rights by the fact
that O'Conuell did not live to win them. Itis tme
that no man now in Ireland fills exactly the posi-
tion which was held by O’Comnell; but even for the
achievement of the ends aimed at by O'Counell # Js
not necessary thai any man should do so. Perhaps it is
even better for the success of the Irish cause that
the opinions, the character, the policy, and the po-
wer of 0’Counell ar¢ 1ot mow to be found combined
in the person of any one mnn in Ireland. The Irish
people have miade great advances in political intelli-
genco since O'Connell’s time. O'Connell himself,
were he now in the flesh, could not make them the
mere creatures of his will as he did, or might have
done, in the era of his Repeal agitation. And this fact
we take to benotan indication of weakness, Lut a proof
of strenth in the national cause. Agrin—it was not
Englandtbatdefeated O'Connell; old age defeated him;
bis own mistakes defeated bim ; the famine defeated
him. But the Irisk nation will not accept his de-
feat ag its own ; and if defeated itself will not be
discouraged from resuming the struggle. O'Connell
died, but the Irish nation lives, ay, and triumpls
too, ('Connell dicd; but some of the most serious
obstacles to the achievement of Irish independence
have been removed since his time; and, with the
Protestant Church discstablished, the land laws im-
proved, and the ballot in operation, the winning of
a complete victory for tho Irish cause is now more
feasible than it was at any former period. All hon-
or to O'Connell! In Ireland his name will be held
in perpetual benediction, He raised the Irish mna-
tion out of a slough of political degradation, and
plnced it on the high road to liberty. He broke the
power of its foes beyond the possibility of recon-
struction.

Tre Movixe Bog oF Dusuore—7o the Editor of
the Times.—Sir,—Having lately paid a visit to the
so-called moving bog of Dunmore, in the county of
Galway, it may, perhaps, not be out of place to offer
you some observations upon the causes of this and
similar occurrrences.

Tt is likely that most of your rcaders arc familiar
with the appearance of peat in its dried stnte, as
used for fuel, but the nature of the vast wet bogs
common in Ireland is not, as I think, so generally
understood. These morasses consist of vegetable
substance possessing in a great degreo a sponge-like
power of absorbing water; when saturated, how-
ever, they have none of the coherence and fenacity
of a sponge, but become semi-fluid. They sppear
generally to have for their nucleus some natural de-
pression or basin in the surfuce of the ground, which
concentrates the moisture essential to their forma-
tion, and from which they have gradually oxtended
by vegetable growth and decay till, in many cases,
their ares amounts te several squarc miles, Their
depth often reaches 40ft., but it varies according to
the amount of water they contain, They swell with
excess of wet and contract as they part with their
water, It is no easy mntter to walk them, especial-
ly to a person without practice in the art. The
surface copsists of a more or less broken crust or
skin of drier peat, upon which heather and various
grasses grow, The disjointed tutts of this crust are
of various sizes, some being 8o small as scarcely to
yield & footing, whilo others are pretty extensive.
Thess tufts will bear a man's weight, but the space
between them will not, being often soft enough
completely to swallow any onoe so incautious as to
trust his weight upon it, and tho whole mass of the
bog beneath the crust is formed of semi-fluid mud,
varying in censistency according to the quantity of
water it contains, - ] .

The crust has been formed by the drying of the
surface, by natural drainage, by evaporation, and by
the absorpiion of piants. Its separation into insu-
lated tufts is due to the expansion of the mass of the
bop by an oxoess of water, ;

The edges are naturally the best -drained, and for
this and other reasons afford the most convenient
places for cutting fuel. Their drainage is artificial-
1y improved by the turf cutters, who can best exe-

oute their work when the turf 1 in an intermediate
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state; neither vory wet, wher it would have no con-
sistence, nor too much dried, when it would be
tough ; and thus by the crust at the top and the torf
banks and dricr portions of the bog at its edges the
treacherous morass is retained in a sort of skin.—
Now, when these bogs extend over a tolerally Jevel
substratum thero is no great risk of their doing
damage Ly bursting; but it so happens that the
bog near Dunmore, which is large, is situated on
high ground, aud in one place forms the head of o
little valley about 24 miles in length,

Through this valley tlows (or rather, lately flowed)
a swall stream, called the Curmabell, joining the
larger river at the town of Dunmorc, and what oc-
curred in this valley is as follows :—Either from an
unusual quautity of water having accummnlated in
the bog so as to cause an excess of pressire on the
sider, or possibly from the turf cutters in their ope-
mtions having weakened at its base the bank of
dricr peat, which ncted as n retaining wall on this
side, or from a combination of these two causes, the
! impunded moss has burst jts barrier,  blown out,”
i and made its way down the valley in a sluggish but

broad and destructive strenm of dark mud,

! Tam informed that the time which it took to fow
i from its source to the town of Dunmore, where it
stopped, was ten days, the distance being abont 2}
miles, Only three cottages were within its reach,
These were filled with mud, but the length and
breadth of the valley is coversd. At a guwess I
should say that not less than 200 English acres have
been rendervd useless; hut this will, no doubt, be
accurately ascertained.  JMuch of the land destroved
belongs to very poor people, and as the course of the
flow was over the lower parts of the valley, they
have lost the only pasture they had for fhuir eattle,
Your readers mny judze how heavy is the loss to
them.

1 am told that, on the morning on which the bog
burst the children of the neighboring village of
Cluid were kept at home by the rain, otherwise most
of them wonld bave been on the bog employed in
carrying turf (peat), and in that ease probably many
would have been smothered. It is Ly no means
certain that a further outbreak may ot occur.  The
drainage of the valley is obstructed Ly the mud
which chokes it, and the winter is just beginning,
so that every part, hoth of the main bog and of the
mud deposited in the valley, will be getting softer
and wore finid,

If the dminaze of the wvalley, were perfeeted
iby widening the wain strenmand extending it
so as to tap the Lwer itself, and by opening fre-
quent lateral dmins, this could be averted ; but such
wortk, though net expensive, cannot be hurried, be-
cause the soft mud of the flow and the bow itself
both reguire to get partly dried before they can be
advantageously handled; on this account the soon-
er & beginning is made the better for those whoae
intevests are concerned. T understand that Major
Trench, the connty member, has undertaken to ve-
ceive subscriptions for the relief of the persons who
arc suffering from this calamity ; and I will venture
to suggest that a portion of any money which may
be subscribed would be well spent in execufing the
necessary drainage, enuploving on the work such of
tlie laboring class who liave suffered.

It is by no means satisfactory—-especially when
wo bear in mind the present high price of coal—to
reflect that the mass of mud which has thus become
an agent of destruction might, by timely drainawse
and proper trentment, have been all converted into
fuel.

