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THE LATE FMPEROR FREDERICK.

LospoN, Juns 15, —The Emperor of Ger-
many died as 11 thia morning.

Frederick 111, King of Prussia and German
Emper r, died aveleven o'clcck this mornirg at
Potsdam. Loog os has been his illness, ateady
as has been the pregress of the disease, cer-
tainly fatal as it was known the end would
be, nevertheless his death will be a shock to
the whole civil'zel werld. No prince .f the
age has won such world-wida esteem and
even love as did Frederick William. Worthy
in every respect of the loyalty of his own sub-
jects aud the deepess respect of all people was
the man who seemed to vnits the virtuss of a
great prince with tbe virtues of a humble sub.
ject, and who sermed to eschew the vices of
both. Greatly s he died, it can only be said
that his death was worthy of the life he lved.
The ounly bitterncess which can wingle witn
the pgrief for his death, lies 1n the
thought of the losa to Germany of a
ruler possessitg mature wisdom, wise libe-
rality, a wha'esome love of peace, and & moral
character which might serve subjects of all
clasaes asa model. At euch & crisis as the pre-
sent, when Germaay is surrounded with envious
enemies, whom she has dexpo’led and disappoint-
ed, and is supported by drubtful friends whom
also shie has humiliated. when al! are armed for
a grest strugele, and are watchfully alert for
the signal, the death of an Emperor whom the
bitterest enemirs of the empire regarded as al-
most their friend is little less than a calamity
to Furope. Brief ns his been his reign,
howevar, and baflled as he bas beem in his
weakness by thosv who have made his illness

Gt

an opportunity to thwart him, ib mnas not be
taken too hastily for granted that ha has ac-
eomplistied pothing. If he had died before
caming to the throre his life would have had
to be reckoned with by the historian of the
German Empire. For years hia liberalism was
understocd thronghout Germsny, and hopes
were founded upon his acceseion which made
Liberaliem & great power, even in the face o'l;
the mutagonism of the *‘mnn of blood and iron,
who bad built up the empire, and thereby won
a sors of right to despotically guide its affaira.
German Liberals will enter upon the long
struggle which aeems to be Dbefors them with
the strength thus gained and with the mo
small impetus which the dying effcris
of a greatly beloved Emperor in the direotion
of reform hoe given. To the Empress Victoria
in the hour of the greatest sorrow her life is
likely to know, the reverence and love of all her
countrymen will go out. It is, perhaps, impoe-
sible to aay more of her than that she was fully
worthy af such o husband, that she had a great
mfluence upon her character. Rightly or
wrongly she is credited by the highesy classes
in Germauy with creating a great reaction
against sll that is considered most Prussian.
That her strength of charncter was great
enough to accomplish so much in spite of her
most difficult pesition in Berlin, and 1n spite
of the antsgonism with which -she has had
to stroggle from the time she entered the
German capital whlle she was still little
more than a girl, until now that she is & middle
aged woman, is enouzh to raise the hops that
ghe will yet succeed She had entertaived
hopes of doing a grest work in elevating, eman-
cipating and ennnbling German womankood.
Her activity a2 au Empress, evea when the ill-
pess of her husband demanded nearly all her
time, was au earnest of a wise purpose to acceph
responsibilities and duties of a national snd im-
perial character, fitting the position of the con-
gort of an Emperor. An Empreas endued with
demogratic ideas knew that it was her noblest
duty to serve her people. We cannob but be-
lieve that she will yeb creats for herself a aphere
in Germany, which will enable her to accom-
plish much, if not sll, of what she has planned
On the 9:h of March the Emperor William
died in Berlin, Ta-day, the 16th of -June, his
son, the Emperor Frederick, is dead. During
the bbres months of his brief reign the thoughts
of the world have never been absent from him
for a day, for during thet time he has been
fighting with steadfsat patience and courage &
double fight, for life for himself and for free-
dom for the people of Germapny. Frederick
II1., known first as Prince Fraderick William,
then the Crown Prince, sud latterly as the
German Emperor, was born. on October 18th,
1831, and was therefore at the time of his death
in his Gfty-seventh year. Like all Prussian
princes he waa from his earliest days brought
gp in a umform and trained as @& soldier,
Although much time was given to military ex-
ercises, the young Prince was very early placed
under half & dozen tutors, one of whom wag
Ernest Curtine, whoss noble infiuence had
much to do with fhe direction the Prince's
idens afterwards took -toward Liberalism.
Later on the Prince became a atudent of Bonu,
where he lived the life of an ordinary student,
being a notably hard worker. Of the Uni-
veraity he later on became rector, ln 1848,
when his fatber, then the Crown Prince, was
driven from Berlin bacanse of his stern man-
ner of putting down with caunon the abterapt-
ed revolution, they came to England, where
the lata Emperor was suppozed to have imbibed
democtatic ideas snd a grest admiration for
constitutional ideas which were not, however,
examplified in after life.  Princs Frederick
William, then a youbh of seventeen, first meb
ths Princess Royal of England, who waa only &
bright child of eight years. 1t ia naid, however,
that the Prince was very much amusad with the
precocious dignity and cleverness of the Prin-
cess, and bhat, in spite of her. tender years
they became comrades,: It in- certain that the
iden  of s marriage of bhe two was then

