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EDGAR A. GRAFTON, M.D., C.M,,
L.S.A., LONDON.
(Drowned at Berdier, P.Q., July 29, 00)

“HE IS GENTIL THAT DOTH GENTIL
DEELS.”

*“HIS LIFE WAS GENTLE.”

The late Dr. Grafton was born in Mon-
treal 32 years ago of good English stock,
and received lus early education at the
High School, through which he passed
with high standing at the age of six-
teen. Being too yonng to enter college
immediately, he spent the next two years
in commmercial pursuits, therein gaining
useful business experience. At the age
of cighteen he matriculated at the
Medical College of McGill University,
taking the full course and graduating
four years later with credit to himself
and his Alma Mater, and bearing with
him the respect and love of professors
and classmates.  He immediately receiv-
ed one of the coveted appointinents an-
nually made to the House Staff of the
General Hospital, vemaining there a
year, and retired with the united regard
of management, staff, nurses and em-

ployees. He spent the next four months-

visiting hospitals in the United States,
whenee he was recalled to an appoint-

ment as Ship Surgeon on the Beaver
Line of steamships, a post he tilled to the
complete satisfaction of compuany and
passengers  for two summer seasons.
The intervening winter was oceupied in
studying for, and passing the severe ex-
amination of the Society of Apothecaries,
one of the great English licensing bodies,
whose valued diploma he won with distine-
tion. Inherited leanings and his own
studious bent now impelled him to in-
quire authoritatively into the werits of
Homocopathy as a system of Therapeu-
tics, IHe entered himself for the stift
competitive examination for appointment
to the House Stafl’ of the Metropolitan
Hospital in New York, and passed fivst
on the list.  He was duly appointed, and
the year of study of many hundreds of
Hospital cases  under Tomocopathie
treatment convineed him of its scientific
character and thevapeutic value in the
cure of disease. TIle returned with the
diploma of the school, passed the exam-
inations of tne *‘College of Homoeo-
pathic Physicians and Surgeons of Mon-
treal,” and settled down to practice as a
trained ‘¢ physician,” who, to *“his know-
ledge of medicine,” had added an acqyuix-
ed ** special knowledge of Homoeopathic
Therapeutics.” He gained appointment
on the Montreal Homoeopathic Hospital
Attending Stafl, was elected chairman of
its Medical Board, took oflfice on the
Bowrd of Governors as its secretary,
assisted ex-oflicio on the Committee of
Management, and enthusiastically aided
in earrying on the work of the Hospital
to the complete suceess he foresaw, and
its friends intend.

Like a bolt from the blue came the
terrible shock of the sudden cutting of
the thread of a bright and prowmising
young life !

In assuagement of grief’s bitter flow,
letters poured in to the sorrowing family
from friends, patients, classmates, college
professors, confreres, and associates
in  varied Hospital work. all bear-
ing testimony to the professional and
personal qualities which commended and
endeared Dr. Grafton to the writers, the
cheering assurance pervading the testi-
mony of those who knew him best that
their departed frieud loyally if unassum-
ingly hore

¢“The white flower of a blaumeless life.”

May we not then at least take heart of
consolation in having heen privileged to
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come in touch with such a winning per-
sonality, seek inspiration from it for our
own lives, and indulge the hope that
what seemns an abrupt end of useful work
is but swift promotion to greater oppor-
tunities for higher service ?

Dr. Grafton’s creed—if he ever formu-
lated such a thing—was broad, and
intolerant only of pretense—a thing to
be lived, not flaunted. He was no sec-
tarian but was ready to be taught of any,
and while devoutly critical was quick to
-catch and trace the inspired spirituality
glowing in rare, saintly faces, be they of
what creed they may. He followed his
ideals as kindly light might lead. His
record was clear and his speech clean.

As a medical man, he rightly held that
““the plysician’s highest calling is the
healing of the sick.” He had moreover,
in marked degree, the personal magnet-
ism which in the sick room so largely
aids the doctor in his treatment of the
case. He aimed to be the GENTLE-man,
always and everywhere,and was careful
that the confidences of the consulting
room should be most sacredly guarded.

