Chamber of the Senate to open formally the Fourth Ses-
sion of the Twenty-eighth Parliament of Canada.

The Honourable the Speaker having put the question
whether the Senate do now adjourn during pleasure to
await the arrival of His Excellency the Governor General,
it was—

Resolved in the affirmative.

After awhile, His Excellency the Governor General
having come and being seated upon the Throne—

The Honourable the Speaker commanded the Gentle-
man Usher of the Black Rod to proceed to the House
of Commons and acquaint that House that:—

“It is the pleasure of His Excellency the Governor
General that they attend him immediately in the Senate
Chamber.”

The House of Commons being come,

His Excellency the Governor General was then pleased
to open the Session by a gracious Speech to both Houses,
as follows:—

Honourable Members of the Senate:
Members of the House of Commons:

This reunion of your two Houses with the Representa-
tive of the Crown marks the beginning of the 4th Session
of the 28th Parliament of Canada.

Before proceeding to the business of the new Session
I should like to thank you in the name of our Queen
and on behalf of all Canadians for your efforts and ac-
complishments during the long 3rd Session which began
the 8th of October 1970 and was concluded only yes-
terday.

During that period there was a continuing celebration
of centennials connected with the foundation of the
Canadian Confederation. Manitoba and the Northwest
Territories concluded ceremonies which marked the 100th
anniversary of their incorporation into the Dominion.
The admission of British Columbia, which gave Canada
its place on the Pacific Ocean, was commemorated in
1971 with much enthusiasm and a multitude of cere-
monies and projects. As in the year before, our gracious
Queen and other members of the Royal Family marked
the event with an extensive tour, much to the delight
of British Columbians and Canadians generally.

It gave my wife and me much satisfaction to take
official part on several occasions in the British Columbia
celebrations, as well as to travel abroad on behalf of
Canada to The Netherlands, Belgium, Luxembourg and
Iran, in response to invitations from the heads of these
States so well disposed towards Canada.

Since last I addressed you some 16 months ago, events
in Canada and elsewhere have continued to demonstrate
the turbulence of this age of changing values and shift-
ing attitudes. We have witnessed with sadness outbursts
of violence beyond our shores as despairing men and
women have chosen to settle their differences through
the use of force, extending in some cases to actual war.
We have witnessed as well a period of international
economic uncertainty which affected all of the indus-
trialized nations of the world and which has made us
increasingly aware of our dependence on a strong
economic base in the pursuit of our social goals.

We learned in months gone by that Canada was not
immune from internal pressures. In October, 1970 one of
the most difficult national challenges in many years was
met calmly, with discipline, and with the strong support
of the people of Canada. There were sad moments but
there were also memorable examples of resoluteness and
courage.

More recently, we learned from another type of chal-
lenge, this time of an economic nature and coming from
without rather than within, that Canada and Canadians
possessed the stamina and the resilience to overcome
this form of adversity as well.

Throughout, pressures for change around the world
emphasized to us that the excitement and the promise of
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modern technological achievements become hollow and
mocking to those who find in society little understanding
of their hopes and little provision for their needs. In a
period dominated by bigness, in an increasingly imper-
sonal social system, one of the major challenges facing
government is to remove the impression of isolation
which so often surrounds men and women, depriving
them of their sense of worth, of accomplishment, of ful-
filment, and removing from them their identity as in-
dividuals.

Isolation takes many forms in Canada—physical dis-
tance, social stigma, economic deprival. In each of those
forms it represents a degree of rejection, of exclusion, of
estrangement. This country fails in its essential purpose
if it does not ensure that its most precious resource,
human talent, is not wasted away. Our challenge is to
remove the barriers that create isolation, to permit each
Canadian to detect—even if not always able to fulfil—his
own potential, to ensure that his image of Canada is one
of promise and compassion.

Every one of us is enriched through involvement in
this stimulating process we call Canada. Our goals and
hopes are bound up in the restlessness and vitality of this
rich land. We in this place have a special responsibility
to help bring these goals and those hopes within reach,
to make real the Canada of which our forefathers
dreamed: a land so large that some of it will remain
always serene and unspoiled; a society which believes in
the dignity of every single individual; a community
which husbands its resources and shares them justly
among this generation and those to follow; an enterprise
which permits and provokes each Canadian to contribute
his skills and his talents.

There will be opportunity in this session of this Par-
liament to pursue these ends. The Government will lay
before you proposals to continue the development of our
national wealth, to deal more compassionately with those
in our midst who require help, to involve more Canadians
in the ferment and satisfaction of community activities,
to protect our natural heritage, and to strengthen our
sense of identity and our image of ourselves.

Economic security is one of the most effective forces
with which to counter social isolation. Job opportunities
must be found and income uncertainties overcome if all
Canadians are to share in the richness of this land. To
permit the protection and enhancement of those values
and those rights which distinguish Canada as a human
place, a sound economy is absolutely essential. The attain-
ment of such an economy retains a high priority in the
Government’s continuing programme. The social phenom-
enon of economic instability is present today in every
industrialized country. We are fortunate that its ill effects
have been less pronounced in Canada than elsewhere.
Our success in increasing our real gross national product,
in the creation of new jobs, and in the maintenance of
price stability has been achieved through a policy which
encourages an economic environment within which
business and all elements of society are able to benefit.

At the same time the Government has worked to
strengthen and promote the economies of the less devel-
oped regions of Canada. Simultaneously, a range of pro-
grammes has been introduced to deal with the specific
problems of those localities and individuals affected by
unemployment at different times of the year.

Unemployment continues to be a matter of intense
concern to the Government and will remain a primary
focus of attention and action. Co-operation with the
business and industrial communities will be extended
even further to ensure a favourable business climate.
As the economy continues to gain momentum, the private
sector will be able increasingly to provide jobs for those
Canadians in need of them. The Government will never-
theless redouble its efforts to make sure that as many
jobs as possible are available and that the fullest possible
use is made of the skills and initiatives of those who
are seeking work. It will at the same time continue to
exert its influence to prevent the erosion of incomes
through the maintenance of reasonably stable prices
of the goods and services required by Canadians.

Our economy is dependent, as are the economies of
all industrialized countries, on the imagination of entre-
preneurs and their use of research and innovation, as
well as upon a rational industrial strategy. You will be
informed in months to come of government proposals for
improved policies in these areas which will be of im-
mense importance to the long term development of our
country: of policies for the use of science and technology
designed to contribute not only to industry but the
qualitative improvement of the life of Canadians, of an
industrial strategy prepared for the peculiar character
of the Canadian economy. The basis of each will be
spelled out as the session proceeds.

For more than a decade an issue which has attracted
increasing interest and growing debate in this country
has been that of the control of our economic environ-
ment. The debate has emphasized the dual aspects of
Canada’s identity and of economic benefit for Canadians.
Further steps will be taken towards the resolution of
this issue.

These policy proposals have been designed with a
blend of realism and imagination, as Canada itself was
designed more than a century ago. They are intended to
permit this country to attain a degree of leadership and
independence in selected fields of endeavour while re-
ducing overall Canadian vulnerability to events both
expected and unexpected from beyond our shores.

A further imperative in the structuring of strong, inter-
nationally competitive industry is the development of a
modern and workable competition policy. The develop-
ment of such a policy, designed to achieve an efficient
and innovative economy, capable of rapid growth and
dynamic change, must proceed through consultation with
all sectors of Canadian society. During the coming weeks
the Government will continue this consultative process
and will place before Parliament a revised policy re-
flecting the informed and constructive comments re-
ceived and assistance gained.

A major factor in the strength of the Canadian
economy is provided by exports. The Government will
pursue vigorously the initiatives it has taken throughout
the world to develop and maintain Canadian markets.
Those advantages already gained by ministerial missions
to other countries will be enlarged in a number of ways.
One of these will involve the provision of better credit
facilities. The private financial sector will be encouraged
to involve itself increasingly in export financing. The
Government will continue to develop programmes to
strengthen secondary industry. Closer scientific and tech-
nological co-operation with other countries can be ex-
pected. Trade negotiations will seek to enlarge opportuni-
ties for Canadian manufacturers and the consultative
machinery with the European Economic Community and
its member states will be strengthened. Negotiations will
continue with the United States so as to extend the bene-
fits gained by each member of the world’s most important
trading partnership.

Policies designed to promote a related, yet distinct, sec-
tor of the economy—tourism, will be revealed in coming
weeks.

A basic building block in the growth of Canada’s na-
tional wealth has been the performance of our resource
and energy industries. Over the years they have opened
new frontiers and stimulated the development of the
sinews and muscles of Canada; they have accumulated
capital for reinvestment, enhanced the scientific and
technical skills of Canadians, and accounted for a healthy
export surplus. A continuation and strengthening of gov-
ernment-industry relations is necessary in order that such
areas of challenge as environmental impact and the in-
creasing demand both within Canada and abroad for
resources and energy be fully addressed.

The competitive requirements for northern develop-
ment will continue to be recognized; development will
not be permitted at the expense of the northern peoples
and the northern environment. To ensure the involve-
ment of the residents of the north, and their participation
in the design of their own future, there will be continued
support for the development of local government in the
northern territories.

