Planting Potatoks whole.—^From the earliest period of the h»-
tory of the Province, it appears the usual custom has been to cut the
potatoes.previous to plantmg them, and in general, it n)ust be admitted,
the plan has succeeded tolerably well. Of late years, however, aniew
disorder has arisen amon^ potatoes, generally known by the name of
the dry rot^ a disease which seems to call for a change in the estab-

tished mode of plantinji^. So longias this disorder continues, the hiw-
bandman, to secure himself from the risk of tm entire failure, mvxt
plant his potatoes wJiole. The necessity for this alteration in the mode
of plantii^; is as follows :—the dry rot is a disea^fypdiieir eats away
the moisture of the potatoe and at length causes it to crumble into

dust; when therefore a potatoe is cut and put into the ground, ^h
«tit has to contend with the disorder tendings to afiectthe moisture, and
also \rith the air and aoili having the scu:ne influence. With these
-wwers to oppose, the piece of potatoe is very generally destroyed.^—
But when the potatoe is planted whole, the strorug" rkind preserves it

in a great measure from the injurious efiect of the atmosphere and
ground, and it has but the disorder itself to overcome, and which it

IS generally enabled to do, and to shoot forth its stems befe^ the dry
t^ffot can have advanced suffidentlir to kill it. It is true that sometimes

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causes the dry rot. T iatoes prematurely killed by frost, or planted too

late to be ^ood lor food, are always to be preferred for seed. The dry

rot is nothing more nor less than the erosion of the potato or set by a

swarm ol minute nm;^gots, the germ of which being deposited by the

parent fly on the juicy cut of a good potato, and becoming quickly ani-

mated in warm weather, feeds on as much of the root as is agreeable to

its taste, until it has arrived at the rhind. or has^passed into a state in

which it no longer requires such food. Never nund the speculations of

others on this subject ; take a microscope, as 1 have repeiitedly done,

and examine for yourself. There is no remedy but preventing the de-

position of the egg of the vg"']/ b'ack long-winged fly which n;ay be

seen hovering round the potato when cut, and to prevent it having ac-

cess the sets should be immediately covered with dry sea-side sand or

any dry mould." This opinion on the important subject to which it re-

fers is deserving of attention, and may satisfactorily account for the fact

that potato sets thoroughly dipped in quick lime escape the rot, as in

that C.I so we can easily fancy ;ne germ of the pernicious maggot which
occasions it, to be destroyed' by the lime.

Os- Potatoes—J3|7 T. A. Knight, Esor.—In a letter which I pub-
lished last autumn, I stated that I had ontained a produco of potatoes

equivalent to 8374 hushels and 3 Ihg. (each bushel weighing 90 lbs.)

per statute acre, and I then expressed an intention which I now fulfil,

of pointing out the means by which such an extraordinary crop was
obtained, and by which, of course, other crops of equal magnitude may
be again obtained ; and I look forward with confidence t9 obtaining in

the present year a produce equivalent to 1000 bushels per acre of pota-

toes of first rate quality.

The first point to which I wish to direct the attention of the cultiva-

tor of the potatoe is, the age ofthe variety : for it has long been known,
that every variety cultivated, gradually becomes debilitated,, and loses

a large portion of its poioers ofproducing ; and I believe that 'almost

cocry variety now cultivated in this an^the adjoining countries, has
long since passed the period of its age at which it ought to have resign'

ed its place to a successor.

No variety should ever be cultivated which uselessly expends itself

in the production of seeds, nor even of full grown blossoms, unless it

possesses some valuable redeeming qualities.

The distance of the intervals between the rows should be regulated
wholly by the length required by the stems in each peculiar soil and
situation. If the utmost length required by the stems be four feet, let

the intervals between the rows be four feet also ; and if the variety be
of dwarfish habits, and its longest stem does not exceed two feet, in-

tervals of two feet will be suflicient.

The rows should be made from north to south, that the mid-day sun
may be permitted to shine between them, for every particle of living

matter found in the tuberour root of the potatoe plant, has been gener*
ated in the leaves, (which act only when exposed to light,) and has de-
scended beneath the soil.

Each set should weigh at least, six ounces, and they should never be
placed at greater distances from each other, than six inches from cen-
tre to centre, and a preference should be given to whole potatoes, when
suchc^n be obtained. If the growth of the plant be very dwarfish, 4
inches between the sets- from centre to centre, will be preferable ; and
if the form of the potatoe be long and kidney-shaped, a good : deal of
t^vania^ will be gained by placing them to stand upon their enda,
'that eda which joined ihe parent pltu>t placed downwards.

iJarky isthe^most proutable summer giain crop that they can cultivate

;

it is not pavilcular as to climate, soiF, drought or wet—and for some
~ years past has not been subject to^blast or mildaw. It leaves the land
in better order tlrnn any other grata crop, it is more easily harvested,

and requires but little labour to clean it.^ For two years' experience I

find it equally us good for fattening swine, as any other grain, pound
for pound. The present season (1838) we fatted our pork entirely 6a
harlej-meal, and never had better. The produce the past season was
forty-five bishels to the acre, weii^hing fifty-one pounds per bushel,

raised on land where corn and potatoes grew the year before, part of
which is calcareous (natwe of lime) and part argillaceous (clayey) soil.

The manure was spread on at the time of planting com and potatoes

;

the grass looks w^ell and bids fair for a great crop—it looked last au-
tumn fifty pf'r cent, better on the barley ground than on the wheat,
which grew side by side."

