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This niost remarkable photograph was made dur-
ing the last moments of the doomed German cruiser
Blucher, just a few moments before she capsized and
sank, following the first battle between Dreadnoughts.

The photograph
of the dying Blucher was made by an officer from the

In the photograph some of the crew may be seen
walking along the slippery bottom. One man climbed
down to the hilge-head, from which a cataract poured,
while others were sliding into the sea.

When the photograph was made the Blucher
was afire in a score of places. Her magazines had
been exploded, her guns dismantled, her masts fore-
shortened and her machinery crippled.

The tripod fore-
mast is seen to the right and just below, and to the
left of it a six-inch gun is seen outlined against the
sky.

“Injustice.

“I believe it is a downright injus-.
tice to the people of Earlscourt to
raige the fares on the St. Clair avenue
civic cars, as recommended by Works
Commissioner R. €. Harris,” said
President- H., Parfrey, B. 1 A., yester-
day to The World. “The civic cars,
were supposedly inaugurated for
the benefit of the working people, and
not to be a burden upon them. Tor-
onto’s . civic car system is a mu-
nicipal enterprise, run by the peo-
ple for the people, and, was not
meant to be an imposition on the
people. It seems to be a point with
the authorities at the city hall to place
the burden of taxation always on those
least able to bear it.” Many of these
who ‘will have to foot the Bili are now
numbered - amongst the ranks of the
unemployed. These men are compelled
(if only occasionally) to go into the
city to seek work, and how can it be
expected that they will be able to
meet the increasge?”

Heavy Blow.

“The average wage of tac residents
of fhis section upon wham the full
burden will fall, is not mcre than
$10 per week, and in most cases a.
large family has to be provided for
from' this poor pittance. One of the
pledges exacted from aldermanic as-
pirants in wards five and six before
last election, was that they would op-
pose any attempt to raise fares om the
civic cars., Considering the agitation
which arose at a recent attemmt to in-
augurate a five-cent fare, it should
have been sufficient to enlighten the
civic officials as to the opposition
which would arise should any further
attempt be made in that dicection.
