eOMMITTEE MEETINGS.

In the absence of the President, a Chairman for

the day will be first elected, and, the minutes of the

last meeting having been read, the ciuestion will be
put by the Chairman : " That they be confirmed."

If the minutes be objected to by a majority of the

members present, the particular subject objected to

will be reserved for consideration, either at a special

meeting or at the next ordinary meeting, as may be
decided upon, and if not objected to then the Chair-

man will affix his signature thereto.

After the disposal of the minutes of the previous

meeting all such matters as require the consideration

of the Committee will be brought before them, dis-

cussed and decided upon.
