PARIS, Nov. 2—Spedial reporis here
of -the wreck of the London and South-
weatern Railway Company's = steamer
Hilda, which left Southampton ¥riday
night for St. Malo, France, and was to-
taly wrecked on Lesportes Reef, three
wiiles from &t. Malo, yesterday morning,
with the loss of over a hundred lives, give
a graphic description of the disaster. Ow-
ing to the rough sea, together with a thick
snowetorm, the captain of the Hilda prob-
ably took the buoy light of the rocks for
St, Malo - lighthouse.  He gave signals,
which were not seen by harbor embloyes,
and then the steamer proceeded siowly to-
wards the light. When ehe siruck the

™ rocks the steamer’s boilers =xploded and
=he was cut in two, giving the assepgers
no time to save their lives. Seven bodies
wearing lifebelts were picked up off the
village of St. Caste yesterday evening.
The coast near St. Malo is covered with
wreckage and some cattle. Two thirds of
the Hilda’s passengers were French farm-
crs returning to France with the proceeds
of {he sale of their yearly barvest of on-
ions and potatoes. The others were Eng-
lish families who nvere going to spend the
winter at Dinard.: The wreck lies on the
beach, three miles off St. Malo, showing
only her main mast and forecastle

GLASGOW FIRE’S
MANY VICTIMS

Thirty=nine Men Burned to
Death and Thirty -two In-

House Fire.

jured in a Cheap Lodging A

Glasgoiv, Nov, 19—The most terrible fire
that hds occutred in Great Britain for
many years broke out here this morning
in a cheap lodging house for men in Wat-
son etreet, and resulted in the loes of
thirty-nine lives and the severs injury of
many ethers.

The flimes were first mnoticed ab [
o'clock this morning on the fourth floor
of the building, which was occupied by
330 men. An alarm was raised and the
firemen were speecily in attendance, but
flames and emoke were then issuing from
most of the windows on the fourth floor.
An extraordinary scene was created by a
procession of almest naked men issuing
from the door of the building and against
their frantic efforts to ¢scape the firemen
had actually to fight for admission.

Reaching the upper floor the firemen
found that the narrow passiges were be-

to the floor overcome by smoke.
Fortunately the fire was oconfined to the
fourth fleor, and as soon as the firemen
were able fo get to work, it was speed-
ily extinguished. The flames has been fed
by the wooden partitrons of the cubicles
which threw off volumes of smoke, result-
ing in the suffocation of the inmates. Many
on being brought to the street rallied in
a few minutes, but others had to be taken
to the hospitals. ‘
The dead were mostly workmen in the
prime of life. They presented a horrible
spectacle, their blackened faces bearing evi-
; dence of terrible struggles to escape.
Many men were sleeping in the attic
floor above the burning fourth floor and
these had narrcw escapes. The flames
burst through the floor and it was impos-
gible for the men to descend. The win-
dows were securely fastened and the men
bad to break them so that they could
climb through to neighboring roofs. !
+ By 10 o’clock a search of the building
was made and a complete list of the vie-
time obtained, which showed that thirty-
nine were dead and thirty-two injured.
Tt appears to be the custom of these
lodgers to eleep in a nude condition and
the march of the survivors to the police
station was a fantastic one.. Some had
enatohed the covers of the beds and otherr
their tromeers, while many wore nothing
The local authorities had to be called up-
on to supply the men with clothing and
waPm meals.

Section 5,191—Whenever the lawful money
of any association in any of the cities nam-
ed (Central Reserve cities, New York and
,other large cities) shall be below the am-
ount of twenty-five per cent. of its deposits,
and - whenevér the lawful money reserve of
any other assoclation shall be below fifteen
per cemtum of its deposits, such association
shall not increase its liabilities by making
any new loans or discounts otherwise than
by discounting or purchasing bills: of ex-
cnange payable at sight, mor make any di-
vidend of its profits until the required pro-
portion between the aggregate amount of its
deposits and its lawful money of the United
States has been restored. And the comp-
troller of the currency may noiify any asso-
ciation whose lawful money reserve shall be
below the amount above required to be kept
on hand to make such good reserve; and if
such association shall fail for thirty days
thereafter to make good its reserve of law-
ful money, the comptroller may, with the
concurrence of the treasury, appoint a re-
veiver to wind up the business of the asso-
Jdation,

In the Tariff on Dry Goods
Coming Into Canada, Says
Toronto Man.

