atances will it be found to fail. When it ig said “Very rainy,
it is not designed to convey the idea that it will rain all the
time, but tuking the whole of this quarter of the moon, and
one or two of the first days of the next quarter, it will be
“ very rainy,” compared with the general state ol the wea-
ther for that season of the year, and so ol all the other state-
n“"l[“itlif: Moon’s entranee, at full, change and quarters, during
six of the a'ternoon hours, viz. from lour to ten, may be fol-
lowed by fair weather; this is mostly dependent on the wind.
The same entrance during all the hours after midnight, ex-
cept the two first is uniavorable to fair weather, the like, near-
ly, may be observed in winter.

The Julian Year, introduced by Juliug Cear, 45 years be-
fore the Birth of Chrixt, made every fourth year, without ex-
ception a leap year. This however, was an over correction :
for it supposed the length of the tropical year to be 3653 days)
which is too great, and mdnces an error of 7 days in 900 Ve:u‘sj
Accordingly, as early as the year 1414, it was perceived that
the equinoxes werre gradually moving frem the 21st of March
and September, where they ought always to have fallen, had
the Julian year been exact. A new relorm of the (‘;lic’ndnr
was thus required; and it took place under the popedom of
Gregory XII1., by the omission of ten nominal days alter the
4th of October, 1582, so the next day was called the 15th and
not the 5th. T'his change was immediateley adopted in all
Roman Catholic countries, but tardily in the countries of Pro-
testantism.

In England, the change of style, as it was called, took plaee
after the 2d day ol September, 1752. eleven nominal days bein
then struck out ; so that the las. day of Old style being (he 2
the lstof New style, (the next day,) was called the 14th instead
of the 3rd. The same legislative enactment which established
the Gregorian year in England in 1752, shortened the prece-
ding year, 1751 by a lull guarter. Previous to that time the
year was held to begin with the 25th of March, and the yeur
1761 accordingly did so; but that year wae not suffered to
run out, being supplanted on the 1st of January by the year
1752, which it was enacted should commence on that day.

Extract from the Common School Act--Common School
Commissioners--When BElected--their duties and term
of Office.

That at the annual Township or Parish meetings to be held in
the month of January. one thousand eight hundred and forty-two,
and at each succeeding annmal meeting, for the Election of Town.-
ship and Parish Officers, there shall be elected in the manner pre-
scribed by Law for the Election of such Offieers, five Commis-
sioners for each and every Township and Parish entitled to elect
one District Councillor and seven Commissioner for each and ev-
ery Township entitled to elect two District Councillors; and the
said Commissioners shall be called “Common School Commis-
sioners,” and their duties shall be:

Firstly : 'To choose, and whenver funds shall be provided for that
purpose by the District Council, to acquire a site for a Common
School House in each School District in their Township or Par-
ish in which no such S8ehool House shall exist at the time this
Act shall come in force, and to make an estimate of the cost of
such site and of the expense of building a  School House and of
keeping the same in repair, and an estimate of the cost of furnish-
ing each Common School in the Township or Parish with the
necessary fuel and appendages; and to transmit such estimate to
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the Clerk of the District Council, in order that tne inhabitants of
the respective School Districts may be assessed accordingly.

Secondly: To appoint-for each-of the School Districts within
the Township or Parish one or more of their unmber to superin-
tend the building and repairing of the Common School House in
such School District, and the furnishing it with fuel and other
necessary things, and generally, to manage the Concerns of the
School, and report to the School Commissioners, once in three
months, thatiis to say: on or bofore the first Monday in each of
the months of March, June, September and December, the state
of such School, the amount of monies received for it, the manner
in which such sum has been expended, the nuwmber of children
above five and under sixteen years of age taught in it, and the num.
ber of days they attended.

Thirdly: To agree with and appoint, from time to time, Teach-
ers in the said Common Schools and to remove such Teachers
when they shall find jnst canse for so doing:
That no person, except he be one of the
les freres de la Doctrine Chretienne, shall be appomted a Teacher
in any of the said Schools, unles he be a subject of Her Majesty
by berth or naturalization, of good moral character and shall have
been examired before the said Commissioners as to learning and
ability.

