Oil and Now Style.
The Julian Year, introduced by Julius Cccar, 45 years be­

fore the Birth of Christ, made every fourth year, without ex­
ception a leap year. This however, was an over correction • 
lor it supposed the length ot the tropical year to be 365j days’ 
which is too great, and induces an error of'7 days in 900 years! 
Accordingly, as early as the year 1414, it was perceived that 
the equinoxes werre gradually moving from 1 he 21st ol March 
and September, where they ought always to have fallen, had 
the Julian year been exact. A new reform of the calendar 
was thus required; and it took place under the popedom of 
Gregory XIII., by the omi-sion of ten nominal days alter the 
4th ol October, 1532, so the next day was called the I51I1 and 
not the 5th. This change was immediately adopted in all 
Roman Catholic countries, but tardily in the countries ol Pro­
testantism.

In England, the change of style, as it was called, took place 
after the 2d day ol September, 1752. eleven nominal «lavs being

»• or S. W. of the 3rd. The same legislative enactment which established
id storm. the Gregorian year in England in 1752, shortened the prece­

ding year, 1751 by a lull quarter. Previous to that time the 
year was held to begin with the 25th of March, and the year 
1751 accordingly did so; but that year was not suffered to 
run out, being supplanted on the let of January by the year 
1752, which it was enacted should commence on that day.

Russia is now the only country in Europe, in which the old 
style is still adhered to, and the difference between the other 
European and Russian dates amounts, at present to about two 
weeks.

All persons who have not resided six calender months, ex­
cept the Returning Officer. Poll Clerk and Constables, in 
such Township or Ward, not to approach within two miles 
of the Poll, with offensive weapons—punishable by fine not 
exceeding £j0, and imprisonment for six months.

The above is a synopsis of one of t lie most important acts, 
if not the mo.~t important one, to which the royal assent haa 
been given since the union of the Canadas, and we may
regard this assent as a sort of pledge, that the Queen’s govern-! 
ment reahy intend to do justice to this long misgoverned 
country. Her Majesty having thus acknowledged llie neces­
sity ol a law in this province, to secure the freedom of" the 
exercise ol the most sacred right and highest piivüege of 
freemen ; the elector lias now a most important duty to per­
form,—!o sustain that freedom and to perserve the purity of 
elections.

lnarepesentative government like ours the power of voting 
is the great, moral lever by which the machinery of Respon- 
■ibleGovernment is to be moved; there is no other peaceful man- 

in which public, sentiment can he brought to hear upon its 
administration. This doctrine is now happily recognized hy 
the highest authority in t he land, and it is for the electors now 
to sustain arid adorn it by acting with uprightness, fidelity, 
and intelligence at the poll. «

When a scion has been fitted to the stock, warm one ol the 
•trips with the breath, and bind it round both, pressing gently

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with the hand, when it will be found to adhere eo closely as to 
exclude both air and moisture.—Fruit trees are found to grow 
best on declivities.—A small quantity of Lime thoroughly 
mixed with flic mould, is said greatly to ensure their looting 
and future growth, (4 bushels do an acre.)
Dressing Ointment for Canker in Horses.—Tar lib. Tallow lib. 
Verdigrise in tine powder 4 ounces—mix together.

Dressing Ointment for Cattle—'fallow 3 nouiids—Tar, Rosin, 
and Spirits Turpentine , each l.b. Blue Vitriol, 0,1 of Vitriol, 
and Alum each 5 ounces—mix carefully Ibr use.

To give the flavour of smoke to meat.—Take Pyroligneous Acid 
(or Essence ol Smoke) and give your Meat two or three coats 
with a painter’s brush; then hang up to dry-—This sirnplo 
process saves both time and expense.

Economy in feeding Hqtscs.—By crushing or bruising Gate, 
or soaking them a few hours with hot water, it is affirmed a 
Horse will become fitter on hall bis usual allowance.

To Restore musty flour.—Mix -i Dram of common Magnesia, 
with every pound of flour, and it will greatly improve your 
bread.

To slop Ravages of Caterpillars from Shrubs Plants, 
and Vegetables.—Take a chafing dish with lighted charcoal, 
arid place it under the branches of the tree, or bush, whereon 
are the caterpillars; then throw a little brimstone on the coale. 
The vapour of the sulphur, which is mortal to these insecte 
and the sullbcating fixed air arising from the charcoal, wilt 
not only destroy all that are on the tree, but will effectually 
prevent the shrubs from being at that season, infested with 
them. A pound of sulphur will clear as many trees as grow 
on several acres.

Another method of driving these insects off fruit-trees is, to 
boil together a quantity of rue, wormwood, and common tobae- 
co (ofeach equal parts), in common water. The liquor should 
be very strong. Sprinkle thison the leaves and young branch­
es every morning and evening during the time the fruit is 
ripening.

To Whiten Straw Hats.—First wash them with soap and 
water then place in a box along with burning sulphur lor an 
hotir.

Excellent Blacking.—Ivory black, ground fine, 4 ounces ; 
treacle, 2 ounces ; vinegar, $ ol a pint; spermaceti oil, a tea- 
epoonlul. li the ingredients are of the best qualities, this black- 
ing will be found exceedingly good. Mix the oil with the 
black first, then add the treacle, and lastly the vinegar.

To Purify Water for Domestic and other Purposes — 
This method consists in placing horizontally, in the midst of a 
common water butt, a ialse bottom, perforated with a great 
number ol little holes. The butt being thus divided into two
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equal parte, the upper is filled with pieces of charcoal, which 
must be neither too large nor too small, thoroughly burned, 
light, and well washed. Immediately under the cock, by 
which the water enters the butt, must be placed a small hollow 
cylinder, being merely to break the force of the water, and 
prevent it from lulling upon the charcoal with such jviolence 
as to detach from any particles of dirt, and wash them through 
into the lower receptacle; it is of little consequence of wliat 
material it is made. This contrivance might be made sub­
servient to the interests of agriculture as well as domestic 
economy; audit would be highly advantageous to provide 
water thus filtered for the cattle during the whole of the dog 
days, and particulary when t he ponds and streams are inlected 
by the rotting of hemp and flax.

To Clean Paper Hangings.—Cut into eight pieces 
a stale quartern loaf: with one of these pieces after having 
blown off all. the dust from the paper to be cleaned by means 
of a good pair of bellows, begin at the top of the room holding 
the crust in the ha^, and wiping lightly downward witli the 
crumb about half gyurd at each stroke, till the upper part of 
the hangings is completely cleaned all round : then go again 
round with the like sweeping stroke downward, always com­
mencing eacli successive course a little higher than the up­
per stroké had extended till the bottom be finished. This 
operation if carefully performed, will frequently make veryold 
paper look almost equal to new. Great caution must be used 
not by any means to rub the paper hard nor to attempt cleaning 
it the cross or horizontal way. The dirty part of the bread too 
must be each time cut away, and the pieces renewed as soon - 
as at all necessary.

How to Prognosticate the Summer.—When there has been 
no particular storm about the time of the Spring Equinox, 
(March 2l,) if a storm arise out of the east, at or before that 
day, or if a storm from any point of the compass, arise near 
a week after the equinox then in either of these cases, the 
succeeding summer is generally dry, four times in five. But 
if a storm arise from the S.W.,or W.S.VV.. on or just before 
the Equinox, then the summer following is generally wet five 
times in six.
