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Tz Board of Managers present this Annual Report with heart-
felt gratitude to God for His sparing mercies, and with thankfulness
to their friends and supporters. They are glad to announce the past
year to have been one of prosperity, and great success, for which
they give God the glory and praise. During the past year,addi-
tional laborers have been called out into the field, new ground has
been taken up, and the old enlarged and cultivated better, and more
firmly secured. The Lord, in mercy, has been with us, and in His
goodness poured out His Holy Spirit and revived His work among
us. Sinners have been saved, believers quickened, and our church
strengthened, enlarged, and made more glorious. We have had &
visit from che Day Spring on High, and the Sun of Righteousness
has shined upon us, and the result is that over two thousand have
beeii added to our ¢hurch, such we hope as will be eternally saved.
We have now a membership of over fifteen thousand, and a band of
ministers of about one hundred and seventy. This will be gratifying
to our friends, to see that they have not been giving in vain, ngither
have their servants for Christ’s sake labored for nought. The ex-
penditure for the year ending June, 1856, was $7,444 72¢.; and for
the year ending June, 1857, the total claim upon the Mission Fund
was $10,077 56c. ; and the claims for the present year, ending May,

1858, are still an advance on the last. Such a progressive movement
is very encouraging, and gives cvery indication of warm-hearted
supporters, faithful Jaborers, and the present prosperity and future
greatness, strength and glory, of the M. E. Church. Our present
condition, and past success, should be a stimulant to all our friends
to help and aid on such a great and glorious work, for there is every
reason to believe that God is with us, and that He will bless our
efforts,and we shall see His work revive more and more. 'Let us,
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one and all, go on with renewed vigor, and for the coming year double
our diligence and be more persevering than ever. The field is wide,
the work is great, and God, yea, even our God, is the captain of our
salvation, and if we look unto Him He will lead us forth in the
might of His strength, subduing the powers of darkness, and backing
our means with power Divine, and souls will be saved, His church
built p, believers blessed in their work of labor and love, and all
the glory we will give unto God.

There are new fields of labor open, and opening, inviting our
attention, and giving us the Macedonian cry, where our labors and
laborers would be acceptable, and well appreciated.” These we
cannot yet occupy,—not because we do not desire, but by reason of
our funds being too limited. Could we but meet these calls we
should be rejoiced, our hearts would be enlarged, and our success
much greater. Oh, that we may all consecrate ourselves afresh to
God, denying ourselves more, and devote the best of our energies to
such a good cause, remembering that our reward is in heaven. The
chief desire of the Apostle Paul was to depart and be with Christ,
which he counted far better than staying in this world ; neverthe-
less, we find him willing to forego its realization, so that he might
remain with his brethren, because it would be better for them, not
for himself. Just such a spirit ought every believer in the Lord
Jesus Christ to possess; then would men sacrifice for their fellow-
men. Yes, even their highest interests and desires in this world,
that the world might be brought to a knowledge of the truth, and
the Gospel chariot travel on untrammelled. Brethren, pray that we
may all possess more of the apostolic spirit, so that we can willingly
offer up our all to, and for, the glory of God,and the salvation of
sinners.

The present state of our Missions and Mission Fund calls for
increasing efforts from all who are interested therein, and it is hoped
that our preachers, members, and friends, will do all they possibly
can to help on the glorious work. We believe if our ministers are
faithful, pointed, clear, and earnest, in their appeals to the people,
that there will be a hearty and unanimous response from our friends.
Such an opinion is warranted from the past diligence of our preachers,
and the consequent liberality of our friends. Surely, it needs but to
be made known unto them that the Mission Treasury is about Five
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Thousand Dollars in debt, and they will wipe it off, because they
can if they will ; and most certainly will, if faithfully asked.. Then
let every preacher strive to send to the Mission Fund this year
Thirty Dollars more than the last; and if each do this the debt will
be wiped off, and some be left in hand. It should be remembered
that the debt has not been incurred through any wasteful expendi-
ture, or illiberality of our friends, but it is the effects of the general
pressure which has afflicted the whole of our country of late, and
now, as the country is recovering from the panic, we wish also to be
restored from its effects. Hence the reason of our urgent appeal to
our friends on behalf of our Missions. The work in this department
of our church must be carried forward, sustained, and cared for, if
we would accomplish the end of our existence, and fulfil the design
of our being ; and unless we possess a true missionary spirit, we
cannot fulfil the high mandates of Heaven,or do justice to the world
at large, or to the coming and rising generation, but especially to the
unsaved. Noj; without it we cannot take a just part in the world’s
moral renovation.

