enemy fleet off Constantinople was an­
nounced in a statement of the British 
war office today. Bombs were dropped 
on the Turkish cruiser Sultan Selim, 
formerly the German cruiser Goeben. 
The extent of the damage to the vessel 
is not given.

“A report has been reevieed by the 
vice-admiral in the eastern Mediterran­
ean that on the night of Monday a suc­
cessful attack was carried out by the 
royal naval air service against the Turk­
ish-German fleet lying off Constanti­
nople in the Golden Horn. When the 
Goeben, surrounded by warships, in­
cluding submarines, had been located, 
an attack was made from a height of 
800 feet. Direct hits were obtained on 
the Goeben and on other enemy ships 
near her.

We repulsed two surprise attacks on small posts. The enemy left prisoners in 
our hands.

Toronto, July 11—There has so far 
been no industrial tie-up as a result of 
the strike. The large stores and the fac­
tories sent out their own trucks and de­
livery teams, and brought their employes 
to work, and en route, if not fully load­
ed, picked up pedestrians, charging 
them nothing. An immense number of 
jitneys appeared before the morning 
rush reached its climax, and the number 
who were compelled to walk from the 
more distant residential., quarters was 
very few indeed.

Quebec

Quebec, July 11—To be at the mercy 
of an angry sea for eight hours in life­
boats, after their ship was torpedoed, 
was the experience of three imperial 
army officers end about 200 soldiers who 
arrived at this port yesterday on an 
ocean liner. The officers who are among 
the survlvers are Captain Park of Scot­
land, Lieut. Ingram and Lieut. Strouds 
of England. They were passengers on a 
vessel which was sunk off the north 
coast of Ireland in the latter part of 
June. Forty-one persons were lost.

Reports from many of those who sur­
vived the attack of the German pirate 
prove tlie efficiency of the Huns’ espion­
age in the British Isles. The vessel left 
port on the evening of June 22. Thirty- 
six hours later at eight o’clock in the 
morning the U-158 sent a torpedo di­
rected at the ship. The lookout spotted 
the missile, called to the first mate and 
the steamer veered hard to port, evad­
ing the torpedo.

At four o’clock the same day the 
submarine shot out another torpedo with 

better results to the murderers. “At 
the dead of night we were shocked by .a 
great crash,” says one of the survivors. 
“I was literally shot out of my bunk. 
We took to the boats. There was con­
fusion, but no panic. Two of the life­
boats turned turtle and some of the fel­
lows, in all, met watery graves. It was ' 
a herrible experience.”

Ottawa, July 10—Today's discussion on the details of the conscription MU 
in committee hinged mainly upon the things which the government has failed to 
do, and which at present it still shows no inclination to do toward laying a fair 
basis for manhood conscription. Liberals who have sincerely supported the 
bill on second reading, joined wità those who opposed conscription in 
deavor to secure from the government some earnest of an intention to bring 
about an equality of sacrifice and service.

The dominion-wide demand for the conscription of wealth, Sir Thomas 
White intimated at the opening of the session, is having the effect of frighten­
ing people from depositing their savings in the banks. The minister reassured 
these fearful ones and incidentally the banks, ÿy dedating on behalf of the gov­
ernment that it was not the purpose of the government by any form of taxation 
to discourage savings. He qualified his statement, however, by declaring that this 
did not predude the possibility of an income tax upon such incomes as might 
fairly be expected to contribute toward the cost of the war.

The entire debate of the day centres round that part of the bill dealing 
with exemptions. The chief critic of the day was Hon. Frank Oliver. The 
pilot of the bill, Hon. Arthur Meighen, had some difficulty in explaining the 
somewhat vague provisions laid down in the bill as to exemptions, and invari­
ably fell back on the statement that upon the tribunals would devolve the task 
of working out the details, and deciding upon what man should go and what 
should stay at home.

As the bill stood, Mr. Oliver declared, without contradiction, one clause pro­
vided for the conscription, and another for the exemption of every man in the 
dominion between the ages specified. Under its provisions there was no class 
of citizens who could not be exempted if the various tribunals saw fit. The 
solicitor-general was pressed to specify for the guidance of the tribunals the in­
dustries under which exemption could be secured. He declined to do so even in 
the case of agriculture, and declared that it was for the tribunals to decide upon 
the regulations.

The member for Edmonton further contended that under the system of ex­
emptions sanctioned but not specified by the bill, men would be driven into the 
munition factories under the threat of military service. “We have a right to 
know,” he declared, “what part of'this measure is for the battle fields in 
France, and what part is for the munition profiteers. When the government 
wants to make provision for the fighting forces the measure which it brings 
down should be framed with that end in view.

“ We must continue the war with our wrhole energies. I do not 
deny that we have great difficulties to overcome, but so have our 
enemies. We shall see whether their difficulties or ours are greater.

Commissioner Mcl-ellan and Commis­
sioner Fisher opposed some of the pro- j 
visions of the agreement as they were 
not in line with the verbal arrangements 
made. During the course of the debate, 
Commissioner McLelian stated that he j 
knew of two other companies who were 
coming to ask concessions. In one ease, 
he said, there is $60,000 in an office in 
the city to purchase the property, and 
$80,000 more to build ways, four at $20,- 
000 apiece.

Commissioner Russell asked who the 
others were who may appear before the 
council, to which Commissioner McLel- 
lan replied that they were Thpmas Nagle 
and Grant & Horne. He was asked if 
the Grant & Horne contract was not 
directly with the federal government. To 
this he stated that they were working 
on a ten per cent basis, taking the same 
proposition that Nagle refused. This, 
he pointed out, did not render them 
immune from local assessment.

The mayor, speaking on the question, 
pointed out that tlm province of Nova 
Scptia and the city dr Halifax had voted 
large amounts to assist the industry and 
he remarked that local merchants were 
talking of making a request for a bonus 
for the first tonnage laid down.

It was decided to accept the offer of 
the Bank of Nova Scotia to extend 
credit to the city to the extent of $400,- 
000 for the next three years, paying four 
per cent, for credit and charging five 
and a half per cent, for overdrafts. The 
arrangement with the bank for the last 
three years had just expired.

The fuel situation was discussed in a 
general way and Commissioner Wigmore 
suggested that the idle steam hopper 
scows that were at work in Courtenay 
Bay be put in the coal carrying business 
to bring a supply here for municipal 
consumption.
