:;SpARIS, Aug. 2*—Captain Geor­
ges Pelletier Delay, French 

aviator, of Paria-Toklo fame, com­
pleted one of the most remarkable 
flights in the annals of French avi­
ation, when he landed at La Bour­
get at 11.15 o’clock last night, after 
covering 2,700 miles, including five 
landings to refuel, in 383-4 hours 
actual flying time.

Captain Doisy took off from 
Villa Coublay at 530 o'clock 
Tuesday morning. He landed at 
Rome, Italy, shortly after noon, 
then he went to Tunis, French 
North Africa, arrived there at 
730 o’clock in the evening.

The intrepid airman then start­
ed on a night flight across half of 
the African continent to Casa­
blanca. He reached the Moroccan 
town at 830 o’clock Wednesday 
morning. His next goal was Mad­
rid, Spain, which he made at two 
o’clock in the afternoon. He 
reached "Bordeaux, France, after 
seven o’clock last evening, and 
headed straight for Le Bourget,1 
which is the airport for Paris.

Captain Doisy was accompanied 
by a lone mechanic and piloted the 
airplane himself during the entire 
journey.

SURPLUSES SHOWN.

"In the second year we were In 
power,” said Mr. King, “we showed a 
surplus of $98,000,000; In the third 
year, $348,000, and In the fourth year 
we had another surplus of $37,000,000. 
So that in three successive years the 
Liberal party had produced a surplus. 
We have steadily gotten rid of our 
national debt and we have brought 
down taxation.”

Mr. King stressed the reduction In 
taxes on implements of production. 
That particularly, he said, meant much 
for the province of New Brunswick, 
which he termed a province rich in 
natural resources, and rich in the basic 
industries. New Brunswick, he said, 
possessed naturally four important In­
dustries, mining, fishing, lumbering 
and agriculture. The manufacturing 
life of any country, he said, Is built on 
Its raw materials. The Liberal gov­
ernment, he claimed, had kept down 
the cost of implements of production 
which resulted In untold benefits to 
the commercial and manufacturing life 
of the whole country.

MARKETS ARE NEEDED.

“The markets of the world, the mark­
ets across the sea, are the great need 
In New Brunswick today,” he said, 
“and that you can sell commodities 
at a price that will allow fair competi­
tion from other sources. The lowering 
of the cost of productive implements 
was a great boom for the country at 
large.”

Mr. King went Into the question of 
the reduction fif the tariff on automo­
biles. He said that the automobile in­
dustry had been carefully studied by 
his government, 
was an industry, for the greater part, 
that under , high tariff meant to create 
a monopoly and make millionaires out 
of the few. WSth the announcement 
of the reduction in the automobile 
tariff, Mr. King said, came the claim 
of his opponents that the factories 
would have to close, and men would 
be thrown out of employment.

AIM OF GOVERNMENT.

Mr. King made it clear that in the 
reduction of the automobile tariff the 
aim of the government was not to hin­
der any industry but to help the in­
dustry and not to abolish either pro­
tection altogether.

All of this Mr. King styled as In­
direct benefits that came to the coun­
try through the reduction in this one 
great industry.

MARITIME MATTERS

Picking up The Telegraph-Journal, 
Hon. Mr. King said he proposed brief­
ly to consider the matters brought to 
hi* attention.

PRAISES BOIVIN.

MEIGHEN’S POLICY.

Mr. Meighen, while in the Maritime 
Provinces, continued Mr. King, had 
preached a protection policy consis­
tently applied to all parts of the coun­
try. This was his cry In 1921, and this 
was his cry today. Mr. King charged 
that Mr. Meighen had changed his 
policy somewhat while campaigning in 
the Middle West. The present premier 
had not applied his policy, preached in 
the east, as enthusiastically as he did 
in the Middle West Mr. Meighen re­
peated the cry today, as he did in 
1921, that this country was going 
behind, conditions were serious, fac­
tories were being depleted, business 
was suffering depression and every­
thing practically speaking was in a 
state of confusion.

LIBERAL POLICY.

The Liberals, Mr. King said, drew 
the attention of the people to the state 
of the country, as did Mr. Meighen. 
But the speaker said, the policy drawn 
up at that time by the Liberal ad­
ministration was one which meant for 
the prosperity of the country as soon 
as those policies could be applied. It 
took time to carry out such policies, 
but before the completion of the first 
session of Parliament the people of the 
Dominion of Canada saw that the poli­
cies advocated by the Liberal govern­
ment had increased the revenue of the 
country, reduced the expenditures and 
lowered taxation.

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INHABITANT OF MARSHES ’
By ARTHUR N. PACK

QNE of North America’s common­
est and most characteristic mam­

mals is the muskrat, found from the 
Gulf coast to the Arctic ocean. The 
muskrat is an inhabitant of marshes, 
and as these are frozen over for sev­
eral months every year over a large 
part of its range, the animal has de­
veloped some rather remarkable hab­
its to help him to live in comforL

Let us consider his house. This is 
a large mound built by piling up 
quantities of sedges and rushes, dug 
from the bottom of the marsh. In this 
mound which may be built in water 
from one to three feet in depth, is a 
hollow just above the water line se­
curely arched over, and with an under 
water entrance.

In some places where water of suit­
able depth is not available, a hole is 
made in the bank of the stream or 
pond, and this suffices. In northern 
regions where ice freezes to a great 
thickness, the muskrat sometimes waits 
until this forms, and then builds its 
house on the ice, bringing the mate­
rials from the bottom of the pond. 
Other smaller .houses are built in simi­
lar fashion which serve as eating shel­
ters, being used at certain periods 
while the ice is forming.
