relish. No less than $1,680,000 was 

paid In the open market for the 
recipe of Chartreuse, that delectable 
liqueur whose secret was known only 
to the monks of La Grande Chart­
reuse.

Expelled from France In 1798, the 
fathers of this order were wise enough 
to take their jealously-guarded recipe 
with them. This “scrap of paper” 
originally consisted of a single sheet, 
:but numerous additions and altera­
tions, together with more detailed 
directions regarding the manufacture 
of their precious liqueur, caused the 
parchment to grow eventually into a 
book containing 100 pages.

A goodly proportion of your break­
fast bacon has been cured by the fam­
ous Branderburg method. The secret 
of this process was purchased for $50,- 
000 by an enterprising firm of Wilt­
shire bacon curers, and their outlay 
must have been returned to them many 
times over.

Worcester sauce was invented by a 
retainer serving in a large country 
house. Finding that his relish was 
appreciated by the family and their 
guests, he sold his recipe for a few 
pounds to the original hçad of a fam­
ous sauce-making firm.

Although this transaction took place 
200 years ago, no variation has been 
made in the ingredients of the popular 
table delicacy, and it Is probably no 
exaggeration to say that the recipe is 
now worth over $600,000.

WEST INDIES TRADE. -* ,

XThe opening guns In the Liberal 
campaign for the coming Federal elec­
tion in the constituency of Saint John- 
Albert were fired last evening when the 
two candidates, Hon. Dr. W. E. Fos­
ter, Secretary of State, and R. T. 
Hayes, former M. L. A., addressed a 
meeting in the Community Hall at East 
Saint John and another one in Tem­
perance Hall, FalrviUe. Other speakers 
were also heard.

Owing to the weather conditions the 
meetings were only fairly well attend­
ed. At East Saint John, J. C. Dtflzell 
acted as chairman and besides the can­
didates, short addresses were given by 
W. A. Ross and E. J. Henneberry. In 
FalrviUe, A. W. Anderson acted as 
chairman. Dr. W. P. Broderick also 
spoke at this meeting. Hon. Dr. Fos­
ter spoke first in FalrviUe whüe Mr. 
Hayes was speaking in East Saint John. 
The two candidates then made rapid 
trips by automobUe to enable them each 
to address the other meeting.

Hon. Dr. Foster in his opening re­
marks paid a special tribute to the 
worth of his colleague, Mr. Hayes. He 
said that this was the first time he had 
appealed to the electors of the county. 
He expressed his pleasure at the inter­
est the ladies were showing in the cam-
^Referrlng to Maritime rights, he said 
that the papers were full of the ques­
tion and it was being discussed on 
every side. He thought that the poli­
ties the Liberal .party was putting for­
ward would advance the interest of the 
Maritime Provinces. This question of 
rights, he pointed out, arose 'because 
of the spirit of dissatisfaction that had 
grown up because of the confederation 
pact. The policies of the Government 
today were to right these grievances.

The conditions today were partly 
caused by the decline of the lumber 
Industry, he said. When Confederation 
was talked of, he said, and when later 
Sir John A. Macdonald brought down 
the National Policy, it was believed 
that It would help al] Canada. It was 
soon found that whüe it helped cen­
tral Canada the Maritime Provinces 
were far from benefiting from it. Local 
industries were swallowed up by larger 
ones In upper Canada and local fac- 

J tories closed. These disappeared and 
now the Maritime Provinces relied on 
Its basic Industries, namely, lumbering, 
fishing, mining and farming.

MEIGHEN POLICY.

The West Indies' trade agreement 
will mean additional boats operating 
between these ports and the West 
Indies, and it is estimated that $25,- 
000,000 worth of business wiU result 
for this section alone. The steamers 
will take Maritime products to the 
West Indies and return with tropical 
fruits, etc., he said.

