No person
can over-rate the importance of drawing
the bonds more close and rendering them
enduring for all time. The interests of
this country demand it. With all her
great resources and wealth, what would
become of England shorn of the outlay-
ing portions of her empire? She would
lose that commanding position she now
occupies, and which makes us so proud
of being connected with her. 1 can con-
ceive no greater misfortune for the colon-
ies, too, than that they should be deprived
of the priceless institutions they possess
in connection with the crown of the
mother country. But when T look at
what the colonies were 50 years ago—
either Australia or British North America
—and their position of commanding im-
portance today how in the face of such tes-
timony of what the existing system has
been able to achieve can I commit my-
self to the proposition that we must
either:go to pieces or change all that, and
change it for something which, with all
their energy and ability, the best states-
men have not yet been able to devise?
How can I commit jmyself to the state-
ment that you are going to pieces unless
this undiscovered panacea is found? I

THE PAPAL JUBILEE YEAR

Closing Te Deanm at §t. Peler's nt Rome
—The Pope’s Encyelical.

Roumg, Jan. 1, 1889.—A Te Deam was
sung at St. Peter's yesterday. Twenty
thousand tickets had been issued, and
50,000 persons were present. The wea-
ther was perfect, and’ great enthusiasm
prevailed. Opening with the words
“Exeunte Jam Anno,” the papal encycli-
cal thanks God for the consolations
which the jubilee rejoicings have brought
to the Pope, and His Holiness thanks the
Catholic world fer its tokens of affection
and devotion. Tarning to religiows mat-
ters, the encyclical complains that the
tendency of the age is toward material
interests, and that the tendemcy is
strengthened by worldly pride, an evil
press and drama,in schools, materialistic
and atheistic teaching obscuring true
notions of right. Socialism, Nihilism and
communism, it says, are also outcomes
of this addiction to material things. The
Pope attended the Te Deum gervice in
St. Peter’s to-day to mark the close of his
jubilee year.

IN THE CAROLINAS.

NEW ASPECTS OF THE LAND OF
CYPRESS AND PALMETTO.

Wilmington and Raleigh—Forests Primeval
and Swamps Malarious—Cape Hatteras,
the Terror of Mariners—The Splendid
Sea Coast of the Carolinas.

[Special Correspondence.]

NEw YoORrk, Dec. 20.—The country
which lies immediately south of Rich-
mond and Petersburg is not exhilarating.
There is, to be sure, a more dismal area
of swamp lands between Norfolk, Va.,
and Elizabeth City, at the head of
the Albemarle sound, but no earthly
paradises can be found in any locality
watered by either the Chowan or Roa-
noke rivers. One, who was a great lover
of nature, and who enthusiastically
sou&ht its beauties in every clime, wrote
of this region, eighty years ago, that its
general features were ‘‘immense pine
savannas, through which the road winds
among stagnant ponds, swarming with
alligators; dark, slug%'ish creeks, over
which are thrown high wooden bridges,
without railings, and so craz{ and rot-
ten as not only to alarm one’s horse, but
also the rider, and to make it a matter
of thanksgiving with both when they
got fairly over.” Improved means of
travel have somewhat modified this

Ribault's fort, shattered by
itsarmed investors, is still to be seen.
Here, some day in the golden lined fu-
ture, will be founded a city that having
unusual port facilitics, and being the
chosen eastern terminus of the great
western and southwestern trunk (lines
from California, Mexico and Texas, will,
within its first century, boast of a pop-
ulation exceeding the total number of
inhabitants in Charleston and Savannah.

CO-OPERATIVE BANKS.

| Their Gratifying Success in the Towns of
Massachusetts. |
[Special Correspondence.]

BostoN, Dec. 20.—The recent move-
ment to form a sort of ‘“bund” or com-
mercial ounin of all the co-operative
banks in this state, the accompanying
banquet, the speeches there and the fig-
ures published giving the earnings of
the banks and showing their success, |
have excited an interest in all parts
of the country. The fact that these
banks (they- are really an improved
kind of building associations) have had
a powerful influence in making the
working people home owners, also rec-
ommends them to statesmen and philan-
thropists and makes them worth the
study of the social scientist.

An instance cited by Lieutenant Gov-
ernor Brackett in his address will

show how these

banks combine
the maximum of
earning power
with the mini-
mum of hardship
to both investor
and borrower, In
this instance the
. investor paid the
dollar per month
upon his share for
even years, or
32 months; the
eries was com-
pleted and he re-
ceived his $200.

“He receives,” |

| 1877; the Homestead bank was incorpor- |
| ated Sept. 11 of that year, and its shares |
| have just come to maturity, which was |
| the occasion of the banquet and cele-
| bration. But there are now sixty-six

such banks in Massachusetts, of which
| fifteen were started in tho last twelve
months. The system is briefly as fol-
| lows:

Twenty-five or more persons may as-
sociate themselves and form a bank.

| Each may take any number of shares,
not exceeding twenty-five. Each share
is 8200. On that the stockholder pays
| 81 per month. Any stockholder can
| borrow, by giving proper security of
course, paying 6 per cent. interest and
a premiunsfor the privilege. Of course,
| the amount of this premium varies dc-
| cording to the demand and number of
bidders for the money loaned each
month. The interest, paid in monthly |
installments, or at such frequent inter- |
vals as may be decided, is added -to the |
co-operative fund, and all goes on draw- |
ing interest. Practically it is just the |
same to the association as if it loanell its |
money at 6 per cent.,, compounded |
many times a year, and the longer the |
series runs the greater the earnings. i

The stockholder who is a borrower is |
| paying interes to himself as well as the |

others, and in the easiest way possible,

PECULIARITIES OF PENNSYLVANIA
AVENUE, IN WASHINGTON.

