Vancouver, Nov. 23.—The report of 
the Hindu delegates who went to Brit­
ish Honduras to find out if the climate 
and labor conditions there were suit­
able for the removal of the colony in 
British Columbia thither have report­
ed in part as follows :

"We found thirty Hindus who had 
been induced to emigrate to Jamaica 
to work on plantations nearly forty 
years ago. These people told a story 
of hardship, suffering and alleged mis­
treatment. They said they had been 
brought out for a period of three years 
under an agreement to be given free 
passages home. This promise was nev­
er kept. Gradually many of them drift­
ed to British Honduras, where a few 
survivors now earn a precarious living 
doing odd jobs. These old men appeal­
ed to British Columbia Hindu dele­
gates to urge the Imperial government 
to transport them back to India.”

One of the delegates laid great stress 
upon the high cost of living in British 
Honduras. Hindus do not eat meat 
but subsist on milk and vegetable diet. 
They reported that there was little 
fresh milk or butter in the colony and 
that condensed milk cost 25 cents a 
tin, a prohibitive price.

During the dry season they would be 
compelled to pay high prices for water 
with which to perform their ablutions, 
an act prescribed by their religion.

“We are building railroads at the 
rate of a thousand or more miles per 
annum,” he said, “and in a few years 
doubtless we shall have three com­
pletely equipped transcontinental rail­
road systems. Truly, a remarkable ac­
complishment for seven or eight mil­
lion people.”

Mr. Walker said the total foreign 
trade of Canada had increased more 
than 100 per cent, in the last ten years.

The Hon. Clifford Sifton, of Ottawa, 
former minister of the interior, in his 
remarks declared that the refusal of 
the United States to renew the reci­
procity treaty and then the passage of 
the McKinley bill, causing Canada to 
stagger for many yeârs, were the best 
things that could have happend to her, 
as it threw Canada back on her own 
resources. “Our destiny,” added Mr. 
Sifton, “unquestionably is to be per­
manently a portion of the empire—one 
of sisterhood of seif-governing nations 
under the British Crown.”

Calling attention tp the close connec­
tion between the histories of the Unit­
ed States and Canada, James J. Hill 
showed the importance of trade be­
tween the two countries, and scored 
what he called the policy of mutual 
seclusion. He said: “I believe that the 
most natural, the most rational, the 
most highly profitable commercial 
status between Canada and the United 
States is absolute freedom of trade.”

ROCKEFELLER IS 
CROSS-EXAMINED

OIL KING’S INFORMATION 
OF MEAGRE CHARACTER

Parts of His * Business Which 
He Fails “Quite to Com­

prehend.”

New York; Nov. 20.—John D. Rocke­
feller was again on the witness stand 
when the hearing into the Standard 
Oil Cofqpany was resumed to-day. His 
cross-examination was at 
menced by Frank B, Kellogg, special 
assistant district attorney.

Mr. Kellogg said that the. cross-ex­
amination would not be confined to the 
period fAm 1862 to 1882, concerning 
which Mr. Rockefeller gave evidence 
on his direct examination, but would 

subsequent developments 
connected directly with

once corn-

cover also 
which are 
those of the period described by Mr. 
Rockefeller.

In response to questions about the 
hazardous nature of the oil business 
owing to the possibility of failure of 
supply, Mr. Rockefeller said that the 
production of crude oil in the Penn­
sylvania fields had steadily increased 
from 1862 to 1900.

Mr, Kellogg read figures from an of­
ficial report showing that the Penn­
sylvania fields reached its highest 
point of production in 1900.

Mr. Rockefeller denied that the sup­
ply of crude oil had always been ample, 
and asserted that it had fluctuated, but 
that the supply is larger now 
when he was actively engaged in the 
business. He was asked about the de­
velopment of ôif fields in Ohio and 
Oklahoma, but said that he knew little 
about them as they had been worked 
actively only since he retired from 
business. He described the drilling hnd 
production of oil as of the charactér 
of a mining business. He said it was 
the policy of hie company to pay for 
its oil at the wells, and thàt the larger 
part of the oil refined was purchased 
from the producers.

You have been prosperous since the 
beginning, asked Mr. Kellog.

than

“Yes.”
“Do you consider a business hazard­

ous that on an original Investment of 
$67,000,000 paid dividends amounting to 
$591,000,000, and had left a surplus of 
$300,006,000?”

“I do not consider the amount of 
jnoney made determines whether the 
business is hazardous or not” said Mr.
Rockefeller.

He was then asked about the trust 
agreement of 1882 and 'whether the 
trust certificates did not show a value 
of $70,000,000 and that the stocks held 
under the agreement had an actual 
value 61 $55,710,698.

Mr. Rockefeller said he believed those 
figures were correct.

Mr. Kellogg then asked whether the 
stock certificates issued thereafter were 
for stock dividends or for additional 
properties acquired, but John G, Mil- 
burn, of Mr. Rockefeller’s counsel, ob­
jected on the ground that this was not 
within the scope of Mr. Rockefeller’s 
direct testimony.

Mr. Rockefeller replied: "I suppose
so.”

After Mr. Milburn had again objected 
Mr. Rockefeller said that a stock divi­
dend of $15,000,000 was made in 1886. 
and that the stock of the company was 
then $98,328,000. X

“Then up to thç present time there 
has been issued $13,130,000 for cash or 
property?” asked Mr. Kellogg.

“I cannot tell.”
- “Well, what would make the total 
value of cash and property turned, in­
clusive of money earned, and turned 
back into the property?”

Mr. Rockefeller said he did not quite 
comprehend the increase .of $13,000,000, 
and Mr. Kellogg discontinued^this line 
of inquiry. H|p next asked : “The rec­
ord shows that up to 1906 the net earn­
ings of the company were $551,922,904. 
Wfiat was the dividend in 1907?”

“I should say about 40 per cent.”
“That was about $39,000,000?”
“That would be a million in favor 

of the poor old Standard,” said Mr. 
Rockefeller. -He added that the 
earnings for 1907 were approximately 
$80,000,000.

