They wefe steaming in line abreast. Four 
of the cruisers took up a position behind 
the heavier ships.

“The Japanese opened fire at four 
miles; the Russians immediately replied. 
The latter which had been disposed in 
line altered their position. The Askold 
and Boyarin advanced abreast and the 
Novik moved down the coast towards 
Liao Tshin, while the Bayan advanced 
and led the rest of the fleet between the 
heavier vessels of Russia’s enemy and 
the coast. The land batteries followed 
the fleet Into action, Viceroy Alexieff and 
his staff observing the engagement from 
Golden Hill.

“The enemy steamed to within forty 
cable lengths (about 8,000 yards), and 
in the three-quarters of an hour ap­
proached to within 25 cable lengths 
(5,000 yards), and then heading about to­
ward the south the fleet soon disappear­
ed in the mist, which veiled the horizon.

“The enemy’s fire was directly chiefly 
against the Golden Hill and the electric 
searchlight station batteries, upon which 
the Japanese rained a perfect storm of 
shells. Many shells fell in the west 
basin, a few even reaching Quail Hill.

“Only the Novik, Askold and Diana 
sustained injuries. Tpward the end of 
the engagement a column of steam and 
smoke poured out of one of the Japan­
ese vessels, and it is believed she sank.”

The Novoe Krai says it was learned 
later that six of the enemy’s ships were 
damaged, and that 150 men were killed 
or wounded.

The Russian losses as given by the 
Novoe Krai corresponds with the official 
report. The Russian protected cruiser 
Pallada, although torpedoed and ashore, 
participated in th£ action. - The Russian 
torpedo boats awaited the, orders to at­
tack, east of the Squadron, but the 
enemy did not approach within the dis­
tance desired.

The account concludes: “Although the 
enemy’s squadron was composed of the 
best ships in the Japanese fleet, all being 
excellent armor, while most of ours were 
without armor, our ships did not hesitate 
to approach the enemy at full speed, the 
pace being so rapid that the enemy could 
not get their range. The Novik particu­
larly distinguished herself several times, 
attacking the Mikasa, the Japanese flag, 
ship.”

ly, and five others slightly, wounded,

“ ‘At 9 o’clock fourteen of the enemy’s 
ships assembled before Port Arthur, and 
a b >mhardment was begun with the 
heavy guns of their battleship squadron 
at long range. This lasted until 1 o'clock 
In the afternoon. It is estimated that 
they fired 154 twelve-inch shells. The 
damage to our vessels was insignificant, 
and they are again ready for battle. Our 
losses were: One officer slightly wound­
ed and one soldier killed and four sol­
diers wounded. The illumination of the 
sea by night by the searchlights was 
most satisfactory, and several times iso­
lated shots from the batteries forced the 
enemy’s torpedo boats to retire.

With the commencement of the bom­
bardment at dawn the guns of the for­
tress replied to the enemy’s fire. The 
crews of all the ships engaged gave proof 
of remarkable coolness in action. Be­
low decks the work of the day followed 
its ordinary course in spite of the shells 
falling between the vessels and covering 
them with fragments. A bombardment 
at such a distance must be considered in­
effective.

“ The Japanese cruiser Takasago is 
reported to have been seen to suffer seri­
ous damage, the extent, however, it is 
impossible to ascertain at a distance of 
five miles. Many shells were fired at a 
range of seven and a half miles.’

“I have the honor to report the fore­
going to Your Majesty. (Signed) 
Alexieff.”

Admiral Alexieff has sent the following 
message to the Emperor:

“In the fight between .our torpedo boats 
and the Japanese cruisers on March 9th, 
Capt. Mattoussevitch, Ensign Alexan­
dra® and mechanical engineer, received 
slight injuries.

“The commandant at Port Arthur re­
ports as follows concerning the bombard­
ment of the fortress there on March 10th: 
‘As soon as the enemy opened fire our 
batteries replied. Six of the enemy’s 
ships remained behind the Liao Tishin 
promontory and opened fire on the for­
tress over that shelter. They ceased 
bombarding at 1/15 p.m. The enemy 
fired about 200 projectiles. One shell 

| from battery No. 15 on Electric cliff 
damaged a Japanese cruiser seriously. 
The results of the bombardment were in­
significant. Six soldiers were wounded, 
three inhabitants of the town were killed 
and one was seriously wounded.’

“According to General Stoessel’s report 
the officers and soldiers in the batteries 
fired their guns in perfect order.”

MarakofFs Plans.
St. Petersburg, March 11.—The com­

plete story of the fierce fight off Port 
Arthur between the torpedo boat flotil­
las which occurred on Wednesday (not 
Thursday) and the bombardment which 
followed on Thursday morning was not 
given out here until after midnight. Of­
ficial messages from Viceroy Alexieff 
had been received during the day, and 
presented to the Emperor, but the pub­
lic remained in suspense.

All sorts of rumors of the information 
contained in the dispatches were spread 
among the officials, but they did not 
have the texts and were under the im­
pression that Admiral Makoroff had di­
rected that attack upon the enemy’s fleet.

