Port Hope, Ont., April 16—(Special) 
Tôssed about in the open lake in a «mail 
punt for two nights and two days, in the 
middle of April, and given up for lost 
by the life-saving crew of Charlotte, 
N. Y.) was the experience of Edgar 
Brown, a former Port Hope man.

Late Sunday afternoon last, Brown and 
a companion started out in a email flat- 
bottomed punt from Round Pond, near 
Charlotte to fish. The two men fell 
asleep at the shore. When Brown woke 
qp he was alone in the boat, and was 
being carried helplessly out to sea.

All day Monday and Monday night, 
Brown was tossed about on the lake in 
a heavy rain and wind, and on Tuesday 
h> was deposited in an emaciated condi­
tion on the Canadian shore near Grafton, 
where a farmer, Thomas Morgan, took the 
half dead man in charge, and attended 
to his sufferings. Brown is now at his 
mother’s home on Elm street in Port 
Hope, and has nearly recovered from Ids 
terrible experience.

Tokio, April 16—A tremendous sensa­
tion developed here today with the ar­
rest of nine members of the lower house 
of the Diet, the nature of the charges be­
ing withheld. It iti believed that bribery 
in connection with the recent difficulties 
of the Japan Sugar Company is alleged, 
and there is great unrest in the capital 

it is stated that some members of the 
upper house are liable to arrest also.

A few weeks ago charges of fraud were 
brought against certain of the directors 
of the sugar company, which isbig 
concern capitalized at $12,000,000. The di­
rector® resigned and an investigation of 
the affairs of the company followed.

A series of questionable transactions was 
disclosed and the stock dropped from 50 
to 60 points as a result of the exposure, 
a large number of people including many 
foreigners meeting financial ruin in the 
slump.

The affair started an outcry from the 
press and the public which led to the 
prosecution of a number of the directors 
involved. These men were all high in 
commercial and political circles. When 
the nine members of the lower house were 
taken into custody today, the charges 
against them were not made public 
to the connection of the defendant direefr- 

with politics. It is generally believed 
that the investigation of the sugar com­
pany resulted in the exposure of bribery 
in the Diet.
* The members arrested all belong to the 
ScyuKai, the dominant party in both 
houses of the Diet.

The arrests and the belief that further 
arrests are to follow have caused con­
sternation in Tokio political and commer­
cial circles. ,

Halifax, N. S., April 16-(Special)— 
The Magdalene Island Steamship Co. has 
received word from Ottawa that the 
federal subsidy of $10,000 has been grant- 
ed to the company for the maintenance 
of a steamship service between Halifax 
and St. John via intermediate ports. The 
company is now engaged in getting the 
steamer Amelia, formerly on the Magda­
lene Islands to Pictou route ready for 
service on the route, and the first trip 
will be made on Monday, May 3rd, and 
weekly thereafter.

London, April 16—Turkey still has a 
parliament, but its influence appears to be 
dead. Many of its members are fearful , 
of entering the doors, those possessing 
courage enter, but are bold only in con­
firming the acts and wishes of the reac­
tionary party which has now obtained 
control of the state.

.Spokane, Wash., April 15—Buyers for 
Puget Sound and Spokane commission 
houses are paying record prices for pota­
toes in the Yakima "valley,, west of Spo­
kane, in ail effort to corner the market. 
From $33 to $35 a ton is being offered by 
the speculators with the available supply 
almost exhausted. The farmers are tak­
ing advantage of the flyers and are un­
loading rapidly. W. F. Hass, a farmer 
eight miles west of Sunnyside, Wash., who 
produced 10 tons of Russett potatoes on 
three quarters of an acre of land on hi* 
ranch last season, made a good clean-up 
with his crop. The tubers grown on the 
Haas ranch are the largest ever put on the 
market in the Yakima district. Ninety of 
them filled a wheat sack. Other growers 
also had good yields, averaging from eight 
to 10 tons the acre, according to location. 
Stevens county. Wash., holds the world's 
record for potato production, a single acre 
yielding 751 bushels last season. The Ya­
kima valley holds the record for prices.

Dr. Daniel then gave a summary of thfc 
contents of the affidavit with comments 
of his own. Mr. Mayes wanted to get a 
contract with the government, so he look­
ed around for help and applied to Dr.

