on the Inter-with Dry Birth for Bed lia»
If any one will observe when the oowe 

choose to lie down in the yard or pasture 
it will be seen that they choose the bare 
ground rather than the sod or bedding of 
straw. The вате is true of sheep. We 
have taken this hint and furnished the 
cow stable with dry earth bedding. 
Leaves and straw are poor absorbents in 
comparison. In the pig pens dry earth 
has no equal. In very cold weather we 
add eti4w or leaves; but until the weather 
is very cold the animals will be more com­
fortable with a bed of fresh soil, or soil 
changed once a fort-night or week. In 
the chicken house we have learned ite 
great value aa a deoderiser. Our roosts 
are over a sloping floor, on which we 
occasionally scatter dry earth. This ie 
turned over, with a shovel each week or 
oftener, and we can say the chicken house 
is free from any offensive odor and the 
bright combs and glossy feathers tell of 
the health of the fowls. Dry earth is a 
good preventative, too, of vermin on cat­
tle, pigs and poultry. It must be pro­
cured in a dry time, and stored under 
a shed or in the stables. It not only pro­
motes neatness and health, bat saves the 
very element of the manures which make 
thorn most valuable, and most of it would 
evaporate if not absorbed by the dry 
earth. We do not like it as a bedding in 
a horse stable, but it should be found in 
every stable, to sprinkle the floor with as 
soon as the bedding is removed in the 
morning. When removed from the 
•tables, stye and coops, it should be kept 
under cover for spring use, or for drilling 
with the wheat in the fall. —Cincinnati 
Commercial,

justifies the assertion that a further en­
quiry ought to be made into the adminis­
tration of the Public Works in Sunbury 
County. Unless our information is alto­
gether incorrect, transactions can be 
brought to light which render the parties 
implicated liable to be deprived of their 
liberty for a while.

In bhe St. John Globe of last evening 
very serious allegations are made in re­
gard to the same service in Kent County. 
We mention no names in either case, but 
are prepared in the Sunbury case to do so, 
and to give snch particulars as will show 
the need of a most thorough investigation.

In the Kent County case the charge is 
one of forgery. These things cannot be 
passed over. It has been repeatedly 
charged that the administration of the 
Public Works Department has been in 
years gone by exceedingly corrupt, and 
instances, almost without number could 
be cited where thousands pf dollars were 
either squandered or stolen. The govern­
ment of that day would of course make 
no enquiry ; and the House was bullied 
into condoning acts which could not be 
justified. Most people hoped that this 
sort of thing had been stopped under Mr. 
Landry’s and Mr. Colter’s management ; 
but it appears that the only difference 
was in the amount stolen from the Treas­
ury, tye do not say with the knowledge 
of those gentlemen, but simply that the 
misappropriations took place during their 
terms of office, and in a manner which a 
due exercise of vigilance would have de­
tected.

The Kent County matter ought not to 
be passed over. It is altogether too seri­
ous to be allowed to rest as a matter of 
newspaper correspondence, and should be 
brought under the notice of the govern­
ment in a. formal manner and an enquiry 
demanded. ^

lltTamtoht Valley Ballway.
Mr. Bright, О. E., on belalf of the 

Dominion Government Railway De­
partment, visited Chatham on Tuesday 
of this week and, accompanied by a 
number of stockholders of the Northern 
and Western Company, and others, ex­
amined the proposed crossing of the 
Valley Railway at Chatham Junction. 
The oroesing is, as nearly as possible, 
at right angles with the I. C. R. and on 
a level therewith. Mr. Bright express­
ed himself well satisfied with the loca­
tion and character of the work. The 
distance from the Junction station 
building to the line of the Valley Road 
is about 500 feet, and when the latter 
is in operation the Junction will be 
quite an important railway centre.

The rails are being laid on this end 
of the railway, commencing at «the 
end of the Chatham.Branch, and would 
have been now laid across the I. C. R. 
but for the delay necessitated by the 
Dominion Government’s action in not 
sooner approving of tlie crossing, as 
provided by the General Railway Act.

