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The Local Government.

The long continued illness of Hon.
Jumes Mitchell, who succeeded Hon.
A. G. Blair in the premiership of the
province, has resulted in that gentle-
man’s resignation of the position. The
event was formally announced at the
meeting of the government at Fréderic-
ton last Friday. It has, for many
months,been 2 matter of regret amongst
all classes in New Brunswick that Mr,
Mitchell’s physical condition deprived
his colleagues of the pleasure aund ad-
vantage of his active participation in
their deliberations—to say nothing of
his practical retirement from the lead-
ership and direction of the Executive.
It had been hoped on all sides that he
might be restured to health, but as his
malady grew worse his resignation did
not come unexpectedly.

Premier Mitchell's condition had
been taken advantage of by the organs
of the opposition to carry on a wartare
against his colleagues which is peculiar

| to those papers, and is now well under-

stood by the people interested. While the
affairs of the province were being well
managed, with economy and pradence,

which demonstrated a careful regard
for the public interests; and while the
members of the government—practi-
cally without a leader, by reason of the

4 premier’s illness —were devoting their

time and energies to their daties in this
regard, the Sun and the other opposi-
tion organs which take their cue from
it, as well as the St. John Globs, did

‘| their utmost to create and convey the

impression to the people that there
were personal dissensions and jealousies

| amongst premier Mitchell’s colleagues.

They published references to the
premier’s health which manifested a
hope for an immediate termination of
his life, and a brutal disregard for the
feelings of his domestic circle. They
also predioted that when his successor
in the premiership came to be determin-
ed upon, the imaginary cabinet dis-
sensions, which had long been their
stock in trade, would result in chaos
and a crisis amongst his colleagues.

What has happened ? Premier Mit-
chell being still unable to attend the
usual meetings of the government on
three or four occasions, felt it to be his
duty to resign the leadership, although
he was willing to take a less responsible
position.  Constitutionally, this dis-
solved the government. It vhen be-
came the duty of Lieut.-Goternor
McClelan to call upon some other gen-
tleman of political prominence to form
a government. Two members of the
Legislature only apfiear to have been
in the public mind as possible premiers
in succession to Mr, Mitchell ~Hon.
Provincial Secretary Tweedie and Hon.
Chief Commissioner Emmerson. It
was quite well knowa. that there was
no disposition on the part ‘of either of
these leaders to unduly press his claims,
particularly as neither of them could
kuow at what time premier Mitchell
might realise that his tenure of the
office must be relinquished. It was
further known that there was a thor-
ough understanding between them that
whether either of them or some other
able man of the government party were
selected by bis honor to reorganise the
cabinet, they would loyally assist each
other or him in administering provin-
cial affairs,

Without dwelling upon considera-
tions which might have influenced a
lieut.-governor to take a course differ-
ent from that adopted in the present
case, we think it was perfectly natural
for governor McClelan to call
upon Hon. Mr. Emmerson to form the
new government. Indeed it would
have been a surprise if his honor,
whose political preferences are so well
Lkpown, had passed over so prominent a
member of the liberal party as Mr.
Emmerson and chosen Mr. Tweedie
who, notwithstanding hig clever and
successful leadership of the House of
Assembly at its Jast session, has always
persisted in declaring himself a Conser-
vative, although he has had the dis-
tinction for years of having the open
enmity of the St. Juuu Sun, as well as
the most malignant opposition and
misrepresentation of the St. Jobn
Globe, which may be taken as a pretty
fair guarantee of his ability and inde-
pendence, although to superficiul minds
such continuous assaults upon a publ.c
man must have an adverse effect.

At all events, the local government
bas now an active premier, who has the
coafidence of his late colleagues in the
executive and the loyal support of the
party both in and outside of the legis-
latuse. It is, as before, a provincial
party government. It is supported by
the people, regardless of the cry of the
8t. John Globe for an administration

lines, or that of the St. John Sun for
one which will shape its policy on the
basgis of certain préjudices regarding
such appeintments as the St. John
police mag y.

The oly changes that have taken
place in  the® reorganization are that
Chief Commissioner Emnierson becomes
premier in place of Mr. Mitchell and
Provincial Secretary Tweedie president
of the Executive. Hon. Mr. White,
who was Solicitor General, becomes
Attoraey-General, vice Hon. Mr. Mit-
chell, who takes the office of Solicitor
General. We may, in conclusion, re-
peat what we bave before stated, that
the government and its friends have
not discovered any reason why the
province should be put to the expense
of the new election for the House of
Assembly, which certain local politi-
cians think ought to be held,and which
our esteemed friends, leaders Stockton,
Pitts, Black and Pinder pretend that
they earnestly desire.

