BURNED MANURE.

Every farmer has had more experi-
ence than he desired with “firefang-
ed” manure. The cause of it, how to
prevent the heat action, and how
much damage the manure heap act-
ually suffers from it, are questions
that most farmers have had occasion
to discuss somewhere along the line
of their farming experience.

The hay-like lightness of fire fang-
ed manure and its mouldy appcaram?e
paturally give the impression that it
bas in it but little of value as food
for plants; yet as an offeet to the
impression made by the appearance
of the article we will at times find
farmers who declare that they had
just as good crops from it as from
tbe best of barn manure. !

Who is right on the question of
valuef To discuss it intelligently, let
us begin by determining the cause
of firefang. A development of heat
always accompanies it, and in point of
fact it is the heat which produces i.t.
but what' produces the heat? It is
caused by the gas oxygen, which is
one of the elements of the air we
breathe, uniting with elements found
in the manure pile, producing slow
combustion, which develops the heat
we find there, and the dark, charred
appearance each of which are the
patural products of combustion. It
is this same oxygen that by the
same slow process of combustion
when taken into our own lungs com-
bines with some of the food elements
that digestion has given to the
blood, those of a fatty nature, and so
develops that temperature necessary
to keep up the union between thé soul
and body which we call animal heat.

#From manure piles where there can
be mo combustion there can be no
heat, and where there is no air there
can bs no combustion. It follows,
therefore, if we can keep the a_ir from
our manure we can prevent {t heat-
ing, and  comsequently burning or
“firefanging.” i .

There are three ways of doing this
by keeping it so moist as to extin-

ish combustion at its incipjent
stage, to pack it close either by keep-
ing cattle or bogs tramping it or by
having the piles so deep that the
pressure will exclude the air; and still
a fourth method is sometimes prac-
tised, that of having the pile so shal-
low or emall that the temper.utu.re is
kept below the combustion point.

Now, passing from the cause of fire-
fang and the prevention of it, let us
consider a moment the effect of it
on the value of the mamure heap. The
action of the oxygen on the nitrogen
which enters into the composition of
the manure practically destroys it in
the burmimg proeess, This is - really
all the essential loss our manure heap
has undergone.

The absence of moisture, which has
been dried oat by the heat, is in
reality no loss, as far as its plant food
value goes. The omly vital change,
then in our manure is that it has lost
much of its nitrogen, the phosphoric
acid amd potash contents being the
same in guantity after it has been
firefanged as they were before.

Now we are prepared, if our reason-
ing thus far is correct, to determine
the value of this variety of manure
to the farmer, We have not a table
of analysis at hand, but it is safe to
say that the nitrogen constituent of
barn manure is about equal in value
to the phosphoric acid and potash ele-
ments combined. On this basis of
value badly firefanged manure is, cord
for cord worth about half as much as
that which is in its natural condition,
If it be asked, how then, can any
farmer find the same value in it as
in that which has neyer been burnt
the answer is the same in kind as
that to be made to those wha state
that on their crop, leached waod ashes
have as good an effect as do the un-
leached. It is in both cases that the
crop did not need the absent clement;
in the one it was nitrogen and in the
other potash. If the nitrogen burnt
out could be returned, then the man-
ure would of course, be as valuable as
before; this can be don¢ by adding
fish waste, night soil or some chemi-
cal rich ip mitrogen to the manure
heap, such as nitrate of soda or sul-
phate of ammonia.

FEEDING TURNIPS,

At a recent meeting of one of the
New Brunswick Agricultural As-
sociations, the_ matter of feeding tur-
pips to dairy cattle came up fon dis-
cussion. During the discussion the
question was asked as to what sea-
son is the worst for turnipy flavors,
and the answer made was., “Un-
doubtedly the fall.” Another of those
present said the roots cannot be safe-
ly fed before they are sweated . An-
‘other speaker said turnips were fed
largely in Scotland without hurting
the sale of the milk, and he expressed
a desire to see experiments tried for
the purpose of showing at what
stages in growth they are most liable
to cause taint. Still anotker speaker,
who dealt with the question, express-
ed the opinion: that the long season in
Old Country gives a better flavor to
the turnips than is produced here.
That turnips are ordinarily fed do pro-
duce an injurious effect seemed to be
conceded. One man said that a ship-
ment of butter had been sent from
Prince Edward Island to Newfound-
land with a turnipy flavor, and as a
result no more orders came from that
source. A second speaker stated he
could not feed turnips and sell butter
to his customers, and he added that
turnips were not necessary as four
quarts of buckwheat middlings would
give better results than two bushels
of turnips. It might be worth while
for the Experimental Union to take
this matter up, and see if there is any
difference in the results from feed-
ing turnips at different periods of
storing.

e

BEST METHODS OF CULTIVATION.

