Savior's kingdom. The very pledge with which we enter upon our

spiritual career is that we shall “ not henceforth live unto ourselves,
but unto Him who died for us and rose again,” The grand purpose
in view of which ' the christian church was constituted is concisely

and explicitlé stated by Paul jn his brief pastoral letter to Titus, in

which it is affirmed of dur blessed Rodeemer that he ¢ gave himself
for us that he might redeem us from all iniquity and purify unto
limself a peculiar people, zealous of good works.” From this
satement we learn that the constituent elements of true religion are
personal holiness and spiritual activity,

Such of our churches as: earnestly strive to conform to the scrip-
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tural pattern here indicated are faithfully fulfilling the obligations
imposed upon them by their glorious Founder. And we have reason
to be profoundly grateful to God that there are not wanting worthy
examples of this kind. But how few, alas! can claim to have
attained to this exalted position! A much larger proportion have
abundant cause for lamentation over their leanness, their lack of
success and their alarming retrogression. The care of these churches
demands our careful study and our earnest prayers.

In explaining the inactivity and spiritual darkness which unhappily
prevail in too many christian communities, it has been heretofore
the almost invariable custom among us to sum up all our ecclesiasti-
cal failures under the heading of “ unsuccessful ministers.”  There
have been doubtless just grounds in too many instances for adopting
this method of explanation. It may, nevertheless, be both wise and
profitable to consider whether an equally satisfactory and reasonable

solution of the problem may not possibly be found under the headirig |

of Unsuccessful Churches. ., The suggestion is perfectly orthodox. In
turning over the pages of the New Testament we are not a little
surprised to observe that whilst bishops and elders are seldom or
never reproved for unfaithfulness, the churches are often brought to
task on account of their lack of zeal, declension from * first, love,”
worldliness, ete. ‘This is noticeable chiefly from the fact that it
stands out in such striking contrast with the modern custom of load-
ing our ministers with blame and sending scores of them adiift
annually on account of failures for which the churches’ themselves
are largely if not wholly responsible. We shall not claim either
that ministers are now as faithful as they were in apostolic times, or
that the churches of the nineteenth century are as prone to apostasy
as were their primitive predecessors; butit is quite evident that there
is enongh similarity between the former and the latter days to give
appropriateness and value to our present meditations.

THE FACT BTATED.

That a large proportion of our churches are comparatively unsuc-
cessful in accomplishing the work or exerting the salutary influence for
which they were designed is painfully apparent. Viewed either in
reference to the spirituality of their members, the efforts put forth
by them in their respective localities, or the degree of aid they have
rendered in the support of our denominational interests, it is obvi-

ous that success is oftener the exception than the rule. From the

statistical returns which are forwarded annually t6 our Associations
it appears that many of our churches have for a long time had 1o
increase in their numbers = From the same source we find that
many are giving either very little or’ absolutely nothing in the way
of assisting the great enterprises for evangelizing and educating
the world.  Who among us was not surprised, astounded and humis

lated when the statement appeared in the public prints over fha

signature of our Home Secretary of Foreign Missions that ot

hundred and sixty Baptist Churches in the Maritime Provines|
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| contributed not one cént durin

g the past fiscal year for the purpose
of carrying out the Master’s sacred commission—** Go Ye into. all
the world and preach the gospel to every creature”! A much larger
number of churches have contributed nothing towards the promotion
of home evangelization. As a necessary result of this lamentable.
inactivity and'illiberality a sort ‘of religious stagnation, a spiritual
nightmare, supervenes, Sunday Schools are negleted and allowed
to die out, pulpits become permaneantly vacant, the regular meetings
for religious worship are gradually forsaken, until nothing remains
but empty houses, a few stray, gaunt mice, and frowning spires

pointing silently and ominously

kindly invited to resign their posi-
tion and quietly step down and out under .the charge of, being un-'
successful ?
THE CAUSES ASSIGNED. .

It would be impossible to review, within the narrow limits of a
brief circular, the various causes which tend to hinder the Lord’s
work among our churches, These causes are both numerous and
wmplicated. We may, however, advert to a few of the more prom-.
inent ones,

«There éan be no doubt that the primary and controlling source
of the evil under consideration is simply the lack of genuine 8pirit-
ulity.  If our hearts are not right in the sight of God, our words
and deeds will scarcely be found to harmonize with the teachings of
ingpired truth.

(raig” A sense of the goodness and mercy of onr heavenly Father
must become so dominant in our minds as fo subordinate all worldly
cnsiderations to the higher claims of our spiritual life before we
shall be willing cheerfully to consecrate all our talents, our posses-
sions and ourselves to His service.

