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Homeless People Suffer “
Delay of Militia Department in

Forwarding Tents and Blankets

Heavy Rain Poured Down Upon Unsheltered
Thousands Amid the Ashes of Campbeliton--
Only Shelter is That Provided by Refief Parties
~Intoxicated Men Make Trouble.

First Complete Story of Fire Written by Town

" Clerk, Who Passed Through Terrible Experi-
ence-~-Steamers and Shipping Saved Many Lives
—Reports of Fatalities Without Foundation.

Campbellton, N. B, July 13.—Prac-

tically the whole town now lies a

smouldering mass of ruins as a resulg

of the disastrous fire which started
here Monday afternoon. Commencing
at Richard’s upper mill, the fire spread
with lightning-ike rapidity, breakiug
out in several sections of the town al-
most simultaneously, and continuing
with reientless fury until the whole
town was consumed A, tremendons
gale was blowing at the time and ail
efforts of the fire department were
useless. Nothing could check the ad-
vance of the flames, Just as soon as
the firemen had succeeded in playing
their hose and getting their streams
at play, they were forced to abandon
their position, until finally even the
hose was caught in the vortex of flame
and it became a matter of saving lives
only. Not more than a couple of
dozen buildings remain standing, the
most of these being on the windward
side of the fire. The others are as
follows:—

Those That Remain.

District Supt. Price’s residence and
the Kelly House, immediately behind
it; A. M. Mowats, D. C. Firth's, Avs.
Muirbead’s, and F. S. Blair's residen-
ces on the hill. The new mill of the
Richards Company at Richardsville
was about destroyed together with a
large quantity of lumber. Thiz mill
was nearly two miles away from the
town and the timber plle was kindled
by a spark. So far as can be ascer-
tained no lives were lost, despite num-
erous reports to the contrary.

MAYOR MURRAY
Who Heads Relief Committee.

The people fled to the open flelds
at the back of the town and to the
wharves taking with them as much of
their belongings as they could carry.
The steamers Senlac and Canada load-
ed to capacity and put in the stream
during the night. All the tugs were
busily engaged in carrying people to
the other side of the river. A large
crowd on the ferry wharf were res-
cued in the nick of time just hefore
the coal shed of F. M. Murray tnok
fire. Words fail to express any idea
of the awful night of teror. Families
got separated and anxious parents
were looking for children and some of
the men who were walled in by the
flames from their homes at the upper
end of the town spent a nerve racking
period, until the fire had spent itself
sufficiently to allow. them to go
through.

Present Situation.

Campbeliton, July 13—With the
close of the second day’s experiences
of the effects of the fire, the people
are just growing to realize the awful-
ness of the situation. The devastation
seemed for a time too terrible to grasp

store or business place of any kind
remains of a hustling town of over
five thousand inhabitants, little more
need be said. The total loss has been
variously estimated at from one and a
half to three million dollars, The in-
surance will probably total a million
and a half as near as can be ascer-
tained.but there are many cases where
the savings of a lifetime have been
ewept away, not being covered by in-

surance,
The work of relief is being carried
ble under the h::lr-

load of provisions reaching here about
8 o'clock yesterday morning. Mayor
Stewart, of Dalhousie shortly after-
wards arrived with a steamer load of
supplies, to be followed later on by
the Dalhousie Lumber Company's tug
with another load from that firm. St.
John, Moncton, Chatham and other cl-
ties sent in carloads of provisions.

Many Inquiries.

Premier Hazen wired a contribution
of $2000 on behalf of the Government.
and $100 from himself. Substriptions
are coming in gradually from some of
the towns of the provinces and many
inquiries are coming in as to what 18
most needed, which are receiving the
attention of the committee.

Many alarming reports have been
In circulation of loss of life, One of
these was that Dr. Doherty, who had
been seriously 111, had dled from shock
while being taken across the river.
Another was that Dr. Sproul had been
killed by the explosion of his aut»
mobile. Then there were reports of the
deaths of several patients at the hos-
pital while they re being removed
to the mission across the river, and
the suffocation of several children.
These have all heen found to be false.

A daughter of D. F. Graham, who
was ili with fever, wats carried on a
mattress from place to place, at times
narrowly esoaping death, but was
finally got out of the danger zone,

“Tents Have Not Arrived.

