Fredericton, N. B., Sept- 21.—(Special)—

Lieutenant Governor Snowball formally
opened the Fredericton Exhibition at 3
o’clock this afternoon under most favor-
able circumstances. The weather was
beautifully fine though just a trifle warm
for September, and the crowd, in attend-
ance, was unusually large for the opening
day.

The lieutenant governor, accompanied
by Hon. Messrs. Tweedie, Farris, Jones
and Private Secretary Barker, Mayor Me-

Nally, members of the city council, civic
officials and military escort composed of
€ol. Chipman and officers of the seventy-
first, Major Bridges of the army service
corps and Lieutenants Gilman and Clem-
ents of the Eighth Hussars, arrived at the
exhibition buildings shortly before 3
p. m. and were given a cordial welcome,
the Fredericton brass band playing the
national anthem.

President Campbell and members of the
executive received the visitors and escort-
ed them to amusement hall, where the
opening ceremony took place.

President Campbell, on behalf of Agri-
cultural Society No. 34, presented his
honor with a complimentary address as
follows

To the Honorable Jabez Bunting Snowball,
D.' C. L., LL. D., Lieutenant Governor:

In welcoming yourself and the members of
your government on this the opening day of
our 1905 Agricultural Fair and Exhibition,
this society desires me to express their high
appreciation of the honor conferred upon the
efforts by us made to foster, encourage and
develop the varied agricultural interests of
our province.

The governor replied in a most interest-
ing speech which was attentively listened
to. He referred briefly to his experience
as a farmer and the interest he had always
taken in agriculture. He was a believer

in exhibitions and felt that they served
a good purpose and should stimulate the
farmens of the country to greater efforts.

After warmly congratulating the agricul-
tural society on the showing it made his
honor resumed his seat-

Hon. Mr. Tweedie.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie, who was most cor-
dially received, congratulated the people
of Frdericton on the bright prospects for
a successful exhibition. The people of
Fredericton, as well as the people of the
province, were to be congratulated upon
the interest they took in exhibitions. No
country without agriculture behind it
amounted to much. -Complaints were con-
stantly being made that the young men
of- the province were going toward the
west. That, he thought, was due to the
fact that people weré too much inclined
to look beyond theit own doors.

He alluded in eloquent terms to the re-
sources and climate of New Brunswick
and predicted a great future for this prov-
ince. Young men could scarcely be ex-
pected to go into the woods and hew out
homes for themselves,when the great west-
ern prairies offered such inducements.
While the west would no doubt attract
a percentage of New Brunswick’s popula-
tion the premier was hopeful that as our
resources became known new men would
come in and fill the gap.

He regarded agriculture as the main-
stay of New Brunswick and the success
of this exhibition was proof of the great
hold it was taking on the people. The
government was pleased with the success
which had attended exhibitions in Fred-
ericton and also pleased that those in
charge had been able in the past to make
ends meet without being compelled to go
to the government to help them out.

Hon. Mr. Farris said he had thought
all along that the men in charge of the
exhibition would make it a success and
now he was sure of it, He was strongly
in favor of-exhibitions and this sympathies
were with them. He was glad they had
been favored with such fine weather and
felt sure the exhibition would be a suc-
cess.

At the conclusion of the speech-making
the governor formally declared the exhibi-
tion open.

President Campbell then took the gov-
ernor and party in charge and showed
them about the building: and grounds.
They saw Diavolo perform his thrilling
feat and afterwards witnessed the parade
of live stock. His honor expressed himself
as being delighted at the extent and high
character of -the exhibition.

The exhibition is certainly the most suc-
cessful ever held in Fredericton and if
the weather continues fine is certain to
draw enormous crowds to the city. A
splendid showing is made in every de-
partment of farm produce, the fruit and
poultry being exceptionally strong- The
main building where trade exhibits are
chown is very attractively decorated and
presents a grand sight.

CUSHING LIQUIDATOR
GVEN ACCESS T0 MILL

Judge Landry, Yesterday, Gave W. E.
Vroom Leave to Inspect the Books
--Proceedings as to Possession
and Sale Stayed for a Week.

The liquidation proceedings in the mat-
ter of the winding up of the Cushing Sul-
phite Fibre Company, Ltd., have been
stayed until the 27th inst., in respect of
W. E. Vroom, the provisional liquidator,
taking possession or making a sale, but he

i8 given access to the books and property
of the company in the interim and will go
to the mill this morning.

Argument was heard Wednesday before
Mr. Justice Landry on the return of the
summons served on the provisional liqui-
dator, to show cause why proceedings
should not be stayed pending an appeal to
the Supreme Court of Canada by the com-
pany. :

M. G. Teed, K. C., on behalf of the
company, asked for a stay on the ground
that if a liquidator should be put in pos-
session with full control over the property
the assets of the company might all be
disposed of before the appeal to the Su-
preme Court of Canada could be effected.

Hon. Wm. Pugsley, attorney-general,
counsel for G. S. Cushing, argued that only
creditors and contributories were com-
petent to obtain a stay of proceedings, and
that Mr. Justice McLeod, the judge to
whom the petition for winding up was pre-
sented, was the only authority that had
jurisdiction as to the stay of proceedings.

The judge said he had seen a copy of the
memorandum made by Mr., Justice Me-
Leod to the effect that he gave leave to
the counsel applying to go before another
judge. In view of this and the statements
and affidavits presented he had granted the
sSumMmons. !

The attorney-general urged the import-
ance of putting a liquidator in charge in
the interest of the smaller creditors.

L. A. Currie, K. C,, who appeared for
Mr, Vroom, claimed that the company had
no status in court since his client’s ap-
pointment as liquidator, and in view of the
refusal of Mr. Justice McLeod to grant'a
stay. !

A. P. Barnhill, K. C.,, followed on the
same side, claiming that the only right to
grant a stay must be framed on the
statute, and that the act making the or-
dinary practice of the court applicable to
the proceedings under the winding up act
would not enlarge the jurisdiction of the
court to grant a stay when the same was
not provided by the act as claimed by the
counsel for the company.

H. A. Powell, K. C.,; took the ground
that Captain Partington, as a creditor, was
entitled to be heard in the matter, and
contended that the liquidator might dis-
pose of the assets before an appeal could
be effected.

On conclusion of the arguments the
judge made an order removing the stay in
all respects except that the liquidator
should not take possession of the property
or make any sale pending the application
for appeal to be heard on the 27th inst.
He granted the liquidator leave to inspect
the books and property of the company in
the meanwhile in order that a statement
of the affairs of the company might be.
prepared for the meeting before Mr. Jus-
tice McLeod on Saturday next, at which
permanent liqguidators will be appointed.

Mr. Vroom told a representative of The
Telegraph last evening that he had ar-
ranged with H. W. Schofield, the wsecre-
tary-treasurer of the company, to meet at
the mill this morning, when he would be
given access to all the information he re-
quired.

GIRL COW BOY
WORE TOGS OF
VAN FOR YEARS

Unable to Make a Living in the West,
Kate Maher Changed Name and
Roughed It With Border-
men

SHOT HIGHWAYMAN
WHO HELD UP STAGE

Found Out at Last When Old
and Ill, She Fled to Conceal
Her Identity.

