City of Hamilton on the 24th of October last, called to take into
consideration the proseriptive policy pursued by His Grace the
Duke of Newcastle, towards the Orangemen of Kingston and
Belleville and Toronto, during the recent visit of H. R. H. the
Prince of Wales to this country;.this Grand Lodge adopted a
series of Resolutions, the first sixteen of which appear to have
met with the unanimous concurrence and approbation of the whole
Orange Body, and of the Protestant people of British North Amer-
ica generally—that the said sixteen Resolutions be now re-adopted
by this Grand Lodge, as fully endorsed and approved of, after
the most mature reflection. But this Grand Lodge feels bound
to state, that the seventeenth Resolution, adopted at the said meet-
ing at Hamilton, has not only failed to meet the approval of
Orangemen generally, but has bzen condemned by many Lodges,
Districts and Counties, as leading to strife and division in the
Order, and as directly contrary to that discretion and free judgment
which every Orangeman should exercise upon political questions—
that the said seventeenth Resolution be therefore rescinded, and
it is hereby rescinded and repealed.

By the same—That this Grand Lodge, in justice to the feel-
ings of the Orgngemen of Western Canada, feels bound to re-iter-
ate the protesl‘,ﬂso frequently made from all parts of the Province,
against the division of Upper Canada into Local Grand Lodges ;

EVENING SESSION.

The Grand Lodge met at 7 o'clock, pursuant to adjournment ;
the Right Worshipful the Grand Master in the Chair,

At the suggestion of the Reverend the Grand Chaplain, the
Grand Lodge agreed unanimously to take up the consideration of
the several Resolutions, of which Notiees had. been given by the
Pagt Grand Master, Brother Gowan, in the early pagt of the Ses-

sion,
Brother Ogle R. Gowan then rose, and in a very able and
eloquent speech, moved that it be .
Resolved—That at a special meeting of this Grand Lodge, held
in the city of Hamilton on the 24th of October last, called to
take into consideration the proseriptive policy pursued by His
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Grace the Duke of Neweastle towards the Orangemen of Kingston,
Belleville and Toronto, during the recent visit of His Royal
Highness the Prince of Wales to this country, this Grand Lodge
adopted a series of Resolutions, the first sixteen of which appear
to have met with the unanimous concurrence and approbation of
the whole Orange Body, and of the Protestant people of British
North America generally—that the said sixteen Resolutions he
now, and they are hereby re-adopted by this Grand Lodge, as fully
endorsed and approved of, after the most mature reflection, But
this Grand Lodge feels bound to state, that the seventeenth Reso-
lution, as adopted at the said meeting at Hamilton, has not only
failed to meet the approval of Orangemen generally, hyt has been
condemned by many Lodges, Districts and Counties, as leading
to strife and division in the Order, and as directly contrary to that

discretion and free judgment, which every Orangeman should °

exercise upon political questions—that the said seventeenth resolu-
tion be therefore rescinded, and is hereby rescinded and repealed,

Upon this resolution; a highly interesting and very able debate
ensued. The affirmative was supported by brothers George L.
Allen, (who scconded the motion,) Dr. Lett, and Brothers Buck-

“ley, Hill, Button, Hewat, Kennedy, Carr, Dewhurst, Evans, Fer-

guson, Booth, Bradley, Sloan, Shepherd, Thompson, Dewson, and
McMillan.  The negative was argued with considerable ability by
brothers Boulton, Sullivan, Davis, Morgan, MeKee, Forrest,
MecCarthy, and MeManus, Brother Gowan closed the debate; and
a division being called for, there were 82 for the motion and 17
against it.

Brother Ogle R. Gowan then moved the second resolution of
which he had given notice, as follows:

Resolved-—That this Grand Lodge, in justice to the feelings of
the Orangemen of Western Canada, feels bound to reiterate the
protest so frequently made from all parts of the Provinge, against
the division of Upper Canada into Local Grand Lodges®—and this
meeting hereby instructs its Grand Officers, to inform the Grand
Lodge of British North America to be held in the City of King-
ston in June next, that the Society desires to be restored to its
former status and working order, as provided by the Constitution,
prior to the adjourned meeting held at Cobourg in August, 1859,

Seconded by brother W. W. Connor, Co. Master of Huron, and
passed—ith only five dissentients,
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Pursuant to notice, Brother Ogle R. Gowan moved, seconded
by Brother the Rev. Dr. Lett, and it was unanimously
