At the next meeting of the council
on Wednesday afternoon, Ald, Bennett
will introduce two amendments to the
traffic bylaw.

" (One of them will provide that auto-

puass on the corners while moving, en-
dangering the lives of pedestrians.
Amendments Reasonable.

“I think both amendments are very
reasonable,” said Ald. Bennett, “The
first simaply compels motorists and
other drivers n? vehicles to stop while
a street car is discharging passengers.
There is no hardship in that, and any
reasonable man will agree to it. The
curgested conditions of some of the
dcwn-town streets at certain times
makes it imperative that we take such

mobiles and other vehicles must come
to a full stop when passing a street
car that is taking on or discharging
pessengers. Now the law only asks
a motorist to slow up.

The other amendment refers = to
sireet cars. It provides that a street
car approaching another, which has
stopped, must also stop until the other
rroves, This will practically mean that
the company must stop their cars at
the opposite side of the street. In
London the cars stop after crossing a
street. In the majority of cities they
stop before they cross the street. Ald.
Bennett’'s amenament will have - the
effect of making the company do this.
Under present conditions the cars

{vacks if the regulations prove irk-
sumre.
“In regard to the street railway

company, you know we have had manv
accidents caused by one car passing
the other while standing. We desire
to obviate that. I have provideg in
my amendment that when one car is
stopped the other passing it must also
come to a full stop. This will pro-
tect life. If the company decides to
stop at the opposite side of the street,
that will probably accomplish what 1
wish to get at. . Human life must be
protected, and I think the amendments
I have suggested will accomplish
that.”

$350,000 WAS STOLEN

Cigar Store Clerks Aid = Detectives
Land an Alleged Banrk
Robber.

Toronto, Aug. 10, — After a search
lasting more than a month for the
man who during that period has been
passing bills that were stolen in the
New Westiminster robbery of the Bank
of M_pmreal. the Toronto detective
force had their efforts rewarded by

his capture Saturday night.

This man, known by the name of
Walter Davis, allag Walsh, is believed
to be ane of the gang who perpetrated
the daring daylight bank robbery in
New Westminster in September last
‘v;vhen the Bank of Montreal lost $350,-
00.

The arrest occurred on Saturday
night in the rotunda of the FPalmer
House. A visit to the hotel later in the
evening resulted in the arrest there of
a woman going under the name of
Alice Davis, alias Walsh, who claims
to be the prisoner’'s wife.

Find Money on Them.

Stolen Bank of Montreal bills to the
extent of $2,020 were found in posses-
sion of the two prisoners. In addition,
than those of the
Bank of Montreal, but believed to have
been obtained in exchange for some
part of the stolen money, brought the
total amount found in the possession
of the two up to $9,225,

About a month ago the Toronto de-
tective department learned that a
number of the Bank of Montreal
bills that had been taken in the New
Westminster robbery were being cir-
culated in Toronto. Detective Tipton
was detailed to the case, and he ob-
tained from the head office of the bank
at Montreal a list of the numbers and
series of the lost notes. These lists
were distributed among a number of
the Toronto hotels, tobacconists,
druggists and other places where
much money is handled daily, and
where an attempt might be made to
pass some of the stolen bills.

Man Goes Suspiciously.

Shortly | after the authorities heard
from McKinley's Hotel, Front and
Jarvis streets. They reported that a
man bought a drink there and passed
one of the stolen Bank of Montreal
notes, but that he had immediately
left on getting the change without
waiting to finish -his drink. This im-
mediately aroused the suspicion of the
detectives, |but the authorities were
unable to locate him, and it was fear-
ed that he had left the city. The de-
scription given of this man ‘does not
tally with that of the man arrested.

One of his most interesting sugges-
tions was that there should be esta-
blished in each university a chiir of
politics, that there should be ‘a seri-
ous attempt-made to lay down exact
Qeﬁnitions of the terms that are used
so glibly and with such variation of
meaning by men of different political
camps.

Flat foot can be cured to a‘degree at
least. There are two methods. The
easiest and quickest is to place inside
the shoe a carefully molded arch which
is made out 'ot,_ metal and does not look
unHke a broad .shoe horn. This, If
properly fitted by."an expert, will re-
lleve the pain whieh comes..with a
proken arch. It wiil make walking com-
fortable and so give the weak muscles a

chance to build up. The best way is to
begin with a rather low metal arch and
increase Its height as the muscles tune
up to their:preper &tandard .and posi-
tion.

The other way is to take a series of
exercises, including skipping, dancing,
rising on tiptoe, bending the ankles in
and out, etc. This should be combined
with proper food, plenty of fresh air and
steep. It is a longer method; but its re-
sults are more permanent.

The laundry closet should hold all
nedessary articles, such as starch and
soap.

