Sealskins Not in Demand, Gov-
ernment Worried As To
Disposal of Supply.

PELTS

Alaskan Foxes Will Have Meat
b Rations Cut in Half o
As Result. '

Associated Press Despatch.

‘Washington, Nov. 22.—The United
States government is losing substan-
tial sums of money because women
have changed their fashions in furs
and ate showing less interest in seal-
skins, Seeretary Hoover said today.
Moreover, the government has in
stock some 10,000 fur pelts which may
have to be held for a considerable
period before disposing of them.

The Britigh, Japanese and Russian
governments also, the secretary said,
were facing losses as the result of
the change in styles.

The government, Mr. Hoover ex-
plained, has practically a monopoly
on seal fur production by reason of
its ownership of the Alaskan dslards
where the seals have their. rookeries.
In recent years as many as 25,000 or
80,000 seal skins have been taken.
This year’s take, which was cut down
to 12,000 when the depression appear-
ed, was put on the market some time
ago with skins offered for sale at $30
apiece. i

About 2,000 skins were sold and
then the demand died. The pelts will
keep, and Mr. Hoover explained that
the government had put them in
storage. ! j

Japan, Great Britain and Russia
lose also, because under the treaties
controlling the sealing operations
shooting the animals in the open
Pacific has been stopped, and the
governments participating have
joined in sharing with the United
States profits of the killings on the
islands. Since the Soviet regime
was established in Russia, however,
the United States government has
been deferring payments to that gov-
ernment, i

‘It also looks like a hard winter for
the foxes gn the Alaskan islands, in
the rearing of which the government
has a profitable sideline. Hitherto
they hlave been fed on the meat from
the dead seals, have waxed fat and
furry from it, and have developed
coats which™gre even more valuable
than the, sealskins.

There isn’t anything to be done
about it, Mr. Hoover said, except to
put the foxes on half rations, stop
killing the seals and wait until the
sealskins come back into fashion.
Orders have been issued to cut the
animal seal kill half again next year.

“‘Tll come quietly,” he said, and he
walked toward me. I grabbed him
and took him to the living-room. Mr.
Cook ’'phoned for more help, and after
taking Topping to the police station,
the girls were taken to Victoria Hos-
pital,”” cencluded the constable.

“Gerry walked out of the room af-
ter Viola,” said Mrs, Cook, taking up
the story of the tragedy where Har-
pur left off.

Cook was almost certain, he said,
that Constable Harper shot the Mec-
Naughton girl through the chest.

“Viola was lying on my bed, to
get out of the way of the bullets ap-
parently. Then she decided to get
out of the room and rose to leave.

ASKED GIRL
TO MARRY HIM.

“He asked Gerry to marry him this
morning.” said the ’wounded girl
“and she refused. He wanted her to
g0 to Watford, where her people live,
and be married. They argued for
awhile about it, and then he threat-
ened to shoot her if she did not go.
This was about 7:30 o'clock. We be-
came alarmed, and Mr. Cook 'phoned
for the police.

“The next thing we knew was when
Dan ‘started to get rough and pulled
out a revolver. This was in the bed-
room, which was quite dark at that
time. 1 don’'t know what Gerry was
doing, but I wrestled with him and
caught hold of the gun. l¢ went off
and shot me through the right hapd,
near the first finger. 1 became’scared
then and broke away from him. As I
did, I saw a gun flash and something
hit me in the chest.

“I think it was the officer who
fired and hit me. I don’t know, but I
think it was too far away for Dan
to have done it. Several shots were
fired after the officer entered’ the
room. I did not see Gerry shot. That
is all I know about it.”

FIVE SHOTS;

SAYS COOK. o’ ST

“Popping didn’t seem at all! wor-
ried about what hé had dene,” con-
tinued Mr. Cook, taking up the tale.
“The girls worked- at the Heleproof
Hosiery Company, and had to be at
work -at 7:30, He knew this, and
that’s why he came when he did. He
came armed for trouble, and he cer-
tainly caused a lot of it. Had [
known he was armed I would. have
sent the pdliceman in the minute he
arrived.

