1 In* brilliant colors of an American forest in 
Autnin, especially in the Northern States, 
soutce of never failing delight to our own pro 
pie, and to a foreigner of astonishment. In­
deed, the attempts to reproduce them on can­
vas, though never so far from coining up in 
j.omt of brilliancy to the original, have lieen 
looked upon ns gross exaggerations by those 
whose good lortune it has never been to see 
the goigeousnvss of an American « let cher. The 
Ijolioff is very prevalent that the early frosts 
produce these colors in the leaves, and that be- 
lief is strengthened by the suddenness with 
which the transformation is often effected. It 
is, lmwever, Imyond tlisimte that the change is 
due to the ripening of the leaves, and careful 
observer will notice that when the frosts hold 
oil to n late date the colors are exceptionally 
rich and brilliant, appearing in some seasons 
long before there has been a sign of frost. The 
characteristic colors of the trees are thus pret­
tily spoken of in Miss Cooper’s “ Kurnl Hours” :
“ I *'e oak leaves a tleeii rich red, or a we n 
scarlet, though some of Ids family are partial to 
yellow-, The chestnuts are all of one ahadeless 
mass of gold-color, from the highest to the low 
est branch. The bass-wood, or linden, is 
orange, the aspen, with its silvery stem 
nml branches, flutters in a lighter shade, 
like the wrought gold of the jeweler. The su­
mach with its long, pinnated leaf, is of a bril­
liant scarlet. Tne pepporidge is almost purple, 
and some of the ashes approach the same shade 
dm ing certain seasons- t Hhor ashes, with the 
birches am l beech, hickory and elms, have their 
own tints of yellow. That beautiful and com 
mon vine, the Virginia creeper, is a vivid 
cherry color. I he sweet-gum is Vermillion, 
Ihe libemum tribe nml dog woods are dyed in 
lake. As for the maples they always rank first
