regions ' ").

For another thing the search 
for the perfect word is often used 
to explain a writer's habit of star­
ing into space for no reason "I 
thought she was having a ner­
vous breakdown.'' theeditorsaid 
but she was just trying to find an 

original way to describe a cloud "
It is said that French writer 

Marcel Proust spent months 
agonizing over each word of A La 
Recherche du Temps Perdu 
Stephen King on the other hand 
spends an average of fifteen 
seventeenths of a second on 
each of his words 

That must prove something 
The search for the perfect word 

can be agonizing, there are more 
than 60.000 words in the English
