BENEFICIANT DEPARTMENT.
As shown by the above statement the in­

crease in this department during the past 
year has not Iwen eqi^al to that of the pre­
vious one.

While I exceedingly regret that such is 
the case, I would respectfully submit to 
Grand Legion what I believe to be the chief 
reasons why this department has not made 
greater progress, and leave the matter in 
your hands jo be dealt with as you in youn­
wisdom may determine.

In soliciting members for our Beneficiary 
Department, almost the first questions the 
candidate will ask are : How much will it 
cost me per annum ? Arc your assessments 
graded according to age, and are they limit­
ed to a certain number per year ? Has your 
Order a reserve fund out of which it can pay 
death claims, which may occur in excess of

notwithstanding the importunity and per­
suasiveness of your organizer, the candidate 
ie induced to join some competing Order 
which has these provisions in its Constitu­
tion. J ENDOWMENT DEPAETMiNT.

One year ago I stated in my report that I 
was fully satisfied that the Endowment was 
destined to become a prominent Department 
of this Order. The progress made since 
then lias not only assured me that my pre­
dictions were correct, hut exceeded my ex­
pectations. There are at the present date 
1009 members in this Department, 608 o( 
whom were received during the pest year.

The 22 assessments, which have been col­
lected with the accrued interest added 
thereto, already amount to the handsome 
sumot 814,612.00, which is deposited in the 
Bank of Toronto to the credit of the Endow­
ment Fund of the Grand Legion of Ontario,
Select Knights of Canada.

While every Comrade has s perfect right- 
to hi» private opinion regarding the feasibil­
ity of the Endowment scheme, and may 
accept or reject the benefits which that de­
partment offers him, still f regret that some 
few of our old Beneficiary memliers, who 
are opposed to the Endowment, ltave (per­
haps unintentionally) been injuring the 
Order by stating that the Endowment was 
being 1 loomed at the expense of the Benefi­
ciary department. Being fully conversant 
with the greater part of the work which has 
lieen done in both departments, I can assure 
this Grand body and the Order generally 
that the Endowment has not only largely 
benefited the Beneficiary Department during 
the past year, but very materially increased 
the General Fund of the Grand Legion.

To my certain knowledge nearly 100 
Beneficiary Certificates were issued to En­
dowment members who would not have 
joined the Order but for the lienefits offered 
.bo* - to-Uae Knd*ein--''t IOppriment.

In concluding this part of my report, 
allow me to remind you that the visible 
progress does not fully represent the work 
which has been done during the year, some 
of which like seed sown on good ground will 
produce a bountiful harvest in the future.

Considering the strong competition, 
scarcity of money, excitement on account of 
political elections and limited number of 
energetic workers we have had in the field,
I must congratulate the Order on the pro­
gress made.

OFFICIAL VISITATIONS.

Owing to my time being limited, I have 
uo].jiNMie as many official visits as I would 
have liked to, still I have made the best use 
of «very available opportunity to visit 
Legions, deliver addresses in the interest of 
the Order, assist in oiganizing and institut­
ing new Legions and increasing the member 
ship to the utmost of my ability.

DEPUTY GRAND COMMANDERS.

As shown by the report of the new 
Legions instituted, some of these officers 
have done good work ; still, I regret to 
state that others have done little or noth­
ing to aid our progress during the past 
year.

Being fully satisfied that if this noble jt 
Order is to occupy the position of being one 
of the leading institutions of this Dominion 
we must be more progressive, I would, 
therefore, respectfully recommend that this 
t hand body consider the advisability of 
employing a thoroughly competent organiz­
er, who shall devote his entire time to in­
stituting new Legions under the direction of 
your executive officer. f

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NIAGARA’S FIRST BRIDGE.

A Wire Cable TBat Carried rnn Iren Basket 
—Hums Women Passengers. »

In the Historical Society’s rooms in the 
Library building Buffalo, stands an iroe 
basket of latticed and riveted iron stripe, 
painted red, with room for two persons to 
sit vis-a-vis on a wooden bottom—altogether 
a rough and ancient looking cootrive^ice. It 
was used in years long past to convey 
human freight across Niagara’s gorge, and 
in imagination one can see the queer-look ing 
object on grooved wheels running on the 
small cable above, shoot down the cable's 
deflection till the centre was reached, then 
climb the opposite incline and by other aid 
finally reach the Canadian bank.

The banket has au interesting history, as 
the following letter >n the possession of the 
secretary of the society will show. It was 
written by Judge Hulett of Niagara F .Ils, 
and has never before been published :
Geory- F Barnum, Secislary Buffalo Hietori-

cal Soviet y.
Dear Sir : It gives me much pleasure 

to be enabled to furnish you with the his­
tory of the “ iron basket'' which was a pre­
liminary means in the construct.on of the 
grgat railroad suspension bridge that now 
siians the Niagara River, the admiration of 
the world. The data I will give you are 
taken from a diary kept by me during the 
work.

