RLKARKABLE ACHIEVEMENT 

ENGLISH ROYAL BAKERS.

Unir * very small percentage of the 
readers of this article will be able to recall 
her majesty’s wedding day, Monday, Feb­
ruary 10, 18«0, when the theatres were 
open frte to the public, writ-a a London 
correspondent. In the evening a banquet 
was given at St. James Palace, and covers 
were laid for 13U persons. There were 
three tables, and at the upper end of the 
(J'leen’s table stood the two chief wedding 
cakes. This cake was made by Messrs. 
Gunter, of Berkeley Square, and before be­
ing s<nt to the palace it was exhibited on 
the firm’s premises to more than 21,000 
persons. It is said that besides the two 
priée pal wedding cakes thera wire nearly 
100 smaller ones, which were subsequently 
cut up and distributed, practically, all over 
the world.

The second wedding cake that figured on 
this historical occasion was designed by 
Mr. John G. Mandat, yeoman confectioner 
to the royal household. It weighed nearly 
300 pounds, and was 14 inches thick and 
12 feet in circumference. On the top was 
seen a figure of Britannia blessing the 
bride and bridegroom, who were somewhat 
incongruously dressed in the costume of 
ancient Rome. These figures were nearly 
a foot high, and were,of course,

MOLDED IX SUllAB.
At the feet of prince Albert was the figure 
of a dog, denoting fidelity ; while at her 
Majesty’s feet were s pair of turtle doves 
denoting the felicity of the marriage state. 
A large C'upid was also seen writing the 
date of the marriage in a book, and at the 
trp of the cake were many bouquets of 
white flowers, tied with the true lovers’ 
knots oi white satin ribbon. Among the 
decorations of this wedding cake may also 
be mentioned four white satfta flags, on 
which were painted the royal arms.

The next free theatrical night marked 
the marriage of the Prince of Wales, ou 
March 10, 1863. On this occasion a

Luck of Kden Hall,” which has been m the 
possession of the Muagravo family for the 
past 500 years, was reproduced by a we l- 
known confectioner, and served to adorn 
the bridal cake made for the marriage of 
the daughter of Lady Brougham and Vaux.

Oje of the most important questions I 
pur to the royal confectioner on the ooca- 
sio > of my visit to him at Buckingham 
Paiace had reference to the most impôt tant 
wedding day, f-om his point of view. Mr, 
Ponder unhesitatingly replied that the 
Duke of York's wedding with Princess 
May entailed by far the greatest strain 
upon him The principal cake on this 
occasion was made at Windsor ; it was 6 
feet 10 inches high and weighed between 
200 and 300 pounds. This cake took the 
royal confectioner

there being as many as thirty-nine separate 
pieces of plaster in some of the figure 
molds. Altogether, there were at this 
wedding six immense cakes, on what is 
known as the “ general table,” and in addi­
tion to these, Mr. Ponder made sixteen or 
eighteen smaller cakes for cutting up, each 
cake averaging about 22 pounds. More­
over, Messrs. Gunther say that they cut up 
no fewer than 500 slices of wedding cske 
on this occasion, the smallest slice weigh­
ing about half a pound, and the largest a 
little over 12 pounds. One of this same 
firm’s confectioners subsequently attended 
at the royal kitchen, and, armed with a 
saw and a special knife, cut up about 1600 
pounds of wedding cake in three days.

The most important cake made outside 
the palace for the “Fife" wedding waa 
provided by Messrs. Gunther, of Berkeley 
Square. It was seven feet high and weighed 
150 pounds. On the cake stood a Greek 
temple in sugar, anu round it were medal­
lions of satin with raised sugar monograms. 
This cake was exhibited for some time before 
the day of the marriage, and while it was 
on show it was decorated with artificial 
flowers. On the wedding day, however, 
about £20 worth of fresh natural flowers 
covered the entire structure.

I nave previously mentioned instances in 
which the person ordering the bride cake 

1 has provided a special design. Perhaps the 
most remarkable of these cakes vas made 
for Rear Admiral A. H. Markham, who 
served in the srtic expedition of 1875-76, 
and who was presented by the Royal 
Geographical Society with a gold watch for 
hie services when in command of the 
northern division of sledges in that expedi­
tion. On the top of the drum of the cake 
stood a sugar model of her Majesty's ship 
Alert, caught in an iceberg. Round the 
drum were many nautical trophies— 
capstans, anchors, boats and davits and a 
loaded arctic sledge. These wereaurrounded 
by oak leaves and acorns and many 
branches of flowers. Worked in sugar

. bV b,r round the cske were two life buoys, in
ajesty » çoofectioner, M. 1 aimiez; but , which the Admiral's flag and motto were

nportance was made by the engraved, 
royal confectioners, Messrs. Bolland, of ■■ 
Chester. This is what is known, as a 
“three-tier” cake, and around the base 
were festoons composed of the rose, thistle 
and shamrock, entwined with the royal 
and Denmark arms. On the tiers were 
place- alternately reflector and figures of 
seraphs with harps ; also, satin flags, on 
which vere painted miniature likenesses 
of the prince and Princess. The whole 
was sum ounted by a temple embedded in 
orange blossoms and silver leaves, on the 
summit of which was placed the Prince’s 
coronet and a magnificent plume of ostrich 
feathers. The cake, which stood nearly 
6 feet high was of colossal proportions.

I may mention, incidentally, that 
the largest cake ever made by Messrs.
Gunter was that which figured among the 
jubilee présenta. This cake was 13 feet 
high and weighed a quarter of a ton, its 
value being about £300. The smallest 
wedding cake made was ordered by a lady 
for a child. It was a doll's wedding cake,
3 inches high, au 1 weighing about 4 ounces; 
it cost 10s. because it was perfect 1l very 
respect, and the confectioner had great 
difficulty in getting molds small 
enough.

It is inte-esting to know that each of the 
royal bakers has

A DISTINCT RECIFE,

which is guarded like a Cabinet secret. 
Roughly speaking,a bride cake takes about 
half a day to bake, but after the tins have 
been removed from the oven and the cake 
turned out the serious part of the work 
only commences, for a wedding cake has to 
be at least six months old before it is fit to 
be eaten. During this time it is kept in 
an enormous warehouse, called the “cake 
room,” and each firm keeps a separate staff 
of arthts employed in making new designs 
and altering the fashions in wedding cakes. 
Natural flowers are the great feature iu 
modern wedding cakes, white roses and 
orange bloasoms being the most popular 
varieties in use. A good deal of ingenuity, 
however, has to be exercised in keeping 
these fresh, for a faded wedding cake would 
indeed be a grievous sight. The Royal 
Chester bakers (Messrs. Bolland) have got 
over the difficulty hy naving narrow,white 
porcelain cups sunk in among the decora­
tions,thus enabling each natural bouquet to 
rest in water.

An adequate idea of the magnitude of 
this business may be realized when I men­
tion that Messrs. Holland’s standing stock 
of wedding cake is about 2000 pourds. The 
curiously statuesque cake was made appro­
priately enough, for the Process Louise on 
the occasion of her wedding with the 
Marquis of Lome, which took place on 
March 21, 1871. This cake was designed 
and made by Mr Samuel Ponder, the 
present chief confectioner of her Maiesty’s 
household. Mr. Ponder tells me that this 
cake was about 5 feet 10 inches in height 
and weighed 250 pounds. The four figures 
at the angles were modeled from the statues 
on Holborn Viaduet, and the cake was 
built in four tiers. This very artistic 
wending cake was surmounted by a repl an 
of Genova's “Hebe,” Mr. Ponder having 
procured a plaster model of the statue at a 
decorator’s in Leather lane.

It would appear that there is no limit to 
the vsgariea if those who have wedding 
cakes made to order. One titled lady gave 
Messrs. Gunter an order for a cake weigh­
ing 120 pounds and standing 5 feet high, 
the whole cake to bf trimmed with splendid 
ropes of

This wedding cake took three 
weeke to prepare, and its design was 
entirely provided by the gallant Admiral 
himself, who took infinite pains to have the 
modeling and technical details eiact to a 
curious degree.

CYCLISTS IN LONDON.

So Nani Areldenls (lave Occurred Ihai

“Scorching” has come to be a bugbear in 
London. “Lady cyclists” not infrequently 
get into trouble there through fast riding, 
and while, as a rule, they are unconscious 
of sinning and apologize very nicely, a case 
occasionally crops up where it Is quite the 
reverse. That was the way it was with 
M re. Wackerbarth, who on a Sunday even 
ing, a fortnight ago, deliberately ran down 
a harmless young lady pedestrian on one of 
the highways up in the north of London.

The young person who was run over 
naturally protested, wherat Mrs. Wicker- 
berth got off' her machine and began to use 
strong language, following it up by serious 
ly damaging the young woman’s hat, 
breaking her hatpin and at last dragging 
her across the road hy the hair of the head 
At a police court the young woman unfold­
ed all this tale, and although Mrs. 
Wackerbarth denied emphatically, the 
magistrate proceeded to fine her peremptor 
ily six pounds and three shillings, after 
arranging to pay which she departed a 
wi-er woman and one much sadder.

It is interesting for bicyclists here to 
learn, in connection with this, that the 
London County Council are preparing to 
construct a cycle track, with its necessary 
buildings, on au open expanse to the north 
of London known as Hackney Marsh. A 
committee of the Council have written a 
report regarding this in which they say 
that their two great objects were, first, to 
relieve the thoroughfares from the increas­
ing number of bicycles, and, secondly, to 
put a stop, as much as possible, to rapid 
bicycle riding.

Fattening Lambs in the Autumn.
Lambs do not usually brinp *o good a 

price when told In the autumn, even when 
in finish'd form, as when fattened and sold 
during the winter following, writes Thoe. 
Shaw in Prairie Farmer. But it may not 
always be convenient to carry them on into 
the winter, and when they are sent direct­
ly to the block in the autumn the aim 
should be to have them in tine finish, owing 
to the inch better price that they will 
bring because of the flesh they carry.

We will suppose that the lambs have 
been well Kept right up to the time of 
weaning. Tbs y should then weigh about 
fifty to sixty pounds, as they will be from 
four to five months old- The weaning wii| 
take place about the end of August with 
lambs that were dropped on the grass, ssy 
during the month of April.

Happy are those who have a field of rape 
well growu upon which they can turn the 
lambs at such a time. Those who have can 
turn their lain be in upon tne rape and leave 
them there, and in trom six to ten weeks 
they will have them fat and plump, and 
weighing from seventy to ninety pounds 
per head. Nor will they need any addi­
tional grain ration v. hile they feed upon 
the rape. They will probably do better if 
they are allowed free access to an old grass 
pasture near at hand, but this is not an 
absolute necessity. They will eat some 
grass when thus feeding, even when it is 
old and dead ; and it is well that they do, 
for then the succulent rape will not pro­
duce scours. Nature set ms to influence 
them, as it were, instinctively to partake 
of a diet that will be good for them when 
they have the opportunity.

