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Tux: Supreme Court of Maine bas reached
an extraordinery declslon ia & school case,
A Cathollc gtrl refused to resd the Pro-
testant Bible, which had been ordered by
the School Committee to be read in their
school, Her plea was that it was againet
her consclence to read a corrupt verrion
of the Bible, and she was expelled by the
Committee. The girl’s parents then
brought soit ageinst the Committee for
dsmages, and the Supreme Court declded
that

“ The claim on the part of the pupil is
that each and every scholar may set up
its own conscience as over and above the
law. It is a claim of an exemption from
a general law because 1t may conflict
with a particular conecience, The right,
a8 claimed, undermines the power of the
State. 1t is that the will of the majority
shall bow to the conscience of the min-
ority, or of one. If the several consciences
of the scholars are permitted to contra.
vene, obstruct or sunul the action of the
State, then power ceases to reside in
majorities and is transferred to minor-
ities.”

In Wieconeln recently it was very
properly declded that the readiog of the
Protestant Bible, or the Bible of any
denomination, s a sectarlan act which s
against the splirit of the echool law, so that
1t sppears there is one law for Malne and
anotber for Wisconeln in this matter.
But if the Supreme Court has the power
to impose a false religlous worship on the
minority it 1s time the Constitution of the
State should be brought into barmony
with the principles of religlous liberty.

Crisrr's persecution of the Church hes
borne frult by tncresslog to a fearful ex
tent the amount of crime throughout
Italy. The procurator general of Rome
admits in his address beiore the Court of
Appesls that this etate of things bas been
brought about not by the regular old pop-
ulation of Rome, but by the evll populs.
tion that has flcked to the city since the
Sardinian occupation, Daring the past
year there have been 157 fallures, 2 par
rlcldes, 155 murders, 38 homicidee, 120 ex
tortlone, etc, 1882 aseaulte, and more than
4000 thefts, This ead result was to be ex-
pected from the ebolitlon of religleus
teaching in the State schools ; but there ls
hope of a change for the better from the
growlog determination of the Cathslicele
ment to take part in fature politicel
strugglee, The new Government, even,
is glving it to ba understood that it will
not putsne the persecuting policy which
has been followed In the past, A great
change i3 needed, and there s reason to
believe that it will take place. Sigoor
Crlepi's defest in the Parliament of Italy
1s but the first step to a new order of things.

Chlcago to consult on the best means of
eaving men from the perniclous irfluence
of such secret socletles, All are lnviied
to attend the meetlng who sympathizs
with the vlews of the National Christian
Asgoclation. It fs surely acign of the
progress of Catholle truth when we find a
representative Protestant soclcty like th's
adopting views for holding which uearly
all Protestants bave hitherto strongly
blamed Catholcs,

Dr BickersTerH, Bishop of Exeter, has
withirawn from Rev, Herbert Marrlott hls
license to preach and otherwise falfil the
functions of & * priest in the Charch of
Eogland.” Mr, Marriott was ordained In
1861, but he kas of late made it his habit
to * take part in Non-Conformist services
{n thelr chapels,” and on this ground he
has been eueperded. In defence of hls
poeition Mr. Marriott says that he has
endeavored always to obey the Diviue
command “that ye all speak the eame
thing, that ye be perfectly j ined togather
in the same mind and jadgment, and in
accordance therewith I thankfully unite
with all branches of evangelical worship.”

Tar memorial which was sent from
the public meeting held in the London
(Guildball to protest against the perse-
cution of the Jews in Russia has had no
other result than incraase the persecu-
tion, The memorial itself was sent
back to Lord Salisbury through the
Russian Ambaasador, and no answer
whatsoever was given to the petitioners
who sigued the protest.

Tue Presbyterians of Japan have ref used
to adopt the new articles of the English
Presbyterlan Church which were recently
offered for thelr adoption.

A RECENT issue of the Kansas Western
Blade, which is the organ of the western
colored people, pays a high tribute to
the * justice and humanity ” of the Cath-
olic priesthood and press on the race
question, The Blade adds :

“Faithful to their bistory and faith,
they hold that the controversy should be
settled on the broad basis of unity of
origin. God is the common Father, man
is brother of man. The negroes incline
to join Oatholiciem as the true and only
religion which is equitable and sympa-
thetic towards the suttering ”

REV. DR, JOINSTON' S CATH-
OLICITY.

The Rev, Hugh Jobnston, speaking
on “the Church and Politics,” in the
Trinity Methodist church, Toronto, last
Sunday, bad hie usual fling at Rome. He
said :

“ Rome would have the Church a
great edifice, her walls eaclosing every
kiogdom of the earth, and nations given
over to her tied and bound, and in sub-
jection to her ; and the working out of
this idea has made her fearfully corrupt
and tyrannical,”

If the Rev. Dr. could realizs to him.
self what God’s Church ougbt to be, and
what the Divine Founder of Christianity
ordained that she should be, he would
not condemn Rome for her consistency
in claiming io be what she is, and what,
if the Church of Christ at all, she must
neceesarily be, Catholicity is one of the
marks or signs of the true Chaurch.
If Dr. Johnston cannot ciaim that char.
acteristic for his Church; if, on the
contrary, he rails against Catholicity, it
is evident that his Courch is not the
true Courch which Carist established on
earth, The Prophet Daniel foretold
that lis kingdom should be an ever
lasting kingdom, and all kings shall
serve Him, and shall obey Him ; and
again, in the explanation ot the dream
of the Babylonian king, the Prophet
said :

% Bu!in the days of those kingdoms the
God of Heaven will get up a kingdom
that shall never be destroyed, and [{is
kingdom shall not be delivered to
another people, and it shall break in

pieces and consume the other kingdoms,
and itself shall stand forever,”

Our Blessed Lord did not limit the
work or jurisdiction of the Church, He
commissioned His Apostles to preach to
every creature and to baptiza all nations,
prowising to be with them all days, even
o the consummation of the world, If
Oatholicity were to be the moans of ic-
troducing corruption and tyranny our
Blessed Lord would have foreseen and
provided against such diced calamity.
Corruptionsand tyranny may exist every
where in this world, except ia the very
Church that iz denounced by the R v,
Mr. Jobnston, Some one of her mem-
bers may fall away sometimes, as Judas
fell from grace, but the delinquents are
immediately denounced, and if the evil
is not arrested they are at once cut away
from all participation in her worship and
the grace of her eacraments, This
watchful anxiety on her part to preserve
the entire body free from contagion is,
no doubt, what Mr, Johnston styles
tyranny, Corruptions and tyranny are
the natural outcome and product of that
Oburch which proclaims the emancipa.
tion of the fl2sh and the substitution of
human authority for the Divine, The
real character of Methodism is the
assertion of man’s absolute independ.

ence of all authority, He must
interpret God’s law for himself,
and be his own master and

a Church to himeelf. Thus presnming
or his own Infallibility, which he denies
to God’s Church, he is necassartly ex josed
to every corruption and every tyranny.
Is it not eald lao all languages that
a man myy be the slave of himself,
of his passions, of his Ignorance or
his own prejudlces ? “ Uader Protestant-
fsm,” esays Brownson, “we may have
clvil acd religlous deepotiem, or
civil and spiritual licence, the only two
things that man ecan found, without a
Divine commission, and subjsction to
Divine law ;” but authority and liberty
can ouly be secured under the Divine
order represented by the Courch of
Christ, which teaches, corrects and com-
mands in His Name a&nd for man’s
greater honor and God’s greater glory at
all timeas,

The Houee of Commone was at no time
densely crowded throoghont Mr, Glad-
stone’s m:gaificent speech delivered on
Wedre:day afternoop, In moving the
second reading of the Raliglous Disablli
ties BillL  When he rose, ne varly as
twenty five minutes past twelve, there
wae & moderate attendance, gradually aug.
mented throngh tho hour and ten mioutes
he spoks  Even the Stravgers’ Gallery,
though =l the seats wera allotted, did vot
begin to fill up till Mr. Gladstone was half
way through his epeech., Bat fora Wed
needay o {icrnoon, and at a perled imping
ing on the luncheon hour, the atteudance
was remarkable, The Sheriffs of Lndon
fu their scarlet robes and gold chains were
punctoal with thetr petition on behalf of
thelr Water Bill. As soon as the Speaker
bad taken the chair, it belng a quarter
pset twelve, they advanced to the Bar and
proclaied thelr errand, This done they
withdre ' to the reats under the (Gallery,
where they remalned throughout Mr,
Gladeto’s speech, Two or threa peers
dropped in, among them Lord Monson,
who sat over the clock.
Me. Gladstone on risiog was hailed with
loud cheers from the Opposition.

CATHOLIC HOSPITAL BURNED.

Rochester, Fab, 16 —The destruction
of St. Mary’s Hoapital by fire lnet night
entails alose of £65 000,  Firaman Frank
Jayne was fatally burt by falling from a
ladder. None of the patients was in-
jured. Taere were in the hospital yes-
terday 300 patients, 19 Sisters and about
19 employees, Thae inmates were in all
stages of digease, and manv of them
were unable to get from their beds,
Immediately the fire wesdiccovered and
an alarm given a ecens of the wildest
confusion ensued, The cornders wara
filled with a terrified crowd of patients,
some of them clad only in theiv night
clothee, and all of them trembling in
terror. It was a scene which has never
been parailed in the Listory of Roches.
ter.

