THE GREAT BIRTHDAY.
It is with great fitness, and most suitable ac­

commodation to an inborn feeling of humanity, 
that we regul arly commemorate the birthday ot 
the great Redeemer ol our race, lie is the 
great Benefactor, who has bestowed on tb# 
earth blessings, compared with which all otbera 
are trivial. He is the great Deliverer, who has 
rescued the whole world from death and bond 
age. He is the great Teacher who has left be­
hind the noblest lessons of wisdom and virtue. 
He is the Captain of salvation. To keep the 
day ol Christ's birth is therefore in accordance 
with the best instincts of our nature.

There is one particular thought connected 
with the recurrence ol tip day, on which I would 
at present dwell, and strive to make it the sub­
ject ol profitable reflection. It is that Christ­
mas especially sets before us the thought of 
Christ in a real and personal humanity. That 
which awoke the acclamation of angels, • Glory 
to (iod in the highest, and on earth peace, good 
will toward men," was the birth ot a babe at 
Bethlehem, the son of a virgin ot a royal hu­
man race. In this way was begun the lile of 
the man Jesus, who wicked lor more than thirty 
years on earth, in th.e true brotherhood ol hu­
manity ; enduring all the wants and woes pro­
per to the children of Adam ; working all the 
while for their highest benefit ; expiring at last 
a true man, ou the cross, that by his death the 
world might have life.

The proper Godhead of Christ I view as the 
necessary element by which completeness and 
efficacy are imparted to all that was done and 
suffered by him in his manhood. It is that 
which gives their infinite vaine to his vicarious 
sufferings for the sins of the world, and affords 
to his true sayings the character of the wisdom 
and authority ol God. Christ our brother, 
leel." and sympathises with our wants and woes, 
Christ, our Lord and our God, is mighty to re­
move them all.

But the very conception ol Christ’s Godhead 
has, with many Christians, prejudiciously inter­
fered with that lull recognition ot his humanity, 
without which there can be no completeness of 
practical religion. The thought of a personal 
Saviour, ever living and acting for our welfare, 
has been too often lost ir. the dim generaliza­
tion proper to the conception of Deity. In the en­
grossing contemplation of systematic doctrine, 
the man Christ Jesus has sometimes faded fro» 
view. With many the whole scheme of redemp­
tion work wrought out in the counsels of 
eternity, to be firmly believed and thankfully 
acquiesced in ; but altogether away from a pre­
sent reality, practically influential on the daily 
concerns of common life. Christ has become 
an element in a system, not the living friend of 
man.

The true way of viewing Christ is to view 
Him as a presently existing Saviour—a living, 
acting benefactor ; interceding tor us, bestow­
ing on ns daily blessings, ever near to us to 
counsel and guide, to support aud comfort. 
Wo are not only permitted, but invited to think 
ot Christ as still bearing towards us the love 
and sympathy, of human brotherhood. Through 
the omnipresence of the Godhead, the man 
Jesus who once dwelt visibly on onr globe, still 
maintains on it everywhere, the influence and 
helpfulness of his humanity. The majesty and 
glory of Christ must, indeed, be remembered 
by us in all our intercourse with him, not less 
than his grace and love, but,rightly regulated, 
this daily communion with a consciously pre­
sent Saviour is not merely a permitted privil­
ege ; it is, ill a strictly proper sense, an en­
joined duty.

Braver assumes too exclusively the form ot 
an address to an abstract Deity, vaguely aad 
indistinctly apprehended. To this cause it 
may in great part be attributed that the Chris­
tianity of many is little else than the possession 
of a creed; and the recurrence of formal ob­
servances. But something more is wanting, 
the instant guidance and support—the abiding 
converse which, even in the deepest solitude, 
cheers and sustains, and irradiates.

The great obstacle with sceptics is the con­
templation of religion as involving abstract 
doctrinal positions, unintelligible, and as they 
say. self-contradictory. They would be more 
readily brought to the truth, were they led to 
think more frequently on the existence close 
beside them ot a Divine friend, real though 
unseen, who meets all their allowable desires, 
supports them in all their infirmities, saves 
trom sll threatening doom, purifies their na­
ture and affections, and surely guides to bliss.

It is such a Saviour whom the recurrence of 
the day of Christ's nstivity calls us especially 
to remember. It is a great error which they 
commit who devote the day to common worldly 
festivity. On the other hand, the religious 
services appropriate to the occasion have most 
fitly tsbUil to them that innocent domestic 
enjoyment, which He who was at the marriage 
in Csna of Galilee cannot disapprove, and may

IN A LETTER TO Ills WIEK.
Mr Dear Wise:—I now sit down to com­

plete » design which I beve long contemplated, 
but the accomplishment of which the provid­
ence of God has seemed hitherto to prevent. 
It is to give you and the children, as far as I 
am able, some account of the dealings of God 
with my own soul during the several winters in 
which I have been separated from you—blessed 
seasons, in which God has led me “ into green 
pastures, and beside the still waters," in which 
my dwelling-place has been in a ‘‘land of 
broad rivers and streams," along the banks ol 
the “• river of lile" and on those everlasting 
hills where m> ’• sun goes not down, neither 
does my moon withdraw itself, for the Lotil is 
my-everlasting light, ami the days ol my mourn­
ing are ended." As I commence writing, the 
waters ol lile rise and swell in my heart, and 
hear my soul upward and onward into an ocean 
ol such calm, serene, and peaceful blessedness, 
that language tails when 1 attempt to describe 
what I see, and feel, and enjoy. Inspiration 
only tarnishes language which approaches the 
reality—“ Whom, not having seen, ye love ; in 
whom, though now ye see him not, yet believ. 
ing, we rejoice with joy unspeakable and full 
of glory."

Perhaps I cannot better succeed in giving 
you an apprehension ol the state of my mind, 
than by presenting some of the elements and 
sources of that blessedness with which I have 
served God and my generation these years that 
are past.

