THE IRISH TRIALS.

DusriN, Oct. 27.—Nothing is talked of
hare but the approaching State trials, and
their probable consequence and their effect on
the land agitation.

quite complete, but the utmost secrecy is ob-
served with respect to them. Only a few offi-
cials at the Castle are really aware of the ex-
not i i of the G The in-

definite decision has been reached. Beveral
names that were included in the first scheme
of indictment have been stricken out. They
will probably be added. The case will doubt-
less be very long. The
PRELIMINARY ABRANGEMENTS
for making the order absolute will cover many
days, and perhaps weeks, including the neces-
sary adjournment, and the trial will probably
last for at least a month. The variety
of matter to bes introduced is im-
mense. The State triala of 1844 lasted.
twenty-four days, and it willnot be surprising
if the opening of Parliament in February finds
tha trials still unfinished. The Government
may attempt to push them speedily forward,
but the agitators are masters in the act of ob-
struotion, and will do everything they. can to
prolong them. The newspapers, in compar-
ing the present case with that of O'Connell,
Linve pointed out that while O'Connell vehe-
mently denounced outrage as a crime Parnell
has only said that assassination is unneces-
sary and undesirable, and has condemned it
on mere grounds of policy. ‘L'he Irish Times
ealls attention to the fact that in O'Connell’s
prosecution the Government was called upon
to prove that the agitation tended to incite to
acts of violence and lawlessness throughout
the eountry, which at that time wi com-
paratively few. In
THE CASE OF MR. PARNELL
the Government will point to the daily oceur
ring outrages and 1 awless acts as the direct
outcome of the agitation. On the other hand,
tho League leaders claim that tha ery of
outrages has been gotten up to injure the
agitation. Outrages have always taken
place in Ireland, and will so- long
a¢ the present land systemm  exists,
The Government has many difliculties. They
depend on Government reporters for the
gpeoches, butif the prosecutions last till
autumn the notes of the various reporters
ara likely to disagrec materially, and the
prisoners must ges the tenefit of the doubt.
f the Government applied to all the press re-
porters of Dublin for their notes of speeches,
and all refused, the prosecutions might break
down on that pointalone. Even if the accused
were convicted, it is very unlikely that the
“agitation wonld oease until after serious dis-
turbaneas, Mr. Parnell made no idle threat
when ke said, *If they put us out of the way
worso men will take our places.”

SUFFERING AND DEATH.

Wreck of a Canadian Bark—A Terrible
Tale of Suffering at Sea—Gallant Res-
cue of the Survivors.

A terrrible voyage was experienced by the
Lloyd steamer Neckar, which arrived at South-
ampton this morning.” The vessel brought
the crew of the bark Margaret, of Quebee,
Captain Guill, with seventeen of the crew,
which left Mobile for Greenock, laden with
timber, 01 August 15th. Captain Guill sends
us & tkrilling narrative of his voyage.

Oth, when a gale sprang up. On the morning
of the 10th the lower foretopsail was blown
clean away from the bolt ropes. The position
of the bark was then 47 degrees north latitude
and 41 degrees west longitude.

The
ship then partially righted, kut she was
A COMPLETE WRECK.
The decks were all gone with the exception
of one-third only of the poop-deck, which re-
mained above the water. Over this the sea
broke continually. The crew lashed them-
selves to the floating wreck, gnd the captain
called the roll of the crew. When morning
broke, all hands were found lashed to ten feet
of wood, over which the sea was continually
ureaking. They had had no food or water
since ten o’clock on the morning of the 11th,
W. Armitage died in the afternoon. The rest
took refagejon the stump of the mizzen-mast,
the hull being entirely covered with water, On
the 12th a vessel paseed to leeward, but did
not seo the signals of the unfortunate men.
At 10 a. m. the steward died. This sad event
cast & gloom over all.
HUNGBY AND THIBSTY,

Fortunately the vessel saw their
siguals and bore down upon them. It proved
to be the Atlantic, of Christiansand, Captain
Nielson, from Miramichi to Larne, Ireland.
Every kindness was shown the shipwrecked
aptain and his crew. They say that there
thanks are due to thamen who manned the
bosts}in a high and angry sea and rescued
fourteen of the survivors. This being a large
addition to the number of the Atlantic they
were transferred on the 21st to the Neskar.
Capt. Guill expresses his thanks to Capt.
Wiilegerod and the officers of the Neckar for
their kind treatment.