On Sunday night, Nov. 9, the greatest consterna-
tion wns created in Kingstown Harbour, Dublin
Bay, by the approach of a vesscl on fire, which sub-
sequontly turned out to be the Nagpore, from Cal-
cutta, bound for Liverpsool, with n general cargoe of
hemp, cotton, jute, and Manilla yarn. The ship had
taken fire in tho aft hold by means which have not
yet been ascertained, and had been burning at least
from five o'clock on Sunday evening. The com-
mander, Capt. Morrison, first discovered the fire
when ho was running down the Channel, His first
impulse was to make for Holyhead, but with n strong
gale and a heavy sea running, ho soon abandoned
that intention and put into Kingstown Harbor, The
approach of the vessel caused the greatest terror
among the crews of & number of small craft that
were Iying within the Royal Irish Club-house, Thuir
fears afterwards proved to be too weld founded. Ap-
proaching the entrance to the harbyur two anchors
wero cast, but they could not hold, and the ill-fated
ship drifted in with terrible force. In her course
ghe ran into the schooner Pilof, a small trader,
bound from Dublin to Wexford. The collision
hurled the master overboard, and ae was drowned.
Captain Morrison, of tho Nagpore, applied at onee
to the Lord Mayor of Dublin for the assistance of
the fire brigade to extinguish the flames, The re-
quest was at onee complied with, tutall their efforts
were unrvailing, It was at Iast resolved to scuttle
ber, and for this purpose the crews on board tho
Fanny and Victoria fired into the Nagpore, between
wind and water, with o succession of twelve-pound
shot, till they succeeded in pendrating her hull,
The vessel was a considerable time in sinking, and
the flames continued to rage overhead, notwith-
standing the gradual influx of the sea wupon her
cargo. The Nagpore was the property of Messrs.
McKinnon, of Liverpool, and the cirgo was valued
at £70,000. The Nagpore was aniron vessel of great
strength, and evidently built for iast sailing. Bhe
now lics at the bottom of the larbour, in about
twenty-cight fect of water, all ker bulwarks and
decks being completely submerged,

On Nov. 13th, at a meeting of tie Limerick Cor-
poration, Mr, Thomas McMahon Cregan, candidate

Phayer, J.P., denounced Mr. Cregan's conduct as
most ungracious, and trusted that the Corporation
would never elect a man to the oftice of chief magis-
trate who thus sought to make cepital out of the
embarrassments of another. Mr. Cregan gaid he
had been advised to adopt this coune by his solicitor,
The Mayor had no right to interfere in the matterat
all. Mr, Cregan's observations were received with
marked disfavor by the eatiro Council, and Mr.
Phayer having called upon the Mayor to adjourn
the meeting the latter vacated the chair and left
the Council Chember, accompanied by his friends.

On the 13th ult., Messrs, Bates & Son disposed of
the tenants' interest in three farms, situate euntside
of the town of Ferns, a station on the Dublin, Wick-
low and Wexford milway. The fitst place disposed
of was Milltown, on which a large sum was expend-
ed by the late owner (Mr. Hinch, decemsed,) in
building, planting, &c. The farm contained 42a. Ir.
20p. Irish, at the rent of £84 178. per anoum, held
under lease for one life. Br. John Morrison, Ennis-
corthy, was the purchaser at £900. Ballintoghre,
held for one life also, containing 40 a. Irish, at £34
per annum. Mr. David Bolger, of Milltown, was
the purchaser, at £91¢. Ballintore, held undor fee
farm grant, made in 1861, ceniaining about 16m,
Irish, at the rent of £2 10s5. 13d. per annum and
188, 8d, tithe rent charge. Mr. David Bolger was
the purchaserat £850, In addition, the purchasers
had to pay 5 per cent. auction commission,

During the first quarter of 1873 there were 10,540
marriages regiatered in Ireland, orl in every 127 of
the population. Ofthese, 8,634 were between Ro-
man Catholics, and 1,936 between Protestants, The
average number of marriages in the corresponding
quarter of the previous thres years is 11,356, so that
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the heavy cost of the necessaries of life is diminish-
ing the number of marriages. The births registered
in the second quarter of this year amounted to 39-
514, about 1,109 less than the average for the same
peniod of the preceding three years. The deaths
were 26,128,

Crainer, of Waterford, Senntogn Co. ; Thomas Ham-
mond, wife and three children, Mrs, Mary Buckley,
of Rye, Westchester County, wns accompneicd by
lier daughter and Miss Wngstafl, of Long Island.
Mrs. Buckley is among the saved, but the young
lrdies are understood to have been lost, ns Mrs.
Buckley telegraphs that she alone wag saved, There
were also among the passengera the following mem-
bers of the late Evangelicnl Alliance, returning to
their homes:—Rev. Antonio Carrasco, of Spain;

Francisco Clado, of Brooklyn, first cabin passenger,
and Mr. R. A. Withans Jr, were saved,

Loxpoy, Dee. 1.—The following additional par-
ticular= of the loss of the Ville de Havie have been
gatliered from the officers and passengers at Cardifr :
The Ville de Havre expericnced a thick fog until
the 30th, At the time of the collision the weather
was clear; little wind was Dlowing, but there was o
heavy sca. The captain had just retired, and the
second officer was in charge. The lights on the
steamer were all right. The collision was wholily
unexpected. The Loch Earn struck the steamer
amidships, and made a chasm 12 feet decp and from
25 to 30 fect wide. The exact pogition cf the Ville
de Havre at the time was Iatitude 47:21, longitude
35:31. A panic took possession of the passengers.
Five minutes after the collision the main and mizzen
masts fell neross two large boats which were filled
with people and ready for launching. The bonis
wern crushed to picces and many of the occupants
were killed. In the bricf interval between the col-
lision and the sinking of thie steamer the crew wero
able to Jaunch only k whale boat and the captain's
gig. The Loch Earn went n mile before stopping.
She then got out four boats to pick up the people
struggling in the water, Meanwhile a whale boat,
under command of the Second Licutenant of the
Ville de Havre, picked up one load of those who
were clinging to planks, spars, &c., and took them to
the Loch Earn, She returncd to the scene and
rescued nnother load, Captain Surmout, who re-
mained on deck to the last, was rescued by this boat
three-quarters of an hour after the collision, One of
his officers swam a mile to the Loch Earn, and was
hauled on board with a rope. The boats centinued
to search the waters in the vicinity of the disaster
until there was 1o hope of saving more lives, The
cold was intense. Many of the survivors wero im-
mersed two honza, and were almost lifeless when
rescued. The ship Trimountain sighted the Loch
Earn at 6 am,, six hours after the sinking of the
steamer, and received the survivors, ashefore report-
ed. The Herald'sspecial,dated London, Dec, 1, says:—
The purser of the 88. Ville de Havre gives the fol-
lowing accounf of the disaster:~—~We wore seven
days out; it was Saturday night; I was sleeping
whon the collision occurred, and rushing on deck I
descried a sailing ship, and three minutes later I
gained the fearfui conviction that the ship was going
down by the bow; thirty or forty pagsengers man-
aged to get into the long boat, and life grew strong
within them when freed from the sinking ship, but
suddenly the mizzen mast fell to the left side of the
vessel killing or wounding nearly all of them ; after-
wards the mainmast fell on deck,killing and wound-
ing more; water was rushing down the wind pipe
with fearful velecity, and the vessel was ainking; I
jumped overboard with snother person,and swam
toward the Loch Eara, half a mile off; looking
.around I saw the steamer disappear without reeling,
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] b the noise and tumuit:
the captain remained on the Vridge during tlu;
whole scenc ; bo was teseued one hour later: six
oflicers out of fifteen were saved Ly swimming' Cx-
cept the first lieuteuant, who went in & beat to the
Loch Earn.  The purser gives a touching narmtive
of the prescuce of a French priest amidst the death.
like calmness on the deck dispensing Dlessings
bonts cruised about until ten o'clock next mor'ning’
in hopeless cfforts to pick up other survivors: e
tained on bonrd the British ship until three o'clock
p.an, and was then transferred to the Amorican ship
Trimountain, commanded by Captain Wrahat who
gives the following narrative :—On Satmday MorR-
ing we suw a vessel off our weatlier bow, with Low.
fprit zone and eails fonting, which proved to be the
Loch Earn, of Glasgow, bonnd for New Yeork, Her
captain asked to transfer the surviving passengers
and crew of the stonmer Ville de Havre, which sunk
at two o'clock that morning.  All except two, one a
French priost, and the other, a person who remained
to act as nurse, were transferred, It was n pitiful
gight to see these human beings huddled togetherin
the small eabin, heart-broken and destitute of cloth-
ing, but still thankful for their lives and grateful for
the hospitality received on the Loch Earn, Many
were hiurt by fragments of the wreck,  We cruised
till nearly dark, and then proceeded on n voyago te
iristol, not o vestige of the Ville de Havre, man
woman or child, could be Ciscovered in the x’migh-'
borliwod where the collision occurred.  There was &
rather heavy sea, but bittle wind when the disnster
oceurred,  The shock of the collision was fearful in
rapidity in which the steamer went down, and pre-
vented the launching of more than one boat nnd
the captain’s gir. In twelve minutes after the ship
went down the tevror among the passengers para-
lyzed all efforts to save, Many of the passengers