*

formed by the parents of both, and was after-
warde always ente:tained as a probability, In
1850. Princ2 Willtam returned to his studies
and later travelled in the South of Eurape and
in Egypt. In 1853, just when Ergland was re-
joicing over the full of Sebastopnl, Prince
Willism paid a visit to Balmoral with rthe ex-
press purpose of woring the Princa:s Vietaris,
then only a girl of 13 vesrs. The Prince Con-
sort and the Queeo, when the propnsal was
foripally made on the 20th of September, c.n-
aented, but requeated him not to speak to the
Priocess until after the confirmation. Oan the
29th of September *durine our ride up
Craig-nn-Baq,” writes the Queen, ** Prince
William picked n  piece of  white
““heather (the emblem of good Inck)
‘* which be gave Vickey, and tii: enabled him
‘%0 make an al.usion to hir hupes and wisher
'* ag they rode down Glen Gernock, which led
'* to the happy cooclusion” of .an epgagement.
Thur began a union which has been one of the
happiest and the noblest ever furmed. .Jan, 25,
1858, the marriage took place. Neven children
wera born, of whom all bat one atill live, In
1866, when war br.ke ont between Prussia and
Austria, the Prince toock command of three
army corpr, composed of 125000 men. Hie
army uodertook some difficuls op¢rations
in the Sudetic hills, and fought many brillians
engagements. The march to Konigaiatz, which
Rreay victory was won by his unexpected appear-
suce inthe middle of the battle, turned the
fortunes of the day and gave the Germans their
greatest triumphk  In the war between Germany
and Fraoce be had command of the Third
German Army, composed mostly of troope from
the BSoutheru kingdoms aud municipalities,
He won their raverence and dsvotion, and
ib was by them thap t1 e title of *“ Unser Fritz"
way given _The Crown Prince’s army was en-
gaged ot Weissenburg, at Woorth, at Sedan,
and at the crossing of tha Meuse. It also
took part in the siege of Paris. On October
28th, 1870, the Prince was created a field mar-
shal of Prussia. In 1871 he paid a wisit to Eng-
land. Last yesr lie was a conepicuous figure in
the Queen’s Jubilee procession at Liondon. He
was evén then ruifering from the disease which
bas now ended fatally. Daring the winter the
Prince resided at San Remo, his life, day by
day, siuce that time, having been chronicled in
the newspapers. On the death of tha Emperor
on the 9th of March, hea removed to Charlotten-
burg, aud later to Berlin  Although thu pro-
gress of his disease has been constant, and at
times his condition has been critical, he yet per-
formed the Quties of hia poaition.

CABLE TELEGRAMS.

Loxpoy, June 12.—The change for the
worse in Emperor Frederick is very grave.
The Prince nf Wales has received n cipher tele-
gram from Potsdam which nnoounces that the
disease with which the Emperor is suffering
from has attacked the trachea by meavs f an
opening wade in the operation of tracheotemy.
The complication iz most dangerous. It was
announced by Dr, Macksnzie some time ago as
s dangerous possibility. It puts an entirely new
aspect upon the case and decresses very m\_xch
the Emperor's chance of prolonging his life.
The uncertainty of the case is made evident by

a convereation had_ yesterday with
Dr. Mark Hovell, Sir Morrel's assistant,
who hss just arrived from Germany.

Dr. Hovell, usudlly the most tacitura of men,
spoke with the greatest contidence and hope,
and, of course, with the grente:t possible
authority, as Dr. Mackanz'e's contdans. He
said 16 was certain the disease was not cancer ;
that the case was progressing well and the
dootors had fairly good hope of the patient’s
ultimnte recovery, a hope never even Whispered
before, and every confidence that the Emperor
would live many months longer in any care. In
& letter just published in the British Medical
Journal, and which, though it 18 not known, is
written by Dr, Mackenzie, a very hopsful view
is taken of thinga, But this last information
makea the outlook as gloomy as ever, It in pro-
bable the exach nature of this last complication
will not be made koown offictally, as it would
tend to confirm certain rumora as to the nature
of the Emperor's disease ; rumors which, if
teue, permit & hops of ultimate recovery, but
whigh for reagons of policy must be vigorously
denied. X .

Both great political parties are concerned
about she immediate future of the House of
Commons, and the whips on both sides are
showing unwonted actlvxty'in their efforts wu
keep the members of all sections well up to the
mark in attendance during the debate on the
local gnvernment bill.

LoxNDoN, June 13.—The rerious relapis of the
Emperor was what was expected from the steady
and irresistible progrese of his diseass. There
has been no news but this for some time pasy.
All who have heen well informed were simply
looking for an advance of the malady beyond
the skill of the physicinne to delay its further
progress. Such a point seems to have been now
reached, and the absurd misataterents of Iavor-
able bulletins are bacoming such bold falsehoods
thab almost no cradib is given them, even as in-
dieations of the Kaiser's superficial condition,
Tt is » wonder that blaod-poisoning has not
been manifested, and this, as well ag the unex-
pectedly slow encroschments of a fatal ‘malady,
Is to be credited to_the skill, care’ and goo
sense of Sir Morell Mackenzie. The cause for
slarm is now more Berious and preesing than ab
any previous time.  Thia is understood all over
Europe, snd the oritical condition of the Em.
peror is again inspiring Enropesn political circles
with intenss uneasiness, The sltuation is fely
to be everywhere more strained than during the
winger, and thejbelief is universal that after the
Kairer's death war_cannot be long avoided. I
should not be surprised if the cable were to carry
you, before you go to press to-night, information
of the sufferer’s demise. So you will underatand
how vital the crisis i at hand in international
relations on the continent, ' The continued ar-
msments throughont’ Earope, Her Von Tisa's
recent warning speech in the Hungarian Dist
concerning foreigners ‘ab the Parin exhibition
and the violent German wmeasures, duaoted
ogainst France or against & hastile nation, like