As evidence.of Dr. Grafton’s medical
faith we quote in part from an article,
“‘Scientific Investigation of the Practice
of Medicine,” written by him and printed
in the Medical Times, New York, Feb.
10th, 1900 :

““What I wish to emphasize is the fact
that the physician’s work-shop is in the
sick room, that of the scientist in the
Iaboratory.

“The physician requires a scientific
training, a scientific attitude of mind in
order that he may weigh facts and make
his deductions therefrom ; but his isan
art and his success or otherwise depends
on his ability to apply his knowledge to
the cases before him. The importance of
the personal equation cannot be too
greatly emphasized.

*“I do not refer so much to a peculiar
manuer, a personal charvacteristic, which
may conduce to his worldly success as a

physician, but rather to that faculty of
knowing when to interfere with nature,
when to rvefrain, how to assist nature,
and in short, given certain remedial
agents and a pasient requiring help, to
so apply those agents to the end the
patient may be quickly, thuroughly and
pleasantly restored to health.

¢ But thers are many facts relating to
morbid processes, many facts concerning
ren.edial agents which cannot be learned
at the bedside, and it is here that the
work of the scientist comes in. Let dis-
ease in its many aspects, nay, even nor-
mal processes themselves, be thoroughly
investigated by competent scientific
men ; let our knowledge of drugs or
other agents be added to through the
agency of scientific research, and the use-
fulness of the physician will inecrease as
his knowledge increases, his knowledge
of disease and his knowledge of remedial
agents. The scientist to investigate, the
physician to apply, the patient will do
the rest.

““To Hahnemann, the scientist, must
be given the credit of heing the first to
thoroughly investigate the action of
drugs on the healthy human being, and
to Hahnemann the physician, belongs the
credit of being the first to apply the
Jknowledge thus obtained to thetreatment
of disease.

““I am drawn irresistbly to the con-
clusion that Hahnemann ranks among
the first, if not the first, of the modern
school-of medicine.”

¢“Death loves a shining mark,’” and
Dr. Grafton was one of the brightest
of the little band of clever young
medical men who hold to principles
respecting which much miscouception
still exists in this community. His
studious and conscientious attitude
since his first tentative advance on to his
assured practice of medicine on Homoeo-
pathic principals cannot have failed of
weighty influence with those of his
associates who have hitherto hesitated to
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follow, and the hope is cherished that
the example of one who enjoyed in un
especial degree the esteem and confidence
of his confreres may induce many of them
to seriously study where they have per-
haps as yet declined even to enquire;
and in doing so they have his assurance
that far from being disappointed they
will find themselves equipped with an
added valuable weapon wherewith to
meet and subdue the common foe.

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PRACTICAL HINTS.

Flatulency. According to Stonham
(London) the Bbest remedies for this
ailment are :

Carbo vegetabilis. Great distension
and sensation of fullness ; the stomach
scems a heavy, oppressive burden ; the
abdomen is tense as if it would burst.
The flatulence scems to extend both to
the stomach and to the bowels. The
patient emits a good deal of gas upwards
and downwards, but without vrelief;
though the flatulence causes no colicky
paius.

China. The distension of the stomach
is accompanied with bitter eructation or
rising of food, without any relief. The
sensation of distension is relieved by
exercise (in istinction to Bryonia).
China is especially suitable in cases
which come fromn the abuse of tea, and
there are always nightly colicky pains.
This remedy also seems particularly
suitable for persons suflering from ner-
vous prostation.

Argentum nitricum. Flatulence con-
fined to the stomach, troublesome eructa-
tions after meals, as if it was diflicult to
overcome the resistance of the oesopha-
gal orifice of the stomach, and when this
i1s overcome the gases escape copiously
and with violence.

Bryonia. Great distension and sensi-
tiveness of the abdomen, especially its
upper portion ; pinching, pains which in-
hibit the respiration ; the slightest move-
ment  serves to aggravate it ; hiccough
and eructation immediately after eating ;
eructations relieve.

Lycopodium. Slight tlatulence in the
stomach, but great quantities of gas in
the bowels and especially in the colon.
The gases are shut in, and press upwards
against the diaphragm ; seusation as of a

rope around the body ; so also sensation
of pressure upon the rectum and the
bladder. The flutus causes many noises
in the abdomen, and as they are dis-
charged from the anus, there are colicky
pains.  Liycopdium is one of our best
remedies in Dyspepsia Hatulenta.