Canada’s primary food producers—our farmers and our
fishermen—form one of the traditional and still basic
strengths of our economy. Their continued productivity
and livelihood is of immense importance to the Govern-
ment and to the country. Improvements and achieve-
ments of the past several months will be strengthened
and continued. Measures already undertaken and which
have substantially improved prices to fishermen—up-
wards of 50 per cent in some cases—will be extended,
ensuring that the benefits of price support for fish prod-
ucts go to the fishermen themselves. Wheat farmers will
be assured of an increased return equivalent to the
higher price for wheat consumed as food by Canadians.
To avoid distortions in food prices, the cost of this pro-
gramme will be borne by the Treasury rather than by the
consumer; to avoid distortions in production, a formula
for distribution will be proposed which relates payments

to grain acreage rather than to actual wheat production.
The Government will assist further the position of farm-
ers and fishermen through the implementation of several
programmes. It proposes the establishment of new na-
tional marketing agencies and the implementation of a
small farm development programme. The recent exten-
sions of fisheries closing lines will permit the Govern-
ment to engage more actively in the management of its
marine resources so as to increase the supply of fish avail-
able to Canadian fishermen in the waters off our coasts.

Both the effectiveness and the quality of any pro-
gramme for the provision of services to Canadians de-
pends increasingly upon a harmonious fiscal relationship
between the Federal government and the governments
of the ten provinces. Legislation will be introduced, there-
fore, proposing the renewal and improvement of equali-
zation arrangements, increasing to 100 per cent the level
of stabilization of provincial revenues, and a number of
other items. These will include the administration on
behalf of requesting provinces of succession duties and
gift taxes, the extension for two years of the transfers to
provinces respecting post-secondary education, the pro-
vision of a five-year revenue guarantee to provinces to
protect their income tax revenues under the new system,
and the sharing with provinces of the special tax on un-
distributed corporate income.

As a further protection against the isolation of indi-
viduals caused by economic deprivation, the fundamental
reform of protective measures which commenced last
year with the new Unemployment Insurance Act will
continue. A new Canada Labour Code, reflecting the
many representations received in past months, will be
introduced as will important amendments to the Fair
Employment Practices Act. The Canada Manpower pro-
grammes will be improved and additional steps will be
taken to make the training and placement services ade-
quate to the needs of specially disadvantaged people
whose particular problems present challenges which can-
not be met with the use of regular programme resources
or techniques. For those persons seeking to further their
education, the loan limits under the Canada Student
Loans Act will be raised, permitting students to borrow
more within a given year and increasing significantly the
total amount available under the programme.

The isolation which is a product of social injustice is
less well understood than that which comes from eco-
nomic denial. Nevertheless, its consequences dare not be
ignored by any society. The irony of isolation in an urban
surrounding cannot be resolved by any single act. One
essential, however, is the provision of adequate housing
of high standard to all Canadians. More dwelling units
were started in 1971 than in any single year in our
history, including a record number for lower income
families. It is clear, however, that Canada’s housing needs
cannot be met only through increases in scale. What is
required, and what the Government will be proposing,
are fresh concepts, continuing research, and imagination
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in neighbourhood improvement with emphasis on the
need for low cost housing.

In order to achieve our goal of full participation by all
members of society, all barriers leading to isolation must
be removed. We cannot invite respect for our laws and
support for our institutions from persons to whom they
are irrelevant or ineffective. Government activities must
reflect the needs of all Canadians, not only the favoured.
A giant step in this direction was taken with the adoption
last session of tax reform legislation which spreads more
evenly the burden of social services on those Canadians
best able to bear it. Another step, and long overdue, con-
sists of policies to ensure the equality of women in Cana-
dian society. These will be announced this session.

Protective steps will be proposed in a number of areas
of wide concern to Canadians—the non-medical use of
drugs, compensation for victims of crime, and the protec-
tion of privacy. Progress toward more humane treatment
of offenders will continue with further reforms in the
penal and parole systems. Amendments will be proposed
for reforms in the administration of the criminal law.
The Government is committed as well to federal participa-
tion in legal aid subject to satisfactory cost-sharing and
administrative details being worked out.

It is the view of the Government that the most impor-
tant single factor in the attainment of individual dignity
and active social involvement is the assurance of a secure
income. Considerable progress towards the goal of a total
income security programme for all Canadians is achieved
in the new Family Income Security Plan bill which will
be presented for your consideration. The emphasis in this
plan is on protection and is consistent with the Govern-
ment’s belief in the strong sense of self-reliance of
Canadians.

The pride with which Canadians regard this country
and which inspires them to identify with it springs from
many sources. Some of these are physical in nature, some
cultural, still others are economic. Canadians find in the
vast spaces of this land, in its rugged coasts, in its throb-
bing vitality and in its serene tranquility something of
themselves. It is the intention of the Government that
immense areas of Canada be preserved in their natural
state for the enjoyment of this generation and of genera-
tions to come. For the first time some of the grandeur and
the wilderness which is Canada’s north will be guaran-
teed perpetual preservation through incorporation into
the National Parks System. You will be asked to approve
legislation which will create three new parks north of
the 60th parallel, each as large and as spectacular as any
in the world. These three parks, plus the seven new parks
created since 1968, mean that for the first time in our
history every province and territory will include within
it a national park for the benefit of our people.

Companion legislation will be introduced to provide
wildlife habitats and to protect certain endangered wild-
life species.

While taking care to preserve for the future, we should,
wherever possible, preserve and restore those achieve-
ments of the past which are an essential element in our
self-understanding as a people. You will be asked to
consider, therefore, a bill creating and endowing a cor-
poration to be known as Heritage Canada which will go
far to ensure the preservation of items and collections
from Canada’s past and to make these accessible for the
enjoyment and understanding of Canadians in all parts
of the country. Heritage Canada, complemented by a
broadened National Museums policy, will demonstrate the
achievements of our forefathers and their successes in
overcoming physical isclation and in converting dreams
into reality.

Still another form of isolation springs from indifferent
communications services. It is a matter of concern to the
Government that at this moment many communities do
not receive the national broadcasting service and that
some one million Canadians in 260 communities receive
no television service in their own language. The govern-
ment proposes, therefore, that the C.B.C. be authorized
to extend its services in a comprehensive fashion and to
utilize the capabilities of Canada’s pioneer satellite com-
munications system to assure within a five year period
that at least 98 percent of Canadians are served.

The standards against which a society is judged by
others and by history are often those chosen by the
society itself. The image it projects, the values to which
it adheres, the treatment it accords the disadvantaged in
its midst; these are matters for each society to determine,
and in determining o be judged. In our relations with
one another, in federal-provincial relations, in Canada’s
relations with other countries, our values are both guides
and distinguishing features. Canada is commit'ed to the
betterment of life for all, to the resolution of differences
by reason not force, to the practice of tolerance, to the
acceptance of love and understanding as the most im-
portant of human traits. The Government, therefore,
will continue to participate fully in international efforts
for peace and for the well-being of people everywhere.
It will continue to do what it can on behalf of the
Canadian people to assist those who are afflicted by
calamities, both natural and man-made.

The fluidity in world affairs marked by events in the
past months and those expected in the near fulure present
to us an opportunity to deepen and enrich our relation-
ships with our old friends and to seek and strengthen
friendships with others both within and without the
councils and agencies of the United Nations. Isolation
within the international community is as barren and
damaging as is isolation within a domestic society. The
visits {0 Canada in 1971 of such distinguished Heads of
State and Government as the Presidents of Yugoslavia,
Nauru and Niger, and the Prime Ministers of the United
Kingdom, the Soviet Union, Ceylon, Ghana, Malaysia,
Fiji, Senegal, and Israel illustrate the universality of
Canada’s atlitude to the world.

Canada’s lines of communication and understanding
continue to stand open in all directions. In particular,

REPORT OF THE PARLIAMENTARY LIBRARIAN

Fourth Session of the twenty-eighth Parliament, 1972

To the Honourable the Speaker of the Senate
To the Honourable the Speaker of the House of Commons

The Parliamentary Librarian has the honour to sub-
mit his report for the fiscal year April 1, 1970, to March
31, 1971. His last report, covering the fiscal year 1969-70,
was presented to the Senate October 8, and to the House
of Commons October 9, 1970.

1. INFORMATION Staff of 65

A. Reference, Lending, Clipping and Indexing Services

A 36% plus increase was registered in reference
inquiries. A total of 10,678 inquiries was received, in-
cluding 495 letters from the general public and students
compared with 7,969 inquiries for 1969-70 (7,482 ref-
erence questions and 487 letters). Book loans also reached
a record of 21,636 compared with 19,171 last year, an
increase of some 13%. Interlibrary loans increased by
over 30% to 872.

Indexing of Committee Proceedings and Reports: Al-
though the Index Section was still understaffed, con-
siderable progress was made in recruiting and training
new staff and in preparing indexes. It was agreed that
the indexes prepared by the Library to the proceedings
of the Committees of both the Senate and the House of
Commons would be printed in the same format as the
proceedings beginning with the 2nd Session of the 28th
Parliament, and early in November 1970, the first printed
index appeared. By the end of March 1971, 20 indexes
(in English and French) to Committees of the House
of Commons had been completed for this 2nd Session
of which 19 have so far been printed. Indexes (English
and French) to 12 Senate Committees were also com-
pleted but not printed at this date. Beginning with the
3rd Session of the 28th Parliament, participating com-
mittee members will be included in the indexes in ad-
dition to subjects and witnesses. By the beginning of the
4th Session, indexing should be completed for the 3rd
Session and indexing for all committees should then be
on a current basis.