Charcoal.—The use of charcoal in preventing the putrefaction of an-
imal matter, has oflen been commended, and the application of this

interesting property of charcoal, to the preser\'ation of pi-ovisions for

ships at sea, cannot be too often insisted upon. We nave another
pleasing confirrnation of this fact in the statement, " that the crews of

two Russian ships that some years since sailJjd round the world, were
extremely healthy—during the wliole three years of their v6yagc, only
tv^ro men died of the crew of the Neva, and tb^ NevasJuula did. not
lose a sing-le man—not only their fresh wajerwas pTCScrvcd in chirred
casks, hut the same precaution was applied lb the presenratioa of their

•aited provisions. The beef they carri«iid out with them tastod as
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PrvacrcatUm of Pish.—For ensurin* the swcetn«'ss of fishconveyeft
by land carriar^c to any distance, the belly (»f the fish should be opened,
and tlie internal parts sprinkled with powdered charcoal. The sum*
material will restore even pativscout water to a slate oi* perfect frcr-.h-

ness. The iulmbitants of Cadiz, and other cities wlieie uoler las ta

be kept in tanks for culinary uses, adopt lliis simple method of purify-
ing their water. While on this jsubjecl, it ir:ay be Vv'ell lo add, that

ehsu'coal well pulverized, is the be^t tooth powder thai euu be us<.d,

both to keep the teeth white, and to prevent iheir decay. If you will

pulverize it, heat it red hot on a slK)vel, and then put it in a liuttll*; of
pure water ; and use tliis water with a tooth brusli—-it is still better.

Test of good FLoun.—Flour which is j)ure arid unadulienUed miy
be known by your seizing a handful briskly, uiid squeeziii.^ it half a
nunute ; it preserves the wrm of the hand in one piece, allhough plac-

ed rudely on the table. Not so with that which contains foreign'sub-

stances ; its adhesive property is weak, and it filis to yvr'QQ- inuticdi-

atcly. The whiteness of the flour is no evidc-Mi e oi its t;octdaci;s ;

REcovEniNG JF'rosted Plants.—It is well known that the iniur^

caused to plants by eady spring frosts is not owing so much to the di-

rect actioii df the cold, as to the sadden application of warmth after»>

wards. London nursery-men have availed themseives of the know-
ledge of this fact, in recovering plants during tlie night. They sprin-

kle them copiously with cold water before sunrise. . This produces ih«*

same effect as the application of cold water to a frozen limb—-abslJracL-
ing the frost so gradually as to produce no iiyury to the affected parts.

Freezing;.—Ayoumj man in New jfiTampshkre J'ro/^e. his foot, which
was perfectly cured in less than 21 hours, bj the ap lioatiou ofyeast and
Indian meal—it is equally beneficial when applied to u Iniin.

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Cure,fin" the Injluenza.—Drink very freely of barley water sweet-
ened with brown sugar, and strong;ly imprecated with acid ; and ob-
serve strict temperance in diet.

Curefor Cincers.—Take the root ofdock, boil it until soft, then use
it by way ot a poultice, taking; care to renew the application two or
three times in a day. This simple remedy has effected a complete
cure.

Curefor the sting- qfa Wasp.—Apply an onion to the part afTcctcd

—the cure is instantaneous. Probably the same remedy would suc-
ceed as to other insects, bees, hornets, &c.

Curefor Burns and Scalds.—Apply a plaster compounded of Bur-
gundy pitch, beeswax, and a little sweet oil ; it will yield almost in-

stant relief from uain. Allow one fourth wax, add oil, lard, or fresh

butter to it, to reauce it to a consistency, so as neither to melt by the

warmth of the flesh, nor irritate by its nardness.

Burns and Scalds.— Clarified honey, applied on a linen ra^, is said

to be an excellent remedy for burns and scalds. It is easily tried and
can du no harm, and perhaps may prove as useful as it is cheap and
simple.

To prevent- woundsfrom Mortifying.—Sprinkle sugar on them. The
Turks wash fresh wounds with wine, and sprinkle sugar on them. Ob-
stinate ulc3rs may be cured with sugar dissolved in a strong decoction
of walnut leaves.

Poison.—To cure the poison occasioned by the sting of a bee, wasp,
hornet, &c. wash the part affected with the water of ammonia (harts-

home,) and if much diseased, dissolve a picse of carbonated ammonia
(the size of a pea)in water and drink it. This remedy is said to have
relieved persons when a sting has nearly caused mortification.

Curefor sore backs of Horses.—White lead, moistened with milk or
sweet oil, is the best remedy for sore backs of flbrses, and ifapplied in
the early stage of the wound, is always efficacious.

Cement.—Isinglass, boiled in spirits of,wine, will produce a fine

transparent cement which will unite broken glass so as to render the
fracture almost imperceptible, and perfectly secure.

Nankin colour.—A pail full of ley, with a piece of ooppenis half as
big as a hen's e^g boiled in it, will aye a fine nankin colour, which will

never wash out. This is very useful for the linings ofbed quilts, com-
forters &c.
To TAKE Stains out or Mahogany.—Mix six ounces of spirit of

salts, and half an ounce of rock salt of lemons, powdered tt^ther

;

drop a little on the stains, and ub it with cork till it disappear. Wash
oJ with cold water.— CunnabeWs Nova Scotia Almanack, jor 1889.