(Toronto Globe, Saturday).

Wholesale dry goods houses report business
improving in the sorting trade. This week

has been a very goou one. Retallers’ stocks
in the country are showing the effect of the
end of the harvests, and country storekeep-
ers are in better spirits than a fortnight ago.
The colder weather is encouraging trade.
Discussion in the trade on the views laid
before the tariff commission centres largely
on the anomalous duty of ten per cent. on
silk imported for necktie manufacturing,
while other silks pay 35 per cent. 'In ex-
plaining the operation of this discrimination
@ jobber said to the Globe:- |

‘“We have given up importing tie silk.
You see, the manufacturer can import it di-
rect from the British wholesaler on the 10
per cent. duty rate, whereas we have to pay
35 per cent. duty. Yet some of the small
manufacturers, by reason of their small
business, have to buy their supply in this
country, and thus pay the 35 per cent. duty.
The lower duty, you see, therefore operates
in favor of the larger manufacturer. So, too,
if the lower duty were extended to silk used
for other lining purposes, for instance, fur
linings. We import silk and sell to Tretail
furriers for linings, but if the duty were re-
duced, either this retailer would have to im-
port direct, which would be improbable if
his requirements were small, or he would
have to pay the higher duty and thus be at
a disadvantage in competition with the
wholesale furrier.

SENTIMENT IN
WALL STREETY

How It Affects the Market---
The Situation in the Money
Market.

(The Shareholder).
The flurry caused in the New Yorx money

market this week, when call money declin-
ed to 5 per cent., after having loaned as high
as 18 per cent., c.early illustrates the fact
that sentiment plays in Wall street opera-
tions. The drop was the result of the publi-
cation of a statment telegraphed from Wash~
ington, that the secretary of the treasury
would view with approval the use by the
national banks of a portion of their reserves
to lessen the strain on the money market.
The law fixes. the proportion of reserve to
deposits at 25 per cent., the suggestion to
violate the law comes, therefore, with 4 bad
grace, although it meets with the approval
of some bankers, who regard it as very timely
and who believe that if the large institutions
would - use their reserves at this time it
would be simple, effective and protective,
and would both conserve the interests of the
business community and put profits into the
products of the stockholders of the banks.
While diversity of opinion existed among
bank officers regarding the suggestion, the
banks generally seemed to be opposed to its
adoption. One banker of importance spoke
strongly against it, as _will be seen from the
following sentence: ‘‘Fixing the reserve at
25 per cent. virtually sots a danger signal.
To go under that percentage spe:ls danger.
But the secretary says ‘don’t mind the sig-
nal, go ahead, until the ice cracks and you
go in.”’’ The high rates referred to attract-
ed Canadian banks, some of which were re-
ding on quite a large scale.

Dr. Alward was educated at Acadia col-
lege, and Brown University. He entered
Acadia in 1856, and graduated B. A. in
18§0, and M. A, in 1863. In 1882 he re-
ceived the degree of D. C. L. from the
same college. He graduated from Brown
University—ad eundem—in 1869. He also
received the degree of D. C. L. from
King’s College, Windsor, in 1805.

Dr, Alward began the study of law in
the office of Ex-Judge O. N. Skinner, and
was called to the bar in 1865, He was ap-
pointed an advisory member of the com-
mission on.law and practice and constitu-
tion of the courts in 1887. In 1801 he was
areated Q. C. by the Earl of Derby.

: Dr: Alward has been a prominent figure
in his chosen profession for many years,
nnd:sytpne-emtservinghiseeoomim
as president of the St, John Law Society.
{He is also Dean of the St. John Law
School, a branch of Kings College, Wind-
gor, having served in that capacity for the
last three years. He is well known as a
fluent speaker and a lecturer of marked
bility.