Fifthly: To hear and determine all disputes which may
arise out of the proceedings of the managing or viziting Con-
missioners hereinafter mentioned, or other matters of dispute
in respect to Cominon Schools within their ‘Township or Parish.

Sixthly: To appoint two or more of their number to visit
each Common School in the Township or Parigh, once at Jeast
in each month, and to report the state of such School, whether
the rules and regulations established by the Commissioners
are duly observed, the number and proficiency of the scholars
the character and ability of the Teachers, the couduct of the
managing Commissioners, and all matters connected with
the.management and well-being of the School.

Seventhly: To grant warrants from time to time upon the

istrict Treasurer, for such sums of money as may be requi-
red for paying tlie Teachers, and defraving the expenses of
the several Commion Schools within the Township or Parish :
Provided always, That such warrants shall be signed by a
majority of the Commissioners, of which the Chairman ghall
be one; and that the sum of money to be paid under the same
ghall in no case exceed the amount then appropriated by Law,
and colleetively for the said Schools respectively.

Eightly: To exhonerate such poor persons as they may
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deem fit, not exceeding ten i'n‘eaeh School District, from the
payment of the wages of the Teachers, in this Act established
and required to be paid lor each and every child attending any

Ninthly : To record and preserve all their preceedinge ina
book to be provided tor that puarpose. the proceedings of each
meeting with the names of the (?urnmlssmnqns present, bein
authenticated by the signature of the ‘(Jh:ur‘m:.m; and sucl
book shall be deliverered cver by the ()nlnnnss;ppﬂg to their
successors in office, and it ehall be the duty of the Fown Clerks
to attend to all such meetings, for the purpose of making such
record. ; :

Tenthly : To report all their proceedings, and all matters
connected with the several Common Schools in the Fovrnship
or Parish, to the District Couneil annually, on or belore the
third Monday of November, such report being in the form to
be furnished by the Superintendant of Education.

Eleventhly : It shall be the duty of the said Common School
Commissioners, within ten days after the expiration of their
respective periods of service, to deliver to their successors in
office any and all books, accounts, vouchers, papers, reports,
and other documents, in their possessiong, as such Commis-
gioners, and they may in case of default, be thereunto con
strained by all lawful way and means. :

Commissioners shall remain in office until the annual Pﬂ}'lsh
or Township meeting next following’ the time of their election,
and until others chall be elected in their places: and in case
the office of one or more Commissioners shall be vacated by
death, relusal to serve, removal out of the Township or_Parlsh,
or incapacity, the vacancy shall be supplied by an appointment
to be made by the remaining Commissioners, at their first mee-
ting alter such vacancy shall oceur.

RECIPES.

Grafting Trees.—The hest grafting wax is made of 11b. Pitch,
Hb. Roein, §ib. Bees Wax, 4/b. Hogs Lard, 3Ib of raw Tur-
pentine melied together.—When in a warm state it may be
epread with a brush, on moderately thin brown paper, and when
eold, the paper may be cut into stripes, about § inch for usa.
When a scion has been fitted to the stock, warm one of the
atrips with the breath, and bind it round both, pressing gently
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with the hand, when it will be found to adhere o closely as o
exclude both air and moisture,—Fruit trees are found to grow
best on declivities.—A small quantity of Lime thoroughly
mixed with the mould, is said greatly to ensure their rooting
and future growth, (4 bushels do an acre.)

Dressing Ointment for Canker in Horses.—Tar 1lb. Tallow 11b.
Verdigrise in fine powder 4 ounces—mix together.

Dressing Ointment for Cattle.—'T'allow 3 pounds—"Tar, Rosin,
and Spirits Turpentine , each 1ib. Blue Vitriol, Oil of Vitriol,
and Alum each 5 ounces—mix carefully for use,

To give the flavour of smoke to meat.—Take Pyroligneous Acid
(or Essence ol Smoke) and give your Meat two or three coats
with a paintei’s brash; then hang up to dry.—=This simple
process saves both time and expense.

Economy in feeding Horses.—By crushing or bruising Oate,
or soaking them a few hours with hot water, it iz afirmed a
Horse will become fatter on half his usual allowance.