« There are that scatter,and yet increase ; and there are that with-
hold more than is meet, and it tendeth to poverty.” This is true in
respect to the church, as well as to any other thing. The church
must scatter to increase,and if she withhold, it will tend to poverty.
The merchant might sit down,and with this principle enjoy present
good, furnishing himself and family with temporal comforts; but
what prospect would he have for the future? He would soon learn
that in order to maintain, support, and hold his position, and have
the future bright and cheering, he must scatter to increase. So
with the husbandman. He might eat his seed grain, and it would
nourish him for a time, and save present labor ; but what would his
fature anticipations be? Surely, he would soon ascertain by bitter
experience that to have increasing comforts and prosperity, he must
scatter to increase. And so it is with the church,—she must seek
to scatter her life, light, and influence around the world, if she wants
to keep her position, and have increasing prosperity. A church
without a missionary force, is in its present condition contingent,
and in its future prospects dark and gloomy, for that force is not only
advantageous in extending the borders of the church, and opening
and occupying new fields of labor ; but it is in this day really essen-
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tial to the life and well-being of a society. If the world is to be
aved, the Gospel must be preached ; the dark and benighted must
be traced out; they who are wendering on the mountains of sin and
folly, must have the glad tidings of good news made known unto

them.
The following brief sketches of the different fields of iabor will
give you some idea of the extent of our work :

EGANVILLE.

This Mission is situated in the County of Renfrew, embracing
a part of the Townships of Gratton, Wilberforce, Alice, Stafford,
Bromley, -.dmaston, Baggott, Brougham, and Darling. The pecple
are poor. A large portion of the population attend upon our minis-
trations, and are warmly ottached to our church. The Lord has
graciously blessed the labors of your Missionary in this field. The
time is not far distant when. this work will be self-supporting. Rev.
W. H. Graham, who has nad charge, reports one Local Preacher,
one Exhorter, 17 appointments, and 115 members.

PITTSBURG.

This work is situated on the St. Lawrence, between Kingston
and Gananoque. The work isin a healthy condition. The Sunday
School and Temperance cause have received attention,and are in
active and efficient operation. There has been an increase in the
membership during the past year, and altogether the prospects are

encouraging.
KENEBEC.

This Mission lies about 50 miles north of the city of Kingston.
It is a new work, being occupied this year, for the first time, as an
independent field of labor. The country is new, the population
sparse, yet incrensing. Fifty-one members have been gathered
uring the year,and that indefatigable pioneer missionary, Rev. I
N. D. West, reporis a regular Quarterly Board, composed of 1 Ex-
horter, 3 Leaders,and 5 Stewards. The people possess the requisite
qualifications for having the gospel preached unto them—they are
poor. God be praised for our prospects on this Mission.

ELZIVER

Embraces part of the Townships of Elziver, Madoe, and Tador.
There are 6 appointments, and 50 members. Tt is reported in a

healthy condition.
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MARMORA.

This Mission embraces parts of the Townships of Marmora and
Seymour. Br. J.C. Pomeroy, who has had charge, reports 3 regular
appointments, and 11 members. The congregations are large, and
liberal, in proportion to their means and opportunities for extending
the work. The p:uplv are favorable to our ministrations, and the
Macedonian cry, “ Come over and help us,” is heard in several
directions.

RENFREW MISSION

Receives its name from the county in which it is situated. It em-

braces the Townships of Horton, McNab, and Pakenham. There

are 10 appointments, and 112 members, with good prospects.
VICEVILLE.

This Mission lies in the Townships of North and South Plan-
tegenet, Cambridge, and Caledonia. 1t has 6 appointments, and 35
members. The people are not able to support 2 minister, yet are
anxious to have one amongst them.

LA CHUTE.

This Mission, lying in the County of Argentueil, in Lower
Canada, presents an inviting field of labor, and our success on this
Mission affords encouragement for the extension and prosecution of
our work in this direction. The membership is poor, yet have suc-
ceeded in securing a lot,upon which they are engaged in erecting a
parsonage. There are 82 members, and an efficient Quarterly Board.

TEMPLETON MISSION.

Templeton Mission lies on the border of Lower Canada, nearly
opposite the City of Ottawa, and composes part of the Townships of
Templeton and Hull, in the County of Ottawa. 'This Mission form-
erly contained 4 appointments, but according to the direction of the
Presiding Elder, one of the Hull appointments, containing a class of
18 members, was transferred to the Ottawa City charge ; conse-
quently, there are only three remaining,—two classes and fifty mem-
bers, of whom there are five Stewards, two Iixhorters, and two
Class Leaders, for a Quarterly Meeting Board. Distance of travel
about 15 miles, and no chance of enlarging.

There is one village in
which we have a class, which s well known throughout this province.
The village of Vankleek Hill is one of the most pleasant situations
in Canada. It mey be well characterized for its intelligence and
enterprise. Ou prospects in this village may not be for great num-
bers at peesent, but those that we have got are worthy of their pro-
cosion.  Our number is not large on this Mission, yet there is
considerable financial strength. During the past year its financial
interest has increased one hundred per cent. The present prospect
of this Mission is somewhat flattering, and the opportunity for enlarg-
ing its borders is favorable. On the whole, I’Original Mission is a
promising field, but requires careful cultivation to ensure success.

TORONTO DISTRICT.