In concluding the speaker urged the 
electors to consider whether he as a 
member of the cabinet assisted by his 
colleague Mr. Hayes, or members sit­
ting in opposition could do the most 
for the port at Ottawa, as he was con­
fident that Premier King would be re­
turned to power.

Goslin set an all series mark for 
himself by increasing his total to six 
for two years, displacing the prev­
ious mark of four held by Babe Ruth.

Peck’s homer yesterday increased the 
two club totals to twelve, eclipsing 
the former record of ten set by the 
Yankees and Giants in 1923, while 
Washington’s eight round trippers also 
set up a new one club standard for a 
single series.

Peck’s startling total of eight errors 
was the most tragic new record, his 
string of misplays removing the names 
of Hans Wagner and Joe Sewell from 
the record books in this respect. The

Other new marks follow :
Twelve one base hits by .Same Rice, 

breaking mark of nine set by J. Seb- 
ring of Pittsburg, in 1903, and equalled 
later by four others.

O AMONTREAL, Que., Oct, 15—Ocean- 
freight rates will remain stationary 
next year, aocordnlg to the opinion 
expressed -here today by George H.

Mr. Kidd gave as his reason for 
this opinion the surplus of certain 
kinds of ocean tonnage end the fact 
that any steamship company increas­
ing Its rates would be faced with the 
compeltlon of other lines to whom 
the present rates are adequate.

“There Is too much capital made 
out of this question of rates,” said 
Mr. Kidd. "We found In Liverpool 
that the fluctuations of price In one 
article of food In 15 minutes on the 
Liverpool Exchange Is at times 
greater than the freight rate on that 
article from Canada to England, so 
It can be seen that the effect of the 
rate on the price of the commodity 
crossing the ocean Is comparatively 
small."

When 
seen at the Admiral Beatty Hotel this 
morning Mr. Beach said he expected 
to return to the McIntyre camp this 
afternoon, but he certainly would take 
no chances if he were not feeling quite
at.

Because of the damp weather and 
the considerable exposure to which he 
had subjected himself of late Mr. 
Beach felt that the old adage about au 
ounce of prevention being worth a 
pound of cure, was very applicable to 
his impending bad cold.. So he came 
into the city and laid up in the hotel 
for a course of treatment He was 
quite Cheery this morning.

WOODCOCK PLENTIFUL.
Speaking of his fortunes .with the 

gun,.the writer Was quite enthusiastic. 
He said he was having touch good 
fihboting, but while woodcock was 
plenty In Mr. McIntyre’s preserve, 
partridge was singularly scarce. He 
deplored this fact for the partridge was 
not only excellent game for quick 
shooting but was a delicious viand as 
well.

Mr. Beach had read with Interest 
the statements in today’s paper that 
samples of New Brunswick partridge 
were to be sent to United States for 
scientific Investigation into the pos­
sible causes of the epidemic which 
some hunters say is killing the bird 
pff.

It is expected the net receipts of the 
fair held in Saint Andrews Rink in 
aid of the New Brunswick Protestant 
Ohphans’ Home will run between $10,- 
000 and $12,000.

There were many helpers at the fair 
unattached to fraternal organization^ 
and those who attended to the im­
mediate executive duties were men who 
lead active lives in business circles.

WILL CUT OVERDRAFT.
The special object of the fair this 

year was to reduce an overdraft of 
more than $25,000, being carried by 
the orphanage because it was stated, 
of lack of systematic support through­
out the province. Four of the Protes­
tant denominations hold special col­
lection Sundays during the year but 
so far these province-wide efforts have 
not given the return hoped for. The 
running expenses of the institution are 
between $46,000 and $50,000 a year and 
aside from the earnings of some in­
vestments bequeathed to be be used in 
this way, the orphanage work is car­
ried on by special efforts at money- 
raising and by voluntary subscriptions.

It is said a supplementary effort to 
the late fair In Saint Andrews Rink 
may be launched in a short while to 
be provincial in scope in the hope of 
making a clean up of the remaining 
defiicit in finances. -