One of the Most Magnificent Thorough-
fares in the World—No One Is In a
Hurry, and Everybody Seems to Have
Spring Fever—Some Great Parades.

|Special Correspondence.]

WasHINGTON, Dec. 20.—There is no
other thoroughfare in this country like
Pennsylvania avenue. It might be called
National avenue with greater propriety.
It is distinctively the national highway
of America. It i3 a noble, historic, in-
teresting street. It has peculiarities cs-
sentially its own, which cannot be du-

elsewhere, because there is

fare. Here may be seen every day of

the year, but l‘:arﬁcuhrl when coi

is in session, the outward show of all the

life of the country, and much of that of

the whole world.” Here are types of all
nationalities and the blendings thereof
which make up ‘he American people.

Every state, almost every county, in the

nation contributes its quota. If the

strangely mixed races which are found
in tho American national life haye at
this early day in the country’s history
any sum and sequence which might be
said to fairly typify the American, that
individual can surely be found on Penn-
sylvania avenue. He is here, and may
be walking me as 1 write, but I
must leave to the anthropologist the task
of picking him out of the throng and
describing him, I am sure, however, he
is still more Anglo-Saxon than anything
else. A i dark, though not

a  mulatto, Yankee in his voice,

rhaps Teutonic in some of his
astes, southern in his dress, Eu{;lish in
his sturdiness, far western in his sell
confidence and freedom of speech. The
typical American is here, and he takes
as naturally to Pennsylvania avenue as
roots to their mother soil. The avenue
is American, a show place and clearing
house of Americans and Americanisms.

He moves up and down, conscious that

he is at home, and conscious, also, that

though representatives of all the earth’s
nations are here in their native costumes,

‘they look on but to admire an‘l to learn

to appreciate the grandeur and vastness

of the republic which is here sampled as
in a trier. "

One of the peculiarities of Pennsyl-
vania avenue is that it is a street with
only one side. It has two sidewalks, to
be sure, and both are shadowed by build-
ings from onc end of the long street to
the other, but only one pavement is
by pedestrians; on only oné side are there
bright shops and gaudy windows. The
north side of Pennsylvania avenue is
metropolitan—nay, cosmopolitan—while
the.south side is rural, or at least sub-
urban. Why this is so I do not know.
One side is as pretty as the other, and
both are ugh{ and old fashioned archi-

-tecturally. Yet, as sometimes happens
to a thoroughfare, for no apparent rea-
son other than blind chance, the north
side is full of life and motion, while
the south remains t and dull.
On the north side are hundreds of hand-
some shops, many large hotels, news-
paper offices and theatres. The south
side is mostly given up to small hotels,
restaurants, hardware stores, blacksmith
shops, and saloons in which fashionable
pien do not often drink. On the north
pavement thousands of persons daily
walk from Capitol to treasury, while old
residents say no man was ever known to
walk the whole length of the thorough-
fare on the south side. The walking is
just as good on one side as on the other,

ut human nature, it appears, always
follows the érowd.

“ #

Strange as it may seem, there is not
on Pennsylvania avenue, from one end
to the other, government buildings ex-
cepted, a first class modern city business
block, A vast majority of the structures
aro quaint old things with gable roofs
and ‘high dormer windows, poked out
from their tops like sentry boxes. There

is only one first class modern and metro-

slitan business or office building in all

Washington, excepting, of course, those
owned by government, and everything
that Uncle Sam owns is first class, if not
modern. This one building of the first
rate is owned by a Baltimore newspaper.
Many of these old structures along the
avenue were built by the men who
came to construct the Federal City while
George ‘.V:\shinﬁton was yet alive. In
those days they had honest contractors
and builders, but poor architects.
scores of these along Washington's great-
est thoroughfare—a thoroughfare so im-
portant relatively that while the city has
many avenues this one is commonly
called *‘the” avenue—only the ground
floors arc occupied. The upper flcors are
in many cases notinhabitable, the owners
finding it more profitable to take large
rentals from one floor of an old building
than to erect anew building, and run
tleir chances of finding tenants above
the first story. Washington does not be-
lieve in going up stairs. The tremendous
influence of %he modern elevator has not
yet reached our capital city. There are
not in all the town, again and dlways ex-
cepting what Uncle Sam owns, more
than a score of passenger elevators,
nearly all of these bic‘ing in the hotels.

*

If Pennsylvania “venue has one char-
acteristic more striking than another, it
is its leisureliness. Pennsylvania avenue
is not in a hurry. Even the typical
American here fails to rush. No
jostles anybody.  Nearly everybody
carrics a cane. It is alla saunter. Wh
should anybody be in a hurry? It is
Uncle Sam who sets the pace. Uncle
Sam doesn't begin work till 9 in the
morning. He takes a half an hour for
his luncheon. He quits at 4. On holi-
days and the day before holidays, as
well as the day after, and on all days in
which prominent public men die, and

on every other day for which a pretext |

can be found, he doesn't work at all
Ho simply loafs and saunters up and
down t})e avenue. Uncle Sam sets the
pace for the whole town. He makes
everybody else lazy. A common com-

plaint made by visitors is that ‘Washing- |

ton gives them the spring fever, no
mattor at what season of thoe year they
come here. Pennsylvania avenue, being

typical and illustFative, is the laziest
| thoroughfare in America. The street
cars move slowly. Cabmen are never
in very much haste. There are no big,
bustling trucks as in cities which have
manufacturing and wholesale commerce.
The street looks all the lazier for its
great width. It is 160 feet wide.
} Either side of the street car tracks, in
the middle of the roadway, is a street
as wide as the thoroughfares of most
cities. A greater portion of the area
is here given up to streets than in any
other city of the world.