Mr. Kellogg again asked if he con­
sidered the business risky on such a 
showing and Mr. Rockefeller again re­
torted that the profits did not determ 
ine the risk. It was evident that the' 
business was prosperous. He assented 
to Mr. Kellogg’s figures showing that 
the company earned $490,000,000 from 
1890 to 1906. Adding the earnings of 
1907 would give a total earning of 
$570,000,000.

“Then where does the hazard of the 
business come in?” asked Mr. Kellogg.

“In the first place since the first re­
finery was built, more than 50 years 
ago, we have been prepared at any mo­
ment day or night to hear the fire 
alarm. We are dealing with a 
explosive product. Fires 
stantly occurring.”

“But your profits were above your 
fire losses which have been charged 
to profit and loss account?”

“Yes sir.” Mr. Rockefeller said an­
other risk was the peculiar construc­

tion eff the refining machinery which 
could be used for no other purpose. 
One could never tell when he would 
awake and find the crude oil supply 
exhausted.

Mr. Kéllogg then asked Mr. Rocke­
feller about the Standard Oil agree-

BURIED BENEATH 
TONS OF DEBRIS

TWELVE DEAD AFTER 
EXPLOSION OF GAS MAIN

Horrible Fate of Excavators in 
Brooklyn Street—One Man 

Roasted Alive.

New York, Nov. 20.—Twelve men 
are reportes killed by the explosion 
of a gas main in an excavation of 
Gold and, Front streets, Brooklyn, to­
day. The explosion tore the streets 
to pieces for rods on either side and 
the twelve men who were working in 
an excavation for a big sewer pipe 
were buried by the debris which fell 
in upon them, and they are believed 
tc have been smothered or burned to 
death in the fire that followed.

Samuel Trout, who lived near the 
scene, lost his life In attempting to 
save a woman who was passing 
through Gold street at the time of the 
explosion, and fell Into the trench. 
Trout was caught by (the flames from 
the blazing gas main and roasted 
alive. The woman was dragged out of 
tùe trench and saved by a boy.

The workmen tvere digging a trench 
through Gold street for the Installa­
tion of a 36-inch sewer pipe. The ex­
cavation was to be nearly forty feet 
deep and aç the laborers removed the 
earth the walls had been shored up by 
large timbers. With Charles Schlgg- 
myer, a city inspector of sewers, over­
seeing the work this afternoon, the 
men were working at the bottom of 
the trench when an accumulation of 
gas from à main which had been ac­
cidentally broken during the course of 
the work, exploded with tremendous 
force. The suppdrtlng timbers were 
ripped away and the high board walls 
toppled over on Schiggmyer and his 
men.

A large water main was broken by 
the force of the explosion and a per­
fect torrent of water began spurting 
up through the mass of wreckage. Al­
most side by side of these spurting 
geysers roared the flames from the gas 
which poured from the broken main.

The firemen and workmen from the 
city water department and the gas 
company worked desperately together 
In an effort to check the flow of gas 
and water and to relieve the men who 
had been Imprisoned.

There seems little hope, however, 
that any of those who had been at 
work at the bottom of the trench could 
have escaped death. Nearly half an 
hour’s work was required to reach the 
body of Trout, who had been burned 
to death on the surface 
The bodies are believed to be burled 
under tons of earth.

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CATTLE DISEASE 
IN TWO STATES

OUTBREAK LEADS TO
LIVESTOCK QUARANTINE

“Foot and Mouth” Disorder in 
New York and Pennsyl­

vania Stockyards,

Washington, D. C„ Nov. 20.—Vigor­
ous efforts will be made by the depart­
ment of agriculture to stamp out the 
dreaded contagious and communicable 
aliment among cattle known as “the 
foot and mouth disease,” which has 
been discovered among live stock in 
Pennsylvania and New York and,as a 
result Secretary Wilson yesterday is­
sued an order quarantining the states. 
During the existence of this quaran­
tine the Interstate or foreign trans­
portation movement, trailing or driv­
ing cattle or sheep or the ruminants 
and swine from the states Is prohibit­
ed.

The order Issued by the secretary 
yesterday became effective Immediate­
ly and makes the quarantine exceed­
ingly rigid. It even requires that “no 
railroad cars or boats within the ter­
ritory here In quarantine which have 
carried live stock, shall be moved be­
tween states until the said cars or 
boats have been cleaned or disinfect­
ed, with a five per cent solution of 
carbolic acid." Shipments of dressed 
carcases of calves, sheep and other 
ruminants between states or to foreign 
countries are prohibited unless the 
hides or skins and hoofs are removed. 
It Is required further that when ship­
ments are being made from and to 
points in either of the two states quar­
antined, the cars containing the live 
stock must be sealed by an employee 
of the bureau of the animal industry. 
If the shipments are unloaded en route 
within the quarantined territory, it 
must bp into pens or yards specially 
cleaned and disinfected for the pur­
pose under the supervision of an em­
ployee of the bureau of animal ln$Gs-
try.

By these vigorous measures the de­
partment hopes to prevent the disease 
from spreading widely. The disease 
was first discovered In a load of year­
lings shipped from the East Buffalo 
stock-yards to a point in Western 
Pennsylvania. Dr. W. P. Wopde, of 
the bureau of animal industry has gone 
to Michigan to investigate a suspect­
ed source of the origin of the present 
Infection. It le announced that more 
than 200 men will start to-day to dis­
infect the East Bufthlo yards, which 
work will require three weeks. The

opens up the prospect of a serious 
shortage in the meat supply of Great 
Britain and a consequent raise in the 
prices. As soon as the first informa­
tion of the outbreak of the disease 
reached the British Board of Agricul­
ture two days ago the entire staff of 
Inspectors was at once mobilized to 
meet all incoming ships to prevent the 
introduction of the disease Into this 
country. The Importation of hay and 
Straw as well as livestock from Penn­
sylvania has been prohibited.

Nelson Is 
the largest city of the interior and a 
large club can be formed there. In 
Victoria also we can have a strong 
woman's rifle club, and there are sev­
eral good shots here. Inter-city 
matches can afterwards be arranged 
and the clubs would grow all through 
British Columbia. The taking up of 
rifle shooting by women would not 
only result in their becoming profi­
cient in this sport, but I think it 
would be an encouragement to the men 
to take up rifle shooting more than 
they do at present.”