When the texts appeared it became 
evident that the collisions between the 
torpedo fleets had occurred accidentally 
during the night while the Russians 
were scouting in search of the enemy. As 
far as known this is the first time the 
torpedo boats have engaged each other. 
Although the odds were against the Rus­
sians, the Japanese flotilla was support­
ed by the cruiser squadron. The Rus­
sians made a heroic dash for the x foe, 
and apparently had the better of} the 
combat, sinking a Japanese torpedo boat 
until the cruisers got within range, and 
one of the latter’s shells crippled the 
Stereguschtehi.

The gallant action of Vice-Admiral 
Makaroff in transferring his flag to the 
fast cruiser Novik and sailing out in 
the face of the enemy in an attempt at 
rescue, received unstinted praise, stamp­
ing him at the outset of his command as 
a man of force and action, who insists 
upon being in the van of the fighting. 
Not much importance is attached here 
to the bombardment, on account of the 
great distance of the enemy from the 
batteries. Their cruisers took refuge be­
hind Liao Tishin promontory, fearing to 
expose themselves to the direct fire of 
the forts.

The removal of the battleship Retvi- 
zan from the mouth of the inner harbor, 
which marked the assumption of com­
mand by Admiral Makaroff, will permit 
the free exit of the heavy armored ships. 
It had been believed that the reason why 
the Russian ships had not made a sortie 
before was the apprehension of meeting 
with a superior force, but it is now clear 
that the ships were unable to leave. 
With this channel open it is expected 
that Admiral Makaroff will make the 
squadron an aggressive one.

Appreciating the misfortune of a di­
vision of the fleet before the war, i't is" 
believed that Admiral Makaroff will at­
tempt to unite his forces by bringing the 
Vladivostoek squadron to Port Arthur.

Repairs- on the battleship Retvizan 
will be completed in a few weeks, but 
the' battleship Czarevitch is so badly 
damaged that it is thought that she can­
not" participate in any of the operations 
for a long time:

Nh official reports of recent fights have 
been received" here up to this hour.

“Preparatory Bombardment.”
London, March 12.—Although there is 

some confusion of dates in the official 
messages from the Far East regarding 
recent attacks on Port Arthur and 
other" engagements; it would" appear- that

no fresh action took place on Friday. 
A correspondent ef the Daily Telegraph 
at Seoul describes the Japanese attacks 
upon Port Arthur as “successful pre­
paratory bombardments,” thereby un­
doubtedly intimating that a greater at­
tempt to reduce Port Arthur is immin­
ent.

The official announcement from Muk­
den that the Russian army corps which 
arrived at Harbin will be held there be­
cause of the landing of Japanese troops 
at different points and the reports of 
the intentions of the Japanese comman­
ders, is an unintentional tribute from 
Viceroy Alexieff to Japan’s extraordin­
ary success in concealing her plan of 
campaign and mystifying the enemy a» 
to her movements.

A -Chefoo correspondent of the Daily- 
Mail says the Japanese disembarkation 
is proceeding at Chemulpo and points 
to the northward with marvellous rapid­
ity. The correspondent calculates that 
up to the present, 70,000 Japanese hav 
been landed in northern Korea. As h 
example of the terrible power of tfc 
Japanese “Shimose” powder, a comes 
pondent of the Standard at Tokio re­
lates that a Russian sailor who wa- 
hurt in the naval fight off Chemulpo 
was brought to Matsuyam, Japan. The 
man has 160 wounds.

The Tientsin correspondent of the 
Standard reports that influential China­
men living in the United States have 
telegraphed the Chinese foreign boaiA 
urging that the Emperor be made head 
of the army and that China join Japan 
against Russia. The Chinamen in ques­
tion offer to raise the funds necessary 
for this. Refugees from Newchwang, 
this correspondent continues, report that 
the Japanese are landing at a small 
bay on the Liao Tung peninsula.

No further news has been received of 
the reported Japanese movements at 
Fengwang Cheng, but a correspondent 
of the Daily Telegraph, who is now at 
Chemulpo, maintains that the most strik­
ing developments will occur on the 
Liao Tung peninsula.

of February 15th. Copies of the paper 
have just been received1 by Shezaburo 
Shimizu, Japanese consul for Chicago. 
The account by Oapt. Matsutnura is the 
first from a Japanese eye-witness. The 
captain was wounded in the foot as he 
stood: on the bridge of the Fuji by a 
shell from one of the Port Arthur bat­
teries.

Oapt. Matsumlira’s story reveals the 
fact that the Japanese battleship Fuji 
was badly damaged, but not disabled by 
Russian shells, while two of its officers, 
Commander Nakayama and Lieut, 
Miura, were killed by a single shell while 
standing on the bridge. Oapt. Matsum- 
ura’s description of the naval battle and 
the events leading up to it is as follows:

“Admiral Togo called) the captains of 
the allied- fleet to his flagship in Sasebo 
harbor on February 6th. Plans were 
discussed, but of course were not re­
vealed. At 2 o’clock that afternoon the 
fleet left the harbor.