SIDE OF PROHIBITION
Spokane, Wash., April 15—One thous­

and copper-collored followers of Chief Jos­
eph, a once powerful leader of the Nez 
Perce tribe in the panhandle of Idaho, 
will join the prohibition forces in the 
fight against the rum shops in Nez Perce 
county, when the campaign begins to make 
the district part of the arid zone. The In­
dian Voters’ League has organized its 
forces under the direction of James Stuart, 
district forester, and is instructing the 
reds in the duties of citizenship. The Nez 
Perce treaty contains a clause for absol­
ute prohibition, inserted by the United 
States government at the urgent request 
of the chieftains, who declared they would 
not otherwise ratify the compact, as 
had watched the effect of rum on the reds. 
Many of the Indians in the county arc 
educated and wealthy. They own consid­
erable farming land on the reservation, 
and will soon receive more than $150,00 
from the government, most of which wi 
be deposited in the First Americans’ bank: 
at Fort Lapwi, Idaho, where Corbett 
Lawyers, a full-blooded Nez Perce Indian, 
has full charge.

Members of the party learned addition­
al details of the tragic death of Dr. Jones. 
It appears that he haji been warned that 
trouble was in store for him and had 
started to leave the country where he had 
been studying the natives at close range.

He returned to the headwaters of the 
Cagayan river to secure boats in which to 
carry his collection down the river and 
unwittingly crossed the deadline that had 

ROUND been established by hostile Ilongotes. , 
Tables, Jie was met by a party of warriors who 

offered him a dish of fish as a token of 
defiance, in accordance with tribal cus­
tom. Not suspecting that he was accept­
ing their challenge by so doing, he ate the 
fish and was attacked immediatelvj The 

, warriors wouhded him many tirfies with 
their spears, but he managed to fight them 

* off with his revolver until he reached a 
boat, in which he escaped.

Dr. jJones was so severely wounded that 
he died five hours later and/his body was 
rescued from the river by friendly Ilon­
gotes. A native servant also was attack­
ed at the same time, but escaped unin­
jured, saving the scientist’s revolver.

Mr. Pugsley—He certainly has not made 
any charges against me, but he has inti­
mated in language pretty clear and plain 
that Sir Wilfrid Laurier ought to accept 
my resignation as a minister of the crown.

Haney & Miller, who 
arc very experienced contractors, tendered 
at the price of $1.00 a yard ancl the tender 
of Mr. Mrfyes was fifty-five cents a yard.
I ask what was the duty of the minister 
of public works. He invited new tenders 
by public advertisements in the various 
newspapers which would come to the no­
tice of contractors. Two tenders were put 
in, one from an experienced firm at $1.00 
for ordinary material, and the other from 
Mayes at fifty-five cents for the same class 
of material. AVhat was the duty of the 
minister? Was it not to accept the low­
est tender? My friend will say that hav­
ing invited new tenders it was the duty 
of the minister of public works to go to 
Mr. Mayes and say: ‘AVhy, you tendered 
before at forty-nine cents, although 
in response to a public advertisement, al­
though you are the lowest tenderer, al­
though you are forty-five cents per cubic 
yard below the next tenderer, a firm of 
experienced contractors, yet I will not*, 
give you this contract on your tender, you 
must come down to the lowest price.” Was 
it the duty of the mÿiater of public works 
to do that ? I do not think so. Bear in 
mind that Mr. Mayes in this extraordin­
ary affair prepared, and, 
dinary circumstances, on th 
general election, when there would be a 
desire to put forth everything which 
be put forward an affidavit in ord 
injure the Liberal party.

Nowhere does he venture to insinuate 
that Mr. Hyman was informed of Mr.

Gershon S. Mayes this money was paid. 
The- crown had no contract with Mr. 
George McAvity. The crown paid no 
moneys to Mr. George McAvity, and the 
crown would have no case and no claim 
of any kind or description against Mr. 
George McAvity. Now,' my honorable 
friend (Daniel) is solicitous for this in­
quiry in order to see whether the crown 
has a claim. Let me tell my honorable 
friend that if it is true, as lie says, that 
Mr. Mayes and Mr. McAvity had no 
knowledge of what was the next tender; 
if it is true, as will appear from all the 
evidence and all the facts we have before 
us, that there -was no collusion of any 
kind between Mr. McAvity and Mr. 
Mrfyes and the minister, and that there 
was no irregularity in the letting of the 
contract, let me say that the crown could 
have no action against Mr. Gershon S.

I do not think there is anybody else in 
the country who will do it for the low 
figure at which you think you are tender­
ing and we are perfectly safe at tendering 
at the larger figure,” and a tender is put 
in and it is dealt with in a proper manner 
and upon the advice of the officers of the 
department, and the contract is awarded, 
and the crown discovers afterwards that 
one of the partners who might have con­
trolled it would have been quite willing 
to put in a tender for a smaller amount, 
could the crown turn around and bring an 
action against the firm to recover back 
the money which it might have saved? 
Now, in the absence of collusion that is 
exactly the case here. My honorable 
friend (Daniel) says that Mr. George Mc­
Avity became interested with Mr. Mayes 
in this contract'and if it had not been for 
Mr. George McAvity Mr. Mayes would 
have tendered for a lesser figure. But Mr.