Those who visit the works along the 
line express surprise at the great pro. 
gross being made with the grading, and 
we think it ia safe to claim that since 
the Company took hold of the enter­
prise, it has done more real work than 
any other similar organization in Cana­
da, in the same time.

Advices from Boiestown inform us 
that Mr. Maxwell, C. E., is making the 
survey of the line from that place to 
Cross Creek, while Mr. Ruel, О.- E., is 
locating the line from Marysville to 
tl\p latter point. The section between 
Marysville and Cross Creek will be 
built this year. The rails required to 
complete the track, between Chatham 
Junction and a point five or six miles 
above McLaggan’s at this end of the 
line, and between Marysville and Cross 
Creek,at the other end,are now en route 
and will be on the ground promptly. 
Nearly 500 tons are at Chatham Sta-. 
tion, 2,000 tons now on the S.S. Hector, 
bound for Miramiehi, and nearly 2,000 
loading on board the S. S. FaUoden at 
Barrow, Eng.

Mr. Editor.—Since the Advance has 
been pleased to criticise my remarks upon 
the injustice done the workingman, I beg 
leave to reply as clearly and briefly as 
possible.

You admit, however, that the man who 
could harmonize contending interests and 
propose a bill, an entirely acceptable bill 
that would satisfy all, would do the work­
ingman of the country a great service. 
True, but are not such a man and 
such a bill impossible ? When laws 
be devised to satisfy all, good Mr. Editor, 
then indeed will the millennium have ar­
rived. I hope it may not be irreverent to 
remark, in passing, that the Divine Law 
does not satisfy alL It is not to be ex- - 
pected then, that human laws shall 
be able to do so. Oh no, the laboring 
men does not demand anything’impossible 
or unreasonable, he does not ask for a 
bill, that shall satisfy all, he simply de­
mands a lien law that shall render equal 
rights to all—a measure based upon the 
eternal principles of justice. He demands 
nothing more and he shall be satisfied 
with nothing less. That we have not 
such a law already is probably owing to 
the fact that there are so many lawyers 
in the legislature ; consequently more law 
than justice upon the Statue Books. 
Really, we have too much useless law 
just now and shall feel. deeply grateful 
for a little justice.

You say that I “ deal somewhat in the 
marvellous ” aud that I “ really must 
have an exaggerated* idea of the profits of 
the lumber business, but really, anything 
more marvellous or exaggerated thnn the 
man and the bill proposed by you it would 
be hard to conceive. I .should (like to see 
this divinely gifted man ” Mr. Editor, 
who could produce-^ “ entirely accept, 
able bill to satisfy all ” But you know 
very well that I merely supposed a

Montgomery, ex-M. P. P., 
Postmaster Johnson—in fact all the popu­
lace of Dalhousie and su i roundings, men, 
women and children. A few minutes 
later, the train, decked with bunting, in 
charge of Conductor Vye, drawn by en­
gine No. 143, in charge of engineer Bul- 
mer, hove in sight, having on board Dis­
trict Superintendent Price, Mechanical 
Superintendent Joe.

The Paris correspondent of the Times 
says : “James Stephens, the ex-Fenian 
head centre, has forwarded to an active 
member of the Brotherhood at Chicago a 
manuscript circular summoning an early 
meeting at Chicago of prominent Irish. 
Americans who are willing to join a new 
movement in favor of a military organiza­
tion on the lines proposed by the late 
John O’Mahonoy. Stephens declares that 
the services of several distinguished Euro­
pean officers have already been placed at 
bis disposal. He is sanguine that he can 
secure others. No definite plan of action 
will be proposed until the convention of 
Irish patriots, which it is proposed to hold 
soon in Paris. Ta this convention the 
Chicago conference ia invited to elect 
delegates. After the convention an 
address will be 
Irish at home and abroad, expounding 
the aims of the new movement. In the 
plan of operations mooted, is a scheme to 
despatch balloons, manned with despera­
does, over England to drop explosives up- - 
on the cities and towns below. Captain 
McCafferty has been commissioned to 
examine and report upon the plans and 
apparatus. Several Fenians in Paris 
have volunteered to take part in an aerial 
expedition. ” What terriho fellows these 
Fenians are, to be sure!