Ratepayers’ Reform Meeting.

Mayor Winslow has taken the right
course in causing the financial condition
of Chatham—its ‘liabiliies under the
contracts and other undertakings of its
first Council, its over-expenditure on
sireet and other accounti—to be put
down in black and white, so that all in-
terested may know the extent to which
they will be required to further pledge
the credit of the town, in order that it
may agaiu have a clean sheet. This is in
exact accordance with the Apvancr’s
suggestions months ago, when everyoue
seemed indifferent over the courss of civic
events. The reckless and iliegal manner
in which the town has been run int» debt
can only ba expliined on the charitable
supposition that it resulted from the in-
capability of the majority of the late
counc:l to comprehend their duties, and
their falure to understand that they
woie clected to administ:r the town’s
affairs within the revenus and limi-
tations fixed by the law. On the
prineiple that ignorance of the law is not
a valid excus> for its transgres-ion, these
gentlemen are  misdemearants, but their
fellow cirizens will perhaps charitably
excuse them on the ground thLat they
didw’t know aay better, Lot us
hope that their wrong-doing  will
be a lssson to thiir successors for all
time. We well understand that the
ADVANCE incurred the displeasure of
most of the late Aldermen because it
realised and actsd on the duty of first
endeavoring to prevent and, failing that,
exposing the mistakes they were making,
but the ac:ion now being taken shows we
were right, slthvugh others will, doubt-
less, clain credit for the reform which
we advocated and which we hops
to be entered upon.

The Question of Incorporation in
Newcastle.

The ratepayers of Newcastle voted on
the question of incorporation “on Thurs-
day Jast. The election was held by Lt.-
Col. Call, High Sheiiff, at the court
house. A good deal of intsrest was mani-
fested in it, as the promoters of the in-
corporation idea were very earnest in
their efforts to secure the better system
for the management of their local affairs,
while its opponents were equally de-
termined to put it off, for the present at
least, for reasons which, no doubt seemed
good to their minds, but will, of course,
give way at eome future time. Chatham’s
experience under incorporation seemed
to be quite an effective wespon ia the
hands of those opposed, for they
appeared to load sll the errors of the
gentlemen composing our first Town
Council upon the system, without takiog
into consideration the elements of Do-
minion party politice, want of experience
and disregard for the law and indifterence
to public sentiment to which those errors
are altogether attributable. Certain locsl
canvasses also infloenced the result to a

We believe that the resvlt will only
delay the adoption of the improved sys-
tem for ashort time. Notwithstanding
our disappointment in Chatham over the
mistakes of our first council, we do not
believe that the people of the town would,
to-day, if the opportunity wereé given to
them, vote to return to the old system,
which Newcastle seems to prefer. We
rather take the view that the errors of the
past, although they may, perhaps, have
been a httle costly, will prove blessings
in disguise, for public light has been
thrown upon them, and they “will, thus,
do service as beacons to warn our civie
rulers in the future, and create a desire
on their part to administer with a regard
for public opinion, prudence, economy
and respect for the spirit and letter of
the law, which have been so conspicuous-
ly atsent heretofore. If Chatham’s mis-
takes at the outset, therefore, adversely
inflaenced the decwion of Newcastle's
ratepayers on Thursday last, we sre
hopeful—even confident—that its future
civic administration will be so improved
as to have effect in the opposite direction
#hen our shiretown neighbors shall have
the question of for or agaiost incorpora-
tion again submitted to them.

Miramichl Klondikes.