I am very much interested in the
idea that deep cultivation of trees is
very injurious to them, writes Mr.
John Chamberlain. All stirring of the
soil is in itself a benefit to a crop,
but it is easy to disturb the roots
of a plant or tree if the plow: or hoe
goes down deep and so do it harm.
I am sure that cultivators do not
watch such things at all carefully as
a rule, and so they may be destroying
a great many small roots without
knowing it. There is a great mis-

apprehension among farmers as to
the real thing accomplished by culti-
vation, so that in many cases there
would be very little of it done if it
were mot necessary to kill the weeds.

Practically all of our commonest
weeds are tap rooted and if allowed to
get a good start must be torn out
decp down to kill them. On the other
hand, all of our garden vegetables and
field crops are very shallow rooted,
with the exception of root crops so
that deep cultivation is injurious to
them. The obvious way out of this
dilemma is to cultivate very shallow
and often. Any weed from seed is
killed by merely breaking it in twao,
if done before it gets past its first
stage of growth, so that shallow
cultivation amswers cvery purpose.
Let us plow unplanted soils deep, but
cultivate the surface omly.

STORIES OF THE THRONE

Four years ago one of the best
known papers in Paris came out with
the startling story that Queen Viec-
toria was dead, aad that she had been
dead for eighteen years! 1t was as-
serted that the Queen’s death had
been kept secret for reasons of
State, and that anly two or three per-
sons in the Empire kmew. the secret.
Her Majesty, it was said, was per-
sonated om certain ooccasioms by a
woman of humble origin who bore
a striking resemblance to her.

The Duke of Norfolk must have
been obliged to smile at himself in
his capacity of dictator to the ladies
of England on the mmtter of mourn-
ing. He has been a widower for some
years, and his sisters who are his
only feminine advisers, belong to a
group of ladies who observe, on relig-
ious principles, an almost gquaker-like
plainness ot dress.

WHAT THE KING OWNSI.

Municipal Ownership.

HOW DETROIT SAVED MONEY IN ITS LIGHTING
DFPARTMENT.

Mr. Ingram, president of the Detroit
Public Lighting Commission, spoke on
“How Detroit Secured Cheap Elestric
Lighting” in Montreal on Monday evening,
29th,

Mr. Iogram introduced his subject by a
historical sketch of Detroit, showing ia how
many ways it had been connected with
Montreal from the early pioneer days up to
the present. Coming to the question of
lighting, he said that Detroit had tried
‘both company and municipal methods and
had founi municipal ownership of the
plant both cheaper and better. In 1894
‘they paid a lighting company $240 each for
300 arc street lamps, and io 1900 they were
paying $130 each for 719 lamps. Then
 began the agitation for public control of
‘public property, sud the companies tendered
at $155.73 per lamp for one-year contract,
$124.10 for a three-year one, snd $102.20 for
[ a ten-year one. A!l bids were rejected, and
an euabling act haviog been passed by the
Legislaturs in 1898, the citizens voted by an
| overwhelming majority for civio owuership.
In 1895 the people were doing their own
‘street lighting, 1,470 1umps being used on
the stieet and 2,456 incandescent ones in
pub.ic buildiogs. To-day these figures hive
increased to 2,000 and 8,000 respectively,
aod more were constantly being added,
while the operating cost of the street light=
ing for full 2,000-candle power lamps was
only $40.66 giving a gross cost of $66.45,
when interest on investment, deprecistion of
phu-z aud loss of taxes were taken into con-
sideration. Supposing the next five years’
]fghling to cost the same as the past five par
lamp, the city of Detroit will have savedl
$96,655.53 per year for ten years. But the
history of Detioit was only the history of a
large number of cities which had concluded
to do their own lighting. Detroit nsed
steam power, and if Moutreai had to do the
same he understood the difference in the
1 price of coal would increase the cost of
. production. If coal were twice as dear in
Montreal as in Detroit, it would not com-
| mence to represent the diff:rence in the
'; price paid for street lighting. In removiug
' the letting-out of these valuable franchises
and contracts from the domain of politics the
| city would be taking the greateat possible
stride towards sevuring a cleaver govern-
. ment.