The lack of brotherly love and especially of denominational love,
% often apparent in our communities, are fruitful causes of spirit-
ul inactivity and religous declension. 'When a-man ceases tg man-
ifest true affection toward the members of the household of faith,
wheu he takes no longer an honest pride in the welfare of the church
with which he s providentially connected, or in the Pprosperity of
e denomination to whose articles of faith aud practice he has sub-
peribed, it will make comparatively little difference to him how soon

either that church or that denomination shall become extinet, The

Geath and burial of either, will be an_ occasion of fow tears and
ittle grief, "

The absence of success in our churches is often directly traceable
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to the inadequacy with which pastors are sustained. = This is truein

- relation to financial matters : but we allude more particularly to the

moral support that is given to ministers. It is not infrequently the
case that a pastor is called upon to bear the whole burden of a
church both in ‘its religious services and its business management,
.Instead of finding an' Aaron and a Hur to uphold his trembling
hands, he too often finds & Nadab and an Abihu offering strange fire
and rendering nugatory what little influence for good he'has endeav-
oured to exert. As a result of this, both the character and office of
the christian minister are by many held in light esteem, and min.
isterial iteneracy is becoming as common as that of the troubadours
or minstrels of by-gone days who roamed about from place to place
singing songs and telling: stories for the purpose of obtaining their
daily bread. It is not our intention in these remarks to exonerate
pastors in the slightest degree from any blame of which they may
be justly deserving; hut we aim to show that they are not entitled
to a monopoly of that blame which is generally placed' exclusively
upon their shoulders. /
THE REMEDY ‘SUGGESTED

The speedy and entire removal of these causes of declension is the
important and practical matter which demands our best wisdom and
most earnest prayers. } .

How may a better state of things be brought about ?

The reply to this question has been to some extent anticipated by
the foregoing considerations,

It is obvious that personal holiness must necessarily recieve our
first attention. Unless our hearts are filled with, love to Christ it
will be folly to expect either enjoyment or success in: our religious
efforts. To how many churches and individuals might be addressed
the withering rebuke : **I know thy works that thou has: a name
that thou livest, and art dead!” We need the constant presence
and guiding influence of the Holy Spirit, Our sufficiency is of
God, and nothing of permanent benefit or value can be accomplished
without His gracious assistance. The voice of the Master is heard
to-day uttering the solemn injunction to each of the churches :
« Remember, therefore, from whence thou art fallen, and repent and
do the first works ; or else I will come unto thee quickly, and wil
remove thy candlestick out of his place, except thou repent.”

* Tt is also necessary that, as members of the church of Christ, we
should have just conceptions of the duties and responsibilities which
belong to this relationship, We are not called to a life of idleness,
but to one of constant activity and self-sacrifice, The more clearly
we understand the glorious mission of the church on earth, the mor¢
gratefal we feel for the honor we baye received in being permitted
to participate in its blessings and share in its toils, and the more zeal
ously we labor to secure its universal extension. Saved ourselves,
the chief joy of our lives will be to become instrumental in the gal-
yation of ofhers. To this end our fervent prayers will often ascéod
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“ Were all the realm of nature mine,

That were a present far too small 3
Love so.amazing, o divine :

Demands my soul, my iife, my all.”

In fine, we have need to offer constant and fervent prayer to our
God that ‘the presence and guidance of the Holy Spirit may be
graciously vouchsafed unto us, Enlightened and animated by that
indwelling Spirit we shall form correet ideas of ‘the character and
magnitude of the work in which we are engaged, we shall have a
just appreciation of the priceless value of immortal souls, and, above
all, we shall have a sincere ‘desire for: the universal reign of our
risen and glorified Lord. - Under such influences 0o’ church can be
unsuccessful, no pastor can labor in vain; The theme suggested for
our Association by our esteemed brother in Christ, Deacon Samuel
Brown, may well be adopted by each of the churches as a fitting and
precious motto ;— Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye steadfast,
unmovable, always ' abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch”
8 ye know that your labor is not in vain in the Lord.”

REPORT ON TEMPERANCE.

(1), Within the bounds of this Association, including .the
Counties of Annapolis, Digby, Yarmouth, Shelburne and Queens,
no licenses are granted for the sale of intoxicating beverages, It
is gratifying to state in connection with the foregoing that the
Baptists in these five counties are more numerous .than the adhe-
rents of any other denomination.