The work providing shelter for the
homeless lias not been as satisfac-
tory as anticipated owing to the non
arrival of tents which were expected
from Sussex. Hundreds of people
are huddled under trees and fortun-
ately the weather is warmer tonight.
It rained hard all day and added con-
giderably to the suffering of the
homeless. However it is hoped that
the blankets and tents will reach
here before morning so that this
gerious situation will be considerably
relieved. A number of people have
already started to build temporary
shacks.

A detachment of the 73rd Regiment
arrived here this morning from
Chatham under command of Major
Mersereau, who with members of the
local company are patrolling the
town and guarding the vaults and
safes. Instructions have been issued
to make a severe example of the first
person found looting. So far nothing
of this has occurred. A number of
junk men arrived here this morning
with the evident intention of helping
themselves to anything in their line,
but their little game was frustrated
by I.C.R, officer Tingley of Moncton,
who cleverly discovered their pur-
pose.

Liquor Found.

A quantity of liquor which had been
saved from the Intercolonial Hotel,
and taken to a field back of the town,
was comfiscated by the militia this af-
ternoon. It is said that the liguor was
being sold to the “Trusties.” In fact
several men were found drunk not far
from where the liguor was stored.
It is also said that several of the
men were intoxicated last night and
made themselves very offensive to
women in tents.

Two supply depots have been erect-
ed and it is hoped that by tomorrow
afternoon the work of the committee
will be running smoothly,

NOT MANY AT DALHOUSIE

Homeless People Do Not Wish to

Governor Tweedle.

Lt. Governor Tweedie arrived in
the city yesterday from Chatham.
His honor is taking a vigorous part in
aiding as far as possible, the strick-
en people of Campbeliton. Toa Stand«
ard reporter he said that‘on Tuesday
Chatham had. dispatched a large ex-
hibition tent 80 feet long by 40 feet
wide and a carload of provisions in
care of Mayor Mersereau. He was in
receipt of a telegra®n last evening
from Mayor Mersereau, at Campbell-
ton, stating that at present there were
plenty of provisions and that the great
need was blankets and means of shel.
ter.

As a result of a wire to the militia
department, he had been advised by
them that 1,000 blankets would be
rushed to the scene at once, His
honor thought it would be wise to
have the army medical corps des-
patched to Campbellton as soon as
possible as medical ald is undoubted-
ly required. He was glad to see that
the entire province was responding
nobly to the stricken population’s
need of immediate relief and aid.

As a result of a wire to the Militia
Department, Tuesday, Colonel A. J.
Armstrong of the Ordnance Stores
Department, has received Instruc-
tione from Ottawa, to forward 500
tents and 200 blankets to Campbell-
ton. These supplies will go forward
as soon as they can be sorted from
the other baggage returned from Camp
Sussex.

CANADA DID
NOT KEEP THE
AMERICANS

Story From Washington To Ef-
fect That 15,000 Settlers In
Alberta Have Returned To
United States.

—

An Assoclated Press despatch from
Washington, says:—

The tide of emigration of home seek-
ers to Canada, which has been the
subject of great concern to the admin-
{strators of the public domain for the
last few years, has turned, in the
opinion of officials of the reclamation
service, Thousands have returned,
and a great many more are expected
back soon.

Clarence J. Blanchard, statiscian
of the reclamation service, who is in
the field inspecting irrigation projects,
reports to the headquarters of the ser-
vice, that he has interviewed a great
number of settlers in Montana who
had tried the Canadian experiment,
but were glad enough to return home.

They stated that practically every
American farmer in the neighborhood
of Alberta, where the Canadian gov-
ernment maintains an irrigation pro-
ject, was anxious to get back if he
could sell his holdings in the Domin-
fon,

The American settlers were dissat-
isfied with the character of the land
and crops, while the form of govern-
ment did not appeal to them, and they
considered the railroad freight rates
exorbitant.

During the last nine months it was
sald at the reclamation service today
15,000 settlers have returned to the
States from Canada, and the prospects
for a general backward movement are
bright.

Joint notes in which his name is
one of many for money largely used
by others, $63,387.90.

Notes on which he is one of many
endorsers, $200,766.77.

Total liability direct and indirect,
$544,444.73,

The above notes are held by var-
fous persons and banks and are se-
cured by collaterals, which at the
time were marketable. A large
amount of the discounts with the St.
Stephen’s Bank will be pald by other
endorsers or from collateral security.
The total assets consisting of stocks,
bonds and real estate, have a par
value of $391,146.20. Owing to the
nature of these it will take time to
realize on many of them.