Sheridan, Mon., Sept. 16—Kate Maher,
who for more than a quarter of a century,
under the name and guiee of a man, lived
the life of a freighter, cowboy, scout, gold
seeker and stage driver, is dead. Bix
months ago, in humiliation and shame at
the sudden revelation to her friends and
associates that ehe was a woman, she left
her old haunts in the west and never re-
turned to them. From the Black Hills
she came to Montana, where she died. For
about thirty years she lived, worked, ate,
drank, smoked and gambled with men and |
was believed by her friends and associates
to be a man until last November, when
her eex was accidentally revealed and she
disappeared.

By the death of her father, Kate Mah?r
was left an orphan when she was yet 1n
her teens.. Women had a hard time in the
west. Men did not. Kate Maher said this
to herself after several years experience as
servant, waiter in hotels and restaurants,
and school teacher in Nebraska and Colo-
rado, and she must have asked herself the
question: Why should I suffer hardships
and privations when by simply putting on
a man’s clothing, shingling my hair and
assuming a mans name I might easily get
profitable employment and put an end to
the miserable way I have been living?

Reappeared as & Man.

The question was no sooner asked than
it was answered. Kate Maher disappears
ed, and a few days later Edward Donovan,
a young man, with elender, well-knit figure,
close-cropped auburn hair, elightly freck-
led, comely face, laughing gray eyes and a
frank, pleasing manner, took her place in
the world. Nor did Kate Maher come to
light again as such until the passing of the
years had transformed the pretty young
girl into a homely middle-aged woman. In
a lonely little mining camp in the west
one day last fall a miner whose hands were
soiled and work-worn, and whose face bore
the marks of dissipation, fell ill and in the
course of the illness the secret which Kate
Maher had kept locked in her heart so
many years came out. The sick miner was
the same Kate Maher who had been left
an orphan on the western border in.the
early days. When the woman re ained
her health ehe disappeared. Now she 18
dead.

In the guise of a man Kate Maher took
up the work in which her father had lost
his life—that of a freighter. She made
numerous trips by wagon train across the
plains and met with not a few thrilling ad-
ventures with the hostile Indians and the
wild beasts that roamed the great un-
scttled and uncivilized spaces of the west
between the Missouri river and the Rocky
Mountaine. She quickly learned to use
her six-shooter with skill, and there was
not in the border country a surer ehot.

She did mot long remain a freighter,
The spirit of adventure took possession of
her, and she suffered it to lead her
whithersoever it would. Her life for the
next few years was crowded with incidents
and experience. Indians were giving set-
tlers on the border much trouble, and
Kate Maher, under one of the numerous
aliases ehe assumed, turned scout. From
scouting she turned to stage driving, from
stage driving to prospecting, from pros-
pecting to cow-punching, apd from cow-
punching again to prospecting, a_nd from
prospecting to working in the mines as a
wage earner. She led a fast, exciting life
during these years, and it was inevitable
that she ehould lose the womanly sweet-
ness and graces that once were hers. Her
associates for the most part were rough,
uncouth, dissipated men, and she naturally
enough fell into their ways and became
addicted ta their habits. She "took to
smoking first. Drinking, swearing and
gambling followed in quick succession. And
with her womanly sweetness she lost her
comeliness. In the middle-aged woman
who died a few days ago there was little
even suggestive of the pretty, slender girl
of thirty-odd years ago save perhaps her
pluck, honesty, quick wit and good nature.

Drifted Through West.

Her life was marked by strange viciesi-
tudes, and she changed her aliases many
times, but she never denied her name to
cover up a dark deed or to escape the pay-
ment of an honest debt. Under one name
or another and under one masculine guise
or another, she drifted through the -west
for half a natural life-time, but neither
one place nor one set of friends ever knew
her for long.

Once in a\brush nwith Indians, when she
was freighting, she was shot, and soon
after recovery from her wound she was
taken prisoner by a band of Indians and
was given up for lost by the other mem-
bers of the freighting outfit to which she
belonged. One night she contrived * to
elude the vigilance of the savages and,
mounting the fleetest pony, made her es-
cape and rejoined her companions.

On another occasion, up in the Black
Hills, she was singled out and challenged
to mortal combat by a young Indian chief-
tian eager to win his spurs. He recog-
nized the young ‘‘pale face” as a crack
shot of great nerve, and he argued that
if he could get the scalp of so worthy a
foe his fame would be secure forever.
The young woman in male attire promptly
accepted the challenge. The Indian took
the first shot and missed and she killed
him.

Subsequently, near Deadwocd, in a fight
with bandits who held up the stage coach
she was driving, she mortally wounded one
man and was herself painfully wounded-
Stage robberies were of frequent otcur-
rence on the border in these days and the
occupation of a stage-driver was attended
with great hardships and danger.But this
woman was inured to hardship, had a
relish for danger, and drove her stage
in all kinds of weather for several years.

|

Nor did passengers whose business call-
ed them frequently to the® Black Hills,
and who came to know this imrepid[
young driver, ever feel easier in their|
minds on the long journey than when she |
was on the box and held the reins. She |
knew the country as few men knew it,
she knew where to look for danger, and !

when danger “came she could always be |
counted on to meet it with firmness and |

Shot an Outlaw.

One night a lone outlaw attempted to
hold up her stage.He stepped out from

behind a large tree by the roadside, his
face covered with a mask and a revolver
in each hand, and commanded her to stop.
He was a novice at the business and Kate
Maher’s practised eye instantly saw it.
As quick as a flash she whipped out her

| six-shooter and took a shot at the bandit,

at the same time cracking her whip and
giving rein to the horses. The outlaw fell
with a mortal wound in his head and his
dead body was found the next day.

Those were days not only of hold-ups
and other crimes, but of lynchings as well,
and Kate Maher did her part as a citizen
to punish offenders against the law. No
man in the hills was more intolerant of
crime, and of criminals than she, and few
did more to stamp out the one and put
down the others. When a lynching was
necessary she stood ready to do her part,
and on more than one occasion took a
hand in stringing up to a tree criminals
of the type that then infested the West.
But if she was quick to punish the guilty
she was equally quick to defend, with her
life if need be, the innocent.

Once she saved from the vengeance of
a mob a man unjustly accused of murder.
The man had shot and -killed a miner in
self-defense over a game of cards in a no-
torious gambling-house. Fearing trouble
he left the resort and disappeared from
town. In the confusion of the moment
most of those who saw the shooting got
the impression that it was a cold-blooded
murder.

Kate Maher, who was in the: game of
cards which gave rise to the trouble,knew
that the man had killed the miner in self-
defense, and she said so- The impression
was popular, nevertheless, that she was
mistaken, and when the man who did the
shooting was caught a posse was formed
to lynch him. Despite his protestations
of innocence he was taken out to be exe-
cuted. A rope was put around the man’s
neck, and the leader of the posse asked
him if he had anything to say before his
death.

“I have something to say, gentlemen,”
said Kate Maher, stepping forward, six-
shooter in hand, and deliberately remov-
ing the rope from the accused man’s neck.
“This man is not guilty. I saw the shoot-
ing with my own eyes. The first man
who lays hand on him will hdve to answer
to me for it.”” Her gray eyes were blaz
ing, and the posse knew she meant just
what she said. “By God, I reckon you're
right,” said one of them, “and I'll stand
by you,” Others came forward and ex-
pressed their belief that the accused was
innocent, and the lynching did not take
place. 5

Kate Maher’s life on the range was not
less picturesque and exciting than.it was
elsewhere. She was a superb horsewoman
and she soon became one of the best
known cowpunchers in the West. She
Jearned to best broncos, ride outlaws,rope,
hog-tie and cut out steers, round up the
herd, and do all the other difficult things
that cowboys are wont to do.