The
practice of drying it, befire washing, and using it again, has been known to
chafe and poison the delicate flesh until a bad case of eczema is the result.

Don’t put too heavy a diaper on the baby, as much cloth between its legs
may easily cause it to become bow-legged.

If you have a cool place outdoors, put your baby to sleep in its cab with
a piece of mosquito netting over. Every minute your baby stays outdoors in
the shade is helping it to live. through the heat of summer in comfort.

Opposition Leader In British Commons, and Carson Came In

for Scathing Criticism by

First Admiralty Lord for

Inciting Orangemen to Civil War.

London, Au‘g. 11.—Winston Spencer
Churchill, first lord of the admiralty,
has been so busy with the administra-
tion of naval affairs since he took his
new office that he has abstained from
party politics. He now takes advan-
tage of a parliamentary recess to
trounce Bonar Law and Sir Edward
Carson in a public letter for their
virulent anti-home rule speeches, con-
demning their ‘‘countenance and en-
couragement of doctrines of lawless
violence.” He says they have repeat-
edly “incited Orangemen to wage civil

war on their fellow-gountrymen and
If necessary upon the forces of the
crown.”

“Bohar Law,’” he said, *“has even
suggested this process, and that Ire-
land should be accompanied by Eng-

land in lynching his majesty’s min-
isters. Doubtless these foolish and
wicked words are far pevond the in-
tentions of the speakers, and they
would be unspeakably shocked if all
this melodramatic stuff were sudden-
ly to explode into -real bombs and

cannons; if the country were strewn

with English and Irish corpses, slain
in fratricidal strife; If, instead of
cagerly expecting a kiss on the hands
on obtaining office, there was nothing
before them but the bleak outlook
of a felon’s cell, or a place of execu-
tion. Men have been found and will
be found again to dare suffer all
things in resistance of tyranny, but
these are not the circumstances, and,
with due respect, these are not the
men. Their civil war has led to
nothing more at present than mal-
treatment and intimidation by gangs
of hootigans of isolated Belfast work-
men because they were home rulers
or Roman Catholics. Their advocacy
of lynching has only taken the form
of insuiting the Premier in the House
of Commons.”

After forcefully pointing  out the
dangers of ‘“these counsels of violence
and mutiny,” Mr. Churchill says
Bonar Law's doctrines “are the doc-
trines of Tillet at Tower Hill.”*

He concludes: “Transferrence of
power will not be effected by violent
means, nor until our work is done.”

SULTAN ABDICATES;
WILL GO TO FRANCE

Moroccan Monarch Has Had
Enough of Strenuous
Ruling at Rabat.

[Canadian Press.]

Rabat, Morocco, Aug. 12. — The ab-
dication of Mulai Hafid, the sultan of
Morocco, is practically an accomplish-
ed fact. He probably will leave Rabat
bound for France immediately.

The sultan has expressed the desire
that one of hig brothers succeed to
the sultanate, and Mulai Yusson, the
present khedive of Fez, who is friendly
to France, doubtless will be ap-

pointed. .
Negotiations; between Mulai Hafid
and Gen, Lyautey, the French resi-

dent governor, to this end, have been
arranged.

The sultan must publicly announce
his decision to abandon power for rea-
gons of health before he leaves the
country, so as to avoid the danger of
an appeal to fanaticism on the ground
that he had been coerced. Until such
proclamation is issued Mulai Hafid’s
abdicatien will not be accepted.

Edwards whose claims against the col-
lege had resulted in the civil court
order declaring that the priests must
not leave St. Johng until these claimg
had been duly settled, had agreed teo

Priests Will Scatter.
The college will be abhandoned and
the " priests ascattered among, other

dioceses in other capacities. 'fhis will
leave the field at St. Johns open for
Archbishop Bruchesi's educational in-
stitution.

The letter from the Consistorial
College refers to the petition of the
priests, dated July 11, against the
decrees of Archbishop Bruchesi,
Bishop Bernard, and the Apostolic
delegate, and declares absolutely
against the pretensions of the priests.
The decision was unanimous, and it
was afterwards confirmed by His Hol-
iness the Pope. !

The letter (translated from the
Latin text) continues, in part, as fol-
lows, referring in particular to the
necessity of their - abandoning their
college: -
“Ag such a prolonged and stub-
born resistance on the part of these
priests to the orders of their bishops,
to the sentences duly and legitimately
accorded, and even to the notices and
commands of the Holy See, is a thing
absolutely condemnable, and 4s on
the other hand they have resorted to
futile pretexts, which they themselves
could have avolded, in order to re-
fuse obedlence, .it follows therefore
that these priests must be considered
in absolute rebellion against the legit-
imate -authority of the church, and
4s such absolutely unworthy of hav-
ing the education of children com-
mitted to their care by the faithful
of the church,