“There were five shots fired in all
as far as I can make out, three be-
fore we rushed into the room, fired
in quick succession, and then Top-
ping and the officer each fired one
after that. There are two bullets in
Gerry’s body, while one went right
through Viola. We found a nickel-
steel bullet on the floor near the
trunk where Gerry was sifting, ‘and
there was another one in the side of
the wall near the bedroom door. It
must ghave hit the trunk, because
there is a new mark on it, and
ricocheted back. It entered the wall
on a downward slant.” :

“There was another bullet em-
bedded in the wall behind Gerry, and
it may have been the one that passed
through Viola. I don’t know. No-
body knows yet.”

GIRLS WERE
POPULAR.

Authorities at Strathroy hospital,
where both girls worked in the din-
ing-room before coming to London
last June, stated this afternoon that
the “girls were of a splendid type.
They worked hard at their duties and
were always cheurful.

Topping called on Miss Durston
frequently at Strathroy and pursued
her with his attentions, After she
left for London he followed her here
and again took up the quest for her
heart and hand, which has resulted
so disastrously. \

It is understood this is not the
first, time that Topping has injected
a revolver into his love affairs. Five
years ago he was in love with Miss
Jessie Marshall of Strathroy, who
turned him down one night at her
home on Colborne street. Topping

tempted to commit suicide. He shot
himself above the temple, the hullet
grazing his skull. After recovering
from the wound, he appeared in police
court and was fined by Magistrate
Trueman of Strathroy. Miss Mar-
shall later married George Gill, and
is at present residing in Strathroy.
Topping is a son of George Top-
ping, a driver in the Strathroyv fire
department. He lived in Strathroy
pructigﬂly all his life. :

TOPPING SILENT
WHEN ARRAIGNED

Clarence (Dan) Topping, Strath-
roy, who has been living at 140
Bathurst street, was 2-raigned in
police court this morning chatged
with .= wounding Viola McNaughton
and Geraldine Durstcn. When his
name was called he answered but said
nothing else. He was remanded a
week until the fate of the .two girls is
known. .

The charege against Tooping, laid
by Chief of Police Robert Rirrell, read
that he did. with intent to dp grievous
hodily harm. unlawfullv shoot at and
wound Vicla McNaughton and Ger-
aldine Durston. ‘

As the charege was read out, Top-
ping watched the maeistrate, but gave
no indications of anv nerve strain or
worry. He was wearing a navy hlue
suit with fine stripe, .a stiff white
collar and striped tie. Wis fair hoir
was brushed back on his head. €ha
as he stood up, he presented a smart
apnearance.

He did not open his lips, after hav-

TOPPING. QUIET :
AND UNASSUMING. .

Topping boarded at 140 Bathurst
street, the home of W. Dinsmore; whe
works for the George N. Kernohan
Lumber Company, close by.

“He was a quiet, unassuming young
man,” Mrs. Dinsmore told The Ad-
vertiser this morning. ‘“He had been
Wagth us for about two months.

“He always paid his board in ad-
vance. We didn’'t even know his first
name. We always called him Mr.
Topping. You would no more think
he would do such an' awful thing
than —*

“We never had the slightest trouble
with him,” Mr. Dinsmore interrupted.
“Last night he did not return to sleep
and, of course, when we heard of the
tragedy this morning, we were dumb-
founded.

“He lived in Strathroy and worked
for W. Leff & Co. here. We didn’t
know he wag going around with a
girl. He didn't have a gun so far
as we knew, and he must have got
it last night.”

A placard indicating that the house
contained an infectious disease was
on the front porch.

“One’” of our children had scarlet
fever,” Mrs. Dinsmore explained, “but
it's all over now.”

Topping had been noted for hig re-
ticence in connection with everything
relative to himself or his people. He
seldom spoke unless spoken to, Mr.
and Mrs. Dinsmore said. They
thought he would be about 23 years
of age.

“He never gave us the slightest
trouble,” Mrs. Dinsmore added. “Mr.
Topning was really one of the quiet-
est young men I've known.”

VICTIMS PARENTS
RUSH TO THE CITY.

By motor and by train the parents
of the two wounded girls rushed to

the city this morning, immediately
on receipt of the news of the shoot-
ing.

Mr. and Mrs. Robert McNaughton
and Cecil McNaughton and his wife
dand sister, Miss Mabel, rushed to the
city in & motor, making the long
trip over bad roads in-an hour and a
half,

Mr. and Mrs. Harry Durston came
in by train, and arrived shortly-after
noon. The girl's pastor, Rev. T. De
Courey ' Rayner, Congregationalist
minister, accompanied them,

Arriving at the hospital, they were
alloewed to see Misses Durston and
McNaughton and, although badly
broken up over the tragedy, bore up
well under the ordeal.