During the winter of 1846 the State of 
New York granted a charter to the Inter­
national Bridge Company to build a suspen­
sion bridge across the river, and the same 
winter a similar charter was granted in 
Canada to the Niagara Falls Suspension 
Bridge Company for a like purpose. These 
two corporations formed a joint Board of 
Directors and entered into a contract with 
Charles Ellet, Jr., a noted engineer and 
bridge builder of Philadelphia, 40 build a 
wire railroad bridge across the Niagara 
River about two miles lieiow the Falls.

In the latter part of January, 1847, the 
engineer arrived at the village of Niagara 
Fails. The inhabitant: were all astir on 
learning of his arrival and flocked about the 
“ Eagle Tavern," where Mr. Ellet was stop­
ping, eager to hear the news. I was among 
the numuer, and while there was chosen by 
the engineer to take charge of the iron pan 
of the structure, he being uuable to be pre­
sent all the time. He then stated that soiqe 
immediate means of communication across 
the gorge without the trouble of going to 
Lewiston, seven miles below, must teestab­
lished. He planned the erection of a wood­
en tower on either side, 25 feet in «height 
Over these towers he proposed to stretch a 
66-strand wire cable, with a deflection of 25 
feet. On the cable he would place a saddle 
or yoke with two gr< oved wheels, aud suspen­
ded therefiom a car or basket large enough 
to carry two persons with all their neces­
sary tools. The basket was to be propelled 
from the hank on either side by means of a 
drum geared to a crank shift. The thing 
to be.considered livw was what kind of a 
basket could be constructed that would have 
sufficient strength and be of the least 
possible weight. Hq showed me a sketch 
of one constructed i of wood that he 
thought would weith not to exceed 15 
pounds. 1 suggested iron instead of wood for 
its structure, and aa an outcome each of us 
constructed a basket of our favorite material, 
when it was found that iny Uiaket weighed 
ten pounds less than his. This basket cable 
was a preliminary structure to another that 
was to precede the main structure of the 
bridge. The second preliminary was the 
erection of two wooden towers on either 
lauik of the gorge, 75 feet in height and 50 
feet apart. Two cables were thrown act ose 
the chasm, reeling on these towers, aniacioss 
them, at in'eivais of six feet, weie placed 
stripe of pine 3x2 inches in sire. Below 
t lese stripes of wo-id, in wire loops, were 
placed light needle beams, on which were 
placed light needle beams, on which were laid 
a flotring of one! inch pine boards.

When these two independent bridges 
were finished they were drawn together, 
giving The cables a lateral course of shout 15 
le t ou either side, and forming a platform 
1 cm which the radioed bridge was built.

It was while these temporary platforms 
were lieing constructed that an incident 
occurred that oan but give th s iron nasket 
precedence as a life-aaviug device. The 
north platform hail been finished and hung 
to the t vo cables—4 feet in width -without 
any side railings. It was being ‘used by 
some venturesome persons. Four men had 
carried the south platform out a1 out 2<lft 
feet from the cliff where it sw ung, w hen a 
sudden gale of wind struck it, end to the 
horrifiedonlookers from the shore seemed to 
tear the unfinished structure into shreds, 
throwing the platforms over and across the 
little basket cable that hung in the centre. 
This destruction was the work of but a 
moment. The four workmen were caught 
in the wreck, and hung to the slender wires 
with no foot rest save the shifting debris 
of the shattered flooring while, 450 feel be­
low them darted the angry water. So the 
men hung until the violence of the gale had 
subsided, when the writer made inquiry for 
a volunteer to go out in the basket and 
rescue the men. A brave young man name d 
William Ellis stepped forward, saving, “ I 
am your man." lie was told to take off but 
one man at a time, «s the amount of weight 
resting on the little cable could uot 
be estimated. But when he had reached 
the men he could not wit'iatnnd the desire 
to afford the unfortunates immediate relief, 
and the four men were taken off safely at 
the first trip, though the exhibition was 
paralyzing to those witnessing it from shore. 
This occurred on Oct, 10, 1848.