When thy are turned upon the rape at 
first they should be accustomed to it 
gradually , as thrre is some danger of their 
eating ot it to freely as ti cause bloating, 
winch may speedily end in the death of the 
U-nbe. In fact they should never be put 
upon it at any time when in a hungry oon- 
diuoi. Before being turned in upon the 
rape th -"îbeshouhl lie tagged. If scours 
follow the ccnsequeu ee will not then lie so 
harmful. 1 hey should, of course, have all 
the salt they will take, but ordinarily they 
w-1. . ot require water. The suoculence oi 
the rape teems to furu.eh the lambs with 
sufficient water unless when the weather is 
-xtraordmanly warm. But the dangers 
from pasturing sheep on rape seem to be 
much minimized in mis «est-ru country 
In my experience here 1 have had no 
difficulty from either scours or bloat when 
pasturing sheep on rape, and the same 
seems o be true of the experienceof others.

In the earlier contributions from my pen 
on this question, 1 invariably took care to 
caution tiock owners against the dangers 
arising from bloating and scours, but more 
especially the former. I did so for the 
reason tnat the losses from oloating are 
sometimes considerable when sheep are 
being pastured upon rape in Ontario,owing 
probably to its more succulent character 
in thst province. And the greater succul­
ence of tape in Ontario is owing, it may 
he to the more tuple showers winch fall in 
that province surrounded by lakes. I have 
failed to notice a single complaint m the 
agricultuiai papers of the West as to losses 
of sheep while being pastured upon rape. 
But even so, due caution should be exercised. 
In some seasons our rape crop will be more 
succulent then in others, and therefore the 
danger will be greater in aucb seasons.

For those who have no rape there are 
other ways of fatten.og lambs on pesturea. 
As soon as weaned they may be put upon 
young clover or other pasture; but they 
should get an additional grain supplement, 
and the amount of grain fed should be in- 

rea-.é-l as the pasture is found insufficient. 
From one-half to two pounds per head per 
day may be required to finish the lambs in 
good form, and un bus the pastures are 
succulent they should have ample water 
supplies. The grain food may consist at 
first of oats, of oats atone, or oats and wheat 
bran in various proportions. The diet is 
always improved when a little oil cake is 
added. Later, corn may he added, and 
toward the last of the feeding season it 
should be fed freely, A grain supplement 
given to the lambs under the condition 
named, will undoubtedly prove a good 
investment.

Other method* may be adopted. If one 
has fodder corn grown so as not to be too 
coarse in character, this may be led to the 
lambs either on the pastures or in the 
sheds, providing the lam he have easy 
access from the sheds to the pastures, and 
when small earn are found upon the corn, 
the gains of the lamb* will be increased in 
proportion as the ear* are plentiful. This 
food fed at first in the green form may be 
continued as long as desired.

All these may be helpful. Op the 
hand, with the eviporaiioo of 

moisture there ie also a lose of sense gaseous 
plant food by evaporation or by washing 
away or down into the subsoil. Plant 
growth -checks this loss, the plant taking 
up and storing a pact at least of this food 
w hich otherwise might be lost. As a whole 
we do not like any neediest exposure of a 
bare plowed surface in the summer time, 
preferring to have a crop of some kind 
growing. In the case of very compact 
clays summer fallowing may be advisable, 
but the practice ninucn less common now, 
even in England, than it formerly was.

In such soil as we assume is found in the 
part of aouthern Iowa from which our cor­
respondent writes, at would prefer moder­
ately late to early plowing of land designed 
for crops the next year. This ie especially 
fut if there is grass or clover growing on 
the land. We much like the plan of sowing 
clover with email grain when the land is to 
be cropped with grain th* next year. The 
growth of the dorer in the fall shonld be 
allowed to continue as long as may be. If 
wheat or rye is to be sown iu the fall, 
plowing ie better done as soon as practic­
able after harvest, especially with rather 
light, loose (oils, it is desirable to give the 
•oil time vO settle and become fairly com­
pact.

The chief injury to soil from plowing or 
cultivating it when wet ie a physical one. 
Some sandy soils show scarcely any injury 
from such plowing, while clay soils become 
hard, cloddy, or “run together.” Indirectly 
chemical action ie checked and thus the 
plant food affected, but the bad effects are 
chiefly from the poor mechanical or physical 
condition induced by stirring the wet eoil. 
Decision as to whether or not to plow must 
be made, not only from consideration of 
general effect, but also with reference to 
the amount oi work to be dune, the temper­
ature, quantity of moisture etc.

MILLIONS IN DIAMONDS.

The dispatches from London show that 
the English enthusiasm from South African 
mining shares is rapidly mcieasing.

The 
great accumulations of English capital 
passing by American and Eng. sh stocks 
and shares, is pouring into the treasuries 
of the companies that are getting out gold 
and diamonds in the newly opened conti­
nent where Cecil Rhodes and a number of 
other aggressive Englishmen aie building 
up a huge emj re for Britain.

So far as the diamond mines are concern- 
ed.thia excitement is the more remarkable, 
as it is perfectly well known that the grea. 
diamond mining company, the De Beers, 
which has ahsorited the Kimberley mines 
and *11 other notable sources of supply has 
in its great vault» enough diamonds to 
make the diamond no longer a precious 
stone « ere they ail thrown upon the mar­
ket. Eiigliah eagern-ss to invest at high 
prices simply shows that they believe that 
tins company is strong enough to hold the 
product and dictate the price of diamonds.

1 he great strength of this company and 
the present immense prosperity are uue to 
the ability of Gardner Williams. When he 
went to the Kimoerley mines as manager 
ne iouud everything in confusion, and most 
of the diamonds that were found, lost to 
tne company through the cbver thieving 
of the negroes who worked in the mines. 
He organized an amazing s' stem,and, win­
ning success where so man r had failed,now 
gel- a salary of #100,000 a year.

Diamonds are being « arched for over 
1,000 feet below the level of the ground at 
Kimberley, the ore being dag at tl,at depth 
in a vast and ever-increasing la yrinth of 
shafts, tunnels and chambers. The ore, 
taken to the surface, is scattered over an 
area several miles square, where at present 
no leas than 3,000,u00 loads of eaith are 
exposed. This ore is left exposed to the 
VM ather for two years. Then it is so far 
disintegrated that it is easily crushed. It 
is estimated that in the ore now thus ex­
posed there are diamonds worth $20,000,- 
000.

This vast treasure is fenced in end is 
guarded day ami uight. The whole min­
ing system is an enciosuie, from which no 
one is allowed to go without lieing searched. 
It con talus the villages of the laborers, 
in fact, under is;. Williams’ system there 
are searching and shadown g day and 
night. Yet, in spite of all precautions, 
$500,000 worth of diamonds are stolen every 
year.

Of course the laws of the colony reflect 
the company's efforts to prevent theft. To 
buy a diamond from any but an agent oi 
the company is a penitentiary offense. 
Even an attempt to buy from any person 
not authorized to sell has a long term ot 
imprisonment asita pena.ty. And the iawr 
are rigidly enforced.

The output of the company for 181)4 was 
•old for $17,500,(00, ami the average value 
of a day's find of diamonds is ah< ut 850,000, 
a value which is trebled when the diamonds 
are cut. The dividends are fabulous, and 
it is not surprising that every now and 
then the cool, conservative English investor 
loses his head and forgets that diamond 
shares are like all mining shares and similar 
investments that cannot hut have acme 
thing of the baselessness of » vision about 
them.

BONE GRAFTING WITH THE LEG OF 

A SHEEP.

Hiiherl# boee-graftiog experimeate 
hare been performed at odd interval* upon 
ike principle that the foreign bone insert 
ad most first be powdered. If the bone o 
a~ aimai was used to supply the plane of 
a section of bone cut from the leg or arm 
ef some human being, it was first pounded 
into dost and decalcified or freed of it* 
Km* and chalk. These experiments were 
only performed as a last rssort and thsy 
ware theoretical, and rarely successful.

Now, however, the principle has been 
established that the bone from the animal 
must be transferred entire.

The living sheep and the living patient 
must be pissed side by side. Quickly the 
surgeon removes from the latter the foot 
or two of bone that is diseased, cuts out 
with hi< whip-saw the legbone from the 
chloroformed animal, nicely measured to a 
fraction, lifts it from the animal to the 
man and ttie it into place where the edges 
come tightly together, and then the flesh 
is covered over and sewed up, the whole 
operation taking less than one hour, and 
the curing process begins immediately.

About five months ago Boyd Folwell a 
lad fifteen yearsof age living at Eighteenth 
and Wylie streets, in Philadelphie, was 
playing on the streets, with a number of 
boys, when he struck hie shin. He gave 
little thought to the injury at the time 
but a few days afterwards he complained 
of violent pains in the regions of the 
bruise.

SIMILE REMEDIES

were applied by hie parents, but met with 
no success. This gave rise to the feeling 
that the boy was suffering from rheuma­
tism.

A local physician treated the case as one 
of rheumatism, but it continued to grow 
worse, and Ur. Snyder was called in. A 
careful examination disclosed the fact that 
an abcees due to an injury to the bone had 
formed, producing what la known to the 
medical fraternity as osteomyelitis. This 
became worse and defied ell treatment, 
end eventually turned into necrosis, or 
gangrene of the bene.

Realizing that some heroic measures were 
necessary. Dr. Snyder called in consulta­
tion Dr Carl Vlecher. '1 his was about a 
month ago. Dr, Vischer found the leg very 
much swoolen and seven small openings 
discharging pus, all of which led to dead 
bone.

The -hyaician suggested that the boy 
should be removed to the Hahnemann 
Hospitvl, where better attention could be 
given him, and on Saturday June 22 two 
days after the doctor’s visit, the lad was 
taken there. Again he was examined and

He again washed and dressed the limb 
in antiseptie dreslogs and left it undisturb­
ed for forty-eight hours, when the condition 
of the leg woe still mere encouraging, and 
ten day# ago anoi her examination showed 
that there was every prospect of the oper­
ation being successful.

Bone-grafting is nota new operation,but 
is ha* usually been accomplished by taking 
a bone from a freshly slaugr.tered animal 
and decalcifying it by removing mineral 
matter from the bone. The bone is then 
chipped up and being prepared is packed 
tightly into the space of the removed bone 
and the bgalures removed, the blood then 
flowing in and iormtm; in clots around the 
bone, making callous joints.

This latter operation is the conception of 
Prof. Schadee, of Hamburg, but it wav 
improved upon by Prof. Stun, of Chicago 
who suggested calcified bone, believing m 
it for opera* ions as nature comes to the 
assistance and there is more chance of 
success. Throughout this trying ordeal 
the boy has shown theliveltest disposition 
and ha# been quite cheerful under the cir­
cumstances, thus bringing nature to the 
aid of kbience. The operating surgeons 
expect the boy will walk and run as well 
as «ver in his life.

He is cheerful to all visitors and freely 
discusses his chance of being able to walk 
about again without the aid of a crutch. 
He has implicit faith in the surgeon who 
performed the operation and fui y believes 
that he will yet be able to walk about again 
as well as he did before he met with the 
accident.

SWEPT OVER THE FALLS.