Gray-haired women, on the verge of
the grave, gathered new strength from
their very terror and staggered from the
beds which they had tenanted while
waiting for death to releass them from
their sufferings, and crept into the cor.
ridor:, crouched in corners in groups of
twos and threes, and called on God to
eave them from death in the flames.
Old men, palsied and decrepit, forgot
the ills which they euftered and rushed
from the wards, trying to seck safety
in flight, Many of the patients
were able to Jeave the halls and go
down the stairs uuassieted, They
were all asleep wben the gong sounded
its dreaded warcirg, but it was the
work of a moment for the Sisters to
clothe themaelves in there black robes,
Naver betore have women worked more
nobly than did thoee gontle Bisters,
They were everywhers, rogardiess of
personsl comfoit or cven personal safety,
and to them alone ghould go the mujor
portion of the credit for raving tne
lives of tho paticnts,

The first men whio arrived rushed inta
the bospital aud were directed by tho
nuns to the upper stories of the build-
ing. Uader guidance of the Sistera
those of the paticats who were unable
to walk were carried down the stairs to
a place of safatv, In one ot the rooms
on the ground flhor was an aged woman,
and betore her room had been resched
she had chimbed tarough a window and
stiempted to escape, Feeblo with sick
ness and sge she lost her grip on tho
window and fe!l to the ground  Fortun
atoly thoe distasce was only e few feot,
and the woman escrped with only a
slight cut on the head,

13 £20,000 or $22000, dlvided bhetwesn
threa different companies, The entire
bui'ding had just been repaired and §30,.
000 worth of beds and budiiug bad beea
put In,  The hospital was n thres siory
stone structure, front'ng on Weet avenue,
and extecdlng on elther sido woe a long
wlug with a tower at the end. Beyond
the east part of the bulldlng a wing ex:
tended south on Geneseertreet, Nothlug

Then this success, the Indefatigable Jadics
of the Hotel Diea could ecarcsly desire a
more pleasing proof that theie charieebliz
works finde apeclal favor {n the eyes of the
Divire Master ; but even 8o marvelionsly
early ea only thirty years after the French
foundation, in the year 1666, the order
won from the Holy See itself the priviiegs
(very elogular, concideriog the brief pertod
which had elapsed elnce its birth) of for
mal approva! under a Bilef from Pope
Alexander VIl —an approval coufirmed
and falfilled in our own time. by a decree
of the late Soverelgn Pontiff, Plus IX,
beariog dnte 1867, snd ssnctioning the
constitutlon of the order. Mother Bour:
bonniere, with Steters Latour, Davignon
axd Emily, the Jatter a Jay Slater, arrived
in Kingeton on 2ad of Ssptember, 1815
This was the ficst foundstion from the
Montreal house, E:ch houee s indepead
ent—thst {8 to say, each house is under the
immediate supervision of the Bishop in
whose dlocese it is established, and chooses
its Mother Superior from among its own
Slsters.

As we purpose basing the remsinder of
our eketch on the labors of one of the
four ladles of the Kingston fsundation,
Sister Latour, distinctively known among
the ladies of the Hotel Dieu as the annal-
ist of thelr order, it msy be well to say
hers, 88 & slight tribute of grateful pralee,
that she was the personifization of charity,
s shown in her devoted love toward the
slck, and her quick and generous apprecla.
tlon of every kindness bestowed upon her
Sistera ln reifglor, and the objec's of thelr
common care. She was a natlve of thls
county, being descended from one of the
firat families cf Montreal. Her literary
style {s thoroughly plain aad simple, 88
will be acen from the subjsincd exiracly,
each one of which is marked withinverted
commas to distingulsh 1% from such futer-
poistions of cur own es the more recent
hletory of the order may necassitate,
Takipg up the annalist’s narrative at tha
year immedlately rubsequent to that of
the Kingston fourdatlen, we read :

«In January, 1846, Captaln Hunter, a
Protestant gentleman, visited the Hotel
Dieu, and on leaving gave the Mother 35
He was 8o pleased with his vistt that, not
long after, he proposed buildieg a ward
for marinors. e then acked the sallor’s
asnoc'ation for a contribaution, and, on thelr
refusel, he bullt it himzelf, of wood, near
the llttie hoepltal; and, during the follow-
ing snmmer, the Sisters had from fex to
twelve eallors, His charity never abated.
When the present hospital was coustructed,
he gave $240 " We m:zy add here that,
even to tte present day, thera {s always a
bed for a slck sailor, and when the insti-

ter somn» token of thelr benevolence,
Mademe Dabola left, to our great regret,
for Montreal six moaths after our arrival,”
The aunalist speaks also of the kindness of
Miss Perrin, Mra, Brown, Mrs. Livingeton,
Mrs. O'Rourke, Mrs M.Carthy, Mre
O'Connell and Mrs. J. Baker, according
them the highest praise, For brevity, we
must here omlt many interesting details,
and confine ouzsclves to the mention cf a
few charitably éleposed people of King-
ston, Catholic and Protestant, who vied
with each other in testifying thelr love
snd esteem for the geod Sleters, * The
fiest phyeiclan was Dr. Hallowell, who,
on leaviog Kingston that same year (1845),
{otroducea Dz, Robinson. He remsiued
with us for three years, when his faillng
bealth also neceseltated his dearture frowm
Kipgston, The late D: Stewart soc
caedad bim, and cbarltably served for five
years. Thesegsntlemen wore Protestants,
and gavo thelr services gratls, The next
was the choice of our beloved Blsbop
Paelan, D Bergto, now member of Par-
liament for Cornwall. This gentleman
remslued but one year, and was replaced
by tha much-esteemed (militazy) Dr.
Kieraan, aged seventy-two, who aiso gave
his services gratl” In 1858, Michael
Sallivan (now Hon. Sepator Sullivan), a
young end promielog greduate of Queen’s,
reccived his appointment from the fifth
lehop of Kingston, the amfable and
golden-hearted prelats, Right Rav. E. J,
Horan.

communlty, 1o her terzible and arduous
du ies, though otherwlse entirely soparated
from toe world sround her ) Naturally
in grand relief sgalost the dark back
ground of general selfishresws and panle
which then overcast all the heaveniler
gllmpses of our moral nature, stand out
two figures beightly and conspicuousty.
Taey are those of twn Catholic priests,
Fathers Doliard aud N:elan, who, with
the indefatigable Slsters, simost unalded,
save by heaven, met and conquered the
horrors of that dreadful time here in
Kingston. Father Dollard survived, but
Father Neelan, with the devoted Slster
Magorler, mentioned below by the aonal.
{at, recelved what we most juatly term the
crown of martyrdom to daty. (R L P.)
One other name, not passed over by the
annallst in her notes concorning this dis
tressing perlod, we must alan psrticalarly
mentlon. It is that of Vicar-Genecal
Macdone!l, slready referred to in gratefal
terma by S ster Latour. This venerable
rlest of God eventusily dled at the Hotel
Y)len, on the 25th of Fsbezuary, 1875, sged
seventy-slx years, fifty five of which he
had passed in the priesthood. “ Several
of our little band,” continued the acnallst,
“.contracted the fever, but one alone
(Sister Magorlen) seemed worthy to
receive the recompense of her charlty.”
It {s on such cccastons as these, whea the
vast msjority fl; from the seat of davgzer,
that the tndomttable spirlt of self-saceific-
ing souls shizes with a justre all divize.
Well may the people of every dencmliva
tlon in Kiogston feel with a jast pride
and coafidence thst, were 95 tearful an
epldemic ever to vislt their clty agalin
(which may God avert), they have {n thelr
midst devoted Slstars whose eole ambitlon
1a to prove to the Divine Maater thelr
eagerness to sexrve Him in His suffering
membors, To return to ths aumallst:
“[o the year 1847,” she wrltes, “on
Chrlstmas eve, Vicar General Macdonell
beought one hundred orphaus (children
of tboss who bad fallen victlms to the
epldemic), He supplied theso llttle ones
with clothing, gave two large stoves for
their apactiments, sent flour, rice and other
provislons, aud also o large kitchen etove
wito all the necessary utenails, We might
fifl columns about this generous benefac-
tor, and yet fall to glve an sdequate idea
of his great charity towa:ds us.

O Pho first Mase was celebrated fo our
lfttla cbapel on Chri:tinas moraing, when
our li‘tle orpban boy (afterwards the
Rev. Father U'Shea) who was serving in
i the sanctuary, surprised us by eiuging,
fu an angellc volce, a beautiful bymn
which he had arranged to give us plaseure,
This desr hoy wes born in Quebee,
entored the Jesults’ novitiate in 1850, was
ordalued priest in New York in 1865, and
dled at St Francls Xavier's Coliege, N,
Y., December 5 b, 1881 (R LP) The
tollowing lines were found 1o his desk
after his death:

“ Rabbon!! when dylng!