The first source of blessedness is conscious 
peace with God. To look up, with an eye ol 
faith, into our father's face, with the full and 
sweet assurance that every controversy is fully 
and perfectly settled, that, like Enoch, we can 
•• walk with God" and “ God himself will walk 
with us, anti dwell in us, and be our God, and 
we be his sons and his daughters,"—we then 
know the blessedness which Moses tell when 
God said to him, “ I know thee by name, 
and thou has found grace in my sight." To 
have God thus present to and in the soul, with 
not a cloud or frown upon his smiling lace,— 
this is the “ fulness ol joy" which I have had 
in him for months and months together. Is it 
a matter of wonder, then that my “joy is full ?” 
In the very center of my heart

“ Sits my Saviour clothed in love.
And there my smiling God. ’

Another source and element of this blessedness 
is the sweet “ spirit ol adoption, crying Abba, 
Father," which God by hi* Spirit, breathes 
into the heart. In the exercise of this spirit, 
the current ot the thoughts, feelings, and af­
fections, naturally, sweetly and, continually, 
flows out in sentiments ol love, gratitude, and 
adoration, towards God, and there they roll 
“ in blissful fixedness about one changeless 
centre." In the hour of temptation, the soul 
spontaneeously “ looks to Jesus," with the 
peaceful assurance that his “grace will be 
sufficient." “ In the time of need," however 
great or small the necessity, it naturally turns 
to God, and “casts its cares upon him," with 
the lull assurance that “ he careth lor us ;" 
that in Christ are provisions lull and tree for 
every want ; that the ear ol God is open when 
we pray to him ; that even “ before we cry, he 
bears, and while we are speaking, he answers, 
Here am I son, daughter, what is thy peti­
tion?" To pray with the consciousness that 
God is thus present, that we are speaking to 
him face to lace, as a man speaketb to a 
friend,”—this renders our blessedness in God 
so great, that the particular blessings asked tor 
appear hardly necessary to the fulness ot our 
joy." This my joy is fulfilled."

Another element and source of this blessed­
ness is, the perpetual and peaceful assurance 
that, in and through Christ, every real want, 
temporal and ipiritual, may and will be sup­
plied. Christ has promised that “ they that 
follow him shall not want any good thing," 
that is, anything the possession oi which would 
be a real blessiag to them, anything necessary 
to the perfect fulness ot their joy. To have 
this truth perpetually present to the mind, to 
leel an entire assurance that this is the actual 
relation which we sustain to Christ,—then we 
•• rejoice with joy unspeakable and full of 
glory"-!—Then we, “ being delivered trom pur 
enemies, serve God without fear, in righteous­
ness and holiness before him all the days ot our 
life." This is the* relation which I feel myseli 
to sustain to Christ trom day to day. While 1 
remain here, I have no expectation or (ear ot 
wanting any good thing in time or eternity. 
All my interests lie secure in the hands of 
Christ. •• As the mountain are round about 
Jerusalem, so is the Lord round about bis peo­
ple," and I continually have the peaceful as­
surance that my soul dwells within that blessed 
circle.

Another source ol this blessedness is the con­
tinued assurance tlat my way is so committed 
to the Lord, that be does and will direct my 
steps. " I will instruct thee and teach thee in 
the way thou shall go ; I will guide thee with 
mine eye." This promise is a living reality to 
my mind, and I find it realized in my experi­
ence from day to day, in every time of need. 
When labouring in a place, up almost to the 
last moment when I am called to leave, I ol ten 
know not were next to diiect my steps. Yet, 
when the time comes, the providence ol God 
invariably make the way as plain as if a voice 
irom heaven should tell me where to go. The 
firm confidence I have that this will be the case 
preserves the mind from all care about the fu­
ture, and leaves it at lull liberty to expend its 
entire energies for Christ on the present field 
of labour. This state of peaceful trust, too, 
is itself, in the soul a “ well of water springing 
up into everlasting life." Then, when called 
to act, to know that God has heard prayer, in 
making the wiy so plein that not a shadow of 
doubt remains that one is walking in the very 
path, which he has marked out, end when pursu­
ing that path to be able to say, “ This is the

—then, indeed, “ our fellowship is with the 
Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ." Then 
we “ walk with God."

Another, and, I may add, one ol the chief 
sources of this blessedness, is the continued as­
surance that, through the grace of God, I aut 
or.e with (iod ; that my will is lost in the divine 
will; that I have no will to do what God would 

i not have me do, and that all that he would have 
j me do 1 will to do. Thus “ 1 live, yet net I 
j but Christ livetbinme; and the life which 1 
! now live in the flesh, 1 live by the l.ith of the 
[Son of God, who loved me, and gave bimsell 
for me." This is the most blessed spot in the 

j universe. Nothing can offend the soul when it 
is here. In this blessed spot Christ seems to 

, hold my soul Irom day to day. In this spot no 
finite object has power to disturb the deep rest 
of the soul in God. “ God is its everlasting 
light, and the days of its mourning are endtd.’ 
J should here mention another fact in my ex­
perience, which I owe to the grace of Christ 
It is this : a state of perfect contentment, and 
an entire peaceful acquiescence in the dispensa­
tions ot providence, in every variety ol condi­
tion. As the soul retires under the “ shadow 
of the Almighty,” no occurrence without, has 
power, to disturb it there. From that spot it 
looks out upon all the arrangements and move­
ments ol the surrounding universe, with this 
sweet spirit pervading its whole being, and that 
in respect to all creatures, objects, and events, 
“ thy will be done." It then “ learns, in 
whatever state it is, therewith to be content." 
Every condition is best. So it appears to the 
soul, and that because our heavenly Father so 
wills. My dear ones, I want you all to find 
litis peaceful, blissful spot. No want unsup- 
plied reaches the soul there. Never, it seems 
to roe, did my soul dwell there so uninterrupt­
edly as within a few months past. Ob, that 
blessed gospel, which has power to hold the 
mind in .ucli a state ! And oh, that blessed 
Saviour, who is the “ author and finisher" ol 
this blessed gospel, and is himsell its very sub­
stance.

Another element of this blessedness is this: 
an entire separation, in all my aims, purposes, 
and desires, Irom all objects but one—Christ 
and the interests of his kingdom. I do not 
know that I “covet any man’s silver, or gold, 
or apparel that I have any desire lor a name 
among men, or any wish to pursue any object, 
hut the glory of Christ. I have the witness in 
my own heart that, by the cross of Christ, “ I 
am crucified to the world,and the world to me.” 
In this blessed state, the soul can say, Christ 
is all mine. Nothing interrupts its deep bless­
edness in him. With what sweetness bave I 
been able, especially during the present period 
of separation Irom you, to present my entire 
family as a “ whole burnt-offering" to Christ, 
with this single desire and prayer, that we all 
he entirely his ; that we may be wholly separa­
ted Irom all that is unlike him, and have his 
entire image in all our hearts ; and that as a 
family, we may all be able to say," For us to 
live is Christ.;" To entertain such desires and 
intentions is a loretaste ol eternal blessedness.
I now come to speak ol a source ol blessedness 