Ossinsky
was accnsed of ** belonging to the Boeialistic
party and of having attempted the life of an
officer of the gendarmerie.””  To support the
first charge certain letters from men known to
be Socialists were produced; to support the
second the fullowing  facts were stated:
Ossinsky, while in prison, had one day met a
police officer in tha corridor, had unbuttoned
his overcoat and put his hinds in his trous-
ers pockets—with the intention, the public
prosecutor declared, of * shooting the offi-
cer.” Now, Ossinsky oertainly did pos-
sess a revolver ; bat this revolver was unload-
ed, and locked up inh case. This was enough
and Oesinsky was condemned to be shet.
Sophia de Herzleld, who on a former occa.
sion had been imprisoned four years. and
who was now accused of firing at the officer
who arrested her, was condemned to the same
penalty. The Governor of Kieff, however,

Another case is that of the Boubotina
family. Marie, Eugenie and Nadechds, the
daughters of a staff-officer of high rank and
large fortune, were arrested in 1875 0on a
charge of * distributing prohibited books
and propagating Bocialist ideas.’” On the
death of their father, Marie, the eldest
daughter, had thrown herself heart and soul
into the Nihilist movement, her mother and
younger sisters soon after besoming her fellow-
workers. For two years after their arrest
these girls—who had not hesitated to sacri-
ficea life of luxury and pleasure for the
dangers and hardships of a political struggle
—were dragged from one prison to another.
When finally placed upon their trial in 1877
Marie, once a strong Liealthy girl, was utterly
broken down in health—changed beyond re-
cognition, & mere shadow of her former self.
This trial, in which some fifty persons were
implicated duced a di ion in Rus-
sia ; for it wasindisputably proved that the
Third Section had suborned all the witnessea.
Marie and her sisters were condemned to
transportation to the mines of Siberia. Not-
withstanding the state of Marie's health—the
doctors declared she wasin the last stages of
consumption—the Soubotinas were sent off on
oot, heavy chaius on their arms, each
chain connecting someten or twelve conviets;
so0-that these poor girls were tied to criminals
of the most horrible type. Of course Marie
never reached her destination; after fearful
sufferings she died at Novosenok, aged twenty-
two years. When last heard of, Eugenie
(twenty years old) and Nadechda (nineteen)
were in “the mines. Of Marie a Russian
writes : ** It is impossible to give an ad
idea of her noble, generous nature, of her
beauty, grace and unselfish devotion.

that ever was éxperiénced raged over Whitby.
The flood swept down the railroad bridge and
caused a great deal of damege. * Bix vessels
were driven ashore, and the captain of one
and eight men were drowned. Five vessels
were driven ashore at Scarboro’. The gale is
still raging with unabated siolence. Men
who have crossed the Channel often say they
have experienced nothing to compare with
to-day’s gale fer twenty-one years. Three
vessels were driven ashore at Hartlepool and
the crews were saved with greas difficulty by
the life boat. At Leham a vessel drifted on
the beach ; the crew clung to the rigging and
one man was drowned. The approaches to
Herelord are impaseable for pedestrians, and
conveyances have to be employed to carry
persons to the city.  Cattle, furniture, and
trees were washed away by the torrent. It is
said this is the most disastrous storm experi-
enced daring the last half century. Guns
are being fired at Sunderland to indicate the
danger to shipping.

go near her until next morning, although
she seemed restless ; saw Brown and Barton
near the cow in their yard that night ; next
morning saw that the cow had been bleeding,
and tracked the blood to Brown's yard ;

IVORY TRADE IN AFRICA,

In the ivory trade in Africa two kinds of
tusks are found calied “live” and ‘‘dead.” As
far as utility and value are concerned there is
bat litsle difference between them, though the
shrewd traders, in buying, always endeavor
to magnify this, and secure a **dead " ivory at
amuch lower figure. Those tusks too, weigh-
ng under twenty pounds are called ** scrive-
lers,” and, in proportion to their size, are a
great deal cheaper than those of greater
weight. * Scrivelers” and tusks are both called
“ live "and ** dead, " and about three-fourths
of all the ivory boughs is ** dead.” The pieces
hus denominated are found by the nativesin
places where ¢ resorts, but with-
out other bones. Some twenty miles above
Kangwe Mission station, in the Ogowe, there
is a small island in the middle of the river,
not more than one and a half acres in arca.
Here is a trading house which buys some two
tons of ivery per month. * Talking an ivory ”
enerally pies one and il two
days.