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NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The Cubans are far frem being satisfied
with the manner in which their mother coun-
try proposes to settie the Virginius affuir with
the United States, They are talking boldly to
tho effect that they will mot give the steamer
up, and dare the United States to fight. This
‘bellicose disposition will however we expcet
soon pass away, when they find that Spain will
not back them. Te the United States gov-
crnment credit for moderation, combined with
a due sense of the national dignity, in the man-
agement of thjs dificult affair must be award-
ed ; but if war be forced upon them by Cuban
obstinacy, the result of the fight cunuet be
doubtful, Should Spain find herself unable
to compel her refractory Provineials to fulfi]
the terms of the late arrangement, she will mo-
tify the United States of the fuct, and thus au-
thorise the armed interference of the latter.—
The bombardment of Cartagena has failed in
reducing the place; a siege in regular form is
now to be instituted which may prove a long
and costly affairfor the §pnniard as all history
shows knows how to make a stubborn resist-

ance.
The cmigration movement in Germany is

provoking the jealousy of the goverament, and
emigration agents, not native or maturalised
subjects of the Kmpire, are threatened with
banishment. Should the movement continue
it is probable that more stringent measures will
be resorted to.

He would be a bold man who should venture
to dogmatise as to what form of government
will be adopted in France. 1In that country of
startling political changes, everything is possi-
ble, und all that with any degree of certainty
can be predicted is—that that which is cannot
long be. The frict_lds oflegitimate monarchy have
not abandoned all hopes of a restoration, though
even the warmest friends of Henry V. must
admit tkat his prospects at prescut are not
bright. The Bazaine Court Martial drags its
slow length aleng, leaviag its slime upon
every body and cvery thing with which it
comes in contact, It divulges such a state of
undiscipline in the French army, of insubor-
dination and neglect of duty on the part of in-
ferior officers, and of incredible indifference, on
the part of the very highest, that the victories
of the Germans cease to astonish, Dispatches
of highest importance, on which the fate of tho
country depeaded, were sometimes suppressed
by those whose duty it was to forward them,
sometimes cast aside as wasto paper by those to
whom they were addressed, as not deserving of
notice. Marshal Bazaine was perhaps nos
worse than others; but still the fact remaing
that he, a Marshal of France 2t the head of an
army of 170,000 men laid down his arms.—
This disgrace must be expiated, and some one
must be the victim,

ther information from the Gold Coast,

They rejected auricular confession, penance, absolu-
tion ; knew nothing of baptismal regeneration or the
right of confirmation; opposed the doctrine of the
real presence, the worship of saints and images ; the
celibacy of the olergy, and works of supererogation.
Holding such views they made a determined stand
against the encroachments of the Papal See. They
suffered persecution, and not until after & long and
heroic struggle were they overcome, In the 12th
coztury, when William the Lion was on the ‘Throne
of Scotland, the Pope sent bim, through his Legate,
a sword, the sheath and lilt of the sword set with
preéious stones, with a hat or diadem, calling him
u Defender of the Church,” and so he proved to be,
but not cxactly after the mind of His Holiness. The
pious King was not to be taken with such a gift.
Principle to him was worth
MORE THAN PRECIOUS JEWELS,

and he would neither soll his country nor his God
for gold. The design of the Papal Court, it seems,
was to secure the vacant See of St. Andrew’s for onc
of its adberants; William the Lion gave it to his own
chaplain, we believe, one of these Culdie Christians.

The religion introduced into Scotland by St.
Columban was that taught by St. Patrick; the
religion taught by St. Patrick was that held by
the Pope St. Celestine, who commissioned St.
Patrick ; and as things which are equal to the
same are also equal to ome anothers—o the
religion wherewith Scotland was ovangelised
by St. Celumban was the same as that of St.
Celestine the Pope or « Man of Sin.”

With regard to the Culdies being, in form ot
Church Government, Presbyterians, that is pro-
testant against Episcopacy ; and in dogma Pro-
testants also of the present Scotch orthodox
type, a very few words will suffice; indeed the
absurd assertion carries with it its own refuta-
tion, ,

Tor the preacher himself tells us that the
pious king William the Lion appointed, con-
trary to the wishes of the Iloly See, «“/Ais owon
chaplain” we belicve, one of these Culdee
Christians to the vacant Sec of' St. Andrew’s;
This if true shows three things. Iirst that the
form of church government in Scotland was
Iipiscopal in the days of William the Lion,
sccondly that the Guldees themselves acecpted
that form of Church Government, and took
part in it ; thirdly that some of them at least
wore tainted with black lirastianism, since they
accepted spiritual offices and eoclesiastical
dignities at the hands of the secular power.—
That reverend proacher in his anxicty to purge
his clients, the Primitive Christians of Seot-
land, of the suspicion of Romanism has con-
victed them of Erastianism,

Next with regard to doctrine; the very words
of the preacher again convict him of error,—
The Culdeas, the Primitive Christians of Scot-
land, as he pretended, rejected all the character-
istic doctrines of modern Romanism—amongst
others ¢ celibacy” of the clergy, But the dis-
ciples of St. Columban were *monks,” and
therefore as tho word implies eelibates, living
together im community, in monasterigs, and
subject to peouliar rules as all monks are at
the present day, Their monastic government
was of course republican or Presbyterian ;
since the Superior or Abbot of a community is
but a simple priest, primus inter pares; one of
the monks clected by his brethren to discharge
certain duties for a certain period, but in point

‘of Order, enly the cqual of those over whom

he bearsrule.  In this senso only the Culdie
monks—¢ Presbyterian monks” the preacher
styled them,—were as all monks of to-day are,
Presbyterians,

It is clear that the Primitive Christians of
Scotland held the same views with regard to
celibacy as do Romaaists of to-day. They
regarded it not as a state of life enjoined on
all men; not as necessary to salvation; but as
a state of life higher than the married state,
because the state chosen for Himself by Christ,
and therefore the state of life which best be-
eomes thosc who in a special manner devote
themselves to His service.