=~

the Alace-Lorraine passport business, all
R£i%e indirputslly -vidence ot the ticklish inse-
curity of th« positivn of public affaira, Every
army on the cootinent seems to be crouch-
e for & BRKINE 5 aven Austria ir not credited
with anv 1enl da-ire for peace. The bope that
Bismarck night be able to « flect some sort of
3 compromix¢ betwern Russia and Austria,
which the partios fur peace have entertained, is
ne longer held, and there is no expeciation ex-
cept war.  The newa that DeGiers has obtained
l-uve of absence from his post ay the head of
the Russian foreign uffice proves thab the nego-
Lintiona between the two gavernments will not be
entered upon, and points in the direction of a
total severance of diplomatic interests and
efforts at peace.

printed matter at two ounces for one cent.
Colonel Allen aleo proposes to éxtend the
fimit of aingle packages to eight pounds in-
atead of four ponnds, The cunsolidation of
the third and fourth classes of mail matter
into one would be a great .step in the direc-
tion of simplification, besides the reduotion
which it would make in postal rates. Draw-
ing the line between: third and fourth olass
matter has slways been a cause of vexatious
oontroyersies between the public and the
postal anthorities and has resulted in a book-
ful of deciniony, which could be thrown away
«if tho:two clazses were merged. into one, 1t
in not probable that the bill will pass at this
session, becsuse the department 18 averse to
any farther reduction‘of the revenues.

DEMOCRACY COMING TO THE FUONT.

Loxpoy, JTunn 13, —The result of last night’s
division in the House of Commoss has madethe
tollow ers of Mr, Gladatone jubilant over their
immediate preepects. There is a generc] leeclug
abroad that in the event of an important defeas
on the chief clauses of the local governiaent bitl
the Salisbury ministry would resigo ¢ nd this, af
followed by a general election, would, in lhe
present state of national feeling, liad to the
practical annihila ion of the Tory patt .

The local gaverament bill, like all Tory re-
forms, is lucker] upon by the conutry at large a8
» mere sham reform. It goes just far enough to
disgust the countey squiren, who would be =horn
of some of their encient privileges. but not far
enough to enlist the sympathies of the prople.
The licenring clauses are pow abandoned, but
they have alrendy worked all the mizchief pos-
sible, ua they have plnced the Goverament o1
the hornsof a great dilemma. The temperaoce
people, and the publican pariy, are either of
them strong enough to offect the balance uf
power, and it geems now utterly impossible for
them to fight under the same banner. The
cause of Ireland is oa all hands admitted to be
victorious. The people of England, althcugh
slow to move, are now thoroughly educated ¢n
that point, snd their natural love of justics and
tarr play arovsed, In the grast cities, Londen
excepted, no favorer of the policy of coercion
stands a ghost of a chance.

The recent disclosures of the state of the
national defences have shaken the confidence of
the people in the aristocracy. On ull sidea the
necessity for the immediate expsnditare of vast
sums of money for the thorough reorganization
of the army and navy is admitted, but Radicals,
Liberals and mpderate Conservatives are alike

The action of Lansdowne in presenticg the
memorial of the Imperial Federationists of
Canada to the government in England, and the
unguarded talk ot our present Governor-General
saortly after hls appointment ara indications
that the I. ¥. movement is prompted and
patronized by the Tories of England, who hope
to retain this country as a place of outdoor
reliet for their aristocratic paupers. This idea
is substantiated by an editorial foot note to a
letter in Imperial Federation, & paper published
in London, Eng., which eays of the writer, who
strongly advocated the I, F.: *‘ We trust he
will not be suspected of endeavoring to obtain a
C.M.G. by saying what is agreeable to the
authorities at home,”

In. his public
apeeches “Mr, Mercier admitted the right and
when he succeeded to power he kept his word by
placing Mr. McShane at the head of the De-
partment of Public Works, When Mr. McShane
resigned, from purely personal reasons, as he
stated in the House, it was fully expected, since
‘he refused to reconsider his determination, that
an Irish Catholic Zwould be selected to succeed
him. Influences inimicable to this just and
reasonable expectation prevented its fulfilment,
or else considerations, whose weight we are not
in a position to judge, a8 no explanation has yet
been vouchsafed, were desmed sufficiently
powerful to prompt what looks very like a
breach of faith with the Irish supporters of the
Government,

The distrust thus created hasnot been less-
ened by the delay iu confirming the appoint-
ment of Mr. Denpis Barry to the Circait Court
Bench. Ttia even atated now that the sama in-
fluence which deprived the Irish Catholica of
representation in the Cabinet is at work to have
Mr. Hutchison, a Protestant, appointed instead
af Barry, As we sald before, we have no objec-
tion in tke world to a Protestant per 3¢, but we
do inaist that in the distribution of pitronage the
Irish Cathulicy’ claims should be fully and fair-
ly coneidered. It is because we believe that
one of she Circvit Court magistrates should be
an Itish Catholic, and also because of Mr,
Barry's eminent fitness for the position that we
urge this matter on Mr, Mercier's attenotion.
We do eo in the same epirit et friendliness
with which we have given him a generous, inde-
pendent support, & support which it is our de
sire to consinue, but which cannot be expected
should the juat claims we have presented baig-
nored.

On former occasions we pointed out a way
whereby a measure of justice could be extended
to the Irish. Representation of minorities in
Legislative Council is not fairly consulted. The
Irish Catholics, who are almoib equal in number,
wealth and influence in the Provinze to the
English-speaking Protestants, have only one re-
uresentative in the Upzer Houre when, at the
very least, they ought to have four. Yive are
conceded to the Prolestanta and the remainder
are held by the French. Yet the Protestants,
a3 a body, are opposed to Mr., Mercier's govera-
mend and, in spite of his ‘requent proofs of
friendliness towards them, they have emphasized
their oppssition a4 every by-slection since his
advent to pawer,

Qa the other hand the Irish hava given the
party led by Mr. Mercier a firm, generous sup-
port, and naturally expect hc should at least
give them the same consideration that the Con.
servatives did, avd which he himself has often
declared was their due.