Nux vomicn. ‘Ihe epigastrium is dis-
tended, but at work until 2 or 3 hours
after meals; there is a sensation of a
stone in this spot and a pressure under
the bastard ribs. At the same time
there are colicky pains and ineffectual
urging to stool. The colic is more vio-
lent, but with less distention than in
Lycopodium, which it much resembles.—
Homoeo. Envoy.

Dr. I. H. Jewett, in his valedictory
address to the graduating class of the
Cleveland Homwopathic Medical College,
got oft the following, which is worth
remembering :

¢“Keep in a good humor with the world.
The world does not want to hear £ your
trials. Tt wants to feel your strength,
That man will be most cherished in any
community who is least voluble in telling
his woes and most patient and sympa-
thetic in hearing the sorrows of others.
The measure of greatness is the capacity
to serve. Mankind are not all rascals,
though an honest man wants bread. Al
in the world are not fools, though a
genius has no praise.”

At the June annual meeling of the
American Institute of Homoeopathy held
at  Washington, Dr. George B. Peclk
made a report to the effect that there ave
9369 homoeopathic physicians in the
United States who, as a whole, are true
to homoeopathic practice, and the result
is that, while having fully as many pa-
sients as the average allopath, ¢“they il
out but one death certificate to the latter’s
two.”

A half a teaspoonful of the Physiolog-
ical Tonicum in a glass of pure cold water
will do wouders for those who suffer ex-
tremely from the heat. It also relieves
the exhaustion of over-work or confine-
ment in offices and stores.

Cream of Lemon is a most excellent
thing for bad cases of sun-burn.

If your ““feet give out” bathe them
with Hamamelis Extract and water be-
fore going to bed.

Keep a bottle of Calendula tincture in
the house for sudden bleeding emergen-
cies, 1. e., wounds of any sort ; bind with
clean rags and keep them wmoist with a
solution of Calenduls and water. Will
cause wound to heal quickly and not
suppurate.

A pledget of cotton thoroughly soaked
in Maullein oil and inserted into the ear
will often give quick relief in the earache
of children.

Oozing eruptions behind the ears and
on the head are often cured by Graphites
and cleanliness.

When the baby is cross, fretful and
highly irritable, give it a dose of Chamo-
milla followed by a drink of water.—
Homoco. Envoy.

Dr. Richard Cole Newton, in a very
mteresting paper in Medical Record,
June 3, demonstrates beyond question
that damp soil and houses play a large
part in causing consumption, and ‘ we
had better, instead of attempting to
annihilate the tubercle bacillus, turn our
attention to altering the surroundings of
our patients.” He also intimates that
the only virtue in the various resorts for
consumptives lies in the fact of their be-
ing dry and having plenty of sunshine.
And we suspect, that the same is true of
every disease which medical science to-
day attributes to a bacillus of some sort—
go back of the microbe and you will find
the cause of him, and the disease, to be
some vicious surroundings, mode of life
or bad habits. —i{omoeo. Envoy.

In discussing the military situation in
South Africa, the state of the sanitary
establishment of the Boers is frequently
mooted. Even the cultivated society of
EBurope, which is usually so well inform-
ed as to countries and peoples, has only
very inaceurate information as” to the
actual sanitary state obtaining either in
the Dutch republics or in the adjacent
Dritish  possessions.  Large cities and
even populous mining towns and country
towns are but few in number. Rural,
widely extended farmn districts and ran-
ches, where every large or small proprie-
tor is ** monarch of all he surveys,” pre-
dominate and the difierent farms are
often twenty to thirty miles apart. In
the large cities, such as Pretoria, Johan-
nesburg, Bloemfontein and the wmore
considerable of the towns and cities of
the Cape Colony and of Natal, there ave
physicians graduated from the universi-
ties ; a number of the German physicians
have even had experience as assistanc
surgeons in the large hospitals of Ger-
many, and there are also pharmacies with
all the modern improvements and
conducted  with skill and  con-
scientiousness. But only the more
wealthy classes and the members of
beneficent societies, such as the Odd
Fellows, Druids, Foresters, etc., can en-
joy the advantages of such sanitary as-
sistance. The misera plebs, to which
mechanics and the colored races belong,
can only call in their aid in the most
urgent necessity. The visit of a physi-
cian in the bwlt-up portion of the city
costs four dollars, a consultation in his
office two dollars and a half, and surgical
operations soar beyond any ordinary
purse. The price of medicines in the
pharmacies, which are always allopathic,
move within similar bounds.