Bibliographies: Largely due to the increasing pressure
of day-to-day demands it was again impossible to up-
date bibliographies previously prepared. The following
special bibliographies and/or reading lists were, how-
ever, prepared in response to individual requests:

—Selected Bibliography on the Medical Aspects of

Oral Contraceptives.

—Population, Family Planning and Birth Control.

—The Official Heraldry and Seals of Canada/Armoiries
et sceaux officiels au Canada.

—Works by and about M. Maurice Lamontagne.
—Select Reading List on the New Democratic Party.
—Parliamentary Press Galleries.

—Pressure Groups.

—Canada—TForeign Relations—West Indies.

Selected Lists: Selected Additions List/Liste d’acquisi-
tions récentes and Selected Periodical Articles List/Choix
d’Articles récents both appeared regularly. Through the
cooperation of House of Commons staff the preparation
of the ‘master’ copy has been simplified and the printing
is now done by House of Commons staff. During the past
year, it became possible to print on both sides of the
paper, thus reducing their bulk by almost 50%.

Vertical File and Clipping Service: The Vertical File
Section continued invaluable service. Requests numbered
2,196, an increase of 20% above the previous year. En-
tirely new files numbered 157; 206 existing files were
sorted and subdivided. One additional paper—The Wind-
sor Star—was added to the 19 clipped regularly. Files
xeroxed during the year were those of the Right Hon-
ourable P. E. Trudeau, War and Emergency Powers, the
FLQ Kidnappings, the Right Honourable L. B. Pearson,
and the Right Honourable J. G. Diefenbaker. The clipping
files of the Royal Commission on Bilingualism and Bi-
culturalism and those of the Library of the Department
of Trade and Commerce were acquired and clippings and
pamphlets useful to parliamentarians incorporated into
our files. The Bilingualism and Biculturalism files had
material from a considerably wider selection of papers
than we process; the Trade and Commerce files had ma-
terial pre-dating our clippings.

Special and Continuing Projects: The Speech Index
expansion was slowed down by staff shortages, changes
and the pressure of public service. The most pressing
need is more indexing of French language texts.

The Constituency Representation History should be
completed in 1971-72. This compilation includes all fed-
eral constituencies prior to the Electoral Boundaries
Readjustment Act of 1964/65.

The Chronology of Legislation in Process now provides
more information relating to the progress of legislation
through Committees and a table has been added showing
the position of every bill introduced.

A revised and enlarged edition of Periodicals and
Newspapers in the Library of Parliament and the Parlia-
mentary reading Room/Revues et Journaux d la Biblio-
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théque du Parlement et a la Salle de Lecture parlemen-
taire, including retrospective holdings and location num-
bers, was issued in September 1970, with the help of
House of Commons staff.

A revised edition of This is your Library/Voici votre
bibliothéque was published and distributed in the
Autumn of 1970.

Other index files maintained regularly include: a place-
name file covering all places included in the file of Cana-
dian telephone directories; a subject index to current
U.K. Hansards and parliamentary papers; a list of Boards,
Royal Commissions, Task Forces, ete. listing appointment,
membership, etc.; a file of Association addresses and ap-
pointments; an index to the Gallup Poll.

B. Reading Room

The Parliamentary Reading Room continued to provide
Canadian daily and weekly newspapers, a number of
foreign papers, a select group of periodicals, xe€rox copies
of requested articles, and fiction. Fiction loans dropped
almost 30% to 3,121.

C. Accessions and Cataloguing

The number of volumes catalogued and classified in-
creased by almost 10% over the previous year to 19,078
while the number of catalogued books withdrawn in-
creased by almost 50% over 1969-70 to 5,016.

Because of this and other pressures, the re-shaping of
the book collection proceeded slowly. The Assistant
Librarian, assisted by the Chief Reference Librarian and
her staff, chose for transfer to the National Library 5,016
catalogued volumes no longer required, largely older
material on science, technology, bibliography and eco-
nomics, as well as some literature, history and biography.
Nearly 5,000 new titles were selected for purchase. The
fastest growing section of the collection is that of the
social sciences which accounted for almost one-third of
the titles classified during 1970-71. This does not, how-
ever, accurately reflect the growth in such areas as law
where the bulk of the material added to the collection is
in continuations or unclassified government documents.
Our objective is to maintain our collection at its present
size while gradually -changing the subject emphasis so
that it will become more specialized in political, eco-
nomic, and social fields, at the same time retaining con-
siderable history and Canadiana. Bound files of some
little-used but important periodicals and other serial pub-
lications are gradually being replaced by microfilm.

Welcome gifts were received from the embassies of
Australia, Cuba, Poland, South Africa, the U.S.S.R., and
the Parliamentary Librarians of Australia, Finland, the
Federal Republic of Germany, Japan, South Africa, and
Sweden. Additional useful items were received from in-
stitutions and individuals in Denmark, England, Finland,
Hungary, India, Mexico, the Netherlands, Switzerland, the

United States, and the U.S.S.R., the latter through the
courtesy of Mr. Speaker Deschatelets.

Members of the Senate and the House of Commons
were also generous contributors, especially the Honour-
able Herb Gray and Senator Donald Cameron.

Three typescripts, generously presented by their au-
thors, were added to our Rare Book Collection; Mr.
Patrick Nicholson’s Vision and Indecision and Common-
sense for Canadians: Bob Thompson Speaks, and Mrs.
Eugénie Thomas’ History of the Métis Nation in Western
Canada (abridged and translated from L’Histoire de la
Nation métisse dans I’Ouest canadien by Auguste-Henri
Trémauden). A xerox copy of The Challenge, the unpub-
lished memoirs of the Honourable Jean-Frangois Pouliot,
was obtained through the courtesy of Mm™¢ Pouliot and
the Public Archives of Canada. Mr. W. McWhinney
presented us with a photocopy of the typescripts of his
genealogies John Mara and Families and Edward Thomas
Richardson.

To all these, and others unmentioned, we again express
our thanks.

D. Bindery

The small bindery staff managed to increase production
somewhat, although badly hampered by inadequate quar-
ters. It is hoped that the Department of Public Works
will soon be able to provide more suitable space.

2. RESEARCH Staff of 18

A. Individual and General Service

During this period the Research Branch comprised
twelve research officers and six secretarial and support
staff. They handled the maximum volume of work pos-
sible and inevitably a backlog occurred. The constant
problem was to provide faster service to members with
urgent requests.

The number of projects completed dropped from the
previous year, but this does not reflect a reduction in
work. Requests were more complex and time-consuming
than previously.

Nevertheless, the Research Branch managed the bulk
of the work demanded and met given deadlines, although
these frequently had to be negotiated. Only three requests
were declined because of inflexible deadlines.

The Branch could not increase its output without addi-
tional staff, and the authorization to add 15 new positions
was received with both relief and satisfaction. Unfortu-
nately, no additional staff was actually added during the
year.

B. Parliamentary Committees

The statistical breakdown shows 11 papers prepared
for Committees compared with 19 the previous year.
However, certain projects begun for individual members
became projects for Committees.

Two papers were prepared for the Commons Standing
Committee on Procedure and Organization, one relating
to the premature disclosure of confidential documents,
the other summarizing the options open to Parliament
in relation to the broadcasting of debates.

A 117-page paper on copyright law was prepared at
the request of the Chairman of the Commons Standing
Committee on Broadcasting, Films and Assistance to the
Arts, as was a 70-page study on financial support for the
performing arts.

Three officers collaborated on a project requested by
the Commons Chairman of the Special Joint Committee
on the Constitution relating to upper chambers and con-
stitutional courts under federal systems of government.

Papers were also prepared at the request of the Chair-
man of the House of Commons Standing Committee on
Finance, Trade and Economic Affairs relating to foreign
investment in various countries and development corpo-
ration enterprises.

For the Special Senate Committee on Poverty papers
were prepared on the distribution and incidence of taxa-
tion. Another was prepared on the problems of female
heads of families.

Papers for the Special Senate Committee on Science
Policy were: a 38-page review of agencies concerned
with governmental science policy machinery in various
countries, a 70-page review of science policy organization
for nuclear research in various countries, and a synthesis
of the hearings of world-renowned scientists held before
the Committee between March 1968, and March 1969.

democratic participation, and on the problems of urban-
ization.

Research officers continued to contribute articles to
parliamentary journals. Miss M. A. Carroll wrote on
“Emoluments and Perquisites of Members of Parliament
in Canada” for the Inter-Parliamentary Bulletin, and
Dr. H. Immarigeon on “Conflict of Interests and Par-
liamentarians” for The Parliamentarian.

In July, 1970, the Chief of the Research Branch
accompanied Mr. Speaker Lamoureux to London to
attend a meeting of the Standing Committee of the
Conference of Commonwealth Speakers and Presiding
Officers. Mr. Speaker Lamoureux was Chairman of the
Committee; Mr. Laundy acted as its Secretary and
prepared the minutes and recommendations of the meet-
ing for circulation to the Committee members. This
formed the basis for the planning of the Second Con-
ference of Commonwealth Speakers and Presiding
Officers which took place in New Delhi from December
28, 1970, to January 1, 1971.