Dr. Alward was prominently identified
nvitl} political life until a few years ago,
having .been twice elected to the provin-
cial legislature by acclamation. He went
through three contests, being defeated in
1900. He was firet returned ag a repre-
sentative of the Liberal party in 1887, but
from May 1889 up to 1897 was in active
opposition to the Blair govermment. He
was re-elected by acdlamation in 1895, and
served until 1900. Among his contribu-
tions to political literature have been two
brochures, “The issues of the Day,” and
“The Record of the Tory Party,” both
published in 1887,

While in active politics Dr. Alward was
recognized as one of the ablest public
speakens in thie ranks of his party, and in
election campaigns was much sought after
to deliver addresses in different constitu-
encies in the province.

Dr. Alward was twice president of the
Mechanics’ Institute, was a member of
the school board, and for a number of
years was a governor of Acadia College.
He is one of the directors of the Home
for Incurables. .
In religion he attends the Church of

Dr. Alward married, in 1869, Kmelie,
daughter of P. Wickwire, of Canning, N.
8. She died in 1879. In May 1888 he
married Miss Sarah FEdith Turpbull,
daughter of the late W. W. Turnbull.
They have three sons, Ernest, aged 16,
attending the Rothesay Collegiate School,
and ‘Wallace and Cedric, attending the
public schools here.

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ANOTHER ROW IN
SYRIAN COLONY

Mrs. John Sullivan Charges
Her Husband With Assault.

Mrs. John Sullivan appeared in the
police court Saturday afternoon and gave
testimony against her husband who, the
complainant alleges, struck her with a

hatchet and did several other things that
would tend to show that the feeling that
should exist between husband and wife
an absent quantity in the Assyrian house-
hold in question at present.

There is quite a history connect-
ed with Mrs. Sullivan. She is recognized
as the belle of the Assyrian colony, and
is one of the very few that refuse to go
out and labor for her husband.

Some weeks ago the complainant went
to Portland as a result of some trouble
ghe had with her husband about speak-
ing to people on the street. He, feeling
the loss of her presence keenly, took
Charles Thomas with him and journeyed
to the states to bring his better half
back to her own fireside. She came, but
as a result of her flight Sullivan became
indebted to Thomas and the latter placed
him in jail. Michael John Sullivan came
to the rescue of the defendant in the
present case and paid the debt, thus re-
leasing Sullivan from the jail. ‘When
Michael John got Sullivan uncaged he
was accompanied to the place of confine-
ment by George Moses. The afternoon
of the release Moses met Thomas, and as
a result of the meeting there was trouble,
the former alleging that it was caused by
the latter’s disapproval of any aid being
Jent to Sullivan. The case was aired in
the police court last week, and Saturday
morning Judge Ritchie reserved judg-
ment.

Saturday afternoon the present assa}x]t
case came up, and Sullivan, upon being
asked to plead, stated that he did not
beat his wife. The latter stated, how-
ever, that on Friday night she, accom-
panied by her five-year-old daughter, went
to the house of a meighbor to procure a
wasliboard with which she was to dq l'ler
Saturday’s washing. ‘Upon arnving
there she learned that the neighbor in
question was moving. She started in to
help the woman, when her husband came
to the door. -He did not then object to
her visit, but when they reached their
own Thome he struck her in the face,
used abusive language to her; and struck
her on the breast with a hatchet, inflict-
ing a nasty gash. He also threatened,
she says, to kill her. She told the c{mrt
that she has been: married to him eight
years, and they have but one child, men-
tioned in the evidemce, .

On Saturday mornming Sullivan burned
two waists, the property of this spouse.
One of them was silk and the other
taffeta. He also cut into ribbons a bor-
rowed skirt.