To Restore musty flour.—Mix 4§ Dram of common Magnesma,
with every pound ol flour, and it wiil greatly improve your
bread.

To stop Ravages of Caterpillars from Shrubs Plants,
and Vegetables.—Take a chafing dish with lighted charcoal,
and place it under the branches of the tree, or bush, whereon
arethe caterpillars; then throw a little brimstone on the coals.
The vapour of the sulphur, which is mortal to these insects
and the suffucating fixed air arising from the charcoal, wil
not only destroy all that are on the tree, but will effectually
prevent the shrubs from being at that season, infested with
them. A pound of sulphur will clear as many trees as grow
on several acres,

Another method of driving these insects off [ruit-trees is, to
boil together a quantity of rue, wormwood, and common tobae-
¢o (ofeach equalparts), in common water. The liquor should
be very strong. Sprinkle thison the leaves and young branch-
es every morning and evening duaring the time the fruit is
ripening.

To Whiten Straw Hats.~First wash them with soap and
water then place in a box along with burning sulphur for an
hour.

Excellent Blacking.~Ivory black, ground fine, 4 ounces ;
treacle, 2 ounces; vinezar, § of a piut; spermaceti oil, a tea-
spoonful. 1Iftheingredients are of the best qualities, this black-
ing will be found exceedingly good. Mix the oil with the
black first, then add the treacle, and lastly the vinegar.

To Purify Water for Domestic and other Purposes —
This method consists in placing horizontally, in the midst of a
common water butt, a false bottom, perforated with a great
number of little holes. The butt being thus divided into twe
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equal parts, the upper is filled with pieces of charcoal, whieh
must be neither too large nor too small, thoroughly burned,
light, and well washed. lmmediately under the cock, by
which the water enters the butt, must be placed a small hollow
eylinder, being merely to break the force of the water, and
prevent it from falling upor the charcoal with sach iviolence
as to detach from any particles of dirt, and wash them through
into the lower receptacle; it is of little consequence of what
material it is made. This contrivance might be made sub-
servient to the interests of agiculture as well as domestie
economy ; and it would be highly advantageous 1o provide
vater thus filtered for the cattle durine the whole of the dog
days, and particulary waen the ponds and streams are inlected
by the rotting of hemp and flax. ; . '

To Clean Paper Hangings—Cul into eight pieces
a stale quartern loaf: with one of these pieces afrer having
biown off' all the dust {rom the paper to be cleaned by means
of a good pair of bellows, begin at the 10p of the room holding
the crust in the hagd, and wiping lichtly downward with the
erumb about half -\*:mi at each stroke, till the upper part of
the hangings is completely cleaned all round: then go again
round with the like sweeping stroke downward, always com-
mencing each sucoessive course a little higher than the up-
per stroké had extended till Ihe»ll.u'm)m be finished. This
operation il carefully performed, will frequently make veryold
paper look almost equal to new. Great caution must be used
not by any means to rub the paper hard nor to attempt cleaning
it the cross or herizontalway. 'The dirty part of the bread too
must be each time cut away, and the pieces renewed as soon
as at all necessary.

How to Prognosticate the Summer.—When there has been
no particular storm about the time of the Spring Equinox,
(March 21,) if a storm arise out of the east, at or before that
day, or if a storm from any point of the compass, arise near
a week after the equinox then in either of these cases, the
guccceding summer is generally dry, four times in five. Bat
il & storm arise from the 8.W, or W.8.W.. on or just before
the Equinox, then the summer following is generally wet five
times in six.

Eggs and Chickens,

There is a machine now in operation in London called the
Eccaleobion or “life giving machine,” which is capable of
hatching 100 Eggs per day: it exhibits at one view eyery gra-
dation’ from the vewly laid Egg to the perfect Chicken arising
from it. Having passed through all its wondrous changes and
become a perfectly formed and animated creature within the
short space of three weeks. 1t promises to be a source both of
private and national wealth. It consists ol many cells, pointed
with iron wire and heated by means ol hot water conveyed in
pipes. The temperature required is 99° Farenheir.