Speaking of women’s rifle clubs, he 
says it Is no new thing he is advocat­
ing as there are several of them in 
various parts of the world, while near­
er at home there is one established at 
Grand Forks in addition to the one 
forming at Nelson.

.$16.75 Neither in regard to passengers nor 

goods carried are the companies engaged 
in the North Atlantic trade inclined to 
congratulate themselves on the past sea- 
sên’s working, says the Magazine of 
Commerce, London. With the exceptfdiis 
of the east-bound rush of Americans in 
the early summer and their return in the 
autumn, the passenger lists have been by 
no means full; while-the falling off in the 
third cabin or steerage or emigrant pas­
sengers to the West has not been coun­
terbalanced by the east-bound traffic in 
those, classes. The depression in America 
has been considerable, which has probably 
accounted for the exodus from the United 
States; but when the expected revival of 
trade sets in there, the emigrant-carrying 
trade may be expected to experience, if 
not exactly a boom, certainly a better 
time than it has had for months past. The 
greater discrimination exercised by Can­
ada in the matter of admitting arrivals 
likely to be assets in the Dominion’s wel­
fare has lessened the emigration to that 
country, and has at the same time re­
stricted the exuberance of those societies 
formed to assist ne’er-do-wells to leave 
their country for their country’s good.

These 
lines are all state-aided, and it is per­
fectly clear that without the heavy 
subsidies which they get they would not 
pay at all. A fair conclusion from a 
moderately close examination of the ac­
counts is that the decreased profits are 
due more to an extraordinary increase 
of expenditure than to a falling-off in 
revenue. The most galling result of 
all is, however, that the state-aid to 
shipping has failed in Its object. The 

- national exchequer is Impoverished by 
the heavy drain on it, and yet trade 
goes from bad to worse. And Instead 
of helping the industrial development 
of the country, the policy is hindering 
it. In fact, state-aid to shipping is 
generally recognized to be so very un­
satisfactory that the Japanese govern­
ment Is believed to be contemplating 
shortly a radical revision of the costly 
policy. Of the prowess of Japanese 
shipbuilders the world is well aware. 
It will be surprised to hear, however, 
that the Chinese are beginning to be 
shipbuilders in the modem sense as 
well. At Hongkong the other day a 
vessel of 170 feet was launched whose

The chief justice objected to hear­
ing- argument and Mr. Justice Clement 
suggested that the Privy Council was 
the proper qourt to appeal to in the 
matter. *

The chief justice wished to know 
hew this matter got among the ap­
peals anyhow. It had not been before 
any other Judge.

Mr. Bod well said it had been re­
ferred to the court and set down on 
the list. "It is immaterial to me what 
Tour Lordships’ Judgment may be. I 
must simply follow my . Instructions 
and press the appeal,” hf added.

Mr. Justice Morrison and Mr. Justice 
Clement both asked whether the argu­
ment could not stand liver till all the 
appeals had been heard.

Mr. Bodwell said there was the fish­
eries dispute and other cases going 
before the Privy Council, and he 
wished to get this among them.

“How long will this argument take?” 
asked Mr. Justice Irving.

"About an hour and a-half or two 
hours,” said Mr. Bodwell,

The chief justice—Then I vote that 
you proceed to amuse us for that 
length of time.

In Mr. Bodwell’s argument he quot­
ed clause 13 of the Term of Union, 
relating to the apportionment of In­
dian lands, and stipulating that these 
lands should be conveyed to the Do­
minion government In trust for the 
use 'of toe Indians only.

-The cmef Justice said It seemed to 
him it was not so much a transfer of 
property as a transfer of administra­
tion from one set of crown officials to 
another.

Mr. Bodwell contended that the Do­
minion government had been given no 
beneficial Interest in the land, which 
must revert to the province as soon 
as the Indians, for whose benefit It 
had ’been conveyed, ceased to use it.

Mr. Justice Morrison asked how the 
question was affected by the procla­
mation of 1763, in reference to the 
treaty with France, following Wolfe’s 
victory at Quebec.

Mr. Bodwell said that the land had 
never been acknowledged to belong to 
the Indians themselves.

The chief Justice said it seemed to 
him perfectly clear that it was only 
the British Columbia trusteeship of 
these lands that was transferred to 
the Dominion. He did not think that

the reversionary Interest was referred 
to at all.

Mr. Bodwell, in closing, said thal 
the question was of particular Interest 
at this time, as certain Indian re­
serves in the province were scarcely 
used any longer by the Indians them­
selves, and, since the Dominion gov­
ernment had failed to state its posi­
tion, these lands could not be disposed 
of for public use.

The court reserved its decision on 
the questions submitted.

The ' provincial government is seek­
ing the opinion of the courte on ques­
tions arising out of ownership of lands 
held as Indian reserves under, various 
changes In the tribes. Members of toe 
government state that they wish the 
questions settled and for that reason 
have sought an opinion by the courts. 
E. V. Bodwell, K. C., representing the 
provincial government, has argued the 
question before * four members of the 
full court sitting in Vancouver, viz,, 
Chief Justice Hunter, Mr. Justice Irv­
ing, Mr. Justice Morrison and Mr. Jus­
tice Clement.

Eight questions were submitted to 
toe court for a decision. These were 
as follows:

L What is the nature and extent of 
the title to be taken and held by the 
Dominion of Canada in the lands 
agreed to bfe conveyed to said Domin­
ion under the provisions of Clause IS 
of the Terms of Union approved by the 
Imperial Order in Council dated the 
16th day of May, 1871?

2. Will the grant of said lands, if 
made by the Dominion with toe assent 
to such provisions, vest the fee of sild 
lands in toe grantee free from any 
trust in favor of the province of Brit­
ish Columbia?

S. Would the lease of said lands, if 
made by the Dominion government 
without toe consent of the province, 
be valid, or in the alternative, or if 
such lease is valid, would the lessor’s 
title be determined under the 
veyance set out in the questions here­
under?