“At 8 a. m. on February 7th, smoke 
was noticed on the horizon, the TaukusM 
was dispatched to investigate, and dis­
covered1 the Russian steamer Russia, 
which was captured.

“Shortly after this prize was taken, 
Rear-Adr-irl Uriu, and one of the div­
in: cirs<iti6ïiÀileo.t^8t»rted for Chemulpo; 
Admiral Tbgq directed the hoisting of 
signal flags that read: ‘Attach the 
enemy’s boats as soon as they are seen.’ 
Late that day a Russian torpedb boat 
chaser was seen, and shots were ex­
changed at a distance of about 3,000 
metres.

“The second-class cruiser Ohitoz, and 
two other smaller vessels were dispatch­
ed at 9 a. m. on February 9th towards 
Port Arthur to reconnoitre. They re­
ported sighting five of the enemy’s boats, 
who fired on them. The fortress did1 not 
fire, so Admiral Togo signalled1: ‘Attack 
the main fleet at once.’

“As the Japanese fleet proceeded to­
wards Port Arthur they met, coming out 
of the harbor, a Japanese and a Russian 
merchantman, the Manchuria. The Rus­
sian vessel was captured without firing 
a shot.

At 11 a. m., at a distance of 10 knots 
from Port Arthnr, one of the enemy’s 
scout boats was sighted, and two boats 
were sent after it. It returned to the 
harbor.

“Then Che Japanese fleet formed in 
fighting line and approached the harbor. 
We saw Russian men-of-war trying to 
get back under shelter of the fort’s 
guns. The Mikasa fired first and- then 
raised the attacking flag. The enemy 
answered, and the engagement became 
general. The Russian shells fell short, 
but the fire from Che forts damaged the 
fleet slightly.

“Our men behaved splendidly. They 
showed no excitement, but great en­
thusiasm in their work at the guns. We 
wished to continue the fight, but the 
shells from fhe shore batteries were- 
falling alarmingly close, and we fiea>ted> 
the torpedo boats, so the signal was 
given to retire.

“Out casualties in- this first attack on 
Port Arthur were: Killed, two officers, 
three non-commissioned1 officers and one 
man; seriously wounded, two officers, one 
non-commissioned officer, four midship­
men and eighteen men; slightly wounded, 
four officers, five non-com-missioned’ offi­
cers and twenty-five men,”

MYSTIFIED.

Russian Military and Naval Authorities 
Guessing at Object of Japanese 

Movements.

Military and naval circles are mysti­
fied at the purpose of the appearance of 
Japanese torpedo boats during the pr 
ous night, as it was not accompanied by 
a serions attempt upon the Russian 
ships. The bombardment of the fleet 
from a position of the Liao-Tshim pro­
montory, which is five to- six miles from 
Golden Hill, at the entrance of the har­
bor, is believed to indicate that the 
Japanese were afraid- to risk a front at­
tack under the guns of the land batteries. 
It is considered doubtful whether aay of 
the guns of the Russian batteries com­
mand the location from which the Japan­
ese were firing. It is pointed out that 
dropping shells into the harbor and town, 
even in fun, is accompanied by danger, 
and this hap-hazardi work is explicable 
perhaps only on the theory that it was 
meant as a diversion to cover more seri­
ous operations elsewhere. Still some of 
the experts here declare their belief that 
the only object of the Japanese was to 
keep the garrison and fleet worried.

Port Arthur, March 11.—Last night 
passed without incident. The Japanese 
squadron, Which disappeared1 after 
Tnursday’s bombardment and naval fight, 
has not returned.

The Russian squadron proceeded to sea 
this morning, and returned this after­
noon. It is understood that no Japanese 
ships were sighted.

Although during the bombardment a 
number of shells from the Japanese 
ships burst in the streets of the town, 
the damage to the buildings was com­
paratively slight.

The new town sustained the greatest 
damage. A shell burst a few yards from 
the house of M. Sidorski, lawyer, whose 
wife is a daughter of Col. Baron Frank 
M. Sidorski, and his daughter was killed 
on the spot, her head being blown off. 
Mme. Sidorski was injured by fragments 
of the shell, and a girl was injured, and 
died soon afterwards in the hospital.

A Chinaman was killed and several 
Chinamen were wounded.

Gen. Stoessel, the commander of the 
Russian troops at Port Arthur, and his 
staff, while watching the bombardment, 
were peppered by splinters from a shell, 
but sustained no injuries.

On Golden Hill, Lieut. Wachtin and 
one soldier were wounded.

A Japanese ironclad was struck by a 
Russian shell and slowly withdrew.

The bombardment, which was severe, 
only ceased at 12.45 in the afternoon.

By" the Korean Government Are Nulli­
fied Bÿ Recent" Protocol!

Tokio, March 11.—The Japanese-

FRENCH NAVAL SECRETS.
JAPANESE VISITORS.

Humor That Their Visit is in Connec­
tion With Financial Matters.

Non-Commissioned Officer in Custody 
Charged With Attempting to 

Sell Documents.

San Francisco, March 12.—Baron K. 
Kaneko, former Japanese minister of 
agriculture and commerce, and K. Taka­
hashi, vice-president of the Yokohama 
Specie Bank, have arrived here on the 
steamer Siberian. They refused to he 
interviewed, and departed immediately 
for Washington.