A London cable to the Globe says the 
actual average price obtained for the 
Canadian loan, £5,000,000, is, it# appears, 
somewhat lower than was announced. In­
stead of the average being £91 2s., it is 
£91 Is. 8d. Tenders at 91 receive 60 per 
cent, of the amount applied for.

The London press differs in opinion re­
garding the result The Times, while on 
the whole satisfied that the results of the 
application for the loan are gratifying to 
those who have issued it adds that the 
time is not likely to encourage specdlators 
for rise. The Standard considers the loan 
a practical failure ; neither the investing 
public nor the Stock Exchange favored it.

stumpage on logs and hemlock barn, 
there is the ten years lease system; a 
practical landlord system, there is the in­
famous Sk^ohn Hook survey in vogue, 
by which the lumberman is hung, drawn 
and quartered—financially speaking—a 
sort of tithe system by which excessive 
“rents” are extorted from him, but there 
is no law to insure the poor laborer his hire. 
Oh no, there is no protection for such as 
he, he has no rights, he is an alien, an out 
law in the land; he is not recognized by the 
Government or the law, except for the 
purposes of taxation. He is compelled to 
contribute to the support of the Govern­
ment, but he has no voice in the manage­
ment thereof. This is the principle of 
taxation without representation with a 
vengeance. This also, probably, explains 
why the laborer has been so badly trebled 
by the “representatives of all the people’» 
—simply because he has no vote.

The people—the sovereign people—do 
not govern in the county, they merely 
exist to be governed and to pay taxes 
and tithes for the luxurious support 
of their masters “The government is to 
be sustained and the workingmen must 
go”—seems to be the one idea of the “com­
bined wisdom”, the ruling passion strong 
in death of the merchants’ representatives. 
If such is British justice and fair play 
then “Hail Columbia.”

THE ROAD.
The building of the road presented 

many engineering difficulties, which have 
been skilfully surmounted, though some 
of the grades are not less than 75 feet to 
the mile. For the first one and one-half 
miles the road winds through a cedar 
swamp, w here gigantic cedars, some five 
feet m diameter, may still be seen. As 
soon as this is passed through фе road 
winds along.the shore of the bay, and af­
fords a great variety of picturesque views. 
Four miles of the road passes through a 
farming section. The farms look to be 
well cultivated, the buildings neat, and a 
general appearance of thrift and prosper­
ity prevails.

The read was projected several years 
ago, but only last year Robert Moffat, M. 
P. for Restigouche, succeeded in convinc­
ing the Dominion Legislature that itxfbuld 
prove not only a desirable but a paying 
branch and the line was located by W. D. 
McKenzie, C. E.

The work of construction was carried 
on under the superintendence of W. M. 
Bright, О. E., by Warren Taylor A Co., 
of Salisbury, who have the contract for 
grading, tracklaying and fencing, the L C. 
R. authorities doing the ballasting. They 
commenced work August 1st, 1883, and 
have employed from 300 to 400 men and 
from 60 to 80 horses.

The road will be thoroughly built up to 
Intercolonial standard, laid with steel 
rails on iright inch cedar sleepers, two 
feet apart from centres, anfl thoroughly 
ballasted with gravel from New Mills.

The basement is intended for 
heating purposes, and will contain heat* 
ing apparatus, water tank, and storage 
for fuel. The ground floor will be 
wholly devoted to the P. O. Department. 
The first floor will contain the Cos toms 
long room, a room for the collector, and 
two rooms for the Inland Revenue offi­
ces. The upper flat will be divided off 
into compartments for the caretaker. 
The ell attached is one story, and in 
style will correspond with main building. 
The ell will be built on an angle, on the 
line of the street, *0 feet along Henry 
Street, 27 on King Street, and 45 along 
the north easterly side. The ell will 
contain the examining warehouse, rooms 
for the weights and measures. This 
brief description will be all that is neces- 

iry until such time as the building is 
completed, when a detailed account will 
be in order.—Advocate.