While the reported gold finds on Sabbies
river (the ‘‘Savage” River as it has
appeared in print in so many papers)
have turned out to be of no account, it
must not be thought that we have no
gold deposits on Miramichi waters, Mr.
Richard Ateridge of Doaktown, who is
an old miner, and whose experiences on
the Fraser River would, no doubt, form
an interesting chapter or two in tae
earlier mining history of that famous
region, was in town last week and our
reporter sought to obtain from him his
views as to whether gold existed on the
Miramichi. He said, very unreservedly,
that he had no doubt whatever that while
the reported Sabbies river gold discoveries
were the outcome of the parties not
knowing the difference between mundic,
or fool's gold” and sulphate of iron—
found there in the sandstone formation
mized with loose slate whin—and the
genuine “yellow stuff,” yet there was
genuine gold on the main Miramichi, the
Dungarvon and, he believed, the North-
west and some of its tributaries. He re-
lated an incident in his own experience
some thirty years ago, before he had bé-
come a practical miner. From informa-
tion which he obtsined from the late
Scott Faitley, he went to Price’s Bend on
the maio Southwest Miramichi and
bought a gold nugget from a girl named
McLeod, whose father’s farm was located
at that place. The girl had been washing
and scouring a churn at the river side and
as she shook some sand from the cloth she
was using, she observed a bright yellow
“pebble” fall and picked it up. It was
this that Mr. Attridge secured on his
visit. Subsequently, he had it assayed
and 1t turned out to be solid gold, Its
value was three dollars and its assay
showed it to be worth $18 to the ounce.

Mr. Attridge says that he since pros-
pected in that vicinity and elsewhere
above it, but failed to come upon wny
gold deposits until he reached a point
seventeen miles atove, where there were
very encouraging indications.

He prospected quite recently -on the
Dungatvon river, assisied by his sen, and
says he found color in the pan. Oa our
reporter asking him to state what he
meant by that, he said that he secured
gravel, etc. a foot or 8o below the immedi-
ate surface of the river-bed and after
working the pan found bits of pure gold
half the size of pin heads. He proposes
to carry on further prospecting in that
locality.

Reverting to the Sabbies river region,
where the reported gold tind was made,
he says the sandstone formation of all
that part of the country is not favorable
to the existence there of gold. The mun-
dic of the locality, of which he showed us
a specimen, was embedded in slate whin,
which he says is not a part of the geologi-
cal formation there, but must have been
brought from a considerable distance by
ice in the age when that agency of
sporadic deposits moved over this part of
the Nortk: American continent.

The yield of potatoes iu the United
Stutes the present year is estimated to be
80,900,000 bushels, or 30 per cent. less
than in 1896. The unfavorablo season is
held responsible for the fa'ling off but
thoughtful men attribute the decline and
threatened extinction of the potsto in a
large measure to other causes. In breed-
ing horses, cattle anda other animals
farmers seek for the best blood; in sow-
inz wheat, oats, corn, ete, they select the
best reed and often import it from a long
distance, but in growing potatoes they
generally plant roo's that have been
raised by themselves and frequently un-
merchantable ones at that. In couse-
quence they lose their vitality and become
diseased. Any housewife knows that the
flowers in her garden deteriorate unless
she procures fresh seed every two or
three years; it is just so with the potato.
Every farmer knows that the potato plant
does not produce more than one-fourth
as many balls as it did fifty years ago.
Those bslls grow for a purpose, which is
to produce new varieties of the root. Let
new varieties be grown from the seeds
contained in the balls and planted on
ground not infected by rot or rust and it
is believed that sound potatoes will be the
103ult. The emsciated conidtion «f the
potato, so to speak, is shown in its ina-
bil ty to produce seed balls as formerly.

Mr. Emmerson to Lead.

As mentioned in the Gazette a few months
ago, a8 & possible contingency of the illuess
of Premier Mitchell, his resignation as
premier was placed in the hands of
the Licutenant Governur yesterday, and
last evening Hon. Henry R. Emmerson,
chief commissioner of public works, was
called upon to form a uew government.
Everyone regrets the cause which has led
to the resigoation of Mr. Mitchell, a gen-
tleman who has held the confidence of the
vast majority of the people of this
province 'during the past fourteen years
while he ocoupied a position iu the ministry
led by Hon. A. G. Blair and was designated
as his successor by the present Minister of
Railways when he resigned from the leader-
ship of the government of this province.
Mr. Mitchell was not well when he accept-
ed the responsibilities of leadership, but it
waa thought at the time that the disease
from which ne was suffering was of a nature
that would soon pass away, The best hopes
of his friends have not been realized and the
state of Mr. Mitchell’s health instead of
improving, has grown worse. He was not
able to attend a previous meeting of the gov-
erument held at Fredericton, a mouth ago
sud ‘although he is not worse than at that
time he has not improved sufficiently to en-
ablé him to tske up the full respounsibiiities
of the cffice. The ieader thercfore jursued
the manly course znd resigned the l:ader-
ship of the goverumeant.