Chemiesl
analysts have been at work on the sawdust
prublem, and it has been shown clearly that
it contaios very useful elements that are
worth saving, and now machinery bas been
invented to extract these materials.

The experiments have proved that 1,000
pounds of sawdust will yield about 160
pourids of char, which is practically the samo
as charcoal and equaliy serviceable ; 180
poande of a3ids, 160 pounds of “tar aad
quantity of gases that have beea tested for
heating and illamiaating ani found to be
excellent for both parposes. While the
acids, tar snd ‘char are the products partica-
larly desired, it is said the gases are of
commercial value.

A machine has been invented in Montreal
for the parpose of distiliag sawdast and
obtsining the desired products. Consul
General Bittinger writes that the machine
treats about 2,000 pounds of wet sawdust an
hour. As Capada mavafactures enormous
quaontities of iumber, it is expected that the
utilization of sawdust in that couatry will
be an important source of valuable com-
modities,

| B.0.Inspector Colter Badly Injured.

Last Thursday afternoen as a mixed train
on the E gin and Petitcodiac line was crossing
the bridge near Elgin, the rails spread and
the passenger car went through,falling about
fourteen feet and resting on its side.

The train consisted of three flat cars loaded
with lamber, a van and passenger car. As
there is a stiff grade after crossing the bridge,
trains have to be driven rapidly across the
structure to gain force enough to mount the
incline, hence the separation of the rails in
this instance.

There were three paseengers on board, Dr.

As the car began to fall, Kenna
jumped out into the stream and escaped with
a wettiog, and bruised hip, West was
thrown on his head, had one of his wrists
ivjured and was cut about the forehead.
Dr. Colter was severly injured. He had
nearly reached the door before the esr fell,
but as it went down it is supposed the
stove struck him on the spine., He was
taken out on a stretcher, aud Dr. Steeves,
who was soon on hand, administered
morphioe to allay the pain. Dr. McDonald,
of Petitcodiac, soon arrived and assisted Dr.
Steeves in treating the patient, and Aseistant
P. O. Iospector Whittaker was telegraphed
for. He found his chief pretty badly bart,
but it seemed difficult to learn exactly the
nature and exteot of his injurics. It seems,
however, that they are guite serious.

THE HON, GEO. B. KING,

OrrAwA, May 8.—The Hon, George E.
Kiog, one of the judges of the Supreme
Court of Canada, died at his residence in
this city st 12.30 this moroing. By the
demise of Judge King Canada loses one of
her ablest sons, a profound lawyer, an able
jurist, and s just judge. He had been ailing
for some monthe, and had only been coutined
to his home for the past four or five weeks,
Death resulted from dilation of the heart.

George Eiwin King was born on Ost. 3,
1839, at St. Joho, N. B., and was educated
at Mount Alhson (ollege, at Sagkville,
N. B.,, and in the Wesleyan University in
Conoecticut, the degree of B. A being con-
ferred in 1859, .and M. A. in 1862 He
became a practitioner at the bar 1n 1865, and
established himself with sucoess in bis native
oity. He entered politics, ase a Libetal
Unaiopist, and was returned a member . of the
New Brunswick Assembly in 1867, remaio.
ing as a representative of that body un.il
1878, when be d and fully
contested St. John for the House of Com-
mous, after which be entered Mr. Wetmore's
locsl -administration without portfolio, and
on the latter’s elevation to the bench, suo:
oseded him as attorney-geper 1, which office
he filled while in public life. On Mr.
Hatheway’s desth in 1872, he became
leader of the gover t. He was appointed
a Qaeen’s counsel by the Erl of Dufwin in
1873 ; a puisne judge of the Supreme Court
of New Branswick in 1880. a lectarer in the
8t. John Laiw School in 1892, and a year
later succeeded the late Mr. Justice Patter
son as puisne jadge of the Supreme Court of
Canada. He was a commiseiouer of Her
M j-sty in the convention for the submission
to arbitration of Great Britain’s claims io
connection with the Behring Sea seal
fishery, and received the honorary degree of
LL. D. from the Univerrity of New Braus-
wick, and that of D.C.L. from Mounut
Allison Uaiversity.