(2). The progress of the Temperance Reform in its various
departments, during the past year, has been satiifactory. In the
different sections of country known to this Comthittee the tempe:
rance cause is in a better position now than it was one year ago
The various temperance organizations have increased in™numben
and efficiency, and. have been able to contend more successfully
with the drink traffic and its attendant evils, - Legislation has been
advanced ; the law to-day is more stringent than' ever before, and
were it strictly enforced the blessings’of prohibition would be
brought to all our homes. Already there are several towns and
many rural districts within our borders where, owing to the efforts
of the people to enforce the law, no intoxicating liquors are pet-
mitted to be sold. The same public spirit and determination to
uphold the law and sustain the officers in the discharge of their
duty, if manifested in every town, would speedily bring in the day
of freedom from the curse of strong drink. Christians are recreant
to duty if they remain inactive while the laws of God and of man
continue to be violated. The efforts of the church, while not
equal to what the magnitude of this evil demands, have been
greater than'during previous years. At the present time it is not
the tippling church member only, but also the inactive christian
refusing to, aid this work who is proving an obstruction in this way
of the Lord.

(8). As the use of alcoholic beverages is the crowning evil of the
times, being the chief cause of poverty, crime, disease and premattire
death ; as it is oftentime the occasion of discipline throughaut the
churehes, and presents a formidable obstacle at all times to the spresd
of the Gospel, it is incumbent upon pastors and people to engage
in continuous and active efforts for its discontinuance. ‘We, there:
fore;-cordially commend the DominioN Arriance for the Toray
SuppressioN oF THE LiQuor TRAFFIC.

Your Committés would eall attention to one fact with reference
to the graduating class in the College of this year. It came out
only two, although it entered in 1873 a large and interesting clas.
It was stated by the President on Anniversay Day that the want
of Toeans with which to pay bills was one of the principal things
which had so reduced this class ; and those who are able to render
assistance are asked to remember worthy young men anxious to fit
themselves for the great work of preaching Christ to the people.

The action taken at the Convention last year with. reference o
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affiliation with the Halifax University has proved to be generally
acceptable to the-Churches of this Association, The determination
to stand aloof from all other institutions of learning and to do our
own work in our own way, makes it indispensable, however, largely
to increase the funds of the College ; and your Committes would
heartily commend to the Churches of this Association the effort
now being made to add $100,000 to, the College Endowment
Fund. If all will work together, and pray earnestly while they
work, we need not doubt that the divine blessing will rest upon
our institutions in the future as it has in the past.

OF THE

X 8 Mestevn Buaptist Assesiution,

ART. 1'—This body shall be called the N. §, Western Baptist Association,

2.—~1It shall be ¢ posed of deleg; ppointed by the Churches of which
they are members, together with delegates from Corresponding Associations.
Each Church d with the Association shall have the privilege of
sending one delegate or more, but no church shall be entitled to send more
than five in addition to its Ppastor,

3.—The objects of the Association shall be, the collection of statistical and
other information from the ehurches ; the cultivation of mutual acquaintance
and fraternal union; the promotion of individual godliness and the spiritual

4.—The Association shall meet annually on the 8rd Saturday in June, at
10 o’clock.

sition therefor being made by five of the churches through their pastor.

6—The officers of the Association shall be a Moderator, & Clerk, and a
Treasurer, all of whom shall continue in office until the election of their

The Moderator shall preside in all the meetings ; nominate all committees
of not more than three, unless otherwise provided for ; take the direction of
all the religious services, and call special meetings pursuant to uisition,

The Clerk shall record all the transactions and prepare the Minutes for
publication.

he Treasurer shall receive all monies and other property contributed for
#ny of the purposes of the Association and dispose of the same according to

the will of the donors, or, when the will of the donors is not expressed, accord-
ing to the vote of the Association. -

6.—Each church connected with the Association shall send annually a
Letter, containing an account of its history during the year preceding,
fpecifying the number added by baptism, by letter, and by restoration ; the
number removed, by dismission, by exclusion, and by death; and the whole
number then in fellowship.

Bth.—No subject shall be discussed withouta motion thereon being first
made and seconded. .

6th.—Every speaker shall address the chair; and no person ghall speak
oftener than twice on the same subject, unless by permission of the body.

7th.—When a church is received into the Association the Moderator shall

= give to one of its delegates the hand of fellowship.

8th.—At the commencement of each sitting the Minutes of the: last one
shall be read and corrected, and of the last before the final adjournment.

9th.—All resolutions shall'be presented in writing.

10th.—Motions made and lost shall not be recorded unless so ordered at
the time.

11th.—No delegates shall be ‘allowed to leave the Association before the
business is finished, without permission of the body.

12th.—These rules shall be Gistinctly read from the chair at the opening

- FIFTH ANNUAL‘REPORT

OF THE

~NOVA SCOTIA BAPTIST HOME MISSIONARY UNION.