Mr, Whitlock has taken some excep-
tion to a previously published state-
ment which placed his liability to the
bank at $172,000.

The statement above makes a div-
ision of a total liability to the bank
much in excess of that figure.

AEROP

1idianapolis, July 13.—The Wright
brothers have a novel and ingenlous
method of determining the altitude
of a Wright biplane. The instrument
is as simple as it is ingenious, con-
gisting of a little bit of tin with little
projectng spikes or prongs, and &
common yardstick, such as depart-
ment stores give away as advertise-
ments, The tin is bent about the
vardstick so that it slips easily from
end to end.

The photograph shows Wilbur
Wright using this instrument in
measuring the altitude of the aero-
plane driven by Walter 8. Brookins
N his record breaking flight at the
big aviation meet in this city. As
the machine was climbing toward the
4000 feet line when the measurement
was teken, two yardsteks, end to end,
were required to get the distance.
Orville Wright is seen in the picture
at the right,

This device is exclusively a Wright
instrumont. The calculations by
which the altitude is determined are
based on the precise spread of the
wings of @ Wright biplane. The little
piece of tin bearing the prongs is slid
along the stick till, to the eye sighting
along the stick, the prongs seem just
to embrace the planes of the distant
aeroplane. The length of the planes
and the number of inches from the
eye to the prongs being known, &

Aeronauts Killed.

Letchlingen, Renish Prussia, July
18.—The dirigible balloon KErbsloch,
recently refitted for a passenger ser-
vice was destroyed in midair today
through the explosion of a benzine
tank, and her inventor, Oscar Erb-
sloch and his crew of four men, drop-
ped to their death.

The bodies of the aviators were
frightfuly mangled. The gondola
was torn to bits and the motor buried
itself ‘beneath the surface of the
ground,

WILBUR WRIGHT IN ACT OF DET E:’MMEN'NG ALTITUDE OF AN

The victims were men well khown
to all Germans interested in aerial
feats, and Erbsloch gained an inter-
national rputation when in 1907 at
8t. Louls, he won the international
cup in the distance race for balloons.
His companions were Herr Hoeppe
and Herr Spicke, the motorman,

The Erbsloeh was constructed last
year and had had a dublous career.
The first time it descended it crashed
into a clump of trees and its occu-
pants narrowly escaped injury, A few
days agoduring a trial flight a pro-
pellor 'was broken. The balloon which
was of the non-rigid type, had just
been made over preparatory to the
establishment of a passenger service
between Klberfeld and nearby points.
Today it was inflated for a trid test
by the crew, The ascent was made
were few eye witnesses of the acci
dent.

Oscar Erbsloeh had made many

daring and successful balloon flights.
In the St. Louls sertal race, when he
took from the United States to Ger.
many the international cup which had
been won the year before by Lieut.
Frank P. Lahm at Paris he covered a
distance of 876 miles in the balloon
Pommern, landing at’ Asbury Park, N.
J.. two miles further from the point
of ascent at St. Louls than his near
est competitor, M, LeBlanc of France,
who came down at Hebertsville, N.J.
In February 1909, Erbs Loeh made
a remarkable balloon trip across the
Alps. His balloon was the Berlin
and it remained in the air for thirty
hours, reaching a maxium altitude
of about 18,000 feet, An average tem-
perature of about 12 degrees below
zero was experienced.
The death roll of aviators was
lengthened today to seventeen who
have been killed since Sept. 17, 1508,
Up to ten days ago the record stood
at ten. On July 3 Charles Wachter
fell to his death at Rhelms, France,
yesterday the English sportsman
Charles Stewart Rolles died beneath
the wreckage of his aeroplane. Today
Erbaloeh and his crew of four were
dashed to pleces.

MUCH LUMBER BURNED
AT BOOTH STATIO

Fredericton, N. B, July 13. — A
serious fire took place this morning
at Rooth station, C. P. R, main line
between Fredericton Juncton and Me-

time of writing state that thousands
of dollars of manufactured lumber
have been burned and that the woods
are also ablaze. Owing to the fact
that telephone lines do not reach that
vinicity it has been impossible to get
any word from the scene of the fire.
It is known, however, that the fire
broke out this morning and that be-
tween 800,000 and 1,000,000 feet of
manufactured lumber, which was cut
during last winter at the new mill
erected there by ex-Alderman John
8. Scott, of this city, has been de-
stroyed. Flames have also spread
to the woods and forest fires of con-
siderable proportions has resulted,but
it Is believed that rain will stop the
forest fire before much damage is
done.