But her life in the hills had begot in
her a love for the mining camp and all
that the mining camp involves, and a
keen relish for fortune‘hunting. She cared
little for money itself, but the instinct
was strong in her, and the Mmountains,
with their hidden riches, their allurements
and their wild, free life, called irresistibly
to her and she answered the call. Nor did
she ever again return to the prairies. In
her search for treasure she was unsuccess-
ful, and when hope of finding it was gone
she went into the mines and worked for

wages.
With her death there disappeared from
among men one of the most curious and

interesting characters ever seen in the
West.
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J. C. Douglas Tells of Progress in
Cape Breton--Says Dominion Coal
Co. Will Soon Be Owned by British
Capitalists, -

John C. Douglas, of the law firm of
Douglas & Chipman, Glace Bay, and pro-
prietor of the Glace Bay Gazette, was in
the city Tuesday. From what Mr. Doug-
las says Glace Bay is progressing about as
rapidly as any town in eastern Canada.

In five years it has grown in popula-
tion from 4,000 to 15,000, so that it is to-
day the third town in point of size in the
maritime provinces. This summer the
town has put in a sewerage system and'is
spending $125,000 in water extension,

The Dominion Coal Company have this
year opened mine No. 6 at Donkin, for-
merly Big Glace Bay. This now furnishes
about 700 tons of coal daily, and when
working at its full capacity will supply
3,000. At the present time, said Mr.
Douglas, the company mines approximate-
1y 15,000 tons daily. They pay fort-
nightly $140,000 in cash to their men.
This is in addition to the eight or nine
“iniquitous” company stores from which
half as much as this is paid the men in
goods.

James Ross, the president of the com-
pany, is now in England. Asked as to
the probable object of this trip, Mr.
Douglas said it was full of significance.
“It is generally thought,” he continued,
“that Canadians own most of the stock
in the Dominion Coal Company. This is
not so, and the likelihood is that they
will scon entirely lose control.

“Prior to 1893 there existed in Glace
Bay many small collieries. The Dominion
Ccal Company was formed in that year
with Henry M. Whitney, Boston, at its
head. The Americans in course of time
went out of the concern, giving way to
(anadians. Not long ago the Mullins
seam was discovered and the company’s
valuation was doubled.

“The question now confronting the
company is how to get capital to operate
it. This money is being found in England,
and just as the Canadians ousted the Am-
ericans who originally controlled the Do-
minjion Coal Company, the Englishmen

are now ousting the Canadians. A great -

deal more money is needed and it is easy
{o anticipate that within a year the com-
pany will be largely owned, and controlled,
by Englishmen, with an English president
and an English board of directors.”

If
nominated there is no déubt that he will
be elected, to continue the long line of
Republican governors which Massachu-
setts has chosen since the Civil War,with
the exception of Butler, Russell and Doug-
las, who were Democrats.

The Democratic party is still at sea
over a candidate, and it does not seem
probable that they can select & winnng
horse. Governor Douglas, who was un-
expectedly elected last year, has refused
to lead the party again. He was a suc-
cessful business man and does not find
public life congenial. He has made an

: excellent governor and upheld the best

E traditions of the old Bay State. Still
one is inclined to believe that he finds
more solace in the conduct of his great
business than in trying to please the var-
jous factions of the Democratic party.
That party is undeniably weak in this
commonwealth, and it requires an excep-
tionally popular leader to gain a favorable
verdict at the state election.

{ Jictle more advanced in Massachusetts
than it was a year ago, but the consumer
will look in vain for any relief from the
industrial centres of Pennsylvania or Ohio
or New York.
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Prof. Henry Loomis Nelson, writing to
the Boston Herald on the 15th inst.,
claims that the West desires a revision
of the tariff but the evidence which he
presents in support of this view is not
very convincing. In fact if one can rely
upon the frequent reports of prosperity
in the West, the revolt against the high

A lariff in that section of the country is
not very conspicuous.

The history of great economic- changes
in this country confirms ome in the be-
Jief that any movement designed to
achieve substantial tariff reduction, must
have a wide basis over many states.
Though protection has been carried out

- to an extreme degree, I doubt if the time
has yet arrived when the great body of
the’ people have made up their minds not
to endure its excesses and abominations
any longer. I should as soon expect to
see a genuine movement for tariff reform
born out of the pressure of foreign na-
tions who impose higher duties on Ameri-
can exports, as I would to see it start
from within the Dborders of the United
States. :

In this respect it does not seem to me
that the people of Great Britain realize
what a tremendous power they hold in
their hands. If they should levy ‘but a
moderate tariff upon the exports from

this country, I believe that the mumber
of advocates for tariff reform in the
United States would at once be increased
in power and influence. The sense of

| having lost a valuable market would soon |

come over the people and pressure would |
be brought to bear on congress for tariff |
reduction or some -form - of reciprocal|
trade. ‘l
It will be interesting to observe what
effect the new tariff of Germany will|
have upon American exports when it goes |
into effect mext year, but barring some
unusual combination of circumstances and |
if business continues fairly good, it is|
difficult to see how the reform teachings !
in Massachusetts will speédily convert the
nation.

What is it that the
King of England would almest barter his
crown to achieve? It is an alliance which
would entwine in peace and union and
good will the stars and stripes and the
union jack. There is. no power in Europe
thaf doesn’t distrust England. God knows
Russia has no cause to love England after
the covert assistance she gave Japan.
There is no power in the world that Eng-
land can look to save America, and Eng-
giishmen are beginning to realize that
never,never,never will the stars and stripes
and the union jack be united again. It is
the fear, the wholesome respect she has
for America that etays the hand of Eng-
land at all with regard to Ireland, the
knowledge that in America are. 20,000,000
of Irish blood who might find their way
back to Ireland to fight for freedom.”

LAURIER TALKS

ON THE TARIFF

Wants Preference With Brit-
ain and Also Trade With
the World

PAINTS GLOWING PICTURE

When Canada Has 20,000,000 Peo-
ple and Manufactures Everything
They Need -- Banquet Concludes
the Three Days’ Session of Can-
adian Manufacturers’ Association. %

Quebec, Sept. 20—(Special)—An elabor-
ate banquet attended by upwards of 200
persons and at which addresses were de-
livered by Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Sir Louis
Jette, lieutenant-governor of Quebec; Hon.
R. Lemieus, solicitor-general; Hon. 8. N.
Parent, Hon. Chas. Fitzpatrick, C. C. Bal-
lantyne, R. L. Borden and others, brought !
to an end the annual convention of the
Canadian  Manufacturers’  Association,
which has been in session here for the
last three days. The function was a re-

presentative one, and the questions touch-
ed upon associate themselves with yarious
national interests, many of which have
been occupying the time of the sessions of
the convention. The able addresses seemed
a most fitting conclusion to the careful

of Canada have been giving to problems of
trade and commerce.

C. C. Ballantyne, the newly elected presi-
d_ent. of the association, presided, and on
rising to deliver his inaugural address he
was long and loudly cheered. . His tall
figure and yoguthful appearance was in
striking contrast with many of the prom-
llnfnt public men who sat to his right and
eft.