Viola McNaughton, the more seri-

ously injured of the two and for
whom little hope is held, stated teo
her pastor that “he had not meant
to dé it,” but whether this applies
to the officer, W, Harpur, or to Top-
ping is not known.

She told her parents the same story
as to Attorney Gillanders. Although
she would like to speak more fully
than she has yet done, docters point
out that her only hope of life is in
being kept quiet and with as little
exertion as possible,

URGED GIRL
TO RUN AWAY.

Geraldine Durston bore out the
statement of Viela, there being little
difference in the tale. She did say,
however, that Topping had visited
Her last night and urged nér to run
away and get married at that time.
She had retused, telling him that she
would have to go home first.

According to Mrs. Durston, the two
girls left Watford in July to come
to Lendon, after having worked at
the hospital in Strathroy for a year
and a half. Since coming here they
have been getting on well, and wrote
bright, encouraging letter to their
parents, who felt that their daughters
were safe in London.

Both girls have excellent char-
acters and are highly respected at
their home. Miss McNaughton is a
member of the Congregational church
and always interested in  church
activities. Miss Durston, while not
a member of the church, attended

the Bible class and also liked church
work.

GIRL'S FATHER
LIKED TOPPING.

Mr. Durston told The Advertiser
that his daughter had heen keeping
company with Topping for some time
past. He had been to their home, and
had always appeared to be a nice,
quiet boy and totally incapable of
pérforming a deed such as this morn-
ing. Mr. Durston said he knew that
he wanted to marry his daughter,
and told her that if this was the
case and wanted to be allowed to
call on her, he must do so at her
home.

The mother's story varies a little,
she declaring that she had warned
her daughter against Topping.

Mr. MeNaughton is a retired farmer
of Watford and is quite well to do,
having given up farming about four
years-ago. A son Cecil is now run-
ning the farm, about a mile outside
of Watford, fourth concession, War-
wick Township. In addition to Cecil,
Miss McNaughton has a brother
Frank, residing near Wyoming, a
sister, Mrs. Earl Roberts, Watford:
Miss Mabel; Watford; Allan, a
younger brother, also at home.

Miss Durston has two stepbrothers
by the name of Lawrence, to one of
whom Viola McNaughton is engaged.
She also has a married sister and a
younger sister Bertha, and brother
William, both at home. i

Wilfrid Haney, M. P., of Sar-
nia, Addresses Weekly
Kowenis Lumchics!

IN WAR TIME

UNITED

The submerging of all local or sec-
tional differences in a great national
effort to develop Canada to the ut-
most was characterized by Wilfred
Haney, M.P., of Sarnia, speaking to
the Kiwanis Club today, as the one
thing which would save the country
from drifting back inte a period of
non-development similar to that
which preceded Confederation, and
during which the United States was
and British
capital was being used to develop the
Western States, because with Upper
and Lower Canada practically at each
cther’s throats, British financiers did
not regard the colony as a safe in-
vestment. '

“A national debt of over two billion
dollars would mean very little to our

eighbors across the line,” Mr. Haney
Said, “but spread over the nine mil-
lien souls of Canada, it means a tre-
mendous burden. i

“There was a time When every
speaker referred to our great national
resources. Thos resources are still
there, but theéy need developing. Can-
ada, since the war, has been steeped
in somthing of th same spirit which
prevailed before Confederation. It
took nearly a century before reason-
able men got together to sink their
differences and a spirit of co-opera-
t_ion began to exist. And during that
time. no headway was made, and
America went ahead by leaps and
bounds.

“A hundred years was lost out of
Canada’s national life. In later years,
with the war, the country became
more united. Internal,” and sectional
q:ﬁerences are dissipated in a na-
tional cause. But since the war, cer-
tain elements have crept in, which
§ought to create trouble between cap-
ital and labor. The spirit of unrest

which followed the war stirred up

those very things which kept the Do-
minion beck before the war.

“A government can bring in a policy
of economy and pare expenditures to
the bone, but new wealth ‘'must be
created also. We must induce people
to come, and we must induce money
to follow the people and develop our
resources and create new wealth.

street, and George Cook, Dundas
street. There are more than 300
people in Detroit, London, Delaware
Township and Komoka, who can
trace their ancestry to Robert kd-
wards.