It is a curious fact that of the thousands 
of persons crossing the gorge in the little 
basket, three-fourthi or more were ladies. 
It was intended to seat comfortably two. 
persons, though four were sometimes crowd­
ed in. The first passage was made in the 
spring of 1848 by Engineer Ellet

The preliminary menus of hauling over 
the first cable were by means of a kite string. 
The writer offered $10 to the boy who would 
get a kite string of sufficient strength to 
haul a clothesline across the river. This 
offer brought a regiment of kite Avers into 
the field, and finally a boy named Homan 
Walsh was successful, and received the 
prize. From this small beginning the great­
est suspension bridge on earth has resulted. 
There are but few of the original actors 
in the above described enterprise still 
living. Engineer KUet was •« General 
Ellet,” who conceived end constructed the 
famous ram boats on the Mississippi River 
daring the A nerican rebellion, and w ho was 
killed by a flying splinter while hie béat caa 
pasting a rebel battery.

NAPOLEON S fiOMP-
Tkr Dethrened Empcrer1* Pr imR» Wltk 

•• llUle Rrlofr" al SI. Mrlraa.
The recent decision of the English Gov­

ernment to withdraw the garrison of imperi­
al troops stationed for so many years on the 
lonely and threatened rock of St. Helena 
awakens a thousand recollections. Many a 
heart sank at the aspect of the abrupt 
almost perpendicular, sides of this huge 
mass, when, early in the century, a British 
man-of-war approached the (island, bearing 
on board the unhappy Napoleon Bonaparte. 
Seventy days of almost unendurable life on 
the Northumberland ended by one night, 
passed under military guard in » hostelry 
in St. Helena. The hateful prison of 
Longwood being as yet unprepared fdr its

{uest, the authorities selected the house of 
fr. Balcomlie, a merchant, as a temporary 

resting place for the unfortunate prisoner 
of war, and he went thither the next day.

Mr Ba loom be had a charming wife and a 
young family. One young daughter, about 
thirteen years of age at the time, has re­
corded heeimpressions of the Emperor Na­
poleon in'as deeply interesting narrative. 
For nearly two months this sprightly girl 
was daily in the society of that most unhap­
py exile, and saw him through a diflerent 
medium from that in which he hail ever had 
the opportunity of presenting himself to 
English eyes : though Talma, and other 
stars of the French stage—not forgetting 
Mdlle. Georges, the actress who begged per­
mission to share and lighten his captivity 
—knew his gayetv and his artistic nature. 
Mr. Balcombe, holding the appointment of 
purveyor to the Emperor, was in communi­
cation with him, not only during the stay 
at the Briars, but in the sulwequent terrible 
captivity at Longwood, and the young girl 
who recounts her impressions of Napoleon 
was without fear or self-consciousness in 
her intercourse with him.

All preconceived notions of the terrible 
“ Bony ” gave way before the playful and 
friendly manifestations shown by Napoleon 
to “ Mademoiselle Betsee,” as he called her. 
The coldness of his stern, pale features soon 
melted into fascinating smiles, and his games 
of play with the child quickly put her quite 
at her ease. Once, it is true, finding her at 
lessons, he asked a question as to tne capi­
tals of Eurooe. “And what is the capital 
of Russia?'’ lie asked. “Petersburg now, 
but Moscow formerly,” said the little girl ; 
when, with a voice of thunder and fiery eyes, 
Napoleon asked who had burned Moscow. 
This ghastly and frightful remembrance no 
doubt scorched his very heart, and quickly 
changed the courteous gentfbman into an 
image of unbounded terror in the eyes of hie 
youthful companion. But, as a rule, Napo­
leon would show an almost boyish mirth, not 
unmixed with a tinge of malice.

A little friend of " Mademoiselle Betsee ’’ 
came to the Briars, and having heard terri­
ble stories of “Bony.” vl^ig in agony to 
“Betsee” when the Empe-or came out on 
the lawn. Seeing this Napoleon walked up 
to her, brushed his. hair up with his hands, 
shook his head, made horrible faces, and 
gave a regular howl, after the Cossack 
manner. Having frightened the child almost 
into hysterics, the Emperor began to laugh 
violently.

The adventnrmm “ Mees Betsee," in re­
venge for some teasing tricks ef the Em­
peror, kept him et bay, on one occasion, in 
a corner of the drawing-room at the Briars, 
by flourishing over his head a magnificent 
saber which he had shown her as a curiosity. 
The spirited child made repeated passes at 
her illustrious victim, and entreated him to 
say his prayers, as she meant to kill him. 
Her cries of exultation brought her elder 
sister to the spot, and, indeed, “ Mees 
Betsee’s ” arm was dropping from sheer ex­
haustion, and she soon desisted. The grand 
chamberldin also came to the rescue, his 
parchmenjl visage glowing with indignation 
at the inrfult ottered to his master. Napoleon,

. howeter, only pinched the ear of the young 
rebel, and laughed good humoredly.