A despatch from Niagara Falls, Out., 
.ays :—Another terrible accident happened 
on the American side of the river late on 
Sunday afternoon, and two lives were 
swept over the Falls in the eight of bund­

ing dead bones). 
The wound was then dressed with 

antiseptic bandages and left undisturbed 
for a week, when the flesh was found to be 
in good condition, but the bone was still 
decaying beyond all hopes of being healed.

THE ONLY CHANCE.

At the first dreasing after the operation. 
Dr. Vischer felt that nothing but amputa* 
tiou would in any way help the boy, but 
the fact that the lower end of the tibia was 
in good condition led him to believe that 
pern ape the leg might possibly be saved by 
bone-grafting, especially as the boy's con­
dition had so much improved since his 
•Emission into the hospital. Ths parents 
were consulted, end, upon being assured 
that there was absolutely no other way in 
vfiich the eg had even a chance of being 
saved, thsy gave their full consent to the 
doctor to do as he thought best.

A consultation with the highest aurpicnl 
authorities had impressed Dr. Vischer with 
the belief that it was possible to remove 
the diseased portion of the bone and insert 
in its place i. piece of bone taken from the
leg of a healthy sheep.

To..............................Following out this theory, the physician 
secured a large, healthy sheep, which for 
two days was put upon a diet, so aa to 
make doubly sure of its healthy condition. 
The boy waa also subjected to a r.gid diet, 
and the day before the operation the sheep's 
leg was shaven and put in antiseptic dress- 
Dg*.

Everything being prepared, Dr. Vischer 
had the boy and sheep taken into a private 
room, and there, assisted by Drs. Roman, 
Middleton, Snyder and Reading and Prof. 
J. R. James, he began the task of trying 
to save the boy’s leg. The lad was anaes­
thetized and placed upon the table.

Then Dr. Vischer opened the lad’s shin 
from about four inches below the knee 
down to the ankle joint. He removed an 
inch and a half of decayed hone and cut 
out seven and a half inches of hone down 
to the ankle joint. The cavity was 
washed out and prepared for the new 
bone.

The sheep in the mean time had been 
chloroformed and the dressing taken oil the 
hind leg. This done, Dr. Vischer out out 
the humerus, and then, preparing it, began 
to shape It for the lad's leg.

THE UTMOST CARE

was taken that the bone removed from the 
sheep should retain the periosteum, for 
without that the operation could not possi­
bly !>e successful.

The bone taken from the sheep was then 
plsoed in the cavity formed by the removal 
of the diseased bone, the muscles forming s 
floor upon which the new hone waa laid, 
thus helping to support it.

The ends of the new bone were cut 
straight acrose and made a perfect joint, 
An incision of about five inches was then 
made in the back of the boy’s leg, so as to 
allow the operating surgeon to bring to­
gether the flesh on the top of the leg,where 
it was then sewn up.

The wounds were dreksed and the boy's 
leg was put m a sling and so fastened as to 
prevent the slightest jar or movement 
which would in any way tend to shift the 
new bone from its bed. This having been 
done, attention waa turned to the sheep. 
Its throat was cut, and while under the 
Influence of chloroform it was allowed to 
bleed to death. During the whole operation, 
which only lasted forty-five minutes, ths 
ah* ep suffered absolutely no pain.

MAN AS A MACHINE.

The Work Helloes Reckoned In Hsrhanl 
cal Terms.

If the human heart be considered as a 
pump it can be shown that it does 124 
out-tons of work in 24 hours ; the work 

spent by the muscles in breathing amounts 
to about 21 foot-ton» in 24 hours. If these 
figures, which are given in a contemporary, 
are correct,» few interesting, though other 
wise useless, deductions from them may 
be made. The power of operating the 
heart is then equivalent to 3.89 watte, and 
that of the lungs to 0.16, making a total of 
4.65 watte, ’fois amount of power would 
develop a light of about two candles in an 
incandescent lamp ; a man is, therefore, 
continually, day and night doing an amount 
of work necessary to keep him alive at a 
rate equal to that in a two-: smile power 
incandescent electric lamp. If the lumin­
ous efficiency (or lletter, mef£ciency,)cf the 
incandescent lamp is 6 per » nt,, this 
amount of power, if converted oto cold 
light, would represent 40 candles, which 
make every man, wise or otherwise,

A SHINING LIGHT,
and would supply all the light necessary 
for him to live without artificial lighting ; 
or in other words, if he had some organ 
similar N> that yf the tire fly, he could, by 
exerting the same power as it takes to 
operate his heart and lungs, surround him­
self with a flood of light. Aa man power 
is usually rated at about one eighth-horse 
power, which is equal to 93.3 watts, Ills 
efficiency, when “fully loaded,’’ conuder­
ing only the internal h isee, would, there­
fore*, be about 95 percent, which is remark­
ably high, especially when we consider 
that he is supposed to have been designed 
many thousand years ago, and to have been 
degenerating ever since. But this does 
not take into account that both hearl and 
lungs will work much harder when he is 
performing external work ; the good result 
is, therefore, only apparent, and not real. 
Nevertheless, some men are most efficient 
when doing treadmill work. As we do not 
know the foot-pound equivalent to the 
food which he eats, nor the amount, it is 
not possible to carry these useless figures 
any further. It is of interest, however,to 
note in this connection that Prof. Thurston 
considers man a very efficient machine, 
by which we suppose, he means at a con­
verter of the energy of food into mechani­
cal power.

unfinished structure oollapeed and down

The accident occurred at 11 o’clock. The 
building was a brick structure, numbering 
from 567 to 573 West Broadway.

Tbe t'ailrrlliuH Ktrlkrs Racks anil Almost

A despatch from London says :—A des­
patch to Lloyd’s trom Sydney, N. 8. W., 
•tales that the British steamship Catter- 
thun, bound from Sydney to Hong Kong, 
ran on ths Seal Rocks, which lie between 
Sydney and Brisbane, and became a total 
wreck. The despatch adds that some of 
the passengers and crew were saved, but 
that a numlwr of persons are missing. A 
Central News despatch from Melbourne 
says that the vessel strack at 2 o’clock in 
the morning. It was soon seen that there 
waa no possible chance to save the vessel, 
and orders were given to abandon the ship.

1 could 
save myself the trip to Winnipeg and at
the earns time gratify my curiosity with 
regard to the Meunonitea, whom one hears 
so much of. I got a ' buck board’ and a 
driver and started out. We left in the 
morning, but moved leieure'y enough, for 
my idea was to spend the night at one of 
the Meuoonite villages. The first village 
we came to, riding in a southeasterly 
direction—the most westerly of the villages 
by the way—was Rhinelander. It is a 
typical Mennonite village, end the prairie 
up there ii dotted with them. We did 
not know that there was anything going 
en in the place until we drove into the 
cluster oi houses Then the driver called 
my attention to the fact that there was an 
unusual crowd about and something must 
be amiea. We tied our horses in front of 
the store. The place boasted only one, 
and there was nothing in the way of stock 
in eight exoept several paile of eggs. The 
itore was closed and my driver asked what 
was the matter. The bystanders only 
gazed at him stolidly without replying, 
aud I thought they did not understand 
him. He knew many of them, though, and 
assured me that they spoke English well 
enough, but there muet be a death in the 
place. It seems that their method of 
mourning for the dead is to impose a silence 
on themselves until the body is buried.

“ We observed that the crowd was par­
ticularly thick about a good sized, un­
painted log building, which stood in what 
would have been the middle of the street 
had there been any such evidence of civili­
zation. It was the church, my driver said. 
We tried to get into the place, and easily 
made our way, for Godkin simply shoved 
the Mennonitee aside and pushed tnrough

There was no inn o 
place of public entertainment in the 
village and my driver jnet drove up in 
front of one of the molt ree pec table-look, 
ing houses and told the man of the hoaee 
that he had com# to etay.

“There was no sort of attempt at forming 
i procession. The crowd without had 
lecome very large and consisted principally 
if men. The few women present wore 
>rown or blue homespun dresses and black 
>'.awls, which were drawn over their heads. 
X. e men all wore rather high-crowned, 
itraight brimmed, soft hats, and, with few 
exceptions, wore brown homespun suits, 
lue crowd, surrounded the bier and moved 
iround back of the church and out on the 
prairie some distance, presently halting 
beside a newly made grave. The body 
was put down by the bearers and again the 
clerical-looking man stood beside it and 
there was probably more praying, though 
no one spoke. After a time two of the 
men got down into the grave and the bier 
was handed them and tne body laid in the 
grave.

"A pile of limestone that stood beside 
the open grave was then brought into 
requisition and a sort of sarcophagus was 
built about the body in a lew minutes and 
ihe earth was presently thrown in.

The only difference there is in Meunomtes 
ie in eex. In everything else one Mennon­
ite le the counterpart of another. Their 
lives ere colorless, end they have no ambi­
tions except in the matter of horses. They 
take pride in railing fine crop» and stock. 
Their interest in life stops there. They 
originated somewhere in northeastern 
Germany—those that are located in Mani­
toba did, for there are others of the same 
religion who came from various parts of 
Europe. They are people without a 
country. Originally Anabaptists, their 
religion has been amended from time to 
time so that they are now something like 
the Shakers, and a good deal like the 
Dunkards, except that they are practical 
communists. They are non-com b»'.ants, 
and left Germany in order to escape the 
conscription. They were given an asylum 
in Russia about the middle of the century, 
and were assured freedom from military 
service.

The promise was not kept, and Morla 
Ramakla was sent to this country to find a 
new asylum. He did to, end secured some 
land in Iowa. He went back to Russia aud 
brought out a large colony, and later tried 
to get more land.

The people were considered a desirable 
class of pioneers, and when Ramakla 
applied to the Canadian Government for 
land he readily got a grant.

An invention has just been approved b/ 
the New York Fire Department which wil* 
enable the firemen to work in the dentee 
smoke without being smothered

After trying many kind» of asbestos 
suite, rubber suits with cells containing 
water, and other invention*, it has been 
decided that the only practicable protec­
tion for firemen would be something in the 
form of a respirator.

The respirator which has just been ap. 
proved ooneiste of a reservoir strapped on 
the fireman’s back, which is to filter and 
purify the air conveyed to hie mouth by a 
hose. The filtration is accomplished in 
three perallel tubes which constitute the 
reservoir. These tubes are about 6 inches 
long and 3 inches in diameter. The two 
outer tubes are charged with layers of bone, 
coal and cotton, the smozy air going 
through them being deemed of its smoke 
and passing into the middle tubes to be 
cooled. This cooling is etleoted by glycer­
ine, which also further purifies the air and 
absorbs all chemical poison.

t rom the glycerine tube the air passes up 
the hoee into the vslve box and thence to 
the mouth through a rubber mouthpiece. 
When the air is inhaled il pasase from the 
hose and into the mouth. All air exhaled 
simply goes out through an opening in the 
mouthpiece. Tflu* the fireman need never 
remove his mouih from the mouthpiece.

DISPUTED ALASKA BOUNDARY.

England s Slain, te Talaeble Territory 
too Miles Long by MO Wide.