That sorrow has darkened
The patn which I trod

Toe annalfst highly extols the kindness
of Mra. Barpell (» minister’s daughter)
and of ber mothar, in having come for s
long time, on Taesdaye, to help to sew,
with eome other ladiss, whose names are
not mentioned, The Rav. Father Mackay
tanght catechlsm to the orphan boys, ard
Fathers Chisholm and O'Nelll were 2lso
very kind, Ia Janusry, 1845, Mr,
Themss Klrkpairick, then mayor of the
clty, and father cf the preeent Hon.
George A Kirkpatrick, member for the
Lower House, for Feontense, presented
the institution with §200, In the eame
year, the Rav. J. Farre'l (afterwards
Rishop of Hamlilton), a loved sud never
to-be forgotten firiend, whosze memory i3
beld 12 veneration by all classes of aociety,
colleeted funds feom doer to dorr, to the
amount of $320, for the complation cf
tho wards for vhe sick, DMre Matthew
O'Ryarks wes a'sy remarkable for hls
nnzaerona glfts and general devotedners
The Sisters of Congregatlon de Notre
Dime were indeed sisterly, snd dld a
great deal for the Hotel Dleu, with which
thelr community has alwava been very
closely usited in bonds of Caristian char-
iry, ever since the foundation of the Con-
gregational Naue in Montreal  From the
perfod ot which our sketch bas now
arrived, down to the present tim, the in.
stitution has eteadliy teken root and
grown, Toe limits of our sketch warn
us, however, that we musi now, all too
abruptly, draw towards a closs ; yet there
is one Jttle incident of Saptember, 1372
recorded in the annals, which furnishes so
very pleasing an iliustraticn of slmple
devotlon and fsith that we venture to
tranecribe it as the last of our extracts
from S'ster Latour’s invalusble record
It run as follows: **A venerable pastor,
who is one of our much esteomed
frieuds, had stolen feom him a gold
watch, cross and chain. He visited
us & short time after, and lo
formed us of his loss, which ha felt
de:ply, 8s the mlssing artlcles were
memeatoas of the good people of his
pseleh, We all sympath’zed with him,
and on communicating his loss to a Slster
who was dylng in the infirmary, she ex-
claimed : * Ab, if I have the happluess of
golug to beaven, I will ask that our
beloved Father may recover thowe stolon
artlcles,” She died the next day,and the
moralng after, the Rev, Father reccived &
telegram, statiag that the miring jowellry
had been found in & wosd-pile i his yard.
The good Father devmed it an honor to
alng the Slster’s Raquiem Mags, a he con-
sliered thla a proof that che wae lo
heaven.” We refraln, through motives
of delleacy, from namiog this reve:end
geotlsman, a3 he 18 atdll livieg,

To eny one knowing by experience how
mach labor and fatigueesnch undertaktegs
entail, the numerous baziars, balls, cou-
certs, etc, orgaaizod by the devoted
cltizaus of Kingston, lo ald of the Hotel
Diea, speak volumes for thelr untizlvg
charity. Help has coms In from all eldes,
aand we cannot conclude without meklog
epecial mentlon of a few among the many
generous friends to whom the Sisters are
8o deeply indebted for the furthering of
thelr noble and dlsinterested labore, The
late Mrs. Dee. D McDonald, of Willlame-
town, bequesthed the fustitution 1,000,
and Mce. McMnlien, of Sheflicld, left 1t
82 000. The late Mra, A, Ofcclarl pre-
sented a handsome Bruseels cazpet for the
sanctuary, besldes many other valuable
glfts. Mcs, Ward, of Montreal, s slster of
the late regretted Slater Conry, gave two
large statues for the chapel. M. E
Hickey (mother of thelato Sister Hickey,
another regretted member of thls holy
community) was one of the most
gonerous benefactors of the {uatitu-
tion, end at her desth she showed
her esteem acd love for the commau-
nity by bequeatbing & handsome sum to
her daughter. (R I, P) Other friends
who have frcm tims to time given substan
tial proofa of thelr great charity are : Rov.

GALVANIZING THE DEAD,

It 1s somewhat amusing to notice the
course of the Mail In regard to the part it
s taken during the present political con-
test for the House of Commons. For
some time previous to the aunouncement
of the dlssolution, that jorurnsl was ss
mild-mannered towards both polltical
partios as any one whose professlon It 1s
to cut throats when the pay is sufliclent,
There was an occasional sllusion to the
destrabllity of haviog in the country sn
honest aud independent press to watch the
evildologs of both parties, and show them
up before the public, but nothing more,
except an occaslonal humorous ridiculing
of Mr. Mercler because he wae considered
a worthy reclplent of the decorations of
the Order of St Gregory, decorations
which the noblest statesmen of Europe are
proud to wear,

We have not heard, however, that elther
Mt Mercler or the Pope has slept uneasily,
or been hurt by the Mail's wittlclsme at
thelr experss; bat they pleased the Mail,
and probably the Equal Righters, to whom
that journal farnishes pabulum to suit
thelr taste, Anythlog to excite hatred
against the people of Quebecand Catholics
generally s quite the thing for their
palate ; so why ehould they not get it ?

Even after the dl:sslatlon of Parliament
wes announced, the Mail was remarkably
gentle towards both partles. Perhaps
there was no thought on ita part that one
or other slde would bid for the support of
the *lncorrupt and independent ” press,
which but a few years ago made so lavish
a use of crlsp hundred dollar bille in order
to turn a Laglelative minority Into a
mejority.

Once more the Mail Is fightlag for the
resuscliation of the bogus Equal Righta
party—Dbut it is mesting with woefully ill
saccess. In lts lssue of the 1S8th Inst. 1t
tells ue that “those who fancled that the
Equal Rights movement was dead, or,
what 1s synonymouns with death in the
minds of the machinlst, that it would have
no lufluence in the electlon, have found
themselves mistaken,”

It acknowledges that the address of the
Ejual Righters which was {s:ued a few
days ago has fallen flat upon the ears of
the patlic, or, to glve itsown words, “ has
met with a response not of course 30 warm
ns that which greeted the appeals of the
Committee when I(unal Rights waas the
only lssue before the couatry.”

Not so warm a reception as when the
practical adoption of the Equal Rights
platform brought ruin on the party of
Mr., Meredith! Coid comfort is this for
the Equal Righters' But the Mail is
quite a Mark Tapley. It finds reason
for jollity in the situation, It adds to
the above Jugubrious adinission that the
reception of the manifesto is * yet suffi.
ciently satisfactory.”

Well, after two years of aglitation,
and after tbreatening dire destructlion
agalnst the machines of both parties,
whera do the Equal Righters and Third
Party men comblnel find themeelves

now ! They have just succeeded In get-

tivg four persons to proclalm ttemselves

candidates for the Parllament of the
Domialon on thelr platform, and of these,
three are endeavoring to stesl s victory
under the patronage of one or other of
the political partles which erstwhile they
00 loudly denounced. Mr. Dslton Mc-
Carthy hes been nominated by the Con.
servative Convention of North Simcoe,
sad Col, W. E. O'Brlen by that of
Muskoka, while Mr. Mayor Tajlor of
London 1s locking for glory in East
Mtddiesex. Esst Durham fs the only
constituency in which an Equal Righter
has ventured to come forward ss a caudi:
date solely on the Equal Rights platform.

It is scarcely necessary for us to add
that it is & very different thing to be
a candidate for Parliamentary hooors,
snd to be elected. How sadly collapsed
must be the hopes of the fanatics since
the time the Mail was teeming with
letters from Bishop or General Superin-
tendent Carman and others denouncing
all the politicians, and frantically calling
upon the people of Canada to ‘' sweep
the board ” of them, because they would
not brand as scoundrels an illustrious
society of Canadian priests,

It 1s lnstructive to see the stralts to
which the Equal Righters are driven to
hide thelr miserable fallure to ralse the
demon of discord throughout the Domin-
fon. Liymbton was thought by them to
be s strorghold, but already thres2 of thelr
candidates have been Ignomliniously
beaten 1o that county. Oa the present
occaslon they asked the candidates of
both partles t) adopt thelr platform ia
return for thelr support, but the organ of
the Equsl Righters, that 1s to say, the Mail,
admits that *two or three gentlemen’
of the party met a few days ago in Wyom
ing to conslder the report of their delega.
tlon, which was to the effect that both
candidates refused to accept their con:
ditions, whereupon the “two or three”
resolved not to “ place candldates In the
field.” It is true that these two or three
persons, who seem to bave the manlpula
tlon of the whole party In theie havds,
call themselves *“ the New Paity " instead
of * Equal Righters,” but the two names
are subatantially synonymous.

In Eat Peterborough Mz, Douglas
Armor, of Toronto, was asked to accept
the nomination of the party — bnt he dis-
creetly declined, as he had not the neces-
sary time ; whereupon a similar declelon
was arrived at,

Tt is on such paltry reasons as these
that the Mail is now maintaining that
the Protestants of Canada should make
a solemn league against the Catholic
Church, deprive the Catholics of Ontario
of their natural right to give a religious
education to their children, and rob the
Jesuits, especially, of what belongs to
them in the Province of Quebec. It is
this that the Mail calls ** Equality and
Right” in the following precious extract

its issue of the 15th inst, :

“The Separate schools and the Jesuit
Estates Act are merely the particular
points at which modern soclety in Canada
happens to have come Into colliston with
the advancing forces of prlestly reaction.
Thoee forces are moving forward to their
last battle over the whole fisld, and it s
probable that everywhere the struggle
wlil be stern before they fiaally succamb,
As to Confederation, it wlll be safe enough
80 far as this question is concerned if ft
can eecure to us Kquality and Right: if it
cannot secure to us Equality end Right,
it ought not to be safe.”