ol which, I tear,I shall be able to make but a fee­
ble apptoach. It is what, for want ol better 
language to express, 1 would call those open, 
direct, and inconceivably sweet visions, which 
a great portion ol the time, I have of the in­
finite beauty, loveliness, and ineffable glory of 
Jesus Christ, and of the Godhead as manifested 
in him. You will doubtless recollect that me­
morable era ol my existence when I may say 
that I received the first full baptism of the 
Spirit,—a baptism in which the Sun ol Right­
eousness shone out in cloudless light, beauty 
sweetnees, and glory, upon my soul. We had 
just retired to rest. As I laid my head upon 
my pillow, in a moment the vision opened upon 
my mind. I bad an apprehension of Christ as 
he came out ol the sepulchre after his resurrec­
tion. The work of redemption was finished, and 
Christ, having burst the bars of death, bad 
come forth to present the offer ol eternal life 
to a dying world. There was in his benign 
countenance such majestic sweetness and 
beauty, such mildness and love ineffable and 
infinite, and glory so divine and resplendent, 
and all mingled with compassion so tender tor 
the sinner, that my heart melted in a moment. 
*• The fountains of the great deep" of emotion 
were all “ broken up." My bosom was swel­
ling and heaving with emotions to which no. 
language could give utterance. For seven 
years these baptism have been more and more 
frequent, till now they seem to be the dwelling- 
place ot the soul. At one time, I would view 
Him, as be led his disciples out to Bethany, 
and then “ lilted up his bands and blessed 
them," and then, “while he was blessing 
them," was taken up into hesven, at another, 
as he revealed himself to weeping Mary at the 
sepulchre, and to the two disciples at Emmaus ; 
at suotbe- as he met the weeping widow, and 
with infinite love restored her son alive from 
the dead ; at another, as he lay, the babe of 
Bethlehem, and yet the God incarnate, in the 
arms of the aged Simeon. At another I ap­
prehend him as present to my soul, and appre­
hend him with the full and perfect conscious­
ness that “ in him I am complete,” that there 
is not a demand ol my being, in time or 
eternity, which he is not able, and willing, and 
present, to meet. At first, I seemed to view 
him at a distance from me, and yet, as 1 fixed 
the eye of laith upon him, approaching nearer 
and nearer, with a countenance infinitely be­
nignant, and saying, " If you will fix your eye 
steadily upon roe, I will come to you, and make 
my abode with you.’ Thus he approached 
nearer and nearer, till be shone upon me trom 
every point. He is in the soul, and yet all 
around. These views of Christ bring such 
sweetness and beauty into the soul, that I have 
often thus described the effect to my own 
mind.

sage, and others of kindred character, come 
home to my mind: “ Unto you it is given, in 
behalf of Christ, not only to believe on him, 
but also to suffei lor his sake."

Soon after I beard ol the death of my 
mother, as I was meditating upon this event, 
this stanza passed with indescribable sweetness 
through my mind:—

“ Hope looks beyond the bounds ol time. 
When what we now deplore

Shall rise in full, immortal prime,
And bloom to fade no more."

For a whole night my aoul lay all dissolved 
with that sweet thought, without hardly closing 
my eyes to sleep. These sweet thoughts often 
flow on into my dreams, and then I sometimes 
hear music and singing that are perfectly un­
earthly. I will endeavor to give you some 
conception of one such scene. I was at T— 
two years since, amid the occurrences above 
described. One evening, as I retired to rest, 
I seemed, with infinite sweetness, to pillow my 
bead upon the bosom of Christ. In ibis state, I 
fell asleep. I soon thought myself in company 
with some ten or twelve individuals before my 
lather’s dwelliog, walking with them towards 
the door. As we wore about to enter the door, 
the whole scene being inconceivably peaceful, 
they all stopped and commenced singing. 
The words and tune of each were in perfect 
harmony, and yet appeared undesigned, as 
each seemed to be sioging, as it were, alone 
by himsell. The perlect harmony seemed to 
be the spontaneous effect of the concurrent 
melody ol the soul within. The words and the 
music were all unearthly, such as I never con­
ceived of before. I looked at their counten­
ances ; each one beamed with a serenity so 
peaceiul and heavenly, that it appeared as if 
in each heart “ hope lay ssleep on the bosom 
of bliss,” and my own soul was as peaceful as 
theirs. One voice rose above all the rest. I 
turned to see Irom whom it came. It was from 
my departed lather. One line they sang which 
I had before beard :—

“ Gently, Lord, O, gently lead as.”
As they came to this, my feelings were so ex­
cited that I awoke, all dissolved in tears. 
When I awoke, the words and tune were dis­
tinctly in my mind, I attempted to sing them ; 
but my voice was so coarse and harsh that the 
whole vanished in a moment. In thought only 
I remember it now. It has given me, how­
ever, tech an idea of the harmony of heaven 
as I never conceived of before. Such is an 
imperfect statement of what the Lord has done 
tor my soul.

“ Therefore praise hime,
Praise the great Redeemer’s name.”

From what I have written, you will not sup­
pose that my mind has always been in the same 
state ol ecstasy. This I could not endure. 
But my “ peace is as a river." Neither will 
you suppose that no feelings of sorrow dwell 
in my mind. I often weep over sinners, and 
over “ Zion, we cry, tossed with tempest, and 
not comforted," and as often “ travail in birth" 
for them. And what a privilege it is to weep 
with Jesus over a lost world ! Such tears are 
inconceivably sweet. God treasures them up 
in his bottle. In liim, however, there is per­
petual rest.

Now, my dear ones, having told you the 
dealings ol God with my own soul, permit me 
to say, that my heart's desire-and prayer to 
God, front-day to day, for you, is that you may 
all share with me in this “ fulness ot joy." It 
is all tor you. I have obtained it “ by the 
faith of the Son of God." It you will “ be­
lieve, you shall also speak." May God, of his 
infinite mercy, grant “ that you may be streng 
• hened with might, by his Spirit, in the inner

IS “SOUL-SAVING" OBSOLETE?

A secular journal of high authority and wide 
influence has* lately asserted that the preaching 
of the Gospel, so far as it includes the busi­
ness of “ saving souls ” and “ bringing men 
to Christ,” is becoming obsolete! The 
meaning of the bold declaration is unmistake- 
able.

It formulates 
the idea'now increasingly current, that the 
supernatural element in religion has either 
never existed or, if so, is rapidly dying ont. 
It reduces the Heaven-born “ preaching of 
the Word" to the level of scientific lecturing 
or the advocacy of humanitarian reforms. It 
would strike the knell of old-fashioned '“ revi­
vals," If admitted, even lor an instant, it 
would paralyse the power ot the pulpit.