You see the point. Now this writer
whom Sir Richard quotes was speaking
of the acts of communities, and he left
his hearers to apply his quotation as
they thought proper. I will just point
out that in 1878 the community over
which he and his colleagues in the Min-
istry presided dismissed him from their
service. Either the people in doing this
were earnest, and dismissed a dishonest
employe—(applause)—or they were dis-
honest and would not keep on honest
men. Which was it? I will leave Sir
Richard on the herns of the dilemma,
and he may select whivhever he pleases.
(Loud applause.) The hon. gentleman
then dealt with the objections to the
tariff, and spointed out the many suc-
cesses with which it had met.

Mr. Robert Smith, barrister, said that
he had been pleased, in common with
others of the audience, to hear the able
address of a man who spoke with author
ity.

Mr. T. M. Daly, sr., seconded the
motion with pleasure. It was, perhaps
the best cold water speech he had ‘ever
listened to. (Laughter.) There was
some satisfaction in knowing that the
country had not gone to ruin ; that the
price of sugar had not been increased
three cents per pound, as Sir. Richard
Cartwright had said, but that there had
been universal and encouraging pros-
perity. (Applause.)

‘The resolution was carried amidst the
enthusiastic cheering of the immense
assemblage.

In reply to the vote of thanks, the
Finance Minister spoke for a fewminutes
on the arguments of the Opposition, to
the effect that this year would witness
a large deficit. He had the cheerful in-
teliigence to impart that for once he
would be able to meet Parliament with
the report of a surplus. He wished the
town of Stratford every prosperity.

Col. Campbell, of Listowel, invited Sir
Leonard to tae town which he represent-
ed, where additional evidences of the
benefical effects of the N. P. would be
found.

When he become of
a marriageable age, instcal of choosing a girl
from his own or one of the surrounding towne,
he fell ardently in love with a very attractive
young Jady in New Bedfcrd, Mass., whose
picture is mentioned in the Sundny issue of
your paper as having been found in bis trank.
One might well suppose that a man of his
pereonal appearance, genial disposition —he
was never otherwise than courteous and plea-
sant—and wealth, would find no difficulty

in winning a wife, but in this case every-
‘:’ziug went the wrong way., He was in
the habit of visiting her et frequent
intervals, but suddenly his attentions ceased,
and he became melancholy and down heated.

Mr. John Hare, the actor, may be described
a8 inhabiting the locality known as * round
the corner,” his dwelling being situated in
one of those pleasant nooks of Kensington,
just out of the hurly burly of trail At the
tap of Hornton st., beyond the large mavsion
just built, is a house, if of any order, then of
the chalet order of architecture. It is one of
those houses which appear to have dropped
down where it is withont reference to align
ment or the Severities generally. Exte
it is of fine Venetian red; inwardly it is
orated after the fashion which has rcecived
the name of a proverbiaily defunct queen.

For the moment the members are Smut, a
black collie, with the proper quantity of tan
distributed about his person, and a small
terrier, swathed in a dog's coat and ensconced
before the fire. Smut makes friends at once
with a friend of the drama, for he is a theat-
rical dog—perhaps rather amateur than pro-
fessional.

For after all the highest aim of such
books must be, not to delight and satisfy
men's intellects, but to touch their heart and
congeience, The man who stands a head
taller thon any of his contemporaries as pure
artist is Thackeray, and no one delighted in
his matchiess photographs more than Charles
Kingsley, or more loyally acknowledged his
supremacy. But I must question whether
any book of Thackery’s ever wrung from
struggling and fallen men or women cne such
ery of new courage and reviving hope as came
to Charles Kingsley, again and again, a few
samples of which she who so carefully treas-
ured them unknown to him has given usin