But—Romanism whether true or false—is a
strictly logical or coherent system ; all its parts
arerelated and inter-dependent. As by the study
of a single bone the comparative anatomist can
reconstruct for us the entiro animal of whose
organism it once formed part, so, given any one
of the peculiar doctrines of Romanism, we may
safely predicate the prescace of many ethers.
The celibacy of the clergy connotes therefore
the presence of several other peculiar Romish
doctrines; viz., the doctrine of a sacrificing
priest; of a precious host or victim ; of a real
presence more glorious than that which of old
filled the tabernacle with glery, Indeed in
nothing were the Reformers more consistent
than in rejecting celibacy for their ministers,
and in deprecating the monastic life, since these
are of the very essence of Romanism,

From the very words of the preacher it is
therefore proven—1st. that their clergy were
celibates, and held therefore all those peculiar
doctrines which that state of life implies.

The history of Scotland is, as Dr, Robertson
points out, very obscure in tho early days of
Christianity ; "but this we know, that the
Scetch monks were in communion with those of
Ireland, who again were celebrated over all
Europe for their learning and piety. We copy
from the Protestant historian Neander treating

of the state of Christianity in the 7th and Sth

centuries:—Vol. 5, p. 210, Bohn'’s Edition.

 Far renowned were the masters from Bcotland
(magistri e Scotia] who travelled not only to Eng}ud
but to France and Germany, and taught various
branches of knowledge.”

Now we know with certainty that in the Tth
and 8th centurics all the peculiar doctrines of
Romanism were held all over Christian conti-
nental Europe; but if the religious doctrines of
the Scotch Monks had in any important particu.
lar differed from those held in France, in Ger-
many, and in England, they would hardly have
been held in high esteem as “magisers ;” and
some traces of the controversies, to which their
rejection of the characteristic tenets of Roman-
ism must assuredly have given rise, would be
met with in the writings both of their contem-
poraries, and of later historians, Nothing of
the kind is to be met with; the «magistri ¢
Scotia” in their religious teashings it must
therefore be assumed, impugned the truth of
no dectrines held in France, Germany, or ether
Continental countries to which they pene-
trated; and as in all these, in the 7th and 8th
centuries, the characteristic dectrines of modern
Romanism were held, so we may logically con-
clude that they were alse held and taught in
the country from whence the ¢ far renewncd”
magistri went forth to found schoels, preach
the Gospel, and teach * various bramches of
koowledge.” In these days Scotland and Con-
tinental Europe were ene in faith; and what-
ever clouds may hang over and obscure the his-
tory of the first, no sush doubts exist, as to
the faith of the more Southern parts of Chris-
tendom, no such clouds obscure their Listory,

ProtEsTANT PROGRESS.—From Diverce to
Polygamy is not a very loog step; and whe-
ther that step shall be taken in Protestant king-
land is now being gravely discussed in the Lon-
don Saturday Review, a journal that spesks
the sentiments of a large portion of the noa.
Catholic British world. Inglish socicty, so
argues the Safurday Review, is overstocked
with uamarried women, for whom it is impos-
sible to find remunerative employment, and for
whom in the actual state of society marriage i3
impossible; for now-a-days only the very rich
can afford to marry, Under these circum-
stances says the Review, thoughts are seriously
entertained of introducing polyzamy as a re-
medy for the cvils which the cxistence and
rapid increase of such a large mass of wnmar-
ricd females necessarily entail ; and it is
amongst the women themselves, so we learn
from the same paper, that the suggestion finds
greatest favor. To this fact the Review atbri-
butes the enthusiasm with whoich on his late
visit to England the Shah, the rcpresentative
par excellence of the pelygamous principle, was
received, especially by the wonien,

That the tendency of the age is to return to
the principles, political, social, and religious that
generally obtained before the coming of Christ,
is obvious,and is generally admitted, Qutside of
the Papal Church there is nothing capable of
arrcsting this tendency, or progress towards
paganism, It is increasing in strength daily,
and manifests itself everywhere. Germany for
the moment takes the lead, but in the tone of
tho Protestant press of Eungland it is plaicly
discernible. The idea of the existence on earth
of a power over and above the State, of a spi-
ritual authority which by the very fact of its
existence limits the secular, is denounced in the
strongest language, and most emphatic terms,
as blasphemy againgt Cwesar. The State in
the regenerated world is to be all in all, and
will swallow up the Church; for the State or
“ people-God”” is a jealous divinity that will
brook no rival, and will accept no divided alle-
giance, Already it is loudly proclaimed that
the union of the sexes is a matter te be ar-
rapnged by the State; that the unions which it
sanctions arc, in virtue of that sanctien, valid
marriages; that to it i short belongs the right
of determining all the conditions of man’s so-
cial cxistence. Should, therefore, the feeling
in favor of polygamy which already exists in
England continue to increase amongst the peo-
ple, there is outside of the Catholic Church no
power capable of opposing it, or of preventing
its introduction smongst the wealthier classes
of society. A people that can tolerate the
anti-Christian system of divoroe now legalised
in England, would but make themselves the
laughing stock of the world for their inconsist-
ency and hypoerisy were they to raise moral
objections to polygamy. On political, or cco-
nomical grounds they might of eourse resist its
introduction; but the right te urge a plea of
immorality against it, they, and all other non-
Qatholic communities have for ever waived.—
The Suturday Review has therefore better rea.*
sons than at first sight may appear, for be-
lieving that polygamy may ere long be openly
practised in England ; unless indeed it should
by the grace of God be brought back to the
Catholic Church, the only institution that is
capable of upholding the law of God, “one
with one, and forever.”

Swvkive oF TEE SS. ViLLE pu Haves.
—Auother steamboat acoident, attended with
sad loss of life happened to the Steamer Ville
du Havre. From the published accounts we
gather that she was run inte by a sailing ship,
the Loch Earn, and suffered so.severely from
the collision that in a few minutes she began to
sink. Some of the passengers and crew got
into the boats when, unfortunately, the main
and mizzen masts went by the board, and fall.
ing athwart the boats crushed them, and killed
those who were on board, In the meantime
the Loch Earn had forged a-head a considera-
ble distance, and was nearly a mile off before
she could round to, and get her boats out.—
These however to the number of four were at
last lowered, and proceeding to the spot where
the wreck had occurred, they succeeded in res-
cuing a few of those who had not gone down
in the ill-fated vessel. These were taken on
board the Lock Earn and most kindly treated;
but the accommedation being very small, the
offer of a United States ship the Trimountain
to take some of them on board was gladly ac-
copted.