‘What Tue Posr has urged in this connection
would be but an ackpowledgment of Irish
claims, and an installment of their just de-
mands. But, if bo not granted, & conviction will

The writer of the foregoing did not, per-
baps for reasons of his own, touch the real
cause of Irish Qissatisfaction with Mr. Cleve-
land and the Pamocratic party. It was oot
owieg to any whisper about religion, for
Irishmen do not care a straw what a man’s
religion may be, 80 long aa he Is sound on the
Irish question. Nor was it from any expec-
tation that Blaine would declare war against
England, Irish diesatisfaction wrose from
the notorfons pro-English proclivities of the
Democractic leaders joinsd with a dread,
which subsequent events have =not dis-
sipated, that Cleveland would fruckle
to English influence, =and that with
him as Presidect the Governmeat of
the Unlted States, would wpot bhe
a3 frieadly tv the Irish cause at home as Irish
loyalty to the Union deserved that it
should be. Mr. Cleveland’s action regarding
"the objectionable clauses of the Extradition
Treaty and his conceesions to the Saiisbury
Government on the Fisheries question have
deepened Irish diatrust, and account for his
nams having bewn hissed by the 69th.

Another consideration lends weight to the
objections of those who oppose Mr. Cleve-
land. It is well known in the Stater.that
British capital, held exclusively by the aris-
tocracy, ia ready to be used with irresistable
force and {inscruteble ocunning to main-
taic Boglish aristooratic ascendancy, and,
thould free trade be adopted by
the Stater, the gates of the for-
trees of American freadom would be flung
open to its greateet enemy. Until the volume
of American capital is as great as that of
England and obtainable for 2 per oent.,
America cannot scompete with England on a
free trade basis,

As an economical objection thie argament
carries great weight, and the Democrats ad-
mit ita fores by inelatiog that not free trade,
but tariff reform, ia the object they have in
view. But to the Irish, the simple fact that
the English ariptocracy and the Tory press of
Ergland faver Mr. Cleveland’s candidacy ia
quite encugh to determine the course they
ought to pursue.

In spite of these conaiderationd, howaver,
8 great many Irish voters wiil remain true to
their Democratic affiliations, but in New
York, where the election will in all proba-
bility be decided, should Mr. Depew be nom-
inated, Irish resentment is likely to assume
srength sufficlent to. expel Mr. Cleveland
from the White House and place the ¢ Felix

- THE BUDGET.

- QUEBEC, June 15.~Hon. Mr Shehyn, Pro-
vincial Treasurer, bronght down the budget this
afternoon. It was nclear and exhaustive state-
menb, which he divided iuto seven different
parts, in order, as he said, 1o make the atate-
ment easier of comprehension. Under thke
heading ¢ Statement of the cash account on
81st Jaouary, 1887," he said : *‘ Av the begin-
ning of the year 1886-87 there was a balance on
hand of $1,034,703.39. When ws took charge,
this sum had been 21! expended, together with
the receipts for the seven months ending on the
318t January, .naking in all $3,127,917.40, s0
that there rumained in cash bus $19,240.49 to
meeb the current expenses of the public service.
Apgainst these $19,240.49 eash in hand, there
were outstauding claims to the amount of
$71,460 95.  And for the three months ending
on the 30th Aprl, the Treasury officers esli-
mated the expenses at $1,049,459.93 aud the fre-
ceipts at S411,090 90, l:avine & shortage of
$633,369.44. It was oecesssry to borrow ta
cover this shortage, and that was what we did.

My predecessor estimated the receipts of this
terin at 83 093,622,20 and the expeunditure at
$3,483,2958 55. Oa the 3lst January there re-
mained to come in bus $1,080,634.11 of this
estimate, but the treasury ofBlcars caleunlated
that of this balanca $952,909.11 only couid be
collected, making a diminution of $127,645.00.

The expenses had been estimated at $3,4583,-
293.55 by my predecesecr. On the 3lat Jaguary
they bad alieady attained thu igure of 32,705,-
400.94,; so thas, according to that estinate,
there only remained S777,829.61 to be expended.
Bus that estimare was insufficient and the offi-
cers of the Treasury Department prepared stave-
ments showing that, in-b2ad of amounting to
2777,829.61, the expenses for the Temaining five
months would smount to $2,073,7¢8 23, which
carried the expenditure for the whole fiscal year
to the sum of $4,779,169.17, or to $1,295,875.02
m re than the esiimate of Lhe hon, member for
Sherbrooke.

The revised eatimates therefore showed, for
the whole fiscal year, $2,965,977.80 of receipts
and $4,779,169.17 of expenses, leaviog between
the receipts and paymeots a ditference of §1,722,-
296 15. There was a slight variation in the 1e-
sult and the operatioas turned out really as fol-
lows ;:—Total receipts, §3,082,150.67; total
expenees, 34,798,015 68. The ordinary opera-
tiona may be summed up as follows : —Expenses
83,280,687.78, receipts S$2,965,446.62; deficit
$324,251.16. .

t According to the stat:ment, which I submitted
Jast session, the deficit should bave been $370,-
840.06, or a difference less of 546,590 90, which
is accomnted for by the variation in
certain items of receipts and expenses, as
the whole isexplained by the tables distributed
to hon. membess. Tuoe total operaticns give
the following results :—~Tutal expenses $4,789,-
615.63 ; total recepts, §3,682,150.67 ; excess ol
expensee, $1,116,464.96.

To ex~nerate ourzelves from 1eeponsibility
for the excess of pi1yments over receipts, it is
desirable that everytbiog connected with the
fiscal year in question should be clearly sst ous.