The question then arises: Whac is the
refuge of the large part of the population
of towns, and of the Boers who are
occupied as ranchers and farmers in case
of their falling il1? and even the strong-
est and invat hardened constitutions are
subjecr to disease. Homoecopathy here
appears as a dispenser of blessings, as it
shows the greatest successes in curing
both acate and chronic diseases, celebrat-

ing a continually increasing series of vic-
tories over allopaths also in the large
cities. Dr. Mangold, of Munich, a con-
scientious homoeoputh, who, T am sorry
to say, fell at Elandslaage, had opened a
sanitorium in J()h.muesbm'(r which was
devoted exclusively to the hotmo supathic
and cold water treatment of patients.
This establishment was especially svught
by patients suffering from climatic fever,
and they seldom failed to find relief:
while allopathic doctors by dosing them
with Quinine give them what is called
the b]:lck- water fever. Old settlers shun
Quinine as they would shun poison, and
most of them take their refuge in ITom.-
oeopathy, which shows also Temarhable
successes in affections of the liver and the
heart, so frequent in the tropics.

lee Boers, who live scattered over the
high plateau of the republies, as’ also the
foreign farmers, are almost without excep-
tion faithful and obedient adherents of
the Hahnemannian curative method. On
every.farm the Boer keeps in readiness a
larger or smaller collection of hLomoeo-
pathic domestic remedies as a refuge in
cases of disease in his family. Arnica
and preparations of TKucalyptus occupy
a leading place in their medicine-boxes.
They are seldom without a Vade mecum
of Homoeopathic Practice for men and
animals, written in Duteh. The general
stores in the leading centres of the var-
ious districts of both the republics have
of late taken to keeping homocopathic
family medicine chests on hand, with G0-
140 remedies in a polished wooden cuse,
tluctuating in price from 50 to 75 dollars.
They are largely of British or Awmerican
make, but the quality of these prepara-
tions does not always agree with their
noisy advertisements seen in all railroad
depots in excellently executed posters.
The makers of these medicines save in
the preparation of their remedies the
large sums they waste for advertisements.

The more intelligent people, therefore,
buy in m(,f(,ruxcc medicine boxes of re-
sponsible pharmacists,

The preachers of the Duteh Reformed
churehes always bave on hand such medi-
cine chests and also separate medicines.
So, when te Boers of the distrier gather
tugether to celehrate the holy communion
or for other festivals, frequently coming
60 miles vr more on horseback or in their
well-known wagons drawn by 18 oxen,
they never fail to replete their collection
of homoeopathic medicines. " The medi-
cines most sought after are remediex for
snake bites aud for the cure of rhemma-
tisim. The leaves of Eucalyptus globulus
are pressed out to seeure their wil. which
is considered infallible in  its autiseptic
effeets in wounds; while a powerful
specific is prepared from the fat of the
Tgurna, a gigantic lizard ; this is used,
¢. 4., in rubbing the hips of parturient
womenn.

The monastery of the Trappists, situat-
ed at Mariaun hill, has also lent itseif to
the dissemination of hiomoeopathic reme
dies ; the Jesuit fathers in Johannesbury,
as also the Morists in Rustembury, pos-
sess  eatensive homoeopathic medicine-
chests, which they dispense also totl »
citizens of these towns. P. Claruz, S. J.,
is cousidered one of the most learned and
experienced bomoeovpaths, although his
special department is that of chemist and
physicist.

The commandos of the Boers in the
preseut camg aign are also using lazareths
litters placed on mules, and carry homoe-
opathic medicine boxes with a full supply
of bandages. Their application is pat
into the hands of the preachers who de-
vote themselves to nursing the sick and
wounded as soon as the Boers are com-
mandeered.  This latter weasure. of
course, turns out as it will, sometimes
well and sometimes ill. - From transk-
tion in Homoeo pathic Recorder.