From London Mr. Laundy went to Switzerland on
bhehalf of the Library to visit the Inter-Parliamentary
Union’s International Centre for Parliamentary Docu-
mentation at Geneva July 13 to 14, 1970, and the
Library and Documentation Service of the Swiss Par-
liament in Berne July 15 to 16. He then wrote an article
on the Centre which was published in The Canadian
Library Journal and the Bulletin of L’Association Cana-
dienne des Bibliothécaires de Langue francaise.

From August 17-22, Mr. Laundy represented the Cana-
dian Parliament at the Second Conference of Speakers,
Presiding Officers and Clerks of Commonwealth Car-
ibbean Parliaments in Dominica at the special invitation
of the Government of Dominica. He addressed the Con-
ference on a number of themes of current parliamentary
interest and participated in the discussion of other items.

From August 30 to September 4, 1970, the Canadian
Area Conference of the Commonwealth Parliamentary
Association was held in Ottawa and the Chief of the
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Research Branch assumed the duties of Secretary to
the Conference. Mr. E. J. Brower also participated and
prepared a paper on “Canadian Investment in the
Developing Countries of the Commonwealth”.

Mr. Laundy then attended the December 28, 1970-
January 1, 1971, Commonwealth Speakers’ Conference in
New Delhi where he was seconded to the Secretariat
of the Conference and assisted Mr. Speaker Lamoureux
and Mr. Speaker Deschatelets in their Conference
activities. The Research Branch prepared background
papers for this Conference including studies on public
opinion polls, the problem of conflict of interest, the
administrative responsibilities of the Speaker, and the
operation of the sub judice rule.

3. ADMINISTRATION AND PLANNING

A. Space

Adequate space for staff and collections had high
priority this year. Although the size of the Cataloguing
Branch remained relatively static, and it is hoped that
technical advances may help avoid growth, the Refer-
ence Branch is expanding as the use of its traditional
services grows rapidly and new services are introduced.
The size of our Indexing Section doubled on April 1, 1970,
and doubled again (to a total of 8 indexers and a
typist) on April 1, 1971. Happily, office space for this
Section was secured in the Victoria Building in March
1971.

Installation of new mobile shelving on our two stack
(storage) floors commenced early in March 1971, and
by the end of March our staff had moved and reshelved
approximately 120,000 volumes. This new shelving should
increase the storage capacity of these floors by over
50% thus providing room for collection growth, making
it possible to return important research materials from
outside storage, and possibly allowing the conversion of
other rooms, presently filled with books, into offices.

B. Exchange Agreements

The rising cost of books, periodicals, microfilms, and
other research materials and supplies was another cause
of concern, and efforts were made to reduce costs. A
substantial saving was made through the reinterpreta-
tion of our exchange agreement with the British Museum
for the receipt of British parliamentary papers. Our
thanks go to Mr. R. A. Christopers, Assistant Keeper
of the British Museum, for his assistance.

Future cost reductions both for this Library and the
National Library on our cooperative microfilming of four
Canadian newspapers (Le Progrés UEvangéline, La Li-
berté et le patriote, The Guardian, The Evening Patriot)
were achieved by Miss A. P. Hardisty, Assistant Li-
brarian, who obtained additional subscriptions from
other Canadian Libraries.

The National Librarian, Dr. Guy Sylvestre, assisted us
through recommending our library to the Ontario Queen’s
Printer as a depository for Ontario documents. Although
a formal policy on deposit libraries has not yet been
announced, we are already receiving publications more
readily.

C. Additional Assistance

The Library employed a number of student assistants
during the summer and a number of temporary em-
ployees for the second half of the year. This additional
staff helped with routine clerical work suffering under
the increasing demands for reference/information ser-
vice, and made it possible for the Cataloguing Branch
to proceed with the collation of sets of valuable Canadian
Sessional Papers. This extra help also made it possible
to speed up the preparation of indexes to the Proceed-
ings of Parliamentary committees.

D. Courses, Conferences, Meetings, Demonstrations and
Working Visits

Although it was again imposible for staff members to
attend the daytime language classes of the Public Ser-
vice, four attended evening French Language classes
conducted by the Ottawa Board of Education and the
Parliamentary Librarian continued his private lessons
provided by the Language Bureau of the Public Service
Commission.

The Parliamentary Librarian, with the National Li-
brarian, attended a Conference sponsored by the Social
Science Research Council and the Association of Uni-
versities and Colleges of Canada in Quebec City April
30-May 2, 1970, to discuss the establishment of a Re-
search Information Centre for the Social Sciences.

In May, 1970, he chaired one of eight workshop groups
at the Conference on Computers: Privacy and Freedom
of Information sponsored by the Departments of Com-
munications and Justice, the Information Processing
Society of Canada, and Queen’s University, at Queen’s
University, Kingston, Ontario.

He also attended the meetings of the Canadian Po-
litical Science Association during the Conference of
Learned Societies in Winnipeg in June, 1970, and in the
same month participated in the Canadian Library As-
sociation meetings in Hamilton, Ontario, as a Trustee
of the Ottawa Public Library. In this capacity he also
took part in two Ottawa meetings sponsored by the East-
ern Ontario Regional Library Service in order to im-
prove area cooperation.

The Parliamentary Librarian attended two meetings
of the House of Commons Standing Committee on Pro-
cedure and Organization and with senior staff members
presented the Library Estimates which proved acceptable.

In addition to these meetings the Parliamentary Li-
brarian again served as a Director of the local group of
the Institute of Public Administration of Canada and
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arranged a dinner for Professor Carl Friedrich of Har-
vard who spoke informally to a number of the IPAC
National Executive and parliamentarians.

Three articles written by the Parliamentary Librarian
on the Library of Parliament appeared during this
period, one in the Ontario Library Review for June 1870,
one in the July issue of the British The Parliamentarian
and one in volume 4 of the American Encyclopedia of
Library and Information Science. He also prepared two
other papers, the brief of the Canadian Library Associa-
tion to the Interdepartmental Committee on Copyright
early in 1970, and an article “The International Federa-
tion of Library Associations and Special Libraries” in
the November 1970 issue of Agora, the bulletin of the
Canadian Association of Special Librairies and Informa-
tion Services.

' While installation of the IBM/MT/ST system of cata-
logue card reproduction was being considered, the As-
sistant Librarian, the Chief of the Cataloguing Branch,
and the Associate Parliamentary Librarian visited Brock
University Library to see this system in operation and
later decided to adopt it in 1971-72.

One of our Library Technicians, Miss Mary Nation,
participated in a Canadian Library Association Work-
shop, The Library Technician at Work, held at Lakehead
University May 8-9, 1970.

Our staff continues to be active in professional asso-
ciations. Among other activities staff attended the annual
conference of the Association Canadicnne des Bibliothé-
caires de Langue francaise in Ottawa, the Canadian
Library Association conference in Hamilton, where the
Assistant Librarian acted as Chairman of a group, and
the Canadian Association of Law Libraries conference
in London, Ontario.

Miss F. Moore, Chief of the Cataloguing Branch, is
serving as Chairman of a Sub-group on Classification
of Canadian Law, part of a Task Group on Cataloguing
Standards set up by the National Library. The Parlia-
mentary Librarian is an official observer on the National
Library’s Canadian Government Library Committee, and
other staff again served in various capacities with pro-
fessional associations in the Ottawa area.

E. Associate Parliamentary Librarian

The position of Associate Parliamentary Librarian,
vacant for over 27 months, was filled on August 17,
1970, by the appointment of Mr. Gilles Frappier former
Director of Science Libraries at the University of Mont-
real. He brings to this position a background of diversi-
fied experience in the academic and scientific/technical
fields. His arrival was warmly welcomed.

In November, 1970, he represented the Library of
Parliament in Toronto at the Canadian Micrographic
Society annual conference and has since been elected
Secretary-Treasurer of the CMS. In February, 1971, he
took part in a one-day seminar on management spon-

sored by the Montreal Chapter of the Special Libraries
Association.

In March, 1971, he attended the Third International
Conference on Reprography in London, England, and
afterwards visited the Parliamentary Libraries in Lon-
don, Paris and Brussels.

4, PARLIAMENTARY INFORMATION AND ASSIS-
TANCE BEYOND PARLIAMENT

A. Assistance to Libraries: A selective review

Information Canada: Advice was given respecting the
establishment, operation and maintenance of a news-
paper clipping file, and a list of the subject headings
in use in the Library of Parliament was provided. The
Chief of the Reference Branch was also consulted in
connection with the setting up of an information re-
trieval service.

Office of the Language Commissionner: Miss Simonne
Chiasson, Chief of the Reference Branch, at the request
of the Language Commissioner, made recommendations
regarding the Library to be established to serve his
office. Accompanied by the Assistant Librarian, she made
a second visit to this office with additional recommenda-
tions to the Commissioner and his staff respecting files
of material obtained from the Library of the Royal
Commission on Bilingualism and Biculturalism.