Mrs., Sullivan said that her husband
could talk English, but he refused to,
and an interpreter, at the instarice of the
‘court, told him to hand over the key of
his household to his wife. He was then
vemanded to jail, and it may be that as

First—Conspiracy to defraud the United
States government; esecond, presenting
false accounts; third, embezzlement;
fourth, receiving money that belonged to
the government, knowing it to have been
embezzled,

gession of Greene and Gaynor who were
brought from the jail under guard. The
new indictments were mot read.

garten system as laid down by Dr. James
.iIughes, the Toronto educationist, will
roon be drawn to the attention of the
hoard of school trustees by a committee
formed for such a purpose. :

Dr. Hughes delivered his concluding ad-
dress in this city on Saturday afternoon
in the High School building before an aud-
ience that almost filled the room—a some-
what noteworthy contrast to the gathering
of Thureday evening. :

He aleo expresed the idea that
boye and girls should have equal rights
and intimated that if he were chief justice

“I am a believer in music for the child.
There are wongs suited for him at each
«tage of development, and you cannot over-
estimate its influence in laying founda-
tion of character. I mean mot only music
in the kindergarten but in the public
wchools as well. T do not want to be con-
sidered critical bus I do want to see music
cstablished in all of St. Jobhn's gchools.
(Applause).

“Music develops in the child's soul the
finer emotions, it helps create thoee roots
of a eweet moral character and makes for
an aesthetic mature, You will find music
in the kindergarten in Toronto, the child-
ren on public holidays—take 24th May, for
instance—they have a fuller and more 1n-
telligent comprehension of the day’'s mean-
ing through the right kind of music,
-through songs of social relationship avd

plain through kindergarten methods.

“The kindergartén is now believed every-
where to be an absolutely essential founda-
tion for education. I admire the man who
stands for some new idea, even though he
stands alone, but I have mothing but pity
for the man who stands for what was
good enough in the past.

“Yom want better playgrounds in St.
John. Al I have seen are rocky and
cramped. One playground I saw was just
nothing but rock turned on its edge. Cer-
tainly you have great difficulties to over-
come here in the matter of playgrounds,
but I want you to realize that play is af-
ter all the great thing for the children.
Play does mot mean merely fun or pas-
time. Each game has some specific pur-
pose. The child wants plenty of room where
he can come into contact with nature.
The country child, in this respect, has
an advantage over the city child. The
school curriculum may develop the miind
of the latter, but the country life de-
velops the brain of the former.

“You have a picturesque, a beautiful
city, and commodious playgrounds may
not be easy to acquire, but I believe if
a few of you earnest, loving, people gei
together, and reach a determination to
provide the right kind of play grounds,
the difficulty will be overcome.”

“fvery boy,” waid Dr. Hughes, “should

be kindled. Give him a chance to assert
i what is in thim. Let him show whatever
| originality he may posses. During those
| precious early years, don’t stuffl him with
{ theories and principles. Let him be himself
{and give him a chance to expand. 1t does
{not cost mfuch to introduce manual train-
ing and music into the schools. and
| should we weigh souls against doMars?
| (Applause.)
| “The cost of a capable music teacher
would not demaud more than five cents
from each home. Woodwork in manual
training is good training, and so is knit-
ting. Do mot believe the latter tends to
make one effeminate. Let the girls and
boye play with one another. I know a
minister who had his child removed from
the kindergarten because the boys and
girls danced together. That man’s lack of
common sense was pitiful. Let children
| dance, for God has meant it.”
Dr. Hughes then made reference ito the
| system governing kindergarten and man-
'nal training in Toronto, where there wae
a certain number of centres, with so many
classes radiating from each. He believed
that three centres would suffice for St.
John. In Ontario the government paid the
expenses,

After the meeling Dr, Hughes held a
brief reception, and left in the evening
for Toronto.

The speaker met the first statement by
showing that the tone of mo individual or
community or mation had ever been low-
ered by Bible reading. He denied that
the Bible was ocontradiotory, contended
that there is no unbridgable -chasm be-
tween the Bible and acience; reviewed the
efforts_made to show that ithe Bible as
thistory was not 'true and declared they
had all failed. Six great attempts had
been made in the nineteenth cemtury to
andérmine Chiistianity, and all had failed.

Coming then to the assertion that Jesus
ias a divine person never existed, Mr.
| Bamford quoted Josephus, and Revan on
| Josephus and Pliny, to prove the histor-
lical faot of the life of Jesus. Proceeding,
I he said that the efforts of infidelity in all
{ages to stop the progress of the gospel
| have been unavailing, in the first place be-
|cause of the character of Ohrist, against
{ wihich there can be mo. successful argu-
|ment; and in the second place because the