4. Does the B. N. A: act confer upon 
toe Dominion of Canada any, and, if 
so, what title or interest in the public 
lands reserved for the Indians in the 
province of British Columbia?

I. What is the nature and extent 
of the title or interest of the Domin­
ion to any lands reserved for Indians 
which are situated within the bound­
aries of the railway belt of British Co­
lumbia, that is to say, the lands de­
scribed and referred to under section 
2, chapter 14 in the British Columbia 
statutes of 1884, and under clause 11 of 
said Terms of Union.

The report of starvation among the 
Indians in Northern British Columbia 
is discredited by Supt. A. W. Vowell, of 
Indian affairs for British Columbia, 
who was seen Saturday by a Times re­
presentative in regard to the dispatch 
sent out from Vancouver Friday.

“The story of five hundred Indians 
east of Fort George being on the verge 
of starvation carries its own refuta­
tion on its face,” said Mr. Vowell. "In 
theXfirst place, two hundred miles east 
of that post lands you on the prairies 
of west Central Alberta.

Mr. Vowell says that the only In­
dians that could be affected are toe 
Na-annes, a nomadic tribe north of 
Connolly lake and a tribe at the lake. 
The entire number of these tribes 
could not exceed about 200.

From toe most reliable reports, how­
ever, these are all right. The Indian 
department has an arrangement with 
the Hudson’s Bay forts to supply In­
dians who are in pressing need, so that 
it is practically impossible for in­
stances of starvation to arise. 
Hudson’s Bay posts are well supplied 
with food so that no credence can be 
placed in the reports of want.

If, as the report says, wolves abound 
the Indians need not lack as the bounty 
collectable on wolves would supply 
their needs.

Passing 
through an extraordinary grotto sev­
enty yards long, Mr. Clay was allowed 
to cross the river Styx, famous in an­
cient mythology, and yet return to the 
land of the living.

Philadelphia, Pa., Nov, 21.—The fed­

Sask-alta May Be Milk Famine.
New York, N. Y„ Nov. 21.—Thous- 

wlds of cattle, swine and sheep, have * 
been held in pens here as a result of 
the order placing in quarantine all cat­
tle and other food supply animals com­
ing from the states of New York and 
Pennsylvania, and to-day the local 
authorities are taking prompt steps to 
combat the “foot and mouth” disease, 
the rapid spread of which made the 
quarantine necessary. It is feared that 
in addition to a scarcity of beef with 
resultant high prices, a milk famine 
may be caused.

It is believed here by the inspectors 
that the disease originated in Euro­
pean countries, and was communicat­
ed by means of cattle shipped reach­
ing American ports. As a result all 
cattle-carrying ships entering 
United States’ harbors and all live 
stock trains crossing the Canadian bor­
der will be rigorously Inspected for 
traces of the fever. Diseased cattle 
will be killed.

School Children Among Vic­
tims—Difficult Task of Re­

covering Bodies.

ÉP5:New York, Nov. 21.—When dawn 
broke to-day the big force of work­
men who had been struggling almost 
constantly since yesterday forenoon to 
reach the bodies of the score or more 
ol persons who were entombed by the 
explosion and cave-in of the great 
sewer trench in Gold street, Brooklyn, 
saw many hours of labor ahead of 
them. It will 6e hours before even 
the emergency shoring which would 
make it safe for the workers to begin 
digging at the hundreds of tons of de­
bris in the trench can be completed 
and many more hours will be neces­
sary to cut through the tangled mass 
of wreckage which fills the trench.

While it may be possible that some 
of the bodies may be found before 
nightfall, the men In charge of the 
work estimate that at least two days 
would pass before all the bodies are 
recovered. Until that time there will 
be no way of definitely knowing the 
exact number of lives lost in the catas­
trophe.

The more conservative estimates to­
day place the number df dead at about 
twenty-five. This number of persons 
were reported missing late last night 
and not one of the missing ones had 
been found to-day.

Gold street was crowded with school 
children when the explosion occurred, 
and that scores of children were not 
killed or injured was remarkable. A 
woman and three children were almost 
opposite the excavation when the earth 
crumbled under their feet, and they 
were swept down into the hole under 
tons of wreckage. Two other children 
were on the opposite side of the street 
when the sidewalk caved in and they 
lost their lives,

Samuel Trout, foreman of the gang 
of laborers who were laying the water 
main, was near the women and chil­
dren who lost their lives. He 
rushed forward as he felt the street 
tremble from the explosion, in an en­
deavor to save them, but he was 
dragged into the death hole. His body- 
was the first to be recovered. Trout 
had been roasted to a cinder.

Only four of the men working In the 
excavation escaped. They were Strand, 
Frank Sohenwood, John Crain and an 
Italian laborer known as John. These 
men were digging near the open­
ing.,of, a four-foot sewer, and the force 
of the explosion blew them to the en­
trance of it. Strand was hurled far­
ther down, and he pulled the other 
three men after him. Water from the 
broken main began to pour into the 
sower, and the four men were in dan­
ger of being drowned. They began to 
run towards the river, where there was 
an outlet.

Strand described their experience as 
follows: “Our only chance was in 
reaching the outlet to the sewer, and 
we ran down towards the river. It 
was all dark, and we stumbled and 
fell over the things that had been left 
behind by the workmen, 
was three blocks away. By the time 
we reached the river the water was 
up to our waists. We found a bul­
wark there that had been built to 
keep the water from coming in while 
the sewer was built. We climbed to 
the top of this, and from the top 
reached the pier. The water was up to 
opr chins before we got out. Another 
minute and we would have been 
drowned.”

The explosion shook houses for 
blocks around. Thousands of persons 
were attracted to the scene, and the 
police had difficulty in keeping them 
from crowding, too close to the smok-

Of 510 permits issued since the year 
began, some 370 were for dwelling- 
houses. As some were for two or more 
houses, the actual number of new 
homes represented is about four hun­
dred. These range from the modest 
workman's hpme to the residence cost­
ing *8,000 'ttr 110,000. The general run 
of them cost on an average about *1,500 
or *2,000 each.