Paris, March 10.—In spite of official

tion.

The discovery of this alleged attempt 
came as a result of the accidental open­
ing -of a letter addressed to a noh-com- 
mlissioned officer by a naval captain of 
the same name. This letter was from 
an intermediary, but it indicated the 
principals in the affair. It is alleged 
that several women are implicated, and 
that one of them has confessed! It ap­
pears now that, only one docnihent is 
missing from the ministry of marine, but 
-it is possible that Martin photographed 
and replaced others. It is not likely that 
the information alleged' to have been 
stolen got,beyond the intermediary, and 
it is said that the Japanese naval at­
tache who is supposed to have been in 
indirect communication with Martin sail­
ed for home on board one of the cruisers 
which Japan purchased from Argentina.

Prince Itchijo, who succeeded the 
Japanese naval attache who returned 
home, has informed the Petit Journal 
that Martin wrote him four days after 
his arrival in Paris, proposing a meeting 
to communicate important business. The 
Prince was in-disposed and in reply 
wrote and asked Martin to state the na­
ture of his business. Martin answered 
that he was unable to tell his business 
in a letter, and fixed another time and 
place for a meeting. This appointment 
the Prince kept, but Martin, had been 
arrested, and therefore did not appear.

It is said that the documents accffsi- 
ble to Martin related to the possibility 
of joint naval action on the part of 
France and Russia.

THE KISHINEFF MASSACRES.

Trial Is Over—Sentences Passed on 
Twenty Prisoners and Thirty- 

Six Discharged.

Kishineff, Russia, March 11.—The 
trial of prisoners charged with participat­
ing in the massacre of Jews here -last 
April is closed. The court to-day gave 
judgment in the case of Rusnke and 
fifty others, of whom eighteen were 
charged with homicide during the anti- 
Jewish rioting and forty for creating dis­
orders. Rusnke and Boddjan were found 
guilty of the murder Of a Jewish couple. 
Rusnke was sentenced to four years im­
prisonment and Bod-ijan to twenty years. 
Fifteen persons accused of rioting were 
recommended to a year’s imprisonment, 
and three others to -four months. Thirty- 
six of the accused were discharged, and 
the damage suits were not considered, 
and sixty-four were disallowed. The 
damage suits were all brought by Jews. 
The final judgment will formally be an­
nounced on April 25th.

FRENCH NAVAL SECRETS.

Government Likely to Confiné Action to 
Prosecution of Officer and 

His Wife.

Paris, March 11.—The criminal inves­
tigation authorities have assigned two 
leading lawyers to defend; the non-com­
missioned officer, Martin, ahd his wife, 
who are accused of disposing of secrets 
of the ministry of marine'to a Japanese 
naval attache.

Port Townsend, March 14.—Mystery 
surrounds the fate of the little steamer 
Hope, which left here shortly after noon 
on Saturday.

$54.37. This warrant was received by 
him on March 2nd, at 1.30 p. m. In pur­
suance of fhe warrant he proceeded to 
the place of business of G. J. Cook, 86 
Fort street, for the purpose of levyii g. 
This was about ten minutes to two. 
Just before he reached the place Cook 
appeared, riding rapidly on a bicycle. He 
passed witness, left his wheel inside the 
gate arid entered by the store door. When 
witness arrived the accused had barred 
the store door, passed through the blind­
ing, reappeared at the rear, ani en­
countered' witness at the gate as he came

Seeing that
Walker was hopelessly gone, he counselled 
Oalder to keep within the boat. He then 
sent the Chinaman off the schooner. He 
attached a line to him, and 1$ was well he 
did, for John sunk head first on striking the 
water and was hauled into the. boat by the 
heels.

Later In the day the two skippers went 
ashore and walked around two miles to 
where the wreck lay. Indians who had 
come out to pillage were driven away, and 
a man was placed In charge of the schoon­
er. Capt. Macaulay then' arranged to have 
all his crew stay at the hotel ashore. The 
body of Walker had washed ashore about 
half an hour after the young man was 
drowned, and arrangements were made for 
his burial.

Survivors from the wreck reached this 
city mi the steamer Edna Grace Sunday 
jiiàht. The vessel had beeb engaged to 
bring them back by Capt. Giant, of the 
Victoria Sealing Company, owners of the 
Penelope, and the captain, accompanied 
by Capt Balcom, made the trip down 
tic Straits in order to make ah inspec­
tion of the schooner and to see whether , 
or not she would be worth'saving. They 
found her among big boulders badly 
chafed from pounding against the rocks, 
but for all not so badly damaged as the 
Saucy Lass, which sunk at Clayoquot 
last year. Capt. Grant believes that she 
can be salvaged, and he has left a man 
in charge to keep the Indians from fur­
ther completing the work of destruction.