The opposition press of the province has
been howling lustily about discords in
the cabinet. The San, the Globe and the
Moncton Times have endeavored to make it
appear that there was a difference of opinion
as to the succeseorship of Mr. Mitchell in
the event of his death, which they prophe-
sied would take place a year ago. No such
diseension ever existed. Two gentlemen in
the cabinet had strong claims for the lead-
ership. These were Mr. Emmerson and Mr,
Tweedie,and althongh it has been represent-
ed that dissension would follow the selection
of either one of them, the ramors were pure-
ly fiction and at no t:me has there been the
slightest friction between the gentlemen in
question. All that either of them sought
was the good of the party and each was
prepared to give way to the other. Either
one would have been accepted by the
majority of the suporters of the government
throdighout the province. Both are able,
capable men snd equal to the occasion of
organiging 8 strong provincial government.
The choice has fallen upon Mr. Emmerson
and in selecting him no mietzke has been
made, His administration of the difficult
office of Chief Commissioner of Public
Works, which is the largest spending de-
partment of the government, has proved
him an honest, capable official, anxious ouly
to do the best he could in the interests of
the province asa whole. Duriog his con-
nection w.th the office, many improvements
have been effected in its administration.
A large number of important bridges have
been constructed and the great roade much
improved. The office is a difficult one be-
canse of the large demands necessarily made
apon it frem every county. The commis.
sioner has displayed excellent judgment in
expending the pub'ic money where it would
do the most good to the most people.

Ia forming his new cabinet, Mr. Emmer-
son has given the important portfolio of
Attorney-General to Hon, A.S. White of
Kiogs county who is admittedly an excellent
lawyer and thoroughly qualified to fill that
position. Since he has occupied the position
of Solicitor General, Mr., White has had
charge of more than one important trial as
crown officer. It was he who secureda the
conviction of the marderer Sullivan, and his
conduct of that case proved his ability in
more waye than one. For the present the
office of Selicitor-General, vacated by Mr.
White, will be filled by Mr. Mitchell,
There is therefore no change in the per-
sonnel of the government at the present

time.

Alloged Schome to Seize Dawson City.

NEw York, Nov. 1.—The Sun to-dxy
prints a letter from Juneau, Alaska, out-
lining what purports to be a raid into
British teriitory and the capture of Daw-
son City. The letter bears the date Juneau,
Alaska, Oct. 21, and reads as follows: *‘In
thesame mail in which this letter goes there
will go to Attorney General McKenna at
Washingtos a warning of a wild-cat filibus-
tering scheme, which for daring can be lik
ened ooly to Jameson’s raid on the Trans-
vaal. It is nothing less than a plan to
seize Dawson City in the name of the Unit-
ed States and open the reserved cliims for
immediate operation. The story comes
here from United States Commissioner J.
N. Smith, at Dyea, and it has general beliet
at that place. The Umted States marhsal
bas considered it of sufficient importance to
notify the Washiogton authorities at once.
Jones, of Port Townsend, the newspaper
man whe was the first man appointad
United States commissioner at St. Michaels,
and J. K. Ratledge, the Uaited States
deputy marshal at Circle City, ara said to
be the chief filibusters. Jones did not get
to St. Michaels promptly on his appoint-
ment and it was said at once that he had
resigned, so Shepherd, of Nebrasks, was
appointed in his place. Both Jones and
Rutledge are venturesome fellows, quite
capable of conceiviog and trying to carry
out such a scheme. According to the story,
Jones and Rautledge figure in this way:
They mean to declare than the Klondyke
gold fields are in United States territory,
taking advantaze for that purpose of the
fact that the boundary line has not yet
been definitely declared, although they
know as well as anybody else that the dis-
puted part of the boundary line does not
affect that territory. There are about
5,000 miners in the Klondyke region and
nearly all of them are United States citi-
zens, They are very indignant at what
they consider the oppression and unjust ex-
actions of the Canadian mining laws. It is
alleged that Jones and Ratledge propose
after all commuvicition is cat off for the
winter to go to Dawson and formally hoist
the Stars and Stripes, declaring that all the
tields are on United States soil and there-
fore open for entry. They rely on the
hearty support of the 5,000 American miners
to overawe the British mounted police and
to defeat them if it comes to a question of
tighting. They mean to declare martial
law with themselves as commanders and
their gang of filibusters as officials and no
oue will be allowed to leave for the coast.
In the meautime all the claims now reserv-
ed for the crown will be located and worked
to their full capacity. In this way millions
of dollars woith of dust will he taken out
before the government can raise a hand to
prevent it.