Amoog the ac.s introduced and passed
dariog Mr. King’s admrnist-ation were the
Controverted Election act of 1868, being the
tirst passed by any of the B itish colouier,
for the trial of election p-titions by jadges ;
the Free School act, 1871; the  Abolition of
Imprisonment for Daebt act, the Geaeral As-
sessment act, and the Mooniwcipality act. He
defended the scheois act in the courts, and
upon the appesl to Judicial Committes of the
Privy Council of the case raised upoo its
constitutionality he visited Bagland. The
securing of a verdiot in 1875 against the
rioters friom a jury ch from s ty
that had been inflaenced agsinst the act was
at that time regarded a grest professional
triumph.

SHIP FULL OF TAFFY.

p—
Strangest Cargo Ever Carried-Nost Five
Thousand Deliars for Owners.

The Charing Cross, from Rosario,
Argentine Republic, recently landed
at the London docks with the strang-
est cargo ever carried. She started
out originally with 31,000 bags of
sugar and 8,000 bags of linseed. The
vessel, however, was mysteriously
converted into a candy factory when
at sea, and nobody knew anything
at all abour it,

Her cargo was stowed away in four
different. holds of the ship, and the
work of unloading commenced on the
day following her arrival. The ship
and dook bhands rapidly cleared the
first, second and fourth holds with-
ot experiencing any difficulty, but
when they came to unload No. 8 they
found that the sugar there had be-
come one solid block of a dark brown
substance—12,000 bags, equal to 1,000
toms of sugar, bad been converted in-
to taffy. The mass was as hard as
marble, and it was foumd ‘impoaaible
to unload it in the usual way. The
hard substance was firmly attached
to the sides of the vessel and had en-
compassed everything else in its
grip, so mothing could be done but
dig the stuff out. A body of 40 men,
using picks and shovels, was employ-
ed in breaking up the taffy berg in
the hold of the ship, and

AFTER 35 DAYS' LABOR

the men at length succeeded in ¢lear-
ing away the last bit of taffy.

It had taken elght mein only nine
days to unload the other three hatch-
ways, containing the major balance of
the cargo, the minimum rate at which
a shipload of sugar can be discharged
being 50 toms per day per eight men.
But the combined efforts of 40 men
engaged in clearing out the taffy pit
in the ship’s bold could not turn out
more than five tons a day.

The determination of the congeal-
ed mass to resist the omslaught of the
40 men resulted in the breaking of
about ons tom of iron tools of all
sorts, including wedges measuring
three feet long, which got twisted and
bent like so mnny limp wax candles;
pick-axes, whose points got flattened
out; chains, the stromg iron links of
which snapped in two; great iron
bolts that got splintered like clothes
pegs, and huge crowbars that got bent
like hair pins. If those 12,000 bags of
sugar had not got comverted by a
mysterious agency into taffy their re-
wroval from the ship would have cost
only $165, but in the present instance
the cost of digging out the hardened
stuff cost $2,350.

THE SUGAR MARKET

haes lost 12,080 bags of “fly fancy,”
as qugar is called at the docks, but
confectioners end breweries have
bought the taffy, giving $35 a ton
for it, or less than half its original
value. Altogether the making of
that thousand toms of taffy means a
loss of $5,000 in the aggregate, but
the ship has become famous, for the
Charing Cross is now referred to as
the “taffy ship.”

The cause of the transformation
cannot be discovered. The sugar was
loaded in tropical weather, and those
particular bags which went wrong
maust have contaimed sugar which was
in an abnormally moist condition. The
hold in which it was stored is just
abaft the engime room, and subject
to great heat. The subsequent
change of temperature, from torrid
to frigid latitudes, helped to solidify
the mass.

The men who assisted in digging
out the taffy had to be careful of
themselves while at)\work. If they
stayed longer than a minute in one
position the surface of the taffy berg
being so glutinous, they got stuck
there, and could omly be taken off
again with the assistance of four or
five men, and then the soles of hoots
were frequently left behind.