Inpresenting their fifth Annual Report the Executive Board of the
Nova Scotia Baptist Home Missionary Union desire to make grate.
ful mention of the manifold blessings which an indulgent Father
has been pleased to bestow upon our efforts during the past year.
It has been a year of comparative prosperity. Difficulties have
been overcome, burdens have been removed and an amount of work
performed altogether beyond our anticipation. Having entered up-
on the duties of the year with . heavy debt resting upon our ex-
chequer, we have had otcasion for increasing gratitude in witness
ing from month to month the gradual diminution of our liabilitie,
whilst at the same time a fair degree of progress has been made in
our missionary operations. ’

THE LINE OF POLICY PURSUED.

It was deemed expedient by your Board, in enterring upon the
responsibilites of the year, not only to adopt the most economical
methods of carrying on the work in which we were. engaged, but
also to pursue the policy of retrenchment so for at least as to
ensure the liquidation of all our debts before the close of the year,
We are happy to state that this purpose hasBeen well-nigh effected.
In pursuing this line of policy however we havewecessarily restrictel
our efforts in evangelization to such a degree that' the work performed
and the consequent results are small when compared with those of
former years. It is by no means a difficult matter so to manag
the business of our Board as to be able to report a satisfactory bak
ance in hand. That can be done simply by neglécting helples
fields, turning a deaf ear to the urgent appeals for aid which coms
to us almost every week, and permitting’immortal souls to perish
without iaking any other attempt to secure their salvation. But
we are not ambitious for the fame of those societies which boast of
solvent treasuries and have nothing else to report.

GENERAL AGENCY.

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THE BOOK DEPARTMENT,

In the opinion of your Board there is as much need of Baptist
literature in our Sunday-Sehools as there is of Baptist preaching in
our churches..  There would be as much propriety in seetiring for
our pulpits ministers who systematically avoid any reference o our
Jdistinctive doctsines, as there is in obtaining books the teachings of
which are guided by that principle. The introduction of such books
into our Sunday '‘Schools is a concession to other denominations
that is operating disastrously against our owa interests.

During the past year your Board have distributed upwards of
1540 volumes of such literature as we could heartily recommend.
About 13,800 pages of religious and temperance tracts were also
gratuitously circtlated. The cost of these books and sracts did not
excead $600.00; whilst the receipts arising from  volumes  sold
amounted to $630.00. ' The balance of books on ‘hand may be
estimated at about $200.00 in value. It gives us much satisfaction
to state that during the past four years more than'$3,600.00 worth
of wholesome Baptist literature has been spread abroad throughout
our land by means of our Book Department. . In' order to lessen
the expense of this department it was thought desirable to dispense
with the services of colporteuts. ~Dr.-Day has, without any
remuneration, and at the cost of much laboz, received the books
into his own house; unpacked them, re-packed and forwarded them
according to order. This has materiallly lessened our expenditures ;
and, as a resulf, the Book Department: is: not -only rwholly self-
sustained, bub it is of some financial advantage to the Home
Mission treasury.

Your Board earnestly recommenid the immediate establishment
of & Book Room for the Lenefit of the Baptists ' of the Maritime
Provinces, It will be for:the wisdom of otr denomination to
decide upon the ldcation of such a Room, and upon the most
practicable method of conducting and superintending its business
arrangements, ‘

FINANCES.

The present condition of our treasury is very satisfactu?'. The
heavy debt of $3457.44 which  encumbered your Board ab the
heginning of the year has been gradually paid off ; and at this date

! there are funds in hand not only to entirely liquidate that debt,
but also to meet all our liabilities up to the prosemt ;moment,
Jeaving & considerable balance in our fayor. This balamce will be
targely increased by the contributions from the Eastern and P. &

_ Island Associations. Your Board is thus in & Qoaiticm:ho comnit
to the care of their successors the important interests conneeted
with this enterprise, free from all encunbrances and embarragsments.

The total amount of receipts may, at first sight, seem fo comparé
very unfavorably with that of the preceding year. When it i
borne in,‘mind, however, that most of our. missionaries have

It will be seen from the foregoing table that 18 missionaries and
sgents have . been in ; commission during the year, They have
travelled, in all, 18,098 miles 3+ preached. 1,665 sermons ; attended

13,800 pages of tracts; baptized 101 persons ; and performed
5534 weeks of labor.

In addition to their regular missionary appointments your Board
have, in many instances, introduced pastors to vacant churches,
with much satisfaction to all eoncerned,

In conclusifm, it is the sincere prayer of your Board that the
besting of Almighty God may rest. upon the efforts of our
Union in the future as it has done in the past.  The outlook
s indeed hopeful, Our chief ‘difficulties have already been over-
come. It requires only a little energy, wisdom, and liberality in
our denomination, with the blessing of Heaven, to secure glorious
rsults in our evangelistic efforts during the current’ year. Lot us