So great was the fire and so in-
tense was the heat that trains on the
C. P. R. main line had to be stalled,
but according fo last word conditions
are gradually improving, although the
manufactured lumber is doomed.

The mill is about a mile and a half
from the scene of the fire, and it Is
believed that it will be saved, as there
has not been any heavy wind.

Manufactured lumber was all pine,
and it is estimated that thede was
between $00,000 and 1,000,000 feet in
piles, which would bring the total
loss to between $16,000 and $20.-

CIVAY IS |
ONLY HUMBUG

Mrs. O. H. P. Belmont De-
clires Votes for Women
Would Not Destroy Because
it Does Not Exist.

.

London, July 18~—Th¥ Women's
Suffrage bill debate in the House of
Commons 18 being followed with keen
interest by Mrs. O. H. P, Belmont,
mother of the Duchess of Marlborough.
Mrs., Belmont today gave in an inter-
view her views as to the progress of
the movement in America.

“Our methods are peaceful,” she
said, “because there is no need for
militant tactics. We are never un-
able to get permission to approach the
legislators. Our idea i8 to spread the
movement by educating the people. 1
have assisted in establishing political
centres in different parts of New York,
where lectures are given in the even-
ing and in the afternoon there are suf-
frage classes open to all.

“I have been a believer in women’s
suffrage ail my lite. The argument
that votes for women would destroy
sex chivalry is absurd,
go-called chivalry of men is all. hum-
bug. In America you have only got
to watch the way the men push the
women aside in street cars to see how
mu h this ‘chivalry’ is worth. We
want to see all sex distinctions de-
stroyed and women placed on a legal
and political equality with men,

Share Musband’s Earnings.

“One of the things I should like to
see legalized for women Is the right
of the wife to share equally with her
husband in community or property.
That is to say, & man should not be
able to dispose of his property with-
out his wife's consent. Another is
equal rights of the wife over her
children. A third is the same right
for woman as for man to sign legal
documents.

“We are not living in the first cen-
tury, but in the twentieth. We have
got to face things as they are at the
present time. The wife does all the
work for the husband and geis no
money for it. She ought to get half
of what the man earns. The wife
ought to be man’s equal, not his ser-
vant,

ways been regarded as a degrading oc-
cupation is because it has been free
| labor.

‘In America,” added Mrs. Belmont,
»we are more fearful of offending con-
ventional codes than are the women in
England. The reason is that the suf-
frage movement here has been back-
ed by women of standing in society
whose position is assured. In America
we have only just begun to attract the
wealthiest classes. We feel in Ameri-
ca that the methods adopted in Eng-
land have been quite justifiable.
“We are following the progress of
the Suffrage bill debate with great in-
terest. The result will mean much to
the movement, because I cannot re-
gard it as possible that if English
grant the volte to women, Americans
will not care to refuse it.”

LITTLE DOING
ON WALL
STREET

New York, July 18.—The stock mar-
ket npeculnllon showed signs of las-
situde today which were not out of
harmony with weather conditions in
the financial belt. ‘About all that was
accomplished in the day's trading
was to rectity the false steps taken
in response to the sensation monger-
ing yesterday regarding the German
foreign office utterances. There was
a spasmodic advance in prices at the
opening when uncovered shorts took
stocks at the prices at which they
were offered. The satisfaction of
this urgent demand left little buying
power in the market and a fresh de-
cline in the coppers added to the un-
settlement. - This paucity of buying

demand for stocks was clted as de-

tracting from the convincing effect of
the many interviews with persons of
importance in the financial and indus-
trial world expressing hopeful views
of the future and confldence in the
soundness of present conditions.
They were supplemented, however,
by . published reports guthered by
railroad organizations of crop con-
ditions which gave a favorable im-
pression of the situation as a whole,
It developed also that while demand
for stocks died out when attempts
were made to advance prices, a pow-
er of resistance was encountered on
declines, which argued the existence
of buying orders which would absorb
stocks when offered at concessions
while refusing to bid for them on
advances,

Amalgamated copper sold down to
55 1.8, a new level for the year.

The extreme dullness of the specu-
lation was ascribed to the belief that
an early decision would be taken by
the interstate commerce commission
whether to suspend as a whole the
rate advances proposed by the rail-
roads to go into effect on August 1.

the closed end of the cage. It does
away with the danger of a foul tip
getting away and hitting someone in
the stands,

ers have been using them for years,
For teams in need of batting prac-
tice the cages appear to be just what
is needed.