At the conclusion of his comprehensive
address he called on Edward Gurney, of
Toronto, to propose the health of the
Lieutenant-Governor of Quebec, Sir Louis
Jette. Mr. Gurney made a brief and witty
speech, saying among other things in refer-
ence to' trade questions, that though a
large user of iron he would rather meet
a taniff on it than have it ehipped into
Canada free of duty.

Sir Louis Jette made an apt response
and spoke of the strength which the asso-
ciation had attained and the broad recog-
nition it had won.

Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux proposed the
toast to “‘Canada and the Empire,” and so
polished were his remarks that applause
interrupted at every interval.

“Looking forward,” said the speaker, “I
can see no limits to the trade expansion o
this country, whose beauty do¢s not exceed
its great resources. Our rclations between
capital and labor are not as strained as
they are in the United States, and if we
see- to it that forcigners dv . t interfere
with the affairs of our emp..,.us and em-
ployes the people of this country will more
and more become prominent in the’ eyes of
the world.”

Touching on matters of tariffs, but only
lightly, hon. Mr. Lemieux said, in a|
jocund way: ‘‘“What does the inquiry |
mean into the tariff questions? We will4
make what revision is justified and give,
perhaps. what my honorable friend, K. L.
Borden, calls adequate protection.” (Ap-
plause).

Following these words he made loyal re- |
ferences to the recent visit of the Atlantic|
squadron to Quebzc and Montreal, recalled |
some of the historic lore of the ancient |
capital, and the cordial spirit of national
lif > which ncw finds cec:niants of France’s
most chivalrous famuies and. England's |
noblest sons working hand in hand to build!
up this country. “

The “entente cordiale,” between KEng-|
land and France was not a tissue with no |
duration, but a proud reality. Nearly all|

| those in the banquet room stood and loud- |

ly cheered him when he finished.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

Sir Wilfred Laurier was the next
speaker. He was also accorded the most
hearty applause. After complimenting |
Mr. Ballantyne on the dignity to which he|
had attained, Sir Wilfrid spoke in flatter-|
ing terms of the past presidents, particu- |
larly W. K. George and George Drum- |
mond.

“Mr. Drummond during his presidency,”
said Sir Wilfrid, “took the association to
the fertile regions of the west. Mr.
George, this last summer, took his fellow
members of .the association to the home |
of commerce and trade. I do not know,
Mr. President, where you can lead them
unless it is to a scientific tariff (applause),
but, sir, if you lead them to a scientific
tariff, you will not have taken them into|
an entirely new field. We believe we have
a well constituted tariff, and are trying
from time to time to put it on a more sci-
ontific basis.”

Drifting into the subject of Canadian
national greatness the premier said there |
were degrees of beauty in this Canada of |
ours. He had at one time thought the
country in which he was born and that
in which he had been educated was the
paradise of Canada. He had gone to the
Anmapolis Valley and gloried in the beau-
tiful scene of the apple trees in blossom;
he had traveled several times through On-|
tario with the privilege of a politician, |
though not always with the success he had |
wished (applause), and then he went west|
and beheld the vast areas where grain to|
furnish food for millions was growing. |

Sir Wilfrid then justified the manufac-
turers for looking after their own interests,
spoke of the high regard he held for the
United States as a neighbor, and of the
part Canada had played in effecting cordial
relations between the mother countries—
PBngland and France. Sir Wilfrid was
given prolongad cheers.

R. L. Borden, leader of the Conservative
party, in proposing the toast to the in-
dustries of Canada, eaid he wae of the
opinion that the finding of the tariff com-
‘mission would be carefully considered, and

protection of Canadian industries.

Mr. Borden then quoted figures to show
the export and import trade of Canada for
the purpose of pointing out that a policy
of protection would create a better mar-
ket within Canadian boundaries for Cana-
dian products. The total production for
Canada for 1905, he said, was $1,100,000,000
of products and goods. Of this the factor-
ies produced $650,000,000, the capital invest-
ed was $500,000,000.

The amount paid annually in wages was
$100,000,000 to 350,000 employes. Imports
amounted to $267,000,000 in 1905, exceeding
the exports by no less than $63,000,000. Of
this, imports from the United States

that Canadians should produce enough to
turn the tables the other way.

Regarding imports he said 40 per cent of
Canada’s imports were manufactured

At the close of the meeting it was gven
out that W. K. McNaught, in charge of
the report on the tariff, said that in as
much as the government had appointed a
tariffi commission he believed that they
were acting in good faith in the interests
of the manufacturing industries of Can-
ada and he thought that the government
would give adequate protection.

A resolution was adopted favoring the
proposition to secure the admission of
the British West Indies Islands and New-

the federal government to give this mat-
ter their early attention.

A resolution was passed asking for the
abolition of the extra corporation taxes
now imposed by the provincial govern-
ments throughout Canada and taxes im-
posed by certain pravinces on commer-,
cial travellers resident in other provinces.

Resolutions were also adopted suggest-
ing closer trade relations between Canada
and China and Japan, the passing of a
law for compulsory inspection of hides
and the bringing of express companies
under the jurisdiction of the railway com-
missioners for Canada.

Old-time Communicants . Stick at
Intoning ‘‘Amen” After Each
Song as Being Too Ritu-
alistic

SECULAR WRITERS APPEAR.

Roman Oatholics and Unitarians

0Old time Methodists gasped In amazement
when they looked over the new hymnal of
their church, which was yesterday seen for
the first time in their houses of worship.

There were new hymns by writers who
had no. degrees in divinity, and the com-
posers were of the modern school, who gave
a decidedly 'florid touch to maay of the

scores. Every hymn ended in ‘““‘Amen,” a
fact which had already caused communi-
cants of the old school to protest, for they

declare that such a finale is ritualistic and |

is too much like the services of the Roman
Catholic and Protestant Episcopal churcnee.
First to test the new hymnal was Calvary
church, Seventh avenue and 129th street.
Among the innovations there was a Lew
tune for R. Heber's ‘‘The Son of God,” com-
posed by Henry F. Cutler. Another musical
setting, that by Spencer Lane, Was aiso
provided for “In the Hour of Trial'
Hardly had the service closed than an aged
man approached the pastor, the Rev. Dr.

STABING oY

Judge Tuck Withdraws Case From
Jury and Fines Defendant $20.

Hampton, Kings county, Sept. 19—Wil-
liam Lowe, whose nonappearance at the
circuit court on Tuesday last to prosecute
his complaint against Moses Rupert for
wounding and assault, caused the chief
justice to adjourn the court, was present
this morning and his honor explained to
the grand jury that Lowe, being ignoranb
of court proceedings, although on the same
train from St. John as himself, had got
off at Model Farm, supposing that the
freight would be too late at Hampton to
enable him to reach the court in time.

i That, at least, was the explanation given.

He was sworn and sent before the grand
jury, who at 11.20 returned into court with
a true bill and in the presentment suggest-
ed that the present system of heating the
court house should be abolished and hot
water or steam heating substituted; that
modern sanitary appliances should be used.
In his reply the judge expressed his pleas-

ure that his suggestions had been ap-

proved.

Moses Rupert was then, on motion of
Solicitor-(General Jones, arraigned, a jury
sworn, and to the charge of wounding and
assaulting William Lowe, Rupert pleaded
not guilty. Lowe was then sworn and the
court adjourned till 1.30 p. m.

After recess the evidence of Lowe was
taken. He said he was now seventeen
years of age-and has worked on sundry
farms in Kings county, going to the de-
fendant in March last and leaving July 27.