Robert Edwards came to America
from England at the age of nineteen.
He bought a number of acres in New
York city and leased the property to
King George\ III for a period of 9§
years. Robert ‘Edwards had sig
brothers and one sister. Omne of his
brothers, Thomas, landed in Detroit,
which was then British property.
From there he moved to the County
court actions, to compromise with
the Edwards heirs and pay them the
sum of $150,000,000.

German Delegates Urge Repar-
aﬁomComi-ﬁonTo
Take Action.

FORESEE CONFLICT

Assoclated Press Despatch.

Paris, Nov. 22.—The note pre-
sented to the reparations commis-
sion by the German war burdens
commission yesterday, calling atten-
tion to the fact that the French and
the Belgians in their negotiations
with the Ruhr industrialists refused
to agree to credit to reparations
account all deliveries made under
any working arrangement with the
industrialists, indicates that the
German delegates will take advantage
of the opportunity to raise the ques-
tion of creditlng deliveries when they
are head before the reparations com-
mission tomorrow, thus keeping to
the forefront the divergencies be-
tween France and Great Britain.

Premier Poincare in his speech to
the Chamber of Deputies last Friday
said that deliveries in kind under
agreements made with the heads of |
industries in the Ruhr would be
credited to reparations account after
the expenses of occupation had been
deducted. The British contention is
not only that the Ruhr occupation is
illegal, but that the French and the
Belgians have no right to charge any
part of their occupation expenses
against .any payments or dellveries
made on reparations account.

The fear is expressed in reparation
circles that this will furnish another
cause for sharp conflict between the

Allies as soon as the British elections
are over.

BELIEVED ITALO-SPANISH
UNDERSTANDING SOUGHT

Associated Press Despatch.

Needless to say, she cannot expect
her week-end to be a success if she
thoughtlessly invites two who play
bridge and two who do not, or four
or five people whose views and opin-
ions differ so radically that conver-
sation would be a dangerous and
difficult affair. Unfortunately, to
my mind, the latter form of congeni-
ality is not as important as congeni-
ality with regard to games. Gener-
ally the amount of time given to con-
versation is so small that it is com-
paratively easy to keep it, if not
really interesting, at any rate pleas-
ant.

The arranging of the games, indoor
or outdoor, is much more important.
The average guest wants to be sure
of his or her game of golf or tennis
during the day, and the game of
cards he or she plays best in the
evening. They do not consider
themselves neglected if no other
guests than those in the house are
provided, but I'm afraid they feel
decidedly injured if they must be
content to merely sit and talk be-
cause one of the party prevents their
making up a game of some kind.

Insure Guests’ Comfort.

There are really only two things
absolutely necessary for the hostess
of a. week-end party to think of. First
and foremost, to give thought to the
people she invites together; second,
to do all within her capacity to insure
their comfort. These two rules hold
good for all entertaining, but they
are most important for the week-end.

In considering the comfort of one’s
guests, I should place the bedroom
at the head of the list. If you want

your guests to leave feeling true

friendship for you, don’t make them
sleep on uncomfortable beds. A
sleepless night, thanks to a bumpy,
hard mattress, is a difficult-thing to
forgive or forget. If it is late autumn
or winter, be sure there are enough
covers on the bed; it is better that
the guests should be forced to throw
some off than that they should have
colds all the next week as a pleasant
reminder of their week-end.

The bedside table and its appur-
tenances are also important. There
should always be a lamp by the bed
and ice-water placed there late in
the evening. An attractive thermos
bottle, a suitable color for the room,
is excellent, so one may be certain
that the water is cold, independent of
the hour at which the guest retires.
It is not essential, but it is a pleasant
attention, for the hostess to find out
if the.guest likes crackers or fruit on
retiring, and if so, sees that they also
are on the bedside table. A box of
cigarettes and the accompanying
matches are important both for men
and women in these days.

Light Essertial.

If she has carefully attended to
such details, including a good light
by the dressing-table, no hostess need
worry over the material comfort of
her guests.