At the whist table that evening he re­
venged himself on his youthful tormentor 
by revoking, and finally mixing the cards 
together to prevent discovery. On being 
accused of this by “ Mees Betsee,” he 
adroitly ran off with her new frock, which 
lay on the sofa—a white frock with 
rose buds, intended to be worn at Sir George 
Cockbùrn'e hall. It was Napoleon himself, 
who had asked leave of Mr. Balcombe for 
the little girl »o be allowed to attend this 
hall, and he now ran off with her dress, and 
locked himself in his own apartments. 
" Mees Betsee” remonstrated outside the 
closed door, both in English and French, 
but was ans we reel only by laughter from 
within, and it was not until the very day 
of the ball that the Emperor restored the 
dress. Such amusements as these hid for s 
few hours the galling sense of surveillance 
which weighed on the mind of the unsub­
dued captive.

The fire still burned unquenched in those 
veins of Napoleon s. He who would play st 
blind man’s hurt with the children at the 
Briars, ^nd tease “Mees Betsee” to the 
point of weeping, had his own terrible hours 
of glcom and depression. It must have 
been s transe for Mrs. Balcombe to hear him 
regretting hie two wives, and equally -one 
as “Grace,” the other as “ lunocqye. "

The discrepancy between preaching'and 
practice, so often found in the case of those 
who assume the role of mor 1 reformers 
cannot be justly chargea against Count 
Tolstoi, the famous Russian novelist and n« 
former. He preaches a li’e of self-denial 
and, though a count, he lives in the com­
panionship of peasants, welcomes them l* 
table and devotes himself to their interests. 
We may not he a Ht to accept his extreme 
views touching marriage- apd V e Christian 
life j but we may. at least i e .p. ct him for hi* 
sincerity and candor, and heart ily wish that 
in these respects his Imitator « might greatly 
increase.

They Lapsed ” and Died C «îinsureu.

not long since a policy of insurance in one 
of tiie leading assessment companies, but 
for some reason best known to himself he 
saw fit to let his policy lapse. Considerably 
l?as than $100 would have kept him in good 
standing up to the time of iis death, and 
would have secured $2,000 to his family. 
After reading the S» * •-6a St. Thomas A’eew- 
"*» Jr»< -nal was seam- A for the news of the 
day, .m l one of the first items to meet the 
«,»<- sa notice of the death of a St. Thomas 
bv iy who, up to a short time ago, bail also 
been carrying a policy of insurance on the 
assessment plan, but she, too, deemed it 
wise to let her contract go by default. In 
this case about $30 would have kept 
valid a policy of $2,000 in a reliable com­
pany.

The two leases above cited came to the 
writer’s observation within half an hour of 
each other, and from a personal knowledge 
of the facts, he is in a poeiti >u to say that 
in neither case was it poverty that caused 
the insured to allow their policies to lapse. 
1 he amount in arrears «vas assessed for in 
"mall amounts at different times, sud could 
' ave been met had the parties made any 
effort to raise the small sum requir­
ed for the demands made upon them. 
It may have been sheer carelessness that 
caused these people to drop out of tiie 
company, or it may be that some unscrup­
ulous agents of rival companies are account­
able for the course they adopted ; but, 
whatever the cause,it is to be eg retted that 
these estimable people failed to recognize a 
good thing when they had it, for while they 
could, by a very little exertion, have carried 
their insurance, yet they did not leave their 
dependents so well provided for that they 
can afford to lx- without it.—The Emnijn.

Don’t V xd Insurance.
It yon do not expect to die you fit .jht not 

to insure, as there is no liability or trouble 
ahead. Of course insurance costs nothing 
and you need not trouble yourself. Your 
indifference and don’t eareativenesi is 
sufficient reason why you should not have 
any life insurance at your death, as you 
don’t expect to and won’t die. It is the 
other fellow who must die. You need 
money for tobacco and cigars, and whiskey 
and l»eer. Of course you dare not deny 
yourself these necessary luxuries, thereinto 
you cannot wisely insure your life. You 
have » right to be selfish, spending every 
dollar for your personal adornment, without 
r .flections that your fain!’ or friends should 
have any lot or part in the matter. You 
don’t need to care for your wife and child­
ren. After you are dead and gone they can 
take care of themselves. And if you make 
a mistake, there are excellent poor houses 
where they can get enough to eat, am* » iU 
be buried in a comfortable pauper's g.
The world is wide and full of whole-sou » 
people. Your children can go out an»' light 
for them ; and wlion you are in the silence 
of the grave you won’t know their troubles. 
You are a precious father—coward. You 
need have no care or regard for your family. 
You eav the Lord will provide. All right., 
then. Spend your money for your personal 
gratification, and have a good tune 
generally ; and when you die let your wife 
and family suffer for the necessaries of life. 
Poor creature,! What a withered soul you 
must have. —Ex-chaw/e.