TWENTY-FIVE MILES SQUARE, 
and a great portion of it is under cultivation. 
The location of the people was net a stroke 
of policy for the Province of Manitoba, for 
they simply shut out more progressive 
settlers. Their farms are so laid out that 
the houses are grouped in villages. Each 
village has a head man, who takes charge 
of all the produce and markets it, adding 
the gains to the community wealth. Tney 
have no regular clergyman, the head man 
of each village being a sort of elder. 
Ramakla was the chief of the whole com­
munity, and a man of power in sp'te of his 
grest age, for he must have been nearly 90 
years old wnen he died.

The Mennonite* are exempt from the 
usual duties of citizenship and have their 
own courts of justice—which are seldom 
appealed. They have no dealings with 
outsiders except to sell their produce and 
their horses. This latter business brings 
them in contact with outsiders, and they 
do not always gain by it, for they are pro­
hibited from going into civil courts to settle 
claims, and if a Mennonite trusts an out­
sider he is entirely at the mercy of the 
latter. Experience has taught them this 
and they do business on a cash basis now. 
They raise vast quantities of flax and must 
be very wealthy.

They show no sign of wealth, perhaps 
for the reason that they have been so often 
despoiled in Europe. Their houses are 
miserably built of logs and are divided into 
two apartments by a log partition. The 
family occupies the one side and the horses 
and cattle the other. The villages most 
remote from the timber use manure for 
fuel. It is prepared in the summer by 
liemg pressed into bricks and dried, and is 
burned very much like peat, in open fire, 
places. Their manner of living and indis­
position to bathe does not make them very 
agreeable fellow lodgers, and they are 
generally left alone.

FIREMEN UMNO RK'FIRATO*.

The report of the joint commission ap­
pointed by the Umtad States and the 
British Government to reeurvey and eo 
settle the boundary line between Alaska 
end British Columbia ie said to be nearly 
ready to be presented to both governments, 
says the Springfield Republican. This re­
port will not be made public until it has 
een considered at London and Washington 

and may not be until it is laid before Con­
gre» and Parliament | in the meantime 
verybody connected with the commission 
■ under the strictest orders to conceal all 
particulars of their observation and all 
results of their surveys. These remits 
mult be important, for upon them depend* 
the possession of some of the richest of 
Alaskan territory, at well as a possible 
addition of some good harbors and a con 
siderable coast line to British Oolumbia,and 
the consequent loss of the same by the 
United Staten

The old and existing boundary follows 
the line eet down in the treaty between 
Great Britain and Russia made in 1835, 
which ran from the south end of Prince of 
Wales Island in latitude 54 degrees and 
40 minutes, noith along the Portland chan 
nil V the 56th parallel of latitude, then it 
followed a supposed range of mountains 
east to tne 141st parallel of longitude, 
then North to the Arctic Ocean. The line 
was to be at no time more than 10 marine 
leagues from the coast, and was to follow 
its windings. No such mountain range as 
the treaty of 1625 described exists, so that 
it has been understood that the line follows 
the coast, at the prescribed distance of ten 
leagues, to the Arctic and it was this 
boundary that was contemplated in the 
treaty to purchase between the United 
States and Russia.

A few years ago Canada set up a claim 
that this old conception of the boundary is 
wrong, and that the real sterling point of 
the line is Behm and not PortTh.nl channel, 
l anada urges that the Behm channel 
boundary suits the description in the treaty 
of 1825, in that there i* a mountain chain 
about ten leagues from the coast, sod that 
the real boundary between Alaska and 
British Columbia is some twenty miles 
nearer the ocean than the existing line. If 
this Canadian contention is sustained by 
the commission, the United States will lose 
control of the entrance to the Yukon basin, 
as well as a strip of rich territory something 
like 600 miles long and 350 wide.

A HOLIDAY LOVING FOLK.

In other respirators each exhalation is 
accomplished by taking the mouthpiece 
away, expelling the air from the lungs and 
replacing it for the next inhalation. There 
ie danger in this method of the firemen 
making a mistake and filling hie lungs 
with smoke. The simple process of draw* 
ing in the breath sucks the smoky air up 
through the purifying tube», up the hose 
and through the mouthpiece into the 
lungs.

The eyes of the fireman are protected by 
a heavy pair of closed spectacles, which 
rigidly exclude the smoke. A spring clip 
placed on the nose closes the nostrils 
and prevents the accidental inhalation of 
smoke.

When thus equipped a fireman can work 
for nearly an hour, it is said, in an atmos­
phere which would choke him in twenty 
seconds If unprotected. The whole ap­
paratus only weighs five pounds, and can 
be adjusted in a lew seconds.

A test of the apparatus was made some 
time ago. In a temporary wooden hut a 
lot of rags, sulphur and grease was ignited 
and the door closed, so that the interior 
soon became full cf ga« and stifling smoke. 
An ordinary citizen would have been in­
stantly overcome by the fumes, and the 
firemen who tried it could not stay more 
than a few seconds.

For insuring a fresh water supply on 
board ship attention has been assiduously 
directed to the invention and designing of 
apparatus whereby see water can be made 
potable. As sea water contain» large 
quantities of soluble salts, the principal 
part of the problem has been to affect the 
separation of these salts from the water 
that holds them in eolution. Thus far this 
h» only been possible by distillation, the 
distillate being water and the salt* remain 
mg in the still.

A new and very effective apparatus for 
this purpose is descnlied. Tins apparatus 
differs irom all the devices that have 
preceded it, an i obviate* the necessity of 
the brass or copper condencer tubes hither­
to employed. These hive been a frequent 
source of trouble through scaling aud 
corrosion. The formation of scale reduces 
seriously the efficiency of the condencer, 
and thus an apparatus which at the 
beginning may have been of ample capacity 
mav prove to be deficient just at the time 
when it is most required ; and when it is 
put* into service it usually demands a great 
deal o1 cleaning and ov. rhauling. Any 
apparatus which will obviate these draw­
backs will lie a welcome addition to marine 
appliances, and the claim is made for the 
new apparatus (called “ The Henneberg," 
after its inventor) that it completely re­
moves them.

Salad Drawing.—This valued recipe for 
salad dre»ing i* a well-tried favorite, and 
will be liked by thole v/ho prefer to use 
cream rather than olive oil. It will keep 
or two or three days, or more : One egg | 
butter, the eize of a filbert ; one large tea- 
apo'.nfui of white sugar. Beat *hese well 
together, and slowly add two tableepoonfule 
of cream, a little pepper and ealt, one-half 
teaepoonful of mustaid ; when all is beaten 
to a smooth cream stir m quickly four 
tableepoonfule of vtueear, and set in boiling 
water until it ie cooked. [Some will prefer 
it eweeter and with 1e r vinegar, in which 
case reduce the strength of ihe vinegar, 
and increase the am unt of sugar.] It 
should be of a rich, < reamy consistency 
when done, end should be «'rained through 
a fine neve unless perfectly free from 
lumps.

How to Fire a Pistol.
It is a peculiar fact that very few men, 

even accomplished shot», know how a re­
volver ought to be handled. Nearly all 
are taught to handle a revolver as if it 
were a rifle—that ie, by bringing the 
object aimed at ami the fore and hind 
light into a line.

ANTI-CHRISTIAN RIOTS.

Chapel» and Home» lleelrnyed al ring 
lang-Heinll of a Beal Kace—Cholera 
In Japan.

A despatch from Tok to, Japan, eaye I— 
Cholera continues in Japan. Returns 
show that 27 placet are infected. Up to 
July 17 the total number of cases wae 
7,305, of which 4,876 had proved fatal, a 
death rate of 60 per cent. There can be 
no doubt that the type of the disease is 
very virulent, and in view of that fact the 
success atU.ined up to the present time in 
preventing the spread of the epidemic and 
curbing it* ravages reflects high credit on 
the eanitary precautions of the Japaneie 
authorities.

Another anti-Christian riot has occurred 
at Fmg Yang, a China inland mission sta­
tion, 33 miles south of Wen Chow. Dur­
ing the dragon festival two boats ran a 
race. The defeated crew invited the 
Taoist priest to explain the cause of their 
diioomnture, and he discovered an eyeleee 
idol on board the boat. He said the effigy’s 
eyes must have been gouged out by the 
Christians. A band of roughs proceeded 
to the residence of a prominent native Chris­
tian and warned him that if the boat was 
again diftated his house would be de­
stroyed. The boat again failed to secure 
first place, and on the 29th the reziug of 
the Christian houses and chapels commen­
ced. Throughout the week tne work went 
on in a leisurely kind of fashion, until 
twenty buildings were in rums aud aehei. 
Whenever a house stood alone it was 
burned ; when it adjoined other» it wae 
pulled down. News of these doings has 
caused some excitement in Wen Chow, and 
there are fears that the city also may be­
come the scene of further outrages.

Shu, the Chine»# Minister at St. Peters, 
burg, hae been appointed Vice Brest.lent 
of the Ministry ol Public XX'orke at Pekin. 
This ie an influential position, and carries 
with it pro-notion to the earn) rank as the 
late Tseng.

DEINKS 10 MAKE AT HOME
VAN BE MADE WITH ICE, SUGAR, 

WATER, AND A FLAVOR.

Every l.lrl Nksslk Learn Tkls Lessen—
Mow le Net» r I al n Lemonade— 

Morses Reek' anil Raspberry Fine
gar—llnporlant Hints for All Ho.pll
Able llonsesslvea.

In many a household during these hot 
summer evening» the guest of an hour sits 
in a dimly lit parlor or on a rug-oovered 
stoop, mayhap a balcony, and even though 
the girl beeide him is bis very best (eels a 
queer dryness of the throat and n yearning 
for a liquid that ie cool. If, a few eeconds 
before the clock etrikes 10,there ie a gentle 
tinkle through the hallway, the eound that 
the ice makes when it «wishes through 
water and .knock» against glass or china 
then his evening is a complete success.

Every modern girl, therefore, should 
learn this lesson,and keep pinned up in her 
knowledge box a list of liquid preparations 
that can be speedily and effectively made 
to regale the palate of the visitor. Nor 
will the young matron or the mother of a 
large and growing family find this caution 
and such a list malapropos. A hot evening 
needs the sound of clinking Ice.

What a woman can do with a pitcher of 
ice-water, or rather with a bowl of cracked 
ice, is legion. Until the trial is made it 
would seem that the combination! are few. 
There is lemonade, the amateur says, And 
lemonade. In reality there are at least 
twenty different preparations which de­
mand little time, little trouble and little 
expense in their concoction.

There is no prettier hospitality than to 
always have cool glassfuls of some daintily 
flavored liquid, to be replenished from a 
great pitcher near by, and a plateful of 
some dainty sweet cake. The housewife 
should look far enough ahead to see that 
the icebox is well filled. Freeh and juicy 
orangee and lemons should be somewhere 
within the cupboards. Nor will a bottle 
of fruit syrup, of any flavor preferred, be 
found out of the way. Bottles of soda and 
ginger ale should always be among the 
neceeeary supplies, and at least two or 
three of each should be upon the ice long 
before nighttall. And there should be 
the cake in the box.

Lemonade, perhaps, is the most felicitous 
thing to begin on. Lemonade is generally 
either too sweet or too weak.