It ts easy to see that the Muil's article
was written for the express purpose of
exciting etrife as a means of dlesolving
Confederation, and thus securing the
political destruction of Canada. e do
not belleve that the honest Protestants of
the Dominlon wlill lend themeselves to
this treasonable purpose.

Can we Canadlans of the nineteenth cen-
tury not agree to llve together in peace,
and let thecruel deeds which were prac-
ticed towards each other by both Catholies
and Protestants In the sixteenth and seven-
teenth centurles be burled ia the grave of
oblivion ?

INFALLIBILITY  OF THE
CHURCH AND THE POPE.

The Christian Guardian of Toronto has
been very much exorcised for some
tims past concerning the Catholic
doctrine of the infallibility of the Catho.
lic Church and of the Pope, and accord
ingly three articles have appeared in
its columns during the last three weeks,
professedly with the purpose of proving
that the Church of Carist is not and
cannot be infallible,

It is & prudent principle for the
writer of a learned dissertation to under-
stand fully the subject on which he
writes before attempting to make it
plain to others, Tae Guardian does not
seem to feel the necessity of this, for
the writer of the articles in question
shows by the way in which he mixes
up the instances on which he relies to
disprove the infallibility of the Catholic
Church and its head that he has no
conception of the meaning of infallibility
as it exists in tke Church,

Towards the beginning of the last
srticle on the eubject he quotes Dr.
Salmon as saying, “ Papal infallibility
reminds one of what Goldemith says
about the Vicar of Wakefield’s daughters.
They were allowed a guinea apiece for
pocket money, but they were never to
change or use this guinea, It was just
kept for the honor of the family.”

Concerning Dr, Gadsmith’s wit there
is no question, His Viecar of Wake.
field is an excellent piece of fiction, and
it will always keep its rank as one of the
masterpieces of the Eaglish language ;
but such a misapplication of his words to
throw ridicule on the etability of Chris
tian doctrine we are sure would fill the
Doctor with horror and indigonation,

Do Doetor Silmon and the editor of
the Guurdian mean to assert that the
proper use of Christian dootrine is to
change it at the whim of every Jack or
Joan? The reasoning of these theolo-
gians would justify all the vagaries of
George Fox and Johanna Southcote,
The guinea of pocket money may be
changed by its possessor, indeed, but it
canrot be changed into any but coin of
meaner value. But the Christian doc-
trine, as Carist revealed it, is the pure
gold, and the infallibility of the Church
is the guarantee that it will not be
changed, and that it has not been
changed during the lapse of centuries,

It is & groes inconsistency for any
Protestant to maintain, as the Guardian
does, that the infallibility of the Churcb,
or of the Pope, is * at variance with his-
tory, logic, Scripture, and common
sense,”

Wa presume it will be acknowledged
that logic is simply the art whereby our
inferences are confined to those which
common sense dictates, If, therefore,
the doctrine of infallibility be not op.
posed to common eense, it is not op
posed tologic. IL.atus, therefore, enquire
whether it be in accordance with com.
mon senge that God, having given a
revelation to man, should have appointed
a living infallible guide to decide con-
troversies in regard to His revelation.

All Protestants maintain that God
has given an infallible guide to the
knowledge of His law. That guide, they
say, is Holy Scripture, How is it more
consistent with common senee and logic
that there should be an infallible book
than that there should be a living in-
fallible guide able to direct us under all
circumstances! We may misinterpret
the book, and it will be conveniently
silent as regards correcting the miscon.
structions we put upon it ; but common
sanse teaches us that a living guide will
not b3 80 accommodationg as to let us go
on the path of error, If ws need an in.
fallible guideat al, 1t follows that we need
a living guide who will preserve us in the
right way; and from thoe very fact that
God has furnished us with a revelation
at all it follows that we should have a
supreme living authority to teach us the
trus meaning of His word,

If it were impossible for us to misin
terpret the Bible, we would not need a
living interpreter, but there are facts
enough to prove that either through
human perversity or weakness God’s
infallible word is frequently perverted,
We have therefore as much need for an
infallible interpreter as for the infallible
word itself, Atheists and icfidels uge
the very eame argamonts against Protes-
tants for belleving In the Bible which the
latter use agalnst Catholics for belleving
in the authorlty of the Church, and with
more force. Protestants are accustomed
to say that Oatholles submit blindly and
slavishly to the authority of the Church,
Infidels wliil tell you In tura that Protes.
tants submit blindly to the authority of
the dead, Thbus Bob Ingersoll eays, in his
“ Mlstakes of Mozes ;"

se1s0, thore Is another srticle expressing
regret at tho Latitudinazianlsm Into which
Protectantism 1s dilftleg. The occasion
for thls regret arlses out of the appolnt-
ment of Professor C, A Brlggs to the
Chalr of Biblieal Theology In the New
York Unlon Theologleal Semtoary.

Dz, Brigge {s eo Latitudinarian a3 to
teach that the Bible is ivspired only in
the eense in which we may eay that human
reason is loepired. This means that it s
not the Inepired word of God atall. The
Guardian regrets that this ls only the
begloning of the Latitudinarianiem which
ls sure to spread among the Protestant
clergy. It says: ¢ Uthers who embrace
these wrong vlews and live them out will
go much further from the faith.”

There 1a no doubt that the proguostica-
tlons of the Guardian on this subject are
correct. The Latitudinarlanism of Dr,
Brigge 1is sure to spread, just as “a little
leaven corrupteth the whole lump,” But
bow is this to be prevented if there be
not an Infalllble authority in the Chrls.
tlan Church to repress such teachings?
Protestantism 1s absolntely powerless in
the matter, for it disclaims infallibility in
its teachlng, acd preclaims the right of
each Individusl to interpret the Bible as
he pleases, Protestantism stultifies 1teelf
by condemning Dr, Briggs, for thereby it
nullifies its primary principle of private
judgment ; and 1t stultifies {teelf equally
by condoning his error, for thereby it
acknowledges that it ka3 not even the
assurance on which it always prided itself,
that it Is based upon the solld foundation
of falth in the infallible authority of Holy
Seripture.

The Cathoslic rule of falth, which teaches
us to belicve in the authorily of Holy
Scrlpture aud the unvarying trsditions of
the Church, and to {aterpret them in esc-
cordance with her constant teaching, is
alone based upon loglc and common
sense,

But the Guardian maintalns that the
Cathollc rule of fatth s contrary to history
and Scripture. We will, therefore, say a
fow words on these two poinis before clos-
ing this article.

The infalllbllity of the Catholic Church
has reference only to what she actually
teaches in regard to falth and morals,
Hence the Guardian bas no right to call
upon us to defend what she never taught,
Hence, though a Cathollc theologlan may
be a very respectable authority, we do rot
pretend that his propositions are i fallible,
unless they have been positively pro-
pounded or adopted by the Ohurch,

In Itke manner the lofallibllity of the
Pope 1s a doctrine of the Church only as
regards matters of faith and morals, and
even then, only when he teaches the
Church as {ts supreme head, He s not
fafallible, therefore, when he propound:a
merely ecientific or historical oplnion, nor
even when as a private doctor he glves his
opinion on a theologlcal question.

These conelderatlons show the abaurd.
itfes Into which the Guardian falls when
it cltes such an example as that of Gallleo
to prove the Cathollc doctrine of {nfalll-
bility to be on error agalnst hlstory,
Teere was never a pronouncement of the
Ciaurch on Gallleo’s scientific opinions,
Gallleo maintained the Oopernican theory,
when {t wa3 only a theory, and he might
have maintalned it freely if he had not
Insisted on making it a theological dogma.
This he was properly probibited from
doing ; but s he perslsted in bis course,
and betldes wrote abualvely concerning
the Pops, ;who was practically his sover-
eign, he was made nominally a prisoner
in most comfortable quarters, under the
Pope’s clvil jarlsdletlon, Thls i3 the
whole foundation for the exaggerated
storles which have been related of (Gallleo’s
hareh treatment, The Pope’s infall bility
has not the remotest connectlon with
Galileo’s case.

The approval of the edition of the
Latin Vulgate {esued under Pope Slxtus
VI, Is another questlon on which the
Guardian malntains that the Pope erred,
Tals is one of the Popes who has had the
good or Il fortane to be grossly belled by
so-called historlans, The Vulgats has
been used in the Catholls Church elnce the
first century,but in the time of St, Jerome,
in the fourth century, the translation was
somewhat fmproved by that great doctor.
This edition of Holy Scripture was form-.
ally approved as authentic by the Csuneil
of Trent, and was lssued by Sixtus VI,,
but he did not define that the printers
wou!d publish It without mistakes, The
Vulgate In use by the Church to this day
fs the same verslon, and it bears the

approval of Pope Slxtus VI, Its excel-
lence has been recogn'zad even by the
recont Protestant revisers, who have
returned to the Vulgate reading in
many places which were corrupted pur.
posely by Kiog James I. of Eagland and
his translaters; but, unfortunately, the
revisors left many of these errors ua.
changed, and to this day the Protestants
have only a corrupt version of the Bibla,
Thie has been proved in detail, but it {s
unnecossary for us to enter into these
detalls here. The fact is lcknowleddgod by
learned Pzotestants, and cannot be denled.

THE TRUTH OF THE NEW

TESTAMENT.