For, if there be any one established fact in 
the history of Christ’s kingdom, it is the. fact 
that those preachers of the Gospel who have 
.jm»H most directly to “ save souls ” and to 
“ bring men to Christ " have been the men 
who have achieved the greatest results. The

of the hour. Their mission was not to contro­
vert heresies and infidelities by philosophic ar­
gument, nor to found institutions lor social re­
form. They clove at once to the toot of the 
matter—addressed their fellow men as sinners 
under the curse ot Infinite Justice, gnd in peril 
ol (he wrath to come; and their “business" 
was to lead sinners to Jesus, the world's Re­
deemer The people thus converted began 
to lead better lives. Out of their converted 
souls sprang the vast spiritual mechanism and 
the world wide labors aud philanthropies ol 
Methodism. And just so far as Methodism 
has striven to keep up and to carry out the 
grand idea of its founders has it been a power 
for good in this wicked world. And, if the 
Methodist pulpit, or the Presbyterian or the 
Congregational pulpit, or any other, should 
ignore the tremendous lacts of man's utter de 
pravity.and need of salvation by Christ’s cross, 
il it should busy itself mainly in answering 
scientific scepticisms, or in unfolding general 
principles of morality, it would soon become a 
shorn Samson. Its strength would have de­
parted. Retreating trom its aggressive work 
ol awakening sinners and converting souls Into 
a mere defensive attitude, it would ; soon have 
nothing left to delend. Presenting only argu 
meuts tor a good life, without striking at a cor­
rupt heart, as the source ot all bad living, it 
would soon cease to " salt” society with the 
only salt that has the “ savor " ot God’s grace 
and indwelling spirit.

What was true of the Wesleys, and the 
Whitfields, and the Edwa rdses of the last cen 
tury, has been equally true of the Lyman Bee­
chers, Griffins, Finneys, and Nettletons of this 
century. They never admitted for a moment 
that leading souls to Jesus Christ was au “ ob­
solete business." Some one asked Lyman 
Beecher in his old age, “ What is the great 
est of all things ?" The sturdy veteran quickly 
replied : “ It is not theology ; it is not con­
troversy ; it is to save souls." He was, by 
long way, the mightiest minister of the Word 
which our American pulpit has held in this 
century ; and as he looked back over bis splen­
didly beneficent career, he felt that the great­
est good he had accomplished was in leading 
guilty and polluted human souls to the Lamb 
of God, who taketb away the sins of the world, 
Here, too, lay the power and the best achieve­
ment of Charles G. Finney, when “ the weight 
of his spear was like a weaver's beam." To­
day the most successful preacher in E urope is 
Charles H. Spurgeon. He is doing more to 
reform London than any other man in it, unless 
that other man be our indefatigable friend, 
Newman Ilall. Both work on the same “ base­
line," and aim at the same result—viz., “bring­
ing souls to Jesus.” Mr. Spurgeon asked me, 
with some solicitude, last summer : “ How far 
do voer ablest preachers aim mainly at the 
conversion of souls ? He then stated that 
proportion of the printed discourses that reach­
ed him from America happened to (possess in 
his judgment) more ol intellectual and rheto­
rical merit, than of conscienee-roosing and con­
verting power. I replied that special discours­
es for special occasions were most often print­
ed, and that the average discourses of the la­
borious, faithful, “ soul-saving " pastors were 
seldom given ti the press. I quote his ques­
tion, however, as most significant, and one 
worthy ol being solemnly and thoughtfully pon­
dered by us all.

Let us look for a moment at the portentous 
consequences that would follow, provided that 
the “ business of saving souls, and bringing 
men to Christ " did actually become obsolete. 
If human souls are not saved, what is to be­
come ot them ?_, And if they are not brought 
to Jesus Christ by the Word and the accom­
panying Divine spirit, whither are they to go? 
There is no other name given among men 
whereby we must be saved. Neither is there 
salvation in any other. The issue is : Jesus 
Christ or—perdition.

Certainly none but a bold sceptic will affirm 
that the revealed Word ot the Everlasting Je­
hovah has become “ obsolete.” Yet that word 
emphasizes, as the chief end oi Gospel preach­
ing and of Gospel effort, the saving ol sinners’ 
souls through Jesus Christ. “ He that win- 
neth souls is wise." “ They that turn many to 
righteousness shall shine as the stars for ever 
and ever." “Let him know that he which con- 
verteth a sinner Irom the error his way shall 
save a soul Irom death." The great commission 
every true preacher is to proclaim that He 
that believetb on the Lord Jesus Christ shall 
be saved ; and he that believetb not shall be 
damned.” And whenever and whenever 
Christ’s ministers have most intensely and 
faithfully aud unflinchingly set this grand pur­
pose before them, and worked up to it, there 
have the most permanent and powerful ré­
sulté been reached. The man who tries with 
God's help to save souls is the man who act­
ually does it. The man who never attempts 
this never accomplishes it. He mey produce 
much valuable and quickening thought; he 
may aid many humane reforms ; he may say a 
great many eloquent and plausible things 
about elevating humanity and developing the 
latent good that exista in a|l men, etc., etc. ; 
but he doee not awaken sinners. He does 
does not lead men to Jesus as the crucified 
Saviour, Ibe only sacrifice for sin. And if a 
depraved heart is not changed, and il that 
heart is not led to Jesus Christ, I should like 
our modern wiseacres in religion to give me 
some irrefragable evidence that that heart shall 
yet " see the Kingdom of God." If eoul-esv-

sive;
this she tends towards sectarianism. There 
can be no doubt that it was the) intention ol 
her founders to embrace a wide range ol opin­
ion within her hounds. But to effect this by 
a unitorm comprehensiveness ol jereed and 
formula was beyond the mental vision of that 
day. They sought to bring it about by insert­
ing some of the lavourite formulas ol the lead­
ing parties in the same article» and liturgy. So 
that all parties find within her much which 
pleases them, and not a little to make them 
uneasy. Thus the Church ot England em­
braces within her bosom the widest possible va­
rieties of opinion. The views held within her 
are no less varied than the wide extent ot opin­
ion maintained outsii.c her pale. She shelters 
in lac*, evety lorm of belief between the doc­
trine of the Papal supremacy and the denial of 
the possibility of the miraculous, and between 
exlteme sacrauientajisin and the lowest church, 
manship. -Her wide comprehensiveness, il ef­
fected would have been her greatest glory. Her 
blot is the indirect and tortuous manner in 
which this has been attempted. It was .hardly 
possible that a Church could be based on truly 
comprehensive principles at the time of the Re­
formation. A wide interval separated such a 
Church from the line of thought in which the 
Reformers had been brought up. Although 
they had shaken themselves clear ol the terms 
ot the old faith, they were still animated by^the 
spirit of Scholasticism. They had never been 
led to question the omnipotence ot the syllog­
ism lor the discovery of all truth. Religious 
controversy was the one great employment lor 
the mind of men. Natural science was un­
known. A critical knowledge of history was 
unthought oi. The principles ot toleration were 
yet m their cradle. To have refused to assume 
the appearance of attempting to embody in 
formal statements things which are now recog­
nized as lying beyond the limit ol the human 
understanding, would have been viewed as lit­
tle short of heresy.