There will be a strict enquiry no doubt as
to the cause of the disaster by which about 226
persons perished. There must have been gross
negligence somewhere, for had a good look out
been kept the collision could not have eccurred,
if the steamer was showing her lights. The
weather was clear, tho breeze moderate, and the
sea not runoing very high, as is evident from
the fact that the LZock Earn’s boats were able
to rescue so many of the people of the wrecked
steamer, some 56 in all,

CoxversioNs IN INDIA.—There are from

time to time conversions in India, but they are
the wrong way. We see for instance in the
London Z'imes the report of a well autheatic-
ated case of' conversion, but unfortunately for
Exeter Hall it is that of a Christian to Ma-
hommedanism, The interesting convert in this
case is a Mr. Richard M, Melville, a civil ser-
vant of cthe government, and lately Deputy Com-
missioner of Sirsa-Punjab, He has assumed
the name of Sheikh Abdool Ruhman,
As in the case of the Rev. M. Loyson, so in
that ot Jr. Melvill a woman was at the bot-
tom of the business. He was smitten with the
charms of a daughter of Islam; but having al-
ready a Christian wife, and children of his own
in England, he renounced his faith, since in
India the civil law which governs marriages
follows religion. This change of faith is by-no
means urcommnon in Indis, for, as we learn
from the Times,  cascs of natives prefessing to
change their religion in order to get the matri-
moxzial advantages of both the Christian, and
the non-Christian Civil Law” are very frequent.
Thus we see that the same causes which occa-
sionally bring lewd priests to the knowledge of
the ¢ truth as it is in Jesus,” are in operation
in India, but with the effect of swelling the
ranks of Tslamism.

SreiriTisM. — The good people of Toronto
scem to be suffering under an outbreak of the
disease sometimes called ¢ Spiritualism,” but
more preperly designated as necromaney, or
devil-worship. To such {an extent has it pro-
cceded that it is noticed bothin the journals
and in the pulpit; the Globe devotes some
columns to a detail of the phenomena that have
presented themselves; and in asermon reported
in the same journal as having been delivered
by a Protestant minister, the Rev. A. Williams,
the marvels of Spiritism are set down as
supernatural, and most demeralising,

Now, if this be true, perhaps, after all, our
ancestors were not altogether wrong iu their le-
gislation against witcheraft and sorcery; were
net altogether worthy of the indiscriminate
censures passed upon them by their descend-
ants, Of two things ono. Spiritism, or by
whatever name the thing may be called, is
either Charlatanism or Devilry, and in either
case, falls properly within the ken of the Police.
We hazard no opinion of our ewn; but it is a
strange fact that all the pheomena of modern
“ Spiritism,” all the facts attributed to its pro-
fessors, bear a striking family resemblance to
the facts deposed to at the Witcheraft trials of
bygone ages. The ¢ Bledieum” is buta nine-
teenth century wizard; and his tricks and per
formances at o seance are almost identical with
the acts of dinbleric that we read of in ancient
records; mow if we arc prepared to admit the
first, we cannot refuse to give credit to the
others,

But whether Charlatanism or Derilry, the
Christian should have nothing t6 do with so-
called * Spiritism,” should take no part in its
seances, and give no countenance to any of its
professors. Insanity and immorality are its
fruits, and by these we may conclude that it is
not of God ; and the silly drivellings which its
profossors seck to palm upon the gaping audi-
ence as inspired utterances, as revelations from
the spirit world, should provoke the contempt
of all intelligent beings.

There has been much disputing on the sub-
ject of the taxof $500 levied upon butchers
keeping butcher’s shops clsewhere than in the
market. As guardiun of the City interests,
the Corporation naturally feels inclined to keep
up the reut of the stalls 1 the market, whiel of
course would decline in value were every one
at liberty to open a butcher's shop where he
pleased. On the other hand, in so far as the
convenionce of the public is concerned, it is a
great blessing to housekeepers to get rid of the
bother of having to trudge long distances to
the market in order to buy & pound of meat;
and there can be no rcason given why the trade
in meat should not be as frec as the trade in
fruit, or groceries, or any ether article of daily
consumption. It is to be hoped therefore that
some arrangement may be made by which,
without injury to the rovenuo of the City, er
to the rights of those who have leased marke$
stalls, the great convenience of private butcher’s
stulls throughout the City, may be maintained
and extended., The ¢ going to market” was o
horrid bore, and occasioned much loss of time
and mouey,

At the same time as butcher’s shops or stalls,
if not kept scrupulously clean, are apt to become
nuisarces in the Lot weather—it is proper that
they should be subjected to a close and fre-
guent inspection; and it would be just that
they should be subjected to a spocial tax suffi-
cient to eover the additional expence of that
special inspection,

We copy from the Montreal Gazeits of the
5th inst., a letter from A Member of the Suni-
tary Committee, on the subject of the Small-
Pox Hospital, and ia reply to an article on the
same subjeet, that was published in the Gazettc
of the 2nd, and which contained some erroneous
statements with respect to the Hotel-Dieu.
These the writer of the annexed lstter indi-
cates; and he shews that the Hatel-Dicu is net
the recipient of a gevernment subsidy, except
in so far that it receives from the Bishop of
Montreal a government allowange, that is made
to the latter for the special benefit of tho Irish
Qatholies, but which Mgr. de Montreal has
transferred to the Hotel-Diew for the purpose
of maintaining therein a special ward, known as
the St. Patrick’s Ward, for the benefit of Irish
Catholics.

The following is the letter in the Gazstte :—

TO THE EDITOR OF THE GAZETTE.

Sin,—In yours of 3nd, instant, thero®appears an
article headed “ Hospital for Small-Pox.” I orave
your leave to tender some remarks upon that
article,

You say that the Hotel-Dien receives & Govern-
ment grant ; and that, according to Act 24, Vict,
;. 24, it is beund to extend relief to swmall-pox pa-

ients. ,

The truth is, that the Hotcl-Dieu has never been
subsidized by Government. Bince 1855, a grant in
faver of Irish immigrants has beer made to Mgr. the
Bishop of Montreal, and this grant His Lordship
has appropriated to the St. Patrick's Hospital. Until
1861 this institution formed a distinct establishment,
though under the management of the Sisters of the
Hotel-Dieu. At that date the St. Patrick's Hoapital
was transferred to the wards of the Hotel-Dieu ; but
still maintaining its distinct existence, and sup-
ported out of its particular funds. Thotgh under
the same roof as the Hotel-Dien, the Si. Patrick’s
Hospital is entirely scparate from the first named,
snd the Government grant in no manner affects the
Hotel-Dien. Bo that, in fact this establishment re-
ceives nothing from thejGovernment, and is bound
by no conditions, but this, howover, does not prevent
it from extending its care even to small-pox pa-
tients,

As to the 8t, Patricl’s Hospital it may be as well
to remark that the graut was made by Government
to Mgr. the Bishop of Montreal for a special purpose
and is not, therefore, either in letter or in spirit,
limited by the Act 24 Victoria.

You demand the erection of enc sole hospital to
which the victims of infectious diserges may be ad-
mitted, without discrimination of race or creed. I
glaffty admit the generosity of your idea, though at
the same time I consider the project of two hospi-
tals, one under the Hotel-Dicu management, the
other under that of the General Hospital, as equally
generous, and as betteradapted to meet the exigen-
cies of the case.

Both of these institutions are well prepared, by
many years experience, te discharge the necessary
duties. Would it be the same with the perfectly
novel institution that you ask for? And does it
pet strike yoa that the work would be dene more
cconomically by old experienced instituticns, such
as the Hotel-Dieu and General Hospital, than by a
newly erected institution depending on the Corpor-
ation?