The honorable member for Sherbrooke
counted upon o receipt of £3,093,622,80, but
that receipt only reached $2,965,566,62; which
makes A differenze of S128,07G.18 less, He
astiinated the expenses at 83,453,293,53, which
left o gap of $389,670,75 between these two
sums, Lf youaadd the rum expended by him
over his estimates previons to the Slst Janury,
that is to say, §416,397,72, you will gevr from
the addition of these three rums a total of §934, -
124.65. Now, if you strike off this amouat
from the $1,3415,533.60 representing the excess
of the expenscs over the tutal receipts, you will
find a remainder of $511,408,63 as the excess
of expenses over the estimates of the hon.
member for Sherbrooks. These $511,408,63
form part of the supplementary appropriaticns
which were voted at onr imstance to supply the
nsufticiency of our predecessor’s budgst, which
was far beneath the requirements v the public
service.

The nssets oa the 3lst Jannary, 1887, woare
$10,754,280.24, and on the 30th June last S18,-
§59,050.10 The exc:ss of the labilities over
assets on the 3lst January, 18587, was $11,189,-
167,11, and on the 30th June Jast $11,189,801.95.

¥rom the above figures hoo, members will vee
that there was little oz no change between the
31st of January and the 30th June, 1887, The
situation conld pot be otherwise, because we in-
curred no new liability butween the dates of the
first and the second statements, with the ex-
ception of & sum of $200,000 for the enlirgement
of the Mqntreal Cours House and of another of
£25,0(0 for iroa bridges aud surveys in certsin
counties, sams which do not yet figure in the
liabilities, a8 no obligation for the:e purposes
had been contracted up to the 30th June last.

The liabilities comprised in the flouting debt
and maturing between the 3let of January and
the 30tk June, 1867, amounted to $1,893,208.58,
We paid off of this $758,407.7L. The $27,000
lost on the deposit in the Exchange Baok have
not yet been repaid. The $32,765 derived from
the insuranze on she old parliament houee which
had beén reserved for the purpose of being
transferred to the treasurer of the Federal Gov-
ernment io the event of an earrmgement baing
eome to with the latter in th® matter, have been
paid over.

Betwean the 31st of Janoary and the 30th of
June we also paid $114,431 80 of railway subsi-
dies, .

By deducting from the 84,061,446 75, the
floating debt on 80th of June last, the $200,000
of the Court House loan, whic h 13 a permanent
loan, the net axount of the fluating debt pay-
able immediately or within a short delay will be
found to amount to z total of $8,861,466.73.

Certaln parties have stated and wristen that
we have increased the debt of the Provinea by
¢ontractingthe last consolidated Joan. These
statementsjare as unfair as they are absurd.

Wae have not increased the debs, we have
simply changed the creditors of the Provincs,
which has also enabled us to effect & reduction
of one per cent. in the rate of interest and tn
thereby realize a saving of $30,000 a year. Is
seems to me hat a transaction of this kind is
deserviog mora of praise than of blame or criti-
cism, and, if one can judge by the results of the
elections since last session, the people of the
Provincs are of‘the same opinion as I am on this

ead.

In regard to the question of the loan of three
and one-half millions by the Government, the
treasurer wenb into details of the negotiationa.
He aaid he had firat caused a table to be pre-
pared by the Treasury officers, showing the
rates at which all the previous loaus of the Pro-
vines had been floated, and their neb proceeds,
and armed with this information, he, shortly
after the seession expired, opened communica-
tion with the Montreal Bank, being nsturally
desirons to have the sssistance of thab powerfal
inatitution in the matter. His proposition was
that ib sbould either put the loan on the market
jtself, or plnce 1taelf at the head of a syndicate
that wou?d _purchase_the bonds; but the au-
thorities of the Bank did nos eeem disposed 10
ascept the offer ab the time, At the rame time
he waa in receipb of letters from Messra, A, T
Drummond and Hansen Brothers, of Montreal,
offering either to ach as the Government agents
for the negotiation of the loan or to negotiate
with Panmure, Gordon & Co., Morton, Rose &
Co., and other firet class houses, for whom they
were acting, for the purchase of the bonds. In
addition, ge' raceived offers from various other
parties, who were pnxious to act for & commis-
sion, a8 the Government's ageats. Mr. Shehyn
then recountad the. various unforgsen circam-
stances which prevented the 1can being effected

anoughoul:_the whole transaction the Gov-
ernment had in no way compromised the Pro-
vince or bound it in any way from the financial
poins of view, Consequently, nothing was
loat, aa nothing wag paid to the syndicate, It
is true that the Government was obliged in the
end to break with it and apply elsewhere, but
this jn< fio way affegted the credit of
the Province, mmnge the Government ulbi-

amtely  succeeded in  disposing  of  its
bonds on better terms than those of
any previous issnes. One good had re-

sulted from their efforts to float the loan on the
American market and that was that it paved
the way to ultimate success by bringing them
into business relations with financial houses,
whose valuable informstion and advice made
thab success possinle, In fact it was threugh
Moessrs. Heidelbach, Ickelhesmer & Co., of New
York,thet they were finally placed in communi-
cation with the credit Lyounais, with its capital
ot two hundre] milijon francs aud its illimituble
credit on the #uropean market, from which the
Government ended by obtaining, after consider-
able negotiation, the acceptance of the follow-
ing terms : 90} for four per conts, net in New
York in gold currency or its equivalent, free
from cominission and charges of any nature
whatever, and payable in New VYork one
noillion on the 15th "January, 1888, one million
on the 15th February, half & million on the 15th
March, snd one million on the 1st April
Now, taking into account the charges of
emission, exchange, stamps, etc,, 96} net is
equivalent to par and we certainly could
not have obtained more by way of bids,
CURRENT FISCAL YE&K.