Science Council Library: The Library assisted the
Science Council at the time of the “Arrow” disaster by
lending U.S. Congressional Committee Hearings urgently
required, other documents and articles as required, and
assisting with literature searches when material was
required quickly.

B. Surplus Parliamentary Documents

House of Lords Library, London, England: Copies of
several unique pre-1800 British House of Lords Papers
in our collection were supplied to assist in completing
their collection.

Provision of Canadian Parliamentary Documents and
other Books: The service of providing free, to other
libraries, Canadian parliamentary documents from our
duplicate collection continued. During the year, 3,150
volumes were supplied to seventeen university libraries,
five federal government institutions, one public library,
and two provincial bodies. More than 3,570 volumes from
the Dead Letter Office of the Post Office were distributed
to public and government libraries. Well over 5,000 vol-
umes were sent to the National Library.

C. Educational Assistance

Two students from the University of Ottawa School
of Library Science worked in the Library at the com-
pletion of their course. In March, 1971, two secondary
school students spent their mid-term break in the Libra-
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ry. Visits from other library staff included Mr. Donald
Redmond, Chief Librarian of Queen’s University, Kings-
ton, and some of his staff, a group of student library
technicians from Algonquin College, students from the
University of Ottawa School of Library Science, and
school librarians on a Canadian Library Association/
Association Canadienne des Bibliothécaires de Langue
francaise study tour.

Dr. Karl E. Hausmann, a Research Officer with the
Swiss Parliament, in Canada on a 2-month Canada Coun-
cil Fellowship to study Canadian political documenta-
tion, completed his second month of observations and
work in the Library during April 1970.

D. Visitors

Many Canadian librarians visited as did foreign libra-
rians from Australia, England, France, Ireland, Italy,
the Ivory Coast, the United States, Venezuela, and
Zambia.

Other foreign visitors were also numerous and in-
cluded: His Royal Highness, the Prince of Wales; Dele-
gates of the Consultative Assembly of the Council of
Europe; Lord Fulton, Chairman of the British Council;
the Honourable Hyo Sang Rhee, Speaker of the National
Assembly of Korea; Mr. Isaac Amissah-Aidoo, Deputy
Speaker, and Mr. S. N. Darkwa, Assistant Clerk, National
Assembly of Ghana; Mr. J. B. Roberts, Clerk of the
Parliaments, State of Western Australia, and Mrs. Rob-
erts; and Professor Carl Gosta Widstrand, Director, The
Scandinavian Institute of African Studies, Sweden. The
following diplomats were welcomed: Mr. George S.
Whitehead, Deputy High Commissioner for Britain, Mr.
Jack A. Cayton, Counsellor, British High Commission,
His Excellency, the Honourable Dean J. Eyre, High Com-
missioner for New Zealand, His Excellency Dr. Salvador
Sampayo Garrido, Ambassador of Portugal, His Excel-
lency Johannes Van der Walt, Ambassador of South

Africa, Mr. Vladimir R. Kaluzhny, First Secretary, Em-
bassy of the U.S.S.R., and Mr. J. Cordero, First Sec-
retary, Embassy of Venezuela.

E. International Service

The Parliamentary Librarian continued as Canadian
Correspondent for the Inter-Parliamentary Union’s Inter-
national Centre for Parliamentary Documentation in
Geneva, and for the Parliamentary and Administrative
Libraries Section of the International Federation of
Library Associations now in The Hague. He was re-
elected a director of the Special Libraries Section of
IFLA, and was voting delegate for the Canadian Library
Association at the IFLA Conference in Moscow and
Leningrad in August/September, 1970. Afterwards he
visited the parliamentary libraries in Finland, Sweden
and Denmark. In Helsinki, with the National Librarian,
Dr. Guy Sylvestre, he also visited the Finnish National
Library and a useful agreement for limited exchange
has resulted.

CONCLUSION

Finally, we again thank the staff of the Senate, House
of Commons, Department of Public Works, Public
Service Commission, Central Pay Office, and all others
who helped us to carry on our work with a maximum
of cheerful efficiency. Without their help our efforts
would have been much less pleasant and less effective.

“That in the opinion of this House it is desirable,
in the interest of both eastern and western agricul-
ture and of consumers generally, to establish a Stand-
ing Senate Committee on Agriculture and Consumer
Affairs to consider legislation and other matters of
concern to agriculture and to consumers that may
be referred to the said Committee by the Senate.”

The Honourable Leader of the Opposition then rose on a
point of order on the ground that the amendment “brings
in something which is outside the purport of the main
motion” and that it should not be entertained.

I am grateful to the Honourable Senators who spoke
on the point of order. In my opinion, the motion as
amended is substantially different from the motion of
which due notice was given. It can only be introduced
as a separate and distinct motion after notice. The
proposed standing committee would have substan-
tially different and considerably broader terms of ref-
erence if the amendment to the motion were adopted in
its present form.

In so stating, I am not expressing any view as to the
wisdom or desirability of the expanded committee pro-
posed in the amendment. That decision would be for the
Senate itself if the question were properly before it.
The difficulty is procedural only.

I refer to the precedent of February 27, 1961, in the
House of Commons, when the then Deputy Speaker ruled
an amendment out of order on the ground that it “would
widen the powers of the committee and would extend the
scope of the matters to be considered by the committee”
and that this was an attempt to “introduce a substantive
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question which could be raised only after due notice.”
The Deputy Speaker on that occasion was Jacques Flynn,
M.P.,, and his ruling was sustained on appeal to the
House.

May I refer also to a ruling by Mr. Speaker Michener
on December 7, 1962. A motion was then under consider-
ation, of which notice had been given, for the establish-
ment of a Special Committee to consider, inter alia, the
‘“use of drugs”. To this Paul Martin, M.P., moved in
amendment that the words “and cost” be added after the
word ‘“use”.

Mr. Speaker Michener in his decision said:

“On the matter of whether this amendment can be
received at all, I would draw honourable Members’
attention to Beauchesne’s Fourth Edition, citation
291, which reads as follows: When the House is
considering a motion, of which notice has been
given, for the appointment of a select committee, a
member cannot move in amendment that the com-
mittee be given wider powers than those which
were set down in the notice.”

And further on he added:

“I could give the Honourable Member many more
citations and rulings by Speakers. There is one by
Mr. Speaker Macdonald which appears in Journals
for April 4, 1951, page 243. He ruled that “an amend-
ment cannot be moved giving the committee wider
powers than those which were set out in the Notice
of Motion.”

The present amendment, which would add ‘“consumer
affairs” to “agriculture” as part of the terms of reference
of the proposed committee, represents in my opinion a
more extreme case than any of those I have cited. It
would substantially widen the powers of the proposed
committee, and for these reasons I have reached the
conclusion that Senator Flynn’s objection is well taken
and I declare the amendment out of order.

SUMMARY OF RECOMMENDATIONS
CONTAINED IN THE FINAL REPORT OF THE
SPECIAL JOINT COMMITTEE OF THE SENATE AND HOUSE OF COMMONS
ON THE CONSTITUTION OF CANADA

PART I—-THE CONSTITUTION

Chapter I—Constitutional Imperatives

1. Canada should have a new and distinctively Canadi-

an Constitution, one which would be a new whole
even though it would utilize many of the same parts.

- A new Canadian Constitution should be based on

functional considerations, which would lead to great-
er decentralization of governmental powers in all
areas touching culture and social policy aad to
greater centralization in powers which have impor-
tant economic effects at the national level. Functional
considerations also require greater decentralization
in many areas of governmental administration.

Chapter 4—Patriation of the Constitution

3. The Canadian Constitution should be patriated by a

procedure which would provide for a simultaneous
proclamation of a new Constitution by Canada and
the renunciation by Britain of all jurisdiction over
the Canadian Constitution.

Chapter 5—Amendments to the Constitution

4. The formula for amending the Constitution should

be that contained in the Victoria Charter of June
1971, which requires the agreement of the Federal
Parliament and a majority of the Provincial Legisla-
tures, including those of:

The individual person should be constitutionally pro-
tected in his life, liberty and the security of his
person so as not to be deprived thereof except in
accordance with the principles of fundamental
justice.

zures, the right to be informed promptly of the
reason for arrest, the right to counsel, the right to
habeas corpus, protection against self-crimination,
the right to a fair hearing, the right to be presumed
innocent and not to be denied reasonable bail with-
out just cause, the right to an interpreter, the pros-
cribing of retroactive penal laws or punishments,
and the right not to be subjected to cruel and unusual
punishment.

The rights and freedoms recognized by the Bill of
Rights should not be interpreted as absolute and
unlimited, but should rather be exercisable to the
extent that they are reasonably justifiable in a demo-
cratic society.

(d) the right to communicate in either official lan-
guage with Federal departments and agencies and
with provincial departmental head offices or
agency head offices in New Brunswick, Ontario,
Quebec and the Territories.

All of the rights in recommendation 23 (b) (c) and (d)
should also be exercisable in:

(a) any Province where each language is the
mother tongue of ten per cent of the population;

(b) in any Province where the legislature declares
French and English the official languages of the
province.

The Constitution should recognize parents’ right to
have English or French provided as their child’s
main language of instruction in publicly supported
schools in areas where the language of their choice is
chosen by a sufficient number of persons to justify
the provision of the necessary facilities.