The value of the year's building op­
erations is close to the million-dollar 
mark now, and will reach it before the 
end of the month. This Is a little under 
last year’s figures, but nevertheless Is 
considered an excellent showing. The 
fact that so much of it is for residen­
tial property Is looked upon as a good 
sign, as on the increase of population 

' naturally depends the progress of build­
ing of other kinds.

The largest outlay on a public in- 
I atltution during the year has been that 
i on the addition to St. Joseph's hospital.
• There has been expended on the build­

ing alone about *120,000. The nurses' 
home at the Royal Jubilee hospital, now 
nearing completion, is costing *15,000. 
The new Home for Aged and Infirm 
Women, on Colllson and McClure 
streets, has cost *20,000. An institution 
of a religious and philanthropic char­
acter Is the Chinese Girls’ Rescue Home 
on Cormorant street, the new building 
for which Is costing *13,000. _jSt, John’s 
church Sunday school room represents 
an outlay of *3,800, and the Tabernacle 
Baptist church, Fort and Cook streets, 
dedicated a couple of weeks ago. *1,600.

In the way of business premises the 
Victoria Machinery Depot Co. has spent 
*25,000 on a foundry. The Victoria 
Transfer Co., which spent *22,000 on 
stables last year, expended *14,000 on 
an addition this year, and the Victoria 
T. & D. Co. laid out *10,000 for the same 
purpose. The rebuilding of the Mahon 
block involved an outlay of about *20,- 
000. Two carriage factories have had 
to be enlarged, both, by a coincidence, 
belonging to members of the city coun- 
icl. Aid. Mable added new buildings to 
his works of a total value of *12,006, and:

BEING QUELLED

iNO NEW OUTBREAKS
IN NEW YORK STATE

Restrictions of Drastic Charac­
ter Are Being Adopted 

by Officials.

Albany, N. Y... Nov. 21.—The out­
break of the foot and %>outh disease In 
this state Is well in hand, according to 
Commissioner Pearson, of the state de­
partment of agriculture, who returned 
to Albany from Buffalo, where he has 
been supervising the efforts to stamp 
out the disease. Commissioner Fear- 
Son will return to Buffalo to-day.

“No new outbreaks were reported 
yesterday,” said Commissioner Pear­
son to-day, “and the situation in this 
state Is well in hand. No human is 
Infected in this state. The livestock 
commission, the men In the railroad 
offices, the sheriff of Erie county, and 
the national and state* veterinary, are 
all in full agreement and are co-oper­
ating with a view to enforcing strict 
quarantine regulations so that the out­
break may be brought to an end at the 
earliest possible moment. Letters have 
been sent to the 1,500 registered veter­
inarians throughout the state notify- 
Ihg them to telegraph to the depart­
ment at once the existence of the dis­
ease or any symptoms that might be 
Indicative of it, that come within their 
knowledge. We have urged them to 
(give the matter close attention.

Country’s World Policy Has 
Driven Her to Financial 

Misery, Says Socialist.

Berlin, Nov. 21.—Tl|ie debate In, the 
Reichstag yesterday .brought out the 
fact that naval estimate* for next year 
reach a total of *100,117*903, which is 
*15,250,000 more than In 1907.

Speaking in the Reichstag yesterday, 
Herr Crier, Socialist, endeavored to 
call attention to the recent interview 
between Chancellor Von Buelow and

“The chancellor desires ’ the stability 
of the Imperial finances,” said Herr 
Crier, “but he ought first to tell us 
what were the results of his interview 
with the Emperor and what guarantees 
he sought and obtained. Our world 
policy has driven us to our present 
financial misery because of our sense­
less burdens for the army and the navy 
and the colonies. The people ask for 
guarantees against the continuance of 
these burdens, as they do against the 
continuance of personal rule. The 
publication of that paragraph in the 
Reichs Anzier has given us nothing,”

Herr Crier was here interrupted by 
Count Von Stolberg, who called him 
to order and directed him to confine 
his discussion to the finance bills then 
before the House. Tbia thé speaker 
did, but as he went on he from time 
to time Inserted sentençA regarding 
the deplorable situation caused by 
“borrowings to pay current obligations 
due -to personal aims and ambitions."

LABOR MEN DISCUSS
COST OF “RED SPECIAL”

Will Ascertain Where Socialists 
Got Funds for Recent 

Campaign.

Denver, Colo.. Nov. 21.—Before the 
president’s report was taken up yester­
day at the convention of the ‘American 
Federation of Labor, Mrs. Harriet G. 
R. Wright, president of the Colorado 
Equal Suffrage Association, was elected 
delegate to represent the National Am­
erican Woman’s Equal Suffrage Asso­
ciation.

Consideration of the committee’s re­
port on the president’s report was then 
resumed. The recommendation on the 
subject of “Legislation and Political 
Action,” which caused a long debate on 
Wednesday, carrying with it the rec­
ommendation that any member of the 
executive council who does not agree 
with any action of the executive coun­
cil should resign, was adopted without 
debate. The only -remarks made, were 
by Delegate John Mitchell, of the Mine 
Workers, who wanted it understood 
that the recommendation of the com­
mittee did not refer to religious opin­
ions.

When the point in the committee’s 
report endorsing the American Federa- 
tionist, the official organ, was reached, 
delegate J. M. Barnes, of the cfgarmak- 
ers. protected against an editorial 
which had appeared during the politi­
cal campaign, asking: "Who Is financ­
ing the Red Special, with which Presi­
dential Candidate Debs madé his cam­
paign?” The editorial also charged 
that forces opposed to labor were fin­
ancing the "red special.” Mr. Barnes 
offered a resolution calling upon the 
convention to appoint a committee to 
go over the books of the Socialist party 
and ascertain where the funds were 
obtained. The resolution jvas signed 
by all the Socialist members who are 
delegates, and they spoke In Its favor.

A motion by T. K. Duffey, of the 
pottery workers, that before the 
amendment to the report be considered 
the Socialists present be asked if they 
endorsed editorials appearing in So­
cialist organs attacking the Federation 
and its officers, was carried.