Capt. Mavaulay, when seen on Mon­
day. gave a Times representative the 
first story that has been told of the mis­
fortune to the sealer. He said the Pene­
lope left Victoria on her regular spring 
sealing cruise on the 7th inst. He had 
not got out of sight of Victoria when à 
heavy soutliwester sprung up and the 
schooner had to put into William Head 
for shelter. The night was spent at the 
quarantine station. Next morning thé 
schooner proceeded down the Straits.

"The barometer was falling,” said 
Capt. Macaulay, “and I decided to put 
into Clallam Bay. I arrived at 5 o’clock 
and dropped anchor. At the time there 
was little wind but a heavy swell. At 
11.30 the wind swept in from the east­
ward. This was accompanied by a heavy 
sea, and I soon found the vessel drag­
ging. I let go another anchor, but the 
chain carried away, and the schooner 
continued to drive in towards shore. I 
intended to clear away and stand out to 
sea. I slipped the starboard cable, but 
couldn’t get a pin out of the shacklo 
soon enough. Everything had been pre­
pared with a view of swinging out. A 
buoy was fastened to the anchor and I 
started to make sail. The ferestaysaii 
was set, and the craw started to set the

DISCUSSES:

The question naturally rises'—in the event 
of Great Britain becoming embroiled in 
war with some formidable power re­
quiring the utilization of her every re­
source—what part would Canada’s citi­
zen soldiery on this coast play? That 
this would be the scene of stirring activ­
ity there is no doubt in view of the pre­
eminent importance of the place from a 
strategical viewpoint.

NEW COAL SHAFT.as '

Supt. Russell, of Nanaimo, Tells of the 
Work Going on These.

L T
(From Saturday’s Daily.)

Thos. Russell, superintendent of the 
Western Fuel Company’s mines at Na­
naimo, is in the city to-day. He will re­
turn to the Coal City to-morrow. The 1 
sinking of the new shaft near Departure 
Bay is going forward very satisfactorily, 
he says, and inside of six weeks he ex­
pects to be into the main coal body under 
Newcastle island.

The result will be that a larger number 
of men will be employed in the mines 
when this is finished. The body of coal 
is not a new one, but is being reached 
from another point in addition to No. 1 
shaft Mr. Russell points out that one 
benefit from the sinking of the new shaft 
will be that the men will enter nearer 
their work than at present. The eight- 
hour day with the miner, according to 
the new law, and as it has been in prac­
tice with the Western Fuel Company 
for years, is from pit head to pit head. 
To reach the coal beds under Newcastle 
island from No. 1 shaft would employ 
several hours. By cutting into the body 
of coal from the new shaft they are close 
to their work, and about two hours’ time 
is saved in going to and from the pithead 
to the working parts of the mine.

Bunkers with a present capacity of 
3,000 tons are being built, and the neces­
sary machinery is now 
equipping them. Some of it has been 
shipped from the east, and is now at 
Vancouver.

The large boilers manufactured by the 
Albion Iron Works for the shaft head 
will go up to Nanaimo on the City of 
Nanaimo within a few days and be in­
stalled. The arrangements are such that 
no railway will be required to convey 
the coal from the pit head to the bunk­
ers. It is dumped immediately either 
into the ship which may be lying along­
side, or into the bunkers. So perfect 
will be the facilities that in order to 
quickly dispatch a vessel coal may be 
loaded from the bunkers and from the 

head into the collier at the same 
time.

There was an 
increase in the expenditure during the 
year of $87,842. The total revenue of 
the department was $4,366,127, leaving 
a surplus of $395,268. If the expendi­
ture of the Yukon and Atiin districts is 
included there will still be a surplus of 
$231,728. This exceeds all past records.

Hamilton, of the Wm, Hamilton 
Manufacturing Company, Peterboro, 
Ont., is in the province installing the 
large dredge for the Iowa-Lillooet Gold 
Mining Company. This dredge will be 
the largest in Canada, and, as soon as 
warmer weather sets in, operations will 
be commenced. The machinery was 
taken overland to Ashcroft in a wagon 
bo LUlooet.

Mr. Hamilton’s description of the 
dredfce given in the Vancouver News- 
Advertiser is as follows: The dredge 
just completed] will be operated this 
spring, and will cost close on to $90,000, 
the estimate being $86,500- 
bucket dredge of the New Zealand type, 
especially designed1 to conform with con­
ditions which obtain. It has been so 
designed that all the weak parts of the 
former dredges have been strengthened! 
by file use of a stronger and more last­
ing material, and of different design. The 
hull' is 100 feet long and 34 feet in width, 
and is built of Douglas fir. The bow is 
sheeted with steel plate. The main 
gantry, which supports the ladder, is of 
steel. The ladder, which is 72 feet in 
length, weighs 90,000 pounds, and has a 
continuous chain of buckets revolving 
round it'. Each of these buckets is cap­
able of carrying six cubic feet of gravel, 
andl is made of steel plate, with Kps of 
lxT-inch nickel steel. The bushing and 
pins connecting these buckets are made 
of the best manganese steel. There are 
four links to each bucket, which are 
made «f 2x6-incih steel, and bushed with 
manganese steel. The gravel is discharged 
from these buckets at the rate of 15 
yards per minute into a revolving screen, 
5x4, which is made of steel plate perf or­
ated! with holes. The gravel, in passing 
through this screen, is washed, the water 
being discharged into the screen at the 
rate of 35,000 gallons per minute. All 
the small gravel and gold filters through 
the screen on to the tables, and! the 
larger material passes through to the 
elevators or stackers, which deliver it 
40 feet from the stem of the dredge, and: 
stack it 25 feet above the water. The 
tables are so designed as to save all the 
gold, having a fanning motion. The 
gravel, after passing over the tables, is 
carried through an undercurrent quick­
silver trap.