Chatham Town Council.

The firat meeting of Chatham’s newly
elected Town Council was held at the Coun-
cil Chamber last Monday evening, His
Worship Mayor Winslow presiding.

The clerk, Mr. M. S. Benson, stated that
all the newly elected Aldermen had taken
the required oath of office, after which His
Worship rose to deliver his inaugucal ad-
dress and was received with applause. He
said :—

GENTLEMEN oF THE CoMmoN Couscit : It
affords me pleasure to meet you in Council
as the represeutatives of the Towa of Chat-
bam. I:s important aud growing business in-
te.ests and iucreasing population should,and
I am sure will, impress upen you the absc-
lute neceesity of so conducting the pablic
business that the citizens wiil feel that
their iuterests are safeguarded by men con-
scious of the responsibilivy of their posiion,
Though-you bave private business to occupy
your tume, I trust you will not forget that
you have undertaken public duties, and
devote sufficient time and attention to per-
form them faithfully.

In the aimimstration of tle town affairs
we shouid endeavor to exercisa due econo-
my, 8o that the burdens which the tax-
payers have to bear may not be too heavy.

Obligations and binding contracts which
your predecessors in office have undertaken,
1t is your duty to fultil aud complete.

Iu all matters which pertain to my daties
a8 Mayor I shall endeavor to assist you in
prudently administeriug the town affairs—
conscious of my responsibility and the pow-
ers which, as Mayor, I am called upon to
oxercise in checking whatever may, in my
judgment, be beyond the jurisdiction of
the Council, agaiast the best interests of the
community, or too burdensome to the tix-
payers.

Oan this the first meeting of the Council it
is natural that I should be expected to pre-
sent to you a full and detailed statement of
the town affairs, that you might intelligent-
ly devote yourselves to the study of all the
various branches of the public service; that
vou and the ratepayers gensrally might be
fully apprised of the financial conditivn of
the town and its future requirements. It
would then be known what this Council is
responsible for and what it is not responsi-
ble for, and the people would then be able
to fairly judge our actions in future.

The recent visit to Chatham of Hie Ex-
cellency the Governor General and the
Countess of Aberdeen afforded me, as well
as your honcrable body, an opportunity of
dieplaying a spirit of loyalty to the Queen
in the person of her constitutional represen-
tative, worthy of the citigens of Chatham,
and I trust my course on that occasion wili
meet with your approval.

The duties of organizing for the recep-
tiou of their txcelsnc.es aud the limited
time at my disposal since my tion, have
prevented me from making a thorough ex
amination of the financial standing of the
town, to coable me to present that clear
stitement which I believe it is my duty to
present to you as representatives of the rate-
payers, aad I feel cartain that you will ap-
preciate my object iu desiring to place that
statement before you and be willing to
meet me again at a special seesion ef the
Conncil to receive such.

I may here refer to the contract entered
into by the late Couucil for the erection of
a public building to be used as an engine
house, treasurer’s office, council chamber,
police court and lock-up, the contract prics
of which is $12,790. The work to be per-
formed by the contractor will, I believe, be
soon completed, and the money available
from the balance on hand of the boud issue
authorized by the legislature will fall short
of the contract price $3,000, and the amount
of money required to provide heating ap-
paratus (almost an immediate neceseity),
plumbing, water supply from the river for
fire purposes (if deemed desirable to pro-
vide for using the engine in the building,)
water for sanitary purposes, and the furni-
ture of the building, should he provided for.
I repeat it wiil be your duty to give immedi-
ate attention to thes: matters, and to ob-
tain proper estimates of the amount of
money i1equired to complete this work and
to place the tire service on an efficient basis.
Our own loss in October, 1895, aod the late
disastrous fire which almost blotted opt the
beautiful town of Windsor, N. S., are les-
sous which we should take advantage of,
and see to it that nothing is left uudone in
the way of providing the necessary accom-
modatiou for our own two fire eogines, that
they may be immediately available and
effectualiy used in cases of emergency.

In connection with the recent Windsor
tire I may bere state that in addition to $150
which was subscribed at an impromptu
meeting called by my respected predecessor
in office. I have, as Mayor and treasurer
of the relief fund, acknowledged the receipt
of subseriptions amounnting to about $170
addition:1. A few subscriptions not yet
paid will swell the amduut to about $350.
The Maycr of Windsor has been authorised
to draw against the fands at cred.t of the
relief fund in the Bank of Montreal.