For Setilers Sald to Be Flowing
into the New Country.

The report of the Ontario Crown
Lands Commissioner for 1900 has
been issued, Perhaps the most in-
teresting portion refers to ths re-
cent exploration of Northern Ontario.

“The result,” says the commission-
er, “is that a tract of arable land
has been found north of thz height
of land, stretching from the Quebec
boundary west across the district of
Nipissing, Algoma and Thunder Bay,
comprising an area of about 24,500
square miles or 15,680,000 acres. The
soil is a clay or clay loam, nearly all
suitable for farming purposes, and
the region is watered by the Moose
and its tributaries, the Abitibi, Met-
tagami and Missinabie and the Al-
bany, and its tributaries, the Keno-
gami and Ogoke. Along this latter
stream alone about which almost no-
thing was known, a tract of good
land was found extending on both
sides of the river for a distance of
over forty miles, and in the district
of Rainy River, between the sur-
veyed township around Dryden and
Lac Seul, another extemnsive area of
good land was found about 600
square miles or 884,000 acres in ex-
tent. i

“The climate of this region is re-
ported to have no features which
would prevent the ripening of grain
or the growing of root orops. It lies
for the most part south of the 50th
parallel of latitude, which crosses the
Province of Manitoba near Winni-
peg, and its olimate will not differ
much from that of the latter prov-
ince. Crops of grain, potatoes, and
other vegetables and even small
fruits were found growing-as far
north as James bay.

GREAT PULPWOOD FOREST.

“A great pulpwood forest has been
located north of the ‘height of land
extending across the districts of

Nipissing, Algoma, and Thunder
Bay, with a depth in some places of
150 miles. 'The timber embraces all
the common pulp woods, such as
spruce, poplar, jackpine, and balm of
gilead, as well as tamaraoc, and cedar
along the banks of the streams. It
is generally of good quality, usually
thick on the ground and ranges in
size up to three feet in diameter. In
the district of Nipissing south of the
height of land an extensive pine for-
est was explored and estimated to
contain about three billions of feet

B.

“On the whole, the information
brought in by these exploration par-
ties has been extremely gratifying
and the benefit to the province of
conducting the exploration of so ex-
tensive a country has been abund-
antly demonstrated. It is now es-
tablished that in this section of the
province, hitherto but little known,
we have illimitable quantities of
pulpwoods and millions of acres of
good agricultural land, which are
capable of sustaining a large popu-
lation of industrious people.”

The report states that the timber
cut of last winter’' was much heavier
than in the previous winter. The
lumber trade was in 6 a prosperous
condition; a number of new mills had
been erected and lumbermep had
Bow come to recognize the fact that
for the future pine sawlogs would
have to be manufactured in this
country. A strict watch was kept
along the north shore of Lake Hur-
on, but there were no attempts to
evade the law by rafting logs over to
the United States,

INFLUX'OF NEW SETTLERS.

During the year an inocreased num-
ber of settlers had gone into the new-
er parts of the prevince, especially
in the Thunder Bay and Rainy Riv-
er distriots. Settlement was also
steadily progressing in the Temis-
caming, Nipissing, and Algoma dis-
triots. A large number of people
were reported in the section around
the head of Lake Nipissing and it
might be necessary in a short time
to place several townships there up-
on the market, while along the line
of the Algoma Central railway a
large number had gome in. The Dry-
den settlement too, had received a
fair share of settlers duriag the past
summer. The Crown lands agents
all reported the settlers as becoming
better off, °

Reference is made to the forest re-
serve of 2200 square miles near
Lake Temagaming as the first
area of virgin territory which has
been set apart. In the township of
Sibley. Thunder Bay district, an
area of 45000 acres of cutover ter-
ritory, on which a crop of young
pine is springing up, has also been
erected into a forest reserve.

During the year 20957 acres of
land were sold and patented under
the Mines Act fgr $42,883 and 16,887
acres leased at $1 per acre for the
first year’'s remtal. The - report
speaks in a congratulatory tone of
the progréess of the iron indunstry in
in the provinpge and the beginning of
orc shipments from the Helen mine
to the Midland furnaoces.