Germain street with Apposite pave-
ment, provided, Mr. Clark, who is
acting for the Hassam Paving Com-
pany, is able to show that Apposite
complies with the specifications pre-
pared by the city engineer.

A special meeting of the city coun-
cil will be held at 11,30 this morning
to ratify the recommendation of the
board.

Ald. McGoldrick presided, and the
mayor, Ald. Vanwart, White, Jones,
Smith, Scully, Baxter, Willet, Potts
and Elkin were present with the com-
mon clerk, the recorder, the city en-
gineer, the street superintendient and
the harbor master.

The chairman said the board was
called to settle the matter of the
Germain street paving. The question
had been standing for some time, and
definite action should be taken.
Halifax had gone ahead laying asphalt
pavement, and now had some fine
looking streets. St. John should make
a start in the same direction, and
pave one street as an object lesson
to the people. Several tenders to
pave the street had been received,
and one of the tenderers, Mr. Clark
had offered to submit his asphalt to
any analysis.

About that Petition.

Ald. Willet wanted to know whether
the petition of the Germain street
residents complied with the act.
Otherwise, he thought they might as
well put on their hats and go home.

Engineer Murdock sald the total
street frontage, Including churches,
was 1965 feet, or 1704 feet without
the churches, and the petition repre-
sented 905 feet. In the opinion of
the necorder the churches had to be
counted out, so that the petitioners
represented over half the frontage of
rateable property.

The chairman ruled that the peti-
tion complied with the act. Ald. Wil-
let then moved that the prayer of the
petition be granted. He  said the
matter had been bungled with too
long.

Ald Potts sald the petition was not
the one the council had referred to
the board as several new names had
been added to since the meeting of
the council. The board therefore had
no right to deal with it.

Ald. Jones wanted to know the es-
timated cost of the paving.

The Cost of the Work.

The engineer sald the tender prices
were as follows:
Caritte Patterson cees..$12,676
McDonald & McLeod . .o 12,920
Westurminite .. . .. 13,032
A. R. Clark .. .. 14,250
Apposite Paving .. . 11,385

The latter was an alternative ten-
der sent in by Mr. Clark.
[ At this point Ald. Potts complained
that the retaining wall on the Queen

Square church was in d of fall-
ing into the street.

The chairman instructed the street
superintendent to find out whether
the city or the church was responsible
and have the wall repaired.

Some discussion then followed on
civic taxes, and the methods of car-
rying out local improvements in other
towns.

Ald Baxter sald the city’s share
of the expenditure would be about
$300. In the circumstances they
should comply with the request of the
Germain street residents. The city
had to make a start pavipg the resi-
dential streets some time, and as tho
Germain street residents had offered
to pay half the cost, not once but
many times, they should begin on that
street.

Ald. Potts wanted to know whether
the idea was to find out how long
asphalt paving would wear,

The chairman said the idea was to
show the citizens what a properly
paved street looked like.

The mayor—*“Would it cost $300 a
year to keep the present street in re-
pair?”

The engineer—"IT think it would.”

The Mayor—*“And at the end of ten
or twenty years the street would be
no better than it is now.

Ald. Potts sald he would oppose the
petition to the bitter end.

The question was then called for
and it was decided to recommend the
council to pave the streets.

Good For Fifteen Years.

R. 8. Low, a partner of Mr. Clarke
in the Apposite tender, was then
heard. He sald the Apposite pave-
ment under ordinary traffic conditions
would last from 10 to 15 years and on
Germain street somewhat longer, His
company had offered to give a five
years guarantee, If it wasn't for the
difficulty of securing bonds, they
could give a longer guarantee. Mr.
Low them gave a technical descrip-
tion of Apposite, clalming that it was
as good as other pavements.

In answer to Ald. Willet the engin-
eer sald that the price of Aposite
pavement was $2.25 per yard, while
the next lowest tender was $2.56.

Ald. Klkin said he had not heard
the Apposite tender read when the
tenders were opened.

The chairman and some of the al-
dermen said the Apposite tender had
been read.

Ald. Baxter moved that a recom-
mendation be made that the council
accept the ‘lowest tender, provided
that it was understood that the con-
tractor submit a sample of asphalt
that when subjected to analysis would
comply with the specifications and
that the material laid should be equal
to the sample. This was adopted.