On the evening of the latter date he was
driving up the cows from the pasture,
whittling a short stick. One of the cows
lagged behind and he jabbed her three or
four times in the hind quarter to hurry
her along, as he wanted to go down the
road. On reaching the barn Rupert ask-
ed him if he cut the cow. He said he
jabbed her, but saw no blood. Rupert
then caught him by the collar, threw him
down, and taking the jack-knife out of his
pocket, said: “See how you ke it He
then stabbed him four or five times with
it—twice on the back and two or three
times on the thigh.

He showed the court and jury a hole in
the back of his shirt where the knife went
through. On being let up he ran out of
the barn, but was followed by Rupert,
who knocked him down and kicked him
on the hip. He also dragged him about.
His daughter Nellie came out and told
her father he had better leave the boy
alone or he would get into the peniten-
tiary, to which he replied that he didn’t
care.

On finding that he was bleeding from
the wounds he went to Mr. Burgess’ place
on the adjoining farm and got him to
drive him to Dr.
Hampton Station, where his wounds were
dressed. He suffered a good deal of pain
for some days, but went to work on the
Burgess farm. Had not seen the jack-knife
since he saw it in Rupert’s hand. It was
two bladed, and the larger blade was two
and a half or three inches long.

To George W. Fowler, counsel for de-
fendant, Lowe in cross-examination admit-
ted that he had had difficulty with several

| farmers for whom he had worked previous

to going with Rupert. He also said he got
only what he deserved for jabbing the
cow, and did not want to prosecute.

Dr. F. H. Wetmore described the
wounds, which were surface cuts, and the
manner of dressing them. The boy did not

return after the first dressing, about 8

o’clock of July 27.

This closed thé case for the crown.

Moses Rupert was then sworn in his own
defence. His story largely corroborated
that of the complainant, but differed in
these respects: He saw Lowe with open
knife and the bleeding cow, whose flank
was cut and side scratched. One cut was
about four inches long, and had been made
by jabbing the knife in and ripping it up.
He took the knife out of Lowe's hand,
who crouched down—he did not throw him
down—and saying “See how you like it,”
jabbed him three or four times with it.

Rupert acknowledged that he was very
angry and was sorry for his act as soon as
he had committed it. He realized that he
had placed himself in a very serious posi-
tion. He did not hear his daughter make
the remark attributed to her. The kick
he gave Lowe was made at him as he ran

Jaway, and not when he was on the ground.

He sent for the boy to return, but he
would not,«+He, however, acknowledged
peefiad done wrong and pledged aim-
hat mo further proceedings should be
aken. Rupert paid him his wages, also
the doctor’s bill, and gave him $5 to help
him along.

Frank A. Gerow, superintendent of the
Middlemore Home Agency for the Mari-
time Provinces, sworn, said he saw the re-
port of the case in the papers, and after
thoroughly investigating all the eircum-
stances, decided in the boy’s best interests
not to prosecute.

After a /question as to the rights of

counsel in the closing address to the jury,.
the chief justice said he would like to
make a suggestion at this stage. It was
not in accordance with law, but he thought
it might prove to be a satisfactory solu-
tion of the case. If he charged the jury|
it would be his duty to tell them suhat;
notwithstanding the sympathy they mighb’
feal for the -defendant, who was naturally
maddened by the stabbing of the cow, yet,
even if the cow had been killed, it would
be legally unjustifiable for Rupert to use
a knife on Lowe, and the sentence of the
court would have to be a term in the
penitentiary if the jury returned a verdict
in aoccordance with the evidence. Both
parties had acknowledged their wrong
doing, and Rupert had made all reparation |
in his power. Yet that could not justify,{
him for using the knife. ‘

The solution he proposed was that the|
case should be left to him to deal with as/
though it were a case before the police
magistrate of St. John, in which circum-
stances he would impose a fine of $20 and
relieve the jury from expressing their ver-!
dict against the defendant, while he feltti
they; were in full sympathy with him in his“
retajiatory act. |

He submitted this to the counsel for thef
crown and defence and after a brief con-
sultation hie honor’s proposition was con-
curred in, Mr. Fowler undertaking to see
the amount paid into court within ninety‘
days. i

The defendant and jury were then dis-:
charged, and the court adjourned sine die.

Charlottetown, P. E. 1., September 19 “

His Serene Highness in replying eaid
{hat as a midshipman of the flagship Royal
Alfred, a long time ago, he spent some
happy years on  this station, repeatedly
visiting Charlottetown harbor, of which
he had preserved the most pleasant mes
mories. During the last few weeks he had
visited the principal seaports and inland
towns of the Dominion,.and everywhera
had found the same tone of aporeciation
as expressed in the address of the services
of the navy, and its intimate connection
with the security and prosperity of thia
and all oversea possessions of the British
crown.

At the athletic sports which His High-
nees attended in company with Lieut.-
(Governor MecKinnon, Mayor Kelly and
members of the city council, all passed off
very successtully, despite ‘thé rain. About
1,200 «hips’ men were on shore. The com-
petitions were good, but the performances
were not remarkable.

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_TROUBLESOME STATISTICS

Whether it is that the British have
more sins to anewer for than Canadians,
or are more given to worry, they seem
to be continually preparing statistice deal-
ing with their divorces and their bill for
drink and tobacco. Not long ago, as if
these eubjects for worry were mot suf-
ficent, they appointed a royal commission

* to look into the statement of some self-
constituted authorities that tae race was
deterioratin. iysically. The commission
theard muckh my testimony, but in the
end was c: id to disappoint expect-
ant pessim announcing that the
nation was : )le to git up and do jus-
tice to its r. oeef and beer.

Then, but a iew months ago, came the
cheerful report of the chancellor of the
exchequer in which he gave assurance that
the British were becoming sober. Now it
is the turn of the gloomier publicists:

“This week Mr. Whittaker, the prohibi-
tion champion in parliament, quotes statis-
tics to prove that the reduced consump-
¢ion of liquor is not so much proof of
national reformation or of the successful
rivalry of outdoor amusements as an evi-

" dence of bad trade. With multitudes of
people drinking is largely a question of
means. The wave of sobriety upon which
Mr. Austen Chamberlain enlarged may
really be only a wave of trade depression.
The British people smoke one-third more
tobacco than they did thirty years ago,
eat half as much again sugar, and drink 40
per cent. more tea, while the consump-
tion of intoxicants has tended to decline,
b=t all the eame the annual liquor bill still
amounts to from $875,000,000 to $950,000,-
000. Mr. Whittaker protests that little
progress has been made in substantially and
permanently reducing a gigantic evil, and
that here is an abundant field of legisla-
tion for the new Liberal ministry.”

Mr. Whittaker, no doubt, has much
cause for lamentation. But the Britisher
wHo is really looking for something to
mourn over will turn to the divorce
record. The etatisticians are ready to give

_him black evidence. The population has
increased two-thirds eince the divorce
court was created, but in that time the
number of divorce petitions.has trebled.
The poor people who cannot afford
divorces get separation orders, which, it
eeems, serve as well for those who are nof
particular. These orders have increased
900 per cent in ten years. Divorces, it is
found, are much more frequent where the
civil instead of the religious marrigge is
used.

These sad figures are turned over and
over by the London newepapers. Editorials
are written about them. Men and women
write to the Times, When these sources
of worry are forgotten for the moment, or
are found to lack novelty, there is talk of

. the ruin of British trade, and the ‘“Ger-

man peril,” or the taxes. We either have
comparatively little to worry about in this
country or we are by temperament much
more cheerful than our relatives in “Merry

England.”