And if she has invited her guests
with an eye to similarity of tastes,
she need not worry over their finding
amusement and occunation. Although
the average guest likes to feel as-
sured of his game of golf or tennis,
on the other hand the hostess must
not force entertainment of this sort
on the guests. The charm of a week-
end, particularly in the country, is
the feeling that one may exercise or
be lazy to one’s heart’s content. The
tactful hostess will allow her guests
to follow their own volition with re-
gard fo their exercise or non-exer-
cise. There is nothing more de-
lightful than looking forward for-
ward to a week-end in congenial sur-
roundings where one knows that
nothing is demanded of one.

If the household permits, I think
it is nice to have breakfast served on
trays in the different bedrooms. Ask
each guest the hour he wishes break-
fast served, or if he' would rather
ring when he wakes. If this manner
of serving breakfast is not con-
venient, a delightful way (used very
much in England) is to have every-
thing placed on the sideboard. The

The citizens of London will have
an opportunity to vote on the erec-
tlcn of a city hall on the McCormick
site, The ballot will ask if they are
* in favor of issuing debencares to the
- extent of $500,000.

That figure was put in there in
the first place in a very deliberate
effort to kill the measure in the eyes
‘of the electors, thinking that a half-

“million dollars would be enough to
gcare them away.

That amount $500,000 will never
Be needed, and the citizens will not
have to put that amount up.

The figures have been published
in these columns so often in recent

~ months that they need hardly be
~_gone into in detail. The city has
made some fortunate real estate in-
. . Vestments, and it has the power to
| dispose of these to build a city hall
on the McCormick site.

As near as positive figures can
show, the city has today a fine site,
and $339,844 provided for the erec-
tion of a city 'hall. That takes in
the present city hall building at the
price paid for it plus alterations. It
. - i8 better to use the wold alterations
. than the word improvements. The

present city hall is worth at least

$30,000 more than it is put in at, and
offers are pending for the property
. at the increased price. It is per-

fectly right and conservative then
to raise the total figure to $369,844.
That does not take into account the
increased value of other property
owned by the city. Nor does it
allow for the money the city has
lost each year by carrying a big
vacant corner.

The one cry df the opponents this
year is “Let us wait until the an-
nexed territory comes in and starts
to pay its full share of taxation be-

__ fore we start the city hall.”

HE student of history will find
parallels in the past for almost
every movement in the world
today. The economic effects of great
wars in modern times have been
strikingly similar. Sir Thomas White
in an address given to the Canadian
Bankers’' Association last year, said
that when the war broke out he read
up the financial history of every im-
portant European country in the
world. He found, for instance, that
Chase, the secretary to the treasury
of the United States, during the Civil
War, issued a short time loan, think-
ing that the war would end in a few
months. Sir Thomas profitted by
that mistake, and issued the ,first
Canadian war loan in 15-year bonds.
It has already been remarked that
the present election in England bears
a striking resemblance to former
elections upon similar issues. In 1905,
when Mr. Balfour (now Lord Balfour)
went to the polls on a platform of
protection, his party denied that their
proposals contemplated a general re-
versal of the economic policy of the
nation. Mr. Balfour declared himself
a “reasonable free trader.” Mr. Bald-
win, in a recent address to his con-
stituents, announced that his policy
was only temporary, that it would
enable the government, when normal
conditions were established, to secure
a real measure of “free trade” with-
in the empire and with foreign coun-
tries. Trade that was subject to the
influence of every foreign tariff and
at the mercy of every disturbance in
Europe, was, he said, in no sense
free and certainly not fair to the
British people.
A Temporary Measure?
NO DOUBT it is the honest in-
tention of Mr. Baldwin to make
protection a temporary expedient.
Doubtless also such an announcement
is calculated to allay the uneasiness
of certain wavering members of his
own party. But in the judgment of
most discerning men the issue is
joined squarely between free trade
as a system, and protection. When
once a nation tastes the tariff stimu-
lant it becomes well nigh impossible
to induce a return to simple fare. The
whole economic life becomes saturat-
ed with protection, and more and
more of it is demanded each succeed-
ing year. The government finds |t
increasingly difficult to deprive bene.

Protection is usually advanced as a
temporary, and not as a permanent
policy. The chief argument for pro-
tecidon in Canada, for example, is the
youthfulness of her industries, and
the need of fostering care during the
adolescent period. A nation like the
United States, which has the start in
the race for wealth, may discourage
the full development of the resources
of other lands, and by underselling
the young industries of a new coun-
try force it to produce raw materials
instead of manufacturing them. Pro-
tection is only the price we pay for
education in the art of manufacture.