A two-quart pitcher full will eatisfy six 
to eight very thirsty persons. For this 
quantity five lemons, three-quarters of a 
pound of sugar, and a quart of water are 
needed. The sugar should be grenulated. 
Squeeze the lemon» into a bowi by mean» 
of a squeezer i add the sugar, and stir the 
mixture. Then add the water. The mix­
ture should then be strained over the 
cracked ice in the pitcher. To cool 
properly, the pitcher should have been 
about a third tilled with this cracked ice, 
and the wise will let the completed beverage 
stand a good fifteen minutes.

“Horse’s neck’’ ie not an attractive 
name and from a point of art the beverage 
not pretty, but it ie extraordinarily palat­
able. Use tall, thin glasses instead of a 
pitcher. “Horse’s neck" consists of lemon 
peel and ginger ale, theory jieing that the 
ginger ale draws oat the bitterness in the 
lemon peel. A lemon ie carefully peeled 
so that it comes off in one continuous spiral, 
»nd the peel is then wound up and down 
the inner sides of the empty glass, from 
top to bottom. The glass ie then filled 
with cracked ice, the ginger ale poured in 
and allowed to stand for eeversl minutes. 
Straws should invariably be used in serving 
this drirk.

Ginger aie alone ie exceedingly palatable, 
but keep the bottles on the ice several 
hour». The glasses should be half filled 
with cracked ice.

Orangeade is made with three lemons 
and two oranges (this being the rule for a 
twoKjuart pitener full), every particle of 
the oranges being used, rind and all. In 
fact, the rmd is a very important factor m 
orangeade’s success. Sugar to suit the 
taste and drop in a lew whole cloves.

Raspberry vinegar is decidedly an old- 
timer as a drink and one that has very 
much to recommend it. It is an old farm­
house delicacy, and for years in rural dis­
tricts has been the great “company drink,” 
being brought out at an afternoon call, a 
tea drinking, a wedding or a funeral. Sér­
ierai days are needed to get it to its full 
meed ot glory. Red raspberriee on y must 
be used. Taketwo quarts of these, and 
adding to them one quart of good viuegxr 
let the mixture stand for twenty.four hours. 
Then «train through a flannel bag end pour 
the juice over two more quarts of berries. 
Again let the mixture eland iwemy-four 
hours, then strsin once more at d stir in cut 
sugar, three quartert of a pouud to every 
pint of juice. Alter carefully stirring 
place in a «’.one jar that is covered. The 
jar should be set immediately in a kettle 
of water aud let boil uutil the sugar is dis­
solved. Then bottle for u e, before it gets 
cool, cork and «sal and set in a cool place, 
preferably a cellar. This beverage should 
lie mixed with water according to the tastes 
of the people who are to drink it and pour 
td over ice.

Blackberry jelly dissolved in watei is in 
many ways by far the best of hot evening 
drinks. For each glase'ul served a good, 
generous tablespoonlul of jelly should be 
used, an i it will be greatly improved if 
just a dash of lemon juice is added. Cocoa 
nut cake makre a very good side dish for 
It. Tamarmde dissolved in water are a 
decidedly palatable variation of this, and 
wafers should Le 'en with them. The 
fruit should be put luto the water whole 
and thoroughly stirred. Let the beverage 
•land five minutes.

The French have a drink tha: is very 
similar tc the last two, an 1 go, e by the 
name of “caesis.” It is drunk without 
any other flavoring and ie usually mixed 
with water.

Lime juice ehould not be forgotten. Ac­
cording to the taste ol many people, it ie a 
drink fit for the gode, especially when it is 
accompanied by epongv cake. Some people 
prefer to take limes themselves and squeeze 
them as if they were lemons. A very 
excellent lime juice, however, may be 
bought in the «hope in bottles It is 
poured over cracked ioe and dilated to 
taste.

Many concoctions of roots, such as dan­
delion and sassafras, are known to old 
housekeepers, but the knowledge of these 
muet be taught personally, and can hardly 
be adequately told in print. Iced tta is 
too well known to be described, though 
many are the crimes of cookery that are 
committed in its name.

WAR SHIP SHOT TO PIECES
DIVERS DISCLOSE THE DIRE WORK 

OF JAPANESE CKu.'SERS.

The fcunken Irans^erl Bess-ahlng an Ap 
PAlllus *lghl— Asslnl work ef Torpedo 
»koi nnd tshell—The Rooms Tweea 
Decks Racked IVnh Hundreds of 
Dead.

Advices from Chetoo say divers have 
been at work on the Chinese transport 
Kow-Shing, sunk by the Japanese cruisers 
ofr the Valu. They report that the veeeel 
is an appalling sight, as she is literally 
torn to pieces with shot and ehell.

There ie no doubt of her having been 
sunk by a torpedo, as there is a large, 
ragged opening in her port, bilge into and 
through one of the bunkers. She is riddled 
all abont the water line with big shot holes, 
and from the top of her foremast down to 
the water line there are marks of the 
machine-fire gun.

About half way up the mast, where the 
rigging joins, is bariiy torn by small projec­
tiles. Probably many poor wretches 
climbed up there to be slaughtered The 
mainmast is gone, possibly injured by the 
bring. Her decks are torn up and splinter- 
throughout, aud mart s of machine gun and 
ehell fire cover the ihip from end to end, 
particularly about the funnel caeing, which 
ie badly riddled. Tbe 'tween decks are 
full of dead, many of the rooms being 
packed, especially on the starboard side, 
where hundreds of poor wretches had 
crawled to escape, if possible the pitiless 
storm of projectile.

The North China News comments on this 
ae follows ; Any unnecessary sacrifice of 
life or property is not légitimité warfare. 
It ie barbarous, and there was not the 
slightest excuse for linking this ship. She 
was a good, safe prize, and could not 
poesibly escape. At the woret, her rudder 
might have been ihot away ; but to fire 
torpedoes, to pound away with shot and 
shell from two, eight and six-inch gims, to 
haul down a shower of mtrele from machine 
guns on a small steamer crowded with 
human bsinge, wae an aot which we need 
not now characterize.

Paying a Hotel Bill In Japan.
Canon Trietram, in the Leisure Hour, 

gives an amusing account of settling hii 
hotel bill in Japan. “The final reckoning 
with our host,” says the Canon, “wae to 
me a most amusing illustration of the 
national courtesies. Mr. Kanaya acted as 
though the production of his bill were the 
most painful effort, and at length reluct­
antly brought it forth, consisting of a 
number of Chinese scrawls on strips of 
tissue paper. On bended knees and for- 
head touching the mat, did my friend push 
it forward, I, bowing ae well ae my stiff 
Western back would permit me, placed 
the proper sun, wrapped in thin white 
paper, before bur. for nothing is more 
illbred than to ha-d coin without its le ng 
wrapped in paper. Again it wae received 
with bowing, low, lower, .oweet ; but it ie 
always the rule of politeness to pay some­
thing more than the bill—in fact, to pay a 
hotel bill net would be considered an insult, 
or, at least, a mark of great dissatisfaction. 
Therefore, wrapping a yen (dollar) in white 
paper, I added it with low bowe. It was 
returned with lower, and finally pressed 
upon the host with still more profound 
inclinations, and was at length duly and 
gratefully received. The bright lit t le 
waiting maid received her yen with the 
same show of mode-t reluctance."

Medical

Scotch Colliery Flooded.
A despatch from Saltcoats, a town on the 

Bay of Ayr, Scotland, says that the Auch- 
enharvie colliery, near that place, wae 
flooded on Friday, and that il l- :eared that 
a score of persons have j ensiled. No de­
tails are given.

A later dispatch says that the disaster 
was caused by water breaking out from old 
disused workings. At the time the dispatch 
was sent the water was etill rising in the 
mine. About 90 miners were at work when 
the accident occurred. Most ot them 
escaped, but 14 were known to be etill iu 
the mine and it is fesred that all have 1 
perished.

A New Destroyer.
A new type of vessel ie to be added to 

tj.e British Navy, a fast combined gunboat 
etui torpedo boat destrojer, propelled by 
electricity and with a submergable hull. 
It will be built at Chatham, will be 210 
feet in length, with narrow beam, and is 
to make thirty knots an hour.

New York, Aug. 4.—At this aeaaon ot 
the year, when a large portion ot the 
community Is journeying either by 
land or sea, Kev. Dr. Talmage, who ia 
•till absent "on his midsummer prc-aoh- 
ing and lecturing tour, has chosen as 
the subject ot his sermon tor to-day, 
“Man Overboard,” the text being Jonah 
1, i: “So the shipmaster came to him 
and said unto him; ' What meanest 
thou, n sleeper? Arise, call upon thy 
Uod it so be that God will think upon 
ue, that we perish not.''

God told Jonah to go to Nineveh on 
an unpleasant errand. He would not 
go. He thought to get away from Ills 
duty by putting to eee. With pack 
Under his arm, l find him on his way 
to Joppa, a seaport. He goes down 
among the shipping, and says to the 
men lying around on the rocks, "Which 
et these vessels sails to-day?" The 
sailors answer, "Yonder is a vessel go­
ing to Tarshtob. I think, If you hurry, 
you may get on board her." Jonah 
steps on board the rough craft, asks 
î*ow much the fare la, and pays it. An­
chor is weighed, sails are hoisted and 
the rigging begins to rattle in the 
Strong breese of the Mediterranean. 
Joppa Is an expoeed harbor, and It 
does not take long for the vessel to get 
out on the broad sea. The sailors like 
what they call a “spanking breeze," 
and the plunge of the vessel from the. 
crest ot a tall wave Is exhilarating to 
those at home on the deep. But the 
strong breeze becomes a gale, the gale 
a hurricane. The affrighted passengers 
ask the captain if he ever saw anything 
like this before.

“Oh, yes," he says, “this Is nothing." 
Mariners are slow to admit dai g r to 
landsmen. But after awhile crash goes 
the mast, and the vessel pitches so far 
“abeam's end" there Is a fear she will 
not be righted. The captain answers 
few questions and orders the throwing 
out of boxes and bundles and of so 
much of the cargo as they can get at. 
The captain at last confesses there Is 
but little hope and tells the passe n 
gers that they had better go to pray­
ing. It is seldom that a sea captain 
Is an atheist. He knows that there is 
x God, for he has seen Him at every 
point of latitude between Sandy Hook 
and Queenatown. Captain Moody, 
commanding the Cuba of the Cunard 
line, at Sunday Service led the music 
and sang like a Methodist. The cap­
tain of this Mediterranean craft, hav­
ing set the passengers to praying, goes 
around examining the veseel at every 
point. He descends Into the cabin to 
see whether In the strong wresting ot 
the waves the vessi-1 had sprung a 
leak, and he finds Jonah asleep. Jonah 
Isas had a wearisome tramp and had 
«pent many sleepless nights about qu«s 
tlons ot duty, and he is ; > sound asleep 
that all the thunder of .he siorm ml 
the screaming of the pssrengers d es 
not disturb him. The captain lays hold 
of him and begins to shake him out of 
his unconsciousness, with the cry:
"Don't you se$ that we are all going 

bottom ? Wake up and go toto the bottom? 
praying, If you have any God to go 
to. What meanest thou, O sleeper? 
Arise, call upon thy God, If so be that 
God wll think upon us, that we per eh 
not." The rest of the story I will not 
rehearse, for you know It well. To ap­
pease the sea they threw Jonah over­
board.