Itis not a frequent ocourrence that
the writers of even contemporary history
have seen the events which they narrate,
yet if such history be written by authors
who are thoroughly trustwortby, und
who have taken pains to ascertain the
truth, their testimony is very properly
most highly esteemed, because toey have
opportunities which others bave not, of
ascertaining the truth of what they re.
Iate, It is true that contemporary hie.
torians are ,frequently led into errors of
detail owing to erroneous information
received, and that sometimes even
through prejudice or design they give
distorted accounts of events which have
occurred, But even in such cases the
truth may be arrived at by comparing
the narratives of differentwriters, and
accepting the salient points on which
there is agreement, However, when the
historian has been also an eye-witness to
the facts, when he bas been the com-
panion and confidant of the person whose
acts he recorde, if he has had a share in
those acts, it would be a strong reason
why we should credit him, and we would
be disposed to do so even if he were the
only witness, unless we had strong and
solid proofs that he were a deceiver,

We place great relisnce on the hie-
tory which Josephus has giver us of the
Jews, because we are convinced of his
honesty, and we know that he had access
10 monuments and records which are
nol wow in existence, to many of which
he refersa by pame as bis means of in.
formaticn, Bu! when he relates the
events of his own time, credit 13 still
more readily accorded to him,’and most
readily when the events are such that
he must have known of them personelly,
as his account of the seige and capture
of Jerusalem,

X:nophon’s remarkabls history of the
retreat of the ten thouneand Grecks and
Jallus Cewsar’s Commentarles on the Wars
with the Gauls and Beltons are also
credited without hesitation, bezanze theee
wrlters relate thelr own actlons with such
appearance of elacerlty that we cannot
suspect them cof a des'gn to deceive, while
on the other haud they could not be dee
celved 1n rsgard to events in which they
were themselves the most promlinent
figures.

Applying these princlples to the ac-
counts given by the four Evangelists and
the Apostles who wrote the historles of
Christ and of the establlshment of the
Christian religlon, we have much more
reason for impliclit rellance, ~on AN

We have in the New Testament
twenty-seven books which were written
by eight authors, of whom five were
eye-witnesses of Christ’s life and miracles,
concerning which, for the most part,
their writings treat. Sis, Mark and
Luke, who treat on the same subjact,
though not eye witnesses, were contem.
poraneous to the events which they
deecribs, and there is every evidence
that they tell with fidelity what they
have learned of these evenis alter
haviog taken great pains to learn the
truth regarding them,

St. Paul was not an eye.witness to the
life of Chrlst, but In his fourteen evistles
he makes frequent references to the events
whbich are recorded by the other seven
Apostles or Evangellsts, and his references
are made as to facts which ara otherwise
already Well known to those to whom his
eplatles are addressed, He frequently
speaks also of the efforts made by himaself
and other apostles ;and dleciples of our
Lord to propagate the Gospe!. From the
pen of St. Luke we have not only his
Goepel, which is the history of Chrlst'’s
actlong, but in the Acta of the'Apostles we
have a history of the establlshment of the
Church In varlous citles and couatries by
S's, Peter, Paul, and other Apostles and
disclples, In 8t. John's Apocalypse aud
three Eplstles there are many direct acd
Incidental references to the same events.

We have ln all thls the united testi-
mony of many historfans, most of whom
were present at the evemts which they
deeceibe, the rest belng contemporaneous
with them, sand evidently well {nformed
on the subj:cts of which they treat, What
St John says in his first eplstie might he
equally sald by most of the others:

“That which was from the beglnning,
which we have heard, which we have seen
with our eyes, which we bave looked
upon, and our hand have handled ., , ,
which bath appeared to us: that which
we havo seen snd have heard, we declare
unto you.” (1,8t Johni.)

The other witnesses could say with St,
Lake :

** According as they have dellvered them
unto us, who from the beglnning were
eye-wltnesaes, and minlsters of the word, it
seemed good to me also, having diltgently
attained to all things from the begluning,
to write to thee In order, most excellent
Theophtlus, that thou mayst know the
verity of those words In which thon hast
been {nstructed.”

Botween these writers there is a most
complete harmony, proving that all are
competent to speak of and describe the
events : yet there ls just that diversity
which would bs expected from Inde-
pendent witnesses to the same facts, show-
log that no one has copled from the other,
but that all have recalved thelr knowledge
elther from personal observation, or from

diff erent cources,

11 these writers related their speculat.
ive opinions only, it would be possible
to assert that they might bave been
deceived, But it is on the facts, the
miraculous facts of the New Testament,
that we rest the testimony of God to
the truth of Christianity, These were
public facts which were performed
openly and witnessed by hundreds, even
thousande, so that every one could
readily find out their truth,

The writers could not have been de-
celved concernlog sauch facts, nelther
could they have decelved others even if
they had wished to do so. If we receive
80 reudlly the truths of history which are
related by out few witneseer, We caunot
refuse to acknowledge theee facts related
by so many competent witnesses, whose
slncerity is proved in & manner in which
ouly seldom has the veracity of witnesses
been tested, namely, by thelr readiness to
s ffer the most cruel tortures, and death
{teelf, in teetimony to the truth of taeir
statements ; and thelr truth establishes
that Chelstianity s divine, since the power
of God would not be exerted to attest an
impostare

The pecple of Ontarlo, Protestant as well
as Catholle, deserve all credit for the cold
contempt with which they have regarded
the efforts of fanaticlem to exclte religlous
and sectlonal disturbances,

THE CRISIS IN IRELAND,

From the very outeet of the scandalous
proceedings of the divorce court we
maintsined that Mr, Parnéll had an
sgreeable surprise in waiting for his
iriends and admirere, aud that, as from
tbe Pigot Forgery Commission he
emerged triumphant, go in this sad case
he would aleo choose his own time for
the rehabilitation of his name snd
character, We had reason to suppose
that he entertained so much regard for
the delicate position and the exalted
aignity of the Archbishop of Dublin,
who was always bis friend, that he
would go to him privately and establish
his innocence of the crime imputed to
him, and on account of which he suffered
in reputation before the world, But
Mr, Parnell has not seen his way to any
attempt at a justification of bimseif
before a personage of such mighty in.
fluence as Archbishop Walsh exercises
over the clergy and people of Ireland,
Nor has he sought to bring about a
reconcilistion with the Archbishop of
Cashel, who, with the Archbishop of
Dublin, has earned, by his patrotism,
the confidence, the rcspect and the
loyal attachment of all Irishmen, both
at home and abroad,

Far from undertaking what we, in our
admiration of Mr. Parnell’s antecedents,
supposed he would do, he has, through
the columns of his organ, the Dublin
Freeman, insulted the Archbishop of Dub-
lin and stirred up the anger and indigna-
tion of the whole Irish episcopate. In
reply to a remonstrance of Archbishop
Walsh, the Freeman's Journal declared
that it was not the business or office of a
Bichop to interfere in politics, and that
the Archbishop should not forget the
able articles that appeared in that paper
advocating his appointment to the Arch-
iepiscopol Ses of Dublin; hinting, in
fact, that Archbishop Walah was under a
deep debt of gratitude to the /'reeman’s
Journal for his nomination by the Holy
See to the position he held in Dublin,
and that he should be careful how he
acted towards that paper and its protege,
Mr, Parnell, Archbishop Logus, of
Armagh, who is Primate of all Ireland,
in a pastoral letter, denounces this lan:
guage of the Freeman's Journal as border.
ing on paganism, and says that it was a
blessing for the Church ard for Ireland
thatthe editorials of the Freeman's Journal
never reached the Holy Sse. The
idea of a mnewspaper article influ-
encing the court of the Sacred Pro.
paganda, or the Pope, in the appoint:
ment of Bishops or Archbishops
is altogether tao preposterous, The ex-
pression of euch an absurd idea must

bave originated with soma writer totally
ignorant of the epirit and motives of
the Holy Sze in 1is direction of ecclesi-
astical affaira, Either Mr, Parnell, who
is professediy m Protestant, or seme one
es woefully unscquainted with canon
law and Church diecipline as himself,
was the author of such ignorant and
insulting comments on the action of
Archbishop Walsh, The Freeman's Jour
nal, under control of the late lamented
O Dwyer Gray, its former proprieter,
would have never sllowed its columns
to be sullied with such anti Catholic and
disrespectful allueions to an eminent pre.
late who is as great and enlightened an
Archbishop as he is a tried aud ardent
lover of bis country,

In all countries, whether in Ireland or
elsewhere, the Church is, and must be,
what she has always professed to be,
viz, the divinely commissioned teacher
and guardian of the natural and the re.
vealed law. Whatever authority is
claimed by the Church in the temporal
order is merely the assertion that she
rapresents God's eovereignity over men
in general, a-d all wust admit that
stalesmen and politiciana are as emen-
able to the law of God, and therefore to
the Caurch’s discipline, as other men,
If the prines or the leader, to whom the
pecple look up for guidance, violate the
natural law or give public scandzl, there
is no reason why the Caurch ehould hesi-
tale to denounce and punich the
offender, Statesmen and princes hold
their power from (iod, and are subject to
His law ; and it 18 only because their
authority comes from God that they have
acy right to enact laws or that their subt
jects feel bound 10 conscience to obey
them,

“Let every soul be subject to the
higher powers ; for theraia no power but
frem God; and those that are are ordained
of Gyd, Thaerefors he that resisteth ihe
power resisioeth the ordingnce of God.”