But such a mode of comprehension is no 
longer suited to the genius of the age. The 
spirit of this age requires that what was in for­
mer times accomplished indirectly should now 
be done directly—not by inserting incongruous 
statements to please different classes of opin-, 
ion, but by a carelul removal of everything 
which clashes with the fundament*) opinions 
ol either of the parties which the Church in 
tends to comprehend. We assuma it then to 
be a tact now unquestioned, that these conflict­
ing parties are firmly entrenched itr the Church, 
aw) that the attempt ol any one ol them to ob­
tain exclusive possession is hopeless. It so. is 
it not better that this should be at once dis­
tinctly admitted and actedjupon ? And is not 
the time come when the question should he sub­
mitted to the public opinion of the country 
whether it is in lavor of maintaining in its pre­
sent exclusive position as a (national establish­
ment a Church which claims in this way to be 
comprehensive ? And until this question is dis­
posed of, isit to be endured that Protestant 
edifices should be surrendered to Popery, and 
perverted to the teachings and re-establishment 
ot pestilent heresy P (It is notorious that a very 
considerable jnumber ol churches are already 
so surrendered, not only in cities and large 
towns, where this species of dishonesty attracts 
notice, bet more numerously than is imagined 
in the rural districts of the country. It is no­
torious that a very large number of clergymen 
in the Chnrch ot England, while still clinging in 
outrageous violation of every principle ol honor 
or even honesty, to Protestant revenues, are 
desecrating the simplicity ol their'places of wor 
ship by clumsy imitations ol Papistical or­
naments ; dressing themselves in ridiculous 
garbs; patting up images and cruifixes in 
the churches and wax candles on the altars ; 
and giving themselves up to acts of ado­
ration, and gesticulation which resemble 
nothing more than the mummeries of Bud- 
hism. The Church of England, which once 
boasted of being the bulwark of ; Protes­
tant ism, is now presenting more and more 
widely the spectacle of men, while eating Pro­
testant bread, complimenting Popery, copying 
it* practices, extenuating its errors, exaggera­
ting its residuum of truth, and successfully in­
troducing the infection of a theology which 
casts a slight upon the Reformation, regards 
Popery with complacency and desire, and 
teaches that if Was lor nothing that the faithful 
confessors strove and the noble martyrs died.
It is evident (£at there is no hope of any check 
or arrest upon this process ol moral dishonesty 
Irom the authorities in the Church. One bishop 
coolly counsels his clergy to amend their ritual 
by raising what is low rather than by attacking 
what is high. Another, Irom whom we had 
expected better things, contributes bis quota to 
the further lowering oltbe Protestant tone and 
spirit ol the Church by discouraging evening 
communions, and recommending to bis clergy 
the practice of “ eat ly celebrations ;" while a 
third bishop urges the adoption ol the surplice 
by the choir, and thattheir place should be in the 
chancel.
If, then, it be true that an increasing section 
of the English clergy, calling themselves “ the 
Anglican priesthood," with a considerable num­
ber of the bishops at their head, are sanction­
ing the re-introduction into our “ National 
Church " of priestcraft and the dogmas and 
practices of Popery, it is time tor the people ot 
this country seriously to consider whether it 
is possible to renounce the Reformation and 
seek union with the Roman Church without sur­
rendering the rights of conscience as well as

strength ol those who attack, but in the uncon­
sciousness of those who are attacked. Once 
let the priests in upon our lives snd homes— 
and permit them to bold the place ol the 
Almiuhty—and what becomes of the religious 
liberties of Great Britain and the world ?

In one aspect our entire national history re- 
solve# itsell into a series ol successful efforts to 
tame aud utilise the power ol our kings and 
priests. We have now, alter experience, prac­
tically decided that the retention of the kingly 
power is expedient, as best suited to the habits, 
tastes, opinions, and eoovictions of the English 
people, but we still keep, and intend te keep, 
by means of Constitutional chocks, such watch 
and ward over il as torever to rentier hopele.s 
the re-establishment of despotism in these 
realms. The spiritual power, however, is, 
whenever permitted to acquire undue prepon­
derance, even deadlier than the political, or 
kingly power. And yet, il we are to judge by 
tke signs of the times, we are by no means »o 
determined to keep the priestly power within 
proper limits. Our eonstitotion has been bnilt 
up stone by stone against the inroads of Des­
potism, as our Proles tan ism has been built up 
against the inroads of Priestcraft: It seems 
incredible that any statesman worthy of the 
name should tail to He the imperative neces­
sity of maintaining both barriers, or should 
overlook the fact that our English Protestant­
ism is eur bulwark against the tyranny of 
priests, as the Constitution in its political as­
pect is our bulwark against the tyrrayy of 
kings. Still Ritualism—full-blown priestcraft 
—is gaining ground in the National Chnrch, 
and the guardians ol that Church seem to wink 
at iu increase without apparently the remotest 
perception of iu political significance. In or­
der not to be misunderstood, let us My dis­
tinctly that we have not the smallest quarrel 
with Ibe Ritualists simply as a religious reel. 
To them, as to all other worshippers, we would 
guarantee the widest possible religious free­
dom. Whaf we object to is not the form ol 
worship itself, but the introduction of that form 
of worship as a portion ol the national religion. 
Outside the Church ol England they may hold 
what opinions they please ; but they are not at 
liberty to discard the ProtesUntism of a Church 
into whose ministry they were admitted as that 
of an essentially Protestant Church, and at the 
same time to live on Hi revenues, and profess 
themselves its true children. The Church of 
England, whether we agree or disagree with 
it, is at present an integral part of our system, 
and while tlieRifualisU enjoy a perfect right to 
worship God after their own fashion, they have 
no more right to attempt to upset the l’rotes- 
Uot character of the Church than the Fenians 
have to attempt to upset our Constitution. It 
cannot be too often asserted that the Church ol 
England—whether the word priest be rendered 
presbyter or sacerdos in the Latin version ol 
her formularies—does not and will not recog­
nise a sacrificing and absolving priesthood, but 
only a pastoral ministry. We have done with 
the “ right divine ’’ ol kings—and we will have 
no •• right divine " of priests recognised 
amongst us. The anatomist fails to discover 
any distinction between the bony structure ol 
the well and that of the sheep-dog—the de­
stroyer and the guardian ot the flock. Both 
are beyond doubt derived from the same orig­
inal, and only the domestication of ages has 
produced Ibe difference in tendency snd habit. 
Id an analogous manner, a priesthood and a 
ministry are derived Irom the Mme original, 
and present little perceptible différence in the 
mere skeleton framework. The diflerenoe is that 
the one ravages, while the other protects the 
told. We neither want, nor will have any 
wolves to act as sheep dogs among our Eng­
lish flocks.