But
who would watch ever them with the mether’s ten-
der care or the sisters affection ? Who, seatsd at
their bedsides, would speak to them the words which
soothe and strengthen? Who would pray for them
at the last supremo moment? Who would suryest
to them thosc pious aspirations to God which
form the most precious treasurc of the departing
soul ?

I knew not, sir, whether you be aware of it, but
these consolations, impossible in a civil haspital,
ara so dear to a truly Catholic people that the want
of them must always alicnatc them. In such an
institution as you propoese you would see none but
those indifferent Catholics whko frequent the Gene-
ral Hospital. A civil hospital would, then, ncver
mect the wants of two-thirds of our Catholic popu.
Intion.

This fact is worthy of your serious consideration.
I am convinced that you have no desire to impose
on Catholics an institution to which they are averse
and which would outrage their most sacred feelings.
I have the guarantee of this in the loyalty which to
this day has alrcady characterized your journal, and
won for it the respect of, air,

Mesars. Letellier de St. Just, Christie, and D, A. Mc-
Donald were present, and occupied chairs near
their Lordehips. To an address from the students,
Mgr. Fabrs replied in English and French, expros-
sing the happiness his visit to the Capital afforded
him, and paying a tribute of affection and esteem fo
the venerable and saintly Ordinary of the Diocese,

Harp Times 1N Mostngal.—— STagyatios 1N THE
Lasor Mauker.—The bard times complained of this
winter all over the Unitel States, from the cotton
rollers of Nuw Orleans to the lombermen of Wis-
consin and Michigan, and from the factory opera-
tives of the New Euglend States to the Chinese
laundrymen of Califyrnia, have naturally been felt
in the Duminjon. This full and winter, mechanics
and laborers of 2l classes have been erossing into
Canpada in quest of work, but it is to be feared with
very little success. This is erpecinlly the case in
the larger cities, such as Toronto and Hamilton,
while the arrivalsin Quebee Provinee are alzo laree.
Sinre the mlvent of winter <o of the manufuctur-
ing firms have cither reduced the number of hands,
or have reduced wages or working hours,

Messrs, Ives & Allen, fonunders, Queen st., have
reduced the wages of abont one-third of their cm-
ployees butween 5 and 15 per cent, and their stove
foundry is closed up. Mr. George Brush, of the
Eagle Foundry, has discharg-d some men and re-
duced Lis rates of wages on the average of 20 per
cent, In the Gilbert engine works wages have also
been reduced some twenty per cent. In the Dart-
ley works the same reduction has been made or
will take place. All these firms state, however,
that this lowering brings wiazes orly to the ol rates,
befor:: the exceptionally high wages were paid last
summer. ) )

In the founderies of Mr. Clendinneng, William
street, o reduction of about 121 per cont in wages
has been made all around, whil: the machinists,
pattern-makers, labourers, cte,, are working cight
hours. The proprietor has dizcbarged none of his
skilled hands.

The Robertson lend works arc also expected to
shut down shortly, as is the :ule every winter,
Several fuctories on the canal wre closed for the
lacle of water power; others have put their men
at picce instead of time werk. .

OTHER BRANCIES OF TRADE.

Among the snw-mills and wood factories a slight
reduction has taken place in wages, The depression
in trade, combined with the early closing of naviga-
tion, has been felt severcly by inbourers, who are
seceking any sort of work at lavw wages. DBusiness
in the ship-yards does not promise ta be extemsive,
so that the prospects in trade wenvrally point to a
hard winter for the labouring classes in Montreal.
In fact, the majority of labounts and naskilled
machinists and worlkkmen are now out of employment,
while the shutting down of so miny large factorics
in the United States has sent numbers of skilled
hands over here looking for employments and our
manufacturers, sceing the value of their help, have,
in many instanecs, availed themselves of their ser-
vices to the detriment of Canadisn workmen.

We arc informed that in the large manufacturing
jewellers' estnblishments, trade is2s brisk as usual,
with a demand for good artisans.

LUMBERMEN. .
There Las been such a stagnation in the lumber
trade that lumber merchauvts hav: uothired so many
men for the woods this season as formerly, and
wages of the employeas have beea reduced from 40
to 50 per cent.—Wilness.

The largest
increase from avy country was 25,734, or 18 per
cont., from Germany, while from England the ex-

no emigrants from continential Europe have been
more valued or more warmly welcomed than those

who have come from Scandinavian ceuntries, It
will be remembered that this Deminion has for some
time past been secking to attract the people of these
countries to Canadian shores, and with counsiderable
success, The U.S. official report does not appear
to publish the immigration from Canada during the
past season—a point to which the Dopartment bas
devoted special attention in years gone by. The
truth is that the balance is on the wrong side for
our Republican neighbors, and instead of Canadians
pouring inte their cities for employment, not only
such Canadians as have sctiled there, but mnny
American born citizens themselves, are flocking to
our cities in search of that exnployment which they
cannot obtain on the other side of the lines. No-
thing shows more conclusively the prosperity of
Canada than the healthy activity apparent in our
cities im spite of the American financial panic, and
the people of the mother country should note these
facts.—Montreal Gazette.

The Bazaine trial has entered upon a new and

curious phasc. Bazaine, says n correspondent of tho
N. Y, Times, seoms to be the only man, accoerding to
the evidence, who fully performed his duty (except-
ing Canrobert), and day after day accusations rise
against other officers. D'Abzac and Stoffel had
scarcely finished when MacMahon himself was
brought under accusation. Bazaine sent a dispatch
to bim on the 26th of August, saying that his sortie
had failed, but a new one would bo attcmpted, and
saying that he was always ready for 2 movment if he
had news from the army of Chalons. MacMahon
swere that he did not receive this dispatch, but it
was most clearly proved thathe did. The evidence
did not leave a shadow of a doubt, and the Dac D'Au-
male quickly dropped that point and took up an-
other.” Thus the first charge of svppressing a des-
patch of the 23rd, which Col. Sewel says he saw the
Marshal reccive, and heard him read, is disproved,
because the only dispatch sent nt that time was in
"cipher, which Col. Sewel says this was not. Canro-
bert says that he has n great respect for Col. Sewell,
but has known &ll the time that he was mistaken.
Then we find that Bazaino did inform MacMahon
that he would let him know when he eould move
kis army with safety, since Stoffc] and D'Abzac are
accused of suppressing the dispatch; and the dis-
patch of the 28th is also traced dircctly to the hands
of MacMahon. The journalsare beginning to turn
against Gen. De Rivere, the reporter, who has been
so maladroit in this whole proceeding. Inthe last
audience it was thought that there might Le some
question of Bazaine, since he bad sat for tendays
listening to accnssations against others; but at the
very outset General Solcille came under accusation
and the court is now asking what interest that of-
ficer could have had in deceiving Bazainc about the
question of munitions in Metz, At a council of war,
when Bazaine proposed his sortie, Solcille reported
that there were not cartridges enough for a battle,
and this had a strong influence npon all the Gen»
erals. Later it was found that there were cartridges
enough for at least seven battles. One officer after
another is thus brought to the bar, and it is found
that very few did their whole duty. Dara’ne,thus
far, stands better than any other ofticer, not except-
ing MacMahon. The influence upon the army is
very bad, and onewonders why the Government al-
lowed a process of this kind to proceced without
looking to see where it would lead,

The parishes were 76 in number, and the first pro-
cess has been to reduce them by a new docision te
28 ; but not even thus has the difficulty been sur
mounted, for the priests found are oaly nine, one of
whom haas received the charge of twenty-four parishes
in a lJump. Two of the nine are Swiss pricsts, noto-
rious for their immoral lives, ene of them long since
under suspension ; another is a Pole, and seven are
Frenchmen, of doubtful character, picked up by the
roving commission. At the same time the Govern-
ment is preparing to scize the free Catholic Church
at Berne, bailt of late years by subscriptions from
all purts of Europe ; an outmge mote flagitious even
than the one perpetrated at Geneva, for the Church
of St. Germain was allotted to Catholics by the
State—it was bound, indeed, by treaty to provide
one—but the Church at Berne was Duilt by the
Cutholics themselves.