Tt is impostible to indicate with anything like
exactoess the resnlt of this fiscal year, but the
statemens of the receipts and payments to the
1sb April, 1888, shows vhat for those nine months
the ordinary receipts were $3,024,981.65 and
the ordipary cxpenses $2,239,930.14, leavieg a
surplus of $763,921.51. It is probable that the
sarplus will not be materially reduced at the end
of the twelve months, if we collect all we expect
to come in. The tax on commercial corpora-
tions has_yielded to the lst Apris $557,165.00,
which still further augments the receipts to that
exteunt,

The insufficiency of the curccat year'z appro-
priations neceesitates 2 supplementary budget of
$453,282 10.

I estimate the receipts of the fiscal year at
23,403,672.80, of which $672.80 are for ord nary
and §58,000 for extraordinary receipts.

Ths expenses of legislation show o reduction
of 387,314-97 w8 compared with the last fiscal
year and of £22.21532 a3 c-n perad with the
probable expenses of the presewt fiscal year,

For the current fiseal year, the expenses of
civil povernment wiil probably reach $207,958.-
£7. Fornext venr we ask $219,776. or an in-
crease of $11,517.33, of which §2,009.81 are for
conticgeneies. The residue of the inerense is
occasioned by the organization of the new De-
partment of Ageiculture and Colonization.

The admniatration cf juatice this year is to
cost 8535,5810.90, which is more than it costin
previous years, aud we ssk for the next fiscal
year $495,988,.43, or $99,417.97 less,

We ask §8,500 for immigration and repatria-
tion. Of this credit we propose to devots 32,500
to bringing emigrants into the country fromi
Franco and $2,000 to repatriation,

The various credits for colonizition amount
to $124,500, which shows an increaso of $45,000.

We would have liked to do more for agricul-
ture and the great cause of colonization, but wa
had to consider the requirements of the other
departments of the public eervicoand the r:-
sources at our command.

There are few changes in ths geznt3s to bene-
volent institutions, This has n .t been for want
of demands, and we have received trom all
querters the most pressing solicitations, which,
under other circumstances, would deserve the
mo:st favorable consideration. But the state of
the finances of the province does rot permit us
to contribute, as we would like, to all the good
works for which Governmeat aid has been re-
quested, snd the very multiplicity of these de-
mands has enhanced thie impossibility in which
we hnd ourselves to do them even partial
justice.

It is probable that, frr the current year, the
expensea nf the Crown Landa lepartment will
reach $184,204.93 ; wa eatimated them at $175-
€00 for next year. This sum includes 321,000
to give effect to the moditications which we
have made in the tatiff of ground rents and
simber dues, and which are going to produce a
considerable increase in the revenue from woods
and forests, '

If we briog together the estimate of the crdi-
nary receipts and thut of the ordinary expenses
for the fiscal year 1888.89, we get the following
resuld ;—

In the presence of such a result, especially
when contrasted with that of pael years, 1Y
geemna to me that we have the right to atate that
wa have kept the promire we made to the
country to restora good order and to re-establisb
an equilibrium io the financial situation of the
Provioce. .

We have already considerably incrensed the
ravenue from licenser, and we shall in a similar
manpuer iocreass by $130,000 our receipts from
woods and forests.

The conversion of the floating debt represents
also & gain of 335,000 as compared with the rate
of inerest paid by our predecestora,

The enerzetic action we bave taken with re-
gard to the tax on commercial corporations will

ield us an increase of revenue which Hon. Mr,
urtele estimated at $125,000 a year. We have
collected severa! debts, the settlement of which
had been long dragging. Thue we came to &
gettlement with the city of Montreal, which
brought $124,000 into the provincial chesu.

We are slso on the high road to eettle with
the Province of Oantario the long vexed ques-
t10a of the Common Sohool Fund.

I need hardly insist o the importance of the
steps we are taking to improve the financial
situation of the Province by holding the Inter-
provinoial Cooference. The rerolutions of vhat
Couference dealing with the re-adjustment of
the Federal subsidy would increase our revenue
to the extent of $347,967.80 a year, and estab.
lish the financial position of the Province on o
sound and permanent batis.

Lastly, we have opened negotiatiops with the
view of coanverting the cobsolidaied debs in
b order to reduce the rate of interest which it
bears.

Dhis 18 the record of our fifteen monthe’ ad-
ministeation. The present fiscal year will show
a considerable increase of ordinary receipts, and
if it only depends upon cate in the collection of
the revenue, I can affirm that this state of things
will continue, o ’

Whila the army has only just dizcharged the
outward rigns of mourning fur the Xmperor
King William L., my deeplytevered grandfather,
whoge memory will ever live in all biearts, it has
sulfered a fresh and heavy blow by the death of
my dear and warmly loved father, This is, in-
deed, a serious and wortawful time in which
God’s decree places me st the head of the arny,
It is from a deeply moved heart I address my
first words to Iny army, but the confidence with
which I atep into the place to which God’s will
calis me iy immovnbly strong, for I know what
sense of honor and duty my glorious ancestors
have implanted in the army, and I know in how
graat nmeasure this feeling has always at all
times been manifestcd in tho army. A firm, in-
vivlable attachment to the war-lord is a heritage
handed down from father to son, from gener-
ation to generation, and in the same way I re-
fer you to my grandfather who stands fresh in
all your memories as the personitication of the
glorious and venerable war-lord, such as could
vob be mors finely conceived or ina form more
speaking to the heart. I refer you to my be-
loved father, who, as Crown Prince, already
waon s place of honor in_the annals of the army,
and toa loog line of glorious ancestors whose
names shine bright in history, whuee hearts beat
warmly for the army. Thus we beloog to each
other and the army. Thus we were born for
one another, and thus we will stand together in
an indissoluble bond in peace or storm, as God
may will it. You will now take the oath of
fidelity aud obedience to me, and I swear ever
to rememb:r that the eyes of my ancestors look
down upon me from the other world, and that I
shall one day bave to render an account to them
of the glory anad horor of the army.

navy. Ikaow every member of the nayy ie
prapared to joyfully give his lifa for the bonur
of the German flag wherever it may be, - Thus
in thias sad hour I can say with all confidence
wo shall stand _together fimly and surely in
good and evil daye, in storm as well as in sun-
shine, ever remembering the plory of the
German fatherland, ever prepared to shed our
heart’s blood for the honor of the German flag,
In this God's blessing will be with us.