We support the general objective of making French
the working language in Quebec. We hope that
through the studies being carried out in Quebec on
this matter, this objective can be reached with due
respect for certain Quebec Anglophone institutions,
and taking into account the North American and
world reality.

The preamble to the Constitution should formally
recognize that Canada is a multicultural country.

The Constitution should explicitly recognize the right
of Provincial Legislatures to confer equivalent status
with the English and French languages on other lan-
guages. Federal financial assistance to support the
teaching or use of other languages would be
appropriate.

Chapter 11—Regional Disparities

29.

The equitable distribution of income should be
recognized in the preamble of the Constitution as a
dynamic and humane objective of our social policy.
Consequently, we agree with the principle stated in
the Victoria Charter that:

The Parliament and Government of Canada and
the Legislatures and Governments of the Provinces
are committed to...the promotion of equality of
opportunity and well-being for all individuals in
Canada.

We agree with the statement in the Victoria Charter
that:

The Parliament and Government of Canada and
the Legislatures and Governments of the Provinces
are committed to. .. the assurance, as nearly as pos-
sible, that essential public services of reasonable
quality are available to all individuals in Canada.

This objective should be recognized in the pre-

amble of the Constitution.
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31.

The preamble of the Constitution should provide that
every Canadian should have access to adequate
Federal, Provincial and municipal services without
having to bear a disproportionate tax burden
because of the region in which he lives. This recom-
mendation follows logically from our acceptance of
the principle of equality of opportunity for all
Canadians.

We completely accept the following objective as
stated in the Victoria Charter:

The promotion of economic development to reduce
disparities in the social and economic opportunities
for all individuals in Canada wherever they may
live.

As in the case of redistribution of income among
individuals and for the same reasons, this objective
should be recognized in the preamble of the
Constitution.

PART III-FEDERAL INSTITUTIONS

Chapter 12—The Head of State

Because of the state of divided opinion in Canada,
the Committee does not recommend any change in
the monarchical system at the present time.

The Committee itself prefers a Canadian as Head of
State, and supports the evolutionary process by
which the Governor General has been granted more
functions as the Head of State for Canada. Eventual-
ly, the question of retaining or abolishing the
Monarchy will have to be decided by way of clear
consultation with the Canadian people.

Chapter 13—The Senate

The present full veto power of the Senate over legis-
lation should be reduced to a suspensive veto for six
months according to the following formula: a bill
may become law without the consent of the Senate
(1) if the House of Commons, having once passed it,
passes it again no less than six months after it was
rejected or finally amended by the Senate, or, (2) if,
within 6 months of third reading of a bill by the
House of Commons the Senate has not completed
consideration of it, and the House of Commons again
passes it at any time after the expiration of the 6
months, but any period when Parliament is proro-
gued or dissolved shall not be counted in computing
the 6 months.

The investigating role of the Senate, which has
gained more importance in recent years, should be
continued and expanded at the initiative of the
Senate itself, and the Government should also make
more use of the Senate in this way.

The Government should be entitled to introduce in
the Senate all bills including money bills but exclud-
ing appropriation bills, before their approval by the
House of Commons, provided that, in the case of
money bills, they should be introduced by the leader
of the Government in the Senate on behalf of the
Government.

The distribution of Senators should be as follows:
Newfoundland 6, Prince Edward Island 4, Nova
Scotia 10, New Brunswick 10, Quebec 24, Ontario 24,
Manitoba 12, Saskatchewan 12, Alberta 12, British
Columbia 12, the Yukon Territory 2, and the North-
west Territories 2: a total of 130.

All Senators should continue to be appointed by the
Federal Government: as vacancies occur in the pre-
sent Senate, one-half of the Senators from each Prov-
ince and Territory should be appointed in the same
manner as at present; the other half from each Prov-
ince and Territory should be appointed by the Feder-
al Government from a panel of nominees submitted
by the appropriate Provincial or Territorial
Government.

The personal requirements for appointment to the
Senate should be limited to those required for eligi-
bility as an elector in the Canada Elections Act, plus
residence in the province for which a Senator is
appointed. The Quebec structure of electoral divi-
sions should be abolished.

The compulsory retirement age for all new senators
should be seventy years. Upon retirement, Senators
should retain the right to the title and precedence of
Senators and the right to participate in the work of
the Senate or of its Committee, but not the right to
vote or to receive the indemnity of Senators.

Chapter 14—The House of Commons

The mechanism of redistribution of seats in the
House of Commons as well as the limitations implied
in the 15 per cent rule and the Senate rule should be
retained in the Constitution. The formula of
representation, however, subject to our recommenda-
tions on the Bill of Rights, should be the exclusive
prerogative of the House of Commons, to be dealt
with by ordinary legislation.

Every House of Commons should continue for four
years, from the day of the return of the writs for
choosing the House and no longer, provided that, and
notwithstanding any Royal Prerogative, the Gover-
nor General should have the power to dissolve Par-
liament during that period:

(a) on a motion expressing no confidence in the
Government; or

law, including the Bill of Rights. The issue of wheth-
er a matter was one of strictly provincial law would
be subject to determination by the Supreme Court of
Canada.

RT IV—_THE GOVERNMENTS

Chapter 17—The Division of Powers

. The use of exclusive lists of Federal and Provincial
powers, but with an extended list of concurrent
powers, should be continued.

Concurrent powers which predominantly affect the
national interest should grant paramountcy to the
Federal Parliament and those which predominantly
affect Provincial or local interests should grant para-
mountcy to the Provincial legislatures.

The Constitution should permit the delegation of
executive and administrative powers (as at present),
but not of legislative powers except where expressly
specified in this Report.

Chapter 18—The General Legislative Power of
Parliament

should be retained in the Constitution as an expres-
sion of the overriding Federal legislative power over
matters of a national nature.

Since the Federal General Legislative Power is coun-
terbalanced by a Provincial power over matters of a
Provincial or local nature, there is no place for a
purely residuary power.

Chapter 19—Taxing Powers

. Generally speaking and subject to recommendation
55, we endorse the principle that the Federal and

Provincial Governments should have access to all
fields of taxation. However, in order to bring about a
division of revenues that may accurately reflect the
priorities of each government, there should be Feder-
al-Provincial consultations to determine the most
equitable means of apportioning joint fields of taxa-
tion in the light of:

(a) the projected responsibilities of each level of
government in the immediate future;

(b) the anticipated increases in their respective
expenditures;

(¢) economic and administrative limitations, such
as preserving sufficient leverage for the Federal
Government, by means of its taxation system, to
discharge effectively its function of managing the
economy.

Provincial legislatures should have the right to
impose indirect taxes provided that they do not
impede interprovincial or international trade and do
not fall on persons resident in other Provinces. These
limitations could be satisfied by tax collection
through an interprovincial or Federal-Provincial col-
lection agency, or by tax collection agreements.

Chapter 20—The Federal Spending Power

The power of the Federal Parliament to make condi-
tional grants for general Federal-Provincial (shared-
cost) programs should be subject to the establish-
ment of a national consensus both for the institution
of any new program and for the continuation of any
existing one. A consensus would be established by
the affirmative vote of the Legislatures in three of
the four regions of Canada according to the follow-
ing formula: the vote of the Legislatures in the Atlan-
tic region would be considered to be in the affirma-
tive if any two of the Legislatures of Nova Scotia,
New Brunswick or Newfoundland were in favour;
the vote of the Legislatures of the Western region
would be considered to be in the affirmative with the
agreement of any two of the four Legislatures. The
consensus for existing joint programs should be
tested every 10 years.

If a Province does not wish to participate in a pro-
gram for which there is a national consensus, the
Federal Government should pay the Government of
that Province a sum equal to the amount it would
have cost the Federal Government to implement the
program in the Province. However, a tax collection
fee of about 1 per cent, equivalent to the cost of
collecting the money paid to the Province, should be
deducted from the amount paid to such non-par-
ticipating Provinces.

In order that the objectives of joint programs may be
more effectively realized, conditional Federal grants
should preferably be based on the cost of the pro-
grams in each Province. However, since a 50-50 cost-
sharing formula, when applied to the expenditures
made in each Province, constitutes too great an
incentive in high-income Provinces, conditional Fed-
eral grants should not be made for that portion of
Provincial expenditures which lies above the nation-
al average cost of the service. The maximum per
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capita amount to which a Province would be entitled
would thus correspond to the per capita national
expenditure, and additional expenditures by a Pro-
vincial Government would in no way increase the
Federal grant to that Province.

Chapter 21—Intergovernmental Relations

More communication and fuller cooperation among
all levels of government are imperative needs. The
achievement of these ends involves the improvement
and simplification of the means of liaison and, where
necessary, the creation of new mechanisms.

The Constitution should provide for a Federal-Pro-
vincial Conference of First Ministers to be called by
the Prime Minister of Canada at least once a year
unless in any year a majority of the First Ministers
decide to dispense with the Conference.

The Federal Government should appoint a Minister
of State for Intergovernmental Affairs to respond to
the political challenges and opportunities resulting
from closer intergovernmental relationships.

A permanent Federal-Provincial secretariat for
intergovernmental relations should be established.