President Gompers defended the edi­
torial. He asked why the only editorial 
in which he had expressed an opinion 
was taken up, and every charge in the 
editorial was ignored—for he did make 
a number of charges. Mr. Gompers 
charged that the Socialists Were trying 
to disrupt the trade union movement. 
He said that there never had appeared 
a more severe arraignment of the offi­
cers of the Federation in the hostile 
press than appeared in the Cleveland 
Citizen, edited by Max H. Ayer, a rep­
resentative of the Typographical union 
in the convention. Mr.’ Gompers stated 
that he had no 111?will against any 
man personally and that he fought 
principally for the trade union move­
ment. He had no ill-will towards even 
Debs, or Daniel De Leon, although 
both were trying to destroy the trade 
union movement. He said they must 

*the Socialist delegates wouldbe true or
have repudiated them. These charges 
dealt with, the political history of Mr.
Debs.

A. B. Grant, of the metal polishers, 
was called upon, as one bf the fifteen 
Socialists In the convention, to speak 
on the subject. He said he was not 
responsible for the editorials, but that 
he believed that there bad been cases 
whêre labor leaders had sold out, al­
though he made no charges against the 
Federation officers. At this point re­
cess was taken.

The Norwegian steamer Aagot, 2,313 

tons, which is en route from Balti­
more for this coast, has been chartered 
to load lumber at Tacoma for Mel­
bourne or Adelaide. Officers of the 
company expect her to arrive about the 
middle of December. The Aagot has 
bfeen fixed by the American Trading 
Company at San Francisco for this 
voyage. The rate is reported to be 33s 
3d. The Aagot is a steamer o£ 2,313 tons 
register. She steamed from Baltimore 
August 29th, and has called at Barba- 
does, River Plate and Coronel. She is 
now thought to be en route for the 
Sound from the West Coast. Her cargo 
will consist of 1,500,000 feet.

Schooner Robert R. Hind, which has 
been disengaged on Puget Sound 
she returned from Redondo in April, 
has been chartered to carry -lumber 
from Port Gamble to San Francisco. 
The vessel has been towed from Eagle 
harbor, where she has been lying, to 
Poft Gamble. The rate is not made pub­
lic. The Robert R. Hind belongs to the 
well known fleet of Hindi Rolph & Co.

Both owners and shippers anticipate 
considerable activity in lumber in the 
near future, but at present both are 
holding off in the hope that prices will 
advance. The owners have offered ex­
tremely low freights for many months, 
and they are not anxious to close at 
present, expecting that there will be 
an increase before long. There is said 
to be considerable inquiry for offshore 
tonnage.

C. C. Johns, one of the directors of 
the Canadian Northwest Oil Company, 
Limited, a local corporation which is 
the pioneer in the development of the 
vast oil fields of southern Alberta, has 
returned from an inspection of the 
company’s property and the work now 
under way. Speaking to a Times rep­
resentative this morning Mr. Johns ex­
pressed himself as very welt pleased 
with the outlook and with the prog­
ress made since his last visit in July.

“There is not a doubt of the existence 
of an immense body of oil on our prop­
erty,” said Mr. Johns. “The only ques­
tion is the getting it out and that will 
be a matter of but a short time now. 
We have got our first well drilled near­
ly through the hard sandstone over- 
lying the oil sands, and we have a sec­
ond plant all on the ground and being 
erected. So far as we have gone we 
have had four good showings of oil, all 
seepages from some large source and 
giving abundant proof of what Is in 
prospect when we get down to the 
sands. The last of these was at the 
1151 foot level. The geological forma­
tion of ' the district is all in favor of 
the supply of oil being practically in­
exhaustible as it has never been dis­
turbed by volcanic or other action.”

The process of drilling is proving a 
slow one, owing to the fact that there 
is a good deaf of iron in the rock, and 
that particles! lodging 
the hole retard the work. Six other 
companies are at work in the same ter­
ritory, two of which have taken a new 
lease of life since they have seen the 
favorable indicatiohs of the Canadian 
Northwest well and four of which have 
followed the Victoria company into the 
field. The Gloyn Oil Company of Spo­
kane is working on the Flathead river, 
alongside the C. N. W. * property, and 
will shortly be able to ship at the rate 
of two carloads a day. Their great dif­
ficulty is transportation. The C. N. W. 
wells are thirty-five miles from Fin­
cher Creek station, but the company 
will be able to pipe down hill all the 
way and ship at little expense.

Mr. Johns says he has never seen an 
oil field which gave more promise than 
that of Fincher Creek, it is the only 
petroleum base yet found in Western 
Canada and must therefore be of im­
mense benefit to the country.

AT CONVENTION

Valdez, Nov. 23.—A fine of $35,400 and 
the costs of the case, which will run 
into the thousands, was imposed on 
Saturday by Jud£e Seid upon the Jap­
anese seal poachers recently convicted 
of killing fur seal at the Fribylof isl­
ands. There are fifty-nine Japanese in 
each of the two crews seized, and the 
fine was $800 for each man found 
guilty. In default of payment the men 
must serve 300 days In jail at Valdez.

The convicted ere® of the Kinsei 
Maru has given notice of -appeal.

This is the first conviction in the his­
tory of Alaska where pelagic poachers 
have been arrested, and there has been 
a conviction.

The vessels of the United States gov­
ernment have seized alleged Japanese 
poachers twice, but no convictidns were 
secured.

•Some of the men seized in the last 
raid bad been prisoners on other ves­
sels, and through secret service men 
employed by the government as guards 
at Maldez it was found they looked 
upon the arrest as a temporary embar­
rassment. The supposed guards under­
stood the Japanese language, and they 
overheard the conversation of the im­
prisoned men.

The seizure of the%Japanese vessels 
occurred early in August. One of them 
was fitted up to appear like a revenue 
cutter. While a heavy fog was on in 
Behring Sea the cutters approached the 
island and, although the Japanese tried 
to tow their vessels out with small 
boats, they were seized, as were also 
the seals and the pelts taken.

The Bear and McCullogh took the 
crews of the two sealers to Unga, 
where they were held to answer to the 
grand jury, at Valdez.