This dredge is operated by five en­
gines, fed by one large boiler. The main 
entrance, which operates the buckets, 
screen and gold tables, is 116 horse 
power marine. The pump engine is 
directly connected', and is 35 horse 
power marine; the ladder engine, 30 
horse power horizontal. The engine 
running the dynamo is six horse 
power. The line engine is marine type, 
40 horse power, directly connected to the 
winches. The winches handle four side 
lines of one-inch steel cable, and two 
head lines of one-quarter inch cable. 
These lines are used for moving or hold­
ing the dredge in place. The total, 
weight of the machinery required to 
build the dredge is 330 tons.

dependently of the many benefits that 
will follow from- the opening up for col­
onization. and for various enterprises of 
the northern- parts of Quebec and On­
tario.

The agreement made with the Grand 
Trunk Pacific Railway -Company regard­
ing a new transcontinental railway con­
tained certain stipulations which, in 
effect, required the Grand Trunk Com­
pany of Canada to become a party to- 
that agreement, and to assume heavy 
obligations in respect thereof.

Further consideration of the agree­
ment by the representatives of the

ference, applying the same rule, did not 
have to spin so fast.

From this it was pointed' out that if 
a shell were not carefully balanced Che 
heavy side in revolving would drag it 
from its course and in .this way probably 
prevent good shooting. This was illus­
trated again by reference to the top. If 
the latter was heavier on one side thani 
ou the other its spinning was natiiral-ly 
uneven. Exactly the same thing hap­
pened to a projectile under similar cir­
cumstances.

A C’hefoo telegram published in Japan­
ese papers states that as the result of 
the Port Arthur engagement on Febru­
ary Hth, over thirty Russian troops and 
more than one hundred, and twenty 
Chinese coolies were killed, and many 
others were wounded. Many houses on, 
the coast near the entrance to the har­
bor were destroyed. Owing to insuffi­
cient hospital accommodation, a miser­
able scene prevailed. Steamship service 
to Port Arthur has been entirely sus­
pended since February 10th. Russia has 
been accelerating the repairs to the 
damaged war vessels, but it is difficult to 
execute the task.

The Indian potlatch with all its 
ancient ceremonial is not a thing of the 
past. The barbarous customs of old are

Lord Rosebery Resents Language Used 
by Mr. Balfour.

still practiced, and that, too, within a 
few days’ sail from Victoria. The In­
dians congregate in large number; they 
borrow all tlie money and procure all the 
blankets possible at a rate of interest 
beyond all reason: they abandon all pur­
suits of labor and revel in the weird 
festivities so revolting to civilization.

A potlatch is now in progress at Fort 
Rupert, Quatsino Sound. Of this Con­
stable B. W. Leeson gives an interesting 
description. He arrived on the noon 
train from Nanaimo on Wednesday, hav­
ing brought to that city a prisoner 
named' J. Costello, sentenced1 to six 
months’ hard labor for supplying intoxi­
cants to Indians. The constable and his 
prisoner tramped over the trail from 
Quatsino to Hardy Bay. Three feet of 
snow lay on the ground, and it took the 
party eight hours to walk ten miles. The 
journey was a most arduous one, and 
emphasizes the necessity, Mr. Leeson 
thinks, of a court at Quateino. At 
Hardy Bay, William Hunt’s sloop was 
secured, and the party started1 from 
Alert Bay, where the prisoner was to be 
given a hearing before the Indian agent. 
At Fort Rupert the sloop was storm 
bound for two days. With many new 
enterprises starting up at Quatsino Mr. 
Leeson is of opinion that there should 
be no occasion for such a difficult 
journey.

In regard to the potlatch Mr. Leeson 
says:

London, March 10.—An extraordinary 
scene disturbed the customary decorum 
of the House of Lords this evening. In 
a recent debate in the Honse of Com­
mons Premier Balfour had used the 
word "calumny” with reference to some 
statement made by Lord Rosebery on 
the fiscal controversy.

When the House of Lords met to-day 
Lord Rosebery asked Lord Lansdowne, 
the foreign secretary, what justification 
existed for the Premier’s ose of such a 
word.

Lord Lansdowne admitted that the 
Premier had used the word in the heat 
of debate. He said he thought the cir­
cumstances justified some warmth on the 
part of the Premier, but that he had 
consulted with Mr, Balfour, who told 
him that he did not desire to impute to 
Lord Rosebery a deliberate attempt to 
misrepresent him.