I trust, gentlemen, that you will be
prompt in atteuding all meetings of Coun-
cil and its committees, so that no one may
be kept waiting for others, and that we may,
by wcrking together couiteously and in-
dustriously, transact the buxiness of the
town in such a way as to promote its best
interests and jusufy the confidence the
people have reposed in us. (Applause.)

The mioutes of last meeting were read
by the clerk. His Worship informed that
officer that it was not a part of his duty to
report the sayings of members of Council,
but simply to keep a record of the proceed-
ings; neither was it necessary to enter re-
ports of committee in extenso upon the
mioutes, as these were kept on file and
could be referred to if required.

Ald. Nesle read from bye laws to ghow
that reports of Committees, wheu adopted,
should appear on the miautes.

His Worship reported verbally respeating
the visit of the governor-general to Chatham,
the correspondence had on the subject, eto.

Loggie referred to an order which
had been given to the Londonderry Irom
“Company for a quantity of iron pipe which
it was proposed to put down in connection
with the new public building for the pur-
pose of pumping water from the tiver for
fire purposes. He intimated that the pipe
should have been here a week or two agn
and said tho company should be given to
undcretand that the town would not be
bound to receive it ualess it arrived in time
to be used before cold weather,

In reply to the Mayor Ald. Loggie said
that the late Council had decided to bring

water from the river to the building by

means of an iron pipe andit was pursuant
to that decision that the pipe had been
ordered.

Two tenders which had been received
for the plumbiug and heating of
the new public buildinpg next came up.
One of these, the Mayor stated, had been
addressed to the Clerk, without being
marked on the outside as a tender, and that
official had opeued it. He (the Mayor) had
it, but wae not yet aware of its contents.
The other tender had come, duly marked on
the outside, to the Mayor, and was yet un-
opened. In reference to these tenders he
said there was no money with which to pay
for the work proposed under tbhem and as
he had intimated in his opening address
he thought it well to defer action until
ways and means to go on were provided.

Ald. Neale thought the tenders should be
opened and the parties notified in some way
in reference to the Couccil’s intention
regarding them. .

Ald. Robiunson said the Council might
vot feel that it would hold itself as bound
by the action of the late conncil. The first
duty was to ascertaln how the Town stood
in regard to this whole matter. It might
be, also, that the mode of heating would be _
changed.

Ald. Neale said that while they could
open the tenders they were not bound to
accept any of them.

After some further discussion the Mayor
opened the tenders. The first was from
John T. Irwin who offered to do the plamb-
ing of the new building for $520, according
to plan and specification, fifty per cent. of
that sum to be paid on completion of the
work and the remsining fifty per cent. in
thirty days thereafter; also one trom same
party for Gurney hot water heating apparatus
per p'an aod specification for $1,552,0n same
terms of payment.

The eecond tender was from Messrs.
G. & E. Blake, St. John, who offered to do
the plumbing, and heating by steam for
§1,286; or the plumbing aud heating by Gar-
ney hot water system for $1,806—terms of
payment same a8 in first tender.

The Mayor read an application from Mr.
Culvin Craig for the position of janitor and
caretaker of the new public building, in-
cluding, in the services to be rendered, the <
keeping open of the ice holes in winter for
fire purposes at a salary of $300.—Referred
to the appointment to cffice committee.

The Mayor read a report of the Iaspector
of streets and public building,stating that it
would be necessary to bring the ground
surrounding the new building to grade, as it
wag importaot to have the work done so as
to carry surface water away from the
walls; he also directed attention to the fact
that the drain pipe was laid and, being ex-
posed, should be eovered to prevent its be-
ing injured by fiost. The excavation or
trench had been left open for the purpose of
putting the proposed water pipe down, but
the work of cover 1ng should not be delayed
much longer.

At first he wou'd not speak to the
sportsmen, After a time he said, ‘‘In the
name of God, tell me where I am”! The
young men took the wander.r to their camp
sud gave him his sapper. He was very
buogry. At bed time all retired. In the
worning the hosts were surprised to find
their gaest gone. Que of the party was
immediatel v despatched to the shore to in-
form the shenff. Nothing hss since been
heard of him.”