A SECRET TREATY

The British foreign office is said to
have learned that a secret treaty has
just been signed by the German Emperor
~and the Czar. The compact is thought
to be for defensive purposes only, and to
refer particularly with the situation in
Asia. Berlin is reported to view the new
arrangement as a triumph of diplomacy
and a complete answer to the Anglo-
Japanese treaty.

If the Czar and the Kaiser have joined
hands for defensive or*other purposes the
Anglo-Japanese treaty is not ‘“answered”
in the sense of being lessened in value or
significance. Britain and Japan appear
pledged - to maintain the conditions in
Asia set forth in the Treaty of Ports-
mouth. The scope of Anglo-Japanese ar-
rangement includes Persia and India.
France and the United States are both
strongly interested in backing up the
British and Japanese policy in the East

P. E, ISLAND AND THE TARIFF

Assuming as is commonly done now that
the Tariff Commission ‘will find the farm-
ers of the West strongly opposed to any
considerable increase in the tariff, the
Charlottetown Guardian (Ind.) urges P.
E. Islanders to prepare for the visit of
the Commission and “join with the people
of the far West in pressing these views
upon the commissioners’—‘these views”
‘being to the effect that the tariff is al-
ready too high from the Island’s stand-
point.

The Guardian points out, as has been
pointed out in many other places, New
Brunswick included, that the farmers are
not properly organized to make upon the
tariffi commissioners the impression which
their number and the importance of their
interests demand. The manufacturers,
on the other hand, are well organized for
this purpose, and are today carrying on
an active campaign in favor of tariff in-
creases in every part of the Dominion.
The Guardian maintains that the tariff
is not now a party question, and has not
been since Mr. Fielding formulated his
fiscal policy in 1897. Proceeding, the Char-

.Jottetown journal advances this view of

the matter as it particularly affects the
Island:

“Especially do we conceive it to be
against the interests of Prince Edward
Island to have the tariff increased. We
have few factories; our people are farm-
ers, fishermen, merchants and professional
men—all consumers rather than makers
of manufactured goods. A low tariff such
as we had in the days when the Island
had full control of its own affairs would
suit us best and be best for us if we
could have it. The present tariff or any
that we are likely to have will be too
high. It is clearly to our interest to join
with the people of the far West in press-
ing these views upon the Tariffi Com-
mission. The fact that farmers and the
consuming class are not organized or in
a position to press their views as a body
upon the powers that be, doubles the
necessity to do what we can and make
the strongest possible presentation of our
case when the Commission shall meet.
* * * (anada has already a tariff quite
high enough for her factory interests and
too high for her farmers and the labor-
ing classes. Any change should be in the
direction of lower duties.”

There is as yet no evidence that a gen-
eral increase in the tariff is contemplated.
The important thing now, from New
Brunswick’s standpoint, is that all inter-
ests shall be properly represented when
the Tariff Commission holds a session in
St. John.

If properly
accredited representatives of the United
States were on the Canadian cruisers as-
signed to this police duty, it might be ar-
ranged that a poacher refusing to stop
could be pursued to port and proceedings
taken against him there, the United States
witness corroborating the Canadian au-
thorities. Canadian representatives on the
United States cruisers .could render the
same services to that country. Some way
could surely be deviced better than the
present shooting plan.”

The Toronto Globe has a similar sugges-
tion: “Some more rational way must be
found of enforcing our fishing rights than
that of firing guns at the trespassers.
Poaching is an annoying offence and de-
serves signal punishment, but death is too
severe a penalty. The direction in which
amendment ehould be #ought is in making
poaching an extraditable offence. It would
then only be necessary to obtain evidence
of the offence to insure the trial of the
offenders before a regularly constituted
court. This is only thrown out as a sug-
gestion, for anything seems better than our
present plan for putting down poaching.”

A very sensible attitude is that of the
Portland (Me.) Press, which says:—

“No anxiety need be felt about any
trouble with Canada or Great Britain be-
cause a Canadian cruiser has fired upon a
poaching American tug found and chased
within the Dominion limits. The steam
tug Harry C. Barnhurst was discovered on
the Canadian eide of Lake Erie and pur-
sued by the patrol cruiser Vigilant, which
riddled the boat with shot, and might
have sent it to the bottom of the lake had
the captain of the tug so desired. That
poaching on sea as well as on land will
continue to be carried on, in spite of
patrols and game keepers as long as there
is profit in the hazardous venture, is pat-
ent to all people. No sympathy need be
wasted on the poachers, who thoroughly
understand the risks they run and lightly
undergo them, and moreover, do not feel
themselves the vietims of persecution if
they are caught in the act of plying their
illegitimate trade.”

“But,” the Press adds, “it is easy to
fancy a state of things in which the trivial
Erie incident might lead to international
complications, and result in the gravest
consequences. History teaches that na-
tions ripe for trouble have gone to war re-
peatedly over little things that in times of
mutual kindliness and forbearance would
not be thought of a second time. For-
tunately for the peace of the world no
such inflammable condition now obtains in
the relations between Great Britain and
America.”

The very fact that amicable relations ex-
ist makes it clear that Ottawa and Wash-
ington should take measures to euppress,
without the use of firearms, such practices
as the poaching which daily invites an
ugly tragedy.

We haven’t ehot any American fish
poachers on Lake Erie yet, but that has
been no fault of theirs, and scarcely any
of ours. If these fish-hungry gentry would
cast their nets and lines in their own
waters only they would be as safe as may
be, and Canada would save the price of
powder. If they do not wieh to be shot,
or shot at, the remedy is in their own
hands; they are in no danger if they do
not poach.

But while we have a right to ehoot
these fishermen, and while they are evi-
dently determined that we shall shoot
some of them, right now is a good time to
suggest that two friendly, law-abiding and
gensible peoples should be able to get along
without running the risk of a serious quar-
rel, followed by bad blood, merely be-
cause American fishermen will not behave
themselves. The poaching cannot be tol-
erated; but ehooting to kill can but make
a bad matter worse. And if the shooting

TEACHERS' INSTITUTE

Fredericton, N. B., September 21—
The annual teachers’ institute for the
counties of York, Sunbury and Queens be-
gan ite eessions at the high school this
morning at 10 o’clock. There was a large
attendance of teachers present. Upon the
platform were Dr. Inch, President Good,
Inspector Bridges, Miss Thorne, secretary
of the association, and others.

After enrollment the opening address
was delivered by Frank A. Good, president
of the association. The president took as
the subject of his remarks, The Teachers’
Ideals.

At the conclusion of the address Presi-
dent Good called upon Dr. Inch, the chief
superintendent of education, to say a few
words to the assembled teachers.

Dr. Inch said that he had learnt at a
very late hour that he was supposed to
make this address, so he would merely say
a word of welcome and encouragement to
the teachers.

The speaker welcomed all those who had
come to attend the institute most heart-
ily, expressing himself as delighted to see
8o large a number present.

He welcomed the teachers from country’
districts especially, dwelling at length ‘upon
the advantages and disadvantages of city
and country life, Dr. Inch spoke a word
of good cheer to the teachers who were
now entering upon a new year of work.

He advised his hearers not to lose sight
of the brighter side of the ‘teacher’s life
in the face of so many daily disappoint-
ments and discouragements.