' HEN will infant industries,
such as the United States
Steel Corporation, be strong enough

'to face the world aloné? It is an un-

doubted fact, with regard to protec-
tion generally, that it leads to .the
growth of industrial organizations
which become powerful enough to de-
fend themselves against the attacks
of those who think it is time the
protection were abolished. This has
certainly been the experience of the
United States, where the protected
industries have become so strong
that they control the legislature, and
instead of doing away with protec-
tion, they get the tariffs raised higher
and higher. This invidious tendency
is the main ground upon which the
Labor party in England base their
opposition to the present tariff re-
form proposals.
Francs—Pounds—Labor,

'I!HE industries of Great Britain
are not infants in any sense of
the word, but they are subject, ac-
cording to the Conservatives, to the
“unfair competition” of nations with
depreciated currencies. In Germany,
for example, advantage is being taken
of the rate of exchange; works are
being remeodelled, and large sums of
money spent on investigations to re-
duce the cost of production. As soon
as conditions are such that Germany
can resume her trade, she will have
a large exportable surplus, and Bri-
tain will be faced with a competition
more severe, more scientific and more
concentrated than the industries of
the country have ever before experi-
enced. Mr. Baldwin points out that
60 francs buy as much French labor
and French raw materials as the
English pound. This means, when
the rate of exchange is 80 francs to
the pound, that the French manu-
facturer has the advantage of 20
francs in the foreign market upon
every pound’s worth of goods.

“We are not content to watch our
industries being crippled under our
eyes by countries which have en-
trenched themselves in by prohibitive
tariffs, and who are able by dint of
the conditions of foreign currencies
to cut under any price we may quote.
. The prospect of cosmopolitan
financiers, exploiting the Lorraine ore
or the German workmen with a ten-
hour day calls, not for talk, but for
action.” This sums up the main
Conservative argument. They aim to
build up the home trade by shutting
out the commodities of other Eu-
ropean nations from the home market.

It is interesting to note that Mr.
Baldwin, while emphasizing the ne-,
cessity for providing England with
“weapons” against France, Belgium
and Germany, at the same time de-
clares that he will continue to work
for the settlement of Europe. One
naturally wonders how he can recon-
cile the two policies. It looks as
though with one hand he would help
the stricken nations to their feet, and

No.‘this is not Tom Brown at
Oxford, but a citizen of Brooklyn,
who, ‘way back in 1860, took  his
club—the Excelsiors—up New York
State to play baseball, the first real
baseball tour. His name is J. B.
Leggett, and his name deserves to
g0 by the side of Wright and his
victorious Red Stockings of Cin-
cinnati, for the streak of luck that
followed Leggett was much like the
streak that followed Wright, and
the number of continuous victories
much alike.

Leggett was captain of the Ex-
celsiors, and he took his team to
Albany, where the tour began on
June 30, 1860.  Their exceptional
streak of victoFies caused the whole
state to show unbounded interest in
the game, and it is recorded that
Leggett was besieged with invita-
tions to visit every point in the
Empire State, so that those who
had never seen the game might be

initiated. Of course, this was out of
the gquestion. But Leggett found
himself a baseball missionary. All
atound him, in localities that had
never played, there sprang up ball
teams that dreamed of the possibility
of some day playing such good ball
that they might face the Excelsiors
of Brooklyn.

The same splendid record followed
Leggett when he took his team into
Pennsylvania, Delaware and Mary-
land; but soon after they met with
one unexpected defeat, and that
from a team in his own home town,
Brooklyn. This was the old Atlantiés.

Then came the second game to de
cide the championship between them,
and rowdyism raised its head to
such an extent that Leggett with-
drew his team—winning at the time
—and consented to call it a draw.
The rowdies who had come to root
for the Atlantics spoiled a healthy
rivalry between two teams from
which fing ball could have been had.
But the teams never met again. The
contest has been brilligntly described
by Spalding in his book, “America’s
National Game.”

Paris. Nov. 22.—Light wines and
beer will form part, of the menu
served to the Olympic athletes of na-
tions electing to house their teams
in the Olympic village being erected
near the Columbus stadium. The set-
tlement will be under the direct
supervision of the French Olympic
committee.