Learn that the devil takes a man’s 
money and then sets him down In a 
poor landing place. The Bible says he 
paid his fare to Tarshlsh. But see him 
get out. The sailors bring him to the 
side of the ship, lift him over "the 
guards," and let him drop with a loud 
splash Into the waves. He paid his 
fare all the way to Tarshish, but did 
not get the worth of his money. 
Neither does any one who turns h s 
back on his duty and does that which 
is not right.

There is a young man who, during 
the past year, has spent a large pa-t 
of his salary in carousal. What has 
he gained by It? A soiled reputation, a 
half-starved purse, a dissipated look, « 
petulant temper, a disturbed con­
science. The manaclrs of one or two 
bad habits that are pressing tighter 
and tighter will keep on until they 
wear to the bone. You paid your fare 
to Tarshlsh, but you have been set 
down in the midst of a sea of dis- 
quietuue and perplexity.

In deep waters, and the wind Is "blow­
ing great guns." Death cries, "Over­
board with the unbeliever!" A eploati! 
He goes to the bottom. He paid $5 tor 
his ticket to Tarshlsh when he bought 
the Infidel hooka. He landed In perdi­
tion!

Every farthing you spend In sir* 
satan will swindle you out of. Hv 
promisee you shall have $0 per cent, or 
a great dividend. He lies. He will sink 
all the capital. You may pay full tare 
to some sinful success, but you will 
never get to Tarshlsh.

Learn how soundly men will sleep In 
the midst of danger. The worst sinner 
on shipboard, considering the light h" 
had, was Jonah. He was a member ot 
the church, while they were heathen. 
The sailors were engaged In their law- 
iuI calling, following the sea. The 
merchants on board, I suppose, were 
going down to Tarshlsh to barter, but 
Jonah, notwithstanding his Christian 
profession, was Dying from duty. He 
was sound asleep In the cabin. He ha* 
been motionless tor hours—his arms 
and feet In the same posture as when 
he lay down—his breast heaving with 
deep respiration. Oh, how ocifld he 
sleep! What It the ship struck a rock! 
What If It sprang a leak! What If the 
clumsy oriental craft should caps se! 
What would become ot Jonah?

So men sleep soundly now and amid 
perils Infinite. In almost every place 
I suppose, the Mediterranean might be 
sounded, but no Hue Is long enough to 
fathom the profound depth beneath 
every impenitent man. Plunging a 
thousand fathoms down, you cannot 
touch bottom. Eternity beneath him. 
before him, around him! Rocks eh-se 
by and whirlpools and hot breathed Le­
vanters; yet sound asleep! We try to 
wake him up, but fall. The great 
surges of warning break over the hur­
ricane deck—the gong of warning 
sounds through the cabin—the bell 
rings. "Awake!" cry a hundred voices; 
yet sound asleep In the cabin.

In the year 1775 the captain of a 
Greenland whaling vessel found him­
self at night surrounded by Iceberg 
and "lay to" until morning, expecting 
every moment to be ground to pieces. 
In the morning he looked about and 
saw a sh-op near by. He hailed It. No 
answer. Getting into a boat with some 
of the crew, he pushed out for the mys­
terious craft. Getting near by, he saw 
through the porthole a man at a stand, 
as though keeping a log book. iH“ 
hailed him. No answer. He went on 
board the vessel and found the man 
sitting at the log book frozen to death 
The log book was dated 1762, fho.vlng 
that the vessel had been wandering for 
13 years among the Ice. The sailors 
were found frozen among the ham­
mocks and others in the cabin. For 13 
years this ship had been carrying Its 
burden of corpses.

So from this gospel craft to-day 1 
descry voyagers tor eternity. I cry; 
"Ship ahoy!" No answer. They float 
about, tossed and ground by the Ice­
bergs of sin, hoisting no sail for 
heaven. I go on board. I find all 
asleep. It Is a frozen sleep. Oh, that 
my Lord Jesus would come aboard and 
lay hold of the wheel, and ste>r the 
craft down Into the warm gulf stream 
of his mercy! Awake thou that sleep- 
est! Arise from the dead, and Christ 
-hill give thee life.

Again, notice that men ate aroused 
by the most unexi>ected nv ans. If 
Jonah had been told one year before 
that a heathen sea-captain would ever 
awaken him to a sense of danger, he 
would have scoff"d at the Idea, but 
here U I» done. So now men In strang­
est ways are aroused from spiritual 
stupor. A profane man Is brought to 
conviction by the shocking blasphemy 
of a comrade. A man attending church 
and hearing a sermon from the text. 
“The ox knoweth his owner," etc., goes 
home unimpressed; but, creasing hi* 
barnyard, an ox comes up and llcka his 
hand, and he says, “There it Is now— 
‘the ox know- ill his owner, and the ass 
his mast- r's crib,' but 1 do not know 
God." The careless remark of a team­
ster has led a man to thoughtfulness 
and heaven. The child's remark, "Fa 
ther, they have prayers at uncle's 
house— why don't we have thorn?" has 
brought salvation to the dwelling 

By strangest way and In the mist 
unexpected manner men are awakened. 
The gardener ot the Countess of Hunt­
ington was convicted of sin by hear­
ing the countess on the opposite sld • 
of the wall talk about Jesus. John 
Hardoak was aroused by a dream In 
which he saw the last day, and the 
judge sitting, and heard his own name 
-ailed with terrible c-rnohasia. "John 
Hardoak. come to Judgm-nt!" Th« 
Lord has a thousand ways of waking 
up Jonah. Would that the messengers 
of mercy might now find their way 
down Into the sides of the ship, and 
that many who are unconsciously rock­
ing In the awfu! tempest of th- lr sin 
might hear the warning: "What
meanest 1'iou, O sleeper, Arise and call 
upon thy God!"

Again, learn that a man may wake 
up too late. It, instead of sleeping. 
Jonah had been on Ills knees confessing 
his sins from the time he went on board 
the craft, I think God would have 
"aved him from being thrown over­
board. But he woke up too late. The 
tempest Is In full bla-st, and the sea, 
in convulsion, Is lashing Itself), and 
nothing will stop It now that the over­
throw of Jonah.

So men sometimes wake up too late. 
The last hour has rome. The man has 
•v) more Idea of dying than I have of 
dropping down this moment. The rig­
ging is all white wit F the foam "of 

■ath. How chill the night Is! "f must 
die," he says, “yet not ready. I must 
push out upon this awful sea, but 
have nothing with which to pay my 
'are. The white caps! The daakness! 
The hurricane! How long have I been 
•leeplng? Whole days ,.nd months and 
ye rs. I am quite awake n-w. I see 
everything, but It Is too late." Invis­
ible hand* take him up. He struggles 
to get loose. In vain. They bring his 
soul to the verge. They'let It down 
over 1 he ’Jh" "winds howl. The
sea opens Its frothing Jaws to swallow. 
He has gone for ever. And while the 
canvas - racked and the yard- rattled 
and the topee thumped the sea took 
up the funeral dirge, playing wl'h open 
diop-son of midnight etorm: "Bora so 
I have called and ye have refused, I 
have rtret hed out my hand and no 
men regarded, but va have set -.1

naught all my caunael and would none 
of my reproof, I also wll laugh at your 
calamity, I will mock when y->ur fear 
cometh."

Now, lent any of you should make 
this mistake, I address you in the 
words of the Mediterranean sea cap­
tain: “What meanest thou. O sleeper’ 
Arise, rail upon thy God, U so be that 
God will think upon us, that we perish 
nut." It you have a God, you had 
better call upon him. Do you eay, "I 
have no God." Then you had better 
call upon your father's God. When 
your father was In trouble, whom did 
he tty to? You heard him. In his old 
days, tell about some terrible exposure 
In a snowstorm, or at sea, or In buttle, 
or among midnight garroters, and how 
be escaped. Perhaps 20 years b -fore 
you were born your father made sweet 
acquaintance with God. There is some 
thing In the worn pages ot the Bible h- 
used to read which makes you think 
your father had a God. In the old ic- 
ligious books lying around the bous 
there are passages marked with a lead 
pencil—passages that make you think 
your father was not a godless man, 
but that, on that dark day when he lay 
In the back room dying, he was ready 
—ell ready. But perhaps your father 
was a bad man—pray erlees and a blas­
phemer, and you never think ot him 
■ow without a shudder. He worship­
ped the world or his own appetites. 
Do not, then, I beg of you, call upon 
your father's God, but call on your 
mother's God. I think she was good. 
You remember when your lather came 
home drunk late on a cold night, h w 
patient your mother was. You often 
heard her pray. She used to sit by 
the hour meditating, us though she 
were thinking of some good, warm 
place, where It never gets cold and 
where the bread does not fail and 
staggering steps never come. You re­
member her now, as she eat, In cap and 
spectacles, reading her Bible Sunday 
afternoons. What good advice she used 
to give you! How black and terrible 
the hole in the ground looked to you 
when, with two ropes they let her down 
to rest In the graveyard! Ah, I think 
from your looks that I am on the right 
track. Awake, O sleeper and call upon 
thy mother's God.

But perhaps both you, father and 
mother were depraved. Perhaps your 
cradle was rocked by sin and shame, 
and It is a wonder that from such a 
starting you have come to respectabll 
ity. Then don't cal! upon the God 
of your parents I beg of you.

But you have children. You know 
God kindled those bright eyes an-1 
rounded those healthy limbs and -v t 
beating within their breast an Im­
mortality. Perhaps In the belief that 
somehow it would be for the test y u 
have taught them to say an evening 
prayer, and when they kneel beside 
you, and fold their little hands, un i 
look up, their faces all innocence and 
love, you know that there Is a God 
somewhere about in the room.

I think I am on thy right track at 
last. Awake, O sleeper, ar-d call up n 
the God of thy children! May he si : 
those little ones to pulling at thy 
heart until they charm thee to the 
-sine God to whom to-night they will 
say their little prayers! But alas! alas! 
some of these men and women are un­
moved by the fact that their father 
had a God, that their mother had a 
God, and their children have a God, 
hut they have no God. All pious ex­
ample to them for nothing All the 
divine goodness for nothing. All warn­
ing for nothing. They are sound asleep 
in the side of the ship, though the

Baggage in Europe is an expensive luxury i 
but the expense ia a minor consideration 
even in comparison with the time and 
trouble loat in looking after trunk». The 
eyetem of checking ;e not in vogue ; or, to 
be more correct,the check eyarem isoiumsy 
and the express system Ie not in common 
use.

IDEAL TRAVELLING TRUNK.

The ideal trunk ie certainly the steamer 
trunk—flat, am»U and etrong. Un the 
boat it ie kept in the stateroom, slipped 
under the berth, where it may be consulted 
hourly without inconvenience. Ladies 
wilt undoubtedly require a second and » 
larger trunk down in the hold. Therefore 
the steamer trunk should lie prepared to 
carry everthiug one needs in crossing. Until 
the boat has actually sailed the la-liee wear 
their handsome cheviot travelling gowns, 
but on the morning of the second day a 
change will be seen io have oome over the 
raiment of the well-advieed.