When polliles ers 8o much ellizd to
questions of religlon, of charlty and of
educatlon, it betrays both ignorance aad
folly on the part of the Frezman's Journal
of Dablin to malntaln that the Blsbops of
Ireland should not interfere In politics
When were politleal measures ia Ireland
ever dlszevered fcom questions of morallty,
of education, of proselytisem, or of pubiic
charlties 1 Andin the agltation and settle-
ment of all such guestlons is it not the
right and the duty of Blshops to lnterfere {
In questions of morality the Irlsh hler-
archy and clergy as well as the great mass
of the people are deeply concerned. Ire.
land, 8o far In history, has borne the
palm of virglnity, The chastity of her
danghters aud the fidellty of her people
to thelr marrlage vows are themes
of universal admiration. The dlvorce
court will never be established in Ireland,
The judge of such a court in Ireland
would have an easy time ; his position
would be a slnecure. From year’s end to
year’s end he would have no case to settle,
The priest in Ireland 1s competent to
arrapge and accommodate all matters of
dlspute between husbacd and wife,

What, thep, if such an unbellever in
marital vowe as Mr. Parnell were to be.
come klog In reslity, as he bas been the
uncrowned king of Ireland ? What if he
had the making of her laws ? Can the
Dabltn Freeman's Journal say that in ques-
tions of this nature the Bishops of Irelavd
should not meddle in politica? Did nct
Pope Leo X, meddle In politics when be
refused to sanctlon the divorce of Henry
VIIL ? Dld not Gregory VIL {ntezfere in
polltics when he condemned the flagitions
conduct ¢f Henry 1V,, Emperor of Ger.
many, for crimes simiiar to those of Henry
VIIL, and when he brought that prince to
Canossa—and kept him shivering with cold
and hunger at his door for three days be-
fore he would gilve bim absolution?

The Emperor Theodosius was met at
the porch of the Oathedral of Milan, and
told by the Archbishop not to dare enter
God's temple and mingle with God’s
people until he had done penance for
the slaughter of Thessalonica. When
the Emperor instanced David as a
sinner, 88 people now instance cther
politicians, St. Ambrose said : “ You have
imitated David in bis ein; go then and
imitate him in doing penance.,” Aund the
Emperor obeyed. All hiatory has ap-
plauded both the iatrepidity of the
Bishop snd the Christian humility of
Theodosius the Great. And this, not.
withstanding that a Catholic Bishop
was interfering in politics! The
men whe are ftruly despots and
tyrants are those who set at defi.
auce the laws of God and the auth-
ority of the Church, Who would be
left to protect the people and eafeguard
the usages and institutions of Christian
states if the Churchk’s authority were
ignored and her Bishops set aside by
princes or politicians who have. no regard
for public decency or individual liberty ?
True liberty consists in obeying no law
but the law of God ; and the rulers or
statesmen who force their subjects,
either by their own example or by legia.
lative enactments, to disregard the
Divine law, are the real tyrants of the
world,

It was perfently true, then, for the
Primate of Ireland to maintain that the
Freeman’s Journal, in excluding the Arch.
bishop of Dublin from any say or direc-

tion in politics, is guilty of an act that
savours of paganism,

Thoe cablegrams of last week brought us
the news that Mr, Parnell, disregarding
the advice of {riends, waa about to take
the field egainet the Bishops of Ireland,
and that he is determined toignore their
authority and appeal to the Irieh people
{0 eustzin him sgainst all and every mao.
date that may be issued against him and
those who support him, We can ecarcely
belisve that the ex-leader will commit
himaself and hig future to such folly. It
would be the greatest calamity that ever
befel Ireiand did ber people, who have
been for centuries sacriticing liberty and
goods and life for God’s Church, at last
turn & deaf ear to her voice of warning
and command, It would be the heaviest
biow ever struck at the vitality and
manhood of Ireland did a public erim-
inal, no matter how great otherwise, guc.
ceed 1n seducing the nation from ite
allegiance and historic attachment to
Carist’s Vicar on earth and His represen.
tatives, the faithful priests and Bisheps,
whbo never had other interests to sub-
serve but the honor and the welfare of
the people committed to their charge,

We have every resson to be convinced,
however, that the people of Ireland will
remaln true to themeelves and thelr
traditlons, end that Me, Parnell, on
mature reflection, will abandon the idea
ot a campaign that would be fraught with
incalculable mischief and that could end
only in discomfiture of his project aad
in shame and ruin to himself,

INDULGENCES.

The pricsts of this diocese have re-
ceived a copy of an Iadult, in virtue of
which many Indulgencea sy be ob.
tained, As the knowledge of :uch may
be advantageous {o all who are piously
inclined, or who at this season of Lent
make unusual efforts to correct their
evil habits and square their consciences
with God's law, we considered that a
translation into Eaglizh of the different
ciauzses of the Indult would prove of
general utility to our Catholic sub-
geribers, In order to gain an Iadul
gence the intention of the subject is,
of necessity, aud must be, formed in
the mind of each who undertake any
duty to wkich an Indulgenceis attached,
Many acts of piety are performed by
persons who, otherwise well disposed,
are ignorant or forgatful of the priv-
ileges obtainable by such acts, For
their benefit we append the following
tranelation of the Pontifical Indult :
Indulgences which the Sovereign Pontiff,

or some one by him Dolegated, Im-
parts to the Faitaful, in the blessing
of Orosses, Rosariea Crucifixes, Small
Statues and Medals, which must be on
them or in their Possession, may
be Gained by the Performance of the

woerks of piety as herein atter men-
tioned :

His Holiness desires particularly to
warn the faithful of both sexes that, to
gain the Indulgences attached to the
blessing of such medals, crosses, ete.,
they are required, as s necessary coa-.
dition, to wear such on theijr persons, or
keep them in their possession. Also
that every one is bound to recite the pray
ers and acts of devotion as hereinafter
mentioned, as & requisite condition for
gaining the Indulgences while wearing the
cross, medal, etc,, whichshould be kept
if not on the person, at least in the room
or some decent apartment of the domi.
cile, and before which the prayers proper
to each should be recited. From bleas.
ings of this nature His Holiness rejects
images or pictures, also crosses, cruci.
fixes, madals and small statues that are
mado of tin, lead or other fragile mat.
terial, easy to be destroyed or mutilated.
His Holiness wishes that the statues and
images to be blessed should represent
saints already canonized, or whose
names are found in the R >man martyrol-
ogy.

With these explanatory remarks we
submit a list of the Indulgences that may
be obtained, with a catalogue of the acts
of piety and devotion to which they are
attached :

Whosoever shall reclte once in every
week the Rosary of Jesus or the Rosary
of the Blessed Virgln and a third part of
it (fiva decades) or shall aay
the Breviary, or tha Little Office
of the Blessed Virgin, or of the Daad,
or the Gradual or Seven Pealtential
Psalms, or shall teach catechlam, or visit
thoee dataloed in prison, or thaslek in the
hespitals, or rolieve the poor, or hear
Mass, or, i a priest, colebrate M:ss, if
truly penitent and baving confessed
to an aunthorized prlest, shall receive
Holy Communion ou any of the
followleg dsys, viz, Oa Christmas
day, the Epipbany, Easter Sanday,
Ascensinn Day, Pentecost, Trlnlty Sunday,
Qorpue Christ], elso oun the feast of
the Purification, the Aununclation, the
Assumption, Nativity and Conception of
tha Blessed Virgin Mary or ths Nasivity
of St. Jobhn the Baptlst, of the holy
Apostles Salats Peter and Paul, of St
Andrew, St. James, Si. Johu, Thomaes,
Phillp, James, Bartholemew, Matthew,
Simon, Jada snd Mathias, of St. Joseph,
Spouse of the Blessed Virgln Mary, and of
All Salots, aud shall offer plous prayers
for the extirpation of schlsm and heresy,
for the propagation of the Oatholle faith,
for concord and poace among Chrlstian
princes, and for other neccesities of the
Cathollc Church, may obtaln a Plenary
Indalgence on every ome of the above
mentioned feest days.

Whosoever shall perform the same

| Blessed Lord, shall acquirs the same In-

our Blessed Lord and of the Blessed
Virgin Mary may obtaia on each oces
sion an Indulgence of seven years
and as many quarantines ; hut upon any
Sunday or feast day of the year an
Induigenes of five yeare snd a3 wany
quarantioes; or upoa sny other day in
the year an Iadulgeuce of one hundred
dave may be gained,

Whosoever is in the habhil of resiting,
at leust once in the week, the Rosary or
oftice of the Blecsed Virgin M ary, or of
the Daad, orof saying Vospers, or one
at least of the Nocturne, or Lauds, or
tne Seven Penitential salms, with tha
litaniea and prayers attached, may gain
an ladulgence of one hundred days on
whatever doy these devotional exercises
are performed,

Whosoever shall piously recommend
his soul to God at the hour of death, uud
is disposed to accept such death from
the kand of God with perfect resigna-
tion, and who, being truly pepitent, has
confessed and received holy Communion,
and with contrite heart shall, if able, have
invoked the nume of Jesus with his lips,
aud, if not able, at least in his heart, shall
obtain & Plenary Indulgence.