Isn’t it winter 
now ? And surely every sense responded 
“Yes! lads, this is winter true euough.’' 
It was about the twentieth time during the 
past six weeks they had asked the same 
question, so eager are our true born Cana­
dian youth for the frosty air, and glorious 
fun of winter life. What period of the 
year gives them more buoyancy, or offers 
them more glorious sport? It is winter 
now. The landscape says so, for it is cov­
ered with a foot of snow. The farmer says 
so, lor he has ceased all his farm labours, 
aud housed his implements, as well as his 
stock. The animal world says so, for they 
have with one consent retired to their win­
ter quarters. Strange then that the man of 
science aud he alone says no ! It will not 
be winter till the 21st or 22nd of the month 
I agree with a certain writer upon this sub­
ject that a truer division of the year would 
be into two instead tf lour seasons—sum­
mer aud winter, summer extending from 
20th March to 20th September, and winter 
the other half of the year.

splendid abilitiy. Their academical career 
gave ample promise of the distinction won 
by them in their public course. Men of their 
natural genius, high culture and practical 
ability for the transaction of public affairs 
are not plentiful in any country.

The latest Ex-Lord High Chancellor of 
England, Lord Hatherly, is a gentleman of 
acknowledged Christian excellence, respect­
ed by all who know him as a very devout 
and high-principled mankind a judge impar­
tial, just, learned and clear-headed. Dur­
ing the long years when his labours at the 
bar and on the bench were moatjexhausiing, 
he was a zealous Sabbath School teacher 
toiling for the spiritual enlightenment of the 
ignorant and the lowly.

The present English Attorney General 
is said to be a man of unaffected piety, it 
is to be hoped the statement is correct. If 
he lives, he will some day reach the wool­
sack. He has already declined a judge­
ship. He is a lawyer of great distinction 
and an orator of considerable force and 
attractiveness.

The Duke of Argyte, who is a member 
of Mr. Gladstone’s Cabinet, aud a man of 
talent, is a firm aud intelligent Christian 
believer.

Mr. Bright, the greatest orator of later 
Parliamentary times, may or may not be 
a person of marked personal piety. We 
are not informed on that point. But it is 
matter ot history that he has steadily 
aimed at objecte approved by the spirit of 
Christianity.

The Earl of Shaftesbury, long one of the 
chief ornaments of the British Patrician 
order, is known throughout the world for 
his unwearied Christian philanthropy 
There are doubtless many other persons 
whose God is the Lord Jehovah, occupying 
commanding positions in the public service 
of Great Britain. But their names are 
not familiar to us. Yet enough is known 
to warrant the conclusion that there never 
was* time in British history when Chris­
tianity was more honoured in the high 
places of the nation thsn at this moment. 
True, there is much misery in Britain to 
pity, many things wrong to rectify, and 
many evil influences at work that forbode 
mischief. It is nevertheles cheering to see 
so many of Britain’s political leaders and 
public servants rendering homage to Christ 
the Lord, and presenting gifts to his service 
far more precious thau the gold, frankin­
cense and myrrh offered by the wise men of 
old.

Tbs present is a period of deep anxiety 
among British Methodists. The educa. 
tional question is agitating them greatly. If 
we mistake not, the large mixed committee 
to whose consideration that question was 
remitted by the British Conference last 
summer, has within a few days past been 
deliberating thereon. The subject is in­
volved in perplexity. No course possible 
to pursue in regard to it seems free from 
objection. On all sides there are evils to 
be avoided if possible. It is the part of 
wisdom Rediscover, and choose the least of 
these, if all cannot be evaded. But there 
is among British Methodists a wide differ­
ence of opinion as to what under the cir­
cumstances ought to be considered the least 
eviL We can only hope the conclusion ar­
rived At will be prompted by influences 
from above; and that the peace of the 
Church will not be broken or its power for 
good weakened in consequence of the dif­
ference of sentiment prevailing on this sub­
ject among" its most influential members.

Tbe death of Thomas Street, Esq., open­
ed “ Welland,” and an earnestly contested 
election took place, which was finally car­
ried by Mr. King, the reform candidate.

now represents. His father is said to have 
been a Roman Catholic, who intended to 
bring up bis son in the same religion, 
but d>ing while George was only an infant 
his Education was providentally committed 
to Mrs. Casey, who as a converted woman 
and a member of the W.N.C. Church felt the. 
sdul of her son was too precious to be en 
trusted to Roman Catholic priests. She 
brought him up in connection with her own 
Church,—of which be has been for several 
years a devoted member,—and having 
completed his University course a year ago 
he has now entered into Parliamentary life, 
probably the youngest member of the 
Ottawa House of Commons.

There has been a general dearth of fctart- 
ling or interesting events in our province 
since the Fall Storms —Of course as yon 
know, immediately upon the heels of them 
followed the epizootic,” sweeping over us 
with amazing rapidity, and showing to us, 
how much we were indebted to the horse 
for the comforts and blessing of every day 
life ;—it as swiftly passed away, and lias 
scarcely left a trace behind. London, for 
the time being presented a strange contrast 
to its usual bustling animated appearance ; 
and wood and hay and such other com­
modities rose to very high prices. la 
Church matters there is nothing of special 
moment among us. Dr. Punshon is con­
tinuing his extensive labors, his lec­
tures being looked upon as his valedic­
tories—and the time of his departure is 
hastening on. He visits London week after 
next to lecture. Many could wish that his 
final visits were with the message of salva­
tion rather than other themes, for there are 
tens of thousands yet who have never 
heard from his eloquent lips, the glorious 
“ old, old story of the Cross,’ and who pant 
to hear of Jesus rather than of Macaulay 
or Bunyan, or any other great man. 
The Missionary Committee which met in 
October was unable to complete its business, 
and accordingly left some important mat­
ters to a sub-committee of Finance, which 
met in Toronto on the 19th. The mission 
to Japan having been determined upon, the 
selection ol the most suitable agent or agents 
to commence the work is no doubt, a diffi­
cult and delicate matter, it appears that Bro. 
Davidson McDonald is the most likely can­
didate, both be aud Bro. Sutherland, who 
was also spoken of, are in the prime of their 
vigor, with an experience of some twelve 
years in our ministry. Whether the Church 
will as heartily respond to the special ap­
peal of a Foreign Mission, as will be neces­
sary, so as not to limit or retard our ag 
gresaive home work, is yet problematical. 
Many will think we have home mission 
ground enough within our own territory 
without going abroad ; and that until there 
is a Protestant place of worship in every 
part of Lower Canada, and our German 
population are fully supplied with means 
of grace, we ought to devote all our mis­
sionary energy within the limits of the Do­
minion of Canada.