ITALY.

Viexsa, Nov. 13.—Cardinal Rauscher, Archbishop
of Vienna, addressed o letter in June last, in the
pame of several members of the Austrian Episco-
pacy, to the Archlishop of Cologne on the subject
of the Prussian Ecclesiastical Jaws. This letter is
published to-day by the [%lksfreund, Cardinal
Rauscher's organ, and its publication is regarded as
a manifesto against tlie Ecclesiastical Billa which
are about to be submitted to the Reichsmth. Car-
dinal Rauscher, in his letter, animadverts in 8cvere
terms upon the false laws which bave been enacted,
and inveighs especially against the provisions re-
lating i3 the training of the clorgy in State estab-
lishments, the Government supervision ever the
Church, the exercise of State patronage in clerical
appointments, and the attempt to circumscribe the
Catholic Church within national limits. All these
remarks appear to bo pointed against the Bills
drawn up by the Austrian Migister of Pablic In.
struction.

GERMANY,

Rrsrits of ToE Prussiay  Erscrroxs.—The final
results of the elections to the Prussian Laudtag, as
the details become known, are very much what we in-
dicated last week., Rut a great change has passed
over the Dict ; the principal fentures of which are
the quasi-obliteration of the Right or Conservative
party, the cousiderable increase of the Centre or
Catholic and pro-Catholic fraction, and the immense
addition to the strength of the Liberals or Left,
Whereas the Conservatives numbered 162 in the
Inst Assembly, they are now but 65 of all shades;
while the Centrums-fraction, which consisted of 58
at the outside, now counts 85 deputies, with whom
the 17 Poles will alse gencrally vote. But the Libe-
rals, whe were only 165 in the last Diet, now num-
ber at least 222, counting 160 * National Liberals”
and 62 © Progressists.” On the latter, as we have
already bad occasion to observe, the Government
cannot count implicitly ; and although there is no
danger of their voting against any measure oppres-
sive to Catholics, they aiready begin to shew symp-
toms of independence which must give the Govern-
ment matter for serious reflection.

Beauix, Nov, 13.—In consequence of several hun.
dred Catholic pnrishes not being provided with
pricsts legally entitled to perform the functions of
their sacred office, the Emperorafter long hesitation,
has consented to the introduction of a Bill sanction-
ing Civil Marriage and Civil Registration of Births
and Deaths. The Bill is naturally regarded asa
most momentous measure in a country the educated
classes of which, being estranged from the Catholic
as well as the Protestant Church, bave been long
connected with their respective denmominations
chiefly by the laws cownpelling ecclesiastical cerc-
monies in case of marriage, birth, and death, Mar-
riage being declared a purely Civil act—as it, in-
deed, always has been in Germany, except for the
Jast 200 yenrs—the necessity for undenominational
cemcteries is expected shortly to arise in conee-
quence of the priests declining to bury persons that
have lived in unconsecrated wedlock. Cemeterics,
in fact, are even now leosing their denominational
charactcr, Old Catholice being constantly buried,
with the assistance of the police, in Catholic church-
yards, despite the protests of the priests. Baptism,
thercfore, which is enforced by law, will shortly be
the only obligatory connection between the Chris-
tian Churches and those professing to belong to
them in this country. Another and very important
result of the Bill, it is anticipated, will be the daily
occurrence of intermarringes, between Christiang
and the lrrge and highly influential body of German
Jews.—Times Cor

THE DRUSES, OR EASTERN FREEMABONS,

The manners, habits and social peculiarities of the
Druses render them interestingly attractive not
alone to the tounist who seeks new life on the olive
hills and palm plains of Palcstine, but also to those
who daily wituess social outbreaks fomented by the
intrigues of secret socleties, for they afford us a con-
nocting link between the anclent and :nodern Free-
masons, They number about 200,000, and inhabit
the rieh, fertile plain located Letween tho parallel
mountain ranges of Lebanon, In the north of Pales-
tine. The vallev,as dexcribed by travellersappears to
be a little Pamdise. The sun rays reflected by the
snow-capped mountains, in crystal wavelets, descend
to the vale with mouistening balm and fondle the
fragrant flowers blooming on the mountain slope.—
The gentle declivitics are profusely covered with
fig and mulberry trees, the creeping vines are skill-
fully trained arouud thv ledges of the rocks, whilst
the wild fowers in rich profusion conceal their
nakedness. Olive, pine, onk and cedar groves are
scattered over this rich valley, irrigate1 by the con-
stant streaml: ta trickling down the mountain sides.
Hundreds of villages are to bu seen, some formed on
the open plaly, others nestling beneath the ghelter-
ing rocks, whilst otlers againappear perched on the
rocky peaks. The Druses inbabiting the fertile
valley overlooking the Mediterraucan Sca devote
themselves to agricultural and pastoral pursuits.—
Their origin is asmysterious as their religion, wrapt
in the twilight of obiscurity. At one time they were
regarded as a Lurepean colony planted by the
Crusaders, at another time as Mohammedan schis-
maticg, driven into the mountain manges for their
digsenting opinivns by the fanatical followers of
Mecca's prophet. From what has been gleaned by
recent travelers from  their religicus tenets and ob-
servances, they svem to be an Arab tribe who em-
braced the dualistic teachings of the heretic Manes,
and afterward sut’ red much persecution from the
followers of Mcvhammed. The very little known
about them previvus to the eleventh century is so
interwoven with apparent fiction, that it would
prove difficult to cull any rcliable account from the
scattered fragments transmitted to us by hiatory.—
In the beginning of the eleventh century, one
Drusus, a native of Persia, became their apostle and
legislator, In onlcr to propagate his opinions and
extend tbe intlucnce of his sect, he went on a mis-
sionary journey through Palestine, Syrla and the
land of the Pharmohs. Hackem, the reigning King
of Egypt, extendul to Drusus the hospitality of his
court,and in return for his kindness Drusus pro-
chimed the king  deity,  This declaration, strange
a3 it may appear to us Was quite usual in the days of
paganism, and list. ned to with pleasure by the king.
Like all parasites, Drusus was armed with a flatter-
ing tongue. He told the king that, after establish-
ing their religion on it secure basis they would both
ascend to heaven, and after some time return again
to the abode of men, bearing with them abundant
blessings. In progress of time Drusus and Hackem
died, and their promised eoming has been anxiously
looked for by their followers during the last eight
centuries, Drusus is called by his followers the
% Persian Selemon,” and, under the mysterious fizure
of the “calf covered with gold” so carefully exclud.
ed frem the public gaze, he is worshipped by them
as the “Powerful tiod” This Solomon, the wan-
dering deity, withous doubt, is the gentleman so
often alluded to with reverential respect by our
Masonic friends, and honored as their great founder,
but by a confusion of idcas they attribute that great
honor to the wise man Solomon, the builder of the
Temple.