A SINGULALR DEATH

The young
man began to grow thin and pale under the
worry aud exoiter :ut, Tho eistera eay they
sat up with hlm c¢ze night and heard the
groaninge and op,ings which their brother
had deseribed.

The nightly vlsiia went on, and young
Pape’s health beoam - no bad that a physician
was called in. He {ailed stendily, however,

THE LATEST OFFICIAL TESTS AS TO TI{EIR RELA-
TIVE PURITY.

The recent official test iz the States of various
articles of food have attracted much attention
from the public and caused a wide discussion in
the newspapers. The frauds in the manufac-

Such
a large number was nob suspecied, nor was it
supposed that rome of the cream ot fartar and
phosphate powders, whose manufacturers are
representing them to the public aa pure and
wholesome, had become 8a deteriorated as they
were found fo be from the nse of impurs ngre-
dients in their compounding, As many of these
adulterated brandes are sold in the lominion,
the repors poscesies a local interest,

Ths Ohio Commission made tests for strength
and purity, and declared that baking powder
the best—as it was of course the purest—which,
being of effective atrength, contained residium
in smalleat quantitiea, In the baking powders

Or1rawa, June 12 —GCeagrove and McCabe,
two prominent O:tawa cuunty Tories, who are
also members of the County Council snd jus-
tices of the prace, pleaded guilty at Aylmer to-
day to icdicements found agaings them at the
lasb term of the Cirenit Court for obtaining
Jarge sums of Culonization road mooey
fromm the Quebec Goverument in 1885 and
1856 under falss wvretences. They pleaded
nob guilty at the last term, but when arraigned
thia morning before Judge Wurtele they with-
drew their first plea and entered one of guilty.
The Crown waa represented by Mr. Charles
Fitzpatrick, while the accused had engaged
Messra. J. M. Macdougall, J.F, Foran and H.
Aylen to defend them. The charge to which
they pleaded guilty waa that of having obtained
money under fales pretences. _Cosgrove admit-
ted having obtsined $512 and MoCabe 8500,

After the plea of goilty bad been duly re-
corded, Mr. Fitzpatrick moved for sentencs,
stating that the Orown did not "want to be too
severe upon the men now that they had acknow-
ledged their guilt, and only atked for such a
sentence ag would satisfy the ends of justice and
demonstrata that man could not with impunity
misapproprints or use for their own purposea the
money cf the general publie. In passing sentence
Mr. Justice Wurbele made o somowhat lengthy
address to the prisoners, pointing out that
the misuse of public money could be no more
excuged or condoned than the misuse of any
other class of funds or property, and stating
that the course of the Quebeo Governmeat in
endeavoring to bring those guilly of such of-
fences to justice was correct and in fulfilment of
their plain duty as representatives of the Crown
and the publie. He underatood that the proze-

A HORRIBLE BOUNDARY PO3T.

(ieorge Kennan contributes to the May Cen-
tury an illustrated description of his trip scross
the Russiaa frontier, and the following extract
shows what ths auther asd the artist found
when they reached the boundary. A picture
of such a scene as the one described here forms
the frontispizce of the pumber. * Weo sprang
out of tarantus and saw, standing by the
roadside, a wsquars pillar ten or twelve
feet in height, of stuccoed or plastered
brick, bearing on ore side the ccabt of
arms of the European provises of Yerm, and on
the other that of the Asiatic province of To-
bolsk, It was the boundary post of Siberia. No
other spot betwees Sv, Petersburg and the
Pacific ts more full of painful suggestions, and
none has for tha traveler a mo e melancholy in-
terest than the little opening in the forest where
stands this grief consecrated pillar. Here hun-
dreds ot thousands uf exiled humsn beings—
men, womea ond children; princee, nobles
and peasants—have bidden good-bye for-
ever to friends, country and  home.
No other boundury post in tbe world has wit-
nessed 80 much humane sufferivg or has been
pasted by such a multidude of heart-broken
prople. More than 170,000 ¢xi:es have travelled
this road eines 1878, and more than half a
million since the beginning of tle present c-n-
tury.  Astbe boundary jost is situated about
half-wav Yetween the lasy Enropean and the
Brst  Siberian  etape, it has alwaye
been customary to allow exile parties
to stop here for rest and for a
last good-bye to home and couatry, Tha
Russian peasant, even wheu a criminal, ir deep-
ly sttached to his native land ; and heart-rend-
iog Boenes pave been witness-d around the
biuudary pillar when ruch a party, overtaken
perhaps by fre-tand snow in the early antimnn,
stopped hera fur o last farswell, Some gave
way to uvnrestrained grief ; some com-
forted the weeping; soma koelt acd pressed
their faces tu tun loved soil of their native coun-
try, and collected a little earth to take
with them intv ex’le; aad a faw pressed theic
lips to the European side of the ccld brick pil-
lar, a8 _if kissiug good by forever tu all that it
symbalized. At last the stern order, ‘ Stroisa ¥
{* Form ranks!) from the under nfficer of the
cunvoy put an end to the rest and the leave-
taking, and at the word *March !’ the eray-
coated troop of exiles and convicts crossed them-
selves hanatily and togethar, and, with a ron-
fused jingle - f chain and leg-fetters, maved
sl_u“",ly away past the boundury post to Stibe-
ria.