A tri-level conference among Federal, Provincial and
Municipal governments should be called at least once
a year.

Chapter 22—Municipalities

While we recognize the difficulties of larger cities in
providing for their needs, financing their programs
and determining their own priorities, as well as in
negotiating with the Provincial and Federal Govern-
ments on works which seriously affect municipal
planning, and also their need for more status and
more autonomy in order to achieve these goals, we
do not see how these matters can be entrenched in
the Constitution. They should be negotiated between
the cities and the Provincial Governments under
whose jurisdiction they fall.

The municipalities in each Province, in conjunction
with their provincial and national bodies, should
determine which representatives from what
municipalities would attend the annual tri-level con-
ferences we have recommended in Recommendation
63.

Such tri-level meetings would not have the power of
veto over any Federal or Provincial programs but
would rather operate by way of moral suasion.

In the light of the injustice done municipalities by
their having to rely on the property tax for the bulk
of their revenue, there should be a sharing of tax
fields between Governments that would allow
municipalities direct access to other sources of
revenue.

Where feasible, representatives of municipalities
should meet with other levels of government to dis-
cuss common problems particularly in the area of
economic planning through representation at meet-

ings of the Ministers of Finance and Provincial
Treasurers.

Chapter 23—The Territories

The objective of Government policy for the Yukon
and the Northwest Territories should be the foster-
ing of self-government and provincial status.

The provisions of the British North America Act,
1871, section 2, which provide for the admission of
new provinces by action of the Federal Government
alone, should be continued, provided that no territo-
ry should become a province without its consent.

The Yukon and the Northwest Territories should
each be entitled to representation in the Senate.

Chapter 24—Offshore Mineral Rights

The Federal Government should have proprietary
rights over the seabed offshore to the limit of Cana-
da’s internationally recognized jurisdiction, and the
Federal Parliament should have full legislative juris-
diction over this subject matter.

There should be no constitutional provision as to the
sharing of the profits from the exploitation of seabed
resources. Nevertheless, we feel strongly that the
Federal Government should share the profits of
seabed development equally with the adjacent coast-
al Province rather than with all of the Provinces.

Sable Island should be recognized by the Constitu-
tion as part of the Province of Nova Scotia.

Chapter 25—International Relations

Section 132 of the British North America Act should
be repealed.

The Constitution should make it clear that: the Fed-
eral Government has exclusive jurisdiction over for-
eign policy, the making of treaties, and the exchange
of diplomatic and consular representatives.

All formal treaties should be ratified by Parliament
rather than by the Executive Branch of Government.

The Government of Canada should, before binding
itself to perform under a treaty an obligation that
deals with a matter falling within the legislative
competence of the Provinces, consult with the Gov-
ernment of each Province that may be affected by
the obligation.

The Government of a Province should remain free
not to take any action with respect to an obligation
undertaken by the Government of Canada under a
treaty unless it has agreed to do so.

Subject to a veto power in the Government of
Canada in the exercise of its exclusive power with
respect to foreign policy, the Provincial Govern-
ments should have the right to enter into contracts,
and administrative, reciprocal and other arrange-
ments with foreign states, or constituent parts of
foreign states, to maintain offices abroad for the
conduct of Provincial business, and generally to
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cooperate with the Government of Canada in its
international activities.

PART V—-SOCIAL POLICY

Chapter 26—Social Security

81:

In the area of social security, there should be
a greater decentralization of jurisdiction with a
view ‘to giving priority to the Provinces according to
recommendations 82, 83 and 84.

82. With respect to social services, the present exclusive

jurisdiction of Provincial Legislatures should be
retained.

With respect to income insurance (including the
Quebec and Canada Pension Plans), jurisdiction
should be shared according to the present section
94A of the British North America Act, subject to the
following exceptions:

(1) Workmen’s Compensation should be retained
under the exclusive jurisdiction of the Provincial
Legislatures;

(2) Unemployment Insurance should be retained
under the exclusive jurisdiction of the Canadian
Parliament.

With respect to income support measures:

(1) Financial social assistance (Canada Assistance
Plan, allowances to the blind, disability allowances,
unemployment assistance) should be under the
exclusive jurisdiction of the Provincial Legisla-
tures;

(2) Veterans’ allowances and allowances to
Eskimos and Indians living on reserves should con-
tinue to be the exclusive responsibility of the
Canadian Parliament;

(3) Demographic grants (old age pensions, family
allowances and youth allowances) and guaranteed
income payments (guaranteed income supplement)
should be matters of concurrent jurisdiction with
limited Provincial paramountcy as to the scale of
benefits and the allocation of Federal funds among
these income support programs. Thus the Federal
Parliament would retain concurrent power to
establish programs and to pay benefits to individu-
als under these programs. However, a Province
would have the right to vary the national scheme
established by Parliament with respect to the allo-
cation within the Province between the various
programs of the total amount determined by the
Federal Government and with respect to the scale
of benefits paid to individuals within the Province
according to income, number of children, etc.,
within each program; provided that the benefits
paid to individuals under each program should not
be less than a certain percentage (perhaps half or
two-thirds) of the amounts which would be paid
under the scheme proposed by the Federal
Government.

Chapter 27—Criminal Law

Since we believe that each Province should be able to
regulate the conduct of its own people in such mat-
ters as the operation of motor vehicles, Sunday
observance, betting and lotteries, the Federal Parlia-
ment should have the right to delegate even to a
single Province legislative jurisdiction over any part
of the criminal law.

Because there is some ambiguity resulting from cur-
rent practice, if not from the Constitution, the Feder-
al power over the administration of criminal justice
should be made clear so that the Federal Parliament
would be seen to have clear and undoubted jurisdic-
tion to enforce its own laws in the criminal field.

Chapter 286—Marriage and Divorce

In keeping with our principle of control by the Prov-
inces of their social destiny, the jurisdiction over
“Marriage and Divorce” should be transferred to the
Provincial Legislatures, subject to an agreed
common definition of domicile.

Chapter 29—Education

Education as such should remain an exclusively Pro-
vincial power as at present, subject to the guarantees
for minorities set out elsewhere in this Report.

The Provinces should create a permanent office for
cooperation and coordination in education, and Fed-
eral participation should be confined to the area of
Federal jurisdiction over the education of native peo-
ples, immigrants, and defence personnel and
dependents.

Chapter 30—Communications

The Parliament of Canada should retain exclusive
jurisdiction over the means in broadcasting and
other systems of communication.

The Provinces should have exclusive jurisdiction
over the program content in provincial educational
broadcasting, whatever means of communication is
employed.

PART VI-THE REGULATION OF THE ECONOMY

Chapter 31—Economic Policy

92. The Federal Parliament and Government should

retain the primary responsibility for general econom-
ic policy designed to achieve national economic
goals. This means that they must have sufficient
economic powers to regulate the economy through
structural, monetary and fiscal policies.

National economic policies should take more account
of regional objectives through coordinating mech-
anisms between governments and through considera-
ble administrative decentralization in the operation
of the Federal Government and its agencies.

Provincial and municipal governments should also
take more account of national economic objectives.

Chapter 32—Trade and Commerce

Parliament should have exclusive jurisdiction over
international and interprovincial trade and com-
merce, including the instrumentalities of such trade
and commerce. Intraprovincial trade and commerce
should remain under the jurisdiction of the Provin-
cial Legislatures.

Chapter 33—Income Controls

In cases of national emergency, as defined by the
Parliament of Canada, the Provinces should delegate
to the Federal Parliament all additional powers
necessary to control prices, wages and other forms of
income, including rent, dividends and profits, to
implement its prime responsibility for full employ-
ment and balanced economic growth.

Chapter 34—Securities and Financial Institutions

The matter of securities regulation, which has hither-
to been under provincial jurisdiction, should become
a concurrent jurisdiction with paramountcy in the
Federal Parliament.

Where financial institutions (trust companies, insur-
ance companies, finance companies, credit unions,
caisses populaires) do business in more than one
province, they should have to meet national stand-
ards as defined by the Federal Parliament; where
they confine their activities to a single province, the
Province should retain exclusive jurisdiction.

Chapter 35—Competition

The Federal Parliament ought to have a concurrent
power with the Provincial Legislatures over competi-
tion in order that the regulation of unfair competi-
tion in all its aspects be subject to the national inter-
est. In the event of conflicting legislation, the federal
legislation should be paramount.

Chapter 36—Air and Water Pollution

Control over the pollution of air and water should be
a matter of concurrent jurisdiction between the Pro-
vincial Legislatures and the Federal Parliament, and,
as in section 95 of the British North America Act, the
powers of the Federal Parliament should be
paramount.

The concurrency of jurisdiction over the air and
water pollution would necessitate both Federal-Pro-
vincial and Province-to-Province planning and co-
ordination of programs.

We endorse the work of the Resources Ministers
Council as a means of continuing consultation on
matters of renewable resources.

Chapter 37—Foreign Ownership and Canadian Indepen-
dence

The power of the Federal Parliament with respect to
aliens should be clarified to ensure that Parliament
has paramount power to deal with problems of for-
eign ownership.

The Federal Parliament should have the clear power
to nationalize industry and expropriate land threat-
ened by foreign takeovers or control contrary to the
national interest.