During the former trials of the Jap­
anese the government did not press 
its suit with vigor. The last cases 
were declared to be aggravated. With 
this in view, the men who understqod 
the Japanese language were engaged 
as guards to overhear what the Jap­
anese had to say. The evidence thus 
obtained made a conviction easy.

Harvard rushed, during the entire 
game, sixty-five . times, : netting 
yards, an average of threfe and 
thirds yards to a rush. Yale rushed 
forty-seven times for a distance of 
ninety-five yards, or nearly a yard less 
per rush on the average.

In kicking, Coy lifted the ball nine 
times for a total of 319 yards, an aver­
age of thirty-five and one-haif yards. 
Harvard called upon her fullbacks to 
kick and the total of their efforts was 
325 yards for eleven times, an average 
of thirty-nine and two-thirds yards.

From the start of the game to the 
end there was over eagerness among 
the players to be in the fight, and this 
brought many penalties, Harvard los­
ing 120 yards on twelve penalties and 
Yale fifty-five yards on six* penalties. 
Neither team "tried many of the re­
sourceful plays which ^the revised rules 
have brought out.

Banked along the\ gridiron was the 
largest crowd ever seen here, number­
ing 40,000. The cheering and the sing­
ing came only in the momentary spells 
when the game halted to let a player 
recover his breath. Cheer leaders found 
little response to the call for a song 
except when the tension was relaxed. 
In this respect the game stands out 
unique among the many which have 
been played here.

Before the igame was begun, when 
the tens of thousands were pouring 
into the stands ttnd the bands were 
playing, the songs were Inspiring in 
their volume and melody.

The report of the British Columbia 

Electric Railway Company, submitted at 
the recent annual meeting in London, 
stated that the business of the company 
for the year showed continued and in­
creasing prosperity in all departments. 
The repprt also indicates quiet but steady 
progress for the cities and districts served 
by the railway.

The gross receipts show an increase of 
$525,218, or 36 per cent., and the net earn­
ings, including income from investments 
in subsidiaries, and after charging renew­
als, an increase of $208,749, or 30 per cent., 
over those of the preceding year: The 
following charges have been made against 
the revenue account of the year, viz., pro­
vision for renewals, maintenance (from 
which £11,830 has been deducted for ad­
justments and expenditure on renewals 
during the year), £31,101; bonus to em­
ployees, £8,350; amount added to capital 
amortization ftind, £1,940. The net profit 
for the year after making these deduc­
tions, amounts to £154,223, to which is 
added the balance brought forward, mak­
ing a total of £157,704. Interest on de­
bentures and debenture stock to June 
30th, and the dividends already paid on 
the preference, preferred ordinary, and 
deferred ordinary stocks absorb £83,730, 
leaving £73,973 available.

The directors recommended a dividend 
on the deferred ordinary stock, including 
the recent issue of 100,000 deferred ordin­
ary shares at £1 each, at the rate of 8 
per cent, per annum for the six months 
to June 30th, making 8 per cent, for the 
year, and they transferred £49,000 to re­
serve fund (increasing this fund to £140,- 
000) and carry forward £4,973. During the 
year £218,021 has been spent In extensions 
and improvement of the property and 
equipment. Since the date of the last re­
port £300,000 further capital has been is­
sued to provide funds to meet the rapid 
development of the company’s business in 
all departments; the directors now pro­
pose to increase the authorized capital by 
£300,000, leaving the balance of unissued 
capital at the same figure as last1 year.

Former Lady Hope Appears in

(6) They fully Recognized the neces­
sity existing for the establishment of 
a theological college in intimate rela­
tion with the proposed university in 
this province and strongly commend­
ed the support of this important pro­
ject.

(7) They expressed a strong feeling 
of gratitude to yhe Ven. Archdeacon 
Scriven for his kindly and most cap­
able administration of the diocese dur­
ing the absence if the lord bishop.

(8) They referred with the deepest
regret to the lamented death of Chan­
cellor Drake, whd> was one of the very 
strongest of supporters of the church’s 
Interests in this city, while they noted 
with lively satisfaction the elevation 
of Mr. Lindley Crease to the very re­
sponsible position of chancellor, and 
of Mr. E. T. Wootton, of the parish of 
St. Barnabas, to the position of regis­
trar. , -

(9) They stror.gly approved of the 
employment of lay readers, through­
out the diocese, ias a practice which 
was deserving of the warmest encour­
agement.

(10) They recognized with much con­
cern the present deficit In the funds 
of the mission board and pressed upon 
his lordship, the bishop, the rural 
deans, clergy and churchwardens, the 
advisability of bringing this matter, at 
the very earliest possible moment, be­
fore the various parishes in this dio­
cese, with a view of finding a suitable 
remedy for this unfortunate state of 
affairs.

MANUFACTURERS FEAR 
LOSS OF B. C. MARKET

Agents of Association Com­
plain of British Com­

petition.

J. E. Walsh and R. W. Breadner, of 
Toronto, are in the city and are guests 
of the Royal Alexandra hotel, says the 
Winnipeg Free Press. These gentle­
men are identified with the work of 
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa­
tion, and are in the west for the pur­
pose of securing Information and of 
rendering service to the members in 
this province. Mr. Walsh Is the trans­
portation manager and Mr. Breadner 
the tariff manager for the association. 
They will go -through to the Pacific 
coast, and will also make special in­
quiry into matters in British Cblumbio.

In an interview with a reporter of 
the Free Press, Mr. Walsh stated that 
serious inroads had been made on the 
trade of British Columbia by British 
shippers to the detriment of the manu­
facturers of Canada, large consign­
ments being conveyed to the Pacific 
coast from Great Britain by way of the 
Suez canal. This freight was carried 
by these vessels at a low rate and the 
amount of it was considerable. No per­
ishable goods could be taken, but all 
package freight, which was not of this 
class was accepted, 
the transportation of similar goods 
from eastern Canada by rail were 
turally high and it was the purpose of 
the representation of the association to 
look into the entire question and to 
ascertain whether there was not some 
method by which the manufacturers of 
eastern Canada could be placed on a 
footing of greater equality with the 
manufacturers of Great Britain in this 
regard.