After Lord Lansdowne had finished, 
Lord Rosebery again rose and, declaring 
the explanation had not been satisfac­
tory, fiercely attacked the Premier, 
whom he accused of being too thin- 
skinned. adding. “People who live in 
glass houses should not throw stones. It 
is all very well to defend such language 
by saying it was due to the heat of de­
bate and it was only a "pretty Fanny’s’ 
way. If a man cannot curb his tongue 
better than that be is unfit to be the 
First Lord of the Treasury.

“I do not personally care a farthing 
what language Premier Balfour uses 
about me, and I only brought the mat­
ter before the House in order to point 
out that there are decencies of debate 
that should be used, even by those who 
occupy the highest positions.”

As Lord Rosebery finished his tirade 
and sat down a painful silence ensued, 
and the Lords looked at each other un­
comfortably. After a long panse Earl 
Spencer, the Liberal leader, rose and 
said he thought Lord Rosebery had not 
been fairly used, etc.

After an awkward silence, Lord Chan­
cellor Halsbury asked whether Lord 
Rosebery had any motion to make. Lord 
Rosebery then moved an adjournment of 
the debate, an almost unparalleled mo­
tion in the House of Lords, but he did 
not press the motion to a division and 
the subject was dropped.

A Japanese refugee from Vladivostock 
says Russians and Chinese took ad­
vantage of the flight of the refugees and 
proceeded to plunder them in numerous 
instances. A certain- merchant was rob­
bed of watches and jewellery worth be­
tween three and four thousand yen by 
Russians, and had to fly for -his Hfe. The 
Russians perpetrated all sorte of out­
rages on Japanese with impunity. Hos­
tility was also openly shown by the Rus­
sian authorities; for instance, when they 
learned that there were many Japanese 
on board the Afridi, the icebreakers were 
not allowed to precede the vessel, the 
object apparently being to delay her de­
parture. The inconvenience caused to 
the Russians by the withdrawal of so 
many Japanese are manifold. Families 
have been deprived of their nurses and 
•bouse servants and there is hardly a 
watchmaker, lanndryman, blacksmith, 
carpenter, painter or hairdresser left.
Tradespeople in many instances were not 
paid by their Russian customers, and 
even the Russian men-of-war refused- to 
remunerate the Japanese laundrymen 
who had! worked for them. Russians 
were acting in collusion with Chinese 
ruffians in committing plunder on- Japan­
ese men and' women in broad daylight on 
the streets. The Russian, police mani­
fested no inclination - to control the ag­
gressors, but on the other hand seemed 
to give them every encouragement.

They race at full speed 
about the place and in and out of the 
homes. They carry native whistles and 
make an unearthly noise as they go 
about. There was no actual biting done 
owing possibly to my presence, but it was 
evident the old-time spirit was moving 
as strongly as ever. The poor mission­
ary at Fort Rupert is a back number for 
the time being.

“The absurdity of the contention, that 
there is no harm in fhe potlatch is well 
demonstrated. It has brought all these 
natives together and among them are a 
number of ambitious young chiefs who 
-borrow at 100 per cent, all the money 
andl blankets they can get. The return 
of t'wo for one is the Indian ‘uncle’— 
rate. It means tlie very essence of 
favoritism. Instead of giving to the 
.poor, the spoils are handed over in large 
amounts to other chiefs. The wealth ac­
cumulated is converted into coppers 
called ‘Ma-qua.’ These range in size, 
some-as large as four feet in length. 18 
inches wide, and a quarter of an inch 
thick. They are beat into a peculiar 
shape with an odd figure carved upon the 
face. Each has a name. Tlie ‘kla-qua’ 
has its value, from $100 to $10,000 each.
There are about five of ancient origin 
that are worth probably $40,000, accord­
ing to Indian valuation.

“The potlatch is the real cause of the 
slow advancement’ of these tribes. People, 
including missionaries, knowing them, 
fully realize this, but the general public 
and the government do not.

“The young Indian wants to become a 
chief. He saves all his earnings, and 
gets along with his old shack; appear­
ance and comforts do not appeal to 'him, 
and good clothes and a nice home don’t 
mako him a chief in the eyes of bis 
tribe. He finally get's enough to give 
a potlatch or becomes possessed' of one 
of these copper gods. His friends then 
gather around, sing a great song,
Ha-matse appears for his benefit, and Be 
is recognized a tyee. Perhaps lie is 
given the name of some ancient warrior; 
possibly he may have one pair of pants, 
but such apparel is a small consider­
ation.

“It is a pity the -Canadian government, 
through the Indian department, cannot 
take a hand with the people that are en­
deavoring to -better the condition of the 
natives. The simplest way would be to 
buy at the Indians’ value the few largest 
kla-qua left. Deprived of these and 
with a strict enforcement of the law 
there need be no potlatch. This would 
accomplish more in one year than the 

; missions and industrial schools do in 
twenty-five, and at less expense in, the 
end. The buying of the few large ‘kla- 
qua’ would put the leaders of the tribes 
out of business, and render the task of 
stopping a future potlatch easy, as there 
would be no large interests involved.
The gathering of many in one house and 
the camping of others on the beach as 
at present" at Fort Rupert tends to 
demoralize them.”