When it is borne in mind that in order to
reach the place indicated from where Mr.
Anslow was last sean, he would have to
travel at least seventy miles and in doing so0
ford the different branches of the Sevogle,
main Northwest Miramichi and
branches, the Nepisguit and some minor
vivers north of it, as well, perhays, as tribu-
tariea of the Upsalquitch, that he had only
a rifle, and no food, no warm clothing, no
axe to cut wood and perhaps no mesns of
lighting a fire, and wae, in addition, 60
years old, not a robnst man and somewhat
lame, besides, not being & woodeman, it
would be impossible that the wanderer re-
ferred to could be Mr. Anclow. He counld
not get to the place stated excepting by the
highway or reilway and thence by tiavel-
ling several miles of woods. He was 8o
well knowa along the ordinary routes of
travel that he eould not go by them with-
out beiog seen and ideatified, so any idea
of it beng Mr. Anvlow who was seen in
the Charlo region canaot be reasonatly en-
sertained.

Mooze Stories Supercede Fish Stories.

Uuder date of 19sh inst. and from Linueas,
Me., we have the following which savors
stroogly of the inspiration of our Maine
Central frieads §

“Though large mooss are scarce in
Maine, the few which sarvive seem to be
doing the best they cau to wreck the rail
roads and destroy all forms of property
that are capable of motion. Last August
ao engiue on the Maibe Central Railroad,
in charge of Frank Brown, was met by a
moose just outside of Vanceboro, and after
s brief but valiaut battle the moose suc-
cumbed, though the train was delayed
nearly sn hour before the remains of the

conflict ccald be removed from the track.
On Oct. 5the same engine, in charge of
Engioecer Gilbert, met another moose near
Forest City and won again after a short
conflict. A Maine Central freight engine
was dersiled by an angry
Liucolu last September.

“While the Maine Central has a good

Storing Potatoes.

[Wisconsin Farmer.,]

The potato crop is not large this year, a
fact which makes 1t all the more necessary
that growers take good care of what thsy
have and keap them in first-rate condition
for the good, strong prices that will be like-
ly to prevail during the winter and spring.
Lf potatoes are buried, they should be cov-
ered only moderately at first, additional
covering being added as the weather be-
comes more severe. Burying, however, is
one of the most inconvenient ways of pre-
serving the potato crop, and when potitues
are worth anything, it :s also Lk ly t» be
one wf the most expeasive. S:orage of
potatocs, or indeed, of any other vegetible,
in the cellar of a dwelling house in quanti-
ties beyond the needs of immediate con-
sumption, is always objectionable, because
they are likely to breed disease. Even
with the best of care ther¢ is always more
or less decay, and the family that lives over
this species of destructive\ fermentation is
pretty certain to suffer for it, especialiy/
during the early spring. N o

If one has any conmderab]Wlbf
potatoes or other tubers or roots Zeop
through the winter, an outside root cellar
farnishes the best medus to preserve them.
A cide hill, giving rapid drainage, mikes a
geod site for such a cellar, and there are
many kinds of soil where n> walls other
than that which the ditt affords are neces-
sary, cheap poles and boards can be used,
80 that no great expense need be incarred
for material, The rocf, too, may be of
earth thrown over poles, but a roof of this
kind will need some sort of thatching in
order to make it shed water. It would be
better to have the roof mide of boards that
break joints, or if 8 more permanent struec-
ture with less regard to cost is intended,
the roof may be shingled.

It is important that a dry place he chosen,
and that it be sufficiently ditched arouvd
it, and the door should be oun the south.
There should be at alley-way through the
cellar and a ventilator shaft through the
roof, and then, if the docr is on a level, or
nearly so, with the floor, a side hill, with a
southern exposure being selected as the
site, there will always be good ventilation,
Bius can be provided on eagh sile of the
alley-way and they should be ra‘sad several
wches from the ground. Thesides of the
bins also should not be in contact with tne
walls, or they will at'ract moisture.
Spouts may be placed at ‘intervals through
the roof, near the outside of the bins,
torough which potatoes may be poured into
the cellar,

Such a structure can be cheaply built
and will readily ewough camy potatues
through unt:l epring without sprouting,
Some varieti s of potatoes which sprout
readily need to be turned over cnce or per-
haps twice during the winter. There is no
way to preveat sprouting exc- p%t storing
them in some tu:h way as deecribed and
then using the scoop-shovel to tarn them
over, unless cne can have aceass to coli
storage. With cold storage, po'atoes can
be kept without sppouting until August,
which is longer than is needed.