Addresses were also delivered by In-
spector Bridges, Dr. G. U. Hay and B. C.

Sessions will be held tomorrow morning
and afternoon, after which the teachers
will return to their schools. .

In the morning T. B. Kidner will deliver
an addregp on manual training, and in the
afternoon an address will be given by
Prof. W. C. Murray, of Dalhousie.

HUGHES MAY LIVE

North End Man Who Attempted
Suicide Thursday Doing Well at
the Hospital,

Despondent because of prolonged ill-
health, John Hughes, of 11 Hilyard street,
North End, attempted to commit suicide
early Thureday morning by cutting his
throat with a razor. He was removed to
the public hospital, and last evening hie
condition was reported to be encouraging.

Mr. Hughes is fifty years old, and by
trade a caulker. He has been ill for eight
months, and his family, having reason to
fear that he might commit a rash act, hid
every razor in the house, and also every
drug that might have been used with fatal
effect.

About 5 o’clock Mrs. Hughes, whose
room is mear her husband’s, heard a sus-
picious sound, and fearing that Mr. Hughes
was in distress, hastened to his door and
called, but received no answer. She then
aroused the family, and her son John was
the first to enter the room. He saw his
father at full length on the floor, with
blood flowing from a wound in the throat,
and a razor lying near. Drs. Pratt and
Sheffield were summoned, and after chloro-
form had been administered, the cut in
the throat was sewed up.

Mr. Hughes was a sufferer from pleurisy
and on Wednesday evening he appeared to
be particularly despondent, and his man-
ner occasioned unusual uneasiness. He has
four children residing in the city, and one
son living in Toronto.

Doctor Thomas J. Barnardo Dead
° London, Sept. 20—Doctor Thomas
John Barnardo, the well known founder
and director of philanthropic institutions,
by which over 55,000 orphans have been
rescued, trained and placed out in life,
died last night after a short illness. Dr.
Barnardo had suffered from angina pec-

toris for some years. He was born in
Ireland in 1845.

Thomas John Barnardo, F.R.C.S. Ed.,
F.R.G.S, F.S.S., was educated in private
schools, and at hospitals in London, Edin-
burgh and Paris. While at London hos-
pital in 1866 his attention was directed
to waif children in the streets, and he
interested himself in their welfare. The
first were boarded out, and in 1867 the
first home was  established. He
founded the Village for Girls, Ilford,
in  1873; founded Her Majesty’s
Hospital for Sick Waifs, 1887; |
Young Helpers’ League, 1891; received
diploma and medal of Societe Nationale
d’Encouragement du Bien, Paris, 1885,
The number of Waifs’ Homes increased,
and Dr. Barnardo settled many of the
graduates in new homes, over 14,000 being
sent to Canada and the colonies. His
publications include:—Something Attempt-
ed, Something Done, and the Rescue of
the Waif; and he also wrote booklets,
magazine articles, and established the Na-
tional Waifs’ Magazine, of which he was
the editor.

This does not allow for inter-
ruption by weather. Therefore my visit
can only take place last four days of Oc-

tober, \
“LOUIS BATTENBURG.”
Tt will thus be seen that in order to
secure the presence of the admiral prince
during the carnival, it would be necessary
to postpone it until the last of October.

In accordance with the desire of the
carnival management to bring as many as
possible into the city during the week be-
ginning October 16, and knowing that the
government were already moving in the
matter, the following telegram was sent by
B. R. Macaulay Thursday to Premier
Tweedie:

“Plans for Prince Louis’ fleet changed.

The premier said
he would communicate further with Prince
Louis at once. Thurseday, however, it
was known that the prince cannot come
until the last four days of the month.
Evidently the carnival people must now
decide whether or not to wait.

Accidentally Shot While Hand-
ling Gun at His Home,
Elliot Row.

AN INQUEST HELD

Verdict in Accordance With Dr. Hol-
den’s Evidence—Medical Man Posi-
tive Shooting was Accidental—News
a Shock to Large Circle—Victim
Popular Citizen,

William F. T. Harrison, deputy collector
of inland revenue, accidentally shot and
killed himself in his home in' Elliot row
Tuesday morning.

His tragic death has aroused widespread
commiseration. . There were few young
men in the community better entitled to
the high regard in which he was so gener-
ally held.

Mr. Harrison resided with his widowed
mother and brother Walter. The home
was on the point of being broken up and
much of the household goods were being
packed.

Mr. Harrison was an ardent sportsman,
and it is thought that when packing his
guns and ammunition, a cartridge was
accidentally discharged.

His death occurred ghortly after 8
o’clock. His brother was still in bed when
J.1e~heard the report of a gun and hasten-
ing to the room found him lying across a
packing case, shot through the head.

Deceased was born July 23, 1873. He
was the second son of the late William ¥.
Harrison, who conducted a wholesale gro-
cerv business on the North wharf. His
| older brother was Capt. Charles F. Harri-
'son, who was one of the South Afvican
| volunteers, and who died of enteric fever
in South Africa during the Boer war. He
leaves two brothers, A. Bertram Harrison,
who is a graduate of the New York Acad-
emy of Dramatic Arts, and who has re-
cently been engaged as stage manager for
Henry Millar and Hargaret Anglin, and
anether brother, Walter A., in the emplo¥
of T. H. Estabrooks.

The
witness called out, asking the time, and
was informed by deceased that the time
was 8.15 o'clock.

“T remained in bed,” said the witness,
“and could hear my brother working
about his room. It was about 8.10 when
I heard the report of a gun. I ran into
his room and found him lying on'the floor.
I knew he was dead, and locked the door,
after which I went to mother’s room. She
appeared to be asleep. 1 dressed as
quickly as possible, and ran to a hotel on
king square, from which I telephoned a
friend. Then I returned home, and pulled
down the blind in Will’s room,* after
which I again locked the door. Will was
never in better spirits than of late.”

The coroner briefly addressed the jury.
He pointed out that the evidence of Mrs.
Harrison, mother of deceased, could throw
no more light on the tragedy, and that it
would be a severe trial for her to testify.

The jury remained out for about twenty
minutes. ;

The verdict was: ‘“We, the jury empan-
neled to inquire into the death of Wm.
F. T. Harrison, find that he came to his
death by the accidental discharge of a gun,
while handling the same in his room on
the morning of Sept. 19.”

It was shown that the gun found by the
body was not in working order. It is
double barreled and hammerless. There
is a small catch which, by pressing for-
ward or back, cocks the weapon or guards
against the possibility of its discharge.

The mechanism when carefully examin-
ed last evening was seen to be in a faulty
condition, but such a fact is not regarded
as being responsible for Mr. Harrison's
lamentable death.

In the course of the inquiry it develop-
ed that on Monday evening he mentioned |
that he would be packing his ammuni-i
tion, and that he feared some of his car-
tridges were damp, and had swollen so
much they would not fit the gun. It is
thought that he might have been select-
ing serviceable cartridges when one was
accidentally discharged.

Coroner Berryman presided. The jury
consisted of S. J. DeForest (foreman),
Angus Chaisson, Chas. A. Clark, E. J.
Todd, W. G. Kee, R. C.Clark and Sam-
uel Watson.

Walter H. Carnall was the first witness.
He was shooting with Mr. Harrison last
week, returning to the city on Sunday
evening. The former had two guns, one
being for the use of the witness. The
calibre of the gun used by deceased was
twenty, and the gun used by the witness
was a number twelve double barreled
hammerless,

The witness was positive there were no
cartridges in either gun on return to the |
city.