So far, only the British, United
States and Italian athletes have ar-
ranged to use various hotels and
chateaux as their permanent resi-
dences during the games, and all
three. nations have reserved accom-
modation for a certain percentage of
their teams at the Olvmpu, village.

nouncement from Hon. Dr. Forbes
Godfrey, minister of health, that a
supply of tryparsamide would be sent
to London in the near future, de-
clared they had received no word of
it as yet. The /drug will arrive
shortly, it is expected, and presum-
ably London 'will procure a portion
just as soon as Toronto.

“Paresis is really a general condi-
tion of paralysis which is common
in insane persons, a doctor said.
“Heretofore, it has been absolutely
incurable and is of -a  progressive
nature, - inevitably culminating in
death, Tryparsamide is doubtless
concocted from arsamide, which is
used in the treatment of venereal
diseases.

“Paresis has characteristics of a
peculiar kind. It is an organic dis-
ease of a severe inflammatory and
degenerative nature, involving the
leptomeninges and the cortex and
manifesting itself by certain physical
symptoms. It causes progressive
mental deterioration, upon which may
be ingrafted various other symptoms
of mental disturbances.

“From time to time temporary
alleviation of paresis has been ac-
complished. but the disease has never
actually been known to be curable.
The insane asylums are full of people
suffering from paresis.”

According to the statement of Hor.
Mr. Godfrey, tryparsamide will be
obtainable from the provincial lab-
oratories principally through the
government’s treatment of American
health centers in connection with
the distribution of insulin. As soon
as insulin was discovered the Rocke-
feller Institute was notified and no
attempt was made to bar that o--
ganization from immediate use of
the diabetes remedy. In retiirn for
this magnanimity on the part of
Canadian medical officials, officials of
the Rockefeller Institute are giving
Ontario supplies of tryparsamide just
as soon as they procure it for them-
selves. J .

For some time the province will
be dependent for its supply of the
paresis cure upon the Rockefeller In-
stitute. Later, however, it is ex-
pected that the manufacture of the
fluid will take place here.

“We have not yet been informed
regarding tryparsamide,” Dr. H. W.
Hill, dean of the local Institute of
Public Health, said today, “but of
‘course we anticipate that a supnly
will be sent to London as soon as
possible.”

The proportion of insane persons
afflicted with paresis is quite hign,
a London physiclan said. As zoon
as the disease develops, the mentei-
ity of the patient becomes warped.
Syphilitic~infection contracted eariy
ir. life may remain latent in the body
for 20 or 30 years and ultimately
manifest itself again in the form of
paresis. All victims of the disease
are either advanced or middle ageld.

Iondon physicians are agreed.that
tryparsamide ranks with insulin as
one of the greatest medical discov-
erise of the age.

Prince Hands Premier King -

Regiment’s Gift To Canada

Plate of Leinster Battalion Wil
—Members Won

Likely Be Exhibited At Ottawa
Enviable Record.

Associated Press Despatch. ,

London, Eng., Nov. 23.—The Prince
of Wales today -handed to Premier
King a silver tablet commemorating
the gift of the regimental plate of
the First Battalion of the Leinster
Regiment to the Dominion of Canada.
The tablet records that the plate was
given on disbandment of the talion
as a token of regard for the Dominion
which gave birth to the battalion, to
be held 1 trust until such time as
the battalion is again raised.

The first battalion of the,Leinster
Regiment disbanded last year owing
to the reorganization .of the army
following a reduction of the general

strength on creation of the Irish Free
State: The battalion, originally the
Hundredth Regiment of the line, was
raised in Canada at the time of the
Indian mutiny, when troops were
urgently needed. When the army
was reorganized on the territorial sys-
tem the regiment became the first
battalion of the Leinsters, but up to
the last the subsidiary title was the
Royal Canadians and the members
bore a maple leaf on their collar.
The plate now presénted to Canada
comprises a considerable collection.
Many* pieces werd given by Canadians
when the regiment was formed ‘nearly
seventy years back. The ecollection
will probably be exhibited at Ottawa.

Cross-examined by the. crown,
witness said that at the time of the
shooting he did not know what was
being- loaded onto the truck, and it
was not until he boarded the launch
that he discovered it was a boot-
legging proposition. His opinion still
was that the launch could have been
sunk by revolver fire.

P. C. George Fraser, plainclothes-
man, said that after firing one shot
in the air, he shot three times at
what he believed to be the waterline
of the boat.

It is expected that the case will go
to the jury.