GOWN FOR THE VOYAGE.

He ie a Corsican tj birth and ii 32 years 
of age.

The Superintend­
ent of the Board of Charities decided to let 
me go, and they pay my fare to another 
eiate. Yon eee, 1 am only a pauper end 
they do not want me. 1 know I am a 
nuisance to the community and to myeelf 
and I tel! you the beet thing you can do ie 
to etod me to jail, ae l do not want to go 
to Donning. 1 have been there, and the 
jail ia good enough fer aie,”

Leoni ehowed the police bia right hand 
and wriet, which ia ccwered with large ecare 
aa the result of cute caused by windows he 
has broken. He said that waa tl.e fault of 
the glas», which broke too quickly, and did 
not give way gradually, aa good glaaa 
should.

When aeked how it wee he never got
caught, he aaid : “Ob, it is easy enough. 
I go up to the window, hit it with a stone, 
and walk slowly away, whiatiing all the 
time. Then if it ia in the day time, when 
the people run out they never think it 1» 
me. 1 never «teal anything, because if *■ 
did I should be caught. You people think 
that the breaking of a window makes a loud 
nolee, but it does not if you know how to 
do it. I alwayl try and break the window 
high up, because no one can then come 
along and steal anything unleae they make 
a noiee by pulling out the glass.”

Asked how he lived, he said that he very 
often got clay from some Italien and then 
made a etatue and sold it. Other times he 
would go to the hotels ani get into conver­
sation with the French and Italian cooke, 
and then they gave him food.

He waa unable to explain why he broke 
the windows, saying that he knew bow he 
felt, but could not tell any one. “They 
would not have caught me last m ;ht had 1 
not been wrong with the ‘power,’ " he said. 
" You aee the weather waa bad and I had 
to etand around until I felt right to break 
a window. Then the officer came up and 
1 told him who I waa."

Leoni is an expert sculptor in soap, aud 
made the model of the Brooklyn Bridge in 
soap, which wae exhibited at the World's 
Fair. He hae worked for all the prominent 
soap factories tn the country, doing orna­
mental soap work, but aaya he waa dis­
charged because he would suddenly s’art 
in and break all the window». He will bq 
sent to the Detention Hospital. *

On Monday a laborer, named Arthur 
Butter, had gccmioii to go down a well 
connected with a sewerage-pumping station 
at East Ham, London, Eng., to carry out 
ctrlain uleeueiug operation». The descent 
was accomplished by an iron ladder. He 
had barely reached the bottom when it wae 
noticed that he disappeared into the water, 
A man named Digby, who waa on the «j ot. 
at once came to the rescue and went down 
the ladder. He also succumbed to the gas 
and dieappeared. Mr. Mille, the chief 
engineer, apprised of what had happened, 
then went through thia inevitable gate of 
death. Hie fa' waa tnat of the other». A 
fourth man. Durant, followed io hie foot­
step» and died also. A fifth man, Jonee, 
then faced a risk which the bravest man 
might jiave refused as useless. Thougn he 
wa* : ot actually suffocated, the gas hav­
ing pieeumably become less deadly in 
its nature, he wae unable either to 
help the othete or to get back him­
self. It was then that a wcik- 
man named Hetbert \\ orman offered to go 
down, though he wae well aware of what 
wae before him. Four time» he tried to 
descend, and on the fourth was able to get 
Jonee io the surface alive, though m so 
terrible a stale of prostration that he died 
the same evening. Later, Wonnan suc­
ceeded in bringing to the surface three of 
the bodies. We ehall not try to put into 
word» what we feel of the five men who 
thus one by one end alone, faced death in 
its moet appalling form. The ruin to carry

•boulder on a aplendi-1 theatre aud with 
mueh to gain, eeye the Loudon spectator.

It will be the general impression that 
more women are at work to-day in Am­
erica outside of the homes, which used 
to be considered their only legitimate sphere, 
than there were, eay, ten year» ago. The 
cumber of women whom we eee in atoiee 
and offices oerlaiuiy seems to warrant this 
aaeumption, yet 't is possible that it ie 
only a matter of seeming and not of 
reality. The same idea prevail» in Eng- 
land, and much was heard there of the 
“revlit of the daughters," and similar

Cd aee*. A receutly-isaued Imperial blue- 
k furnishes figures on the subject which 

do not eupport the general idea. This 
document shows that in 1861 ont of every 
1,(100 women 340 were returned in tt>.*' 
census as “ occupied," and that thia per­
centage had only increased to 341 when 
the 1K91 census wa» taken. Misa Collet, 
who ia the compiler of the biue-l»ook in 
question, says that ” the current view that 
women's employment ie reptffly extending, 
epd- that women are repler'ttg ..r-n to a 
considerable extent,’' ie not comtirtne-i by

FIGURES OF THE CENSUS.

She “ gloor.ied” over the inevitable (act 
that, in consequence of the difference in 
her home-otrcuir.stances and mine, I could 
not be with her every day, and all day 
long. 1 think ehe wae naturally of an 
unhappy litepoeition. being deeply, passion­
ately. and unjustifiably jealoue, aud also 
painfully incapable of taking things and 
people aa they were. All thie gave me 
often much annoyance ; but we were all 
the same, sometimes very cheelful ami 
happy together, and sometime»—the re­
verse.

Later on, she, poor eoul, wae taken ill, 
and during months oi fluctuating health 1 
nursed her—sometime» in hope, sometime» 
without—and at moinentsdunug her illness 
•he fourni étrange comfort in foretelling to 

, me, after the moet “ uncanny" fashion, 
things which ehe declared would happen 
to me after her death. They were mostly 
trivialities—little episodes concerning
people and things over whom and which 
we had talked and laughed together for 
ehe wae gifted with a keen sense of the 
ridiculous.

Amongst other thing», ehe esid to me one 
afternoon :—

“This bazaar for which we are working" 
(•he had been helping me for weeks for a 
charily bazaar, and I can now see her 
dainty little hands.aeehe manipulated the 
delicate muslin and lace. Poor, poor
L---- !) “1 shall be dead before it takes

•place, and I ehall see you at your stall,and 
on one of the days of the bazaar, an old 
lady will come up to you and say ; ‘Have
you any of poor Mise L-----'e work!’
(mentioning me). And you will answer 
‘Yes ' here is some 1’ and you will show her 
line which I am working ; and she’ll say 
•Have you any more?’ and you’ll say ‘Yes' 
again ; and ehe'll carry it all off, and say
she buys it for ‘poor Mies L-----'e sake.’
And 1 shall know and aee it all !"

I remember repeating, wonderiogly, 
“What lady ?”

She answered dreamily, “Oh ! I don’t 
know—but—some old lady ! You’ll see I"

And 1 am bound to say, ihisisexactly what 
occutred at the baz-aar, months after her 
death : an old lady; with whom 1 was not 
acquainted, did buy all her work, having 
aeke 1 for it, and carrying it away “for her 
sake !” An old lady, too, whom I had 
never seen.

One other curious circumstance which 
attended her death wae that, alter looking 
forward with more than usual plea»uro to 
my comiug birthday (which she said would 
be “ a more than commonly iiappy anm 
vi retry "), that wae the very day on which 
ehe died !

I think that one of the sharpest regrets 
which lever experienced in my lifeconeieted 
in the fact that I was not with my dearest 
friend at the moment that ehe passed away. 
She had made me promise that I would be 
with her at the time, and, God knows, I 
had the fuileetintentionof fulfilling her wish, 
but on that very eveuing.of all others I w as 
called away, ami ehe died iu my absence. 
1 had been sitting by her bed-side all the 
afternoon, and all that evening I had bald 
her dear hand, and had kept whispering 
comforting words in her ear ; but latterly she 
had made no response, and wae, eeemtugly, 
une onecioue.

Suddenly a messenger came from my 
house (not a hundred yards, it wae, away , 
saying my husband wanted me at once, aa 
one oi my c hildren was ill. 1 looked at the 
nurse, who assured me there was “nothing 
immediate ” impending ; et, stooping over 
my poor friend, l whispered—at the same 
time pressing a kiss on her forehead—that 
” half an hour should see me at her side 
again ” But » • lock no notice, and much 
against my wi i I hastily, and noiselessly, 
left the room.

Throwing a shawl over my head I hur­
ried across the qnarc, end ae I passed the 
church the clo k struck twelve, ami 1 
suddenly remembered that—to-day was my 
birthday I

I got back in less than half an hour, and 
on my return heard, to my everlasting 
sorrow, that 1 had not been gone ten min­
utes before my dear L— became restless 
and uneasy, then suddenly starting up in 
her bed,she looked hastily round the room, 
gave aery, then there came a rush of blood 
to her mouth, and after a few painful 
etruggiee. she sank back, gasped once or 
twice, and never moved again.

Of course, l thought then, and do to this 
day, that ehe was looking round th* room 
for" me, aud that she had died feeling 1 had 
broken my faith with her. A bitter,never- 

I failing regret !
| I have given this slight sketch of th# feel­

ings wnieh existed between me and my poor 
friend (before narrating the circumstances of 
uer supernatural visit to me), just to em­
phasize the facte of the alluring leicinetion, 
the intense affection, which existed between 
us during her life-time, and which, I firmly 
believe, have lasted beyond her grate.

Quite a year and a half after her death,
my poor L-----, with what motive I know
not (unless it may have been,as I sometimes 
fondly hope, toa‘eure me that ehe under- 
•tooii and sympathized with my sorrow at 
my having failed her at the mom.it of her 
extremity), appearedto me. She came once 
—but never again. It occurred thus :—

I had been suffering all day from brow 
ague, and had gone early to bed—but not 
to sleep. All the evening I had been 
kept painfully awake by that same church 
dock which I have mentioned above. 
It aeeined to strike oftener, louder, and 
more slowly than any clook I had ever 
had the misfortune to come aorosa. Of 
course, my ailment of the moment caused 
the clock's vagaries to appear peculiarly 
painful, and 1 bore the annoyance very 
restlessly, with my face turned pettishly 
to the wall; but when the midnight hour 
began to chime, 1 felt as though I could 
bear it no longer. Muttering an impatient 
exclamation, 1 turned in my bed, eo as to 
face the room, and looking across it, I saw
my poor L----- , standing oloee to a screen
between me and the door, looking at me.

She was in her usual drees, wearing

She 
had a smile on her face, and I diatiotly 
noticed her lovely little white ears, which 
were always my 'admiration, and which 
were only half covered by her soft brown 
hair.

She stood—a minute it seemed—looking 
at me, then she glided towards me, and I, 
balf-apprenhensive that she was about to 
throw litrself on my bed, exclaimed, jump­
ing up in a sitting posture ;—

“ Dearest 1 what brings you here eo 
late ?"