Whosoever ghall make a devout pre
paration before the celebration of Mass,
or the reception of holy Communion, or
before the recitation of the Divine Office
or of the l.'tie Office of the Blessed
Virgin Mary, shall obiain an Indulgence
of fifty days for every such preparation,

They who visit the sick in hospitals, or
those detained in prison, and assist them
with some work of piety, or wao give
ingtructions in the Cariatian religion, or
teach catechism in the church or m their
houses to their children, their servants,
or relatives, may gain an [ndulgence of
two hundred days,

Whosoever, at the ringing of the
church bell, at raorning, nocn and even-
iog, ehall recite tne Angelus Domini. orp
not knowing it, sbsall say the Lord's
Prayer and Hail Mary, or who, st the
signal given, after nigatfall, of praying
for the dead, shali recite the Do Profundis,
or, not knowing it, shall say the Lord’s
Prayer and Hail Mary, shail on each
oceasion oblain an Iudulgencs of one
hundred days,

The same Indulgence may beobtained
by those who, on Friday, maks some
pious reflactions on the Passion and
Deauth of our Lord Jesus Christ, and say
turee times the Lord's Prayer and Hail
Mary.

Waosoever shall truly repent of his
past sing and firmly resolve to amend
his life, by eaving devoutly the Lord’s
Prayer and Hail Mary three times in
honor of the most Biessed Trinity, or five
times in honor of the five wounds of our

duigence of one hundred days.

All and each of these Indulgences may
be obtained on the days above men-
tioned, or may be applied by way of
suftrage to the souls ot the faithful de
parted,

Hls Hollneas, moreover, declares that
the grantlng of ths above mentloned
Indulgences in no way derogates from the
Indulgences which other S)versiga
Poatiffs bave granted already for eome of
the works of plety heretofore as above
enumerated, it belog hls wish that the
same concesslons of his predecessors should
remala in force.

Our Holy IKaither directs that, when
glving madals, crosses aund rosarles of
tbls klod, the decree of Alexander VII.
ba observed, which was promulgated on
the G:h Fabruary, 1675, viz, : That when
crosaes, rosarlee, etc,, are blessed as ahove,
the Iadnlgencas cannot pass bsyoad the
persons to whom they were granted, or
to whom the objacts wers In the fizst
ipstance disteibated, aad that If any of
tho afresald were lost or destroyed they
cannot bo replaced by any other objects,
whatever grant or privilega may exlst to
the contrary notwlthstanding, Nelther
can they be loaned nor glven to others to
pray oun for a transmiscion of the
Indulgences, otherwise they lose the In-.
dulgence’ already grauted.

Besides it shou!d be horne In mind that
all the above mentloned objects cannot
be sold once they have recelved the
Pontlfical blesslag, sccording to the terms
of a decree of the Sicred Congregation of
Indulgances and Roaifcs passed aad promul.
gated on the 5ib day of Jane, 1721,

It isslated, on what appears to be good
autbority, that the Archhishops and
Bishops of the Province of ()iebec,
together with His Grace the Archbishop
of Ottaws, intend to issue a joint pastoral
lotter to the electors of their dioceses,
urging them to support ouly euch can.
didates for Parliament as will agres to
do justice to the Catholic minority of
Manitoba on the school question, by
insisting on the disallowances of the
School Act paseed at last year’s session
of the Manitoba Logislature,

It does mot eurprise us to find that
the anti.Catholic press should stigma.
tiza this a3 an undue interference by the
Iipiscopate in politics, but as the undue
interference is on the side of those who
would deprive the minority of the edu.
cational rights they have hitaerto en-
joyed, we maiatain that the action of
the z2alous prelates is quite justifiable
under the existing critical circum-
stances,

Thoe papers we have referred to have
not one word to say in condemnation of
the Ministerial Associations and Synods
which have every year appealed to their
co.religionists againat Catholic educa
tion, while advooating at the same time

furnish religious education; but we de-
mana the fallest liberty to educate our
children in ull things necessary to make
them good citizons, We maintain that
the 1mpartiog of religious education is
the thing which above all others will
have this result, and it is for this reason
that we protest sgainst all effarts to re
strain our liberly on this subject. Wo
do not demsand that the State should
make any apportionment for the teach.
ing of religion, but we maintain that the
fact of our teaching rebgion in our
schools should not bo made a pretext
for the witadrawal of such apportion.
ment as the State may deem itself bound
to make for the s2cuiar education waich
is given in the Cataolie religious schools,
as well as 1t can be taught in purely
secular schoola,

Tha money which the State apportions
for education is the money of the peopls,
whaatever their religion may be, If the
State, therefore, obligns Catholics to con-
tribute towards the non religious educa-
tion of Protestants or Lafiiels, it should
equally oblige the latter to contnbute
towards the raligious edacation of Cath.
olies, A fuir dstribution of echool
raonies ig all we ask, and there is no in-
justice in such a demand, nor is there
any injury to Protestautism implied in it,

The Manitoba scaoo! law of 1800 is
mozt undoubtedly an iniquiious measure,
and it i8 the duty of all Catholics in the
Dominion tostaud by their co-religionists
of the West in insisting that they should
not be doubly taxed for education,

Much is said concerning our supposed
inconsistency in formerly demandirg
that the Jesuits Eitates Act of Quebec
should be permitted to become law,
bzeavse the Legislature of that Province
was within its powers in passing that
Act, and we are acked, why should not
the provincial rights or powers of Mani.
toba be reepected us well as those of
Quebec ?

We answer that the Jesuit Estates Act
inflicted no injustice on any one. There
would have been no injustice if the $400 .
000 paid for Catholic education had not
been accompanied by the payment of a
proper proportion for Protestaut educa-
tion ; for the payment to the Dishops
and the Jesuits was made for the pur.
pose of cancelling at least an equitable
even if not a legal claim, But when, at
the same time, a proportionate payment
was made for Protestant education, it
lost its character of being merely the
cancellation of a just claim, and tock
the form of an ordinary grant for educa
tional purposes, which was certaicly a
matter quite within the competence of
the Legislature, and the opposition to
the measure was avowedly based on the
slarders issued against the Jesuits during
the last three hundred years, [t would
have been a moet unjustifiable insult to
the whole Catholic body and to an
illustrious order of priests if the Gov
ernment had yielded to the fanaticism
which then demanded dieallowance,

The Manitoba School Law is an act of
altogether diff srent character, It luflicte
a positlve Injustice by practically closing
the Catholle sctiools, 28 far ae their legal
status fs concerned, It tells the CUatholics
of that Provinee that If they wish to con-
tinue to glve thelr chiidren a reliylous
educstion they must do #o &t double
cost,

The protection of the Cathulics, though

Theea words, desrly beloved, enggest
tbat in our ministry of helpfulness to you
we brirg to your conelderation the his
tory, the mystery and the observance of
tbe holy teston of Lent. St Lso the
Great, when ernounciog * the moet sacred
end cbief fast,”’ conld not find more ap-
propriate words then those of the Apostle
{n whem Cbrlst Himeelf epoke) which
have juet been resd : “ Bebcld ! cow la
the acceptable time ; behold ! now ls the
dsy ci eslvation”” The reasom he
aeelgos  for desigpatiog the Lenten
fast sa the acceptable time, s bricfly,
becemee (st the apprcach of the
sppiversary of the day of our Redemp-
tion) we should devote oureelves ta every
gocd work in order to celebrato with
purity of body and mind the incompar-
able mystery of our Lord’s Paseion. It
is, of course, true, that we should be at
all times in the eyes of God, the same &8
we are bound to be at the Easter solemn

ity and freedom from sin ; gradually if
Jeft to ourselves we relax our austerities ;
we ure pre-occupied with temporai
efisirs; the worid’s duet will clog our
hesrts even though we be virtucus,
Therefore our Lord has providentially
given us thece forty dayr, whaso holy
exercises akould be s remedy whereby
10 regrin our purity of esoul, The kis

tory of the Lenten fast, then, goes bock
to the very begipnings of Christianity
Our Blessed Lord Himself gave the ex

smple but made no precept, otherwise
there could be no dispensation in the
rigorous observance of the faet. The
Apoatles prescribad that the solemnity
of Eaeter should be preceded by the
univereal fast. Thoughat first there was
no uriformity in the manoer of its obeerv-
ance, yet the fest alweys consisted of
forty days, a pcriod consecrated by the
fgat of Our Blessed Lord mentioned in
the Gospel ot the fi;st Sunday of Lent.
The fact that in most languages the
pame of this fast cxpresses ita durafion
(Quadragesims, Quadragesimale, Careme,
forty deys,) shows the universality of the
practice ; while our own Englisn words
* Lent " which signities merely “ Spring,”’
erd ¢ Lenten Fast,” the * Spriog Fest,”
<hows the identily of purpose—namely to
prepare for Easier which occurs always
o the Spring, It may be for your in.
struction 1o note that as the Greeks
never fast on Saturdaye, their Lent
begins on the Monday preceding our
Sexagesima Sunday in order to complete
the foity days, For a similer rcason in
the Latin Church the four days from Ash
Wedreeday to the first Sunday in Lent
were added, ss up to the sixth century,
she Lating fasted only thirty-six days in
1he eix weeks in Lent, the Church never
allowing Sundays to be kept as fast days.
‘The fact that the liturgical Lent begins
only on the Sunday atier Ash Wednes.
dey accounts for the other fact that the
Easter precept of Communion cannot be
tultilled before what is known as the first
Sacday in Len!,

Jhe Listory ot Jent furnishes ns with
ar ipstructive commentary upen the
weekness of human nature on one band,
erd the loving eollcltude of the Church
npon the other. The regulations which
are 1eed to yon annually cn each recurring
Quinqusgesima eeem dry end formal but
io reality they sro rich In instruction snd
srofcund in philosophy. For they begin
alweys with an express statement of the
iaw of fastipg ; and then follows & long
I8t of exemptions tegetber with a serles of
genersl diepensatiovs, Theie embody the
bletory of Lent. They show the coldness
of Chiistian chirity es surely as the froe
tracloge on the window pane are evildence
of the winter cbill. They indicate conces-
slons made to human weaknaas, as the
brililant parasites of the troplcal forests
‘pdicate the morbid richness of the sofl.