Notes of revival are being heard from 
many quarters, but the brethren generally 
are too busy to write much as yet. Inger- 
sol, a beautiful town of the Gt Western, 
which was swept over by a destructive#lire 
in May lasf, but is rapidly rising out of her 
ashes, has been visited with showers of 
blessings, under the ministry of Dr. Fresh­
man. I do not know whether your readers 
are at all familiar with the doctor's name. 
He is a German Jew, and was Rabbi of the 
Synagogue of Quebec for many years. 
Converted to Christianity, he offered him­
self to the Wesleyan Conference of I860, 
and was accepted, he became the founder of 
our German Missions, and for many years 
confined his labours among this portion of 
our community, but as he became familiar

Services at Georgetown are still held as 
frequently as possible, but as Mount Ste­
wart requires fortnightly services George­
town cannot have so much as it needs ; and 
they therefore enquire earnestly for the 
Minister promised to them. The services 
continue to be well attended in the court­
house.

Grand River—or Dundas has to do pria 
cipally with week-evening services, its peo­
ple are still deeply interested in the Church 
and the class there is in a healthy condition 
and looks lor richer blessings.

The old gas fittings have all been re­
moved from the body of the church and put 
in tli basement, and new aud splendid 
gaseliers have been introduced. When 
these are all lighted the church presents a 
very neat and most commodious appear­
ance after the enlargement and renovation 
it has undergone. The basement room is, 
without exception, the finest in tbe city. 
The height being almost fifteen feet, and its 
commodious size makes it an excellent 
room lor the Sunday School purposes, as it 
has not the objection of most basements 
where the celliugs are so low, that speak­
ing and singing are performed with dif­
ficulty.

These improvements have been made at 
an expense of $8000. It is not to be ex­
pected that the whole of this sum can be 
raised at once by the church. Having a 
little over two years since been at the ex­
pense of fitting up the building, tbe mem* 
bers of the congregation have certainly 
shown a commeudabfe spirit of enterprise, 
iu making the much needed extension aud 
iinprovemeut. About half the ueccssary 
sum has been raised by subscription, the 
Sabbath school guaranteeing $1000. Tbe 
time allowed for raising the amount was 
five years, but from a bazaar held during 
the past season, they realized $1300, more 
than sufiicieut to discharge their share of 
tbe debt The old Sabbath School build- 
iug briugs iu au annual reut of $350, a part 
of which goes into a siuking fund toward 
paying tbe balance, which will no doubt be 
made up in a short time in this way, and 
from additioual subscriptions aud by ba­
zaars. The Itev. Mr. Deiustadt is tbe pre­
sent pastor ol tbe Church and has mani­
fested a great deal of industry aud zeal iu 
furthering the work.

LATE- ADDITIONS AND IMPROVEMENTS.
To-morrow the Exmouth Street Wes­

leyan Church, which has been closed since 
May last in consequence of additions and 
repairs made upon it, will be re opened for 
Divioe service. We should say, rather, it 
will be re-opened, as it is only two years 
and a half ago that it was thoroughly reno­
vated at a cost of over $2,000. After 
lima it was found a serious iuconveuience 
that there was no basement to the church 
for Sabbath-school and other purposes, and 
it was determined to raise the building and 
^construct a basement, which was accord 
ingly commenced at the beginning of the 
present season.

The building used heretofore for base­
ment -purposes is situated in the rear cf the 
church, and is known as the Exmouth 
Street Sabbath school building. It fronts 
on Brussels street, and for a long time there 
has been much inconvenience felt on account 
of the separation of the two. The noise 
too, from the latter street was felt quite 
seriously when the building waa nee ded for 
devotional purposes, when the usual Weekly 
class-meetings were held in it. In May 
last the work of extension and improvement 
commenced. The Church has been raised 
thirteen feet, and a basement, nearly the 
whole size of the church, has" been finished. 
Besides this much needed improvement, the 
main building has been enlarged to the 
extent of fifteen feet towàrd» Exmouth 
street. The original length was 75 feet, 
ao that it is now 90 feet long. The audi­
ence room ia now the whole length of the 
original size of the building. Twelve new 
pews have been placed where the hail 
formerly stood and three have been added 
in the gallery making a total now ol 124 
pews. The fifteen feet additional of front­
age has been taken up with the new hall at 
the entrance, a very large and spacious one, 
the stairways, a large Class room below off 
from the audience room, and two smaller 
rooms above to the gallery. These latter 
are for society and vestry meeting purpose». 
These with two room» m connection with 
the basement make five class rooms ia the 
building.

The work of raizing the building hae 
been meet aoeoeaeiully accomplished by

From the Christian Guardian.
During the past two years an organiza­

tion has been in existence under tbe name 
of the “ Ontai io Temperance and Prohib­
itory League," the avowed object of which 
is to secure the entire prohibition of the 
Liquor Traffic by legislative enactment 
There are some, even among the friends of 
temperance, who call in question the wis­
dom of such a movement, aud regard tbe 
hope of its accomplishment as visionsry in 
the extreme. Be that as it may, there ir 
otie fact which cannot be controverted, viz. 
ti.at the traffic in strong drinks has become 
nu evil of startling magnitude, urgently de­
manding a more decisive remedy than has 
yet been applied.

Iu the discussions which have taken 
place on this question, there has been, aud 
still is, a good deni of misapprehension. It 
has been supposed by many that the prohi­
bition of tbe liquor traffic ia advocated only 
by a few temperance fanatics, who, with 
a genuine dog-in-the-manger spirit, will 
neither use these beverages themselvesjnor 
allow others to use them. This is a mis­
take. There is no necessary connection be­
tween temperance as corainoHly understood, 
and the prohibition of the liquor traffic by 
law. A little thought will make this clear, 
Temperance has reference to a social eus 
tom ; prohibition refers to a branch oftrade. 
Temperance means abstinence from the 
use ol alcoholic beverages, on the ground 
that they are never neceesary, always dan­
gerous, and, in many cases, positively hurt­
ful ; prohibition means the legal proscription 
of the traffic on the ground that it is a great 
social evil, aud a prolific source of crime, 
Temperance must always be a voluntary 
act, and can be promoted only by moral 
and social agencies ; prohibition oq the other 
hand, is a work which belongs exclusively 
to legislation, and can be dealt with only 
in that way. To promote temperance, 
therefore is the duty of individuals and of 
societies, and must be carried on by moral 
suasion ; to prohibit the traffic is tbe duty 
ol Government, and must be done by law.