Like the ifasonic order, they are divided into
two classes. Akbals and Djahels correspending
with the “initinted” and the “elect,” or those “ who
koow.” All their officers, embracing guards, minis-
ters and cbief, styled the ¢ Grand Emir,” are exactly
like the Masonic officers, the head of which is called
“ Grand Master.” The first lesson tanght to the ini-
tiated” is “ awear, forswear, but never betray the se-
cret.

Their sanctimonious
appearance and ready compliance witl: the law in
public enable them to propagate their baneful errors
with security, and their presence is almost unknown
until some rocial outbreak reveals their evil designs
and exposes their craftily constructed plots apainst
religion and society. Their signs, grips, passwords,
initiating ceremeonies, official representatives, grades
and mysterious rites correspond with those of the
Freemasons, and proclaim thuir common origin—
When any of their emissarics caters a city he asks,
“ Do they sow in your city the sced Halaling?" If
the intcrrogated answers, “ It is sown in the learts
the faithfol," he is regarded asa member of the
craft.

dience to, anyone, save and except our Lord Hack.
em, and to that which constitutes his worship ; and
that to him he bequeaths his soul, his body, his
riches, his children and all that are his; and that
neither through sufferings nor by bribes will he ever
be induced to do aught against his knowledged
magter, or withdraw hig obedience from him. If he
should ever fail in this obedience, he hopes to be
sbandoned by his Supreme Being and chastised with
supreme vengeance” When God is thus denied,
and King Hackem clothed with omnipotence, the
postulant is nunbered among the elect. This cath
was binding under pain of death, ®All means are
lawful for the concealment of the secret,” was strict-
ly enforced. % Whosoever,” said they,  will betray
the least of our mysteries becomes an apostate from
his first faith, and shall be put to death in the pre-
sence of the assembled Druses” Not alone should
the betrayer be done away with, but alse the person
acqniring a knowledge of the secret should be cut in
piecer, for “ the secret is to be kept at all hazards,
and all otherobligations are to be merged in-a lively
and an efficient zeal for the inviolability of our
mysterics,” Is not this the binding obligation of all
secret societics, tho threat suspended over them like
the sword of Damocles, ready to drop on them if
they dare breathe the secret of their order. History
has recorded many cases where the fatal threat was
executed, and the lifeless body of the victim found
on the wayside without any “clue” to the perpetra-
tor of the revolting crime. Still foolish Catholics
do net hesitate to enter their ranks, and when ¢ ini-
tiated” express their surprise why it is the Church
hurls her anathemas againat those “ harmless” so-
ofeties. ®Sure, we have not seen avything objec-
tionablle or offensive in their meetings.” Very true,

A Reapr-Maos Nover.—Tae ForteNz oF Ax Irisw
MiLLioNiixa.—Balzac used to say that the rccor* of
tne courts and the police never produced a real story
with a beginning, middle, and end, and one ot the
hiappiest of Leon Gozlan’s sketches ia a description
of a dinner at which Vidocg refuted the great ro-
mancer's itatement, by giving a most ingenious re-
miniscence, from his own experience, of absorbing
interest and startling catastrophe. The Surrogate’s
Court bas for the last few days been affording an
additional contradiction to the prejudiced dictum
of the author of the « Human Comedy.” XNo play of
our time has been so fall of all the clements of dra-
matic interest as the trial on the application of the
lady calling herself the widow of George Hardin for
Yettors of administration on his vstate. Hardin was
oune of these shrowd, furtively-discreet, industrious
men from the North of Ireland, who have so many
representatives in our high financial and commercial
world. He came to this country young, and went
into business as an importer of Irish linens, making
a comfortable fortune, which, after retiring from that
pursuit, he greatly increased by judicious dealings
in commercial paper. He formed some sort of con-
nection with a Mrs. Walker about twenty-five years
ago, and assuming her name, went to live with her
in 8 modest house in Cornelia street. For a quarter
cf a century, more or less, he led this double life,
known to his Lusiness acqunintances as a thrifty
merchant and speculator under the name of Hardin,
and to his neighbors in Cornelia strect, as a quiet
and unpretending citizen who was called George
Walker., He prospered, as these secretive men often
do, and accumulated a great estate.  But it appar-
ently never occurred to him that he was mortal,
or that anything needed to be dene for George Wal-
ker's widow in case George Hardin died. This event
came without waiting for him, and Mrs. Walker ap-
plied for the letters of administration upon $2,000,060
of personal property. Theso were granted by the
Surrogate, but at this moment a counter claim was
icterposed by the nephews of the deceased from Bel-
fast, whoalleged that Mrs. Wnlker wasnot the wife of
their uncle, Some picturesque and disagreeable
stories of her carly life were brought forward, and it
was intimated that her husband, the genuine Walk-
er, was stilt living. But this charge was abruptly
and neatly extinguished by the evidence of a trust-
worthy fricnd named Ballagh, who testified, with
pleasing detail, that he had seen the lamented
Walker lying cold in clay on a bench near French's
Hotel, having died from protracted revels, and that
he had scen him carted away in the pauper’s hearse.
The widow's cause was furtler sustained by the
strong and consistent ¢vidence of the family phy-
sician, who testified that the relation of the Walkers
ware thoso of husband and wife, and that their mar-
riage had been frequently spoken of by both of them.
But the case last Saturday took on a far more dra-
matic aspect than ever. The counsel for the Irish
nephews brought in on that day a shabby scarecrow
from the almshouse at Blackwell’s Itland, whom
they called Robert Walker, the husband of Georgo
Hardin's widow. He was old cnough and ignoble
enough to fill most creditably the questionable post
assigned to him in the story, and he gave his testi-
mony in a manner which promises to prove fatai if
it is not impeached, It runs through the usnal
story of rum and ruin, quarrcling and desertion, and
at last mere wreck and oblivion. The explanation
of Mr, Ballagh's story is quite like the denouement
of the cheaper kinds of dramn, where the causes
which produced the trouble in the first act are re-
duced to the simple elements just before the curtain
falls. Robert was not dead, Lut very drunk, when
he lny on the bench by Frenclh’s Eotel, and the
iugubrious vehicle which carried him away was not
a hearse, but one of those conveyances whose true
name we gently avoid in calling it “Black Maria,”
and the French more gracefully term a *salad bas-
ket.” It took Mr. Walker not to Greenweod, but to
the station-house.

But, now that this
end has been attaiced, do those on whom the duty
of this investigation devolves propose to stop? Or
will they follow up the result thus reached to its
legitimate conclusion ? For the inference of this
trinl is inevitable; that, behind William M. Tweed,
there must have been others cqually guilty, if not
morc culpable than he was. William M. Tweed
never handled & dollar of the enormous amounts out
of which the people of New York have Leen swin-
dled without the intervention of other parties.
There were plenty of other officials concerned, who,
at any stage, could have stopped the outflow, from
the municipal treasary, of every dollar, not drawn
in a legitimate manner.