M. Labiclie, whn died in Paris not long agu,
was a member of the French ,Academy, one of
the forty literary ‘‘immoartals ” of France—and
famous for witty aad good-humored remarks.
It was he orieinated the sayiog, now not unfa-
miliar in_characterizing a person wha, though
igaorant, insists upon makine a greay show of
what he thinks he knows, ** He ia a man of vast
and varied misinformation,” Labiche expressed
the thought in this way : **He has a great and
varied ignoraace.” Not long after Labiche had
ugeed this expression, aad had embodied 1t in &
literary work, Prince Bismarck said of soma one,
‘“That man possesses a perfect encyclopediac
ienorance,” Labiche insisted that Bismarck
had borowed the phrase from him. * He at
least ought to give us back Alsace and Lorraine
in return for it,” 8aid the Frenchman. At the
marrizge of his son, Lab:che gave a little party,
and, a« he was quite uaaccustomed to ceremo-
niea of the rocial sort, ha was at first puzzled to
know what he should say in greeting and part-
ing with sn many people. **I baveit! I hsve
it 1" he exclaimed, fiaally, [ will smaply say
to each person ns he arrives, * At lass !' apd to
each as he goes away, ‘ Already ”’” MHe carried
out his programme, and all his guosts felt very
much flattered.

The great nowers who have taken
part “‘the scrambls for Afvica’ will, it is to
hoped, afford every possible facility. encoursge-
ment, and aid to men whose mis:ion it i8 not
merely to relieve the Afriean from ignorance
and superatition, but to protect him from brutal
ill-treatment, and rmise him in the scale of
civilisation,

BWEET U'OTATOES.

The sweet potato is extremely sensitive to
frost and, except in the south, its seavom must
be prolonged by mieans of the hot bed. No
cther plan than sprouting and setting the plants
is now thought of by experienced growers. 1t
succeeds well on neaily aoy soil that can be
easily drained, but not on a wet one of any de-
scripticn.  Alluvial and peaty soil are nob
adapted to it. 'The Southern Queen is the
earliest of all aweet potatoes ; the ront is very
large and longer than Nansemond, of liﬁhh color,
with excellent keeping qualities. The Hanover,
or improved Nansremona vsriety, is a_favorite
in Virginia, and the yellow Nunsemnnd is pre-
ferred by many to all ather kinds.

TMPORTED POTATOES FOR SEED.

I have been somewhat interested in reading
the remarka on foreizn potatoes for seed in the
sgricultural papers this winter. I bave grown
a large number of foreign varisties, importing
the eeed from Eoglani, Ireland, Scotland,
Germany and France. The result of my ex-
periments is this, It takes from four to five
years to acclimatize & foreign variely, and then
we are nob sure of havirg s valuable wvariety.
After reveral yenrs’ trial sf all the leading
English and Scotch varieties, I bave not found
one that will compare for praductiveness with an
average American kind, My advice 1o potato
growers is : Do not plans imported seed if you
wish to grow a crop of potatoes that will pay
the cost of culbivatinn.—New England Farmer,

The larva of the asparagus beetle is a small,
soft, naked, thin skinned grub, and the least
particle of lime coming 1n contact with this

FRUIT GROWERS ALAKMED.

Avsany, N, Y,, June 17.—Frit growers
in the great apple belt are writing fo the
State lntomologist in slarm, They are
troubled by the sudden appearance in the
extensive pear orchard of Normaa Pemroy,
at Lockport, of the pear bhiight beelle.
Thia pest is well known to orchard
owners, bnt has not visitedl New York
State in several years., It is a small
dark brown insect which attacks pear, apple
and plum trees with ¢qual vorscity. The
only remedy is to cut cii the blighted parta of
the tree and burn them. Thnis has been ane
at Lockport, but the pest appeurs to be
spreading, and crchard owners want to know
what will check it. Peofessor Liotaer, the
Staze Eatomologist, says the present appear-
aspcs of the beetle has many new fea-
tares, The stieptific pan:e of the peut ig
Xyleborus pyri. It is described as poring
either up or down the branches of the
trees nud depositing ite egge ringly at the base
of the bude. In the Lockport orcharde, bow-
ever, the baatle girdies the bravcher, leaving
a burrow lined with a grevish secretion, in
which the egua are deposited. This addition
to the former knuwledge f the beetle’s habits
will be poted with int-rest by ecientiste and
fruit growers L ke. The appearance of the
pest nt tha present time is very unfortu-
natr, ng this ja *“the apple yesr,” and it ia
faared that the heetle will not cunfine nis at-
tenticne tothe pear crchards,

““ Well,” eaid he. ** to be surrounded by dry
air is considered importans for safety. It is owing
to the resistance the lightning meets with when
passing through the air that we are made senni-
ole of 1ts effecce. We see it flashing among the
clouds ; we hear it sa thunder in it passage,
ond when we are near an electrical machine
during its excitement, or whep uear a light
ning's current, we can feel, smell and taste it,
Thunder is a noise evidently caused by the rapid
motion of the electricity, thereby produciog a
vacuum and prolosged by echo among the
clouds. If your house bas a properly construct.
ed Iightning conductor, the eafest placs in the
room is adjacent to the rod. ]

But if your house has no conductor, 1t is safer
to retire to the middle of the room and sitin a
recumbent position during the height of the
storm, having first shut all doors and windows
to preserve the air inside as dry as possible. The
common caution not to etand near s lightning
rod, stove funnel, or iron fence, etc, is ex-
roneous, for if the metals you stand or sit by
reach above your bead or the floor or mato the
ground a sufficient depth, you arze much safer in
such a situation than otherwise. A building
properly provided with lightning rods is o safe
retreat during a thunder storm.—New York
Comumereial Advertizer.