The Federal Parliament should have jurisdiction
over citizenship, and that power should include the
power to promote national unity and a national spirit
and to create institutions for these purposes.

The Standing Senate Committee on National Finance,
to which were referred the Supplementary Estimates (B)
for the fiscal year ending March 31, 1972, has in obedience
to the order of reference of March 8, 1972, examined
the said Supplementary Estimates and reports as follows:

1. The Committee has examined the said Supplemen-
tary Estimates (B) and has heard evidence thereon from
Mr. D. B. Dewar, Deputy Secretary, Program Branch,
Treasury Board, and Mr. B. A. MacDonald, Director
General, Budget Coordination, Treasury Board.

2. The said Supplementary Estimates (B) provide for
total expenditures for which Parliament will be asked to
provide funds of $185,000,000; statutory expenditures of
$98,000,000 and loans, investments and advances in the
amount of $434,000,000. This brings the total of the Main
and Supplementary Estimates for the fiscal year ending
March 31, 1972 to $16,474,000,000 of which $15,195,000,000
is for budgetary items and $1,279,000,000 is for loans, in-
vestments and advances.

3. The major items of expenditure under Supplemen-
tary Estimates (B) are as follows:

$20 million to recoup the Agricultural Commodities
Stabilization Account for deficiency payments paid
on hogs;

$12 million under the Canadian International De-
velopment Agency to provide aid for rehabilitation
and reconstruction in East Bengal;

$145 million for loans to developing countries;

$40 million being an upward revision in the amount
forecast as payable in equalization payments to the
provinces;

$92 million for a revision in the forecast of payments
to Quebec under the Established Programs (Interim
Arrangements) Act—principally because of higher
hospital services costs and higher welfare costs;
$11 million to the Canadian Wheat Board for losses
incurred ip the operation of the barley pool account
for the crop year ending July 31, 1971;

$68 million for payments to producers for wheat to
increase their returns from wheat going in to domestic
consumption;

$25 million in additional funds for the local Initia-
tives Programs under the Department of Manpower
and Immigration;

$25 million for a revision in the forecast of Canada
Assistance Plan payments which the federal govern-
ment makes to the provinces in sharing their welfare
costs;

$15 million to the Ministry of Transport to cover the
cost of three ferry vessels originally financed under
a loan vote in 1968-69.

4. Your Committee expressed continued concern re-
garding the use of $1 items in the Appropriation Acts
to amend other legislative enactments. One of these con-
cerns respects the difficulties that this method of legisla-
tion creates in reporting the amendments to the legal
profession and the general public. Accordingly, your
Committee recommends as follows:

In the opinion of the Committee it is desirable that
any amendment to an existing Act of Parliament be
made by a separate amending Act of Parliament
other than an Appropriation Act and that the
present practice of amending legislation by $1 votes
in the Main and Supplementary Estimates is un-
satisfactory for several reasons, including the fact
that such amendments are not systematically re-
ported either in law reports, digests or other soutces
of information readily available to the legal profes-
sion and the public.

It is recognized, however, that there may be cases
where separate amending acts for each and every
legislative amendment now made by Appropriation
Acts would unnecessarily add to problems of time
and timing in the already overburdened Parlia-
mentary legislative processes.

The Committee therefore recommends that considera-
tion be given to the formalization of the amending
effects of such $1 votes in Appropriation Acts by
explicit amendments to the existing Acts concerned
in a separate schedule to any Appropriation Act
where such amendments are required.

5. Your Committee was provided with the explanation
of $1 items in the said Supplementary Estimates (B) and
a copy of this document is appended as an addendum
to this report.

6. Your Committee recommends that where possible the
type of explanation used in the document attached as an
addendum to this report be used in the description of the
expenditure in the Supplementary Estimates (B). Your
Committee also recommends that in future the explana-
tion of $1 items be provided in advance of the hearings
on the Supplementary Estimates.

Agriculture

Vote L18b—To provide an extension to the vote work-
ing so as to authorize payments from the Race Track
Supervision Revolving Fund to reimburse race associ-
ations for certain supervisory services provided by them
under regulations set out in the Criminal Code.

Explanation—This extension is proposed to enable
the Department of Agriculture through the Race Track

Supervision Revolving Fund to reimburse race associ-
ations for certain services (saliva and urine testing)
performed by them as required under the Criminal
Code. While these services have been paid for since the
establishment of the Fund, a recent legal opinion sug-
gests that there is no obligation on the part of the Minis-
ter to do so. The existing Vote wording does not clearly
provide authority for these payments to be charged to
the Fund and as the Department wishes to continue to
do so, a revised Vote wording is requested.

Finance

Vote 17b—To authorize the exclusion of the Canada
Development Corporation from the provisions of Sec-
tion 149(1) (d) of the Income Tax Act.

Explanation—This proposed legislative provision will
make the Canadian Development Corporation liable for
Income Tax in the same manner as corporations in the
private sector.

Finance

Vote L22b—To authorize the amending of certain legis-
lation which contains international gold value obliga-
tions in terms of U.S. currency.

Explanation—During the post-war years, it has become
the practice in Canadian legislation dealing with Can-
ada’s membership in certain international financial in-
stitutions, to include a “maintenance of value” clause
reference to the concept of a gold price fixed in terms
of U.S. currency. With the.recent undertaking by the
U.S. to implement a devaluation of the U.S. dollar in
terms of gold, relevant legislation must be amended to
clarify the intent of the legislation as provided for in
the International Agreements appended thereto and
hence incorporated in Canadian law, and to provide for
the continued fulfilment of Canada’s international obli-
gations in respect to the external value of the U.S.
dollar. There is no substantive legislative revision
involved.

Indian Affairs and Northern Development

Vote 5b—To authorize the deletion of certain debts
due totalling $13,117.34.

Explanation—It is proposed to write-off the residual
of a second mortgage of $5,176.73 issued by the Depart-
ment pursuant to the Indian Off-Reserve Housing Regu-
lations and to delete a loan relating to economic develop-
ment made under the Indian Act of $7,940.61.

Industry, Trade and Commerce

Vote 10b-—To authorize an extension to the vote word-
ing so as to increase the commitment authority by
$50,000,000 in the current and subsequent fiscal years
to develop and maintain the technological capability of
Canadian defence industry.

Explanation—It is proposed to increase the commit-
ment authority from $150,000,000 to $200,000,000 for
the current and subsequent fiscal years in order to pro-
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vide for continued federal support of projects currently
being planned.

Labour—Unemployment Insurance Commission

Vote 5b—To authorize an extension to the existing
vote to provide transitional authority for the payment
of the Government’s contribution to the Unemployment
Insurance Fund

Explanation—When the new TUnemployment Insur-
ance Act was prepared a transitional authority was not
included to authorize payment of the Government’s con-
tribution to the Unemployment Insurance Fund during
the period June 27, 1971 to January 1, 1972. This pro-
posed extension provides for the inclusion of that
transitional authority.

National Defence

Vote 5b—(Also listed in Section A)—To authorize the
write-off of certain claims totalling $18,620.71.

Explanation—It is proposed to write-off three claims
each of which exceeds $5,000.00. These claims consist of
two claims arising as the result of servicemen being
involved in motor vehicle accidents and a third claim
covering an uncollectable balance owing on the purchase
by a serviceman of his release from the Forces.

National Revenue—Taxation

Vote 5b—To authorize the deletion of certain debts and
claims totalling $5,775,305.66.

Explanation—It is proposed to delete certain debts,
each of which is in excess of $5,000. Most of these debts
have been designated as uncollectable because the in-
dividual is deceased with no assets, or corporations are
bankrupt or without assets and further collection expense
is not justified.

Privy Council

Vote 1b—To authorize an extension in the vote word-
ings so as to provide for the payment of the salary of a
Minister of State other than a Minister who presides
over a Ministry of State.

Explanation—The extension of the vote wording is
proposed in order to permit the payment of the salary
of the Honourable Patrick Mahoney who is a Minister
of State without a Ministry and who has been appointed
to work with the Minister of Finance on a continuing
review of taxation.

Regional Economic Expansion

Vote 1b—To authorize the reimbursement of the Prairie
Farm Rehabilitation Stores Working Capital Advance
for the cost of inventory items which have become
obsolete.

Explanation—It is proposed to reimburse the Working
Capital Advance for the value of inventory items which
have become obsolete, unserviceable, lost or destroyed,
totalling $13,404. These stores have accumulated during
the period 1965-66 to 1970-71.

Secretary of State—National Library

Vote 95b—To authorize an increase of $196,000 in the
limit of payments to the National Library Purchase
Account for the purpose of acquiring books.

Explanation—Authority is requested to increase the
amount of money to be credited to the National Library
Purchase Account to provide for the purchase of a col-
lection of books during the current year.

Solicitor General—Correctional Services Program

Vote 5b—(Also listed in Section A)—To authorize the
reimbursement of the Industrial and Stores Account
Working Capital Advance for obsolete stores amounting
to $19,717.23.

Explanation—It is proposed to reimburse the Working
Capital Advance for the cost of stores, which have ac-
cumulated over the past four years, and which are now
being declared surplus to requirements. These stores
will be disposed of by the Crown Assets Disposal Cor-
poration. This Advance Account purchases approximately
$1 million in stores annually.