MEXICAN TRADE 
IS ATTRACTIVE

NEW STEAMSHIP LINE
IS BEING FORMED

Rumor of an Amalgamation 
Between Existing Com­

panies on Coast.

There is to be an opposition line be­

tween the ports of the North Pacific 
coast and Mexico, according to ad­
vices received on Friday. A company 
has been formed in Seattle for the pur­
pose of running a line of steamers to 
that country and already.it is reported 
that a subsidy has been granted them 
by the Mexican government. These 
steamers will operate between Puget 
Sound and Mexico, calling also at Van­
couver and Victoria. Officials of the 
company say that they feel sure there 
is plenty of business to be done if some 
strong company takes it in hand In a 
businesslike way. There will be offices 
of the company In this city for the pur­
pose of looking after the local end.

At the same time that the announce­
ment is made in connection with the 
new line comes a rumor from Vancou­
ver that the Union Steamship Company 
of that city is to buy out the present 
Canadian-Mexican line of steamers 
which, it is stated, has been run at a 
loss since its inception. It is thought 
that the Union Company could handle 
the business better than a separate 
company as their boats now engaged in 
the northern trade would act as feed­
ers for the Mexican boats and also as 
distributors ^t this end. There is no 
official confirmation of the latter rumor.

Coroner’s Jury Brings in Ver­
dict of Accidental 

Death.

An inquest was held by Coroner Hart 
and a jury, of which Samuel Waller 
was foreman, Thursday afternoon into 
the death of Charles Aubin, who 
was killed by a fall from a staging 
while at work,.on the Princess Royal at 
the B. C. Marine Railway works.

Dr. Herman Robertson said he had 
received an urgent call to Bullen’s ways 
at two o’clock on Wednesday, and on 
his arrival found the man dead. De­
ceased had a fracture of. the vault of 
the skull and most probably a hepiorrh- 
age of blood on the brain. This was 
the cause of death.

William Rains, who had been work­
ing with Aubin at the time he fell, 
stated that they both were striking at 
a bolt in a plate on the bow of the 
Princess Royal. Aubin was working 
left-handed, and he right-handed. Au­
bin had his left foot on the edge of a 
plank and the force of the blow caused 
his foot to slip and carried him over. 
He fell about four feet on a staging be­
low and then pitched off head-first to 
the ground, striking on the handle of a 
wheelbarrow. The fall was one of 
seventeen feet in all.

"Was the scaffolding a safe one, in 
your opinion?” asked the coroner.

“It was all right, well put up in 
every respect,” witness replied.

'Was there any guard or rope to pro­
tect men?”

“It was not necessary and it is not 
usual.”

Rains said Aubin was a very careful 
workman.

Foreman Waller asked if it was the 
custom here to put up a scaffold with­
out any protection, and was told that 
it was. He insisted that it was the 
custom in England to have protection, 
but the witness, himself an English­
man, denied this.

‘Was it possible to put a rope about 
the staging?” the coroner asked.

“It would get in the way of the ham­
mer,” witness replied, Vand would be 
dangerous.

In reply to juror Lorimer he said the 
platform was two feet wide. He de­
clared the scaffold a safe one to work 
on and the accident likely to happen 
to anyone, young or old.;

Arthur J. Daniels was standing close 
to where Aubin fell and helped to pick 
him up. Aubin wa# unconscious, Dan­
iels considered the scaffold quite safe. 
Aubin was standing in two planks, al­
though there are usually three, and this 
was quite enough for a man striking 
bolts.

“Whose fault was it that there were 
not three planks?” asked Juror Lori­
mer.

The death of Sir Henri Joly de Lot- 
blnlere removed one who during his 
tenure of office as Lieut.-Governor of 
the province, made himself exceedingly 
popular. Well advanced in years be­
fore he was called upon as Lieut.-Gov­
ernor to make his home here, he Identi­
fied himself with the life of the province 
In a manner which was somewhat a sur­
prise to many of his friends.

Throughout the seigniory 
with Its miles of roadways with scat­
tered villages and tidy farms, every­
thing indicated comfort. The buildings 
were always kept neat and clean, and 
the inhabitants seemed to vie with each 
other in having the houses spotlessly 
white.

Throughout his life he kept In 
constant touch with the scattered mem­
bers of the family. Never a week pass­
ed that he did not write each member 
of the family no matter how pressing 
the business of his office.

It was while a resident ' of this city 
that he passed through his saddest af­
fliction. This was the death or Lady 
Joly. During a prolonged illness Sir 
Henri watched daily at her bedside. 
The anxious moments he passed and 
the grief following her death had its 
effect Hé never recovered fully from 
the blow and there is no doubt that it 
shortened his life.

•that the programme calls for a resolu­
tion on the subject, ‘That we disap­
prove of the order to trustees and 
teachers, re flag, dated July, 1908, that 
we strongly maintain the school 
board’s insistence of the use of the Can­
adian ensign.’ I hope during the dis­
cussion that we will inquire into the 
matter, as to whether it was an order 
or not, and pass no resolution oh the 
subject that would place us in a false 
position. If you look at the report of 
our convention held in Nelson, In Feb­
ruary, 1907, you will see that a resolu­
tion was passed, ‘That a clause be in­
serted in the School Act making it com­
pulsory to fly the Canadian flag on all 
school buildings during school hours.’
Now, in the supplying of the 
Jack, we cannot say that the govern­
ment has not supplied a Canadian flag.
The question comes down to the trus­
tees and to the several school boards, 
to select or see which of the Canadian 
flags they will fly. As far as my in­
formation goes the government has not 
made it compulsory to fly the Union 
Jack, but when approached upon the 
subject by the New Westminster school 
board informed them that they could 
fly any flag they desired. In the face of 
such evidence as this, I cannot see how 
we can pass any resolutions savoring of 
censure to the government, on this sub­
ject.”

“I notice with pleasure,” continued 
he, “that we are to be addressed by 
representatives from the Alberta Trus­
tees Association.