Mr. Leeson was shown specimens of 
composition, drawing, etc., done at the 
Industrial school, Alert Bay, that would 
do credit to any white child. The 
teacher, Mr. Corker, stated there was no 
question of fhe children's ability to 
acquire an education. The only trouble 
is to get their attendance, the potlatch 
being the primary cause. The teacher 
mentioned a case in point. He has at 
present three young men learning trades;

Acli-wa-mess, Westman Sound; Gua-wa- 
he-no, Wells Pass; Mam-a-lil-a-kwa, Vil­
lage Island'; Tsar-wa-te-no, Kingcombe 
Inlet’; Ma-tal-puy, Turner Island ; Te- 
nock-ta, Hnrbledou Island; Nim-kish, 
Alert Bay; Clat-la-se-qua, Hope Island. 
The Noc-wa-tas, Cape Mudge, and Kos- 
ke-moes have yet to arrive.

“The wild orgies of the Ha-matse 
ceremony were in progress during my 
stay at Fort Rupert.

“Three different Ha-majsi were racing 
about’ the ranch at night. Ha-matse is

March 10.-—The

The banks of 
both sidles of the river from Chickshinny 
to Sunbury, a distance of fifty miles, 
present a sc-ene of desolation. Wrecked 
bridges, outbuildings, etc., are strewn 
everywhere. The new steel bridge at 
Gatawasha is a total wreck. Not a 
single span remains.

The mines that were flooded are being 
pumped out, and some of them may be 
able to resume work to-morrow.

Investigation shows that the Pennsyl­
vania & Lehigh and other railways are 
badly damaged along the line of the 
river, and it will be several days before 
transit can be resumed'. There are 
washouts in many places, and -bridges 
torn away by ice. Estimates of the 
amount of damage run from $1,000,000 
to $2,500,000. The total damage in all 
towns between Pittsburg and Sunbury is 
estimated at $6,500,000.

The letter closes with an earnest plea 
to accept the reduction.

Men Advised to Accept Reduction—Views 
of Officials.

Indianapolis, Ind., March 10.—The 
United Mine Workers’ local unions in 
Indiana, Ohio, Western Pennsylvania, 
Illinois, Maryland, Central Pennsyl­
vania, Michigan, Kentucky and West 
Virginia and Iowa that are to partici­
pate in the referendum vote Tuesday on 
the proposition of accepting a reduction 
of 5.55 per cent, in wages or closing the 
soft coal min^g on April 1st, will receivB 
th(Sirr ballots to-morrow. With the bal­
lots will be sent out the circular letter 
th^t the national convention authorized 
President Mitchell and other) officials to 
issue, setting out their recommendations 
that, the reduction be accepted. The let­
ter says in part:

‘No one who is familiar wjth the past 
history of the United Mine Workers of 
America will charge us with being 
afraid to strike if in: our judgment a 
strike would accomplish beneficial re­
sults; but when it is proposed to strike 
on the issue of a single conflict, all that 
our organization has obtained for the 
mine workers in the past seven years 
by means of conciliation and arbitra­
tion and strikes, when the difference be­
tween ns and our employers is but 3 
cents per ton on a run of mine basis 
and 5 cents per ton on a lump coal 
basis, we believe it is time to stop and 
carefully consider the possible conse­
quences.”

The letter then reviews the concessions 
secured for the workers since 1897, in­
cluding 75 per cent, increase in wages, 
and continues:

“It is conceded on all sides that the 
apex of industrial activity has t been 
reached, and we are slowly moving to­
wards an industrial depression, 
operators came into the joint convention 
asking for a, reduction of wages of 15 
per cent. Their proposition was op­
posed by us with all the information and 
all the skill at our command. As an ul­
timatum from which they could not 'be 
moved they offered us a reduction from 
the present scale of prices of 5.55 per 
cent. We know how hard it is to be 
compelled to accept a reduction in 
wages, but it is better to accept a slight­
ly lower rate and hold our organization 
intact ready to take advantage of any 
future movement than to bring on a dis­
astrous strike.”

“The experiences of the past have 
shown us conclusively the folly of strik­
ing when the markets are going down,” 
says the letter. “We are eow upon the 
even of a Presidential election, and these 
years are proverbially dark because of 
commercial disturbaWSes which they pro­
duce.

Persons just returned from the scene 
assert that during the revival the woman 
who was brought to the hospital called 
out that the voice of God had told her 
that a certain dog must be killed. The 
animal was brought into the meeting 
house and slaughtered. Then she an­
nounced that she had received divine 
command that a cat in the village should 
be put out of the world. The execution 
was carried out, but when she arose a 
third time and declared she had been 
commanded to slay her baby a furious 
discussion was precipitated which broke 
up the meeting.

The authorities heard of the affair and 
seized the woman before she could carry 
out the “command.” The islanders are 
now destroying their watches, jewelry 
and other articles of ornament.

Hot Springs, Ark., March 10.—In a one­
sided contest that was to have gone 20 
rounds, Abe Attell, of San Francisco, last 
night knocked out Patsy Haley, of Buffalo, 
In five rounds before the Whittington Ath­
letic Club.