“Mr. Harrison,” said the witness, “was
in my shop on Monday evening for more
than an hour. He talked of going on a
hunting trip next week. When he went
from the shop he said he was going home
to pack up his things.”
 The witness was here shown the two
shot guns used by himself and deceased
on their hunting trip. He examined the
one he had carried and was positive that
before entering the cizy he had removed
both cartridges.

“] am satisfied,” ne said, “‘that when I
handed it over to Mr, Harrison both
barrels were empty.”

Dr. Chas. Hoiden, who was called to
the house shortly after the fatality, de-
scribed the appearance of the body. “A
gun, with the muzzle pointing toward the
foot of the bed, lay by the body,” he
said. He described the injury. “I should
think,” he said, “the injury was caused by
the accidental discharge of the gun which
he had probably taken by the muzzle and
drawn towards him with the right hand

“Monday, June 23. Towards noon the fog goes off fast, and in the afternoon
we could see several of our vessels; one came close alongside of us. Mr. Emgl\e
says we are an hundred and forty miles from land now.

though we have as clever a captain as ever need to live. :

“Friday, June 27. I got up this morning very early to look out. I can see land
on both sides of us. About ten o’clock we passed Annapolis. The wind died away.
Our people got their lines out to catch cod fish. About half after five John Water-
bury caught the first.

“Saturday, June 28, Got ub in the morning and found ourselves nigh to land
on both sides. At half after nine our Captain fired a gun for a pilot and soon after
ten a pilot came ‘on board, and a quarter after one our ship anchored off against |
Fort Howe in Saint John’s River. Our people went on shore and brought on board
pea vines with blossoms on them, gooseberries, spruce and grass, all of which grow
wild. They say this is to be our city. Our land is five and twenty miles up ths
river. We are to have here only a building place 40 feet wide and an hundred feet
back. Mr. Frost has gone on shore in his whale boat to see how it looks. He ve-
turns soon bringing a fine salmon.” -

“Sunday, June 29. This morning it looks very pleasant. I am just going on
shore with my children. . . . . It is now afternoon and I have been on shore.
It is I think the roughest land I ever saw. . . . . We are all ordered to land
tomorrow and not a shelter to go under.” -

Such is the simple story told by this good lady; the reader’s imagination can
fll in the details. At the time of Mrs. Frost’s arrival she was a young matron of
twenty-eight years. Her daughter, Hannah, born on July 30th., is said to have
been the second female child born at Partown.

In the case of the June fleet, as of that which arrived in May, the captains of
many of the transports seem to have been remarkably considerate for the welfare
of their passengers. The “Bridgewater,” staid at St. John more than a fortnight
before she sailed on her return voyage to New York, as we learn from the address
presented to her captain by the Loyalists who came in her.

“To Captain Adnet, Commander of the Transport Bridgewater.

“The Address of the Loyalists, that came in the Ship under your command,
from New-York to St. John’s River, Nova-Scotia.

“Your humanity, and the kindness and attention you have shewn to render as
happy as possible each individual on board your ship, during the passage, and till

| their disembarkation, has filled our hearts with sentiments of the deepest gratitude,

and merit the warmest return of acknowledgments and thanks, which we most
sincerely desire you to accept. Wishing you a prosperous voyage to your intended
port, we are, your much obliged and very, humble servants.

. Vessels continued to arrive during the summer, each bearing its quota of loyal
exiles. Those who came were in nearly all cases enrolled in companies, and officers
appointed, who were commissioned by Sir Guy Carleton. Several of the ships came
repeatedly to St. John. The Bridgwater, one of the Spring fleet, came again in
June, and made a third voyage in October. -The Cyrus, one of the Spring fleet,
arrived again on the 14th September, with 194 passengers, whose names are given
in the collections of the New Brunswick Historical Society. The Sovereign, one of
the vessels of the Spring fleet, came again in August, as we learn from the letter
of thanks addressed to the captain by her passengers, which follows:

“Dear Sir: Your Generosity, Kindness and Attention to us while on board your
ship, and assistance lent us on landing our Property from on board, demands our
most warm Acknowledgihents: Permit us therefore to return you that unfeigned
Thanks for all your Goodness that feeling hearts can: and as you are about to leave
us, accept of our most sincere wishes for your Happiness and Prosperity; and that
you may have a safe and easy Passage to New York is the sincere wish of, Dear Sir.

(By Request of the Company.)
Your most obedient, humble servant,
JOHN MENZIES, Capt. 24th Company.

About this time the Americans began to urge upon Sir Guy Carleton the speedy
evacuation of New York by the British forces. But Sir Guy was too good a friend
of the Loyalists to allow himself to be unduly hurried in the matter. He stated
that.the violence of the Americans, since the cessation of hostilities, had greatly
increased the number of Loyalists who were obliged to look to him for escape from
threatened destruction. That their fears had been augmented by the ‘barbarous
menaces of Committees formed in various towns, cities and districts, which had
threatened dire vengeance to any who ventured back to their former homes. He
therefore adds, “I should show an indifference to the feelings of humanity, as well
as to the honor and interest of the nation whom I serve, to leave any of the
Loyalists that are desirous to quit the country, a prey to the violence they con-
ceive they have so much cause to apprehend.”

Sir Guy did his best to facilitate the emigration of all who desired to leave New
York, and by his instructions the following notice was published.

“City Hall, New York, August 14, 1783.
“Notice is hereby given to all Loyalists within the lines, desirous to emigrate
from this place before ‘the final Evacuation, that they must give in their Names at

Before the arrival of the date, mentioned in the notice, 6,000 names were entered
at the Adjutant-General’s Office for passages, and the evacuation proceeded as fast
as the number of transports would admit. Four weeks later another and more
emphatic notice was issued. i

: “City Hall, New York, September 12, 1783.

“The Commissioners appointed to examine the Claims of Persons for Passages
from this Place, give this Notice to all Loyalists, who have been recommended for
Passages to Nova Scotia; that ships are prepared to receive them on board, and it
is expected they will embark on or before the Twentieth Instant.

“And the Board have Authority further to declare. That if they neglect to
embrace the opportunity now offered, they must not expect to be conveyed after-
wards at the Public Expence. -
“ABIJAH WILLARD.”

There can be little doubt that many who continued to linger at New York
would gladly have returned to their former places of abode, but the experience of
the few days who attempted it was too discouraging. Here is an instance, as de-
scribed by one of the American “patriots.”

«I,ast week there came one of the dam’d refugees from New York to a place
called Wall-Kill, in order to make a tarry with his parents. He was taken into
custody immediately, his head and eye-brows were shaved—tarred and feathered—a
hog yoke put on his neck, and a cow bell thereon; upon his head a very high cap
of feathers was set, well plum’d with soft tar, and a sheet of paper in front, with
a man drawn with two faces, representing Arnold and the Devil’s imps; and on the
back of it a cow, with the refugee or tory driving her off.”

The forced migration of the Loyalists was a source of much amusement to the
whigs of that day. A parody on Hamlet’s soliloquy, “To be or not to be,” was
printed in the New Jersey Journal, under the title, The Tory’s soliloquy. It begins:

“To go or not to go; that is the question,
Whether ’tis best to trust the inclement sky,
“"hat scowl’s indignant, or the dreary bay