With deep reverence be it spoken ; but 
ae soon ee theee words were out of my 
mouth I wae irresistibly reminded of those 
spoken (Holy Writ tell us) by Saint Peter 
at the awlul moment of the Transfigura­
tion ! Awed and dazed at the eight of the 
spiritual visitants, we are told he uttered 
worde “not knowing what he said." Theee 
words of mine also teemed to leap to my 
lips, but with little meaning in them—if 
any.

As soon, however, as my voice had 
ceased, the apparition disappeared, and I 
remained acme moments motionless.

One of the most curious features of the 
case is that, although I wae very especially 
restless and awake at the moment of .he 
appearance, I recognised my friend to 
completely, that I forgot also to recognise 
the fact that she had died; or, rather, it 
happened too quickly for me to bring that 
fact to mind. Indeed, it all look place in 
such a flash—in such a moment cf time— 
so much quicker than I can tell it—and 
she looked so exactly like her well-known 
self, that till she had disappeared, I really 
believed I was seeing her iu the flesh !

INFANTS DRESSES.

The process by which each variety ia 
made ie essentially the same as loose of 
every other. The difference consists in 
the extra amount of creant incorporated with 
the milk, in the amount of time occupied 
in the curing, aud other details, such ae the 
pressure under which the curd is placed Iu 
alt caeee the milk is more or lees heated, 
reunet is introduced to coagulate, the curd 
is carefully cut into dice, drained of it* 
whey through linen cr cotton cloths,salted, 
pressed, arranged on shelves, kept at a 
given temperature, turned, rubbed, and 
“cured” for a certain length of time.

Take for instance, formage de Brie.
After the curd hi «stood four hours, it ie 

dipped into tin ringe, which are placed on 
email cane mate,- from which the wiiey 
dram*, until it hae shrunken to fit a smaller 
ring. In two months of turning and rubbing 
the de Brie ie fit for the market. Mach in 
the same manner are made the d'leigny 
and the Camembert. For the latter,cream 
ia added to the fresh milk, to make it 
richer, and the process of curing goes on 
more slowly,

AS EMPRESS COLONEL.
GERMANY’S QUEEN AND HER REGI­

MENT OF CUIRASSIERS.

A MaxnlOeeai Hedy ml Soldiers, wlih a 
«ilerloee Nneerd-The Km pres. Laal.s 
Ils â Irsl Wuisia « on,,wander.

It ia not generally known that the Km- 
pies of Germany te a full-ttedged Colonel 
of one ol the finest regiment# in the vast 
army of the Empire.

The advent of the new woman baa noth- 
•ag to do with the military prominence of 
thi* lady. The dead and gone German 
Queens were Colonels before the new 
woman ever wae thought of. The Dowager 
Empreae is also a Colonel, and so are a 
number of other women of the royal house 
of Germany. Of courae their military 
standing ia largely nominal There ie not 
one chance in ten thousand that theee 
Queen* and Ducheieee will ever do anything 
more warlike than don a pretty feminine 
edition of the uniform of a favorite regiment 
and review the soldiers on some festival 
occasion.

That ia about all that King William’s 
wife doe*, but her soldiers feel that they 
are more honored than the average, and to 
be a member of the Queen’s regiment is ee. 
teemed a moet fortunate piece of good 
luck.

The regiment colooeled by the Empreaa 
Is known ae the Queen’e Regiment of rom- 
meranian Cuirassiers.

ITS WAR RECORD
is a moat brilliant one, it haring been the 
favorite regiment of Frederick .he Great. 
On dune 4, last, the company celebrated 
the 150th anniversary of the greatest battle 
it ever fought.

The celebration took place at Passewalk, 
near Berlin, and the Empress on a tine 
military charger, and wearing the uniform 
of her command, reviewed the troope. The 
Empress is a tine horsewoman, and gets 
almost ae much pleasure out of military 
evolutions as her husband.

The Battle celebrated waa that of Hoheu- 
Fnedberg. It wae then under the command 
of Fredirick the Great, and attacked the 
combined Austrian and Saxon forces. It 
was due entirely to the heroic work of the 
soldiers of the Bayreuth Dragoone aa the 
regiment was then called, that the battle 
was won.

They made 2500 prisoners, captured 
sixty-six battle-flags, twenty cannon, and 
conquered ten regiments of Austria's best 
veteran troope. Frederick the Great, 
according to the records of the command, 
wae so deeply gratified with the viotory 
that for a long time he did not know just 
what means to adopt to show hie apprecia­
tion. Finally be gave them an immense 
medal, inscribed suitably ; also a diploma 

, in hie own handwriting, setting forth their 
deeds of valor. This diploma has been 
handed down from one generation of officers 
to the next, and is oarelully treasured. 
Frederick the Great also decided that the 
captured bâti ! * ii-ga aud cannon should be 
the insignia of the regiment for all time.

The regiment is one m which the reigning ; 
family of Germany takes a peculiar interest. 
It wae fnuuded on June 1, 1721 by Fred­
erick William 1., King of Prussia, and 
father of Frederick the Great. Tne reign, 
mg family wae descended from Frederick 
or Hohenzoliern, a German Count in 980, 
and Frederick William, the Elector of 
Brandenberg, 1040-88, whom sou, the King 
of Prussia, wae the founder of the regiment, 
which wae first called the

SCHUL18BKRU DRAGOONS.

Later it waa called the Bayreuth Dragoons, 
but upon the death of the last Count of 
Bayreuth, m 1808, it was given its present 
tit le.

In 1806 the famous Empress Louise took 
upon herself the title of Colonel of this regi­
ment, and since it en all the succeeding 
wives of the German Emperors have done 
the same. Queen Louise inspected her regi­
ment regularly, aud took great interest in 
its welfare. Then, as now, the uniform 
was of white but in the battle of Hohen- 
Friedberg it wae clothed iu light blue. Iu 
1819, two years befoi- the celebration of 
its ICOth anniversary, the regiment was 
changed from dragoon to cuirassier.

At, all the great military celebrations i 
the Empress appears on her military horee, \ 
clad in uniform of the Pommeraniane. Theee 
appealancee always create the most -xtra- 
ordinary enthusiasm among the people. 
The soldiers feel that they have a personal 
interest in the welfare of their Queeu.

From the ranks of the Pommeraniane, 
the Queen’s Guard, which ie always near 

y her, ie chosen. This guard is commanded 
by an officer of the regiment, and he ie 
held responsible for the safety of the royal 
lady. The guard has quarters near the 
Imperial palace, and is on an equal footing 
with the Garde du Corps, which looks out 
for the safety of the Emperor.

In all the great wars t h it Germany hae 
had in the laet century and a half the Pom­
meraniane have taken a prominent part. 
There ia nothing feminine about the fight­
ing abilities of the regiment, notwithstand­
ing that ite colonel ie a woman, It wae 
regarded ai the beet regiment of all the 
German forces in the Franco-Prueeian war, 
and the old Fmperor William, in the heat 
of battle, often called out. “ Where are 
the Hohen-Friedhergers ?”

The Pommeraniane hae ite own band, 
the mueioiane being mounted upon fine 
horeee. It is the ambition of the little 
Prinoeee Vietor'a Louise, the only daugh-, 
ter of the Kmprese, to be a colonel of a 
regiment. Nue regarde her mother ae the | 
finest eoldiar in the laud when the Empress 
is gowned in her uniform.

The statues of Ontario for the year 
1395 have been issued, and will lie 
dish United without delay by Mr. L. K, 
Cameron, the Queen’s Printer. Copies 
will lie sent to elerks of the peace, 
laical Government officials, Judges, 
masters of titles, registrars, surrogate 
court clerks, magistrates and county 
officials. The volume of statutes for 
the present year numia-rs 3UÛ pages, 
which is 220 pages larger than lust 
year and larger than any recent year 
except 1392 when there were i*Ni pages. 
The volume contains many interest­
ing Acts passed or amended by the 
last legislature.

Our Letter Basket

A Trip to Haliburton

Davit .ExritUrts, - Having had a 
delightful experience in travelling in 
tlie luivk country, a few words, per­
la» p-, will lie interesting to your reader# 
Wishing to make a visit to the village 
of Mmdeit, Haliburton, I started one 
evening from Eldon Station for Cobo- 
conk which is the terminus of a branch 
of the G. T K The car was full as Us*x 
as kirkth-ld where many were staying 
waiting for work on that Canal whirl» 
is sup|>osi*d t«i go through near theta. 
How slowly that train does move, and 
what long rests it does take; How 
rough the track is. It stop|M*d wher­
ever it got t he ghost of an excuse, 
perhaps only a large wood-pile and 
a half-dozen houses and. as it it could 
not travel forward slow enough it " 
even took a spell of backing up, etc. 
Well. 1 arrived at Coboconk some­
where about midnight and put up for 
the night on the bank of the Gud 
river where the river drivers were 
busy with logs. The next day a 
surprise awaited me. I hail expected 
to drive to Maiden but in y friends 
met me. saying that, they had rowed 
from a mile north of Minden to Ellis 
Falls, about a mile north of Norland, 
We were to walk to the Falls at amt 
seven miles but fortunately we got a 
ride over the hills with a Salvation 
Army man. We met a half dozen 
buggy loads of Salvationists (who are 
holding meetings in Coboconk) with 
their musical instruments. The three 

; of us embarked in our row beat and 
rowed six miles back up Moore’s Imke 
where we had to nortage past Moore’s 

' rapids. The Post Master at Moore's 
Falls who kindlv helped us portage 
our boat advised us not to proceed 
until morning a> it would he daik so 

e stayed over night, and got a fresh 
start in the morning ns we had rowed 
wentv-threi* miles altogether in one 

day down and up In the morning 
after rowing n few miles in the narrow 
portion of Gull Iwike we came to the 
hody which is so full of Islands that 
the lake is generally only channefs 
between, ft was a foggy day, and we 
got lost among the Mauds, but found 
our way out in about an hour, coming 
down at the mouth of the Gull river 
which empties into this lake. There is a 
very swift current which we had been 
warned of which completely swept 
our boat around, but before reaching 
this we met th»* great boom which fill- 
oil tin- bead of the lake but fortunately 
tin* wind hail swept the logs to the 
western sida and we managed to drag 
our craft over and through the 
obstruction. IVe now had an exciting 
pull through the entrent which is so 
swift ns to la* dangerous for an inex­
perienced oarsman. I handled the 
t odder and the other two rowed with 
all their might, even then it seemed 
slow w it k but ni faut we were safely 
through and a pull of four miles took 
us to Minden bridge where we met, to 
our surprise, another drive of jogs 
which completely blocked the river 
for three quarters of a mile, so leaving 
our boat on the liank, we trudged the 
remaining three miles home, over hills 
and into valleys. Hills that range 
from SO to 150 ft covered with hard­
wood forest. The scenery is grand, 
fishing is good and deer plentiful, 
everything that a sjairtsman could 
wish. One of our neighbors came across 
a herd of five deer last season and shot 
three of the number they were lying 
down it seems, in his own woods. I 
don't see how it is that Beaverton 
Imivs who come back North hunting 
every fall have such poor “hick” aa 
we ran scarcely go through the hush 
hunting cattle without seeing a deer, 
according to our “yarn spinners” tales.