They teach two profound traths—that
man s grow!ng phyeically and morally
weeker and that the Charch, a tender
mother, 18 alwaye seekiug to eave man
even in spite of hlmself. The essential
pricelple of Lent regards not alove the
quantliyy and the quality of our food
duting the holy season, but also the time
at which that foud fa to bs taken. The
mutations In the discipline of the Church
with reference to these three conditions
are ipstructive, In the begloning fast
wias broken only after sunset, The fervor
of the early Chrletlans aud the strength
thelr pure and elmple lives secured for
them smidst the corruptiors of a seneual
pagen world enabled them to maintain
thls severe diecipline even beneath the
frigld ekies and amld the plercing winds
and deuse, dull, fogs of northern Europe
unt!l the eixth cemtury. Then with
the new civilization came the first
relaxation, Asmen grew more refined,
they physically grew weaker, The
custom sprang up of breaking fast at
the hour of None, 3 p. M, This came
to be recognized by the Church and
was tolerated by general dispensation,
Then the time of the daily meal (for the
easence of fasting consists in taking only
one meal) was advanced by custom
again until midday became the recog.
nized time for breaking fast.  St.
Thomas and Alexander Hales who had
explicitly taught the lawlulness of break-
ing fast at 3 P, M enceavored with all
their might to stop this innovation, but
in vain. It became general. With this
came another relaxation. People ate
at midday because they were urcable or
unwilling to fast from evening to even
ing, the full day; but they were also
utable to fast from noon to noon, and

Lent as st any other time, only s little
more quietly. It is not, bowever, with
theee fashionable people, who pretend
to keep Lent only because there is a
certain cachet of distinotion about it, we
are d st present, The practical
queations forced upon us are: How
shall our children spend the Lenten
season ! What amusements shall be
permitted 1

As thinge are, we can not keep them in
sack cloth and astes for forty days, any
more than we can keep the * black fast ”
ourselves as it used to be kept. The
OChurch does mot require elther of these
things, At the same time we can not
yleld to what secms to be the pressure of
circumstancee, and allow the world to
crowd into the lives of our children as
ususl, exceptlog only Holy Week. And

And the argument
fs unanswerable, put thls way, It s,
not & moral ein. Navertheles, it is
out of keeplog with exteiior sympathy
with the spirit of the mourning bride of
Christ ; and Catholics show a heartless
ness acd a lack of love for their
mother the Church if they are not in
sympalhy with her at such a time.
The dancing party ought to be out of
thought in Lant—tbat season of penance
and prayer,—and assemblies for amuse
ment ought to be avoided as indecorous.
Gay songs at a funeral are as congruous
a8 even the must carefully conducted
assemblies in Lent,

The recreations for Lent should be
home recreations, Then is the time for
quiet talks, for reading in common,
There is wo nced to keep the piano
closed, no need to make the Lenten
tims so gloomy that the young people
will learn to abbor the holy season.
Bat, at the same time, the recollection
of tho eeason ehould permeate every
recreation, If thero is any amusement
in anticipation not of the soberest
kind—a gathering of any kind, — Jet it
be kept untii Lic’are Sunday, when a
faint glenm of Easter sunshine pierces
tne purple gloom. But before and afier
tbis vime let the recreatlons be confined
to the home circles. Muele, reading, con-
versation, even & quiet ard harmless
gome of whist or eucihre, caa not be for-
bidden. It would be fol y to expact our
youny friends to #it with folded hands
evesiug after evenlug, or to read even
such an eugaglog writer es Father Faber
durlog &ll the lelsure hours of the forty
days.

To appear at a public place in a fine
toilet, toatiecd a festal dinner, to fill one’s
house with music and lights and laughter,
is repuganant to Catholic teaching aud fa-
gtincts, DBat the Church is always tender
to her children ; all ehe aeke is that their
recrestlons during Lent shall partake of
the recollection of the time, and that they
shall not flaunt the robe of Herodias in
the face of St. John the Baptls:.

TRAINING.,

“THE BE3T OF ALL BCHOOLS.”

Cardinal Gibbons preached at the
Baltimore Caihedral 1ast Sunday morn-
ing upon “ The Importance of Home
Instruction of Children by Mothers.”
In the course of his remarks he said :—
“There are many modern * Racheln’
weepiog for their children, mothers who
connive at their children’s downfall by
indulging their caprices and desiree,
An imperative obligation rests upon you,
mothers, of iustructing your cbildren
in Christian principles at home,

“The best of all schools is the home,
the oldest, the best, most sacred and
most influential. Noschool can supplant
it. The forming of the chlld’s character
begins at the mother’s knee, The mind
of & child ls llke sofi wsx, and is then
euscaptible of impressions the mast lasting
Childrea often understand better than
older persons suppose they do, For this
reason mothers are beet suited to be their
netructors i+ the order of nature the
mother is the first to glve nourlshment
to the child uunlees superseded in this
daty by modern appliances, Tha God of
natare bas {n like manner ordslned that
the mother should give spirltual noarish-
mect to the chiid,

“T'o the child the mother is more !n-
fallible than & Pope. She is its gulde,
philosopher and friend, She sees ail {ts
movements, follows its steps, aad can
improve every opportunity to imprese ita
mind. I could give a long catalogae of
{llaetrious and noble characters who were
especlally profited by the iunstruction,
ploty and prayers of thelr mothers. St
Augustine, St. Louls, our own Washing-
ton, Judge Gaston and a long line of
others might be mentioned. We admire
the beautiful works of art, which are the
eminations of human geuniues, but the
mother’s part in mouldlug the immortal
character of the child is bigher than the
artlst’s,. She can make the home the
sanctuary of domestlc joy, of good breed
ing, of ecbrlety, not of discord, of
boleterous worde, crimination and recrim-
ination.

*‘ Have prayers in the hounsebold c'rcle
nightly, Ido not say morning prayers
also, becauss that Is not alwavs posstble
Ia such a home the angels of God, we are
told, and even the Lord Himseif, are pres-
ent. The children ofa good mother, who
does ber duty, inculeating sound principles
of religlous faith, hope aud charlty, will rise
up day by day and csll ber blessed.”

FATHER CRAFT.

Miss Teresa H, Dean writes as follows
from Pine Ridge Agency, date of the
30th ult :

It is said there is only a shade's
diflerence between pathos and humor,
I realized it in hearing Father Craft
relate the incident oi his wound. You
remember that even the cassock that
he wore was no protection, and he was
stabbed in the back at Wounded Knee,
He is recovering, but he looks as if he
had been and still ia very rear death’s
door, He is very pale and his hands,
in their blue-tipped, shadowy fairness,
will lock scarce difterent when they are
taking their eternal rest., He will not
admit that his wound was any thiog
but an accident. He speaks of it in
the lightest manner. He told me how,
as the return fire of the soldiers com
menced (several minutes after the
Indians bad been firing), a young Iadian
came to him and begged him to save
him. He pushed the boy back of him,
and yelled to the other Indians to lay
down their guns, The hoy c'usg to him,
all the timo saying: “Save wme! Save
me!” Hoe felv a sting io the back end
thought 'bat a buliet had struck hin,
In the excitement be forgot it, Ha shil
kept shouting to the Incians to put
their guns on the ground and thcy
would be in nodanger, Several mioutes
elapsed, He felt a wave of dizziness and
the blood tricklieg down his back, Just
then a soldier camo up to hioyand said :
“ Father, hear my confession. 1 am
dying.” He held out his arms td the
soldier, With his nead resting on the
Father'= shoulder he was given abtsolu.
tion. Whaile Father Craft was thus com
forting the soldier tne Indian boy was
still eclinging to him and bepging
for protesuion. Bulleis and shells were
flying in  every  direction. Tae
soldier’s life passed eway., With it
departed the superhuman streagth of the
priest.  They eank to the groand ti-
gother. The Indian boy, with his arms
etill around Father O:aft, weat down with
them, A soldier dashed up and leveled
hia gun at the Indian, Fatber Oraft
raised bhia hand. The gun wae lowered,

The soldfer and tne ludian carrled the
wounded man fzom the battlefizld,

All the time that Father Oraft was
telling this pitiful and intensely drams.
tio incident — where in & very few mio-
utes had been enacted a scene that told
the whole story of treachery, war, peace,
snd eternity — all the time as the words
fell rapidly from his lips he was laugbing.
And the light catch breath Jaugh seemed
to be concealing torrents of tears.
Truly, the line between psthos and
humor is exceedingly fine.