No thoughtful mind can fail to be struck 
with the glaring inconsistency of our pre­
sent laws in regard to the liquor traffic. 
Tbe law provides for the punishment of 
drunkenness, while it protects the traffic 
which causes drunkenness ; it punishes 
those who suffer from the traffic while ÿ 
protects those who cause the suffering 
With just as much propriety might our le­
gislators pass a law to protect bank-note 
forgers, and another to punish the unfortu­
nate dupes upon whom the forged notes 
might be passed.

The League, to which reference is made 
above, has been actively pushing forward 
the work during the past yeàr. Many 
thousands of petitions are now in circula­
tion all over the Province, and are readily 
signed in almost every neighborhood [ and 
it seems highly probable that the next ses­
sion of the Ontario Parliament will witness 
the reception of the largest number of pe­
titions ever sent to the .House on any ques­
tion. Let tbe friends of prohibition throw 
themselves hesrtily into ibis work, and we 
doubt not an (impetus will be given to the 
cause that will carry it to a successful issue 
at no distant day.

Three uulortunate servant girls, evidently par­
alyzed with terror when the awlulness of their 
position was revealed to them, had sunk to the 
floor exhausted and suffocated, aud their lile- 
less bodies were conveyed to the Morgue. 
This occurred at hall past one, and created 
great sympathy among the crowd as the bod­
ies of the unfortunate victims were brought 
from tbe hotel. Buttbis was only a foretaste 
ot horror. Soon the dreadful announcement 
was pissed irom lip to lip that large numbers 
ol' tbe boarders had been tound fileless iu their 
rooms, and the consternation among many who 
bail iriends in the hotel, became must intense. 
This soon, however, proved to be incorrect, 
although tbe horror was no less real. Eight­
een more bodies were found io tbe servants’ 

.dormitory, all perfectly fileless and tbeir bodies 
revealing every form ot horrible contortion 
from tbe dreadful agonies in which they per 
isbed. The excitement at the hotel and the 
immediate neighborhood when this fact became 
known, waa perfectly fearful, and the stout 
hearted quailed in tbe preseece ol such a dread­
ful event These bodies were also conveyed 
to tie Morgue, where a hideous spectacle will 
this morning present itself. Tbe loss as tar as 
could be ascertained up to the latest hour, will 
amount to not lesa thau $130,000.—zVeic York 
World Dec. 11.

A Recent Storm on the British Coast. 
—Tbe London Telegraph thus comments on a 
storm which recently visited the British coast : 
—Yesterday, tbe 27th of November was the 
one hundred and aixty-ninth auniversary of the 
most terrible storm that stands upon record in 
our whole national history. The hurricane— 
lor hurricane it was—commenced upon I he 
morning ot tbe 26th ot November, 1703, and 
did not reach its height till tbe altenioon of the 
following day. A huge “ bore ’’ swept up tbe 
Thames,an djerusbed as if they bad been sojmany 
walnut shells more than a thousand crafts of all 
sizes, the loss sustained by the city jol London 
alone being assessed at a million and a half stg. 
In tbe Downs the fleet which had just returned 
irom lhe Mediterranean, experienced the full 
fury ot the tempest. Seven ships of tne fine 
were driven ashore, and 1,600 officers aud men 
perished. Such was Ihe-calamity ot November, 
1703; and as we read the accounts ol the tern 
pest which raged round our coast on the 26ih 
of November, 1872, the horrors of 11 tbe great 
storm" would seem to have revived.

He carried tbe imaginations ot his listeners 
irom tbe ** Yellow Head Pass " across the 
three ranges ol tbe Rocky Mountains, over 
rugged roads and roaring rivers, through 
woods, swamps and canyons, to Vancouver’s 
Island. He alluded to the many almost insur­
mountable dargers and difficulties to which the 
earliest travellers in those regions were sub­
jected, and einfirmed to the descriptions in 
Miltcto and Cbeadlea books. He gave an 
account of tbe miners of British Colombie, and 
their habits, tbeir thriftlessness and their fever­
ish craving lor new gold fields, and contrasted 
their general subjection to tbe euthority of tbe 
law with tbe lawlessness of the miners of Cali­
fornia and Oregon. He briefly described the 
most prominent features ot Vancouver Island, 
and the numerous bays and inlet» aloug the 
coset of Britieb Columbia.

SECRETARY SEWARD AS A CHRIS­
TIAN.

Among the many reminiscences of the great 
Secretary Seward, none will engage deeper in­
terest among good men everywhere than this 
page from bis Christian experience. It is part 
of a letter (just made public) written to his old 
political coadjutor, Hon Thurlow Weed, in 
1837, just after Mr. Seward became a member 
of the church. He says “ I have to-day, not 
without tear and trembling, but I trust in sin­
cerity and firmness of purpose, discharged a 
duty unknown before. For years past I have 
struggled against prejudices of early education 
which rendered religion a mystery, and yet 
carried about me a conviction that it was in 

i -entity a simple and beautiful system, the pro­
fession and practice of which were obvious du­
ties. After what, I trust, has been a proper 
self-examination, I presented myself for bap­
tism, and was received into the visible church, 
and for tbe first time enjoyed tbe Communion 
Supper. I mention this fact, which will be in­
harmonious with your daily thoughts and occu­
pations, because it is an important event in my 
life, and one which, therefore, it is best you 
should know directly from roe, instead of hear­
ing it by report. It, in one of those seasi 
(which seldom occur) when you are alone and 
tree from the presence of immediate care, 
you remember this circumstance, your intimate 
knowledge of my recent experience of human 
events, will, I doubt not, enable you to trace 
the causes and manner of my becoming more 
serious than heretofore in regard to religion 
If that or other course of thought should lead 
you to tbe conviction that what I have done is 
an obvious and proper duty devolved upon 
yourself, as well as me and others, it would be 
a source of great happiness to me. You will 
not be likely to fall into the error into which 
others will in respect to myself. But I may as 
well be explicit with you. I profess not to 
have experienced any miraculous change of 
heart, or to have in any way gone through that 
ordeal of despair so commonly supposed to be 
the entrance, and the only entrance upon Chris­
tian life. I have always been sensible that I 
was an offender, and a grievous one, against 
the duty I owed to God and my fellow-men. I 
have endeavored now to repent, and resolve, 
with God’s grace, to live more in tbe fear of, 
and under ihe influence of love and gratitude 
to God, and to that end to study his revelation.
I do not anticipate that it will make any con­
siderable change in the habits of my life, but I 
humbly trust that it will gradually elevate and 
refine my motives ot action.”

Blessed ! O what riches ! When reminded of 
the sufferings of Cl rist for him, he said, “ My 
God, my God. why hast thou forsaken me,'' 
and with much leeling exclaimed, “ Blessed 
Jesus!!"
